Special Conditions:

1. February 18, 2016.  Contract Extension effective 2/18/2016 through 11/9/2016 or until a replacement contract is awarded and implemented.  All terms, conditions and pricing remains unchanged.

2. September 9, 2014.  Twenty four (24) month extension effective 5/10/2014 through 5/9/2016 with Travel Charges of 4.33% allowed and various equipment cost adjustments are allowed effective 9/9/2014.
There are two (2) item deletions to optional equipment in Category C.  Line item D, DVI-RGB conversion Kit: Type: OP03-180 Model/Stock# 008-536-070 and, line item H, (1) Memory Card Model/Stock # 000-148-719.  These items are still available, see Category C, Note 1. for instructions on ordering.
This Amendment also allows a .74% Cost Adjustment to Harris Electric Inc. for a Contract Management Fee.  All other terms, conditions and pricing remain unchanged.
