Upon request Award, Contractor shall furnish evidence in the form of a certificate of insurance satisfactory to the state of Washington that insurance, in the following kinds and minimum amounts, has been secured.  Failure to provide proof of insurance, as required, will result in Contract cancellation.


In lieu of providing a certificate of insurance coverage, Contractor has the option of providing evidence of self-insurance that is acceptable to the State.”

Q4:  Page 15 of 22, Section 7.5 – We request this provision be amended to provide a more explicit and objective means for breaking tie bids. If the State breaks a tie without using an acceptable objective tie-breaking method, the award will be susceptible to protest and challenge by the tie bidder not receiving the award.

A4:  Given the volumes involved with determining manufacturer rebates and the requirement for bids to reflect figures to the 4th decimal place, the State does not foresee the need to address a tie for this solicitation.


Q5:  Page 1 of 8, Section 1.2. Please provide a few examples of the type of “decisions affecting this Contract” that will be made by consensus or majority vote. How will decisions be made if there is a tie in any voting that takes place?

A5:  The State cannot predict what types of decisions affecting the Contract might need to be made by consensus or majority vote. If there is a tie in the voting, the state of Washington will make the final decision.
