The Purpose of this Amendment is:

1. To respond to formal questions posed during the Pre-Bid Conference held on May 11, 2016.
2. To remove obsolete manufacturers from the evaluation process in Appendix C, Price Worksheet
and re-allocate weighted value points.

Bidder Questions
Question #1: What is the maximum term for this new contract?

DES Answer #1: Per Section 1.3-Contract Term, the total contract term, including the initial term and all
extensions, will not exceed six years unless circumstances require a special extension.

Question #2: What is the anticipated dollar value of the contract?

DES Answer #2: The dollar value anticipated for the initial term is $ 8,000,000. The anticipated dollar
value over the six (6) year term is $ 24,000,000.

Question #3: How do orders come in to the Contractor?

DES Answer #3: Orders come in to the Contractor by many means, including but not limited to phone,
emalil, fax, etc. Each agency/customer will have their own way of sending in orders.

Question #4: Is the contractor responsible for damage that occurs while freight is in transit?

DES Answer #4: Yes. As stated in Appendix B- Special Terms and Conditions, Section 1.6 shipping
terms are FOB destination. The customer should inspect the goods upon delivery and notify the
contractor immediately of any damage prior to opening of packaging. Deliveries that arrive damaged will
not be accepted by purchaser. Please see Appendix A- Proposed Master Contract, Section 3.12 for more
detailed information regarding delivery requirements.

Question #5: What is the protocol for deliveries that are accepted by Purchaser, but later it is discovered
they have concealed damage?

DES Answer #5: The same protocol for damage during shipment should be followed.
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Question #6: Do out of state firms have to pay Washington sales tax?

DES Answer #6: Please refer to the Washington State Department of Revenue at www.dor.wa.gov for
information regarding retails sales tax requirements.

Question #7: How will sales tax impact the evaluation of this Contract?

DES Answer #7: Sales tax will not impact the evaluation of this Contract.

Question #8: Will out-of-state bidders be given an advantage from the cost of not paying Washington
sales tax during the evaluation process?

DES Answer #8: No, out-of-state bidders will have no advantage, as sales tax will not be included in the
price evaluation.

Question #9: Will sales taxes be evaluated on this bid?

DES Answer #9: No

Question #10: Valiant is not a manufacturer, as suggested on the evaluation appendix C. How will this
be handled?

DES Answer #10: Appendix C is amended to remove Valiant from the evaluation in Section C.

Question #11: What documentation does DES need to process a price increase request?

DES Answer #11: Please see Appendix A, Section 1.12 Price Adjustments for information regarding
documentation required for requests for price increases.

Question #12: What is the approval process for the use of sub-contractors?

DES Answer #12: Please see Appendix A- Proposed Master Contract, Section 3.10.d Use of
Subcontractors for information regarding subcontractors that will be used routinely under this contract.
Vendors must have the applicable licensing and bonding mandated for business in the State of
Washington. Vendors using sub-contractors must comply with state regulations.

Question #13: Can we have an in state requirement for firms bidding on this Contract?

DES Answer #13: No, we cannot restrict vendors doing business out of state from bidding on this
opportunity. However, the awarded contractor will be required to meet all service requirements outlined in
the resulting contract.

Question #14: How will manufacturer warranties be handled under this contract?

DES Answer #14: DES acknowledges that warranties for most items are handled at the manufacturer
level. Contractor will be required to facilitate any warranty issues that arise during the term of the contract,
in accordance with industry standards.
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Question #15: In section C of Appendix C “Additional Manufacturers Offered”, this appears to be unfair

based on the large numbers of manufacturers. How will this be handled?

DES Answer #15: DES will remove section C of Appendix C of the evaluation and 50 points will be

reallocated to Section D of Appendix C, as noted in the following table which now totals 200 points:

DES Answer #16: Appendix B Special Terms and Conditions, Section 1.6- Disposal of Packing Materials

is amended to remove the following clause:

Question #17: Sections 1.7 and 2.6 include a lot of services that would come at an additional cost. It's
important we separate them and price them individually on a per job basis. | broke down the list of
requirements below. Words in red should be re-defined as an additional cost component. Notes in black
have a short description and are to be expected in the sell price of the piece of equipment. Removing
additional services will allow us to provide a more competitive discount off catalog pricing.

DES Answer #17: Based on discussions during the Bidder's Conference, DES agrees to amend Section

1. Labor — Additional inside delivery options will be available for an additional cost, including but

not limited to uncrating, set in place, removal of old equipment and disposal, and installation.

2. Travel —Included in the quoted cost of installation.

3. Consultation Services — At customer’s request, Contractor will coordinate consultations with

manufacturer’s representative and product demos in special cases. Any design services would

be available at an additional cost, such as referrals for architect, engineering and foodservice

consultants.

4. Wiring and supplies needed for the installation (including cost of all uncrating, disposal of

shipping materials) — Will be quoted separately, based on statement of work. Wiring will be

performed by a licensed electrician subcontracted to perform the work. Disposal fees are

determined by the size of the equipment being disposed of.

5. Set-up- These services will be guoted on an as-needed basis and will be at an additional cost.

6. Warranty work — Performed by manufacture service agent. The warranty is between the end

user and the manufacturer. Contractor will provide the warranty service agent contact

information and facilitate a claim by providing updates and involving manufacture
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representatives. It will be the customer’s duty to contact the service agent to schedule
