Bid information, including price sheets, will not be available for public disclosure until after award of the contract.  At the time of bid opening, only the name of the bidder and time of bid receipt will be read aloud.

SCOPE

The purpose of this IFB is for the as needed purchase of Modular Plastic Belts – Flush Edge Mesh Top (per the specification below) and the associated parts and accessories. This is a mandatory term contract for the Department of Fish and Wildlife when the item is used in fish management as a self cleaning screening belt.  This will be a convenience contract for any other purchaser. 
A. 
Estimated Value: We estimate that purchases over the two-year initial term of the contract will approximate $80,000.00.  However, the State does not guarantee any minimum purchase.  Orders will be placed on an as needed basis. 
B: 
Term: The initial term will be 24 months from date of award, which is projected to be within 30 days after bid opening date, with the option to extend for additional terms or portions.  Extensions will be subject to mutual agreement.  The total contract term may not exceed six (6) years.
C. 
Primary Purchasers:

The primary state agency purchasers will be the Washington Department of Fish & Wildlife.  However, the contract will be made available to all state agencies and other state institutions of higher education.  (Colleges and Universities, Community and Technical Colleges), for delivery on a statewide basis
Purchasing Cooperatives

While use of the contract by members of the WSPC and DASCPP/ORCPP is optional, the state encourages them to use state contracts.  Their use of the contracts may significantly increase the purchase volume.  Their orders are subject to the same contract terms, conditions and pricing as state agencies.  The state accepts no responsibility for payment by WSPC or DASCPP/ORCPP members.

Based upon contractor’s agreement, the contract will be made available to political subdivisions and non-profit organizations which are members of the State of Washington Purchasing Cooperative (WSPC) and/or State of Oregon Cooperative Purchasing Program (DASCPP/ORCPP). There shall be no minimum order size for this contract.

DEPOSITS:

There shall be no deposits required for this contract.

PRICING AND ADJUSTMENTS

Unless otherwise stipulated all bids must include unit prices and extensions where applicable and be otherwise in the format requested.
All bid pricing is to be FOB Destination, freight prepaid and included, for any destination within the State of Washington; however, the  pricing sheet provides for an FOB Destination, freight as a separate line item option which will not be evaluated for purposes of determining a successful bidder.   
All pricing shall include the costs of bid preparation, servicing of accounts, and all contractual requirements.  During contract period pricing shall remain firm and fixed for at least 365 calendar days after effective date of contract.
Adjustments in pricing will be considered after firm fixed price period on a pass through basis only.  A minimum of sixty (60) calendar days advance written notice of price increase is required which is to be accompanied by sufficient documentation to justify the requested increase.  Documentation must be based on United States published indices such as the Producer Price Index.  Acceptance will be at the discretion of the Contract Specialist and shall not produce a higher profit margin than that established on the original contract pricing.  Approved price adjustments shall remain unchanged for at least 365 calendar days thereafter.
During the contract period, any price declines at the manufacturer’s level or cost reductions to Contractor shall be reflected in a reduction of the contract price retroactive to Contractor's effective date.
During the term of this contract, should the contractor enter into pricing agreements with other customers providing greater benefits or lower pricing, contractor shall immediately amend the state contract to provide similar pricing to the state if the contract with other customers offers similar usage quantities, and similar conditions impacting pricing.  Contractor shall immediately notify the state of any such contracts entered into by contractor.
The percentage discount off the price list/catalog shall not change during the life of the contract.

Not including the modular belt material, the Bidder shall make the rest of their product line available to purchasers under this bid.  The bidder shall submit the current price list for the belt material and associated sprockets with their bid package.  Failure may result in the bid being rejected.  BID SUBMITTAL.

PURCHASING CARD ACCEPTANCE

In an effort to streamline the purchasing and payment process, the State is encouraging agencies to use the state contracted purchasing card to facilitate small dollar purchases. EVALUATION CONFERENCE

To aid in the evaluation process, after bid opening, the State Contracts Specialist may require individual bidders to appear at a date, time and place determined by the state for the purpose of conducting discussions to determine whether both parties have a full and complete understanding of the nature and scope of contractual requirements.  In no manner shall such action be construed as negotiations or an indication of the state’s intention to award.

REPORTS
The contractor(s) must provide the following report(s) to Office of State Procurement.

Sales and Subcontractor Report

A quarterly Sales and Subcontractor Report (attached) shall be submitted in the format provided by the Office of State Procurement or the electronic equivalent when available. Contracts Specialist Required Report

This report will be designed by the Contracts Specialist to obtain information needed for IFB design, contract negotiation, or any other Contracts Specialist determined need.  Such reports shall be submitted annually and shall list sales by quantity and dollars by color and container size, and location to each purchaser made during the reporting period, and shall include the purchasers name and contact information.  Political subdivisions and nonprofit corporations shall be separately grouped but shall contain the same information.

BID EVALUATION
In conjunction with the Competitive Procurement Standards (revised 06/02/03), Section III, Paragraph 28 and the other contract terms the award will be based on the lowest total acquisition cost to the state. Per the evaluation below.
Bid evaluation to determine a successful bidder shall be based on the extended total cost of the modular belt material under section 4.3.1.  The unit price per square foot will be multiplied by the estimated annual usage to arrive at the extended total (4.3.1.E) for an award basis.  
Associated modular belt components are required under this bid and the Bidder is required to make the rest of the product line (e.g. sprockets) available to purchasers under this contract.  The Bidder must state a number between zero and 100 in section 4.3.3.A.  Regardless of the stated percentage discount off price list/catalog, all orders from the price list/catalog shall include the FOB Destination, freight prepaid and included term.
Freight As A Separate Line Item:

OPTION: Freight as a separate line item Belt Material (section 4.3.2): The bidder must state an FOB Destination, freight prepaid and included price in section 4.3.1 as it is this price that will be used to determine a successful bidder (winner).
