SPECIAL CONDITIONS: 
1. Current Contract Information (CCI) (05/29/2012) This Current Contract Information (Change Notice No. 5) is to extend the contract to term effective 8/1/2012 to 7/31/2013.  All other terms conditions and pricing remain unchanged.

2. Current Contract Information (CCI) (07/20/2010) This Current Contract Information (Change Notice No. 4) Administrative change, the contract administrator has changed from David Scott to Corey Larson.  All other terms conditions and pricing remain unchanged.

3. CONTRACT INFORMATION

Purpose of contract requirements are to provide the Department of Transportation, Washington State Ferries, with life raft recertification services and/or repair parts as required by the U.S.C.G. in compliance to Federal 46 CFR 160.051-6(d)(2) and (3).  Contact supplier for an updated manufacture’s repair parts pricing list.
4. INSURANCE CERTIFICATE
Insurance Certificate per requirements of Section III, Paragraph 1A, General Requirements, Contractors will forward to the State Procurement Officer within fifteen (15) calendar days of receipt Notice of Award, evidence in the form of a Certificate of Insurance satisfactory to the State that insurance has been secured.  Failure to provide proof of insurance as required will result in contract cancellation.

5. PRICING AND ADJUSTMENTS

Unless otherwise stipulated in Section IV all bids must include unit prices and extensions where applicable and be otherwise in the format requested.

All pricing shall include the costs of bid preparation, servicing of accounts and all contractualrequirements.  During contract period: 

Pricing shall remain firm and fixed for at least 365 calendar days after effective date of contract.

Adjustments in pricing will:

Be considered after firm fixed price period on a pass through basis only.  A minimum of forty 
five (45) calendar days advance written notice of price increase is required which is to be 
accompanied by sufficient documentation to justify the requested increase.  Documentation must be based on United States published indices such as the Producer Price Index.  Acceptance will be at the discretion of the Contract Administrator and shall not produce a higher profit margin 
than that established on the original contract pricing.  Approved price adjustments shall remain unchanged for at least 365 calendar days thereafter.
During the contract period, any price declines at the manufacturer's level or cost reductions to Contractor shall be reflected in a reduction of the contract price retroactive to Contractor's effective date.

6. WARRANTY
Puget Sound Inflatables warrants all parts and labor for a period of one (1) year from date of receipt of materials or equipment by Washington State Ferries.  Receipt will be documented by a dated and signed delivery or pick up receipt.  Warranty is applicable for all items delivered under the Life Raft Recertification Contract.

7. CERTIFICATION

Puget Sound Inflatables, Inc. is an authorized ELLIOTT life raft recertification station in compliance to U.S.C.G. regulations. Copy of certification is filed with contract folder.

8. SALES AND SUBCONTRACTOR REPORT
A quarterly Sales and Subcontractor Report (attached) shall be submitted in the format provided by the Office of State Procurement.
