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1 SUMMARY OF OPPORTUNITY AND OVERVIEW


1.1 Purpose of the RFP


Note: This document is a state of Washington solicitation that provides a means of communicating to the public and supplier community the state’s need and how the state will receive offers and evaluate and make awards.  


The Department of Enterprise Services (DES) intends to award to multiple vendor(s) in multiple category(s) or customize as appropriate to the commodity/service and solicitation.



The purpose of this RFP is to establish a statewide master contract for statewide Light to Medium Duty Transit Vehicles that may include and is not limited to services, accessories, equipment, parts, pieces, consulting, training, etc. 


It will establish a multi-vendor contract for the purchase of public transportation vehicles. The requirement has been divided into two (2) categories, Light and Medium Duty Cutaways.  The selected contractors in coordination with the Department of Enterprise Services (DES), Contracts, Procurement, and Risk Management (CPRM) program have developed an on-line ordering process to facilitate use.  In addition, the contract seeks to match and qualify contract users with federal grant and/or stimulus funds. The intent is to reduce the cost and effort needed to order these vehicles in order to make the funds and equipment available to increase services available to transit organizations. 



This Contract is for new vehicles but other additions may be added by contract amendment. 



1.2 Purchasers



The Washington State Department of Transportation is the primary stakeholder of this contract with other agencies, counties, cities, mass-transit organizations from inside and possibly outside of Washington State being the primary purchasers.  


This contract will be available for use by all Washington state agencies and authorized parties to the Master Contracts Usage Agreement (MCUA), including institutions of higher education, cities and counties, other political subdivisions or special districts, and nonprofit corporations. Their orders are subject to the same contract terms, conditions and pricing as state agencies.


The contract will also be available for use by the Oregon Cooperative Purchasing Program (ORCPP) and the state of Alaska and their sub-recipients.


While use of the contract is optional for political subdivisions and nonprofit corporations authorized by the MCUA and ORCPP, these entities’ use of the contracts can significantly increase the purchase volume. DES accepts no responsibility for orders or payment by MCUA, ORCPP members or the state of Alaska.

This contract may be made available to other non-Washington entities upon authorization by the DES /CPRM program.


DES/CPRM is the contract administrator and not the purchasing customer.


Federally funded recipients and recipients funded through the Department of Transportation Public Transportation Division, will individually issue purchase orders through an approval process at the Public Transportation Division. Payment for vehicles will be made to the Contract Vendor by the individual purchasers. 



1.3 Contract Term


The initial term of the contract is one year from award of the contract, Following the initial term, this agreement will automatically renew for successive four (4) one year terms. Unless terminated earlier. The total contract term, including the initial term and all extensions, will not exceed five (5) years.


1.4 Estimated Usage & Min – Max Quantity Worksheet


It is estimated that purchases over the one-year initial term of the contract will approximate $150 million.  It is projected that this will consist of 1725 Light to Medium Duty Transit buses in various configurations.  The State does not guarantee any minimum purchase.  Orders will be placed on an as-needed basis. Estimated quantities are informational and not to be construed as a warranty of accuracy of historical or anticipated volumes or a guarantee to purchase any amount.  Purchase potential from other purchasers is unknown

The Proposers/awarded Contractors understand and accept the possibility of low sales or zero sales and the Proposer/awarded Contractor agrees that the Proposers/awarded Contractors shall hold the state of Washington and all of its governmental entity subparts and all authorized contract customers harmless.  


1.5 Delivery Requirements

1.8 Special Instructions- Electric, New Technology Vehicles 



Bidders are to offer new technology (electric) vehicles meeting contract specifications, terms and conditions. The State reserves the right to make separate awards for such vehicles.  If not specifically called for on a vehicle bid category add under "other recommended options" at end of price sheets for that category.  Identify fully, including fuel(s), modifications, payload, gas equivalent mileage, option restrictions and added delivery time. Factory warranted OEM equipment is preferred. Bidders will be required to identify if alternative fuel vehicles are “Conversion Ready” or “Factory Installed”, and a description of the warranties for each as applicable. 



NOTE: If National Energy Bill Federal Tax Credits are provided to the selling dealer for the sale of hybrid government fleet vehicles, dealers will pay the state vehicle customers at least 60% of the per vehicle credit received. Additionally, if the tax credit becomes available for diesel powered vehicles selling dealer will also pay the State at least 60% of the per vehicle credit received



1.9 Request for Clarification: Interpretation and/or Approved Equal

Complaint: This solicitation offers a complaint period for Proposers wishing to voice objections to this solicitation. The complaint period ends five business days before the bid due date. The complaint period is an opportunity for the Proposer to voice objections, raise concerns or suggest changes. Failure by the Proposer to raise a complaint at this stage may waive its right for later consideration. DES will consider all complaints but is not required to adopt a complaint, in part or full. If Proposer complaints result in changes to the RFP, written amendments will be issued and posted on WEBS.


Complaints must be emailed to the Procurement Coordinator located on the face page of this document. Proposer understands and agrees that DES is not responsible for any Complaint that is not properly identified by the Proposer, whether known or unknown to DES, and the Proposer shall hold DES harmless for the same.


1.11 Debrief, Disclosure, and Protest


Debrief: Debrief meetings are an opportunity for the Proposer and the Procurement Coordinator to meet and discuss the Proposer’s bid. A debrief is a required prerequisite for a Proposer wishing to lodge a protest. Following the evaluation of the Proposals, DES will issue an announcement of the Apparent Successful Proposer (ASP). That announcement may be made by any means, but DES will likely use email to the Proposer’s email address provided in the Proposer’s bid. Proposers will have three business days to request a debrief meeting. Once a debrief meeting is requested, DES will offer the requesting Proposer one meeting opportunity and notify the Proposer of the debrief meeting place, date and time. Please note, because the debrief process must occur before making an award, DES will likely schedule the debrief meeting shortly following the announcement of the ASP and the Proposer’s request for a debrief meeting. DES will not allow the debrief process to delay the award or be used as a delaying tactic. Therefore, Proposers should plan for contingencies and alternate representatives and Proposers unwilling or unable to attend the debrief meeting will lose the opportunity to protest. 


Disclosure: Upon the notification of the Apparent Successful Proposer (ASP), any Proposer may request the disclosure of document involving the state’s solicitation opportunity.

PLEASE NOTE:   If the manufacturer discontinues the model design offered before the Contract term has ended, the State reserves the right to consider acceptance of the new model design providing the new model design includes significant changes and the base and optional equipment prices are acceptable to the State.  All significant changes in the new model design must be documented by the manufacturer.  Significant changes would be defined as, but not limited to, engine type and size, changes in the electrical system or overall physical characteristics of the bus, or changes in State or federal regulations.



The State may choose to accept the new model design or reject the offer and issue a new Solicitation, whichever is in the best interest of the State.  All decisions of the State will be final.



Prices on the new model design must be submitted to the State for approval.  Prices must include documentation from the manufacturer that substantiates that design and price changes are being issued on a national, not regional, basis.



If the manufacturer changes the “model year” during the term of the Contract, price adjustments will not be accepted.  Prices offered on the “model year” submitted with this Solicitation must remain firm for the term of the Contract.  The exception would be if the chassis manufacturers should have a “built out date” for the current “model year” prior to producing an adequate number of chassis to fulfill orders under this Contract.  Should this be the case, the State would consider a price adjustment for the chassis built for the following “model year.”  Documentation from the chassis manufacturer would be required showing actual costs.  Any price increase allowed would be the same for each Contract Vendor affected by the change in model year chassis.



Prices offered on the “model year” optional equipment submitted with this Solicitation must remain firm for the term of the Contract. If optional equipment that is currently listed in the Solicitation is not available when the Solicitation is submitted, but becomes available during the term of the Contract, the Contract Vendor may submit a request to have the equipment added to the Contract.  All requests must be reviewed and approved by the State before the option is added to the Contract.  All decisions of the State will be final.  


1.18 Economic and Environmental Goals


In support of the state’s economic and environmental goals, although not an award factor (unless otherwise specified herein), Proposers are encouraged to consider the following in responding to this RFP:



· Support for a diverse supplier pool, including small, veteran-owned, minority-owned and women-owned business enterprises. DES has established for this RFP voluntary numerical goals of:



· 3 percent women-owned businesses (WBE);


· 3 percent minority-owned businesses (MBE);


· 3 percent small businesses (SB);


· 3 percent veteran-owned businesses (VB). 


Achievement of these goals is encouraged whether directly or through subcontractors. Proposers may contact the Office of Minority and Women’s Business Enterprises for information on certified firms or to become certified. Also see Appendix P Procurement Reform Small Business Fact Sheet.

2.3 Format

All changes and/or erasures must be initialed in ink. Unsigned Proposals will be rejected on opening unless satisfactory evidence was submitted clearly establishing the Proposer’s desire and intent to be bound by the bid, such as a signed cover letter. Incomplete or illegible Proposals may be rejected.

3.2 Evaluation Process


A. General Information



1. Proposer responsiveness, responsibility and price factors will be evaluated based on the evaluation process described in this section.



2. Contract award will be based on the evaluation and award criteria established herein and will be subject to consideration of all factors identified in RCW 39.26 and other criteria identified in the RFP.



3. Proposers whose Proposals are determined to be non-responsive or non-responsible will be rejected and will be notified of the reasons for rejection.



4. After Proposals have been submitted, DES may require individual Proposers to appear at a time and place determined by DES to discuss contract requirements. Any such meeting should not be construed as negotiations or an indication of DES’s intention to award.



5. DES reserves the right to: (1) Waive any informality; (2) Reject any or all Proposals, or portions thereof;(3) Accept any portion of the items bid unless the Proposer stipulates all or nothing in their bid; (4) Cancel an RFP and re-solicit Proposals; (5) Negotiate with the lowest responsive and responsible Proposer to determine if that bid can be improved for the purchaser.



6. Preference and penalties required by law, rule, or the solicitation will be applied to the appropriate parts of the Proposer’s bid.  A preference is an advantage to the bid and a penalty is a disadvantage to the bid.  To illustrate one example, the state of Washington, like many states, observes a reciprocity rule.  Basically, if another state penalizes Proposals received from Washington, the state of Washington will apply the same penalty should Washington receive a bid from a firm that has sufficient ties from that other state.  The possible list of preferences and penalties are not listed in this document.  The DES Procurement Coordinator will not provide legal advice or analysis.  The Proposer should perform its own research on Washington procurement law, rule, and the solicitation in determining which preferences and penalties, if any, may apply. 


7. References: DES reserves the right to use references to confirm satisfactory customer service, performance, satisfaction with service/product, knowledge of products/service/industry and timeliness. Any negative or unsatisfactory reference information that the reference would not engage in future business with the Proposer may be reason for rejecting a Proposer as non-responsible or non-responsible. DES reserves the right to waive the reference check. 


8. Pursuant to Chapter 39.26 RCW, in determining Proposer responsibility, the following elements shall be given consideration:


1. The ability, capacity, and skill of the Proposer to perform the contract.



2. The character, integrity, reputation, judgment, experience, and efficiency of the Proposer.



3. Whether the Proposer can perform the contract within the time specified. 



4. The quality of performance of previous contracts or services.



5. The previous and existing compliance by the Proposer with laws relating to the contract or services.



6. Such other information as may be secured having a bearing on the decision to award the contract.


B. Determination of Responsiveness



Proposals will be reviewed initially by the Procurement Coordinator to determine compliance with legal and administrative requirements, such as, did the bid arrive in time and signed and does it contain all of the required submittals and are they substantively complete so that comparative analysis can be used to determine an Apparent Successful Proposer. 


The Procurement Coordinator will only continue to evaluate Proposals meeting these requirements.   In the event that no Proposals pass the Initial Determination of Responsiveness, the Purchasing Activity may cancel the Solicitation and reject all Proposals.



Proposers are to respond to each question/requirement contained in this RFP. Failure to comply with any applicable item may result in a bid being deemed non-responsive and disqualified.



DES reserves the right to determine the actual level of Proposers’ compliance with the requirements specified in this RFP and to waive informalities in a RFP. A informality is an immaterial variation from the exact requirements of the competitive RFP, having no effect or merely a minor or negligible effect on quality, quantity, or delivery of the supplies or performance of the services being procured, and the correction or waiver of which would not affect the relative standing of, or be otherwise prejudicial to Proposers.



Proposals will be reviewed initially on a pass/fail basis to determine compliance with administrative requirements as specified herein.



Responsive Proposals will be further evaluated based on the requirements in this RFP.



C. Determination of Responsibility


During evaluation, DES reserves the right to make reasonable inquiry to determine the responsibility of any Proposer. Requests may include financial statements, credit ratings, references, record of past performance, clarification of Proposer’s offer, on-site inspection of Proposer's or subcontractor's facilities, or other information as necessary. Failure to respond to these requests might result in a bid being rejected as non-responsive.


D. Evaluation Committee (if applicable)



Contracts, Procurement, and Risk Management CPRM and or Washington State Department of Transportation may assemble and preside over an evaluation committee.  The evaluation committee, if used, may be responsible for reviewing and scoring pass/fail and scored documents, equipment, presentations, etc.  



If deemed necessary by CPRM, committee members may be substituted and/or the evaluation committee may be disbanded and reconstituted.



The committee or committee member will evaluate the Submittal consistent with their values.  The committee member will primarily focus on the considerations stated in the Solicitation.     



CPRM will not likely evaluate any Submittal that is also evaluated by an evaluation committee.  However, in addition to presiding over the evaluation committee, CPRM may review the Submittals, provide input, assemble evaluation aids, or perform other functions helpful to the evaluation committee.  The committee may engage in a free flow of discussion with other committee members and CPRM prior to, during, and after the evaluation.



The evaluation of the submittal may be performed in isolation or together as a group, or a combination of both.  Each committee member will give a particular Submittal a pass or fail or a score.  All of the committee members’ decisions for that Submittal will be tabulated.  Committee members may further deliberate and following deliberation decide on a unified score, their individual tabulated score sheet notwithstanding.  Unless otherwise specified, whether a single CPRM representative or an evaluation committee, the Proposer must achieve a fifty percent pass rate or better on pass/fail criteria or be disqualified.  Regarding scored materials the Proposer must achieve the minimum score that is stated in the solicitation (if any).  



E. Technical Specifications(SUBMITTAL)


Proposers, your signature and your bid response indicates your acceptance and ability to comply with the technical specification.  


F. Proposer/Bidder’s Profile (SUBMITTAL)


Proposers must complete and return the Proposer/Bidder’s Profile located in the Appendices section below.



G. Federal Certification Forms (Pass / Fail) (SUBMITTAL)


Proposers must complete and return the Proposer Profile located in the Appendices section below.  Failure to complete and return the Federal Certification forms may result in the bid being disqualified and rejected.



H. Proposer’s Past and Current Contracts and Reference Check (Pass / Fail, if used)


Proposer’s response shall include a description of its current and past contracts since January 1, 2013.  This information must be complete in that the Proposer may not cherry pick good customer relationships over bad relationships.  


Proposer understands, accepts and agrees that if the state learns that an awarded Proposer failed to include relevant information that is a material breach and the state may terminate immediately.   



Information should include the name and contact information for the customer and customer’s business, the contract number, a brief description about the scope and purpose of the contract.



The Proposer understands, agrees, and accepts that the state may contact some or all of the customers as a reference check.  If the state learns of any negative information in which the customer would not hire the Proposer for future business that is an indicator of non-responsibility and may result in no further consideration for award.


The Proposer’s Past and Current Contracts Sheet is available in the Appendices section below.


I. Federal Certification Forms (Pass / Fail) (SUBMITTAL)


Proposers must print, complete, and return the Federal Certification forms provided in the Appendices section below.  Failure to complete and return may result in the bid or Proposer being disqualified.  Further, the some of the forms may require a notary seal.  


The Federal Certifications Forms are available in the Appendices section below.


J. Delivery (Pass/Fail) (SUBMITTAL)


Delivery must be made within twelve (12) months maximum and is a Pass/Fail condition.



Proposer must detail in a one-page document how the Proposer will meet the twelve (12) delivery requirement.  The Proposer should detail whether or not the Proposer performs faster than the twelve (12) month delivery and whether the Proposer will agree to make the faster time a condition of award.  


A Delivery response document is provided in the Appendices section below.



Proposer must also acknowledge that the Proposer understands the twelve (12) month delivery requirement from the point of customer order placement and agrees and accepts that failure to meet this standard is a material breach of the contract and that subjects the Proposer/awarded contractor to termination action that may be partial or in full.  Further the Proposer/ awarded Contractor understands, agrees, and accepts that it will hold the state of Washington, Department of Enterprise Services, and any/all customers harmless for any termination involving failure to meet the delivery condition.


K. Category Segmentation for Price Sheets



A Proposer may bid on both classes listed below; within each class there is a possibility of 10 weight classes identified as “GVWR” and “Wheelbase”.  A price sheet for both Light and Medium Duty Cutaways is provided in Appendix E and F below.  The “Options” worksheet allows the Proposer to record STANDARD and OPTIONS pricing and is explained in the following sections.

L. Price Sheet, General Information


The Category and Options Price sheets are located in Appendix E and F below.  They are in the form of Microsoft Excel workbooks and most workbooks contain multiple worksheets that act as the specific price sheet for each category.  



Every category has a corresponding MS Excel worksheet.  The worksheet serves two purposes.  It allows the Proposer to record a firm (not to exceed) price for a standard cutaway bus that meets the contract terms, technical specifications, and all items identified as standard on the corresponding price sheets (Excel worksheet).  The work sheet also allows the Proposer to record pricing for options that may be added to the standard bus/“GVWR” and “Wheelbase length” that is offered by the Proposer for that category.   



All pricing shall include the costs of Bid preparation, servicing of accounts, and complying with all contractual requirements.    



All elements of recurring and non-recurring costs must be identified and included in the Category and Options Price Sheet. This must include, but is not limited to, all DES Management Fee, administrative fees, account maintenance, manuals, documentation, shipping charges, labor, travel, training, consultation services, set-up, testing and initial instruction to customers.



Bid prices must include all cost components needed for the delivery of the goods and/or services as described in this RFP. Failure to identify all costs in a manner consistent with the instructions in this RFP is sufficient grounds for disqualification or termination.



The proposed pricing levels should reflect the market provided by the contract resulting from this RFP.



NOTE: Pricing provided on the Price Worksheet is to be rounded to the nearest whole cent. For evaluation purposes only, any pricing submitted in portions of whole cents will be rounded up to the next whole cent.  



M. Category Price Sheet (100 points available per line item)


A separate Pricing Sheet must be submitted for each proposed Manufacturer and or Model for both the Light Duty and Medium Duty Buses.


Appendix E and F each contain six (6) worksheets less the cover tab.  


Pricing Tab (scored): Each worksheet has cells where the Proposer will record the price for a standard bus size as indicated by “GVWR” and “Wheelbase” that meets the contract terms. The price for a standard bus should not include the costs for items identified as “option” items in the worksheet.


The standard bus price cells appear in or near rows 29 through 34.  


Detailed Specifications Tab (pass/fail): In column B Proposer is to indicate that the proposed Cutaway bus meets the listed specification.



Options Tab (scored): Proposer is to follow the instructions as listed Rows 10-13. Proposer is provide the options information when specified as found in Column D when indicated.  The Proposer must use the price sheet provided versus using a version of its own making.  


Technical Information Tab (pass/fail): Proposer is to provide the information as requested.



Warranties Tab (pass/fail): Proposer is to provide the information as requested.


The worksheet may provide additional detail that is not stated here.  



Failure to record a price may result in the bid/Proposer being disqualified as non-responsive or non-responsible. The Proposer shall complete the Price Sheets and return the same with the Proposer’s bid.  



For each category, the responsive and responsible Proposer with the lowest evaluation costs for a standard bus plus the twenty (20) DES identified OPTIONS and will be the low bid and receive 100 points per “GVWR” and “Wheelbase”.  All other Proposers will receive a proportional amount.


Example: Proposer Acme has the lowest Evaluated Total at $100,000, therefore receives all 100 points. Proposer Bravo has the second lowest Evaluated Total at $110,000.



$100,000/$110,000=0.83.333, 0.83333x100 (max points possible) = 83.3333 points for Proposer Bravo.


The Category Pricing Sheet is available in the Appendices section below.


N. Options Work Sheet


Appendix E and F below has two (2) Excel workbooks that workbook contains six (6) worksheets less the cover tab. Each worksheet has cells where the Proposer will record the price for optional items (options) that meets the contract terms and specifications.  The Proposer must use the price sheet provided versus using a version of its own making.  



The worksheet may provide additional detail that is not stated here.  



The options pricing for a given category will be scored and the score will be added to other scoring for the same category.



The Options Price Sheet will be evaluated under the following criteria:



1. DES has identified twenty (20) OPTIONS deemed as heavy usage and or most purchased options. The sum of the twenty (20) options will be added to the cost of the standard bus price per “GVWR” and “Wheelbase” class.


2.  The cost of both the standard bus and the 20 identified options will be combined to identify the total cost of each bus per “GVWR” and “Wheelbase” class to be used in the evaluation calculations. 


O. Non-Cost Response Evaluation (up to 200 points available)


The state is looking for best value and not just the best price, based on what the state deems important.  To help accomplish best value the state is using non-cost factors as part of the entire process.  The non-costs evaluation is worth 200 points that will be added to point totals from other sections to arrive at evaluation totals and determine awards (see award section for specific details).


Proposers should respond to the non-cost evaluation criteria identified below in the Non-cost Response Evaluation Criteria and return with their bid.  The responsive Proposer’s Non-cost Response may be evaluated by an evaluation team that will advise and make a recommendation to DES.  See specific details below and herein.



State evaluators may use the Non-cost Evaluation Criteria and Score Sheet in the Appendices section below to record the Proposer’s scores.


The Proposer’s Evaluation Score for Non-Cost Factors will be determined by adding together each Evaluator’s Awarded Points for the Bidder and dividing by the total number of Evaluator’s.



The formula used to arrive at this Evaluation Score is as follows:



Sum of all Evaluator’s Awarded Points / Total Number of Evaluators = Non-Cost Evaluation Score.


The criteria and instructions below provide details how the non-cost evaluation is segmented and associated points, the template to be used, the page limitation, the state’s value system so that the Proposer can respond intelligently to the segments, information regarding the evaluation committee, and the formula to be used.  


Note Segments versus Values: What’s the difference between the segments and the values listed below?  See DES Values below.


1. Segmentation and Points: The Non-costs factors evaluation is segmented in five parts (a, b, c, d, and e) and approximately 19 subparts in total.

3) Past performance



4) Financial strength and financial responsibility.


Values: The values bulleted below are to help you in answering the four subsections above.

· How much will be subcontracted out (state prefers the awarded contractor to do the vast majority of the build versus sub-contracting it out.



· The resulting contract requires the awarded contractor to be ultimately responsible for all contracted work as if it had been performed by the contractor.  Tell the state  that you “understand, accept, and agree”

· Financial strength (not fragile)



· How many years building light to medium duty transit buses 



· Experience with various fueling systems (power plants)



· Describe number of certified engineers and what that represents as a percentage against all staff.  Describe degrees achieved and certifications.

· Technical support staff qualifications and are they mechanics (preferred) or data intake



· Are key parts carried on hand (preferred) or just in time


· How quickly are they shipped?  Is it a 24/7 operations (preferred)


· Describe how smaller and larger items are shipped


· Are shipping costs a simple pass-through are is there handling and processing fee included


· What does your company do if the wrong part is shipped


· Describe returned items and credits applied (liberal return policy is preferred)

· Is there follow-up training for those that don’t seem to get it

d. Product Design and Performance (up to 50 points, 1-4 combined)

Values: The values bulleted below are to help you in answering the four subsections above.



· Has your company’s product offerings passed the Altoona Test.  Is your company in the process of Altoona testing for the products being offered and if so then where is it in the testing process?



· What assets and resources does your company have in Washington State that will support bus maintenance and repair



· Historical data of failure rate



· What is the service interval for the products offered


· Are routine items hard to service



· Are there access panels for all critical service panels



· How’s the rid, interior noise, shakes, rattles and rolls



· Describe the driver position and the driver’s visibility



· Bus is constructed with smooth surfaces making it easy to clean



· Is the bus easy to board and exit



· Are the seats firm but not hard



· What is the drag coefficient


· Is the bus designed in a way that has a modern look and looks sleeks and in fast motion



· Fit, form, and finish that looks good with no big gaps



· Are there places for wheelchairs strollers, bags, and other stowage



· Does the trainee receive a certification or certificate



· Is there someone there to substantively answer questions

e. Warranty (up to 25 points, 1-3 combined)



1) Body



2) Power Train



3) Subcomponents



Values: The values bulleted below are to help you in answering the three subsections above.



· Full warranty preferred over limited and the longer the better



· Does the warranty cover the all major subsystems


· How does your company handle warranty claims?  The state prefers, speed, quality, and local repair.


· If a warranty claim involves a subcontractor, the state wants to approach the contractor and have the contractor deal with the subcontractor.  Tell the state  that you “understand, accept, and agree”


· The company may include anything of its choosing


2. Page Totals and Page Format: 


The Non-cost Response submittal shall not be greater than ten (10) pages,8.5” x11” and 12 point type for the entire non-cost response covering the five parts/19 subparts.  Pages eleven (11) and beyond will not be considered as part of the evaluation; however for any successful Proposer, part or all of any additional materials (if any) may become part of the award but only if accepted by the state.  The Proposer should refrain from using a coversheet as that will cut into the ten (10) page limitation.  Only the first ten (10) pages will be evaluated.  


3. DES Values: 


To help orient the Proposer with his non-costs response, DES is including value statements within the Segmentation and Points section above.  While the Proposer is free to use the ten (10) pages as the Proposers choses, the evaluation team will place the greatest weight to the response to the question in alignment with the stated values. 



What’s the difference between the segments and the values?  The segments, such as, Manufacturer’s Capacity - Experience or Manufacturing Facilities - Parts inventory availability are two of the many questions that the state wants the Proposer to address (structure).  The values give the segment context (flavor).  



Values are what the state, at a minimum, is hoping to learn and what the state feels it needs to know so that we can compare the superiority of one Proposer against the next, based on what the state deems important.  In some cases a value is very clear in that the state prefers this versus that.  In other instances the value simply asks for information that is less clear but implies what will be considered and given weight at the time of the evaluation.  As an example: Assume the value asked “how many years building buses” and the state received three responses that said 50 years, 20 years, and 1 year.  Depending on the life experiences and personal values of the evaluation committee, they might feel that 1 year is very risky and score that low.  They might feel that there is very little difference between 50 years and 20 years and score that equally or they might feel there’s a reasonable difference between 50 years and 20 years and score that accordingly.  


4. Formula to be Used: Scored: Sum of all Evaluator’s Awarded Points / Total Number of Evaluators = Non-Cost Evaluation Score.  Pass/Fail: At least a 50 percent pass rate.


P. Contact Reporting Worksheet (Submittal) 


Proposer is to submit the contact information as requested in Appendix P. This contact information is for use in the DES database for reporting purposes only. 



Q. Solicitation Amendments (if any)


The state is at liberty to amend the solicitation.  As such, the Proposer is on notice to periodically check the state’s bid notification system known as Washington Electronic Business Solutions (WEBS).  



Proposers must comply with the instructions and requirements of the solicitation amendment and return the same with the Proposer’s bid.



The amendment, whatever it requires, will be evaluated in conformity with what is stated in the solicitation amendment.



Sometimes a solicitation amendment requires a signature.  When in doubt signed it rather than leaving it blank.


3.3 Point Totals



The point totals for the Category Price Sheets/Options Price Sheet (100 points possible per GVWR class/# of seats/#of wheelchair stations), and the Non-cost Evaluation (200 points possible) will be summed to arrive that the Proposer’s total points per GVWR class/# of seats/#of wheelchair stations 


The responsive and responsible Proposer that meets all of the RFP requirements and has the most points or is within the stated range for a given category will be subjected to the Independent Cost Evaluation (see below).


See greater specificity and the examples in the Award section below.



3.4 Independent Cost Evaluation (ICE), Pass/Fail


The State will conduct an independent cost evaluation (ICE) to ensure that the State is receiving reasonable pricing in addition to good value.  Should the State believe the bid pricing is higher than reasonable; the State will meet with the responsive and responsible Proposers that appear likely to be the Apparent Successful Proposers (ASP) and give the Proposers an opportunity to explain to the state’s satisfaction and/or improve their bid pricing or be rejected and eliminated from award.  If a Proposer is eliminated during ICE, the Proposer next in line may be advanced for the purpose of an ICE discussion and if successful may become an ASP.


3.5 Pre/post-ASP Meeting


To aid in the Bid evaluation process, after Bid due date and time, but prior to and/or after the Notification of Apparent Successful Proposer, the Purchasing Activity may require individual Proposers to appear at a date, time and place determined by the Purchasing Activity for the purpose of conducting discussions to determine whether both parties have a full and complete understanding of the nature and scope of contractual requirements.  In no manner shall such action be construed as negotiations or an indication of the Purchasing Activity’s intention to award.



3.6 Notification of Apparently Successful Proposers


All Proposers responding to this Solicitation will be notified when the Purchasing Activity has determined the Apparent Successful Proposers. The date of announcement of the successful Proposers will be the date of the notification from the Purchasing Activity. 



DES reserves the right to request additional information or perform tests and measurements as part of the evaluation process before award. Failure to provide requested information within 10 days may result in disqualification. 



Before award, DES may negotiate with an Apparent Successful Proposer to determine if a bid can be improved.



Designation as an Apparent Successful Proposer does not imply that DES will issue an award to your firm. It merely suggests that at this moment in time, DES believes your bid to be responsive and responsible. This designation allows DES to perform a deeper responsibility analysis and ask for additional documentation. DES may also re-examine the bid to determine whether the bid and Proposer is truly as responsive and responsible as initially believed. The Proposer must not construe this as an award, impending award, attempt to negotiate, etc. If a Proposer acts or fails to act as a result of this notification, it does so at its own risk and expense.


3.7 Debrief, Time Sensitive Request



Following the announcement of the Apparent Successful Proposer, Proposers may request a debrief conference. See also Section 1.9 – Debriefs, Disclosure and Protests and Appendix N – Complaint, Debrief and Protest Procedures. Failure to follow instructions could result in your claim being denied. 


3.8 Bid information Availability after Announcement of the ASP


After the Announcement of the Apparent Successful Proposer; Proposers may see some results of the RFP evaluation and award by accessing www.des.wa.gov and then accessing the #04115 contracts portal page or contacting the procurement coordinator. Proposers may also schedule an appointment to review the bidding process.



3.9 Award



Proposers will compete for these awards and not all those who submit a responsive bid will be awarded.



Contract awards shall be made to the lowest Responsive and Responsible Proposers based on the evaluation and award criteria established herein and subject to consideration of all factors identified in Chapter 39.26 RCW.



An award, in part or full, is made and a contract formed by signature of DES and awarded Proposer on the Authorized Offer and Contract Signature page but only when delivered to the Proposer. In some circumstances, DES may include an award letter which further defines the award and is incorporated by reference as part of the resulting contract and may accompany the signature page.



DES reserves the right to award on an all-or-nothing consolidated basis.



Following the award, all Proposers will receive a Notice of Award, usually through a WEBS notification.  However, the Notice of Award is not in and of itself and award and is not a substitute for the DES signature of the Authorized Offer and Contract Signature Page and the delivery requirement.


Due to the widely varied needs of public transportation programs, the state will award a range of providers in each of the categories. This will provide a sufficient range of equipment to meet these varied requirements. The result will be a pool of providers. Transportation entities will select the provider that offers the product that best meets the needs of their region. 


Multiple awards will be made by “GVWR” and “Wheelbase” class per category.  


If qualifying Proposals are received for a category, the proposal for that category with the highest points will receive an award as well as, all other qualifying Proposals, for a different manufacturer, that are within 20%, up to ten (10) awards.  The assumption is that for any given category the state will receive Proposals from twelve (12) or more different manufacturers.  Where there are less than four Proposals, from different manufacturers, per category, additional scrutiny will be used in the form of tighter percentages that reduce the within percentage by 5% for every bid less than four, to ensure that the state receives quality and price for the award made.  


3.10 Protest



See Complaint, debrief and protest (general information) Section 1.8, 1.9, and Appendix O for details.

4.1 Incorporated documents and order of precedence


A bid submitted to this RFP is an offer to contract with DES.



A bid becomes a contract only when awarded and accepted by signature of DES and Proposer on the Authorized Offer and Contract Signature page. No other statements or representations, written or oral, are a part of the contract.

In the event of a conflict in such terms, or between the terms and any applicable statute or rule, the inconsistency will be resolved by giving precedence in the following order:

vi. Proposer Profile



e. Standard Terms and Conditions



Conflict: To the extent possible, the terms of the contract must be read consistently.



Conformity: If any provision of the contract violates any federal or state of Washington statute or rule of law, it is considered modified to conform to that statute or rule of law.



4.2 Parties



This contract is entered into by and between the state of Washington, acting by and through DES, and the awarded contractor with the parties more fully described on the Authorized Offer and Contract Signature page.


4.3 Authority to bind 



The signatories to this contract represent that they have the authority to bind their respective organizations to this contract.



4.4 Counterparts 



This contract may be executed in counterparts or in duplicate originals. Each counterpart or each duplicate will be deemed an original copy of this contract signed by each party, for all purposes.

Washington minibusiness

(5) As a member of the Philippine armed forces/scouts during the period of armed conflict from December 7, 1941, through August 15, 1945; or

(6) A United States documented merchant mariner with service aboard an oceangoing vessel operated by the department of defense, or its agents, from both June 25, 1950, through July 27, 1953, in Korean territorial waters and from August 5, 1964, through May 7, 1975, in Vietnam territorial waters, and who received a military commendation.

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COMPLAINT, DEBRIEF AND PROTEST PROCEDURES



The following guidelines reflect revisions in state law from recent procurement-reform legislation in Washington. New policies for procurement protests and appeals were adopted by the Department of Enterprise Services (DES) in January 2013, by authority of Revised Code of Washington (RCW) 39.26.170.



1 COMPLAINT – PRE-SUBMISSION 



Criteria for a complaint




A formal complaint may be based only on one or more of the following grounds: 




A. The solicitation unnecessarily restricts competition;



B. The solicitation evaluation or scoring process is unfair or flawed;



C. The solicitation requirements are inadequate or insufficient to prepare a response.



Initiating a complaint




A complaint must:




A.  Be submitted to and received by the procurement coordinator at least five business days before the deadline for bid submission; and



B. Be in writing (see Form and Substance, and Other below).



A complaint should: 




A. Clearly articulate the basis of the complaint;



B. Include a proposed remedy.



Response




When a complaint is received, the procurement coordinator or his or her designee will consider all the facts available and respond in writing before the deadline for bid submissions, unless more time is needed.




DES must promptly post on WEBS its response to a complaint.  



Response is final



The procurement coordinator’s response to the complaint is final and not subject to administrative appeal, although the procurement coordinator may issue further clarification if needed. Issues raised in a complaint may not be raised again during the protest period.



2 Debrief Conference (Pre-condition of Protest)



Following announcement of the Apparent Successful Bidder:



Purpose of a debrief conference




Any bidder who has submitted a timely bid response may request a debrief conference (see Form and Substance, and Other below).  A debrief conference provides an opportunity for the bidder to meet with DES to discuss its bid and evaluation.



Requesting a debrief conference




The request for a debrief conference must be made in writing via email to the procurement coordinator and received within three business days after the announcement of the Apparent Successful Bidder.




Debrief conferences may be conducted either in person at the DES facility in Olympia, Wash., or by telephone, as determined by DES, and may be limited by DES to a specified period of time.




The failure of a bidder to request a debrief within the specified time and attend a debrief conference constitutes a waiver of the right to submit a protest.



3 Protest 



Following a debrief conference:



Criteria for a protest




A protest may be based only on one or more of the following: 




A. Bias, discrimination or conflict of interest on the part of an evaluator;




B. Error in computing evaluation scores;




C. Non-compliance with any procedures described in the solicitation document.



Initiating a protest




Any bidder may protest an award to the Apparent Successful Bidder.  A protest must:




A. Be submitted to and received by the DES-assigned investigator (if known), or otherwise by the procurement coordinator, within five business days after the protesting bidder’s debriefing conference (see Form and Substance, and Other below);



B. Be in writing;



C. Include a specific and complete statement of facts forming the basis of the protest;



D. Include a description of the relief or corrective action requested.



Protest response




After reviewing the protest and available facts, the DES-assigned investigator will issue a written response within 10 business days from receipt of the protest, unless additional time is needed, and in such event DES will notify the protesting bidder an estimate of the additional time needed.




Decision is final



The protest decision is final and not subject to administrative appeal, although the DES-assigned investigator may issue further clarification if needed.  




If the protesting bidder does not accept the agency protest response, the bidder may seek relief through the Superior Court of Thurston County, Wash.



4 Communication during Complaints, Debriefs and Protests 




All communications about a solicitation that is subject to a complaint or debrief must be addressed to the procurement coordinator.  All communications about a solicitation that is being protested must be coordinated through the DES-assigned investigator, if known; otherwise, to the procurement coordinator.



5 Form and Substance, and Other



All complaints, requests for debrief, and protest must:




A. Be in writing; 



B. Be signed by the complaining or protesting bidder or an authorized agent, unless sent by email;



C. Be delivered within the time frame(s) outlined herein;



D. Be sent to the appropriate individual within DES (see contact information below);




E. Identify the solicitation by DES number;



F. Conspicuously state “Complaint,” “Debrief” or “Protest” in any subject line of any correspondence or email;



G. Be sent to the address identified in the table below;



In addition, all complaints and protests must:




H. State all facts and arguments on which the complaining or protesting bidder is relying as the basis for its action; and

The Purchaser and Contractor acknowledge and agree that, notwithstanding any concurrence by the Federal Government in or approval of the solicitation or award of the underlying contract, absent the express written consent by the Federal Government, the Federal Government is not a party to this contract and shall not be subject to any obligations or liabilities to the Purchaser, Contractor, or any other party (whether or not a party to that contract) pertaining to any matter resulting from the underlying contract.




b.
The Contractor agrees to include the above clause in each subcontract financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA. It is further agreed that the clause shall not be modified, except to identify the subcontractor who will be subject to its provisions. 



1.2 Program Fraud and False or Fraudulent Statements or Related Acts. 




a.
The Contractor acknowledges that the provisions of the Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of 1986, as amended, 31 U.S.C. § 3801 et seq. and U.S. DOT regulations, "Program Fraud Civil Remedies," 49 C.F.R. Part 31, apply to its actions pertaining to this Project. Upon execution of the underlying contract, the Contractor certifies or affirms the truthfulness and accuracy of any statement it has made, it makes, it may make, or causes to be made, pertaining to the underlying contract or the FTA assisted project for which this contract work is being performed. In addition to other penalties that may be applicable, the Contractor further acknowledges that if it makes, or causes to be made, a false, fictitious, or fraudulent claim, statement, submission, or certification, the Federal Government reserves the right to impose the penalties of the Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of 1986 on the Contractor to the extent the Federal Government deems appropriate.




b.
The Contractor also acknowledges that if it makes, or causes to be made, a false, fictitious, or fraudulent claim, statement, submission, or certification to the Federal Government under a contract connected with a project that is financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance originally awarded by FTA under the authority of 49 U.S.C. § 5307, the Government reserves the right to impose the penalties of 18 U.S.C. § 1001 and 49 U.S.C. § 5307(n)(1) on the Contractor, to the extent the Federal Government deems appropriate.




c.
The Contractor agrees to include the above two clauses in each subcontract financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA. It is further agreed that the clauses shall not be modified, except to identify the subcontractor who will be subject to the provisions.




1.3 Access to Records




The following access to records requirements apply to this Contract:




The Contractor agrees to maintain all books, records, accounts and reports required under this Contract for a period of not less than three years after the date of termination or expiration of this Contract, except in the event of litigation or settlement of claims arising from the performance of this Contract, in which case Contractor agrees to maintain same until the Agency, the FTA Administrator, the Comptroller General or any of their duly authorized representatives have disposed of all such litigation, appeals, claims or exceptions related thereto. Reference 49 CFR 18.39(i)(11).




The following access to records requirements apply to this Contract:




Local Governments ― In accordance with 49 CFR 18.36(i), the Contractor agrees to provide the Agency, the FTA Administrator, the Comptroller General of the United States or any of their authorized representatives access to any books, documents, papers and records of the Contractor that are directly pertinent to this Contract for the purposes of making audits, examinations, excerpts and transcriptions. Contractor also agrees, pursuant to 49 CFR 633.17 to provide the FTA Administrator or his authorized representatives including any PMO Contractor access to Contractor’s records and construction sites pertaining to a major capital project, defined at 49 USC 5302(a)1, which is receiving federal financial assistance through the programs described at 49 USC 5307, 5309 or 5311.




State Governments ― In accordance with 49 CFR 633.17, the Contractor agrees to provide the Agency, the FTA Administrator or his authorized representatives, including any PMO Contractor, access to the Contractor’s records and construction sites pertaining to a major capital project, defined at 49 USC 5302(a)1, which is receiving federal financial assistance through the programs described at 49 USC 5307, 5309 or 5311. By definition, a major capital project excludes contracts of less than the simplified acquisition threshold currently set at $100,000. 




The Contractor agrees to permit any of the foregoing parties to reproduce by any means whatsoever or to copy excerpts and transcriptions as reasonably needed.




1.4 Federal Changes  




Contractor shall at all times comply with all applicable FTA regulations, policies, procedures and directives, including without limitation those listed directly or by reference in the Master Agreement between Purchaser and FTA, as they may be amended or promulgated from time to time during the term of this contract. Contractor's failure to so comply shall constitute a material breach of this contract.




1.5 Termination




a. Termination for Convenience ― The (Recipient) may terminate this contract, in whole or in part, at any time by written notice to the Contractor when it is in the Government's best interest. The Contractor shall be paid its costs, including contract close-out costs, and profit on work performed up to the time of termination. The Contractor shall promptly submit its termination claim to (Recipient) to be paid the Contractor. If the Contractor has any property in its possession belonging to the (Recipient), the Contractor will account for the same, and dispose of it in the manner the (Recipient) directs.




b. Termination for Default ― If the Contractor does not deliver supplies in accordance with the contract delivery schedule, or, if the contract is for services, the Contractor fails to perform in the manner called for in the contract, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any other provisions of the contract, the (Recipient) may terminate this contract for default. Termination shall be effected by serving a notice of termination on the contractor setting forth the manner in which the Contractor is in default. The contractor will only be paid the contract price for supplies delivered and accepted, or services performed in accordance with the manner of performance set forth in the contract.

If it is later determined by the (Recipient) that the Contractor had an excusable reason for not performing, such as a strike, fire, or flood, events which are not the fault of or are beyond the control of the Contractor, the (Recipient), after setting up a new delivery of performance schedule, may allow the Contractor to continue work, or treat the termination as a termination for convenience.




c. Opportunity to Cure ― The (Recipient) in its sole discretion may, in the case of a termination for breach or default, allow the Contractor (an appropriately short period of time) in which to cure the defect. In such case, the notice of termination will state the time period in which cure is permitted and other appropriate conditions If Contractor fails to remedy to (Recipient)'s satisfaction the breach or default of any of the terms, covenants, or conditions of this Contract within (ten (10) days) after receipt by Contractor of written notice from (Recipient) setting forth the nature of said breach or default, (Recipient) shall have the right to terminate the Contract without any further obligation to Contractor. Any such termination for default shall not in any way operate to preclude (Recipient) from also pursuing all available remedies against Contractor and its sureties for said breach or default.




d. Waiver of Remedies for any Breach ― In the event that (Recipient) elects to waive its remedies for any breach by Contractor of any covenant, term or condition of this Contract, such waiver by (Recipient) shall not limit (Recipient)'s remedies for any succeeding breach of that or of any other term, covenant, or condition of this Contract.




1.6 Civil Rights 




The following requirements apply to the underlying contract:




a. Nondiscrimination ― In accordance with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 2000d, section 303 of the Age Discrimination Act of 1975, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 6102, section 202 of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, 42 U.S.C. § 12132, and Federal transit law at 49 U.S.C. § 5332, the Contractor agrees that it will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, creed, national origin, sex, age, or disability. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with applicable Federal implementing regulations and other implementing requirements FTA may issue. 




b. Equal Employment Opportunity ― The following equal employment opportunity requirements apply to the underlying contract:




1.
Race, Color, Creed, National Origin, Sex ― In accordance with Title VII of the Civil Rights Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 2000e, and Federal transit laws at 49 U.S.C. § 5332, the Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable equal employment opportunity requirements of U.S. Department of Labor (U.S. DOL) regulations, "Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs, Equal Employment Opportunity, Department of Labor," 41 C.F.R. Parts 60 et seq., (which implement Executive Order No. 11246, "Equal Employment Opportunity," as amended by Executive Order No. 11375, "Amending Executive Order 11246 Relating to Equal Employment Opportunity," 42 U.S.C. § 2000e note), and with any applicable Federal statutes, executive orders, regulations, and Federal policies that may in the future affect construction activities undertaken in the course of the Project. The Contractor agrees to take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that employees are treated during employment, without regard to their race, color, creed, national origin, sex, or age. Such action shall include, but not be limited to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer, recruitment or recruitment advertising, layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with any implementing requirements FTA may issue.




2.
Age ― In accordance with section 4 of the Age Discrimination in Employment Act of 1967, as amended, 29 U.S.C. §§ 623 and Federal transit law at 49 U.S.C. § 5332, the Contractor agrees to refrain from discrimination against present and prospective employees for reason of age. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with any implementing requirements FTA may issue.




 3.
Disabilities ― In accordance with section 102 of the Americans with Disabilities Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 12112, the Contractor agrees that it will comply with the requirements of U.S. Equal Employment Opportunity Commission, "Regulations to Implement the Equal Employment Provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act," 29 C.F.R. Part 1630, pertaining to employment of persons with disabilities. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with any implementing requirements FTA may issue.




c.
The Contractor also agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA, modified only if necessary to identify the affected parties.




1.7 Disadvantaged Business Enterprises (DBE)




This Contract is subject to the requirements of Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 26, Participation by Disadvantaged Business Enterprises in Department of Transportation Financial Assistance Programs. 




The Contractor shall maintain compliance with “DBE Approval Certification” throughout the period of Contract performance. 




The Contractor shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin or sex in the performance of this Contract. The Contractor shall carry out applicable requirements of 49 CFR Part 26 in the award and administration of this DOT-assisted Contract. Failure by the Contractor to carry out these requirements is a material breach of this Contract, which may result in the termination of this Contract or such other remedy as the Washington State Department of Enterprise Services deems appropriate. Each subcontract the Contractor signs with a Subcontractor must include the assurance in this paragraph (see 49 CFR 26.13(b)).



1.8 Incorporation of Federal Transit Administration Terms



The preceding provisions include, in part, certain Standard Terms and Conditions required by DOT, whether or not expressly set forth in the preceding contract provisions. All contractual provisions required by DOT, as set forth in FTA Circular 4220.1E, are hereby incorporated by reference. Anything to the contrary herein notwithstanding, all FTA mandated terms shall be deemed to control in the event of a conflict with other provisions contained in this Agreement. The Contractor shall not perform any act, fail to perform any act, or refuse to comply with any (name of grantee) requests which would cause (name of grantee) to be in violation of the FTA terms and conditions.




1.9 Debarment and Suspension 




This contract is a covered transaction for purposes of 49 CFR Part 29. As such, the contractor is required to verify that none of the contractor, its principals, as defined at 49 CFR 29.995, or affiliates, as defined at 49 CFR 29.905, are excluded or disqualified as defined at 49 CFR 29.940 and 29.945. 




The contractor is required to comply with 49 CFR 29, Subpart C and must include the requirement to comply with 49 CFR 29, Subpart C in any lower tier covered transaction it enters into.




By signing and submitting its bid or proposal, the bidder or proposer certifies as follows:




The certification in this clause is a material representation of fact relied upon by DES. If it is later determined that the bidder or proposer knowingly rendered an erroneous certification, in addition to remedies available to DES, the Federal Government may pursue available remedies, including but not limited to suspension and/or debarment. The bidder or proposer agrees to comply with the requirements of 49 CFR 29, Subpart C while this offer is valid and throughout the period of any contract that may arise from this offer. The bidder or proposer further agrees to include a provision requiring such compliance in its lower tier covered transactions.




1.10 Energy Conservation




The contractor agrees to comply with mandatory standards and policies relating to energy efficiency which are contained in the state energy conservation plan issued in compliance with the Energy Policy and Conservation Act. 




1.11  Clean Water



a.
The Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable standards, orders or regulations issued pursuant to the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, as amended, 33 U.S.C. 1251 et seq. The Contractor agrees to report each violation to the Purchaser and understands and agrees that the Purchaser will, in turn, report each violation as required to assure notification to FTA and the appropriate EPA Regional Office.




b.
The Contractor also agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract exceeding $100,000 financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA.




1.12 Clean Air 




a.
The Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable standards, orders or regulations issued pursuant to the Clean Air Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. §§ 7401 et seq. The Contractor agrees to report each violation to the Purchaser and understands and agrees that the Purchaser will, in turn, report each violation as required to assure notification to FTA and the appropriate EPA Regional Office.




b. 
The Contractor also agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract exceeding $100,000 financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA.




1.13 Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards




a.
Overtime requirements ― No contractor or subcontractor contracting for any part of the contract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or permit any such laborer or mechanic in any workweek in which he or she is employed on such work to work in excess of forty hours in such workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a rate not less than one and one-half times the basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of forty hours in such workweek. 




b.
Violation; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages ― In the event of any violation of the clause set forth in paragraph (a) of this section the contractor and any subcontractor responsible therefor shall be liable for the unpaid wages. In addition, such contractor and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States for liquidated damages. Such liquidated damages shall be computed with respect to each individual laborer or mechanic, including watchmen and guards, employed in violation of the clause set forth in paragraph (a) of this section, in the sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such individual was required or permitted to work in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the overtime wages required by the clause set forth in paragraph (a) of this section. 




c.
Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages ― The (write in the name of the grantee) shall upon its own action or upon written request of an authorized representative of the Department of Labor withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the contractor or subcontractor under any such contract or any other Federal contract with the same prime contractor, or any other federally-assisted contract subject to the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act, which is held by the same prime contractor, such sums as may be determined to be necessary to satisfy any liabilities of such contractor or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the clause set forth in paragraph (b) of this section. 




d.
Subcontracts ― The contractor or subcontractor shall insert in any subcontracts the clauses set forth in paragraphs (a) through (d) of this section and also a clause requiring the subcontractors to include these clauses in any lower tier subcontracts. The prime contractor shall be responsible for compliance by any subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor with the clauses set forth in paragraphs (a) through (d) of this section. 




1.14 Rolling Stock Special Requirements




The following Federal laws and regulationsxe "Regulations" impose requirements that may affect rolling stockxe "Rolling Stock" procurements: 




a. Accessibility. Rolling stockxe "Rolling Stock" must comply with the accessibility requirements of DOTxe "DOT" regulationsxe "Regulations", “Transportation Servicesxe "Services" for Individuals with Disabilitiesxe "Disabilities" (ADA),” 49 CFR Part 37, and Joint ATBCB/DOTxe "DOT" regulationsxe "Regulations", “Americans with Disabilitiesxe "Disabilities" (ADA) Accessibility Specifications for Transportation Vehicles,” 36 CFR Part 1192 and 49 CFR Part 38. 




b. Transit Vehicle Manufacturerxe "Transit Vehicle Manufacturer" \t "See also, TVM"

xe "Transit Vehicle Manufacturer" Compliance with DBExe "DBE" Requirements. Before a transit vehicle manufacturerxe "Transit Vehicle Manufacturer" (TVMxe "TVM" \t "See also, Transit Vehicle Manufacturer"

xe "TVM") may submit a bidxe "Bid" or proposalxe "Proposal" to provide vehicles to be financed with FTAxe "FTA" assistance, 49 CFR Section 26.49 requires the TVMxe "TVM" to submit a certificationxe "Certification" that it has complied with FTAxe "FTA"’s DBExe "DBE" requirements. 




1.15 Buy America




The contractor agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C. 5323(j) and 49 C.F.R. Part 661, which provide that Federal funds may not be obligated unless steel, iron, and manufactured products used in FTA-funded projects are produced in the United States, unless a waiver has been granted by FTA or the product is subject to a general waiver. Separate requirements for rolling stock are set out at 49 U.S.C. 5323(j)(2)(C) and 49 C.F.R. 661.11. Rolling stock must be assembled in the United States and have a 60 percent domestic content.




A bidder or offeror must submit to the FTA recipient the appropriate Buy America certification (below) with all bids or offers on FTA-funded contracts, except those subject to a general waiver. Bids or offers that are not accompanied by a completed Buy America certification must be rejected as nonresponsive. This requirement does not apply to lower tier subcontractors.




CERTIFICATION REQUIREMENT FOR PROCUREMENT OF BUSES, OTHER ROLLING STOCK AND ASSOCIATED EQUIPMENT.




1.16 Fly America Requirements 




The Contractor agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C. 40118 (the “Fly America” Act) in accordance with the General Services Administration’s regulations at 41 CFR Part 301-10, which provide that recipients and subrecipients of Federal funds and their contractors are required to use U.S. Flag air carriers for U.S Government-financed international air travel and transportation of their personal effects or property, to the extent such service is available, unless travel by foreign air carrier is a matter of necessity, as defined by the Fly America Act. The Contractor shall submit, if a foreign air carrier was used, an appropriate certification or memorandum adequately explaining why service by a U.S. flag air carrier was not available or why it was necessary to use a foreign air carrier and shall, in any event, provide a certificate of compliance with the Fly America requirements. The Contractor agrees to include the requirements of this section in all subcontracts that may involve international air transportation.




1.17 Cargo Preference ― Use of United States-Flag Vessels




The contractor agrees to: 




a. 
use privately owned United States-Flag commercial vessels to ship at least 50 percent of the gross tonnage (computed separately for dry bulk carriers, dry cargo liners, and tankers) involved, whenever shipping any equipment, material, or commodities pursuant to the underlying contract to the extent such vessels are available at fair and reasonable rates for United States-Flag commercial vessels; 




b. 
furnish within 20 working days following the date of loading for shipments originating within the United States or within 30 working days following the date of leading for shipments originating outside the United States, a legible copy of a rated, "on-board" commercial ocean bill-of -lading in English for each shipment of cargo described in the preceding paragraph to the Division of National Cargo, Office of Market Development, Maritime Administration, Washington, DC 20590 and to the FTA recipient (through the contractor in the case of a subcontractor's bill-of-lading.) 




c. 
include these requirements in all subcontracts issued pursuant to this contract when the subcontract may involve the transport of equipment, material, or commodities by ocean vessel. 




1.18 Bus Testing




The Contractor (Manufacturer) agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C. A 5323(c) and FTA's implementing regulation at 49 CFR Part 665 and shall perform the following:




a. A manufacturer of a new bus model or a bus produced with a major change in components or configuration shall provide a copy of the final test report to the recipient at a point in the procurement process specified by the recipient which will be prior to the recipient's final acceptance of the first vehicle.




b. A manufacturer who releases a report under paragraph 1 above shall provide notice to the operator of the testing facility that the report is available to the public.




c. If the manufacturer represents that the vehicle was previously tested, the vehicle being sold should have the identical configuration and major components as the vehicle in the test report, which must be provided to the recipient prior to recipient's final acceptance of the first vehicle. If the configuration or components are not identical, the manufacturer shall provide a description of the change and the manufacturer's basis for concluding that it is not a major change requiring additional testing.




d. If the manufacturer represents that the vehicle is "grandfathered" (has been used in mass transit service in the United States before October 1, 1988, and is currently being produced without a major change in configuration or components), the manufacturer shall provide the name and address of the recipient of such a vehicle and the details of that vehicle's configuration and major components.




1.19 Pre-Award and Post-Delivery Audit Requirements 




The Contractor agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C. § 5323(l) and FTA's implementing regulation at 49 C.F.R. Part 663 and to submit the following certifications:




a. Buy America Requirements: The Contractor shall complete and submit a declaration certifying either compliance or noncompliance with Buy America. If the Bidder/Offeror certifies compliance with Buy America, it shall submit documentation which lists 1) component and subcomponent parts of the rolling stock to be purchased identified by manufacturer of the parts, their country of origin and costs; and 2) the location of the final assembly point for the rolling stock, including a description of the activities that will take place at the final assembly point and the cost of final assembly. 




b. Solicitation Specification Requirements: The Contractor shall submit evidence that it will be capable of meeting the bid specifications.




c. Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards (FMVSS): The Contractor shall submit 1) manufacturer's FMVSS self-certification sticker information that the vehicle complies with relevant FMVSS or 2) manufacturer's certified statement that the contracted buses will not be subject to FMVSS regulations.

1.20  Lobbying




Byrd Anti-Lobbying Amendment, 31 U.S.C. 1352, as amended by the Lobbying Disclosure Act of 1995, P.L. 104-65 (to be codified at 2 U.S.C. § 1601, et seq.) - Contractors who apply or bid for an award of $100,000 or more shall file the certification required by 49 CFR part 20, "New Restrictions on Lobbying." Each tier certifies to the tier above that it will not and has not used Federal appropriated funds to pay any person or organization for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a member of Congress, officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a member of Congress in connection with obtaining any Federal contract, grant or any other award covered by 31 U.S.C. 1352. Each tier shall also disclose the name of any registrant under the Lobbying Disclosure Act of 1995 who has made lobbying contacts on its behalf with non-Federal funds with respect to that Federal contract, grant or award covered by 31 U.S.C. 1352. Such disclosures are forwarded from tier to tier up to the recipient.




a.  Breaches and Dispute Resolution 




b. Disputes ― Disputes arising in the performance of this Contract which are not resolved by agreement of the parties shall be decided in writing by the authorized representative of (Recipient)'s (title of employee). This decision shall be final and conclusive unless within (ten (10)) days from the date of receipt of its copy, the Contractor mails or otherwise furnishes a written appeal to the (title of employee). In connection with any such appeal, the Contractor shall be afforded an opportunity to be heard and to offer evidence in support of its position. The decision of the (title of employee) shall be binding upon the Contractor and the Contractor shall abide be the decision.




c. Performance during Dispute ― Unless otherwise directed by (Recipient), Contractor shall continue performance under this Contract while matters in dispute are being resolved.




d. Claims for Damages ― Should either party to the Contract suffer injury or damage to person or property because of any act or omission of the party or of any of his employees, agents or others for whose acts he is legally liable, a claim for damages therefor shall be made in writing to such other party within a reasonable time after the first observance of such injury of damage.




e. Remedies ― Unless this contract provides otherwise, all claims, counterclaims, disputes and other matters in question between the (Recipient) and the Contractor arising out of or relating to this agreement or its breach will be decided by arbitration if the parties mutually agree, or in a court of competent jurisdiction within the State in which the (Recipient) is located.




f. Rights and Remedies ― The duties and obligations imposed by the Contract Documents and the rights and remedies available thereunder shall be in addition to and not a limitation of any duties, obligations, rights and remedies otherwise imposed or available by law. No action or failure to act by the (Recipient), (Architect) or Contractor shall constitute a waiver of any right or duty afforded any of them under the Contract, nor shall any such action or failure to act constitute an approval of or acquiescence in any breach thereunder, except as may be specifically agreed in writing.




1.21 Access Requirements for Persons with Disabilities



Contractor shall comply with 49 USC 5301(d), stating Federal policy that the elderly and persons with disabilities have the same rights as other persons to use mass transportation services and facilities and that special efforts shall be made in planning and designing those services and facilities to implement that policy. Contractor shall also comply with all applicable requirements of Sec. 504 of the Rehabilitation Act (1973), as amended, 29 USC 794, which prohibits discrimination on the basis of handicaps, and the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (ADA), as amended, 42 USC 12101 et seq., which requires that accessible facilities and services be made available to persons with disabilities, including any subsequent amendments thereto.




1.22 Notification of Federal Participation

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Special Terms and Conditions



This document consists of special provisions and terms for solicitations issued by the Washington State Department of Enterprise Services (DES). Should a term within this document conflict with another term, see Order of Precedence.



1. Licensing By Apparently Successful Bidders




In the interest of free and open competition, the state will allow any responsible and responsive party to submit a response for consideration. Bidders found successful will be given a reasonable amount of time to apply for a state dealer license, or alternately to designate an agent to act as their dealer who has the required license or who then obtains one. The required license is not limited to entities located in Washington State. 




Final award for the successful Bidders will not occur until licensing is obtained that satisfies the requirements of State of Washington Department of Licensing pursuant to Chapter 46.70 RCW. Apparently successful parties may not accept or process orders until award is finalized.



2. Delivery




Contractor guarantees delivery within twelve (12) months of the purchaser’s order.  In the event of a purchaser change order, the Contractor and the purchaser shall discuss changes to the timeline and record any modification in writing. 



Deliveries for All state of Alaska order will be FOB Port of Seattle.  



3. Secondary Exploration



Default: Contract authorized purchasers at all times may select any contractor of their choosing.  




However, to see if the pricing can be improved the purchaser may also contact all or some of the Contractors for estimates or quotes or hold secondary competitions from among the Contractors in the category that best meets their need.  




It is the purchaser that determines the level of formality and the associated rules.  Unless otherwise stated by the purchaser in writing the Contractor shall assume and honor that there is no obligation on the part of the purchaser to make a secondary transaction, form a secondary contract, or create a secondary contract with the lowest Contractor/most points Contractor. The default will remain in effect unless and until the purchases places a self-imposed limitation on the purchaser in writing as part of the secondary exploration.



4. Changes 




DES reserves the right to modify the resulting contract (including but not limited to adding or deleting products/services) by mutual agreement between DES and the contractor. Alterations to any of the terms, conditions or requirements of this contract will only be effective upon written issuance of a mutually-agreed contract amendment by DES.  Change to point-of-contact information may be updated without the issuance of a mutually accepted contract amendment.




5. Annual Pricing Calculation Formula



Firm and fixed period: Pricing will remain firm and fixed for twelve (12) months  from date of award of the contract. 



Price protection: The contract prices are the maximum prices the contractor may charge.



PPI Price Escalation/De-escalation



DES reserves the right conduct an annual price escalation or de-escalation calculation using the U.S. Department of Labor ― Bureau of Labor Statistics Producer Price Index (PPI) Commodity Data, 1413― Seasonally Adjusted for Truck and Bus Bodies , within thirty (30) day of contract award anniversary date. DES will issue the contract amendment to reflect the new adjustment pricing. However, in no event will DES allow a PPI-based adjustment that result in a price increase of greater than five percent (5%) per year above the original price offered. The annual price escalation/de-escalation is applicable based on the date the purchaser execute the purchase order.




PPI Point Change Calculation Formula




Price escalation/de-escalation will be based on dividing the PPI value for month of contract award year, by the PPI value for the following annual contract anniversary date of contract award. The percent adjustment will be applied to base vehicle price and all contract options (including deducts). Below is an example of how price escalation/de-escalation would be implemented. All the values in this example are hypothetical.

If lower pricing for similar quantities becomes effective for the contractor, purchasers must be given immediate benefit of such lower pricing. The contractor may also offer volume and promotional discounts.



Contractor agrees all the prices, terms, warranties, and benefits provided in this contract are comparable to or better than the terms presently being offered by the contractor to any other governmental entity purchasing similar quantities under similar terms. If, during the term of this contract, the contractor enters into contracts with other governmental entities providing greater benefits or more favorable terms than those provided by this contract, the contractor is obligated to provide the same to purchasers for subsequent purchases. DES will be notified of changes in contract pricing.

Contract extensions and price adjustments: Contractors may not make contract extensions contingent on price adjustments.



6. Miscellaneous expenses




Expenses related to day-to-day contract performance (including but not limited to travel, lodging, meals, and incidentals) will not be reimbursed to the contractor. However, DES recognizes that there may be occasions when the purchaser requires the bidder to travel. In such cases the purchaser must provide written pre-approval of such expenses on a case-by-case basis. Any such reimbursement will be at rates not to exceed the guidelines for state employees published by the Washington State Office of Financial Management set forth in the Washington State Administrative & Accounting Manual, and not to exceed expenses actually incurred.



7. Confidentiality and Proprietary Waiver




The state of Washington has a very robust public records act that is codified in statute RCW 42.56.  Further, DES believes that Washington’s citizens are served best when public contract records are immediately available for public inspection and public dissemination.  And, DES does not see any meaningful need for disclosure protections and safeguards for a contract of this type.  Therefore, no document involved with state of Washington, Department of Enterprise Services (DES) contract #04115 – Light Duty and Medium duty Cutaways will be deemed confidential, proprietary, or other similar term.  




As a condition of this contract, the Bidder/Awarded Contractor understands and agrees that the documents that make up the #04115 contract, whether known, unknown, or developed in the future are neither confidential or proprietary and may be immediately publically inspected or publically disseminated with no notice to Bidder/Awarded Contractor.



The state of Washington/DES recognizes that many businesses routinely mark documents as confidential, proprietary or similar term.  Should DES have in its possession or receive a document marked in this manner, Bidder/Awarded Contractor understands and agrees that it is an error by Bidder/Awarded Contractor that may be ignored by state of Washington/DES and does not require any notification to Bidder/Awarded Contractor, and Bidder/Awarded Contractor grants to state of Washington/DES a waiver to any disclosure protections and notifications and shall hold the state of Washington/DES harmless.




8. Management fee




The management fee must be included in the Category and Options Price Sheet. 



DES may, at its sole discretion, increase, decrease, or eliminate the Management Fee upon thirty (30) days written notice to Contractor.  For purposes of the management fee, the parties agree that the initial management fee of 0.074% was included in the submitted pricing.  Therefore, any increase or decrease of the Management Fee, shall be reflected in contract pricing commensurate with the adjustment.  



Contractor will provide DES with a Usage report detailing all Net Collected Amounts for the preceding quarter according to the table listed below, in accordance with the Sales and Subcontractors Report section of the contract.  DES will send an invoice each quarter, based on such report within 30 days after receipt. Payment of the DES Management Fee is due one month following Contractor's receipt of the invoice from DES.  See Usage, Invoice, and Remittance Table below.



Taxability (if applicable): In 2013, the WA Department of Revenue announced that if the underlying transaction requires sales tax then the DES Management Fee portion of the transaction is also subject to a sales tax.  However, when the DES Management Fee that is held in trust by the Contractor is remitted to DES, it is not taxed a second time. 



The state reserves the right to audit, or have a designated third party audit, applicable records to ensure that the state has been properly invoiced and all DES Management Fees have been paid. Failure to accurately report Usage, to submit a timely Usage report, or remit timely payment of the DES Management Fee may be cause for contract termination, the charging of interest or penalties, or the exercise of other remedies provided by law.



DES Management Fee payment from the Contractor to DES must reference the Contract number, work request number (if applicable), the name of the contractor as known to DES, the year and quarter for which the DES Management Fee is being remitted, and the DES invoice number.

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MASTER CONTRACT TERMS and CONDITIONS



This document consists of general provisions and terms for solicitations issued by the Washington State Department of Enterprise Services (DES). Should a term within this document conflict with a term in the main solicitation document, the latter will prevail.




1 Instructions to Bidders




1.1 Minority and Women’s Business Enterprises (MWBE) 




In accordance with the legislative findings and policies set forth in RCW 39.19, the State of Washington encourages participation in all of its contracts by minority and woman-owned businesses firms certified by the Office of Minority and Women’s Business Enterprises (OMWBE). While the state does not give preferential treatment, it does seek equitable representation from the minority and women’s business community. In addition, the state welcomes participation by self-identified minority and woman owned firms and strongly encourages such firms to become certified by OMWBE.




Participation may be either on a direct basis in response to this solicitation or as a subcontractor to a contractor. However, unless required by federal statutes, regulations, grants, or contract terms referenced in the original solicitation, no preference will be included in the evaluation of bids, no minimum level of MWBE participation is required as condition for receiving an award, and bids will not be evaluated, rejected or considered non-responsive on that basis. 



Any affirmative action requirements set forth in federal regulations or statutes included or referenced in the original solicitation will apply. Bidders are encouraged to contact OMWBE for information on becoming a certified firm as set forth in Washington Administrative Code (WAC) Chapters 326-02 and 326-20; or for information on other certified firms for potential sub-contracting arrangements. Nothing in this section is intended to prevent or discourage bidders from inviting participation from non-MWBE firms as well as MWBE firms. Prior to performance, an awarded bidder that is a MWBE or intends to use MWBE subcontractors is encouraged to identify the participating firm(s) to DES.




1.2 Bidder’s authorized representative 



Bidders must designate an authorized representative in the Bidder Profile appendix who will be the principal point of contact for DES for the duration of this solicitation process. 




1.3 Include all cost components in pricing 




Bidders must identify and include all elements of recurring and non-recurring costs in their pricing. Unless otherwise specified, this must include, but is not limited to, all administrative fees, maintenance, manuals, documentation, shipping charges, labor, travel, training, consultation services, wiring and supplies needed for the installation (including cost of all uncrating, disposal of shipping materials), set-up, testing and initial instruction to agency personnel, warranty work and maintenance of the products/services, handling charges such as packing, wrapping, bags, containers, reels; or the processing fees associated with the use of credit cards. 




Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event that market conditions, laws, regulations, or other unforeseen factors dictate, at DES’s sole discretion, additional charges may be allowed during the contract term. 



1.4 Equal or alternate



Bidders may bid a product or service that is an equal to what is specified in the solicitation. An “equal” for purposes of this solicitation is “an offer of materials, supplies, services and/or equipment that meets or exceeds the quality, performance, and use of the specifications identified in a solicitation.” DES reserves the right to determine whether the proposed materials, supplies or services are equal.




Bidders may not bid a product or service that is an “alternate” to those specified in the solicitation except as set out in this section. An “alternate” for purposes of this solicitation is “a substitute offer of materials, supplies, services and/or equipment that is not at least a functional equal in features, performance and use and which materially deviates from one or more of the specifications in a competitive solicitation.” Bidders may suggest alternates by providing a detailed description, supporting documentation, and any associated exceptions to the specifications to DES in writing at least five business days before the bid-due date. If the proposed alternate is determined by DES to be acceptable, DES will issue a solicitation amendment to notify potential bidders. Otherwise, any bid that does not meet minimum mandatory specifications may be deemed non-responsive.



1.5 Public records and exempt information



All documents submitted by bidders to DES as part of this procurement will become public records as defined by the Public Records Act, Revised Code of Washington (RCW) 42.56. DES will not disclose any documents submitted in response to this solicitation until after announcement of Apparent Successful Bidder(s).




In most cases, DES will not ask bidders to submit confidential materials. However, if a bidder chooses to submit such materials, it should read and understand the following:




· DES will maintain the confidentiality of bidder documents only if a bidder clearly and prominently marks them as “CONFIDENTIAL” or “PROPRIETARY” or “TRADE SECRET.”




· DES requires that any confidential or proprietary documents be submitted in a separate envelope(s) marked “CONFIDENTIAL” or “PROPRIETARY” or “TRADE SECRET.”  




· DES’s responsibility is limited to:




1. Taking reasonable steps to protect clearly marked documents; and 




2. Notifying a bidder of any public records request(s) for the documents




When a public records request seeks confidential or proprietary documents or trade secrets submitted by bidders following the procedures above, DES will:




· Notify the bidder: DES will identify the requestor and the date that DES will disclose the requested documents unless the bidder gets a court order directing DES to withhold them.




· Disclose the requested documents after giving bidder an opportunity to seek a court order barring disclosure




DES will NOT:




· Evaluate or defend a bidder’s claim of confidentiality. The bidder must defend its claim and take appropriate legal action to do so.




· Withhold or redact any document without a court order.




Questions about confidentiality or exemption to disclosure should be directed to the Procurement Coordinator named on the cover of the IFB or the DES public records office at (360) 407-8768.



1.6 In-state preference/Reciprocity



Pursuant to RCW 39.26, DES has established a schedule of price adjustments applicable against any bidders submitting responses from states which grant a preference to their own in-state businesses as identified in the Preference Table. The reciprocity adjustment is applied as follows. 



· These adjustments will be applied in formal sealed bid solicitations only.




· The business address from which the response was submitted will determine if an adjustment is to be applied. 




· The appropriate percentage will be added to each response bearing the address from a state with in-state preferences rather than subtracting a like amount from Washington state bidders.




· This action will be used only for evaluation. In no instance shall the increase be paid to a supplier whose response is accepted.



1.7 Withdrawal or modification of response



Bidders are liable for all errors or omissions contained in their responses.




a. Prior to response due date and time




Modification:
Mistakes in bids or proposals detected prior to the due date and time may be corrected by the bidder by withdrawing the original bid or proposal and submitting a corrected bid or proposal to DES before the due date and time. If there is not sufficient time prior to the due date and time to withdraw the original bid or proposal and submit a corrected bid or proposal, the bidder, or an authorized representative, may correct the mistake on the face of the original bid or proposal provided that the corrected bid or proposal is time stamped by DES upon resubmission prior to the due date and time. 




Withdrawal:
An authorized bidder representative is permitted to withdraw its response before the due date and time by submitting the withdrawal request in writing. Withdrawn responses will be returned unopened to the bidder.




b. After response due date and time




No modification:
If bidder mistakes in a bid or proposal are detected after due date and time, they may not be corrected.



Withdrawal:
If the bidder submits evidence in writing satisfactory to DES that a mistake has been made by the bidder in the calculation of its bid or proposal, DES may allow the bid or proposal to be withdrawn provided that the claim of mistake and supporting documentation is provided within three business days after the due date and time. Compliance with this section within the specified time limit shall relieve the bidder of forfeiture of its bid guarantee. If DES subsequently reissues the solicitation, the bidder having made the mistake may not participate in that solicitation.




Clarification:
DES reserves the right to contact bidder for clarification of response contents.




1.8 Legal notices 




Any notice or demand or other communication required or permitted to be given under the contract or applicable law (except notice of malfunctioning Equipment) will be effective only if it is in writing and signed by the applicable party, properly addressed, and either delivered in person, or by a recognized courier service, or deposited with the United States Postal Service as first-class mail, postage prepaid, certified mail, return receipt requested, via facsimile or by electronic mail, to the parties at the addresses and fax numbers, e-mail addresses provided in the Authorized Offer and Contract Signature Page below. For purposes of complying with any provision in the contract or applicable law that requires a “writing,” such communication, when digitally signed with a Washington State Licensed Certificate, shall be considered to be “in writing” or “written” to an extent no less than if it were in paper form. Notices will be effective upon receipt or four business days after mailing, whichever is earlier. The notice address as provided herein may be changed by written notice given as provided above.




In the event that a subpoena or other legal process commenced by a third party in any way concerning the Equipment or Services provided pursuant to the contract is served upon contractor or DES, such party agrees to notify the other party in the most expeditious fashion possible following receipt of such subpoena or other legal process. The contractor and DES further agree to cooperate with the other party in any lawful effort by the other party to contest the legal validity of such subpoena or other legal process commenced by a third party.




1.9 Liens, claims and encumbrances



All materials, equipment, supplies and/or services shall be free of all liens, claims, or encumbrances of any kind, and if DES or the purchaser requests, a formal release of same shall be delivered to the respective requestor.

				All-or-nothing award



				A method of award resulting from a competitive solicitation by which the purchaser will award all items to a single bidder. Also, a designation the bidder may use in its bid or response to indicate its offer is contingent up on full award and it will not accept a partial award.







				Alternate 



				A substitute offer of goods and services which is not at least a functional equal in features, performance and use and which materially deviates from one or more of the specifications in a competitive solicitation.







				Amendment



				A change to a legal document.




Solicitation: For the purposes of a solicitation document, an amendment shall be a unilateral change issued by DES, at its sole discretion.

				A written communication, submitted by a purchaser to the contractor, which details the specific requirements of the purchaser within the scope of the contract, such as delivery date, size, color, capacity, etc. An order document may include, but is not limited to field orders, purchase orders, work order or other writings as may be designated by the parties hereto. No additional or alternate terms and conditions on such written communication shall apply unless authorized by the contract and expressly agreed between the purchaser and the contractor.







				Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM)



				A supply management term for the purchase of parts and material directly from the manufacturer of the equipment or from an authorized reseller. For example, Ford automotive replacement parts would be purchased from an authorized Ford reseller.











				Procurement Coordinator



				The individual authorized by DES who is responsible for conducting a specific solicitation.







				Product



				Materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment provided under the terms and conditions of this contract.







				Prompt payment discount



				A discount offered by the bidder to encourage timely payment by purchaser within the stated term identified by bidder.







				Proposal



				A sealed written offer to perform a contract to supply materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment in reply to a Request For Proposal (RFP).







				Purchaser



				The authorized user of the contract, as identified in the solicitation, who may or actually does make purchases of material, supplies, services, and/or equipment under the resulting contract.







				Quotation



				An informal written or oral offer to perform a contract to supply materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment in reply to a Request For Quote (RFQ).







				Recycled material 



				Waste materials and by-products that have been recovered or diverted from solid waste and that can be utilized in place of a raw or virgin material in manufacturing a product and consists of materials derived from post-consumer waste, manufacturing waste, industrial scrap, agricultural wastes and other items, all of which can be used in the manufacture of new or recycled products.







				Recycled content product



				A product containing recycled material.







				Request For Proposal (RFP)



				The form utilized to solicit Proposals in the formal, sealed solicitation procedure and any amendments thereto issued in writing by DES. The specifications and qualification requirements are written in an outcome based form allowing for consideration of a broad range of different solutions to meet the procurement need.







				Request For Quotations (RFQ)



				A written or oral request by DES to solicit Quotations in the informal solicitation procedure. 







				Response



				A bid or proposal.







				Responsible



				The capability in all respects to perform in full the contract requirements; meets the elements of responsibility. (See RCW 39.26.)







				Responsive



				Conforms in all material respects to the terms and conditions, the specifications, and other requirements of a solicitation.











				Sealed bid



				A formal submission from a bidder submitted in response to a solicitation. It is submitted in a sealed manner to prevent its contents from being revealed before the time and date set for the bid opening.







				Solicitation



				The process of notifying prospective bidders that DES desires to receive competitive bids or proposals for furnishing specified materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment. Also includes reference to the actual documents used for that process, including: the Invitation For Bids (IFB) or Request For Proposals (RFP), along with all attachments and exhibits thereto.







				Specifications



				The explicit requirements furnished with a competitive solicitation upon which a purchase order or contract is to be based. Specifications set forth the characteristics of the goods and/or services to be purchased or sold so as to enable the bidder or supplier to determine and understand requirements of the purchaser. Specifications may be in the form of a description of the physical or performance characteristics, a reference brand or both. It may include a description of any requirement for inspecting, testing, or preparing a material, equipment, supplies, or service for delivery.







				State



				The State of Washington acting by and through DES.







				State contract



				The written document memorializing the agreement between the successful bidder and DES for materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment, administered by the Master Contracts and Consulting Unit on behalf of the State of Washington.




“State contract” does not include the following:




· Colleges and universities that choose to purchase under RCW 28B.10.029



· Purchases made in accordance with state purchasing policy;




· Purchases made pursuant to authority granted or delegated under RCW 39.26



· Purchases authorized as an emergency purchase under RCW 39.26; or




· Purchases made pursuant to other statutes granting the agency authority to independently conduct purchases of materials, supplies, services, or equipment.







				Subcontractor



				A person or business that is, or will be, providing or performing an essential aspect of the contract under the direction and responsibility of the contractor and with the agreement of DES.







				Term contract



				A state contract that extends beyond a single purchase and may be available to multiple purchasers. 







				Vendor



				A provider of materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment.







				Washington’s Electronic Business Solution (WEBS)



				The vendor registration and bidder notification system maintained by the Washington State Department of Enterprise Services located at: www.ga.wa.gov/webs. 











3 Standard Terms & Conditions



3.1 Contract modifications 




DES reserves the right to modify the resulting contract (including but not limited to adding or deleting products, services, or delivery locations) by mutual agreement between DES and the contractor, so long as such modification is substantially within the scope of the original contract. Such modifications will be memorialized in a signed written document describing the agreed upon change including any terms and conditions required to support such change.




3.2 Contract administration



· State contract administrator




DES will appoint a single point of contact that will be the Contract Administrator for this contract and will provide contract oversight. The Contract Administrator will be the principal contact for the contractor for business activities under this contract. DES will notify contractor, in writing, when there is a new Contract Administrator assigned to this contract.



· Administration of term contract



DES may maintain contract information and pricing and make it available on DES’s web site. The contract prices are the maximum price contractor can charge. The contractor may also offer volume discounts to purchasers.



3.3 Contractor supervision and coordination 



Contractor shall:




a. Competently and efficiently supervise and coordinate the implementation and completion of all contract requirements specified herein. 




b. Identify the contractor’s Authorized Representative, who will be the principal point of contact for DES concerning contractor’s performance under this contract. 




c. Immediately notify the Contract Administrator in writing of any change of the designated Authorized Representative assigned to this contract. 




d. Be bound by all written communications given to or received from the contractor’s Authorized Representative.



Violation of any provision of this section may be considered a material breach establishing grounds for contract termination.




3.4 Post-award conference



The contractor may be required to attend a post-award conference scheduled by the Procurement Coordinator and/or the contract administrator to discuss contract performance requirements. The time and place of this conference will be scheduled following contract award.




3.5 Term contract management 




Upon award of a term contract, the contractor shall:




a. Review the impact of the award and take the necessary steps needed to ensure that contractual obligations will be fulfilled.




b. Promote and market the use of this contract to all authorized contract purchasers.




c. Ensure that those who endeavor to utilize this contract are authorized purchasers under this contract.




d. At no additional charge, assist purchasers in making the most cost effective, value based purchases which may include, but is not limited to:




· Having representatives available to provide information regarding products and services, including visiting the purchaser site if needed, and providing purchaser with materials/supplies/equipment recommendations.




· Providing purchasers with a detailed list of contract items including current contract pricing and part numbers.




The contractor shall designate a customer service representative who will be responsible for addressing purchaser issues including, but not limited to:




· Logging requests for service, ensuring repairs are completed in a timely manner, dispatching service technicians and processing warranty claim documentation.




· Providing purchasers with regular and timely status updates in the event of a delay in repair or order fulfillment.



· Acting as the lead and liaison between the manufacturer and purchaser in resolving warranty claims for contract items purchased.




3.6 Changes 




Alterations to any of the terms, conditions, or requirements of this contract shall only be effective upon written issuance of a mutually agreed contract amendment by DES. However, changes to point of contact information may be updated without the issuance of a mutually agreed contract amendment.



3.7 Statewide Payee Desk




Contractors must register with the Statewide Payee Desk, maintained by DES, in order to be paid for contract sales. Washington state agencies cannot make payments to a contractor until it is registered. Registration materials are available here: Receiving Payment from the State.



3.8 Contract usage report




The management fee will be based on total contract usage (sales), which must be reported quarterly by the contractor in the Contract Sales Reporting System.  DES will provide a login password and a vendor number.



For each report, contractor must identify every purchaser who has made purchases during the reporting period. The “Miscellaneous” option may be used only with prior approval by DES, and use of this option without prior approval by DES may be cause for contract termination. Refer sales reporting questions to the Contract Administrator.



Due date: Reports must be submitted electronically within 30 days after the end of the calendar quarter: no later than April 30, July 31, October 31 and January 31.




Failure to provide reports in accordance with the schedule above may be cause for contract termination.



3.9 Other required term contract reports 



DES may require the contractor to provide a detailed annual contract sales history report. This report, if requested, will include at a minimum, but is not limited to: product description, part number or other product identifier, per unit quantities sold, and contract price. This report must be provided to DES in an electronic format that can be read by MS Excel. Unless the solicitation specifies otherwise, all other required reports will be designed and approved by the parties by mutual agreement.



3.10 Common vendor-registration and bid-notification system



Contractor shall be registered in Washington’s Electronic Business Solution (WEBS), the state’s common vendor registration and bid notification system (www.ga.wa.gov/webs). Contractors already registered need not re-register. It is the sole responsibility of contractor to properly register and maintain an accurate vendor profile.



3.11 Contractor qualifications and requirements



DES reserves the right to require receipt of proof of compliance with any of the requirements in this section within 10 calendar days from the date of request, and to terminate this contract as a material breach for noncompliance with any requirement of this paragraph. Contractor shall maintain compliance with these requirements throughout the life of this contract.



a. Qualified and established business 




Prior to performance, or prior to that time if required by DES, law or regulation, contractor must be an established business with all required licenses, fees, bonding, facilities, equipment, and trained personnel necessary to meet all requirements and perform the work as specified in the solicitation.




b. Authorized Service Provider and Product Reseller certifications 




Upon request, contractor must provide evidence of its status as an authorized service provider or product reseller. contractor shall maintain its authorized service provider or product reseller status for the initial term and any extensions of the resulting contract. If this status is discontinued, this contract may be terminated. 



c. Dealer authorization (when applicable)




The contractor shall maintain dealer authorization from the manufacturer consistent with the requirements outlined in the original solicitation.




d. Personnel substitutions (when applicable)




If at contract award or any time thereafter, any named individual specifically identified in the response to work on this engagement is not available, DES reserves the right to approve or reject any personnel substitutions. 




e. Use of subcontractors (when applicable)




Prior to performance, contractor shall identify all subcontractors who will perform services in fulfillment of contract requirements. Additionally contractor may be required to identify contact information as well as federal tax identification number (TIN), and anticipated dollar value of each subcontract. 




DES reserves the right to approve or reject any and all subcontractors that identified by the contractor. Any subcontractors not listed in the bidder’s response, who are engaged by the contractor, must be pre-approved, in writing, by DES. 




Contractor agrees to be responsible for all actions of any subcontractors in the performance of this contract. The contractor shall be responsible to ensure that all requirements of the contract shall flow down to any and all subcontractors. In no event shall the existence of a Subcontract operate to release or reduce the liability of contractor to the state for any breach in the performance of the contractor’s duties.




f. Assignment




Contractor shall not assign or otherwise transfer its obligations or any claim arising under this contract without the prior written consent of DES. Such consent will not be unreasonably withheld. contractor shall provide a minimum of 30 calendar days advance notification of intent to assign or otherwise transfer its obligations under this contract. Violation of this provision may be considered a material breach and be grounds for contract termination. Assignment or transfer of contract shall not relieve the contractor from its responsibilities and obligations under the contract.




g. Contractor authority and infringement




Under this contract, contractor is authorized to sell only those materials, supplies, services and/or equipment as stated herein and allowed for by the contract provisions. contractor shall not misrepresent to purchasers that they have the contract authority to sell any other materials, supplies, services and/or equipment. Further, contractor may not intentionally infringe on other established state contracts. 




h. Hours of labor



In compliance with RCW 49.28, contractor agrees that no worker, laborer, or mechanic in the employ of the contractor or subcontractor shall be permitted or required to work more than eight (8) hours in any one calendar day, or forty (40) hours in any one calendar week. However, in cases of extraordinary emergency such as danger to life or property, the hours of work may be extended but in such cases the rate of pay for time employed in excess of the above shall be at the prevailing overtime rate of pay. Except, contracts will not require the payment of overtime rates for the first two hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours per day when the employer has obtained the employee’s agreement (as defined in WAC 296-127-022) to work a four-day, ten-hour work week.




i. Materials and workmanship




The contractor is required to furnish all materials, supplies, equipment and/or services necessary to perform contractual requirements. Materials, supplies, equipment and/or services used in the performance of this contract shall conform to all applicable federal, state, and local codes, regulations and requirements for such equipment, specifications contained herein, and the normal uses for which intended. Materials, supplies, and equipment shall be manufactured in accordance with the best commercial practices and standards for this type of materials, supplies, and equipment.




j. Best pricing




For the term of the contract, pricing for all  products will be no greater than the prices quoted in the bidder’s response. If, however, during the contract period lower prices and rates become effective through reduction in Manufacturer’s or contractor’s list prices, promotional discounts, or other circumstances, purchasers must be given immediate benefit of such lower prices and rates.



k. Mercury content and preference (when applicable)




Contractor shall provide mercury-free products when available. Should mercury-free products not exist, contractors shall provide products with the lowest mercury content available in meeting performance requirements. 



Contractor shall disclose products that contain added mercury and provide an explanation that includes the amount or concentration of mercury, and justification as to why added mercury is necessary for the function or performance of the product. The contractor is to provide any existing technical data pertaining to the addition of mercury or a mercury compound intentionally added to the product.




Contractor shall maintain compliance with these requirements throughout the life of this contract. DES reserves the right to require receipt of proof of compliance with within 10 calendar days from the date of request, and to terminate this contract as a material breach for noncompliance.




3.12 Ordering requirements




Contractor must ensure that Authorized purchasers can place orders against this contract either in person, electronically, facsimile or by phone. Once an order is issued, the following shall apply:




· Upon receipt of a purchase order the contractor must send written confirmation to the purchaser. 




· If requested, the contractor must supply purchaser with manufacturer’s list pricing or other documentation needed to verify contract pricing compliance.




· Contractor must notify purchaser of any surcharges or other price adjustments if applicable and as contract allows.




3.13 Delivery requirements




a. Delivery:




Contractor must ensure that delivery of goods will be made as required in the contract terms, the Purchase Order, or as otherwise mutually agreed in writing between the purchaser and contractor. The following apply to all deliveries:




· The contractor must deliver the goods during purchaser’s normal work hours and within contract time frames or as otherwise mutually agreed in writing between the purchaser and contractor at the time of order placement. 



· The contractor must verify specific working hours of individual purchasers and instruct carrier(s) to deliver accordingly.




· The purchaser may refuse shipment when delivered after normal working hours.




· Failure to comply with agreed upon delivery times may subject contractor to liquidated damages and/or other damages. 




· The acceptance of late delivery does not constitute a waiver of the requirements for the timely performance of any obligation remaining to be performed by contractor.




· The contractor must make all deliveries to the applicable delivery location as indicated in the contract or Purchase Order. 




· The contractor is responsible for verifying delivery conditions/requirements with the purchaser prior to the delivery. 




· When applicable, the contractor must take all necessary actions to safeguard items during inclement weather. 



· All packing lists, packages, instruction manuals, correspondence, shipping notices, shipping containers, and other written materials associated with this contract shall be identified by the contract identifier and the applicable purchaser’s order number. Packing lists shall be enclosed with each shipment and clearly identify all contents and any backorders.




· The contractor must not initiate performance prior to receipt of written or verbal authorization from authorized purchasers. Expenses incurred otherwise will be borne solely by the contractor.




b. Receipt of goods:




Inspection and rejection: The purchaser's inspection of all materials, supplies and equipment upon delivery is for the purpose of forming a judgment as to whether such delivered items are what was ordered, were properly delivered, and are ready for Acceptance. If applicable, the state reserves the right to independently test, at contractor’s expense, any product of questionable freshness, quality, or origin delivered against this contract. Such inspection shall not be construed as final acceptance, or as acceptance of the materials, supplies or equipment, if the materials, supplies or equipment does not conform to contractual requirements. 



If there are any apparent defects in the materials, supplies, or equipment at the time of delivery, the purchaser will promptly notify the contractor. At the purchaser’s option and without limiting any other rights, the purchaser may require the contractor to: 




· Repair or replace, at contractor's expense, any or all of the damaged goods. 




· Refund the price of any or all of the damaged goods.




· Accept the return of any or all of the damaged goods.




Alternatively and at the purchaser’s option, any possible damage to the product may be noted on the receiving report and the cost deducted from final payment. 




Acceptance: Acceptance shall be as specified in the contract or Purchase Order. In the event that there is a formal Acceptance Testing period required in the solicitation document then acceptance is formalized in writing. If there is no Acceptance Testing period required, Acceptance occurs when the  products are delivered and inspected.




c. Shipping and risk of loss: 




Unless the contract specifies otherwise, contractor shall ship all Goods freight prepaid, FOB purchaser’s destination. The method of shipment shall be consistent with the nature of the Goods and hazards of transportation. Regardless of FOB point, contractor agrees to bear all risks of loss, damage, or destruction of the Goods ordered hereunder that occurs prior to Delivery Date or Acceptance, whichever is applicable, except loss or damage attributable to purchaser’s fault or negligence; and such loss, damage, or destruction shall not release contractor from any obligation hereunder. After Delivery Date or Acceptance, whichever is applicable, the risk of loss or damage shall be borne by purchaser, except loss or damage attributable to contractor’s fault or negligence.




d. Site security: 




While on purchaser’s premises, contractor, its agents, employees, or subcontractors shall conform in all respects with physical, fire, or other security regulations.




e. Installation:




When applicable, installation shall be performed in a professional manner in accordance with industry standard best practices. The premises shall be left in a neat, clean, and undamaged condition. The state reserves the right to require contractor to repair any damage caused during installation or provide full compensation as determined by the state. 



f. Title to product (if applicable):




Upon Delivery or Acceptance, whichever is applicable, contractor shall convey to purchaser good title to the Goods free and clear of all liens, pledges, mortgages, encumbrances, or other security interests.




g. Labeling: 




Individual shipping cartons shall be labeled with the name of the purchaser, order number, contract number, contractor, state stock numbers. Where applicable, date of manufacture, batch number, storage requirements, conditions, and recommended shelf life shall also be included. 



h. Hazardous materials: 




Consistent with WAC 296-839, all manufacturers and distributors of hazardous substances, including any of the items listed in this contract, must include a complete material safety data sheet (MSDS) for each hazardous material. Additionally, each container of hazardous materials must be appropriately labeled with:




· The identity of the hazardous material,




· Appropriate hazard warnings, and




· Name and address of the chemical manufacturer, importer, or other responsible party




The Department of Labor and Industries may levy appropriate fines for noncompliance and agencies may withhold payment-pending receipt of a legible copy of MSDS. It should be noted that OSHA Form 20 is not acceptable in lieu of this requirement unless it is modified to include appropriate information relative to “carcinogenic ingredients” and “routes of entry” of the product(s) in question.




3.14 Treatment of assets




Title to all property furnished by DES and/or purchaser shall remain with DES and/or purchaser, as applicable. Any property of DES and/or purchaser furnished to the contractor shall, unless otherwise provided herein or approved by DES and/or purchaser, be used only for the performance of this contract.




The contractor shall be responsible for damages as a result of any loss or damage to property of DES and/or purchaser which results from the negligence of the contractor or which results from the failure on the part of the contractor to maintain, administer and protect that property in a reasonable manner and to the extent practicable in all instances.




If any DES and/or purchaser property is lost, destroyed, or damaged, the contractor shall immediately notify DES and/or purchaser and shall take all reasonable steps to protect the property from further damage.




The contractor shall surrender to DES and/or purchaser all property of DES and/or purchaser prior to settlement upon completion, termination, or cancellation of this contract.




Title to all property furnished by the contractor, the cost for which the contractor is entitled to be reimbursed as a direct item of cost under this contract, shall pass to and vest in the purchaser upon delivery of such property by the contractor and Acceptance by the purchaser. Title to other property, the cost of which is reimbursable to the contractor under this contract, shall pass to and vest in the purchaser upon (i) issuance for use of such property in the performance of this contract, or (ii) commencement of use of such property in the performance of this contract, or (iii) reimbursement of the cost thereof by the purchaser in whole or in part, whichever first occurs.




All reference to the contractor under this clause shall also include contractor's employees, agents or subcontractors.




3.15 Standard of quality/Consistency over term of contract



If, in the sole judgment of DES or the purchaser, any product is determined not to be equal, the purchaser may take any or all of the following actions:




· The Product may be returned at contractor’s expense and the purchaser reimbursed for any payments.




· The contract may be terminated without any liability to the State of Washington or purchaser.




3.16 Payment




a. Advance payment prohibited:




No advance payment shall be made for the  products and Services furnished by contractor under this contract. 




Notwithstanding the above, maintenance payments, if any, may be made on a quarterly basis at the beginning of each quarter.




b. Payment:




Payment is the sole responsibility of, and will be made by, the purchaser. 




Under Chapter 39.76 RCW , if purchaser fails to make timely payment(s), contractor may invoice for 1 percent per month on the amount overdue or a minimum of $1. Payment will not be considered late if a check or warrant is mailed within the time specified. If no terms are specified otherwise in the solicitation, net 30 days will automatically apply. 



Payment(s) made in accordance with contract terms shall fully compensate the contractor for all risk, loss, damages or expense of whatever nature and acceptance of payment shall constitute a waiver of all claims submitted by contractor.




Payment for materials, supplies and/or equipment received and for services rendered shall be made by purchaser and be redeemable in U.S. dollars. Unless otherwise specified, the purchaser’s sole responsibility shall be to issue this payment. Any bank or transaction fees or similar costs associated with currency exchange procedures or the use of purchasing/credit cards shall be fully assumed by the contractor.




Note: when the state has been overcharged or otherwise reimbursed, the purchaser may elect to have either direct payments or written credit memos issued. If the contractor fails to make timely payment(s) or issuance of credit memos, the purchaser may impose a 1% per month on the amount overdue 30 days after notice to the contractor.




c. Invoicing and discounts




Contractor must provide a properly completed invoice to purchaser. All invoices are to be delivered to the address indicated in the purchase order. 




Each invoice must be identified by the associated contract number; the contractor’s statewide vendor registration number assigned by the Washington State Office of Financial Management (OFM), the applicable purchaser’s order number, and must be in U.S. dollars. Invoices must be prominently annotated by the contractor with all applicable prompt payment and/or volume discount(s) and shipping charges unless otherwise specified in the solicitation. 



Invoices for payment will accurately reflect all discounts due the purchaser. Invoices will not be processed for payment, nor will the period of prompt payment discount commence, until receipt of a properly completed invoice denominated in U.S. dollars and until all invoiced items are received and satisfactory performance of contractor has been accepted by the purchaser. If an adjustment in payment is necessary due to damage or dispute, any prompt payment discount period shall commence on the date final approval for payment is authorized.



3.17 Taxes, fees and licenses 



a. Taxes




Where required by statute or regulation, the contractor shall pay for and maintain in current status all taxes that are necessary for contract performance. Unless otherwise indicated, the purchaser agrees to pay State of Washington taxes on all applicable materials, supplies, services and/or equipment purchased. No charge by the contractor shall be made for federal excise taxes and the purchaser agrees to furnish contractor with an exemption certificate where appropriate.




b. Collection of retail sales and use taxes



In general, contractors engaged in retail sales activities within the State of Washington are required to collect and remit sales tax to Department of Revenue (DOR). In general, out-of-state contractors must collect and remit “use tax” to Department of Revenue if the activity carried on by the seller in the State of Washington is significantly associated with contractor’s ability to establish or maintain a market for its products in Washington. Examples of such activity include where the contractor either directly or by an agent or other representative:




· Maintains an in-state office, distribution house, sales house, warehouse, service enterprise, or any other in-state place of business;




· Maintains an in-state inventory or stock of goods for sale;




· Regularly solicits orders from purchasers located within the State of Washington via sales representatives entering the State of Washington;




· Sends other staff into the State of Washington (e.g. product safety engineers, etc.) to interact with purchasers in an attempt to establish or maintain market(s); or




· Other factors identified in WAC 458-20.




c. Department of Revenue registration for out-of-state contractors



Out-of-state contractors meeting any of the above criteria must register and establish an account with the Department of Revenue. Refer to WAC 458-20-193, and call the Department of Revenue at 800-647-7706 for additional information. When out-of-state contractors are not required to collect and remit “use tax,” purchasers located in the State of Washington are responsible for paying this tax, if applicable, directly to the Department of Revenue.




d. Fees/Licenses




After award of contract, and prior to commencing performance under the contract, the contractor shall pay for and maintain in a current status any licenses, fees, assessments, permit charges, etc., which are necessary for contract performance. It is the contractor's sole responsibility to maintain licenses and to monitor and determine any changes or the enactment of any subsequent regulations for said fees, assessments, or charges and to immediately comply with said changes or regulations during the entire term of this contract.




e. Customs/Brokerage Fees




Contractor shall take all necessary actions, including, but not limited to, paying all customs, duties, brokerage, and/or import fees, to ensure that materials, supplies, and/or equipment purchased under the contract are expedited through customs. Failure to do so may subject contractor to liquidated damages as identified herein and/or to other remedies available by law or contract. Neither DES nor the purchaser will incur additional costs related to contractor’s payment of such fees.




f. Taxes on invoice




Contractor shall calculate and enter the appropriate state and local sales tax on all invoices. Tax is to be computed on new items after deduction of any trade-in in accordance with WAC 458-20-247.




g. Ferry vessel exemption(if applicable)



Orders for tangible personal property which become a component part of ferry vessels of the State of Washington or local government units in the State of Washington are exempt from use tax under RCW 82.12.0279.




h. Minority and Women’s Business Enterprise (MWBE) participation



With each invoice for payment and within 30 days of purchaser's request, contractor shall provide purchaser an Affidavit of Amounts Paid. The Affidavit of Amounts Paid shall either state that contractor still maintains its MWBE certification, or state that its Subcontractor(s) still maintain(s) its/their MWBE certification(s) and specify the amounts paid to each certified MWBE subcontractor under this contract. contractor shall maintain records supporting the Affidavit of Amounts Paid in accordance with this contract’s Retention of Records section.



i. Overpayments to contractor



Contractor shall refund to purchaser the full amount of any erroneous payment or overpayment under this contract within 30 days’ written notice. If contractor fails to make timely refund, purchaser may charge contractor 1 percent per month on the amount due, until paid in full.




j. Contractor expenses (if applicable)



Purchaser shall reimburse contractor for travel and other expenses as identified in this contract, or as authorized in writing, in advance by purchaser in accordance with the then-current rules and regulations set forth in the Washington State Administrative and Accounting Manual (http://www.ofm.wa.gov/policy/default.asp). contractor shall provide a detailed itemization of expenses, including description, amounts and dates, and receipts for amounts of fifty dollars ($50) or more when requesting reimbursement.




The amount reimbursed to contractor is included in calculating the total amount spent under this contract.



k. Audits



The state reserves the right to audit, or have a designated third party audit, applicable records to ensure that the state has been properly invoiced. Any remedies and penalties allowed by law to recover monies determined owed will be enforced. Repetitive instances of incorrect invoicing may be considered complete cause for contract termination.




3.18 Quality assurance 




a. Right of inspection




Contractor shall provide right of access to its facilities to DES, or any of DES’s officers, or to any other authorized agent or official of the State of Washington or the federal government, at all reasonable times, in order to monitor and evaluate performance, compliance, and/or quality assurance under this contract.




b. Contractor commitments, warranties and representations



Any written commitment by contractor within the scope of this contract shall be binding upon contractor. Failure of contractor to fulfill such a commitment may constitute breach and shall render contractor liable for damages under the terms of this contract. For purposes of this section, a commitment by contractor includes: (i) Prices, discounts, and options committed to remain in force over a specified period of time; and (ii) any warranty or representation made by contractor in its bid or contained in any contractor or manufacturer publications, written materials, schedules, charts, diagrams, tables, descriptions, other written representations, and any other communication medium accompanying or referred to in its bid or used to effect the sale to purchaser.




c. Warranties




Contractor warrants that all materials, supplies, services and/or equipment provided under this contract shall be fit for the purpose(s) for which intended, for merchantability, and shall conform to the requirements and specifications herein. Acceptance of any materials, supplies, service and/or equipment, and inspection incidental thereto, by the purchaser shall not alter or affect the obligations of the contractor or the rights of the purchaser.




d. Date warranty




Contractor warrants that all  products provided under this contract: (i) do not have a life expectancy limited by date or time format; (ii) will correctly record, store, process, and present calendar dates; (iii) will lose no functionality, data integrity, or performance with respect to any date; and (iv) will be interoperable with other software used by purchaser that may deliver date records from the  products, or interact with date records of the  products (“Date Warranty”). In the event a Date Warranty problem is reported to contractor by purchaser and such problem remains unresolved after three calendar days, at purchaser’s discretion, contractor shall send, at contractor’s sole expense, at least one (1) qualified and knowledgeable representative to purchaser’s premises. This representative will continue to address and work to remedy the failure, malfunction, defect, or nonconformity on purchaser’s premises. This Date Warranty shall last perpetually. In the event of a breach of any of these representations and warranties, contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless purchaser from and against any and all harm, injury, damages, costs, and expenses incurred by purchaser arising out of said breach.



e. Cost of remedy




Cost of remedying defects: All defects, indirect and consequential costs of correcting, removing or replacing any or all of the defective materials or equipment will be charged against the contractor.




3.19 Information and communications



a. Advertising




Contractor shall not publish or use any information concerning this contract in any format or media for advertising or publicity without prior written consent from DES.




b. Retention of records




The contractor shall maintain all books, records, documents, data and other evidence relating to this contract and the provision of materials, supplies, services and/or equipment described herein, including, but not limited to, accounting procedures and practices which sufficiently and properly reflect all direct and indirect costs of any nature expended in the performance of this contract. contractor shall retain such records for a period of six (6) years following the date of final payment. At no additional cost, these records, including materials generated under the contract, shall be subject at all reasonable times to inspection, review, or audit by DES, personnel duly authorized by DES, the Washington State Auditor’s Office, and federal and state officials so authorized by law, regulation or agreement.




If any litigation, claim or audit is started before the expiration of the six (6) year period, the records shall be retained until final resolution of all litigation, claims, or audit findings involving the records.




c. Proprietary or confidential information



To the extent consistent with Chapter 42.56 RCW, the Public Disclosure Act, DES shall maintain the confidentiality of contractor’s information marked confidential or proprietary. If a request is made to view contractor’s proprietary information, DES will notify contractor of the request and of the date that the records will be released to the requester unless contractor obtains a court order enjoining that disclosure. If contractor fails to obtain the court order enjoining disclosure, DES will release the requested information on the date specified.




The state’s sole responsibility shall be limited to maintaining the above data in a secure area and to notify contractor of any request(s) for disclosure for so long as DES retains contractor’s information in DES records. Failure to so label such materials or failure to timely respond after notice of request for public disclosure has been given shall be deemed a waiver by contractor of any claim that such materials are exempt from disclosure.



d. Non-endorsement and publicity




Neither DES nor the purchasers are endorsing the contractor’s  products or Services, nor suggesting that they are the best or only solution to their needs. contractor agrees to make no reference to DES, any purchaser or the State of Washington in any literature, promotional material, brochures, sales presentation or the like, regardless of method of distribution, without the prior review and express written consent of DES.



e. Ownership/rights in data




Purchaser and contractor agree that all data and work products (collectively called “work product”) produced pursuant to this contract shall be considered work made for hire under the U.S. Copyright Act, 17 U.S.C. §101 et seq, and shall be owned by purchaser. Contractor is hereby commissioned to create the work product. Work product includes, but is not limited to, discoveries, formulas, ideas, improvements, inventions, methods, models, processes, techniques, findings, conclusions, recommendations, reports, designs, plans, diagrams, drawings, software, databases, documents, pamphlets, advertisements, books, magazines, surveys, studies, computer programs, films, tapes, and/or sound reproductions, to the extent provided by law. Ownership includes the right to copyright, patent, register and the ability to transfer these rights and all information used to formulate such work product.




If for any reason the work product would not be considered a work made for hire under applicable law, contractor assigns and transfers to purchaser the entire right, title and interest in and to all rights in the work product and any registrations and copyright applications relating thereto and any renewals and extensions thereof.




Contractor shall execute all documents and perform such other proper acts as purchaser may deem necessary to secure for purchaser the rights pursuant to this section.




Contractor shall not use or in any manner disseminate any work product to any third party, or represent in any way contractor ownership in any work product, without the prior written permission of purchaser. Contractor shall take all reasonable steps necessary to ensure that its agents, employees, or subcontractors shall not copy or disclose, transmit or perform any Work Product or any portion thereof, in any form, to any third party.




Material that is delivered under this contract, but that does not originate there from (“preexisting material”), shall be transferred to purchaser with a nonexclusive, royalty-free, irrevocable license to publish, translate, reproduce, deliver, perform, display, and dispose of such preexisting material, and to authorize others to do so except that such license shall be limited to the extent to which contractor has a right to grant such a license. contractor shall exert all reasonable effort to advise purchaser at the time of delivery of preexisting material furnished under this contract, of all known or potential infringements of publicity, privacy or of intellectual property contained therein and of any portion of such document which was not produced in the performance of this contract. contractor agrees to obtain, at its own expense, express written consent of the copyright holder for the inclusion of preexisting material. Purchaser shall receive prompt written notice of each notice or claim of copyright infringement or infringement of other intellectual property right worldwide received by contractor with respect to any preexisting material delivered under this contract. purchaser shall have the right to modify or remove any restrictive markings placed upon the preexisting material by contractor.



f. Protection of confidential and personal information



Contractor acknowledges that some of the material and information that may come into its possession or knowledge in connection with this contract or its performance may consist of information that is exempt from disclosure to the public or other unauthorized persons under either Chapter 42.56 RCW or other state or federal statutes (“confidential information”). Confidential information includes, but is not limited to, names, addresses, Social Security numbers, e-mail addresses, telephone numbers, financial profiles, credit card information, driver’s license numbers, medical data, law enforcement records, agency source code or object code, agency security data, etc or information identifiable to an individual that relates to any of these types of information. contractor agrees to hold confidential information in strictest confidence and not to make use of confidential information for any purpose other than the performance of this contract, to release it only to authorized employees or subcontractors requiring such information for the purposes of carrying out this contract, and not to release, divulge, publish, transfer, sell, disclose, or otherwise make the information known to any other party without purchaser’s express written consent or as provided by law. Contractor agrees to release such information or material only to employees or subcontractors who have signed a non-disclosure agreement, the terms of which have been previously approved by purchaser. contractor agrees to implement physical, electronic, and managerial safeguards to prevent unauthorized access to Confidential Information. 




“Personal information” including, but not limited to, “protected health information” (PHI) under the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA), individuals’ names, addresses, phone numbers, birth dates, and social security numbers collected, used, or acquired in connection with this contract shall be protected against unauthorized use, disclosure, modification or loss. 



HIPAA establishes national minimum standards for the use and disclosure of certain health information. The contractor must comply with all HIPAA requirements and rules when determined applicable by the purchaser. If purchaser determines that (1) purchaser is a “covered entity” under HIPAA, and that (2) contractor will perform “business associate” services and activities covered under HIPAA, then at purchaser’s request, contractor agrees to execute purchaser’s business associate contract in compliance with HIPAA.




Contractor shall ensure its directors, officers, employees, subcontractors or agents use personal information solely for the purposes of accomplishing the services set forth herein. Contractor and its subcontractors agree not to release, divulge, publish, transfer, sell or otherwise make known to unauthorized persons personal information without the express written consent of the agency or as otherwise required by law.




Any breach of this provision may result in termination of the contract and demand for return of all personal information. The contractor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the State of Washington and the purchaser for any damages related to both: (1) the contractor’s unauthorized use of personal information and (2) the unauthorized use of personal information by unauthorized persons as a result of contractor’s failure to sufficiently protect against unauthorized use, disclosure, modification, or loss.




Contractor shall maintain a log documenting the following: the confidential information received in the performance of this contract; the purpose(s) for which the confidential information was received; who received, maintained and used the confidential information; and the final disposition of the confidential information. Contractor’s records shall be subject to inspection, review or audit in accordance with records-retention law.




Purchaser reserves the right to monitor, audit, or investigate the use of confidential information collected, used, or acquired by contractor through this contract. The monitoring, auditing, or investigating may include, but is not limited to, salting databases.




Violation of this section by contractor or its subcontractors may result in termination of this contract and demand for return of all confidential information, monetary damages, or penalties.




Immediately upon expiration or termination of this contract, contractor shall, at purchaser’s option: (i) certify to purchaser that contractor has destroyed all confidential information; or (ii) return all confidential information to purchaser; or (iii) take whatever other steps purchaser requires of contractor to protect purchaser’s confidential information.



3.20 General Provisions



a. Governing law and venue




This contract shall be construed and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of Washington, and the venue of any action brought hereunder shall be in the Superior Court for Thurston County.




b. Severability




Severability: If any provision of this contract or any provision of any document incorporated by reference shall be held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the other provisions of this contract that can be given effect without the invalid provision, and to this end the provisions of this contract are declared to be severable.




c. Survivorship




All transactions executed for  products and Services provided pursuant to the authority of this contract shall be bound by all of the terms, conditions, Prices and Price discounts set forth herein, notwithstanding the expiration of the initial term of this contract or any extension thereof. Further, the terms, conditions and warranties contained in this contract that by their sense and context are intended to survive the completion of the performance, cancellation or termination of this contract shall so survive. In addition, the terms of the sections titled Overpayments to contractor; Ownership/Rights in Data; contractor’s Commitments, Warranties and Representations; Protection of purchaser’s Confidential Information; Section Headings, Publicity; Retention of Records; Patent and Copyright Indemnification; contractor’s Proprietary Information; Disputes; and Limitation of Liability shall survive the termination of this contract.




d. Independent status of contractor




In the performance of this contract, the parties will be acting in their individual, corporate or governmental capacities and not as agents, employees, partners, joint ventures, or associates of one another. The parties intend that an independent contractor relationship will be created by this contract. The employees or agents of one party shall not be deemed or construed to be the employees or agents of the other party for any purpose whatsoever. contractor shall not make any claim of right, privilege or benefit which would accrue to an employee under Chapter 41.06 RCW, or Title 51 RCW.



e. Gifts and gratuities




Contractor shall comply with all state laws regarding gifts and gratuities, including but not limited to: RCW 39.26 , RCW 42.52.150, RCW 42.52.160, and RCW 42.52.170 under which it is unlawful for any person to directly or indirectly offer, give or accept gifts, gratuities, loans, trips, favors, special discounts, services, or anything of economic value in conjunction with state business or contract activities. 



Under RCW 39.26 and the Ethics in Public Service Law, Chapter 42.52 RCW, state officers and employees are prohibited from receiving, accepting, taking or seeking gifts (except as permitted by RCW 42.52.150) if the officer or employee participates in contractual matters relating to the purchase of goods or services.



f. Immunity and hold harmless



To the fullest extent permitted by law, contractor shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless state, agencies of state and all officials, agents and employees of state (the “Indemnified Parties”), from and against all claims for bodily injury, death or damage to property. Contractor's obligation to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless includes any claim by contractor’s agents, employees, representatives, or any subcontractor or its employees.




Contractor expressly agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Indemnified Parties for any claim arising out of or incident to contractor's or any subcontractor's performance or failure to perform the contract. Contractor shall be required to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Indemnified Parties only to the extent claim is caused in whole or in part by negligent, reckless or willful acts or omissions of contractor, its agents, employees, representatives, or any subcontractor or its employees.




Contractor waives its immunity under Title 51 to the extent it is required to indemnify, defend and hold harmless state and its agencies, officials, agents or employees.




g. Personal liability




It is agreed by and between the parties hereto that in no event shall any official, officer, employee or agent of the State of Washington when executing their official duties in good faith, be in any way personally liable or responsible for any agreement herein contained whether expressed or implied, nor for any statement or representation made herein or in any connection with this agreement.




3.21 Insurance 




The following are general insurance provisions for the State of Washington. Additional requirements specific to a good/service may be detailed elsewhere in a solicitation or its appendices.




a. General requirements




Contractor shall, at its own expense, obtain and keep in force insurance as follows until completion of the contract. Upon request, contractor shall furnish evidence in the form of a certificate of insurance satisfactory to the State of Washington that insurance, in the following kinds and minimum amounts, has been secured. Failure to provide proof of insurance, as required, will result in contract cancellation.




Contractor shall include all subcontractors as insureds under all required insurance policies, or shall furnish separate Certificates of Insurance and endorsements for each subcontractor. Subcontractor(s) must comply fully with all insurance requirements stated herein. Failure of subcontractor(s) to comply with insurance requirements does not limit contractor’s liability or responsibility.




All insurance provided in compliance with this contract shall be primary as to any other insurance or self-insurance programs afforded to or maintained by the state.



b. Specific requirements




Employer’s Liability (Stop Gap): The contractor will at all times comply with all applicable workers’ compensation, occupational disease, and occupational health and safety laws, statutes, and regulations to the full extent applicable and will maintain Employers Liability insurance with a limit of no less than $1,000,000.00. The State of Washington will not be held responsible in any way for claims filed by the contractor or their employees for services performed under the terms of this contract.




Commercial General Liability Insurance: The contractor shall at all times during the term of this contract, carry and maintain commercial general liability insurance and if necessary, commercial umbrella insurance for bodily injury and property damage arising out of services provided under this contract. This insurance shall cover such claims as may be caused by any act, omission, or negligence of the contractor or its officers, agents, representatives, assigns, or servants.




The insurance shall also cover bodily injury, including disease, illness and death, and property damage arising out of the contractor’s premises/operations, independent contractors, products/completed operations, personal injury and advertising injury, and contractual liability (including the tort liability of another assumed in a business contract), and contain separation of insured’s (cross liability) conditions.




Contractor waives all rights against the State of Washington for the recovery of damages to the extent they are covered by general liability or umbrella insurance.




The limits of liability insurance shall not be less than as follows:

c. Business Auto Policy (BAP)



In the event that services delivered pursuant to this contract involve the use of vehicles, or the transportation of clients, automobile liability insurance shall be required. The coverage provided shall protect against claims for bodily injury, including illness, disease, and death; and property damage caused by an occurrence arising out of or in consequence of the performance of this service by the contractor, subcontractor, or anyone employed by either.




Contractor shall maintain business auto liability and, if necessary, commercial umbrella liability insurance with a combined single limit not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence. The business auto liability shall include Hired and Non-Owned coverage.




Contractor waives all rights against the State of Washington for the recovery of damages to the extent they are covered by business auto liability or commercial umbrella liability insurance.




d. Additional insurance provisions



All above insurance policies shall include, but not be limited to, the following provisions:




Additional insured:




The State of Washington and all authorized purchasers shall be named as an additional insured on all general liability, umbrella, excess, and property insurance policies. All policies shall be primary over any other valid and collectable insurance.




Notice of policy cancellation/Non-renewal:




For insurers subject to Chapter 48.18 RCW (admitted and regulated by the Washington State Insurance Commissioner) a written notice shall be given to the director of purchasing or designee 45 calendar days prior to cancellation or any material change to the policy as it relates to this contract. Written notice shall include the affected contract reference number.



e. Surplus lines




For insurers subject to Chapter 48.15 RCW (Surplus Lines) a written notice shall be given to the director of purchasing or designee 20 calendar days prior to cancellation or any material change to the policy(ies) as it relates to this contract. Written notice shall include the affected contract reference number.




Cancellation for non-payment of premium:




If cancellation on any policy is due to non-payment of premium, a written notice shall be given the director of purchasing or designee 10 calendar days prior to cancellation. Written notice shall include the affected contract reference number.




Identification:




Policies and certificates of insurance shall include the affected contract reference number.



f. Insurance carrier rating




The insurance required above shall be issued by an insurance company authorized to do business within the State of Washington. Insurance is to be placed with a carrier that has a rating of A- Class VII or better in the most recently published edition of Best’s Reports. Any exception must be reviewed and approved by the Risk Manager for the State of Washington, by submitting a copy of the contract and evidence of insurance before contract commencement. If an insurer is not admitted, all insurance policies and procedures for issuing the insurance policies must comply with Chapter 48.15 RCW and Chapter 284-15 WAC .




g. Excess coverage




The limits of all insurance required to be provided by the contractor shall be no less than the minimum amounts specified. However, coverage in the amounts of these minimum limits shall not be construed to relieve the contractor from liability in excess of such limits.



h. Limit adjustments




The state reserves the right to increase or decrease limits as appropriate.




3.22 Industrial Insurance Coverage 




The contractor shall comply with the provisions of Title 51 RCW Industrial Insurance. If the contractor fails to provide industrial insurance coverage or fails to pay premiums or penalties on behalf of its employees as may be required by law, DES may terminate this contract. This provision does not waive any of the Washington State Department of Labor and Industries (L&I) rights to collect from the contractor.




3.23 Nondiscrimination 




During the performance of this contract, the contractor shall comply with all applicable federal and state nondiscrimination laws, regulations and policies, including, but not limited to, Title VII of the Civil Rights Act, 42 U.S.C. section 12101 et. seq.; the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA); and, Chapter 49.60 RCW, Discrimination – Human Rights Commission.




3.24 OSHA and WISHA requirements 




Contractor agrees to comply with conditions of the federal Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) and, if manufactured or stored in the State of Washington, the Washington Industrial Safety and Health Act (WISHA) and the standards and regulations issued thereunder, and certifies that all items furnished and purchased will conform to and comply with said laws, standards and regulations. Contractor further agrees to indemnify and hold harmless DES and purchaser from all damages assessed against purchaser as a result of contractor’s failure to comply with those laws, standards and regulations, and for the failure of the items furnished under the contract to so comply.




3.25 Antitrust 




The state maintains that, in actual practice, overcharges resulting from antitrust violations are borne by the purchaser. Therefore, the contractor hereby assigns to the State of Washington any and all of the contractor’s claims for such price fixing or overcharges which arise under federal or state antitrust laws, relating to the materials, supplies, services and/or equipment purchased under this contract.




3.26 Waiver 




Failure or delay of DES or purchaser to insist upon the strict performance of any term or condition of the contract or to exercise any right or remedy provided in the contract or by law; or DES’s or purchaser’s acceptance of or payment for materials, supplies, services and/or equipment, shall not release the contractor from any responsibilities or obligations imposed by this contract or by law, and shall not be deemed a waiver of any right of DES or purchaser to insist upon the strict performance of the entire agreement by the contractor. In the event of any claim for breach of contract against the contractor, no provision of this contract shall be construed, expressly or by implication, as a waiver by DES or purchaser of any existing or future right and/or remedy available by law.



3.27 Disputes and remedies



a. Problem resolution and disputes



Problems arising out of the performance of this contract shall be resolved in a timely manner at the lowest possible level with authority to resolve such problem. If a problem persists and cannot be resolved, it may be escalated within each organization. 




In the event a bona fide dispute concerning a question of fact arises between DES or the purchaser and contractor and it cannot be resolved between the parties through the normal problem escalation processes, either party may initiate the dispute resolution procedure provided herein.. The dispute shall be handled by a Dispute Resolution Panel in the following manner. Each party to this contract shall appoint one member to the Panel. These two appointed members shall jointly appoint an additional member. The Dispute Resolution Panel shall review the facts, contract terms and applicable statutes and rules and make a determination of the dispute as quickly as reasonably possible. The determination of the Dispute Resolution Panel shall be final and binding on the parties hereto. DES and/or purchaser and contractor agree that, the existence of a dispute notwithstanding, they will continue without delay to carry out all their respective responsibilities under this contract that are not affected by the dispute.




In the event a bona fide dispute concerning a question of fact arises between DES or the purchaser and contractor and it cannot be resolved between the parties through the normal escalation processes, either party may initiate the dispute resolution procedure provided herein.




The initiating party shall reduce its description of the dispute to writing and deliver it to the responding party. The responding party shall respond in writing within three business days. The initiating party shall have three business days to review the bid. If after this review a resolution cannot be reached, both parties shall have three business days to negotiate in good faith to resolve the dispute.




If the dispute cannot be resolved after three business days, a Dispute Resolution Panel may be requested in writing by either party who shall also identify the first panel member. Within three business days of receiving the request, the other party will designate a panel member. Those two panel members will appoint a third individual to the Dispute Resolution Panel within the next three business days.




The Dispute Resolution Panel will review the written descriptions of the dispute, gather additional information as needed, and render a decision on the dispute in the shortest practical time.




Each party shall bear the cost for its panel member and share equally the cost of the third panel member.




Both parties agree to be bound by the determination of the Dispute Resolution Panel. 




Both parties agree to exercise good faith in dispute resolution and to settle disputes prior to using a Dispute Resolution Panel whenever possible.




DES, the purchaser and contractor agree that, the existence of a dispute notwithstanding, they will continue without delay to carry out all their respective responsibilities under this contract that are not affected by the dispute.




If the subject of the dispute is the amount due and payable by purchaser for materials, supplies, services and/or equipment being provided by contractor, contractor shall continue providing materials, supplies, services and/or equipment pending resolution of the dispute provided purchaser pays contractor the amount purchaser, in good faith, believes is due and payable, and places in escrow the difference between such amount and the amount contractor, in good faith, believes is due and payable.



b. Administrative suspension




When it in the best interest of the state, DES may at any time, and without cause, suspend the contract or any portion thereof for a period of not more than 30 calendar days per event by written notice from DES to the contractor’s Representative. contractor shall resume performance on the next business day following the 30th day of suspension unless an earlier resumption date is specified in the notice of suspension. If no resumption date was specified in the notice of suspension, the contractor can be demanded and required to resume performance within the  30-day suspension period by DES providing the contractor’s Representative with written notice of such demand.




c. Force majeure




The term “force majeure” means an occurrence that is beyond the control of the party affected and could not have been avoided by exercising reasonable diligence. Force majeure shall include acts of war, riots, strikes, fire, floods, windstorms, epidemics or other similar occurrences.




Exceptions: Except for payment of sums due, neither party shall be liable to the other or deemed in breach under this contract if, and to the extent that, such party's performance of this contract is prevented by reason of force majeure.




Notification: If either party is delayed by force majeure, said party shall provide written notification within 48 hours. The notification shall provide evidence of the force majeure to the satisfaction of the other party. Such delay shall cease as soon as practicable and written notification of same shall likewise be provided. So far as consistent with the Rights Reserved below, the time of completion shall be extended by contract amendment for a period of time equal to the time that the results or effects of such delay prevented the delayed party from performing in accordance with this contract.




Rights reserved: DES reserves the right to authorize an amendment to this contract, terminate the contract, and/or purchase materials, supplies, equipment and/or services from the best available source during the time of force majeure, and contractor shall have no recourse against the state.




d. Alternative dispute resolution fees and costs



In the event that the parties engage in arbitration, mediation or any other alternative dispute resolution forum to resolve a dispute in lieu of litigation, both parties shall share equally in the cost of the alternative dispute resolution method, including cost of mediator or arbitrator. In addition, each party shall be responsible for its own attorneys’ fees incurred as a result of the alternative dispute resolution method.



e. Non-exclusive remedies



The remedies provided for in this contract shall not be exclusive but are in addition to all other remedies available under law.



3.28 Liquidated damages 




a. Liquidated damages - General




DES and or the purchasers and the contractor agree that the liquidated damages provisions in the contract are a reasonable forecast of the actual damages that would be suffered by the purchaser in the event of contractor’s nonperformance, that such liquidated damages are not a penalty but represent the reasonable compensation due purchaser in the event of a breach, and that such liquidated damages will be assessed as set forth herein.




Any delay by contractor in meeting the Delivery Date, Installation Date, maintenance or repair date, or other applicable date set forth in this contract will interfere with the proper implementation of purchaser’s programs and will result in loss and damage to purchaser.




As it would be impracticable to fix the actual damage sustained in the event of any such failure(s) to perform, purchaser and contractor agree that in the event of any such failure(s) to perform, the amount of damage which will be sustained will be the amount set forth in the following subsections and the parties agree that contractor shall pay such amounts as liquidated damages and not as a penalty.




Liquidated damages provided under the terms of this contract are subject to the same limitations as provided in the section titled Limitation of Liability.




b. Limitation of liability




The parties agree that neither contractor, DES nor purchaser shall be liable to each other, regardless of the form of action, for consequential, incidental, indirect, or special damages except a claim related to bodily injury or death, or a claim or demand based on patent, copyright, or other intellectual property right infringement, in which case liability shall be as set forth elsewhere in this contract. This section does not modify any sections regarding liquidated damages or any other conditions as are elsewhere agreed to herein between the parties. The damages specified in the sections titled Termination for Default and Retention of Records are not consequential, incidental, indirect, or special damages as that term is used in this section.




The contractor, DES and purchaser are not liable for damages arising from causes beyond their reasonable control and without their fault or negligence. Such causes may include, but are not restricted to, acts of the public enemy, acts of a governmental body other than DES or the purchaser acting in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, war, explosions, fires, floods, earthquakes, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, freight embargoes, and unusually severe weather; but in every case the delays must be beyond the reasonable control and without fault or negligence of the contractor, DES or the purchaser, or their respective subcontractors.




If delays are caused by a subcontractor without its fault or negligence, contractor shall not be liable for damages for such delays, unless the services to be performed were obtainable on comparable terms from other sources in sufficient time to permit contractor to meet its required performance schedule.




Neither party shall be liable for personal injury to the other party or damage to the other party’s property except personal injury or damage to property proximately caused by such party’s respective fault or negligence.



c. Federal funding (if applicable)



In the event that a federally funded acquisition results from this procurement, the contractor may be required to provide additional information (free of charge) at the request of DES or purchaser. Further, the contractor may be subject to those federal requirements specific to the commodity.



d. Federal restrictions on lobbying (if applicable)



Contractor certifies that under the requirements of Lobbying Disclosure Act, 2 U.S.C., Section 1601 et seq., no federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid, by or on behalf of the contractor, to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a member of Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a member of Congress in connection with the awarding of any federal contract, the making of any federal grant, the making of any federal loan, the entering into of any cooperative agreement, and the extension, continuation, renewal, amendment, or modification of any federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement. 




e. Federal debarment and suspension (if applicable)



The contractor certifies, that neither it nor its “principals” (as defined in 49 CFR. 29.105 (p) is presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participation in this transaction by any federal department or agency.




3.29 Contract termination



a. Material breach




A contractor may be terminated for cause by DES, at the sole discretion of DES, for failing to perform a contractual requirement or for a material breach of any term or condition. Material breach of a term or condition of the contract may include but is not limited to:




· Contractor failure to perform services or deliver materials, supplies, or equipment by the date required or by an alternate date as mutually agreed in a written amendment to the contract; 




· Contractor failure to carry out any warranty or fails to perform or comply with any mandatory provision of the contract; 




· Contractor becomes insolvent or in an unsound financial condition so as to endanger performance hereunder; 




· Contractor becomes the subject of any proceeding under any law relating to bankruptcy, insolvency or reorganization, or relief from creditors and/or debtors that endangers the contractor’s proper performance hereunder; 




· Appointment of any receiver, trustee, or similar official for contractor or any of the contractor’s property and such appointment endangers the contractor’s proper performance hereunder; 




· A determination that the contractor is in violation of federal, state, or local laws or regulations and that such determination renders the contractor unable to perform any aspect of the contract.



b. Opportunity to cure




In the event that contractor fails to perform a contractual requirement or materially breaches any term or condition, DES may issue a written cure notice. The contractor may have a period of time in which to cure. DES is not required to allow the contractor to cure defects if the opportunity for cure is not feasible as determined solely within the discretion of DES. Time allowed for cure shall not diminish or eliminate contractor's liability for liquidated or other damages, or otherwise affect any other remedies available against contractor under the contract or by law.




If the breach remains after contractor has been provided the opportunity to cure, DES may do any one or more of the following:




· Exercise any remedy provided by law;




· Terminate this contract and any related contracts or portions thereof;




· Procure replacements and impose damages as set forth elsewhere in this contract;




· Impose actual or liquidated damages;




· Suspend or bar contractor from receiving future solicitations or other opportunities;




· Require contractor to reimburse the state for any loss or additional expense incurred as a result of default or failure to satisfactorily perform the terms of the contract.




c. Termination for cause




In the event DES, in its sole discretion, determines that the contractor has failed to comply with the conditions of this contract in a timely manner or is in material breach, DES has the right to suspend or terminate this contract, in part or in whole. DES shall notify the contractor in writing of the need to take corrective action. If corrective action is not taken within 30 calendar days or as otherwise specified by DES, or if such corrective action is deemed by DES to be insufficient, the contract may be terminated. DES reserves the right to suspend all or part of the contract, withhold further payments, or prohibit the contractor from incurring additional obligations of funds during investigation of the alleged breach and pending corrective action by the contractor or a decision by DES to terminate the contract. 




In the event of termination, DES shall have the right to procure for all purchasers any replacement materials, supplies, services and/or equipment that are the subject of this contract on the open market. In addition, the contractor shall be liable for damages as authorized by law including, but not limited to, any price difference between the original contract and the replacement or cover contract and all administrative costs directly related to the replacement contract, e.g., cost of the competitive bidding, mailing, advertising and staff time.




If it is determined that: (1) the contractor was not in material breach; or (2) failure to perform was outside of contractor's or its subcontractor’s control, fault or negligence, the termination shall be deemed to be a "termination for convenience." The rights and remedies of DES and/or the purchaser provided in this contract are not exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law. 




d. Termination for convenience




Except as otherwise provided in this contract, DES, at the sole discretion of DES, may terminate this contract, in whole or in part by giving 30 calendar days or other appropriate time period written notice beginning on the second day after mailing to the contractor. If this contract is so terminated, purchasers shall be liable only for payment required under this contract for properly authorized services rendered, or materials, supplies and/or equipment delivered to and accepted by the purchaser prior to the effective date of contract termination. Neither DES nor the purchaser shall have any other obligation whatsoever to the contractor for such termination. This Termination for Convenience clause may be invoked by DES when it is in the best interest of the State of Washington.



e. Termination for withdrawal of authority



In the event that DES and/or purchaser’s authority to perform any of its duties is withdrawn, reduced, or limited in any way after the commencement of this contract and prior to normal completion, DES may terminate this contract, in whole or in part, by seven calendar days written notice, or other appropriate time period, to contractor. 




f. Termination for non-allocation of funds



If funds are not allocated to purchaser(s) to continue this contract in any future period, DES may terminate this contract with seven calendar days written notice, or other appropriate time period, to contractor, or work with contractor to arrive at a mutually acceptable resolution of the situation. Purchaser will not be obligated to pay any further charges for materials, supplies, services and/or equipment including the net remainder of agreed-to consecutive periodic payments remaining unpaid beyond the end of the then-current period. DES and/or purchaser agree to notify contractor in writing of such non-allocation at the earliest possible time. 




No penalty shall accrue to the purchaser in the event this section shall be exercised. This section shall not be construed to permit DES to terminate this contract in order to acquire similar materials, supplies, services and/or equipment from a third party.




g. Termination for conflict of interest



DES may terminate this contract by written notice to contractor if it is determined, after due notice and examination, that any party to this contract has violated Chapter 42.52 RCW , Ethics in Public Service, or any other laws regarding ethics in public acquisitions and procurement and performance of contracts. In the event this contract is so terminated, DES and/or purchaser shall be entitled to pursue the same remedies against contractor as it could pursue in the event that the contractor breaches this contract.




h. Termination by mutual agreement



DES and the contractor may terminate this contract in whole or in part, at any time, by mutual agreement.




i. Termination procedure




In addition to the procedures set forth below, if DES terminates this contract, contractor shall follow any procedures DES specifies in the termination notice.




Upon termination of this contract and in addition to any other rights provided in this contract, DES may require the contractor to deliver to the purchaser any property specifically produced or acquired for the performance of such part of this contract as has been terminated. The provisions of the "Treatment of Assets" clause shall apply in such property transfer.




The purchaser shall pay to the contractor the agreed upon price, if separately stated, for completed work and service(s) Accepted by the purchaser, and the amount agreed upon by the contractor and the purchaser for (i) completed materials, supplies, services rendered and/or equipment for which no separate price is stated, (ii) partially completed materials, supplies, services rendered and/or equipment, (iii) other materials, supplies, services rendered and/or equipment which are Accepted by the purchaser, and (iv) the protection and preservation of property, unless the termination is for cause, in which case DES and the purchaser shall determine the extent of the liability of the purchaser. Failure to agree with such determination shall be a dispute within the meaning of the "Disputes" clause of this contract. The purchaser may withhold from any amounts due the contractor such sum as DES and purchaser determine to be necessary to protect the purchaser against potential loss or liability.




The rights and remedies of DES and/or the purchaser provided in this section shall not be exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or under this contract.




After receipt of a termination notice, and except as otherwise expressly directed in writing by DES, the contractor shall:




· Stop all work, order fulfillment, shipments, and deliveries under the contract on the date, and to the extent specified, in the notice;




· Place no further orders or subcontracts for materials, services, supplies, equipment and/or facilities in relation to the contract except as is necessary to complete or fulfill such portion of the contract that is not terminated; 




· Complete or fulfill such portion of the contract that is not terminated in compliance with all contractual requirements;




· Assign to the purchaser, in the manner, at the times, and to the extent directed by DES on behalf of the purchaser, all of the rights, title, and interest of the contractor under the orders and subcontracts so terminated, in which case the purchaser has the right, at its discretion, to settle or pay any or all claims arising out of the termination of such orders and subcontracts.




· Settle all outstanding liabilities and all claims arising out of such termination of orders and subcontracts, with the approval or ratification of DES and/or the purchaser to the extent DES and/or the purchaser may require, which approval or ratification shall be final for all the purposes of this clause;




· Transfer title to the purchaser and deliver in the manner, at the times, and to the extent directed by DES on behalf of the purchaser any property which, if the contract had been completed, would have been required to be furnished to the purchaser;




· Take such action as may be necessary, or as DES and/or the purchaser may direct, for the protection and preservation of the property related to this contract which is in the possession of the contractor and in which DES and/or the purchaser has or may acquire an interest.

1. Licensing By Apparently Successful Bidders

Bidders found successful will be given a reasonable amount of time to apply for a state dealer license, or alternately to designate an agent to act as their dealer who has the required license or who then obtains one. The required license is not limited to entities located in Washington State. 



Final award for the successful Bidders will not occur until licensing is obtained that satisfies the requirements of State of Washington Department of Licensing pursuant to Chapter 46.70 RCW. Apparently successful parties may not accept or process orders until award is finalized.


2. Delivery



Contractor guarantees delivery within twelve (12) months of the purchaser’s order.  In the event of a purchaser change order, the Contractor and the purchaser shall discuss changes to the timeline and record any modification in writing. 


Deliveries for All state of Alaska order will be FOB Port of Seattle.  


3. Secondary Exploration

Unless otherwise stated by the purchaser in writing the Contractor shall assume and honor that there is no obligation on the part of the purchaser to make a secondary transaction, form a secondary contract, or create a secondary contract with the lowest Contractor/most points Contractor. The default will remain in effect unless and until the purchases places a self-imposed limitation on the purchaser in writing as part of the secondary exploration.


4. Changes 



DES reserves the right to modify the resulting contract (including but not limited to adding or deleting products/services) by mutual agreement between DES and the contractor. Alterations to any of the terms, conditions or requirements of this contract will only be effective upon written issuance of a mutually-agreed contract amendment by DES.  Change to point-of-contact information may be updated without the issuance of a mutually accepted contract amendment.



5. Annual Pricing Calculation Formula


Firm and fixed period: Pricing will remain firm and fixed for twelve (12) months  from date of award of the contract. 


Price protection: The contract prices are the maximum prices the contractor may charge.

DES reserves the right conduct an annual price escalation or de-escalation calculation using the U.S. Department of Labor ― Bureau of Labor Statistics Producer Price Index (PPI) Commodity Data, 1413― Not Seasonally Adjusted for Truck and Bus Bodies , within thirty (30) day of contract award anniversary date. DES will issue the contract amendment to reflect the new adjustment pricing. However, in the event a PPI-based adjustment that results in a price increase of greater than five percent (5%) per year above the original price offered DES will conduct an industrywide analysis prior to approval or denial of any increase greater than five percent (5%).  The annual price escalation/de-escalation is applicable based on the date the purchaser execute the purchase order.

8. Management fee

Therefore, any increase or decrease of the Management Fee, shall be reflected in contract pricing commensurate with the adjustment.  


Contractor will provide DES with a Usage report detailing all Net Collected Amounts for the preceding quarter according to the table listed below, in accordance with the Sales and Subcontractors Report section of the contract.  DES will send an invoice each quarter, based on such report within 30 days after receipt. Payment of the DES Management Fee is due one month following Contractor's receipt of the invoice from DES.  See Usage, Invoice, and Remittance Table below.


Taxability (if applicable): In 2013, the WA Department of Revenue announced that if the underlying transaction requires sales tax then the DES Management Fee portion of the transaction is also subject to a sales tax. There is additional space available to add additional
assembly lines as demand dictates, in order to increase capacity. In addition, the labor market is
such that there is skilled labor available to populate additional assembly lines and / or establish
multiple production shifts.

required to have service center facilities that are adequate to support the needs of our end user
operator customers. The distributor service centers are trained and equipped to address any issues
that may arise. For larger operators, who maintain their own maintenance and repair facilities, we
work with our distributors to make sure that those facilities have the training and resources
necessary to address their needs.

Financial Strength and Fiscal Responsibility — The roots and ownership of our company is well
established in a 103 year old company. Over the 103 years we have continued to grow into various
segments of commercial vehicle supply, assembly and manufacturing. We supply commercial
vehicles to various vocations ranging from: mobility, buses, tow and recovering, service bodies and
others. Through our experience in several different commercial markets, we understand the
demands placed on keeping buses on the road. We build quality and durability into the products to
withstand the rigors of these commercial applications and provide timely support to minimize
downtime.

Both from within our business unit and with the backing of our parent company there are financial
resources available to perform, expand and support any potential needs of this contract. Our
various business units also coordinate efforts to maximize efficiencies and economies of scale
wherever possible.

On-time Performance and Delivery — Our state-of-the-art, 152,000 square feet manufacturing
facility allows us the space and flexibility to dedicate resources as needed to keep up with
production demands. We currently operate two parallel assembly lines with space available to
expand as necessary. We continually expand our capacity capabilities as need to support the
volume and demand of sales. In addition there is an existing pool of qualified labor that will allow
us to expand our production population with additional assembly lines or additional production
shifts.

In addition to production space and facility capacity, our production employees are directly
incentivized for doing quality work on a timely basis. They are also integrally involved in our quality
initiative and take pride in continuous improvement of the buses we build.

We continue to grow our capacity and manufacturing capabilities. Currently our projected capacity
would be 1,200 to 1,500 units annually. As stated earlier, we have the ability to grow our
production to meet demand whenever necessary.

Technical Support Personnel — In addition to the vast initial resources from Winnebago Industries,
who were directly involved with the development and testing of the revolutionary product that
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came to market 3 years ago, we employ numerous skilled designers and engineers who continue to
make product enhancements and develop new features and options to satisfy industry and
customer needs. Our designers utilize state-of-the-art Siemens Unigraphics CAD software that
allows high level design capabilities. We integrate superior design and engineering principles that
allow us to manufacturer a product that is functionally superior to that of our competition as well
as develop a manufacturing process that builds in production efficiencies and reduces waste.

Our internal sales and support personnel receive continuous training to assist with solutions before
and after the sale. These highly trained professionals rely on years of experience in the industry to
help identify and solve problems that may arise. In addition, we utilize our vendor base for
specialized components to train our personnel as well as act as additional resources. We have
several different resources at our disposal to assist with solving any issues our customers are
experiencing. We have field representatives, internal engineers, and vendor support personnel
who are available to assist our fully trained distributor personnel at customer sites when necessary.
While our sales and support operation is not 24 / 7, we do have designated staff who are available
after normal business hours. Our objective is to respond to issues and requests within 24 hours.

Parts Inventory Availability — We maintain part and component inventory of most common items
at our manufacturing facility. This inventory is sufficient to support both production and any after
the sale needs of our customers. If the need arises for specialized parts to complete a repair, we
work closely with our vendors to expedite the shipping of that part to our distributor for repair
completion to minimize downtime. We also work with our end user customers and distributors to
identify these potential items and, whenever necessary, keep inventory on hand at our facility or at
the distributor’s facility. In some cases, our customers have even made the decision to keep a
small supply of parts at their location.

Accurately and Expedite Parts Shipments — Our shipping department is available to ship necessary
parts and components Monday-Friday during normal business hours. There is also staff who work
on weekends, but shipping availability is limited to hours of our logistics partners- mainly Federal
Express and UPS. We have access to all typical parcel and freight services that would be identified
by our end user customers or distributors. In the event that expedited shipping for parts is
required, accommodations for shipping parts same day can be made in most cases.

To ensure accuracy, we utilize a detailed parts system to identify the correct parts needed by a
customer. Parts listings with part numbers are available on a general or as-built basis. Metro
Worldwide and our distributors utilize a Parts Order Pad, which our end user customers are
welcome to utilize, to help ensure accurate information is conveyed.

When replacement parts are needed for maintenance and repairs, we ship as much as we can from
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our stock inventory to expedite the process. We only charge actual outbound freight and there is
no additional handling charge that is assessed. If the need for third party provided parts arises, we
utilize any drop ship opportunities that those vendors might provide to eliminate any additional
freight charges or shipping time. We work closely with our distributor and customer to ensure we
are using the most efficient means possible to minimize bus downtime.

In the event that an incorrect part is shipped by our error we expedite the shipment of the correct,
replacement part. For the return of the incorrect part we issue a call tag or provide a shipping
account number to facilitate the return of incorrect items at no additional cost to our end user
customer.

Measures in Place to Avoid Downtime — Maintaining multiple assembly lines, a large on-hand
inventory of commonly used parts and components, and having the machinery and expertise to
manufacture many necessary parts internally allow us to protect against any avoidable downtime.
If a situation does arise where we don’t have a necessary part in stock and can’t manufacture it
ourselves, we maintain close relationships with our vendors to expedite the procurement and
shipping processes. We do have the expertise in our internal staff to work effectively with
suppliers to resolve shortages and proactively forecast production constraints whenever possible.

3. Training and Technical Assistance

a.

Personnel Availability — Factory technical support is available during normal business hours
Monday-Friday with limited assistance on weekends. Designated staff is able available after
normal hours for emergency calls. Factory technical support personnel are available for emergency
or planned site visits on an as needed basis. There are also factory field sales representatives who
can assist with training and technical support available for site visits in conjunction with our
distributor.

The first option for assistance is your local distributor, Harlow’s Bus Sales. They have factory
trained support staff who can assist with phone support as well as with mobile or in dealership
maintenance and repair capabilities if needed.

Flexible Training Schedules — Factory or distributor training can be arranged on an as needed basis,
or at planned intervals depending on the topic(s) that the individual customer would like to receive
training on. Additional arrangements can be made with specialized third party suppliers to provide
detailed training on more specialized equipment if the need arises. These training opportunities
can take place at the end user customer’s location, the distributor’s location, or, if needed, at the
factory. Typically, the end user customer would be responsible for their own travel and lodging
expenses for training that takes place at the factory.
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There is no required training that exists from the manufacturer and no set schedule for training.
Training needs are addressed on an as-requested basis with the individual customer based on their
operation. Training is available in a one-on-one or group setting depending on the topic and the
operator’s desire for training. In addition, there is training material available from the
manufacturer and/or the third party specialized equipment supplier, depending on the topic. Some
of the material is available at no charge, while other material may have a pass through charge
established by the particular vendor.

¢. Technical Support and Service Responsiveness — Technical support is available during normal
business hours by phone. Customers should first get in touch with their distributor who will get
factory personnel involved if necessary. There is also a designated contact who is available for
issues that may arise outside of normal business hours. It is the objective to respond to issues and
resolve questions within 24 business hours.

a. Reliability — The Winnebago Metro Link is designed differently from the ground up, versus the
other alternatives in the marketplace. This design is revolutionary in many regards and achieves a
more reliable and more durable vehicle for and extended life cycle. Some of the major differences
are:

i. Fully Welded Steel Roll Cage Structure: Our construction starts with the assembly and
welding of heavy gauge steel roll cage. This structure consists of heavy gauge 2”x4” box
tube steel for the primary floor structure and 1 %" x 1 %4” heavy gauge tubular roof bows
that are the primary structure for the sidewalls and roof. The structure is fully welded
to form an integrated cage structure. This structure provides greater rigidity and
durability. The rigid structure eliminates movement in the sidewalls and eliminates flex
points that create failure points over time. The durable structure also provides a very
safe enclosure for the passenger coach area. This unitized construction lasts longer
because we do not have the fatigue and failure points that other bus manufacturers
have.

ii. Direct to Body Chassis Mounts: We eliminate the rubber isolator pucks that every other
manufacturer builds with. To achieve a more durable and reliable structure we mount
the steel roll cage structure to the chassis by utilizing heavy gauge steel angle brackets.
The angle brackets are welded to the chassis, in a manner that adheres to the chassis
OEM’s body builder requirements and has been reviewed by their quality vehicle
modifiers processes. During extensive testing performed during the development of our
vehicle it was discovered that these rubber isolator pucks add additional movement and
flex in the body construction. This flex, over time, caused the steel structural members
to fracture. By direct mounting our body in this method we eliminate that flex and
therefore eliminate those fatigue fractures and failures.
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True One-Piece Roof: We utilize a True One-Piece Molded Fiberglass Roof. There are no
seams that go across the top of our roof and since there are no seams there are no
points on the roof of our bus where water can leak in. This feature was specifically
designed into our construction to eliminate water infiltration that other manufacturers
experience. In addition the thickness of our roof is a minimum of 5 mm thick and is
milled down to that thickness where it ties into other components in our construction.
The thickness of this roof means that it is actually a structural part of our construction
rather than just a skin. Other manufactures have to put additional steel or plywood in
their roof to support their thinner skin, which adds unnecessary weight to their buses.
Tongue and Groove %” AB Grade Plywood: Our standard subfloor material is %” Marine
Grade Plywood. Other manufacturers use plywood that is thinner in dimension and is
only exterior grade or even just standard plywood. By using actual marine grade
plywood we has a base floor material that is specifically designed to be exposed to the
elements and will not deteriorate over time. The thickness of our subfloor also makes
the floor more durable for longer life. In addition, we also tongue and groove all of the
joints in our plywood subfloor. By utilizing tongue and groove joints we further
eliminate the potential of having soft spots in the floor.

Full-Vision Window Assembly:  Our unique Full-Vision Window Assembly in a
revolutionary frameless window design. It is constructed of a fabricated aluminum
window frame and utilizes flat bonded glass that is bonded into place using automotive
urethane. The result is a window assembly that is more durable than the competition
and eliminates multiple frames that are additional areas for potential water leaks. In
addition because of the frameless window assembly and bonded glass we have less
ridges that cause additional wind noise. Our window design also provides for less
expense in the unlikely event of glass breakage. Rather than being forced to replace an
entire clamp style window assembly, with our construction a mobile glass installer can
replace broken glass in the field, just like they would with the chassis windshield. This
window construction also adds strength to the side walls and eliminates waste, by
eliminating the cutouts that other manufacturers made to their sidewalls in order to
install their windows.

These features, along with many others, create a final product that is truly built as a transit vehicle,
and designed for the rigors of extensive daily use. This helps to ensure a long service life and
maximum return on investment with minimized total cost of ownership over the life of the vehicle.

Our vehicle has been tested at Altoona to the 7 year / 200,000 mile testing classification. Many of
our direct competitors have only been tested to the 5 year or even 4 year threshold. That test,
documented at “Winnebago E450” is available online at the FTA Bus Testing Center (Altoona)
website or upon request. That specific bus, which went through the Altoona testing, was actually
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driven away after the test rather than having to be hauled back like is the case with many
competitors. Our vehicle has also passed the FMVSS 220 (Rollover Protection / “School Bus Crush
Test”), which generally is not a requirement in most commercial bus procurements.

Serviceability — Many of the same features noted above also enhance the serviceability of the
product as well. By eliminating extra movement and flex, there are less failures in the structure
and lower rate of failure of internal parts. With a one-piece roof, all of the seams are eliminated on
the roof of the bus which eliminates the need to reseal and maintain the sealant that protects
those seals. Our primary electrical panel is easy to access and we utilize Intermotive’s PRPC Board
for ease of troubleshooting and diagnostics. Whenever possible, we run primary electrical runs
under body so they are easy to access. We include access panels in the front bulkhead and at the
entrance door control head, as well as a fuel pump access panel standard. Our standard stepwell
integrated battery box eliminates the skirt mounted battery slide tray that always fails after being
exposed to the elements, and provide easy access to the auxiliary battery compartment while
keeping those critical features safe and secure from weather.

In the state of Washington, service and support is available through our distributor, Harlow’s Bus
Sales. They offer many services beyond what is typically available from the factory as well as their
competition. With their in-field staff, you can expect very quick response to assist with solving
maintenance and repair issues as they arise.

We have many Metro Link buses in service in some very demanding applications. Of course, there
have been warranty claims, but in general the majority of our end user customers have
experienced very few failures that are related to the body construction or assembly itself. Hard
data and research has not presently been accumulated, but warranty claims have been minimal.
The great majority of our customers have experienced very few problems with their Metro Link
buses with very little downtime. With the expertise and experience of the service staff at Harlow’s
Bus Sales combined with the superiority of Winnebago/Metro Link, we are very confident that our
partners/customers in Washington will not be disappointed with their decision to purchase our
buses. Specific references are available upon request.

Comfort — There are three very common responses and comments that we receive with regards to
comfort on our buses. Those areas are lack of noise/very quiet ride, open sight lines/unobstructed
vision through the windows, and smooth ride.

i. Quite Ride: One of the first comments we always receive from our customers and
prospects is how quiet the ride is. This is attributed to our fully-welded steel roll cage,
direct to body mount, and full-vision window assembly. The fully-welded steel roll cage
eliminates the flex and movement in the body and sidewall. Since the body is more rigid
everything stays more intact and does not rattle or squeak as it moves around. You also
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don’t get the cavitation or vibration in the sidewall. The direct to body mount keeps the
body more rigid and in unison with the chassis frame. Again less movement means less
noise. Our window assembly eliminates the frames and ridges that catch wind creating
excess wind noise. Also the glass in the competitor’s clamp-ring windows and T-slider
vents rattles creating additional noise.

ii. Open Sight Lines / Unobstructed Views: Having larger, unobstructed window areas
directly adds to the comfort level of the passengers. The bus feels more open and the
passengers immediately equate that to additional comfort.

iii. Smooth Ride: Having the direct to body mount assembly and the fully-welded steel roll
cage significantly enhance the ride quality. You don’t get the bounces and vibrations
that commonly exist with competitor’s buses. By eliminating the rubber isolator pucks
we eliminate the excess body roll and the “whiplash” effect when the body rolls and
comes back into place with the rubber pucks.

The Metro Link also features an easy entry first step height entry door stepwell to make the bus
easy to enter and exit. Plus the consistent step riser heights help prevent potential tripping hazards
in the entry. Our generous interior width dimensions and straight sidewalls add to the open feel of
the coach area and make the bus interior feel even more spacious.

d. Features and Styling — Many of the features that we include as standard with our bus (i.e. %”
Tongue and Groove AB Marine Grade Plywood, Stepwell Auxiliary Battery Box, LED Lights
throughout, bonded glass and entry grab rails on both sides of the stepwell) are charged options on
many of our competitors buses. Our standard interior finish and trim is intended to be durable,
easy to clean and easy to maintain. With standard gel coat fiberglass exterior and the lack of seams
on the exterior of the bus you get an exterior that not only helps to prevent water infiltration, it is
also very low maintenance and easy to keep clean.

Our clean exterior lines, frameless window design and flat bonded glass provides an exterior
appearance that very sleek and stylish. This type of appearance is typically found only on high-end
buses and for an added charge. The interior color coordinating materials and trim are designed to
be stylish, as well, while being very economical.

5. Warranty
a. Body — Our standard structural warranty exceeds that of any other manufacturer in the cutaway
bus segment. The Structural warranty is 7 years / 150,000 miles. The Basic warranty for the body
is 3 years / 36,000 miles. We offer a stronger warranty than any of our competitors because we
realize we have a product that is far superior in design and construction.

b. Power Train — We utilize industry accepted Ford E Series Cutaway and Chevrolet Express Cutaway
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chassis as the platforms on which we build. The OEM factory warranties on the chassis and drive
train remain intact and are not jeopardized because we adhere to all requirements and guidelines
established by the respective chassis OEM body builder guides. Both the Ford and General Motors
chassis come with a 3 year / 36,000 mile Basic warranty a 5 year / 60,000 mile Power Train
warranty. There are extended warranties that are available for an additional charge.

Subcomponents — We utilize high quality, industry accepted or specified subcomponents that carry
various warranties, based on the specific component. The specific warranties are normal to those
available through any other bus manufacturer for the same components. Specific details on these

various warranties are available upon request.

producing buses exclusively on the Ford E-450 and E-350 Super Duty Cutaway chassis
and GM 3500/4500 cutaway chassis. These are the industry standard chassis for the
production of small buses under 16,000 GVWR. By concentrating on building bus bodies
on these chassis, the consistency and fit of components is improved. Production lead
times are reduced and production capacity is increased without sacrificing superior
quality. Elkhart builds buses for the transit market, which almost always comes with
delivery requirements. They have built buses for numerous states, cities, counties,
municipalities, etc. Elkhart Coach has never been required to pay liquidated damages
due to late delivery for any bus build in their 10+ years in the business. Elkhart Coach
has produced buses built on the Ford E-450and E-350 Super Duty Cutaway chassis and

GM 3500/4500 cutaway chassis which, over the years, have been equipped with various

sized gasoline and diesel engines.

2) Qualifications (All information is for SNW unless otherwise noted)
Schetky Northwest is a licensed dealer in the State of WA, and adheres to all
requirements put forth in this WSDES Request for Proposal (RFP) 04115. As a dealer
that has been in good standing with the State of WA for decades, Schetky has also been
in good standing with all county and city governments. Schetky has met or exceeded all
environmental requirements. Schetky Northwest is the most capable dealer to serve
customer’s needs in the state of WA with three facilities strategically located
throughout the state. Schetky also has the most diverse customer base in regard to
state regional sales, and do not rely upon one or two large customers. Schetky’s
customers span the entirety of the state, and they work with customers to suit vehicles
to each customer’s specific climate, topography, roads, and in-city requirements. By

b.) Manufacturer Qualifications: Diamond Coach builds 10 buses per week and has built buses for many of the transit agencies in the US. Some of their customers include KDOT(Kansas), MODOT (Missouri), ODOT (Oregon), and MNDOT (Minnesota). Diamond Coach is manufactured in a 100,000 sq. ft. facility.  Diamond Coach has the ability and the facilities to produce buses per this procurement. All bus models have been Altoona tested and meet FMVSS.


· How much will be subcontracted out?  There will not be any subcontracting in regard to the standard vehicle specifications.  Subcontracting will be based on the options chosen, i.e. Alternative Fuel installation.  Alternative Fuel systems will be installed by a certified installer and not Diamond Bus.  Green Alternative Systems will install all Alternative Fuel systems.  


c.) Manufacturer Past Performance


· Deliver vehicles on time:  Diamond Coach has some of the shortest lead times in the industry.  Diamond Coach has a 90 day stock of chassis.  If a special ordered chassis is needed, delivery time will be 120 days after receipt of chassis which is standard in the industry.

d.) Manufacturer Financial Strength:  Diamond Coach is owned by B12 Transportation Group a subsidiary of B12 Capital Partners. B12 Capital recently purchased Diamond Coach. Their financial strength, leadership and commitment to the transportation industry are why Diamond Coach will be a leader in the Paratransit bus industry. There are no financial issues.


2. Manufacturer and Proposer Facilities:


Proposer


a.) Proposer On-Time performance and delivery:  Creative Bus Sales WA has not had any vehicles rejected due to performance or delivery in the past 20 years.  We take pride in the products that we sell and deliver and have a tremendous working relationship with our customers. Creative Bus Sales has a refined order entry and confirmation system.  If there is a long lead time item or a shortage of an option ordered by the end user, Creative Bus Sales will communicate this with the end user to limit any potential problems concerning delivery.  


b.) Proposer Technical Support Personnel:  Creative Bus Sales WA on site personnel include a General (Sales) manager, three (3) regional sales staff, two (2) sales support staff personnel, Service and Warranty manager, Service Writer, Parts Manager, five (5) service technicians, three (3) delivery personnel, one detail specialist.  The local staff is backed up by the corporate support group at Creative Bus Sales. This gives our customers extensive support coverage.   Telephone support is available Monday through Friday from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. PST. Local Creative Bus Sales qualified technicians can respond on site to customer issues within 24 hours for major customer problems when necessary.


Creative Bus Sales WA has proven their ability in supporting the product and providing outstanding customer service.  With over 3,600 buses sold in the State of Washington in the last ten years, Creative Bus Sales is the number one dealer in the state.  With this title comes the ability and reputation of taking care of maintenance issues that arise.  Customers know that if they have an issue, Creative Bus Sales is ready and willing to fix the problem or find the solution.


c.) Proposer Parts Inventory Availability:  The local WA Creative Bus Sales office maintains a parts inventory of over $300,000. The local parts department can be reached Monday through Friday from 7:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. (PST).  The Creative Bus Sales Corporate Parts warehouse (AZ) containing over $3 million dollars in inventory is open Monday through Friday 7:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. (PST).  High demand parts are available and can be shipped within 48 hours. Special ordered parts will be shipped base on the vendor’s delivery times. 


d.) Accurately and Expedited Parts Shipment:  Creative Bus Sales and Diamond Coach can ship most high demand bus parts within 48 hours.  On special order items delivery will be subject to vendor lead times. If a parts shortage is identified we will discuss with the customer if they would prefer to get a partial order fulfilled when possible.


· Key parts on hand, how quickly are they shipped?  How are they shipped?  When a part is ordered, if it meets UPS’s delivery size and weight, then it will be shipped via UPS.  Sending a part overnight for emergency repairs can also be accomplished.  If a part is too large it will be put on a pallet and sent via ground freight.  All parts, small and large will be properly padded and bundled to eliminate damage during shipment.  Creative Bus Sales and Diamond Coach have experienced VERY FEW damaged parts during shipment.  Shipping costs on small boxed items are passed through. There will be a handling fee on parts that require crating. 


· What does your company do if wrong part is shipped:  First we immediately take steps to get the correct part to the end user.  Assuming the error is in our data entry or parts pull, we either authorize pre-paid return of the incorrect item or authorize disposal locally with full credit.  If error is from incorrect input from customer we may assess a re-stock charge.  


e.) Measures in place to avoid downtime:  The local Creative Bus Sales WA has an adequate and highly trained service and parts department. Backing up the local operations is our corporate infrastructure of fourteen (14) parts sales personnel and ten (10) warranty and customer service personnel at the Creative Bus Sales Corporate Parts and Service center.  Creative Bus Sales Corporate hours of operations are 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. PST.  Creative Bus Sales can work directly with the agency to assist with troubleshooting of a problem or the vehicle can be taken to our local facility to resolve the issue. If needed, one of our support technicians or other personnel can drive or fly to the customer’s facility to assist with the repair. Flying to one’s facility is usually constituted by a recall or an existing problem that cannot be repaired by the agency in an adequate time frame.  Creative Bus Sales WA has a strong reputation of customer service and will work diligently to get the problem resolved.


Manufacturer


  a.) Manufacturer On time performance and delivery:  Diamond Coach offers some of the shortest delivery times in the industry.  Diamond Coach on-time delivery performance approaches 100%. Diamond Coach has a Ford and Chevrolet chassis bailment pool. However, chassis shortages can pose a lead time issue.  These shortages, though not often, can happen during model changeover or during a major component change (engine/transmission etc.) by the chassis manufacturer.  The biggest limiter of timely delivery can be vendors in sophisticated industries that require excessively long lead times such as electronic GPS, AVL, computerized fare boxes, and special signage.  These delivery extensions will be communicated with the end user upon ordering of vehicle.  


b.) Manufacturer Technical Support and Personnel:  Diamond Coach employs a Director of Parts and Warranty with the following support staff: one parts representative, one claim processor, two (2) parts shipping personnel.  Also available are one engineer, one product support specialist and one warranty manager. Telephone support is available from 6 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. CST (4 a.m. – 2:30 p.m. PST).  When assistance is needed to resolve a major problem, Diamond Coach may elect to fly a qualified representative to dealer location or customer location to expedite matters.


c.) Manufacturer Parts Inventory Availability:  Diamond Coach keeps higher demand replacement parts in stock for immediate availability and shipment.  Special order items are subject to vendor lead times based on the time of order.





3.) Training and Technical Assistance:  


Creative Bus Sales understands and is dedicated to customer service. Our experience has led us to believe that with proper training and preventive maintenance-emergency repairs can be reduced and vehicle life expectancy is increased. With the evolution toward electronics and specialized technology it is more evident that continued training of key personnel is essential for proper maintenance.  Creative Bus Sales and the manufacturer provide specialized training at the customer’s request.  


a.) Personnel Availability:  The local Creative Bus Sales team has key personnel with over 100 years combined experience in the transit industry to provide training to transit agencies.  Our working relationships with the manufacturers and key vendors provide us with the knowledge of how best to respond to customer needs and who to contact in these situations.


b.). Flexible training schedule:  The schedule for training is very flexible, in fact it is usually the State DOT or the customer who establishes the time and dates for the training.  We strive to be responsive to our customer needs and ask for a thirty day notice before the training date so that we can prepare or if necessary, coordinate a vendor to participate. In most cases, Creative Bus Sales can respond sooner if an urgent need arises. Diamond Coach has agreed to assist in training when applicable and given a 30 day notice.


c.) Technical Support and Assistance:  The Creative Bus Sales local team is backed up by our corporate team of fourteen (14) parts personnel, ten (10) service operations and warranty personnel.  If a call is received within operating hours, the desired goal is to get answers and solutions that day. This is not always possible because of working with manufacturers and vendors in different time zones.  We do guarantee a returned phone call and answers within 24 hours.


· Creative Bus Sales support team or manufacturer and key vendor representatives can travel to the customers’ desired location for training.  If the customer prefers to have training done at the manufacturer or key vendor location, then Creative Bus Sales personnel will meet the end user at that location.  If there is a problem with a vehicle that cannot be resolved over the telephone, Creative Bus Sales will send a technician to the end user’s location to resolve the problem.


Some other key factors offered by Creative Bus Sales and this manufacturer include:


· Training is provided as needed.  Typically training is offered annually by key vendors.


· Training is structured to meet the end user’s needs and vehicle purchased.  We remain flexible because transit agencies specifications vary greatly. 


· Training size varies, but a good rule is for 10 people per training session.  This allows for each individual to receive adequate time and attention.  Often there are two-four hour training sessions, this will allow for the training of 20 people in one day.


· Creative Bus Sales WA has modern meeting rooms with telephone, Wi-Fi, and computer capabilities.  Our heated service facility can also be utilized for training and demonstrations. The service department can utilize its own lap top computers, mobile four post lifts and all the proper tools etc., to provide professional and comprehensive training.


· Most training sessions will include classroom style and hands-on training sessions.  Classroom training will include power point presentations and hard copy material.  The hands-on training will be performed in the service area on a vehicle or relevant component. All instruction will be performed by trained and certified individuals from the manufacturer, key vendor, or Creative Bus Sales staff.


· Follow up training is available but “hands on” training is subject to vendor schedule. Any classroom presentation can also be done via teleconference or webinar.


· Not all segments of training offer certification.  Components such as wheelchair lifts, interlocks, restraint systems, air conditioning and certain other components will receive certifications.


4)  Product Design and Performance:


a.) Reliability:   Diamond Coach has been in production since 1978.  With more than 12,000 buses being manufactured, Diamond Coach has proven to be very reliable. Their vehicles are constructed using a composite body construction. This brings additional strength to the bus body, which we believe to be equal or superior to metal framed fabrication.   Body construction is only four pieces and joint construction exceeds industrial pull test requirements. With millions of miles accumulated on this body structure it has proven itself as a very reliable and sturdy bus body.  Diamond Coach Altoona Tests in the 7 year/200,000 mile category on the Ford and Chevy chassis and did not experience any failures on the bus body.  This test supports the actual usage test and claims of the reliability of the product.


 b.) Serviceability:  This has two components; body and chassis. The serviceability of moving parts, changeable parts or items in direct correlation to the bus body is very accessible.  Most items such as electric door motor, destination signs, electrical panel, A/C evaporator, rear heater, wheelchair controls and pump all have access doors or panels for easy access.  A small percentage of chassis related items are not as easy to access.  This is controlled by the chassis manufacturer. Neither, Creative Bus Sales or Diamond Coach has any control of over the chassis manufacturer placement of components.  


 c.) Comfort:  Comfort can be associated with seating design, ride quality, noise levels and other various other components.  Industry standard seating options allow for a comfortable seat, upgrading of width, cloth, recliners etc. which can add to the comfort.  Ride quality is dictated by chassis chosen, gross vehicle weight, suspension, engine option etc. Optional suspensions are available but still have limitations based on the chassis selected.  Though it is the full intention of Creative Bus Sales and Diamond Coach to provide a comfortable vehicle it is not always possible to guarantee that the vehicle ride will not seem firm to some individuals.  Diamond Coach is a composite body with molded in fender, window, and door openings that eliminate wind noise, squeaking and rattling.  This construction process has proven to be one of the quietest vehicles on the road.


d.) Features and Styling: Diamond Coach builds Transit and Paratransit buses on both Ford and Chevrolet chassis.  What separates Diamond Coach from all other manufacturers is our award winning vacuum-cured composite bus body.  Diamond Coach is the only 100% composite commercial bus body on the market today. This includes wheel wells, composite entry steps, composite walls and ceiling and wheelchair doors.  This construction provides one of the quietest rides found in a bus today.  It also is a lighter construction that means less wear and tear on the chassis and increased payloads. The body construction is completely rust and corrosion free.  When compared to similar sized vehicles from our competitors-there can be up to four fewer seams on the bus body which means less chance of leaks. Another unique feature is that the window openings are molded into the body (not cut into the body after side wall construction) like all other manufacturers do. Because they are molded to exact specifications there is a tighter fit between the bus body and windows with less chance of a leak occurring at the window openings. Another of the unique differences of the Diamond Coach is the composite “clamshell” body construction and assembly of body.  Where most manufacturers have a 5-piece body construction comprised of a roof, two walls, a rear wall and a floor. Diamond is only a 4-piece construction due to the unique way the side wall and (1/2 roof) are molded as a single piece. The Diamond body is constructed with two- side/half roof pieces, a rear wall and a floor. This helps to reduce production time and labor.  





5.) Warranty:  See “Warranty” section for additional details on warranties offered by this manufacturer and key component vendors.


a.) Body:  Diamond Coach Body structure warranty is 5 years/100,000 miles.  Diamond Coach Non-structure body and component warranty is 12 month/12,000 miles. 


b.) Powertrain:  Ford E series and Chevrolet offer a 5 year/60,000 mile warranty on engines and transmissions with a 3 year/36,000 mile warranty on chassis.


c) Subcomponents:  All systems are covered under the Diamond Coach “component” warranty for 12 months/12,000 miles.  Some key and individual vendor component warranties exceed this.  Example:  Braun wheelchair lift warranty is a 5 year/15,000 cycle warranty when the lift is registered and service of lift is completed as stated in owner’s manual.  Air conditioning warranty is a 2.5 year/unlimited mile warranty. The Seat frame warranty is a life time warranty.





Warranty repairs of major Diamond Coach body components can all be completed at the Creative Bus Sales facility in Mukilteo, WA. Creative Bus Sales can also arrange for local vendors to make repairs at off site/remote locations when necessary.  If a warranty problem arises on a Diamond Coach, the end user can elect to handle it in one of two ways: 


1). The customer contacts Creative Bus Sales and arranges for the vehicle to be driven or towed to the Mukilteo facility.  Upon arrival of the bus, the Creative Bus Sales Service and Warranty department notifies the bus manufacturer or component manufacturer of the problem and gives them the estimated time to repair the vehicle.  The manufacturer will give Creative Bus Sales an approval and authorization number to repair the vehicle.  Repairs will be completed. Then arrangements are made for the customer to pick the bus up or to be delivered back to the customer.  Please note tow bills will not be paid under warranty.  


2). If the customer is too far away from Mukilteo or has the ability to fix the problem themselves.  Creative Bus Sales warranty process allows for the repairs to be completed by another entity with the following guidelines:


· Call the local CBS service facility or corporate warranty department to inform them of the problem.


· Give all pertinent information to CBS, (VIN #, body #, mileage, proposed repair facility, etc.)


· CBS will then get authorization and approval number from the manufacturer.  (Please note, no repairs can be paid without an authorization).  CBS will then contact customer with the authorization number.


· After the customer repairs the vehicle, they will send the repair bill including the authorization number to CBS. 


· Payment will be made to the customer in 30-45 days after receipt of bill. 


· Please note all chassis warranty items must go to the chassis dealer to have warranty work completed during the warranty period.


Creative Bus Sales understands and agrees to allow the customer to contact a subcontractor (not Diamond Coach) to work on warranty issues.  However, the State and customer accept that this may remove Creative Bus Sales from any responsibilities on work not authorized or repaired by Creative Bus Sales.

If we can use a chassis out of the pool, then delivery time is usually within 120 days of receipt of order. If a pool chassis is not available or a special order chassis is required (one with an OEM power seat pedestal or limited slip differential, for example), this adds about 10-12 weeks to the standard 120-150 day delivery time.

· Key parts on hand, how quickly are they shipped?  How are they shipped?  When a part is ordered, if it meets UPS’s delivery size and weight, then it will be shipped via UPS.  Sending a part overnight for emergency repairs can also be accomplished.  If a part is too large it will be put on a pallet and sent via ground freight.  All parts, small and large will be properly padded and bundled to eliminate damage during shipment.  Creative Bus Sales and Elkhart Coach have experienced VERY FEW damaged parts during shipment.  Shipping costs on small boxed items are passed through. There will be a handling fee on parts that require crating. 


· What does your company do if wrong part is shipped:  First we immediately take steps to get the correct part to the end user.  Assuming the error is in our data entry or parts pull, we either authorize pre-paid return of the incorrect item or authorize disposal locally with full credit.  If error is from incorrect input from customer we may assess a re-stock charge.  


e.) Measures in place to avoid downtime:  The local Creative Bus Sales WA has an adequate and highly trained service and parts department. Backing up the local operations is our corporate infrastructure of fourteen (14) parts sales personnel and ten (10) warranty and customer service personnel at the Creative Bus Sales Corporate Parts and Service center.  Creative Bus Sales Corporate hours of operations are 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. PST.  Creative Bus Sales can work directly with the agency to assist with troubleshooting of a problem or the vehicle can be taken to our local facility to resolve the issue. If needed, one of our support technicians or other personnel can drive or fly to the customer’s facility to assist with the repair. Flying to one’s facility is usually constituted by a recall or an existing problem that cannot be repaired by the agency in an adequate time frame.  Creative Bus Sales WA has a strong reputation of customer service and will work diligently to get the problem resolved.


Manufacturer


a.) Manufacturer On time performance and delivery:  The Elkhart Coach products are manufactured in an ISO certified facility that has also achieved certification from Ford as a registered Quality Vehicle Modifier(QVM). Elkhart Coach has never been required to pay liquidated damages due to late delivery for any bus build in our 10+ years in the business. Their current management team has led the Elkhart coach production team to increase yearly deliveries from 100 buses to over 900 buses per year. However, chassis shortages can pose a lead time issue.  These shortages, though not often, can happen during model changeover or during a major component change (engine/transmission etc.) by the chassis manufacturer.  The biggest limiter of timely delivery can be vendors in sophisticated industries that require excessively long lead times such as electronic GPS, AVL, computerized fare boxes, and special signage.  These delivery extensions will be communicated with end user upon ordering of vehicle.   


b.) Manufacturer Technical Support and Personnel:  Elkhart Coach offers technical assistance from trained and experienced electrical and mechanical personnel.  They have telephone support available every week day (excluding holidays) from 7 a.m. to 5 p.m. EST (5 a.m. to 1 p.m. PST). Assistance can also come in the form of technical drawings, schematics, etc. They offer technical as well as administrative support. Elkhart Coach has demonstrated their willingness numerous times in the past to send an employee anywhere in the country to resolve customer situations in partnership with our dealers.


c.) Manufacturer Parts Inventory Availability:  Elkhart Coach keeps higher demand replacement parts in stock for immediate availability and shipment.  Special order items are subject to vendor lead times based on the time of order


3.) Training and Technical Assistance:  


Creative Bus Sales understands and is dedicated to customer service. Our experience has led us to believe that with proper training and preventive maintenance-emergency repairs can be reduced and vehicle life expectancy is increased. With the evolution toward electronics and specialized technology it is more evident that continued training of key personnel is essential for proper maintenance.  Creative Bus Sales and the manufacturer provide specialized training at the customer’s request.  


a.) Personnel Availability:  The local Creative Bus Sales team has key personnel with over 100 years combined experience in the transit industry to provide training to transit agencies.  Our working relationships with the manufacturers and key vendors provide us with the knowledge of how best to respond to customer needs and who to contact in these situations.


b.). Flexible training schedule:  The schedule for training is very flexible, in fact it is usually the State DOT or the customer who establishes the time and dates for the training.  We strive to be responsive to our customer needs and ask for a thirty day notice before the training date so that we can prepare or if necessary, coordinate a vendor to participate. In most cases, Creative Bus Sales can respond sooner if an urgent need arises. Elkhart Coach has agreed to assist in training when applicable and given a 30 day notice.


c.) Technical Support and Assistance:  The Creative Bus Sales local team is backed up by our corporate team of fourteen (14) parts personnel, ten (10) service operations and warranty personnel.  If a call is received within operating hours, the desired goal is to get answers and solutions that day. This is not always possible because of working with manufacturers and vendors in different time zones.  We do guarantee a returned phone call and answers within 24 hours.


· Creative Bus Sales support team or manufacturer and key vendor representatives can travel to the customers’ desired location for training.  If the customer prefers to have training done at the manufacturer or key vendor location, then Creative Bus Sales personnel will meet the end user at that location.  If there is a problem with a vehicle that cannot be resolved over the telephone, Creative Bus Sales will send a technician to the end user’s location to resolve the problem.


Some other key factors offered by Creative Bus Sales and this manufacturer include:


· Training is provided as needed.  Typically training is offered annually by key vendors.


· Training is structured to meet the end user’s needs and vehicle purchased.  We remain flexible because transit agencies specifications vary greatly. 


· Training size varies, but a good rule is for 10 people per training session.  This allows for each individual to receive adequate time and attention.  Often there are two-four hour training sessions, this will allow for the training of 20 people in one day.


· Creative Bus Sales WA has modern meeting rooms with telephone, Wi-Fi, and computer capabilities.  Our heated service facility can also be utilized for training and demonstrations. The service department can utilize its own lap top computers, mobile four post lifts and all the proper tools etc., to provide professional and comprehensive training.


· Most training sessions will include classroom style and hands-on training sessions.  Classroom training will include power point presentations and hard copy material.  The hands-on training will be performed in the service area on a vehicle or relevant component. All instruction will be performed by trained and certified individuals from the manufacturer, key vendor, or Creative Bus Sales staff.


· Follow up training is available but “hands on” training is subject to vendor schedule. Any classroom presentation can also be done via teleconference or webinar.


· Not all segments of training offer certification.  Components such as wheelchair lifts, interlocks, restraint systems, air conditioning and certain other components will receive certifications.


D). Product Design and Performance: 


1). Reliability:  In order to ensure a consistent product, the decision was made by Elkhart Coach to concentrate on producing buses exclusively on the Ford E-450 and E-350 Super Duty Cutaway chassis and the GM 3500/4500 cutaway chassis.  These are the industry standard chassis for the production of small buses under 16,000 GVWR and are offered in 12,500 and 14,5000 GVWR (Ford) and 12,300 and 14,200 GVWR (GM). Over the years, these chassis have been equipped with various sized gasoline and diesel engines.  By concentrating on building bus bodies on these chassis, the consistency and fit of components is improved.  Production lead times are reduced and production capacity is increased without sacrificing superior quality. The Elkhart Coach ECII provides the quietest ride in the industry.  Every bus is extensively road tested prior to shipment and rattles, shakes, etc. are corrected if found during this testing.


The Elkhart Coach product is Altoona tested for the 7yr/200,000 mile category. We also encourage potential customers to view the link listed below for additional detail on Altoona testing performed on Elkhart Coach vehicles.  http://altoonabustest.psu.edu/buses?sort_by=manufacturer 


b.) Serviceability:  Routine maintenance items are easy to access.  When necessary, the bus design includes doors added to access maintenance items. A small percentage of chassis related items are not as easy to access.  Neither, Creative Bus Sales or Elkhart Coach has any control of over the chassis manufacturer placement of components. Driver position is mandated by Ford or GM and not altered by Elkhart Coach.  Elkhart Coach follows Ford’s guidelines regarding “gray” zones in the driver compartment.  These are areas where we will not install bus components because Ford states they may impede driver visibility and/or compromise safety. Service intervals will be stated in the owners manuals for each and every product sold.  Creative Bus can design a preventative maintenance schedule for a customer if need be. 


c.) Comfort: Comfort can be associated with seating design, ride quality, noise levels and other various other components.  Industry standard seating options allow for a comfortable seat, upgrading of width, cloth, recliners, etc. which can add to the comfort. Elkhart Coach purchases only Freedman Seating Company passenger seats which are the industry’s largest seating provider Ride quality is dictated by chassis chosen, gross vehicle weight, suspension, engine option etc. Optional suspensions are available but still have limitations based on the chassis selected. It is Creative Bus Sales and Elkhart Coach full intention to provide as comfortable of vehicle as possible using the existing products available. 


d.) Features and Styling: The Elkhart Coach ECII was designed with versatility in mind.  We offer, storage corrals, storage cabinets, storage rack and storage rooms. It is only built on the industry proven Ford and Chevy chassis models. This allows us to concentrate on producing a consistent, high quality fit and finish while helping to maintain our production costs at an efficient level. 


Elkhart Coach uses a steel cage and vacuum process to construct the walls and roof. No fasteners are used to create walls and/or roof to put them together. Elkhart Coach vehicles meet all applicable federal regulations regarding ingress and egress.  Ground to first step height is in line with industry standards and the ECII provides red lights at every point of emergency egress in the bus for easy identification.


5.) Warranty:  See “Warranty” section for additional details on warranties offered by this manufacturer and key component vendors.


Elkhart Coach has never experienced a fleet defect.  Warranty claims when measured in terms of percentage of total sales are, by far, the lowest of the four bus companies that comprise the Forest River Bus Group.  


a.) Body:  Elkhart Coach warranties its product that this product shall be free of substantial defects in materials and workmanship for 3 years/36,000 miles. The Elkhart Coach body structure warranty is 6 years/72,000 miles. 


b.) Powertrain:  Ford E series and Chevrolet offer a 5 year/60,000 mile on engines and transmissions with a 3 year/36,000 mile warranty on chassis.  


c.) Subcomponents:  Please refer to Warranty section for additional details on subcomponent warranties.  Example:  Braun wheelchair lift warranty is a 5 year warranty when the lift is registered and service of lift is completed as stated in owner’s manual.  Air conditioning warranty is a 3 year/unlimited mile warranty. The seat frame carries a life time warranty.


Warranty repairs of major Elkhart Coach body components can all be completed at the Creative Bus Sales facility in Mukilteo, WA. Creative Bus Sales can also arrange for local vendors to make repairs at off site/remote locations when necessary.  If a warranty problem arises on a Elkhart Coach Bus, the end user can elect to handle it in one of two ways: 


1). The customer contacts Creative Bus Sales and arranges for the vehicle to be driven or towed to the Mukilteo facility.  Upon arrival of the bus, the Creative Bus Sales Service and Warranty department notifies the bus manufacturer or component manufacturer of the problem and gives them the estimated time to repair the vehicle.  The manufacturer will give Creative Bus Sales an approval and authorization number to repair the vehicle.  Repairs will be completed. Then arrangements are made for the customer to pick the bus up or to be delivered back to the customer.  Please note tow bills will not be paid under warranty.  


2). If the customer is too far away from Mukilteo or has the ability to fix the problem themselves.  Creative Bus Sales warranty process allows for the repairs to be completed by another entity with the following guidelines:


· Call the local CBS service facility or corporate warranty department to inform them of the problem.


· Give all pertinent information to CBS, (VIN #, body #, mileage, proposed repair facility, etc.)


· CBS will then get authorization and approval number from the manufacturer.  (Please note, no repairs can be paid without an authorization).  CBS will then contact customer with the authorization number.


· After the customer repairs the vehicle, they will send the repair bill including the authorization number to CBS. 


· Payment will be made to the customer in 30-45 days after receipt of bill. 


· Please note all chassis warranty items must go to the chassis dealer to have warranty work completed during the warranty period.


Creative Bus Sales understands and agrees to allow the customer to contact a subcontractor (not Elkhart Coach) to work on warranty issues.  However, the State and customer accept that this may remove Creative Bus Sales from any responsibilities on work not authorized or repaired by Creative Bus Sales.

Creative Bus Sales stands behind the products it sells and recognizes that as the “awarded contractor” we understand, accept, and agree that we are ultimately responsible for the contracted work as proposed in our response to this RFP. 


c.) Proposer Past Performance:  During our 20 plus years in selling buses in WA.  Creative Bus Sales has never had a contract cancelled or buses rejected or not accepted. We have never paid liquidated damages for not being delivered on the promised due date.  We have dealt with WSDOT and most of the Washington State Transit agencies for 20 plus years and we have established an excellent reputation with them. 


d.) Proposer Financial Strength:  Creative Bus Sales, Inc. has been profitable every year since its inception.  The Company continues to be financially solvent and practices a conservative expansion plan including the purchase of EK Bus Sales Inc. in 2014. Creative Bus Sales maintains one of the largest vehicle inventories in the nation and possesses the expertise and necessary equipment to provide adequate support to any bus fleet.  The Company has multiple long-term inventory finance resources enabling it to carry sufficient inventory to fulfill the requirement of the contract.  There are no financial issues.


Manufacturer


a.) Manufacturer Experience:  Glaval Bus has been manufacturing transportation solutions for over forty years.  They entered the Commercial bus market in 1999.  In 2002 they were purchased by Forest River Inc. - one of the nation’s largest manufacturers of recreational vehicles.  Since 1999, Glaval Bus has produced over 15,000 commercial buses. In most cases they are able to offer a variety of fueling systems with their bus offerings. They have experience with gasoline, diesel, CNG, LPG, Electric and Hybrid Electric fueling systems. A few of their long-standing contracts include:  Florida Department of Transportation, (over 600 units delivered), Utah Transit Authority, (over 300 units delivered), Regional Transit Commission of Las Vegas, (over 225 units delivered), and VIA Metropolitan in San Antonio, TX, (over 120 units delivered).   


b.) Manufacturer Qualifications: Glaval Bus offers numerous commercial bus models.  The Entourage, built on the Ford F-550 chassis; the Concorde II, built on the Ford F-650 chassis; the Apollo and the Legacy: both built on Freightliner chassis.  Currently, Glaval Bus employs just over 300 people at their Elkhart, Indiana facility.  Of these 300 employees, they have nine, ISO 9001 certified engineers, all of which hold degrees in Computer Aided Design.  The engineering staff is heavily involved in research and design, electrical and design review, floorplan production, weight analysis and testing and certifications. Their certifications include the following: ISO 9001 2008, Altoona testing for all models, FTA, FMVSS, and QVM. 


How much will be subcontracted out?  Outside, third party contractors represent less than 5% of their standard vehicle content.  Additional upgraded options can increase this percentage; however, Glaval understands that ultimately they are responsible for all contracted work as if it were their own.  Subcontracting will be based on the options chosen, i.e. Alternative Fuel installation.  Alternative Fuel systems will be installed by a certified installer and not Glaval Bus.  Green Alternative Systems will install all Alternative Fuel systems.  


c.) Manufacturer Past Performance:  Glaval Bus began in 1999 at a rate of only 2 buses per week.  As their knowledge, experience and customer support grew, their production continued to increase. They became known as the mid-priced, high quality custom builder that cannot be found with their competitors. Today Glaval Bus produces approximately 1750 vehicles per year with a weekly rate of approximately 35 buses per week.  


· Deliver vehicles on time:  Over the past five years, Glaval Bus has averaged 87% on-time delivery of those units.  Information of any potential delays is immediately shared with their partnered dealer.  


· Describe number of certified engineers:  Glaval has nine (9) ISO 9001 certified engineers, all hold degrees in Computer Aid Design.  The engineering group represents 3% of their total staffing.


· Number of debarment, lawsuits, terminations, and citations:  Glaval Bus has zero outstanding debarments, lawsuits, terminations and/or citations throughout the past five years.  


d.) Manufacturer Financial Strength:  In September of 2005, Warren Buffett and Berkshire Hathaway purchased Forest River, Inc. from Pete Leigel, its founder and CEO. In typical Berkshire Hathaway fashion, they kept Pete on board and provided them with the essential capital needed for all divisions to continue to thrive and grow.  Glaval Bus is now partnered with one of the most respected and financially secure companies in the world and has the ability to take on any size commercial bus project.  Under the Berkshire Hathaway umbrella they are able to reduce costs, improve quality, access world-class technology and position themselves for future growth and stability.


2. Manufacturer’s and Proposer’s Facilities:


a.) Proposer On-Time performance and delivery:  Creative Bus Sales WA has not had any vehicles rejected due to performance or delivery in the past 20 years.  We take pride in the products that we sell and deliver and have a tremendous working relationship with our customers. Creative Bus Sales has a refined order entry and confirmation system.  If there is a long lead time item or a shortage of an option ordered by the end user, Creative Bus Sales will communicate this with the end user to limit any potential problems concerning delivery.  


b.) Proposer Technical Support Personnel:  Creative Bus Sales WA on site personnel include a General (Sales) manager, three (3) regional sales staff, two (2) sales support staff personnel, Service and Warranty manager, Service Writer, Parts Manager, five (5) service technicians, three (3) delivery personnel, one detail specialist.  The local staff is backed up by the corporate support group at Creative Bus Sales. This gives our customers extensive support coverage.   Telephone support is available Monday through Friday from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. PST. Local Creative Bus Sales qualified technicians can respond on site to customer issues within 24 hours for major customer problems when necessary.


Creative Bus Sales WA has proven their ability in supporting the product and providing outstanding customer service.  With over 3,600 buses sold in the State of Washington in the last ten years, Creative Bus Sales is the number one dealer in the state.  With this title comes the ability and reputation of taking care of maintenance issues that arise.  Customers know that if they have an issue, Creative Bus Sales is ready and willing to fix the problem or find the solution.


c.) Proposer Parts Inventory Availability:  The local WA Creative Bus Sales office maintains a parts inventory of over $300,000. The local parts department can be reached Monday through Friday from 7:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. (PST).  The Creative Bus Sales Corporate Parts warehouse (AZ) containing over $3 million dollars in inventory is open Monday through Friday 7:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. (PST).  High demand parts are available and can be shipped within 48 hours. Special ordered parts will be shipped base on the vendor’s delivery times. 


d.) Accurately and Expedited Parts Shipment:  Creative Bus Sales and Glaval Bus can ship most high demand bus parts within 48 hours.  On special order items delivery will be subject to vendor lead times. If a parts shortage is identified we will discuss with the customer if they would prefer to get a partial order fulfilled when possible.


· Key parts on hand, how quickly are they shipped?  How are they shipped?  When a part is ordered, if it meets UPS’s delivery size and weight, then it will be shipped via UPS.  Sending a part overnight for emergency repairs can also be accomplished.  If a part is too large it will be put on a pallet and sent via ground freight.  All parts, small and large will be properly padded and bundled to eliminate damage during shipment.  Creative Bus Sales and Glaval Bus have experienced VERY FEW damaged parts during shipment.  Shipping costs on small boxed items are passed-through. There will be a handling fee on parts that require crating. 


· What does your company do if wrong part is shipped:  First we immediately take steps to get the correct part to the end user.  Assuming the error is in our data entry or parts pull, we either authorize pre-paid return of the incorrect item or authorize disposal locally with full credit.  If error is from incorrect input from customer we may assess a re-stock charge.  


e.) Measures in place to avoid downtime:  The local Creative Bus Sales WA has an adequate and highly trained service and parts department. Backing up the local operations is our corporate infrastructure of fourteen (14) parts sales personnel and ten (10) warranty and customer service personnel at the Creative Bus Sales Corporate Parts and Service center.  Creative Bus Sales Corporate hours of operations are 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. PST.  Creative Bus Sales can work directly with the agency to assist with troubleshooting of a problem, or the vehicle can be taken to our local facility to resolve the issue.  If needed, one of our support technicians or other personnel can drive or fly to the customer’s facility to assist with the repair.  Flying to one’s facility is usually constituted by a recall or an existing problem that cannot be repaired by the agency in an adequate time frame.  Creative Bus Sales WA has a strong reputation of customer service and will work diligently to get the problem resolved.


Glaval Bus rarely, if ever, experiences unscheduled production downtime. In the case of chassis long lead time and/or vendor shortage issues, all efforts are made to communicate with the Dealer partner while adjusting production schedule to ensure on-time delivery per the awarded contract.   


Manufacturer


a.) Manufacture On time performance and delivery:  Glaval Bus produces 1750 units annually.  Over the past five years, Glaval Bus has averaged 87% on-time delivery of those units.  The biggest limiter of timely delivery can be vendors in sophisticated industries that require excessively long lead times such as electronic GPS, AVL, computerized fare boxes, and special signage.  These delivery extensions will be communicated with the end user upon ordering of vehicle.  


b.) Manufacturer Technical Support and Personnel:  Glaval Bus has staff that can assist with technical support questions, or ordering parts, when the partnered dealer needs assistance. Currently there are three (3) technical support technicians and four (4) customer service technicians available Mon – Fri, 8 AM – 5 PM EST.  Glaval Bus, with the support of the Dealer Partners, also has the ability to make technical personnel available for on-site training and troubleshooting should the need arise.  Glaval takes pride in working closely with the Dealer Partners and the end customer to ensure a smooth working partnership and resolve any outstanding issues.  


c.). Manufacturer Parts Inventory Availability:  75% of all ordered parts are shipped to the respected dealer, and/or end customer within 24 hours of placing an order.  Larger manufactured items may have additional lead times, which would be advised at the time of order.  


d.) Accurately and Expedited Parts Shipment:  All parts orders are placed, reviewed and shipped via Glaval Bus approved ISO 9001 process.


e.) Measures in place to avoid downtime:  Glaval Bus rarely, if ever, experiences unscheduled production downtime. In the case of chassis long lead time and/or vendor shortage issues, all efforts are made to communicate with the Dealer Partner while adjusting their production schedule to ensure on-time delivery per the awarded contract.


3.) Training and Technical Assistance:  


Creative Bus Sales understands and is dedicated to customer service. Our experience has led us to believe that with proper training and preventive maintenance-emergency repairs can be reduced and vehicle life expectancy is increased. With the evolution toward electronics and specialized technology it is more evident that continued training of key personnel is essential for proper maintenance.  Creative Bus Sales and the manufacturer provide specialized training at the customer’s request.  


a.) Personnel Availability:  The local Creative Bus Sales team has key personnel with over 100 years combined experience in the transit industry to provide training to transit agencies.  Our working relationships with the manufacturers and key vendors provide us with the knowledge of how best to respond to customer needs and who to contact in these situations. Glaval Bus, also has the ability to make technical personnel available for on-site training should the need arise.  


b.). Flexible training schedule:  The schedule for training is very flexible, in fact it is usually the State DOT or the customer who establishes the time and dates for the training.  We strive to be responsive to our customer needs and ask for a thirty day notice before the training date so that we can prepare or if necessary, coordinate a vendor to participate. In most cases, Creative Bus Sales can respond sooner if an urgent need arises. Glaval Bus has agreed to assist in training when applicable, given a 30 day notice.


c.) Technical Support and Assistance:  The Creative Bus Sales local team is backed up by our corporate team of fourteen (14) parts personnel, ten (10) service operations and warranty personnel.  If a call is received within operating hours, the desired goal is to get answers and solutions that day. This is not always possible because of working with manufacturers and vendors in different time zones.  We do guarantee a returned phone call and answers within 24 hours. Glaval Bus has three (3) technical support technicians and four (4) customer service technicians available Monday – Friday, 8 AM – 5 PM EST.  


Creative Bus Sales support team or manufacturer and key vendor representatives can travel to the customers’ desired location for training.  If the customer prefers to have training done at the manufacturer or key vendor location, then Creative Bus Sales personnel will meet the end user at that location.  If there is a problem with a vehicle that cannot be resolved over the telephone, Creative Bus Sales will send a technician to the end user’s location to resolve the problem. Some other key factors offered by Creative Bus Sales and this manufacturer include:





· Training is provided as needed.  Typically training is offered annually by key vendors.


· Training is structured to meet the end user’s needs and vehicle purchased.  We remain flexible because transit agencies specifications vary greatly. 


· Training size varies, but a good rule is for 10 people per training session.  This allows for each individual to receive adequate time and attention.  Often there are two-four hour training sessions, this will allow for the training of 20 people in one day.


· Creative Bus Sales WA has modern meeting rooms with telephone, wifi, and computer capabilities.  Our heated service facility can also be utilized for training and demonstrations. The service department can utilize its own lap top computers, mobile four post lifts and all the proper tools etc., to provide professional and comprehensive training.


· Most training sessions will include classroom style and hands-on training sessions.  Classroom training will include power point presentations and hard copy material.  The hands-on training will be performed in the service area on a vehicle or relevant component. All instruction will be performed by trained and certified individuals from the manufacturer, key vendor, or Creative Bus Sales staff.


· Follow up training is available but “hands on” training is subject to vendor schedule. Any classroom presentation can also be done via teleconference or webinar.


· Not all segments of training offer certification.  Components such as wheelchair lifts, interlocks, restraint systems, air conditioning and certain other components will receive certifications.


4)  Product Design and Performance:


a.) Reliability:  The exterior wall is comprised of galvanized sheet metal to resist corrosion. FRP is also offered as an option. All Glaval Bus vehicle models have passed Altoona Testing, and Altoona summaries are available upon request. Over the past five years, Glaval’s warranty expense has averaged less than 0.6% of all sales.  Glaval Bus offers a comprehensive preventative maintenance schedule.  


b.) Serviceability:  All Glaval Bus makes and models are produced with easy, user-friendly access panels for electrical and plumbing maintenance.  We also have options to allow for overhead driver storage, fuel sending panels, entry door header access and multiple other choices for ease of maintenance.  


 c.) Comfort:  Glaval Bus offers numerous comfort packages, and works directly with multiple vendors to ensure minimum noise and maximum rider satisfaction.  Every vehicle is road tested twice, at approximately 25 miles a piece, to eliminate outstanding rattles, review all OEM checks and test all installed options.  It is Creative Bus Sales and Glaval Bus full intention to provide as comfortable of vehicle as possible using the existing products available. Their bus is a completely welded steel cage structure that eliminates squeaking and rattling. Along with the laminated structure of the walls- this construction process has proven to be one of the quietest vehicles on the road.


d.) Features and Styling: As trends of style and custom choices continue to evolve, so does the Glaval option content.  Glaval Bus prides itself on working closely with their preferred vendor base to ensure their Dealer Partners are given the latest technology, updated styles and on-the-edge options.  They produce medium duty buses on the Ford F-550 and F-650 Super Duty Chassis Cab as well as the Freightliner S2C and MB65 chassis.  These are the industry standard chassis for the production of medium duty buses over 16,000 GVWR and are offered in 19,500 GVWR (Ford F-550) and 26,000 GVWR (Ford F-650 and Freightliner). 


5.) Warranty:  


See “Warranty” section for additional details on warranties offered by this manufacturer and key component vendors.


a.) Body:  Glaval Bus body structure warranty is 5 years/100,000 miles. 


b.) Powertrain:  The Ford F-550 chassis offers a 5 year/60,000 mile on engines and transmissions.  The Ford F-650 chassis offers a 5 year/250,000 mile on the diesel engines and transmissions. Freightliner chassis includes 2 year/unlimited mileage warranties on the engine (provided by Cummins) and transmission (provided by Allison).


    


c) Subcomponents:  All subcomponents are covered under the Glaval Bus component warranty for 12 months/12,000 mile bumper to bumper warranty.  Some key and individual vendor component warranties exceed this.  Example:  Braun wheelchair lift warranty is a 5 year/15,000 cycle warranty when the lift is registered and service of lift is completed as stated in owner’s manual.  Air conditioning warranty is a 2.5 year/unlimited mile warranty. The seat frame carries a life time warranty.


Warranty repairs of major Glaval Bus body components can all be completed at Creative Bus Sales facility in Mukilteo, WA. Creative Bus Sales can also arrange for local vendors to make repairs at off site/remote locations when necessary.   If a warranty problem arises on a Glaval Bus, the end user can elect to handle it in one of two ways: 


1). The customer contacts Creative Bus Sales and arranges for the vehicle to be driven or towed to the Mukilteo facility.  Upon arrival of the bus, the Creative Bus Sales Service and Warranty department notifies the bus manufacturer or component manufacturer of the problem and gives them the estimated time to repair the vehicle.  The manufacturer will give Creative Bus Sales an approval and authorization number to repair the vehicle.  Repairs will be completed. Then arrangements are made for the customer to pick the bus up or to be delivered back to the customer.  Please note tow bills will not be paid under warranty.  


2). If the customer is too far away from Mukilteo or has the ability to fix the problem themselves.  Creative Bus Sales warranty process allows for the repairs to be completed by another entity with the following guidelines:


· Call the local CBS service facility or corporate warranty department to inform them of the problem.


· Give all pertinent information to CBS, (VIN #, body #, mileage, proposed repair facility, etc.)


· CBS will then get authorization and approval number from the manufacturer.  (Please note, no repairs can be paid without an authorization).  CBS will then contact customer with the authorization number.


· After the customer repairs the vehicle, they will send the repair bill including the authorization number to CBS. 


· Payment will be made to the customer in 30-45 days after receipt of bill. 


· Please note all chassis warranty items must go to the chassis dealer to have warranty work completed during the warranty period.


Please note all chassis warranty items must go to chassis dealer to have warranty work completed during warranty period. Creative Bus Sales understands and agrees to allow the customer to contact a subcontractor (not Glaval Bus) to work on warranty issues.  However, the State and customer accept that this may remove Creative Bus Sales from any responsibilities on work not authorized or repaired by Creative Bus Sales.

Most importantly we have brought our experience to our customers in the States of Washington, Oregon and Alaska as well as many other states in the US.  Creative Bus Sales strives to keep transit moving in America by representing reputable products that meet the end user’s needs.  The following information will help to answer the questions asked in this state procurement about Creative Bus Sales and the Bus manufacturers we represent. You are also encouraged to check our website at www.creativebussales.com.


Our company holds various transit vehicle procurement contracts throughout the country.  Creative Bus Sales staff takes pride in developing, maintaining, and renewing contracts with their customers year after year.  We have experience with large and small transit vehicle procurements. Some of our current and past customers include: Washington State DOT(WSDOT), Oregon Dept. of Transportation (ODOT), Alaska DOT/State Equipment fleet, Cal Act, ADOT, RPTA-Valley Metro, Orange County Transit, and RTC-Reno, to name a few. These are all major multi-year, multi-vehicle contracts that Creative Bus Sales has had the honor to be a part of for over 12 years.  Our dedicated professional staff and high-level relationships with all major bus manufacturers help to create the most efficient and customer friendly business model that allows us to provide transportation solutions for every situation. Creative Bus Sales WA has over 20 years of experience in bidding and delivering buses to transit agencies all across the state of Washington. Our General Manager, Jeff Crockett, has 29 years in the bus industry. Transit Sales-Contracts Administrator, Jason Spore, brings over 12 years of experience in working with the WA State Department of Transportation vehicle procurements and other state wide regional Transit agencies.


b.) The Company continues to be financially solvent and practices a conservative expansion plan including the purchase of EK Bus Sales Inc. in 2014. Creative Bus Sales maintains one of the largest vehicle inventories in the nation and possesses the expertise and necessary equipment to provide adequate support to any bus fleet.  The Company has multiple long-term inventory finance resources enabling it to carry sufficient inventory to fulfill the requirement of the contract.  There are no financial issues.


Manufacturer


a.) Manufacturer Experience:  Glaval Bus has been manufacturing transportation solutions for over forty years.  They entered the Commercial bus market in 1999.  In 2002 they were purchased by Forest River Inc. - one of the nation’s largest manufacturers of recreational vehicles.  Since 1999, Glaval Bus has produced over 15,000 commercial buses. In most cases they are able to offer a variety of fueling systems with their bus offerings. They have experience with gasoline, diesel, CNG, LPG, Electric and Hybrid Electric fueling systems. A few of their long-standing contracts include:  Florida Department of Transportation, (over 600 units delivered), Utah Transit Authority, (over 300 units delivered), Regional Transit Commission of Las Vegas, (over 225 units delivered), and VIA Metropolitan in San Antonio, TX, (over 120 units delivered).   


b.) Manufacturer Qualifications: Glaval Bus offers numerous commercial bus models.  The Entourage, built on the Ford F-550 chassis; the Concorde II, built on the Ford F-650 chassis; the Apollo and the Legacy: both built on Freightliner chassis. With over 3,600 buses sold in the State of Washington in the last ten years, Creative Bus Sales is the number one dealer in the state.  With this title comes the ability and reputation of taking care of maintenance issues that arise.  Customers know that if they have an issue, Creative Bus Sales is ready and willing to fix the problem or find the solution.


c.) Proposer Parts Inventory Availability:  The local WA Creative Bus Sales office maintains a parts inventory of over $300,000. The local parts department can be reached Monday through Friday from 7:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. (PST).  The Creative Bus Sales Corporate Parts warehouse (AZ) containing over $3 million dollars in inventory is open Monday through Friday 7:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. (PST).  High demand parts are available and can be shipped within 48 hours. Special ordered parts will be shipped base on the vendor’s delivery times. 


d.) Accurately and Expedited Parts Shipment:  Creative Bus Sales and Glaval Bus can ship most high demand bus parts within 48 hours.  On special order items delivery will be subject to vendor lead times. If a parts shortage is identified we will discuss with the customer if they would prefer to get a partial order fulfilled when possible.


· Key parts on hand, how quickly are they shipped?  How are they shipped?  When a part is ordered, if it meets UPS’s delivery size and weight, then it will be shipped via UPS.  Sending a part overnight for emergency repairs can also be accomplished.  If a part is too large it will be put on a pallet and sent via ground freight.  All parts, small and large will be properly padded and bundled to eliminate damage during shipment.  Creative Bus Sales and Glaval Bus have experienced VERY FEW damaged parts during shipment.  Shipping costs on small boxed items are passed-through. There will be a handling fee on parts that require crating. 


· What does your company do if wrong part is shipped:  First we immediately take steps to get the correct part to the end user.  Assuming the error is in our data entry or parts pull, we either authorize pre-paid return of the incorrect item or authorize disposal locally with full credit.  If error is from incorrect input from customer we may assess a re-stock charge.  


e.) Measures in place to avoid downtime:  The local Creative Bus Sales WA has an adequate and highly trained service and parts department. Backing up the local operations is our corporate infrastructure of fourteen (14) parts sales personnel and ten (10) warranty and customer service personnel at the Creative Bus Sales Corporate Parts and Service center.  Creative Bus Sales Corporate hours of operations are 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. PST.  Creative Bus Sales can work directly with the agency to assist with troubleshooting of a problem, or the vehicle can be taken to our local facility to resolve the issue.  If needed, one of our support technicians or other personnel can drive or fly to the customer’s facility to assist with the repair.  Flying to one’s facility is usually constituted by a recall or an existing problem that cannot be repaired by the agency in an adequate time frame.  Creative Bus Sales WA has a strong reputation of customer service and will work diligently to get the problem resolved.


Glaval Bus rarely, if ever, experiences unscheduled production downtime. In the case of chassis long lead time and/or vendor shortage issues, all efforts are made to communicate with the Dealer partner while adjusting production schedule to ensure on-time delivery per the awarded contract.   


Manufacturer


a.) Manufacture On time performance and delivery:  Glaval Bus produces 1750 units annually.  Over the past five years, Glaval Bus has averaged 87% on-time delivery of those units.  The biggest limiter of timely delivery can be vendors in sophisticated industries that require excessively long lead times such as electronic GPS, AVL, computerized fare boxes, and special signage.  These delivery extensions will be communicated with the end user upon ordering of vehicle.  


b.) Manufacturer Technical Support and Personnel:  Glaval Bus has staff that can assist with technical support questions, or ordering parts, when the partnered dealer needs assistance. Currently there are three (3) technical support technicians and four (4) customer service technicians available Mon – Fri, 8 AM – 5 PM EST.  Glaval Bus, with the support of the Dealer Partners, also has the ability to make technical personnel available for on-site training and troubleshooting should the need arise.  Glaval takes pride in working closely with the Dealer Partners and the end customer to ensure a smooth working partnership and resolve any outstanding issues.  


c.). Manufacturer Parts Inventory Availability:  75% of all ordered parts are shipped to the respected dealer, and/or end customer within 24 hours of placing an order.  Larger manufactured items may have additional lead times, which would be advised at the time of order.  


d.) Accurately and Expedited Parts Shipment:  All parts orders are placed, reviewed and shipped via Glaval Bus approved ISO 9001 process.


e.) Measures in place to avoid downtime:  Glaval Bus rarely, if ever, experiences unscheduled production downtime. In the case of chassis long lead time and/or vendor shortage issues, all efforts are made to communicate with the Dealer Partner while adjusting their production schedule to ensure on-time delivery per the awarded contract.


3.) Training and Technical Assistance:  


Creative Bus Sales understands and is dedicated to customer service. Our experience has led us to believe that with proper training and preventive maintenance-emergency repairs can be reduced and vehicle life expectancy is increased. With the evolution toward electronics and specialized technology it is more evident that continued training of key personnel is essential for proper maintenance.  Creative Bus Sales and the manufacturer provide specialized training at the customer’s request.  


a.) Personnel Availability:  The local Creative Bus Sales team has key personnel with over 100 years combined experience in the transit industry to provide training to transit agencies.  Our working relationships with the manufacturers and key vendors provide us with the knowledge of how best to respond to customer needs and who to contact in these situations. Glaval Bus, also has the ability to make technical personnel available for on-site training should the need arise.  


b.). Flexible training schedule:  The schedule for training is very flexible, in fact it is usually the State DOT or the customer who establishes the time and dates for the training.  We strive to be responsive to our customer needs and ask for a thirty day notice before the training date so that we can prepare or if necessary, coordinate a vendor to participate. In most cases, Creative Bus Sales can respond sooner if an urgent need arises. Glaval Bus has agreed to assist in training when applicable, given a 30 day notice.


c.) Technical Support and Assistance:  The Creative Bus Sales local team is backed up by our corporate team of fourteen (14) parts personnel, ten (10) service operations and warranty personnel.  If a call is received within operating hours, the desired goal is to get answers and solutions that day. This is not always possible because of working with manufacturers and vendors in different time zones.  We do guarantee a returned phone call and answers within 24 hours. Glaval Bus has three (3) technical support technicians and four (4) customer service technicians available Monday – Friday, 8 AM – 5 PM EST.  


Creative Bus Sales support team or manufacturer and key vendor representatives can travel to the customers’ desired location for training.  If the customer prefers to have training done at the manufacturer or key vendor location, then Creative Bus Sales personnel will meet the end user at that location.  If there is a problem with a vehicle that cannot be resolved over the telephone, Creative Bus Sales will send a technician to the end user’s location to resolve the problem. Some other key factors offered by Creative Bus Sales and this manufacturer include:





· Training is provided as needed.  Typically training is offered annually by key vendors.


· Training is structured to meet the end user’s needs and vehicle purchased.  We remain flexible because transit agencies specifications vary greatly. 


· Training size varies, but a good rule is for 10 people per training session.  This allows for each individual to receive adequate time and attention.  Often there are two-four hour training sessions, this will allow for the training of 20 people in one day.


· Creative Bus Sales WA has modern meeting rooms with telephone, wifi, and computer capabilities.  Our heated service facility can also be utilized for training and demonstrations. The service department can utilize its own lap top computers, mobile four post lifts and all the proper tools etc., to provide professional and comprehensive training.


· Most training sessions will include classroom style and hands-on training sessions.  Classroom training will include power point presentations and hard copy material.  The hands-on training will be performed in the service area on a vehicle or relevant component. All instruction will be performed by trained and certified individuals from the manufacturer, key vendor, or Creative Bus Sales staff.


· Follow up training is available but “hands on” training is subject to vendor schedule. Any classroom presentation can also be done via teleconference or webinar.


· Not all segments of training offer certification.  Components such as wheelchair lifts, interlocks, restraint systems, air conditioning and certain other components will receive certifications.


4)  Product Design and Performance:


a.) Reliability:  The exterior wall is comprised of galvanized sheet metal to resist corrosion. FRP is also offered as an option. All Glaval Bus vehicle models have passed Altoona Testing, and Altoona summaries are available upon request. Over the past five years, Glaval’s warranty expense has averaged less than 0.6% of all sales.  Glaval Bus offers a comprehensive preventative maintenance schedule.  


b.) Serviceability:  All Glaval Bus makes and models are produced with easy, user-friendly access panels for electrical and plumbing maintenance.  We also have options to allow for overhead driver storage, fuel sending panels, entry door header access and multiple other choices for ease of maintenance.  


 c.) Comfort:  Glaval Bus offers numerous comfort packages, and works directly with multiple vendors to ensure minimum noise and maximum rider satisfaction.  Every vehicle is road tested twice, at approximately 25 miles a piece, to eliminate outstanding rattles, review all OEM checks and test all installed options.  It is Creative Bus Sales and Glaval Bus full intention to provide as comfortable of vehicle as possible using the existing products available. Their bus is a completely welded steel cage structure that eliminates squeaking and rattling. Along with the laminated structure of the walls- this construction process has proven to be one of the quietest vehicles on the road.


d.) Features and Styling: As trends of style and custom choices continue to evolve, so does the Glaval option content.  Glaval Bus prides itself on working closely with their preferred vendor base to ensure their Dealer Partners are given the latest technology, updated styles and on-the-edge options.  They produce medium duty buses on the Ford F-550 and F-650 Super Duty Chassis Cab as well as the Freightliner S2C and MB65 chassis.  These are the industry standard chassis for the production of medium duty buses over 16,000 GVWR and are offered in 19,500 GVWR (Ford F-550) and 26,000 GVWR (Ford F-650 and Freightliner). 


5.) Warranty:  


See “Warranty” section for additional details on warranties offered by this manufacturer and key component vendors.


a.) Body:  Glaval Bus body structure warranty is 5 years/100,000 miles. 


b.) Powertrain:  The Ford F-550 chassis offers a 5 year/60,000 mile on engines and transmissions.  The Ford F-650 chassis offers a 5 year/250,000 mile on the diesel engines and transmissions. Freightliner chassis includes 2 year/unlimited mileage warranties on the engine (provided by Cummins) and transmission (provided by Allison).


    


c) Subcomponents:  All subcomponents are covered under the Glaval Bus component warranty for 12 months/12,000 mile bumper to bumper warranty.  Some key and individual vendor component warranties exceed this.  Example:  Braun wheelchair lift warranty is a 5 year/15,000 cycle warranty when the lift is registered and service of lift is completed as stated in owner’s manual.  Air conditioning warranty is a 2.5 year/unlimited mile warranty. The seat frame carries a life time warranty.


Warranty repairs of major Glaval Bus body components can all be completed at Creative Bus Sales facility in Mukilteo, WA. Creative Bus Sales can also arrange for local vendors to make repairs at off site/remote locations when necessary.   If a warranty problem arises on a Glaval Bus, the end user can elect to handle it in one of two ways: 


1). The customer contacts Creative Bus Sales and arranges for the vehicle to be driven or towed to the Mukilteo facility.  Upon arrival of the bus, the Creative Bus Sales Service and Warranty department notifies the bus manufacturer or component manufacturer of the problem and gives them the estimated time to repair the vehicle.  The manufacturer will give Creative Bus Sales an approval and authorization number to repair the vehicle.  Repairs will be completed. Then arrangements are made for the customer to pick the bus up or to be delivered back to the customer.  Please note tow bills will not be paid under warranty.  


2). If the customer is too far away from Mukilteo or has the ability to fix the problem themselves.  Creative Bus Sales warranty process allows for the repairs to be completed by another entity with the following guidelines:


· Call the local CBS service facility or corporate warranty department to inform them of the problem.


· Give all pertinent information to CBS, (VIN #, body #, mileage, proposed repair facility, etc.)


· CBS will then get authorization and approval number from the manufacturer.  (Please note, no repairs can be paid without an authorization).  CBS will then contact customer with the authorization number.


· After the customer repairs the vehicle, they will send the repair bill including the authorization number to CBS. 


· Payment will be made to the customer in 30-45 days after receipt of bill. 


· Please note all chassis warranty items must go to the chassis dealer to have warranty work completed during the warranty period.


Please note all chassis warranty items must go to chassis dealer to have warranty work completed during warranty period. Creative Bus Sales understands and agrees to allow the customer to contact a subcontractor (not Glaval Bus) to work on warranty issues.  However, the State and customer accept that this may remove Creative Bus Sales from any responsibilities on work not authorized or repaired by Creative Bus Sales.

Most importantly we have brought our experience to our customers in the States of Washington, Oregon and Alaska as well as many other states in the US.  Creative Bus Sales strives to keep transit moving in America by representing reputable products that meet the end user’s needs.  The following information will help to answer the questions asked in this state procurement about Creative Bus Sales and the Bus manufacturers we represent. You are also encouraged to check our website at www.creativebussales.com.


Our company holds various transit vehicle procurement contracts throughout the country.  Creative Bus Sales staff takes pride in developing, maintaining, and renewing contracts with their customers year after year.  We have experience with large and small transit vehicle procurements. Some of our current and past customers include: Washington State DOT(WSDOT), Oregon Dept. of Transportation (ODOT), Alaska DOT/State Equipment fleet, Cal Act, ADOT, RPTA-Valley Metro, Orange County Transit, and RTC-Reno, to name a few. These are all major multi-year, multi-vehicle contracts that Creative Bus Sales has had the honor to be a part of for over 12 years.  Our dedicated professional staff and high-level relationships with all major bus manufacturers help to create the most efficient and customer friendly business model that allows us to provide transportation solutions for every situation. We try to give our customers a positive experience every step of the way. With expert advice to get the right vehicle ordered that meets your needs. Ensuring on time delivery of your bus and then, follow up with our service and warranty support of the products we sell. This is what we believe keep our customers returning to Creative Bus Sales.


Creative Bus Sales has the ability to provide new vehicles faster from the time of order than any other dealer and the guarantee that what you ordered is delivered as requested, ready to roll into your fleet’s operations. With this comes many years of industry experience, satisfied customer service, and support.  Creative Bus Sales Inc. has a long history of fulfilling bus procurement contracts with transit entities in Washington State, Oregon, and Alaska as well as other State DOT’s, governmental procurement offices, and transit agencies within: California, Florida, Arizona, Oklahoma and Texas. Creative Bus Sales WA has over 20 years of experience in bidding and delivering buses to transit agencies all across the state of Washington. Our General Manager, Jeff Crockett, has 29 years in the bus industry. Transit Sales-Contracts Administrator, Jason Spore, brings over 12 years of experience in working with the WA State Department of Transportation vehicle procurements and other state wide regional Transit agencies.


b.) Proposer Qualifications:  With operations in 12 different states at 17 dealer locations, Creative Bus Sales has sold and delivered over 19,000 buses in the past 5 years with the CBS- WA location delivering over 1,500 buses in the last 6 years. Each location is adequately staffed with sales and service personnel to assist in all aspects of the bus procurement and to help maintain the bus after delivery. The Company continues to be financially solvent and practices a conservative expansion plan including the purchase of EK Bus Sales Inc. in 2014. Creative Bus Sales maintains one of the largest vehicle inventories in the nation and possesses the expertise and necessary equipment to provide adequate support to any bus fleet.  The Company has multiple long-term inventory finance resources enabling it to carry sufficient inventory to fulfill the requirement of the contract.  There are no financial issues.


Manufacturer


a.) Manufacturer Experience:  Goshen Coach was founded by Vyquest Inc. in the mid 1980’s as a manufacture of small sized buses. In 1992 they began manufacturing medium duty buses. Goshen Coach was purchased by Thor industries in 2005. Thor Industries is the largest manufacture of recreational vehicles in the United States. Thor was acquired by REV Group in October of 2013. REV Group is the largest manufacture in North America of emergency vehicles, small and medium buses, as well as being the leading manufacture of recreational vehicles, terminal trucks, and street sweepers. The Goshen Coach manufacturing plant is located in Elkhart, Indiana. This is centrally located in the heart of manufacturing country which allows for quick and easy access to parts and supplies when needed.





b.) Manufacture Qualifications: Goshen manufactures small to mid-sized buses for transit and paratransit public transportation needs as well as shuttle buses for retail applications, such as hotels, airports, rental car companies, nursing homes, and church groups. Goshen has built many transit and paratransit buses for Washington State Transit agencies like King County, Community Transit, and Island Transit. Goshen Coach has manufacturing capabilities to produce up to 35 buses per week. Goshen Coach is scheduled to build 1,849 units in fiscal year 2016. This should adequately meet the build capacity needs required of the Washington State RFP.





How much will be subcontracted out?  Goshen Coach understands, accepts, and agrees with the responsibility of contract work. Creative Bus Sales also understands, accepts, and agrees with the State of Washington that they are ultimately responsible for the contracted work. Subcontracting will be based on the options chosen, i.e. Alternative Fuel installation.  Alternative Fuel systems will be installed by a certified installer and not Goshen Coach.  Green Alternative Systems will install all Alternative Fuel systems.  





c.) Manufacture Past Performance: On orders in excess of ten units, Goshen Coach will usually produce a single “pilot bus” within 90 days after receipt of purchase order. The customer will use the pilot bus for inspection and acceptance. Upon customer acceptance of the pilot bus, the remaining units are scheduled at the rate of 3-5 units per week (typically), with the first units coming off the production line approximately six weeks later. The remaining units will follow every week until the order is complete. 





· Deliver vehicles on time:  Goshen Coach’ on time delivery performance approaches 97% on time accuracy. 


· Number of debarment, lawsuits, terminations, and citations: There are no lawsuits, claims, liens, or judgements filed against Goshen Coach in the last 5 years.  


· d.) Manufacture Financial Strength:  Goshen Coach is owned by REV Group Inc. and they are the largest manufacturer of small and medium sized buses, emergency vehicles, terminal trucks and street sweepers in North America. There are no financial issues. 





2. Manufacturer and Proposer Facilities:


Proposer


a.) Proposer On-Time performance and delivery:  Creative Bus Sales WA has not had any vehicles rejected due to performance or delivery in the past 20 years.  We take pride in the products that we sell and deliver and have a tremendous working relationship with our customers. Creative Bus Sales has a refined order entry and confirmation system.  If there is a long lead time item or a shortage of an option ordered by the end user, Creative Bus Sales will communicate this with the end user to limit any potential problems concerning delivery.  


b.) Proposer Technical Support Personnel:  Creative Bus Sales WA on site personnel include a General (Sales) manager, three (3) regional sales staff, two (2) sales support staff personnel, Service and Warranty manager, Service Writer, Parts Manager, five (5) service technicians, three (3) delivery personnel, one detail specialist.  The local staff is backed up by the corporate support group at Creative Bus Sales. This gives our customers extensive support coverage.   Telephone support is available Monday through Friday from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. PST. Local Creative Bus Sales qualified technicians can respond on site to customer issues within 24 hours for major customer problems when necessary.


Creative Bus Sales WA has proven their ability in supporting the product and providing outstanding customer service.  With over 3,600 buses sold in the State of Washington in the last ten years, Creative Bus Sales is the number one dealer in the state.  With this title comes the ability and reputation of taking care of maintenance issues that arise.  Customers know that if they have an issue, Creative Bus Sales is ready and willing to fix the problem or find the solution.


c.) Proposer Parts Inventory Availability:  The local WA Creative Bus Sales office maintains a parts inventory of over $300,000. The local parts department can be reached Monday through Friday from 7:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. (PST).  The Creative Bus Sales Corporate Parts warehouse (AZ) containing over $3 million dollars in inventory is open Monday through Friday 7:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. (PST).  High demand parts are available and can be shipped within 48 hours. Special ordered parts will be shipped base on the vendor’s delivery times. 


d.) Accurately and Expedited Parts Shipment:  Creative Bus Sales and Goshen Coach can ship most high demand bus parts within 48 hours.  On special order items delivery will be subject to vendor lead times. If a parts shortage is identified we will discuss with the customer if they would prefer to get a partial order fulfilled when possible.


· Key parts on hand, how quickly are they shipped?  How are they shipped?  When a part is ordered, if it meets UPS’s delivery size and weight, then it will be shipped via UPS.  Sending a part overnight for emergency repairs can also be accomplished.  If a part is too large it will be put on a pallet and sent via ground freight.  All parts, small and large will be properly padded and bundled to eliminate damage during shipment.  Creative Bus Sales and Goshen Coach have experienced VERY FEW damaged parts during shipment.  Shipping costs on small boxed items are passed through. There will be a handling fee on parts that require crating. 


· What does your company do if wrong part is shipped:  First we immediately take steps to get the correct part to the end user.  Assuming the error is in our data entry or parts pull, we either authorize pre-paid return of the incorrect item or authorize disposal locally with full credit.  If error is from incorrect input from customer we may assess a re-stock charge.  


e.) Measures in place to avoid downtime:  The local Creative Bus Sales WA has an adequate and highly trained service and parts department. Backing up the local operations is our corporate infrastructure of fourteen (14) parts sales personnel and ten (10) warranty and customer service personnel at the Creative Bus Sales Corporate Parts and Service center.  Creative Bus Sales Corporate hours of operations are 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. PST.  Creative Bus Sales can work directly with the agency to assist with troubleshooting of a problem or the vehicle can be taken to our local facility to resolve the issue. If needed, one of our support technicians or other personnel can drive or fly to the customer’s facility to assist with the repair. Flying to one’s facility is usually constituted by a recall or an existing problem that cannot be repaired by the agency in an adequate time frame.  Creative Bus Sales WA has a strong reputation of customer service and will work diligently to get the problem resolved.


Manufacturer


a.) Manufacturer On time performance and delivery:  Goshen Coach on time delivery performance approaches 98%.


b.) Manufacturer Technical Support and Personnel:  Support staff is available 5 a.m. to 5 p.m. (EST) to assist its dealer network and customers. Goshen also states that their management staff has their services available beyond those hours to ensure that the customer is completely satisfied.


c.). Manufacturer Parts Inventory Availability:  Goshen Coach keeps higher demand replacement parts in stock for immediate availability and shipment.  Special order items are subject to vendor lead times based on the time of order.


3.) Training and Technical Assistance:  Creative Bus Sales understands and is dedicated to customer service. Our experience has led us to believe that with proper training and preventive maintenance-emergency repairs can be reduced and vehicle life expectancy is increased. With the evolution toward electronics and specialized technology it is more evident that continued training of key personnel is essential for proper maintenance.  Creative Bus Sales and the manufacturer can provide specialized training at the customer’s request.  


a.) Personnel Availability:  The local Creative Bus Sales team has key personnel with over 100 years combined experience in the transit industry to provide training to transit agencies.  Our working relationships with the manufacturers and key vendors provide us with the knowledge of how best to respond to customer needs and who to contact in these situations.


b.). Flexible training schedule:  The schedule for training is very flexible, in fact it is usually the State DOT or the customer who establishes the time and dates for the training.  We strive to be responsive to our customer needs and ask for a thirty day notice before the training date so that we can prepare or if necessary, coordinate a vendor to participate. If a call is received within operating hours, the desired goal is to get answers and solutions that day. This is not always possible because of working with manufacturers and vendors in different time zones.  We do guarantee a returned phone call and answers within 24 hours. 


Creative Bus Sales support team and key vendor representatives can travel to the customers’ desired location for training.  If the customer prefers to have training done at the manufacturer or key vendor location, then Creative Bus Sales personnel will meet the end user at that location.  If there is a problem with a vehicle that cannot be resolved over the telephone, Creative Bus Sales will send a technician to the end user’s location to resolve the problem. 





Some other key factors offered by Creative Bus Sales and this manufacturer include:


· Training is provided as needed.  Typically training is offered annually by key vendors.


· Training is structured to meet the end user’s needs and vehicle purchased.  We remain flexible because transit agencies specifications vary greatly. 


· Training size varies, but a good rule is for 10 people per training session.  This allows for each individual to receive adequate time and attention.  Often there are two-four hour training sessions, this will allow for the training of 20 people in one day.


· Creative Bus Sales WA has modern meeting rooms with telephone, Wi-Fi, and computer capabilities.  Our heated service facility can also be utilized for training and demonstrations. The service department can utilize its own lap top computers, mobile four post lifts and all the proper tools etc., to provide professional and comprehensive training.


· Most training sessions will include classroom style and hands-on training sessions.  Classroom training will include power point presentations and hard copy material.  The hands-on training will be performed in the service area on a vehicle or relevant component. All instruction will be performed by trained and certified individuals from the manufacturer, key vendor, or Creative Bus Sales staff.


· Follow up training is available but “hands on” training is subject to vendor schedule. Any classroom presentation can also be done via teleconference or webinar.


· Not all segments of training offer certification.  Components such as wheelchair lifts, interlocks, restraint systems, air conditioning and certain other components will receive certifications.


4)  Product Design and Performance:


a.) Reliability:  Goshen Coach builds their vehicles on the Ford E350 and E450 chassis as well as the GM 3500/4500 chassis. These chassis are the industry standard and have proven to be very reliable. Chassis GVWR come in 11,500 and 14,500 (Ford) and 12,300 and 14,200 (GM). The Goshen vehicles are Altoona tested in the 5 year/150,000 mile or 7 year/200,000 mile test category. Goshen Coach continues to be an industry leader in product quality and safety. Their products undergo a variety of quality assurance measures to meet the latest, applicable Federal Motor Vehicle Standards (FMVSS).They also meet the Ford Quality Vehicle Manufacture standards (QVM) and are ISO:9001 2008 certified.


b.) Serviceability:  Routine maintenance items are easy to access.  When necessary, the bus design includes doors added to access maintenance items. A small percentage of chassis related items are not as easy to access.  Neither, Creative Bus Sales or Goshen Coach has any control of over the chassis manufacturer placement of components. Driver position is mandated by Ford or GM and not altered by Goshen Coach.  Service intervals will be stated in the owner’s manuals for each and every product sold.  Creative Bus can design a preventative maintenance schedule for a customer if need be. 


c.) Comfort:  Comfort can be associated with seating design, ride quality, noise levels and other various other components.  Industry standard seating options allow for a comfortable seat, upgrading of width, cloth, recliners, etc. which can add to the comfort. Goshen Coach uses Freedman Seating Company passenger seats which are the industry’s largest seating provider Ride quality is dictated by chassis chosen, gross vehicle weight, suspension, engine option etc. Optional suspensions are available but still have limitations based on the chassis selected. It is Creative Bus Sales and Goshen Coach full intention to provide as comfortable of vehicle as possible using the existing products available. 


d.) Features and Styling: The Pacer and Impulse are the Goshen Coach light duty vehicles. They can accommodate from eight to twenty eight passengers. The exterior walls are fully welded steel cage and the exterior wall is made of high gloss fiberglass. Vehicles can be equipped with ADA packages (wheel chair lift) or space for rear luggage. These models have been styled inside and out with a streamlined design and superior aerodynamics. Many additional options can be added including LCD flip- down screens, DVD players, and overhead luggage.


5.) Warranty:  See “Warranty” section for additional details on warranties offered by this manufacture and key component vendors.


a.) Body:  Goshen Coach stands behind its product with a 6 year/60,000 mile structural warranty as described in the Goshen Coach Warranty certificate. 


b.) Powertrain:  Ford E series and Chevrolet offer a 5 year/60,000 mile on engines and transmissions with a 3 year/36,000 mile warranty on chassis.  


c) Subcomponents:  Subcomponent systems are covered under the Goshen Coach component warranty for 12 months/12,000 mile bumper to bumper warranty as described in the Goshen coach warranty certificate.  Some key and individual vendor component warranties exceed this.  Example:  Braun wheelchair lift warranty is a 5 year/15,000 cycle warranty when the lift is registered and service of lift is completed as stated in owner’s manual.  Air conditioning warranty is a 2.5 year/unlimited mile warranty. The seat frame warranty is a life time warranty.


Warranty repairs of major Goshen Coach bus body components can all be completed at the Creative Bus Sales facility in Mukilteo, WA. Creative Bus Sales can also arrange for local vendors to make repairs at off site/remote locations when necessary.  If a warranty problem arises on a Goshen bus, the end user can elect to handle it in one of two ways: 


1). The customer contacts Creative Bus Sales and arranges for the vehicle to be driven or towed to the Mukilteo facility.  Upon arrival of the bus, Creative Bus Sales, service and warranty department notifies the bus manufacturer or component manufacturer of the problem and gives them the estimated time to repair the vehicle.  The manufacturer will give Creative Bus Sales an approval and authorization number to repair the vehicle.  Repairs will be completed. Then arrangements are made for the customer to pick the bus up or to be delivered back to the customer.  Please note tow bills will not be paid under warranty.  


2). If the customer is too far away from Mukilteo or has the ability to fix the problem themselves.  Creative Bus Sales warranty process allows for the repairs to be completed by another entity with the following guidelines:


· Call the local CBS service facility or corporate warranty department to inform them of the problem.


· Give all pertinent information to CBS, (VIN #, body #, mileage, proposed repair facility, etc.)


· CBS will then get authorization and approval number from the manufacturer.  (Please note, no repairs can be paid without an authorization).  CBS will then contact customer with the authorization number.


· After the customer repairs the vehicle, they will send the repair bill including the authorization number to CBS. 


· Payment will be made to the customer in 30-45 days after receipt of bill. 


· Please note all chassis warranty items must go to the chassis dealer to have warranty work completed during the warranty period.

Creative Bus Sales understands and agrees to allow the customer to contact a subcontractor (not Goshen Coach) to work on warranty issues. If a pool chassis is not available or a special order chassis is required (one with an OEM power seat pedestal or limited slip differential, for example), this adds about 10-12 weeks to the standard 120-150 day delivery time.

Transit Sales-Contracts Administrator, Jason Spore, brings over 12 years of experience in working with the WA State Department of Transportation vehicle procurements and other state wide regional Transit agencies.


b.) Proposer Qualifications:  With operations in 12 different states at 17 dealer locations, Creative Bus Sales has sold and delivered over 19,000 buses in the past 5 years with the CBS- WA location delivering over 1,500 buses in the last 6 years. Each location is adequately staffed with sales and service personnel to assist in all aspects of the bus procurement and to help maintain the bus after delivery.  Our CBS-WA dealership is located in Mukilteo, WA.  This state of the art facility includes a covered 15,000 square foot building including eight (8) service bays and we have twenty (20) employees. Our service technicians have been trained and certified by each manufacturer. Their training and certifications also include Braun and Ricon lifts, ACT and ACC- air conditioning manufacturers, Telma Retarder, AMEREX fire suppression, Fog Maker fire suppression systems, Mor/Ryde suspension and Green Alternative Services (GAS) propane and CNG conversions. 





No one has more experience in alternative fuel systems than Creative Bus Sales.  We own Green Alternative Systems (GAS) and have been converting vehicles for over 10 years.  GAS is the largest Ford recognized Qualified Vehicle Modifier(QVM) alternative fuel program installer in North America. We have strategic partnerships with alternative fuel developers and installers-Roush Clean Tech, Westport, and Landi Renzo- GAS provides the safest and most dependable alternative fuel systems in the industry.  





If we do not have the technical experience locally to fix a problem, we can call upon our other locations to provide the necessary experience and even bring in additional personnel to meet delivery demands. Creative Bus Sales has its own 16,000 sq. ft. parts warehouse stocking over $3 million in parts located in Phoenix AZ.


Creative Bus Sales stands behind the products it sells and recognizes that as the “awarded contractor” we understand, accept, and agree that we are ultimately responsible for the contracted work as proposed in our response to this RFP. 


c.) Proposer Past Performance :  During our 20 plus years in selling buses in WA.  Creative Bus Sales has never had a contract cancelled or buses rejected or not accepted. We have never paid liquidated damages for not being delivered on the promised due date.  We have dealt with WSDOT and most of the Washington State Transit agencies for 20 plus years and we have established an excellent reputation with them. 


d.) Proposer Financial Strength:  Creative Bus Sales, Inc. has been profitable every year since its inception.  The Company continues to be financially solvent and practices a conservative expansion plan including the purchase of EK Bus Sales Inc. in 2014. Creative Bus Sales maintains one of the largest vehicle inventories in the nation and possesses the expertise and necessary equipment to provide adequate support to any bus fleet.  The Company has multiple long-term inventory finance resources enabling it to carry sufficient inventory to fulfill the requirement of the contract.  There are no financial issues.


Manufacturer


a.) Manufacturer Experience:  Goshen Coach was founded by Vyquest Inc. in the mid 1980’s as a manufacture of small sized buses. In 1992 they began manufacturing medium duty buses. Goshen Coach was purchased by Thor industries in 2005. Thor Industries is the largest manufacture of recreational vehicles in the United States. Thor was acquired by REV Group in October of 2013. REV Group is the largest manufacture in North America of emergency vehicles, small and medium buses, as well as being the leading manufacture of recreational vehicles, terminal trucks, and street sweepers. The Goshen Coach manufacturing plant is located in Elkhart Indiana. This is centrally located in the heart of manufacturing country which allows for quick and easy access to parts and supplies when needed.





b.) Manufacture Qualifications: Goshen manufactures small to mid-sized buses for transit and paratransit public transportation needs as well as shuttle buses for retail applications, such as hotels, airports, rental car companies, nursing homes, and church groups. Goshen has built many transit and paratransit buses for Washington State Transit agencies like King County, Community Transit, and Island Transit. Goshen Coach has manufacturing capabilities to produce up to 35 buses per week. Goshen Coach is scheduled to build 1,849 units in fiscal year 2016. This should adequately meet the build capacity needs required of the Washington State RFP.





How much will be subcontracted out?  Goshen Coach understands, accepts, and agrees with the responsibility of contract work. Creative Bus Sales also understands, accepts, and agrees with the State of Washington that they are ultimately responsible for the contracted work. Subcontracting will be based on the options chosen, i.e. Alternative Fuel installation.  Alternative Fuel systems will be installed by a certified installer and not Goshen Coach.  Green Alternative Systems will install all Alternative Fuel systems.  





c.) Manufacture Past Performance: On orders in excess of ten units, Goshen Coach will usually produce a single “pilot bus” within 90 days after receipt of purchase order. The customer will use the pilot bus for inspection and acceptance. Upon customer acceptance of the pilot bus, the remaining units are scheduled at the rate of 3-5 units per week (typically), with the first units coming off the production line approximately six weeks later. The remaining units will follow every week until the order is complete. 





· Deliver vehicles on time:  Goshen Coach’ on time delivery performance approaches 97% on time accuracy. 


· Number of debarment, lawsuits, terminations, and citations: There are no lawsuits, claims, liens, or judgements filed against Goshen Coach in the last 5 years.  


· d.) Manufacture Financial Strength:  Goshen Coach is owned by REV Group Inc. and they are the largest manufacturer of small and medium sized buses, emergency vehicles, terminal trucks and street sweepers in North America. There are no financial issues. 





2. Manufacturer and Proposer Facilities:


Proposer


a.) Proposer On-Time performance and delivery:  Creative Bus Sales WA has not had any vehicles rejected due to performance or delivery in the past 20 years.  We take pride in the products that we sell and deliver and have a tremendous working relationship with our customers. Creative Bus Sales has a refined order entry and confirmation system.  If there is a long lead time item or a shortage of an option ordered by the end user, Creative Bus Sales will communicate this with the end user to limit any potential problems concerning delivery.  


b.) Proposer Technical Support Personnel:  Creative Bus Sales WA on site personnel include a General (Sales) manager, three (3) regional sales staff, two (2) sales support staff personnel, Service and Warranty manager, Service Writer, Parts Manager, five (5) service technicians, three (3) delivery personnel, one detail specialist.  The local staff is backed up by the corporate support group at Creative Bus Sales. This gives our customers extensive support coverage.   Telephone support is available Monday through Friday from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. PST. Local Creative Bus Sales qualified technicians can respond on site to customer issues within 24 hours for major customer problems when necessary.


Creative Bus Sales WA has proven their ability in supporting the product and providing outstanding customer service.  With over 3,600 buses sold in the State of Washington in the last ten years, Creative Bus Sales is the number one dealer in the state.  With this title comes the ability and reputation of taking care of maintenance issues that arise.  Customers know that if they have an issue, Creative Bus Sales is ready and willing to fix the problem or find the solution.


c.) Proposer Parts Inventory Availability:  The local WA Creative Bus Sales office maintains a parts inventory of over $300,000. The local parts department can be reached Monday through Friday from 7:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. (PST).  The Creative Bus Sales Corporate Parts warehouse (AZ) containing over $3 million dollars in inventory is open Monday through Friday 7:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. (PST).  High demand parts are available and can be shipped within 48 hours. Special ordered parts will be shipped base on the vendor’s delivery times. 


d.) Accurately and Expedited Parts Shipment:  Creative Bus Sales and Goshen Coach can ship most high demand bus parts within 48 hours.  On special order items delivery will be subject to vendor lead times. If a parts shortage is identified we will discuss with the customer if they would prefer to get a partial order fulfilled when possible.


· Key parts on hand, how quickly are they shipped?  How are they shipped?  When a part is ordered, if it meets UPS’s delivery size and weight, then it will be shipped via UPS.  Sending a part overnight for emergency repairs can also be accomplished.  If a part is too large it will be put on a pallet and sent via ground freight.  All parts, small and large will be properly padded and bundled to eliminate damage during shipment.  Creative Bus Sales and Goshen Coach have experienced VERY FEW damaged parts during shipment.  Shipping costs on small boxed items are passed through. There will be a handling fee on parts that require crating. 


· What does your company do if wrong part is shipped:  First we immediately take steps to get the correct part to the end user.  Assuming the error is in our data entry or parts pull, we either authorize pre-paid return of the incorrect item or authorize disposal locally with full credit.  If error is from incorrect input from customer we may assess a re-stock charge.  


e.) Measures in place to avoid downtime:  The local Creative Bus Sales WA has an adequate and highly trained service and parts department. Backing up the local operations is our corporate infrastructure of fourteen (14) parts sales personnel and ten (10) warranty and customer service personnel at the Creative Bus Sales Corporate Parts and Service center.  Creative Bus Sales Corporate hours of operations are 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. PST.  Creative Bus Sales can work directly with the agency to assist with troubleshooting of a problem or the vehicle can be taken to our local facility to resolve the issue. If needed, one of our support technicians or other personnel can drive or fly to the customer’s facility to assist with the repair. Flying to one’s facility is usually constituted by a recall or an existing problem that cannot be repaired by the agency in an adequate time frame.  Creative Bus Sales WA has a strong reputation of customer service and will work diligently to get the problem resolved.


Manufacturer


a.) Manufacturer On time performance and delivery:  Goshen Coach on time delivery performance approaches 98%.


b.) Manufacturer Technical Support and Personnel:  Support staff is available 5 a.m. to 5 p.m. (EST) to assist its dealer network and customers. Goshen also states that their management staff has their services available beyond those hours to ensure that the customer is completely satisfied.


c.). Manufacturer Parts Inventory Availability:  Goshen Coach keeps higher demand replacement parts in stock for immediate availability and shipment.  Special order items are subject to vendor lead times based on the time of order.


3.) Training and Technical Assistance:  Creative Bus Sales understands and is dedicated to customer service. Our experience has led us to believe that with proper training and preventive maintenance-emergency repairs can be reduced and vehicle life expectancy is increased. With the evolution toward electronics and specialized technology it is more evident that continued training of key personnel is essential for proper maintenance.  Creative Bus Sales and the manufacturer can provide specialized training at the customer’s request.  


a.) Personnel Availability:  The local Creative Bus Sales team has key personnel with over 100 years combined experience in the transit industry to provide training to transit agencies.  Our working relationships with the manufacturers and key vendors provide us with the knowledge of how best to respond to customer needs and who to contact in these situations.


b.). Flexible training schedule:  The schedule for training is very flexible, in fact it is usually the State DOT or the customer who establishes the time and dates for the training.  We strive to be responsive to our customer needs and ask for a thirty day notice before the training date so that we can prepare or if necessary, coordinate a vendor to participate. In most cases, Creative Bus Sales can respond sooner if an urgent need arises. 


c.) Technical Support and Assistance:  The Creative Bus Sales local team is backed up by our corporate team of fourteen (14) parts personnel, ten (10) service operations and warranty personnel.  If a call is received within operating hours, the desired goal is to get answers and solutions that day. This is not always possible because of working with manufacturers and vendors in different time zones.  We do guarantee a returned phone call and answers within 24 hours. 


Creative Bus Sales support team and key vendor representatives can travel to the customers’ desired location for training.  If the customer prefers to have training done at the manufacturer or key vendor location, then Creative Bus Sales personnel will meet the end user at that location.  If there is a problem with a vehicle that cannot be resolved over the telephone, Creative Bus Sales will send a technician to the end user’s location to resolve the problem. 





Some other key factors offered by Creative Bus Sales and this manufacturer include:


· Training is provided as needed.  Typically training is offered annually by key vendors.


· Training is structured to meet the end user’s needs and vehicle purchased.  We remain flexible because transit agencies specifications vary greatly. 


· Training size varies, but a good rule is for 10 people per training session.  This allows for each individual to receive adequate time and attention.  Often there are two-four hour training sessions, this will allow for the training of 20 people in one day.


· Creative Bus Sales WA has modern meeting rooms with telephone, Wi-Fi, and computer capabilities.  Our heated service facility can also be utilized for training and demonstrations. The service department can utilize its own lap top computers, mobile four post lifts and all the proper tools etc., to provide professional and comprehensive training.


· Most training sessions will include classroom style and hands-on training sessions.  Classroom training will include power point presentations and hard copy material.  The hands-on training will be performed in the service area on a vehicle or relevant component. All instruction will be performed by trained and certified individuals from the manufacturer, key vendor, or Creative Bus Sales staff.


· Follow up training is available but “hands on” training is subject to vendor schedule. Any classroom presentation can also be done via teleconference or webinar.


· Not all segments of training offer certification.  Components such as wheelchair lifts, interlocks, restraint systems, air conditioning and certain other components will receive certifications.


4)  Product Design and Performance:


a.) Reliability:  Goshen Coach builds their medium duty vehicle also known as the G-Force on the Ford F-450 and F-550 chassis. These chassis are the industry standard and have proven to be very reliable. Chassis GVWR come in 16,500 and 19,500 #. The Goshen vehicles are Altoona tested in the 7 year/200,000 mile test category. Goshen Coach continues to be an industry leader in product quality and safety. Their products undergo a variety of quality assurance measures to meet the latest, applicable Federal Motor Vehicle Standards (FMVSS). They also meet the Ford Quality Vehicle Manufacture standards (QVM) and are ISO: 9001 2008 certified.


b.) Serviceability:  Routine maintenance items are easy to access.  When necessary, the bus design includes doors added to access maintenance items. A small percentage of chassis related items are not as easy to access.  Neither, Creative Bus Sales or Goshen Coach has any control of over the chassis manufacturer placement of components. Service intervals will be stated in the owner’s manuals for each and every product sold.  Creative Bus can design a preventative maintenance schedule for a customer if need be. 


c.) Comfort:  Comfort can be associated with seating design, ride quality, noise levels and other various other components.  Industry standard seating options allow for a comfortable seat, upgrading of width, cloth, recliners, etc. which can add to the comfort. Goshen Coach uses Freedman Seating Company passenger seats which are the industry’s largest seating provider Ride quality is dictated by chassis chosen, gross vehicle weight, suspension, engine option etc. Optional suspensions are available but still have limitations based on the chassis selected. It is Creative Bus Sales and Goshen Coach full intention to provide as comfortable of vehicle as possible using the existing products available. 


d.) Features and Styling: The G-Force is Goshen Coach’s medium duty vehicle and it can accommodate up to thirty three (33) passengers. The exterior walls are fully welded steel cage and the exterior wall is made of high gloss fiberglass and it has a one piece roof. The exterior lighting is LED for improved reliability. Vehicles can be equipped with ADA packages (wheel chair lift) and/or space for rear luggage. Engine options include the 6.8 liter gas engine or a 6.7 liter diesel. Many additional options can be added including LCD flip- down screens, DVD players, and overhead luggage. See brochure for additional details.


5.) Warranty:  See “Warranty” section for additional details on warranties offered by this manufacture and key component vendors.


a.) Body:  Goshen Coach stands behind its product with a 6 year/60,000 mile structural warranty as described in the Goshen Coach Warranty certificate. 


b.) Powertrain:  Ford F-series offer a 5 year/60,000 mile on engines and transmissions with a 3 year/36,000 mile warranty on chassis.  


c) Subcomponents:  Subcomponent systems are covered under the Goshen Coach component warranty for 12 months/12,000 mile bumper to bumper warranty as described in the Goshen coach warranty certificate.  Some key and individual vendor component warranties exceed this.  Example:  Braun wheelchair lift warranty is a 5 year/15,000 cycle warranty when the lift is registered and service of lift is completed as stated in owner’s manual.  Air conditioning warranty is a 2.5 year/unlimited mile warranty. The seat frame warranty is a life time warranty.


Warranty repairs of major Goshen Coach bus body components can all be completed at the Creative Bus Sales facility in Mukilteo, WA. Creative Bus Sales can also arrange for local vendors to make repairs at off site/remote locations when necessary.  If a warranty problem arises on a Goshen bus, the end user can elect to handle it in one of two ways: 


1). The customer contacts Creative Bus Sales and arranges for the vehicle to be driven or towed to the Mukilteo facility.  Upon arrival of the bus, Creative Bus Sales, service and warranty department notifies the bus manufacturer or component manufacturer of the problem and gives them the estimated time to repair the vehicle.  The manufacturer will give Creative Bus Sales an approval and authorization number to repair the vehicle.  Repairs will be completed. Then arrangements are made for the customer to pick the bus up or to be delivered back to the customer.  Please note tow bills will not be paid under warranty.  


2). If the customer is too far away from Mukilteo or has the ability to fix the problem themselves.  Creative Bus Sales warranty process allows for the repairs to be completed by another entity with the following guidelines:


· Call the local CBS service facility or corporate warranty department to inform them of the problem.


· Give all pertinent information to CBS, (VIN #, body #, mileage, proposed repair facility, etc.)


· CBS will then get authorization and approval number from the manufacturer.  (Please note, no repairs can be paid without an authorization).  CBS will then contact customer with the authorization number.


· After the customer repairs the vehicle, they will send the repair bill including the authorization number to CBS. 


· Payment will be made to the customer in 30-45 days after receipt of bill. 


· Please note all chassis warranty items must go to the chassis dealer to have warranty work completed during the warranty period.


Please note all chassis warranty items must go to chassis dealer to have warranty work completed during warranty period. Creative Bus Sales understands and agrees to allow the customer to contact a subcontractor (not Goshen Coach) to work on warranty issues.  However, the State and customer accept that this may remove Creative Bus Sales from any responsibilities on work not authorized or repaired by Creative Bus Sales.

2. Manufacturer and Proposer Facilities:


Proposer


a.) Proposer On-Time performance and delivery:  Creative Bus Sales WA has not had any vehicles rejected due to performance or delivery in the past 20 years.  We take pride in the products that we sell and deliver and have a tremendous working relationship with our customers. Creative Bus Sales has a refined order entry and confirmation system.  If there is a long lead time item or a shortage of an option ordered by the end user, Creative Bus Sales will communicate this with the end user to limit any potential problems concerning delivery.  


b.) Proposer Technical Support Personnel:  Creative Bus Sales WA on site personnel include a General (Sales) manager, three (3) regional sales staff, two (2) sales support staff personnel, Service and Warranty manager, Service Writer, Parts Manager, five (5) service technicians, three (3) delivery personnel, one detail specialist.  The local staff is backed up by the corporate support group at Creative Bus Sales. This gives our customers extensive support coverage.   Telephone support is available Monday through Friday from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. PST. Local Creative Bus Sales qualified technicians can respond on site to customer issues within 24 hours for major customer problems when necessary.

c.) Proposer Parts Inventory Availability:  The local WA Creative Bus Sales office maintains a parts inventory of over $300,000. The local parts department can be reached Monday through Friday from 7:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. (PST).  The Creative Bus Sales Corporate Parts warehouse (AZ) containing over $3 million dollars in inventory is open Monday through Friday 7:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. (PST).  High demand parts are available and can be shipped within 48 hours. Special ordered parts will be shipped base on the vendor’s delivery times. 


d.) Accurately and Expedited Parts Shipment:  Creative Bus Sales and Startrans Bus can ship most high demand bus parts within 48 hours.  On special order items delivery will be subject to vendor lead times. If a parts shortage is identified we will discuss with the customer if they would prefer to get a partial order fulfilled when possible.


· Key parts on hand, how quickly are they shipped?  How are they shipped?  When a part is ordered, if it meets UPS’s delivery size and weight, then it will be shipped via UPS.  Sending a part overnight for emergency repairs can also be accomplished.  If a part is too large it will be put on a pallet and sent via ground freight.  All parts, small and large will be properly padded and bundled to eliminate damage during shipment.  Creative Bus Sales and Startrans Bus have experienced VERY FEW damaged parts during shipment.  Shipping costs on small boxed items are passed through. There will be a handling fee on parts that require crating. 


· What does your company do if wrong part is shipped:  First we immediately take steps to get the correct part to the end user.  Assuming the error is in our data entry or parts pull, we either authorize pre-paid return of the incorrect item or authorize disposal locally with full credit.  If error is from incorrect input from customer we may assess a re-stock charge.  


e.) Measures in place to avoid downtime:  The local Creative Bus Sales WA has an adequate and highly trained service and parts department. Backing up the local operations is our corporate infrastructure of fourteen (14) parts sales personnel and ten (10) warranty and customer service personnel at the Creative Bus Sales Corporate Parts and Service center.  Creative Bus Sales Corporate hours of operations are 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. PST.  Creative Bus Sales can work directly with the agency to assist with troubleshooting of a problem or the vehicle can be taken to our local facility to resolve the issue. If needed, one of our support technicians or other personnel can drive or fly to the customer’s facility to assist with the repair. Flying to one’s facility is usually constituted by a recall or an existing problem that cannot be repaired by the agency in an adequate time frame. Manufacturer


a.) Manufacturer On time performance and delivery:  Startrans Buses are manufactured in a 100,000 sq. ft. facility with another 40,000 sq. ft. welding and fabrication building. Startrans Bus has a capacity to build over 4,000 buses per year. Startrans offers some of the shortest delivery times in the industry and their on-time delivery performance approaches 98%.  One of the main reasons for this rating is Forest River/Startrans has the largest Ford and Chevrolet chassis bailment in the commercial bus industry. c.) Manufacturer Parts Inventory Availability:  Startrans keeps higher demand replacement parts in stock for immediate availability and shipment.  Special order items are subject to vendor lead times based on the time of order.


3.) Training and Technical Assistance:  


Creative Bus Sales understands and is dedicated to customer service. Our experience has led us to believe that with proper training and preventive maintenance-emergency repairs can be reduced and vehicle life expectancy is increased. With the evolution toward electronics and specialized technology it is more evident that continued training of key personnel is essential for proper maintenance. Ride quality is dictated by chassis chosen, gross vehicle weight, suspension, engine option etc. Optional suspensions are available but still have limitations based on the chassis selected. a.) Body:  Startrans Bus body structure warranty is 5 years/75,000 miles.  Startrans Bus non-structure body and component warranty is 12 month/12,000 miles. 


b.) Powertrain:  Ford E series and Chevrolet offer a 5 year/60,000 mile warranty on engines and transmissions with a 3 year/36,000 mile warranty on chassis.  


c) Subcomponents:  All systems are covered under the Startrans Bus component warranty for 12 months/12,000 mile bumper to bumper warranty.  Some key and individual vendor component warranties exceed this.  Example: Braun wheelchair lift warranty is a 5 year/15,000 cycle warranty when the lift is registered and service of lift is completed as stated in owner’s manual.  Air conditioning warranty is a 2.5 year/unlimited mile warranty. The seat frame carries a life time warranty.


Warranty repairs of major Startrans Bus body components can all be completed at the Creative Bus Sales facility in Mukilteo, WA. Creative Bus Sales can also arrange for local vendors to make repairs at off site/remote locations when necessary.  If a warranty problem arises on a Startrans Bus, the end user can elect to handle it in one of two ways:

· After the customer repairs the vehicle, they will send the repair bill including the authorization number to CBS.

· Please note all chassis warranty items must go to the chassis dealer to have warranty work completed during the warranty period.

Our contract administrator will establish a base vehicle template with the vehicle specifications, floorplan and base bid prices. There will also be a list of popular options to be added or deleted.  The use of this system has helped us manage major contracts making sure the customer receives what was ordered and to track vehicle orders from the start of the process to the close of an invoice once payment is received.  This system ensures that no vehicle orders are lost or unaccounted for.


1. Manufacturer and Proposer Capacity.


a.) Proposer Experience:  Creative Bus Sales, Inc. has been operating in the bus industry for over 35 years.  Creative Bus Sales is the nation’s largest commercial bus dealership, offering products from 21 of the top commercial and school bus manufacturers. With this comes many years of industry experience, satisfied customer service, and support.  Creative Bus Sales Inc. has a long history of fulfilling bus procurement contracts with transit entities in Washington State, Oregon, and Alaska as well as other State DOT’s, governmental procurement offices, and transit agencies within: California, Florida, Arizona, Oklahoma and Texas. Creative Bus Sales WA has over 20 years of experience in bidding and delivering buses to transit agencies all across the state of Washington. Our General Manager, Jeff Crockett, has 29 years in the bus industry. Transit Sales-Contracts Administrator, Jason Spore, brings over 12 years of experience in working with the WA State Department of Transportation vehicle procurements and other state wide regional Transit agencies.


b.) Proposer Qualifications:  With operations in 12 different states at 17 dealer locations, Creative Bus Sales has sold and delivered over 19,000 buses in the past 5 years with the CBS- WA location delivering over 1,500 buses in the last 6 years. Each location is adequately staffed with sales and service personnel to assist in all aspects of the bus procurement and to help maintain the bus after delivery.  Our CBS-WA dealership is located in Mukilteo, WA.  This state of the art facility includes a covered 15,000 square foot building including eight (8) service bays and we have twenty (20) employees. Our service technicians have been trained and certified by each manufacturer. Their training and certifications also include Braun and Ricon lifts, ACT and ACC- air conditioning manufacturers, Telma Retarder, AMEREX fire suppression, Fog Maker fire suppression systems, Mor/Ryde suspension and Green Alternative Services (GAS) propane and CNG conversions. 





No one has more experience in alternative fuel systems than Creative Bus Sales.  We own Green Alternative Systems (GAS) and have been converting vehicles for over 10 years.  GAS is the largest Ford recognized Qualified Vehicle Modifier(QVM) alternative fuel program installer in North America. We have strategic partnerships with alternative fuel developers and installers-Roush Clean Tech, Westport, and Landi Renzo- GAS provides the safest and most dependable alternative fuel systems in the industry.  





If we do not have the technical experience locally to fix a problem, we can call upon our other locations to provide the necessary experience and even bring in additional personnel to meet delivery demands. Creative Bus Sales has its own 16,000 sq. ft. parts warehouse stocking over $3 million in parts located in Phoenix AZ.


Creative Bus Sales stands behind the products it sells and recognizes that as the “awarded contractor” we understand, accept, and agree that we are ultimately responsible for the contracted work as proposed in our response to this RFP. 


c.) Proposer Past Performance :  During our 20 plus years in selling buses in WA.  Creative Bus Sales has never had a contract cancelled or buses rejected or not accepted. We have never paid liquidated damages for not being delivered on the promised due date.  We have dealt with WSDOT and most of the Washington State Transit agencies for 20 plus years and we have established an excellent reputation with them. 


d.) Proposer Financial Strength:  Creative Bus Sales, Inc. has been profitable every year since its inception.  The Company continues to be financially solvent and practices a conservative expansion plan including the purchase of EK Bus Sales Inc. in 2014. Creative Bus Sales maintains one of the largest vehicle inventories in the nation and possesses the expertise and necessary equipment to provide adequate support to any bus fleet.  The Company has multiple long-term inventory finance resources enabling it to carry sufficient inventory to fulfill the requirement of the contract.  There are no financial issues.


Manufacturer Capacity


a.) Manufacturer Experience:  ARBOC is the first and only true low floor bus. They have been building buses since 2007.  To date, ARBOC has shipped over 2,500 vehicles in the US and Canada.  


b.) Manufacturer Qualifications:  ARBOC builds 10 buses per week and has built buses for many of the largest transit agencies in the U.S. and Canada including Harbor Transit, Tulsa Transit, Macatawa Area Express Transportation, Dallas Area Rapid Transit, King County Metro, Kitsap Transit, Link Transit, Twin Transit and Whatcom Transit.   


· How much will be subcontracted out?  There will not be any subcontracting in regard to the standard vehicle specifications.  Subcontracting will be based on the options chosen, i.e. Alternative Fuel installation.  Alternative Fuel systems will be installed by a certified installer and not ARBOC Bus.  Green Alternative Systems will install all Alternative Fuel systems.  


c.) Manufacturer Past Performance: 


· Deliver vehicles on time:  ARBOC has one of the shortest lead times in the industry.  ARBOC has over 200 chassis in stock and will order a special chassis if necessary.  Delivery time will be 120 days after receipt of chassis which is standard in the industry.


· Describe number of certified engineers:  ARBOC has (5) engineers with a combined engineering experience of over 75 years.  Certificates include; A.A.S., Associate, Electrical, and Compliance. The engineer numbers make up roughly 7% of our workforce.


· Number of debarment, lawsuits, terminations, and citations:  ARBOC has not had any debarments, terminations etc., in the past 5 years.


d.) Manufacture Financial Strength:  ARBOC is privately owned and is financially stable. There are no financial issues.





2. Manufacturer and Proposer Facilities: 


Proposer


a.) Proposer On-Time performance and delivery:  Creative Bus Sales WA has not had any vehicles rejected due to performance or delivery in the past 20 years.  We take pride in the products that we sell and deliver and have a tremendous working relationship with our customers. Creative Bus Sales has a refined order entry and confirmation system.  If there is a long lead time item or a shortage of an option ordered by the end user, Creative Bus Sales will communicate this with the end user to limit any potential problems concerning delivery.  


b.) Proposer Technical Support Personnel:  Creative Bus Sales WA on site personnel include a General (Sales) manager, three (3) regional sales staff, two (2) sales support staff personnel, Service and Warranty manager, Service Writer, Parts Manager, five (5) service technicians, three (3) delivery personnel, one detail specialist.  The local staff is backed up by the corporate support group at Creative Bus Sales. This gives our customers extensive support coverage.   Telephone support is available Monday through Friday from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. PST. Local Creative Bus Sales qualified technicians can respond on site to customer issues within 24 hours for major customer problems when necessary.


Creative Bus Sales WA has proven their ability in supporting the product and providing outstanding customer service.  With over 3,600 buses sold in the State of Washington in the last ten years, Creative Bus Sales is the number one dealer in the state.  With this title comes the ability and reputation of taking care of maintenance issues that arise.  Customers know that if they have an issue, Creative Bus Sales is ready and willing to fix the problem or find the solution.


c.) Proposer Parts Inventory Availability:  The local WA Creative Bus Sales office maintains a parts inventory of over $300,000. The local parts department can be reached Monday through Friday from 7:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. (PST).  The Creative Bus Sales Corporate Parts warehouse (AZ) containing over $3 million dollars in inventory is open Monday through Friday 7:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. (PST).  High demand parts are available and can be shipped within 48 hours. Special ordered parts will be shipped base on the vendor’s delivery times. 


d.) Accurately and Expedited Parts Shipment:  Creative Bus Sales and ARBOC can ship most high demand bus parts within 48 hours.  On special order items delivery will be subject to vendor lead times. If a parts shortage is identified we will discuss with the customer if they would prefer to get a partial order fulfilled when possible.


· Key parts on hand, how quickly are they shipped?  How are they shipped?  When a part is ordered, if it meets UPS’s delivery size and weight, then it will be shipped via UPS.  Sending a part overnight for emergency repairs can also be accomplished.  If a part is too large it will be put on a pallet and sent via ground freight.  All parts, small and large will be properly padded and bundled to eliminate damage during shipment.  Creative Bus Sales and ARBOC have experienced VERY FEW damaged parts during shipment.  Shipping costs on small boxed items are passed through. There will be a handling fee on parts that require crating. 


· What does your company do if wrong part is shipped:  First we immediately take steps to get the correct part to the end user.  Assuming the error is in our data entry or parts pull, we either authorize pre-paid return of the incorrect item or authorize disposal locally with full credit.  If error is from incorrect input from customer we may assess a re-stock charge.  


e.) Measures in place to avoid downtime:  The local Creative Bus Sales WA has an adequate and highly trained service and parts department. Backing up the local operations is our corporate infrastructure of fourteen (14) parts sales personnel and ten (10) warranty and customer service personnel at the Creative Bus Sales Corporate Parts and Service center.  Creative Bus Sales Corporate hours of operations are 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. PST.  Creative Bus Sales can work directly with the agency to assist with troubleshooting of a problem or the vehicle can be taken to our local facility to resolve the issue. If needed, one of our support technicians or other personnel can drive or fly to the customer’s facility to assist with the repair. Flying to one’s facility is usually constituted by a recall or an existing problem that cannot be repaired by the agency in an adequate time frame.  Creative Bus Sales WA has a strong reputation of customer service and will work diligently to get the problem resolved.


Manufacturer


a.) Manufacturer On time performance and delivery:   ARBOC is manufactured in a 114,000 sq. ft. facility in Middlebury, IN. ARBOC offers some of the shortest delivery times in the industry and their deliveries approach 99% on time. However, chassis shortages can pose a lead time issue.  These shortages, though not often, can happen during model changeover or during a major component change (engine/transmission etc.) by the chassis manufacturer.  The biggest limiter of timely delivery can be vendors in sophisticated industries that require excessively long lead times such as electronic GPS, AVL, computerized fare boxes, and special signage.  These delivery extensions will be communicated with end user upon ordering of vehicle.  


b.) Manufacturer Technical Support and Personnel:  ARBOC employs a Director of Parts and Warranty with the following support staff: one parts representative, one claim processor, one parts shipper.  Also available is one electrical engineer for technical support on electrical questions.  Telephone support is available from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. EST (5 a.m. to 2 p.m. PST).  When assistance is needed to resolve a major problem, ARBOC may elect to fly a qualified representative to the dealer location or customer location to expedite matters.


c.) Manufacturer Parts Inventory Availability:  ARBOC keeps higher demand replacement parts in stock for immediate availability and shipment.  Special order items are subject to vendor lead times based on the time of order.


3.) Training and Technical Assistance:  


Creative Bus Sales understands and is dedicated to customer service. Our experience has led us to believe that with proper training and preventive maintenance-emergency repairs can be reduced and vehicle life expectancy is increased. With the evolution toward electronics and specialized technology it is more evident that continued training of key personnel is essential for proper maintenance.  Creative Bus Sales and the manufacturer provide specialized training at the customer’s request.  


a.) Personnel Availability:  The local Creative Bus Sales team has key personnel with over 100 years combined experience in the transit industry to provide training to transit agencies.  Our working relationships with the manufacturers and key vendors provide us with the knowledge of how best to respond to customer needs and who to contact in these situations.


b.). Flexible training schedule:  The schedule for training is very flexible, in fact it is usually the State DOT or the customer who establishes the time and dates for the training.  We strive to be responsive to our customer needs and ask for a thirty day notice before the training date so that we can prepare or if necessary, coordinate a vendor to participate. In most cases, Creative Bus Sales can respond sooner if an urgent need arises. ARBOC has agreed to assist in training when applicable, given a 30 day notice.


c.) Technical Support and Assistance:  The Creative Bus Sales local team is backed up by our corporate team of fourteen (14) parts personnel, ten (10) service operations and warranty personnel.  If a call is received within operating hours, the desired goal is to get answers and solutions that day. This is not always possible because of working with manufacturers and vendors in different time zones.  We do guarantee a returned phone call and answers within 24 hours.


· Creative Bus Sales support team or manufacturer and key vendor representatives can travel to the customers’ desired location for training.  If the customer prefers to have training done at the manufacturer or key vendor location, then Creative Bus Sales personnel will meet the end user at that location.  If there is a problem with a vehicle that cannot be resolved over the telephone, Creative Bus Sales will send a technician to the end user’s location to resolve the problem.


Some other key factors offered by Creative Bus Sales and this manufacturer include:


· Training is provided as needed.  Typically training is offered annually by key vendors.


· Training is structured to meet the end user’s needs and vehicle purchased.  We remain flexible because transit agencies specifications vary greatly. 


· Training size varies, but a good rule is for 10 people per training session.  This allows for each individual to receive adequate time and attention.  Often there are two-four hour training sessions, this will allow for the training of 20 people in one day.


· Creative Bus Sales WA has modern meeting rooms with telephone, Wi-Fi, and computer capabilities.  Our heated service facility can also be utilized for training and demonstrations. The service department can utilize its own lap top computers, mobile four post lifts and all the proper tools etc., to provide professional and comprehensive training.


· Most training sessions will include classroom style and hands-on training sessions.  Classroom training will include power point presentations and hard copy material.  The hands-on training will be performed in the service area on a vehicle or relevant component. All instruction will be performed by trained and certified individuals from the manufacturer, key vendor, or Creative Bus Sales staff.


· Follow up training is available but “hands on” training is subject to vendor schedule. Any classroom presentation can also be done via teleconference or webinar.


· Not all segments of training offer certification.  Components such as wheelchair lifts, interlocks, restraint systems, air conditioning and certain other components will receive certifications.


4.)  Product Design and Performance:


1). Reliability:   ARBOC has been producing buses since 2008.  With more than 2,500 low floor buses being manufactured, ARBOC has proven to be very reliable. Their vehicles have a 1.5” square tubing steel cage and subfloor that are bolted & bonded together to form one complete body frame.  Body panels are laminated with FRP exterior panels.  With millions of miles accumulated on this body structure, it has proven itself as a very reliable and sturdy bus body.  ARBOC Spirit of Mobility buses are Altoona tested in the 7 year/200,000 mile category and did not experience any failures.  This test supports the actual usage test and claim of the reliability of the product.


2). Serviceability:  This has two components; body and chassis. The serviceability of moving parts, changeable parts or items in direct correlation to the bus body is very accessible.  Most items such as electric door motor, destination signs, electrical panel, A/C evaporator, rear heater, wheelchair controls and pump all have access doors or panels for easy access.  A small percentage of chassis related items are not as easy to access.  This is controlled by the chassis manufacturer. Neither, Creative Bus Sales or ARBOC has any control of over the chassis manufacturer placement of components.  


 3). Comfort:  Comfort can be associated with seating design, ride quality, noise levels and other various other components.  Industry standard seating options allow for a comfortable seat, upgrading of width, cloth, recliners, etc. can add to the comfort.  Ride quality is dictated by chassis chosen, gross vehicle weight, suspension, engine option etc., Optional suspensions are available but still have limitations based on chassis.  We recognize that passenger ride comfort can be a relative issue and depends on many factors including the condition of the rider themselves. Though it is Creative Bus Sales and ARBOC Bus full intention to provide a comfortable vehicle it is not always possible to guarantee that the vehicle at times is not going to produce a firm ride.  ARBOC builds a completely bolted & bonded steel cage structure that eliminates squeaking and rattling.  This construction process has proven to be one of the quietest vehicles on the road.


4.) Features and Styling: The ARBOC product line is the only true low floor bus manufactured on a conventional cutaway chassis.  “TRUE LOW FLOOR” means no entry steps, no platform or steps inside the vehicle that present a trip hazard, no difficult sloping platforms in the aisle to get to seats in the rear of the bus.  ARBOC’s “TRUE LOW FLOOR” theater seating design is the most passenger friendly low floor and it offers better viewing for all riders.   ARBOC provides a single 39” wide, non-discriminatory patented angled and accessible entranceway.  ARBOC’s patented design allows for “EQUAL ACCESS” for everyone.  Riders of all abilities no longer need to contend with steps in the most accessible cutaway bus in the industry today.  Now every passenger, including wheelchairs and power scooter occupants, walkers, and parents with strollers can experience what true “RANDOM ACCESS” really means. ARBOC’s “RANDOM ACCESS AND TRUE LOW FLOOR” design allows for as many as eight wheelchairs to be loaded inside the vehicle.  These chairs can be unloaded in any sequence without disrupting other wheelchairs or riders.  NO OTHER so-called low floor on a cutaway chassis can offer this feature, because they are not “TRUE LOW FLOORS.”  ARBOC builds only low floor buses and, as a result, has been able to focus their engineering and development efforts on only the few products they offer in order to make them superior in the market place.


5.) Warranty:  See “Warranty” section for additional details on warranties offered by this manufacturer and key component vendors.


a.) Body:  ARBOC’s body structure warranty is 5 years/100,000 miles.  ARBOC’s non-structure body and component warranty is 3 years/36,000 miles. 


b.) Powertrain:  Chevrolet offers a 5 year/60,000 mile warranty on engines and transmissions with a 3 year/36,000 mile warranty on chassis. 


c.) Subcomponents:  All systems are covered under the ARBOC component warranty for 3 years/36,000 mile warranty.  Some key and individual vendor component warranties exceed this.  Example:  Braun wheelchair lift warranty is a 5 year/15,000 cycle warranty when the lift is registered and service of lift is completed as stated in owner’s manual.  Air conditioning warranty is a 2.5 year/unlimited mile warranty. The seat frame carries a life time warranty.


Warranty repairs of major ARBOC Bus body components can all be completed at the Creative Bus Sales facility in Mukilteo, WA. Creative Bus Sales can also arrange for local vendors to make repairs at off site/remote locations when necessary.  If a warranty problem arises on an ARBOC bus, the end user can elect to handle it in one of two ways: 


1). The customer contacts Creative Bus Sales and arranges for the vehicle to be driven or towed to the Mukilteo facility.  Upon arrival of the bus, the Creative Bus Sales Service and Warranty department notifies the bus manufacturer or component manufacturer of the problem and gives them the estimated time to repair the vehicle.  The manufacturer will give Creative Bus Sales an approval and authorization number to repair the vehicle.  Repairs will be completed. Then arrangements are made for the customer to pick the bus up or to be delivered back to the customer.  Please note tow bills will not be paid under warranty.  


2). If the customer is too far away from Mukilteo or has the ability to fix the problem themselves.  Creative Bus Sales warranty process allows for the repairs to be completed by another entity with the following guidelines:


· Call the local CBS service facility or corporate warranty department to inform them of the problem.


· Give all pertinent information to CBS, (VIN #, body #, mileage, proposed repair facility, etc.)


· CBS will then get authorization and approval number from the manufacturer.  (Please note, no repairs can be paid without an authorization).  CBS will then contact customer with the authorization number.


· After the customer repairs the vehicle, they will send the repair bill including the authorization number to CBS. 


· Payment will be made to the customer in 30-45 days after receipt of bill. 


· Please note all chassis warranty items must go to the chassis dealer to have warranty work completed during the warranty period.


Creative Bus Sales understands and agrees to allow the customer to contact a subcontractor (not ARBOC) to work on warranty issues.  However, the State and customer accept that this may remove Creative Bus Sales from any responsibilities on work not authorized or repaired by Creative Bus Sales.

Most importantly we have brought our experience to our customers in the States of Washington, Oregon and Alaska as well as many other states in the US.  Creative Bus Sales strives to keep transit moving in America by representing reputable products that meet the end user’s needs.  The following information will help to answer the questions asked in this state procurement about Creative Bus Sales and the Bus manufacturers we represent. You are also encouraged to check our website at www.creativebussales.com.


Our company holds various transit vehicle procurement contracts throughout the country.  Creative Bus Sales staff takes pride in developing, maintaining, and renewing contracts with their customers year after year.  We have experience with large and small transit vehicle procurements. Some of our current and past customers include: Washington State DOT(WSDOT), Oregon Dept. of Transportation (ODOT), Alaska DOT/State Equipment fleet, Cal Act, ADOT, RPTA-Valley Metro, Orange County Transit, and RTC-Reno, to name a few. These are all major multi-year, multi-vehicle contracts that Creative Bus Sales has had the honor to be a part of for over 12 years.  Our dedicated professional staff and high-level relationships with all major bus manufacturers help to create the most efficient and customer friendly business model that allows us to provide transportation solutions for every situation. We try to give our customers a positive experience every step of the way. With expert advice to get the right vehicle ordered that meets your needs. Creative Bus Sales has the ability to provide new vehicles faster from the time of order than any other dealer and the guarantee that what you ordered is delivered as requested ready to roll into your fleet’s operations.  Each vehicle goes through a rigorous Pre-Delivery Inspection (PDI) from our ASE Certified technicians to ensure the manufacturer built the vehicle according to the build specifications and that the buses meet FMVSS specifications. With this comes many years of industry experience, satisfied customer service, and support.  Creative Bus Sales Inc. has a long history of fulfilling bus procurement contracts with transit entities in Washington State, Oregon, and Alaska as well as other State DOT’s, governmental procurement offices, and transit agencies within: California, Florida, Arizona, Oklahoma and Texas. Creative Bus Sales WA has over 20 years of experience in bidding and delivering buses to transit agencies all across the state of Washington. Our General Manager, Jeff Crockett, has 29 years in the bus industry. Transit Sales-Contracts Administrator, Jason Spore, brings over 12 years of experience in working with the WA State Department of Transportation vehicle procurements and other state wide regional Transit agencies.


b.) Proposer Qualifications:  With operations in 12 different states at 17 dealer locations, Creative Bus Sales has sold and delivered over 19,000 buses in the past 5 years with the CBS- WA location delivering over 1,500 buses in the last 6 years. Each location is adequately staffed with sales and service personnel to assist in all aspects of the bus procurement and to help maintain the bus after delivery.  Our CBS-WA dealership is located in Mukilteo, WA.  This state of the art facility includes a covered 15,000 square foot building including eight (8) service bays and we have twenty (20) employees. Our service technicians have been trained and certified by each manufacturer. Their training and certifications also include Braun and Ricon lifts, ACT and ACC- air conditioning manufacturers, Telma Retarder, AMEREX fire suppression, Fog Maker fire suppression systems, Mor/Ryde suspension and Green Alternative Services (GAS) propane and CNG conversions.

If we do not have the technical experience locally to fix a problem, we can call upon our other locations to provide the necessary experience and even bring in additional personnel to meet delivery demands. Creative Bus Sales has its own 16,000 sq. ft. parts warehouse stocking over $3 million in parts located in Phoenix AZ.


Creative Bus Sales stands behind the products it sells and recognizes that as the “awarded contractor” we understand, accept, and agree that we are ultimately responsible for the contracted work as proposed in our response to this RFP. 


c.) Proposer Past Performance :  During our 20 plus years in selling buses in WA.  Creative Bus Sales has never had a contract cancelled or buses rejected or not accepted. We have never paid liquidated damages for not being delivered on the promised due date.  We have dealt with WSDOT and most of the Washington State Transit agencies for 20 plus years and we have established an excellent reputation with them. 


d.) Proposer Financial Strength:  Creative Bus Sales, Inc. has been profitable every year since its inception.  The Company continues to be financially solvent and practices a conservative expansion plan including the purchase of EK Bus Sales Inc. in 2014. Creative Bus Sales maintains one of the largest vehicle inventories in the nation and possesses the expertise and necessary equipment to provide adequate support to any bus fleet.  The Company has multiple long-term inventory finance resources enabling it to carry sufficient inventory to fulfill the requirement of the contract.  There are no financial issues.


Manufacturer


a.) Manufacturer Experience:  Startrans Bus has been manufacturing buses since 1987, formally under the ownership of Supreme Corporation.  In April of 2014, Forest River Inc., the largest commercial bus manufacture in the US, purchased Startrans Bus.  Forest River/Startrans has produced over 35,000 vehicles and has delivered buses to every state in the US.  Startrans Bus Vice President of Sales, Sam Craig has over 36 years of experience in the bus manufacturing and sales industry.  One of their more outstanding accomplishments is that Ford Motor Corp. has awarded Forest River/Startrans as the largest producer of Ford Shuttle Buses for 10 consecutive years.   Startrans manufacturer/operating agreements within the Forest River family of businesses allows it to scale its vehicle build capacity up or down in order to meet the highest build capacity demanded by this RFP. 


b.) Manufacturer Qualifications: Startrans Bus/Forest River has built buses for many of the largest transit agencies in the US.  including but not limited to Orange County CA, Caltrans, Dallas Dart, New Jersey Transit, State of Tennessee, King County Metro, WSDOT, State of Virginia, Illinois DOT, Arizona DOT, Colorado DOT, New Mexico DOT, and Louisiana DOT. It has manufacturing capabilities to produce 100+ buses per week. 


· How much will be subcontracted out?  There will not be any subcontracting in regard to the standard vehicle specifications.  Subcontracting will be based on the options chosen, i.e. Alternative Fuel installation.  Alternative Fuel systems will be installed by a certified installer and not Startrans Bus.  Green Alternative Systems will install all Alternative Fuel systems.  


c.) Manufacturer Past Performance


· Deliver vehicles on time:  Startrans Bus has some of the shortest lead times in the industry.  Startrans has access to over 500 chassis in stock. If a special ordered chassis is needed, delivery time will be 120 days after receipt of chassis which is standard in the industry. 


· Describe number of certified engineers:  Startrans has (7) engineers with a combined engineering experience of 151 years.  Certificates include; A.A.S., Associate, Electrical, and Compliance. The engineers comprise 3% of their total staff.


· Number of debarment, lawsuits, terminations, and citations:  Startrans Bus has not had any debarments, terminations etc. in the past 5 years. 


d.) Manufacturer Financial Strength:  Startrans Bus is owned by Forest River, Inc. a subsidiary of Berkshire Hathaway. There are no financial issues.





2. Manufacturer and Proposer Facilities:


Proposer


a.) Proposer On-Time performance and delivery:  Creative Bus Sales WA has not had any vehicles rejected due to performance or delivery in the past 20 years.  We take pride in the products that we sell and deliver and have a tremendous working relationship with our customers. Creative Bus Sales has a refined order entry and confirmation system.  If there is a long lead time item or a shortage of an option ordered by the end user, Creative Bus Sales will communicate this with the end user to limit any potential problems concerning delivery.  


b.) Proposer Technical Support Personnel:  Creative Bus Sales WA on site personnel include a General (Sales) manager, three (3) regional sales staff, two (2) sales support staff personnel, Service and Warranty manager, Service Writer, Parts Manager, five (5) service technicians, three (3) delivery personnel, one detail specialist.  The local staff is backed up by the corporate support group at Creative Bus Sales. This gives our customers extensive support coverage.   Telephone support is available Monday through Friday from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. PST. Local Creative Bus Sales qualified technicians can respond on site to customer issues within 24 hours for major customer problems when necessary.


Creative Bus Sales WA has proven their ability in supporting the product and providing outstanding customer service.  With over 3,600 buses sold in the State of Washington in the last ten years, Creative Bus Sales is the number one dealer in the state.  With this title comes the ability and reputation of taking care of maintenance issues that arise.  Customers know that if they have an issue, Creative Bus Sales is ready and willing to fix the problem or find the solution.


c.) Proposer Parts Inventory Availability:  The local WA Creative Bus Sales office maintains a parts inventory of over $300,000. The local parts department can be reached Monday through Friday from 7:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. (PST).  The Creative Bus Sales Corporate Parts warehouse (AZ) containing over $3 million dollars in inventory is open Monday through Friday 7:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. (PST).  High demand parts are available and can be shipped within 48 hours. Special ordered parts will be shipped base on the vendor’s delivery times. 


d.) Accurately and Expedited Parts Shipment:  Creative Bus Sales and Startrans Bus can ship most high demand bus parts within 48 hours.  On special order items delivery will be subject to vendor lead times. If a parts shortage is identified we will discuss with the customer if they would prefer to get a partial order fulfilled when possible.


· Key parts on hand, how quickly are they shipped?  How are they shipped?  When a part is ordered, if it meets UPS’s delivery size and weight, then it will be shipped via UPS.  Sending a part overnight for emergency repairs can also be accomplished.  If a part is too large it will be put on a pallet and sent via ground freight.  All parts, small and large will be properly padded and bundled to eliminate damage during shipment.  Creative Bus Sales and Startrans Bus have experienced VERY FEW damaged parts during shipment.  Shipping costs on small boxed items are passed through. There will be a handling fee on parts that require crating. 


· What does your company do if wrong part is shipped:  First we immediately take steps to get the correct part to the end user.  Assuming the error is in our data entry or parts pull, we either authorize pre-paid return of the incorrect item or authorize disposal locally with full credit.  If error is from incorrect input from customer we may assess a re-stock charge.  


e.) Measures in place to avoid downtime:  The local Creative Bus Sales WA has an adequate and highly trained service and parts department. Backing up the local operations is our corporate infrastructure of fourteen (14) parts sales personnel and ten (10) warranty and customer service personnel at the Creative Bus Sales Corporate Parts and Service center.  Creative Bus Sales Corporate hours of operations are 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. PST.  Creative Bus Sales can work directly with the agency to assist with troubleshooting of a problem or the vehicle can be taken to our local facility to resolve the issue. If needed, one of our support technicians or other personnel can drive or fly to the customer’s facility to assist with the repair. Flying to one’s facility is usually constituted by a recall or an existing problem that cannot be repaired by the agency in an adequate time frame.  Creative Bus Sales WA has a strong reputation of customer service and will work diligently to get the problem resolved.


Manufacturer


a.) Manufacturer On time performance and delivery:  Startrans Buses are manufactured in a 100,000 sq. ft. facility with another 40,000 sq. ft. welding and fabrication building. Startrans Bus has a capacity to build over 4,000 buses per year. Startrans offers some of the shortest delivery times in the industry and their on-time delivery performance approaches 98%.  One of the main reasons for this rating is Forest River/Startrans has the largest Ford and Chevrolet chassis bailment in the commercial bus industry.  However, chassis shortages can pose a lead time issue.  These shortages, though not often, can happen during model changeover or during a major component change (engine/transmission etc.) by the chassis manufacturer.  The biggest limiter of timely delivery can be vendors in sophisticated industries that require excessively long lead times such as electronic GPS, AVL, computerized fare boxes, and special signage.  These delivery extensions will be communicated with the end user upon ordering of vehicle.  


b.) Manufacturer Technical Support and Personnel:  Startrans employs a Director of Parts and Warranty with the following support staff: three (3) parts representatives, one claims processor, four (4) parts shipping personnel.  Also available are two (2) electrical engineers for technical support on electrical questions.  Telephone support is available from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. EST (5 a.m. to 1 p.m. PST).  When assistance is needed to resolve a major problem, Startrans may elect to fly qualified representative(s) to the dealer or customer location to expedite matters.


c.) Manufacturer Parts Inventory Availability:  Startrans keeps higher demand replacement parts in stock for immediate availability and shipment.  Special order items are subject to vendor lead times based on the time of order.


3.) Training and Technical Assistance:  


Creative Bus Sales understands and is dedicated to customer service. Our experience has led us to believe that with proper training and preventive maintenance-emergency repairs can be reduced and vehicle life expectancy is increased. With the evolution toward electronics and specialized technology it is more evident that continued training of key personnel is essential for proper maintenance.  Creative Bus Sales and the manufacturer provide specialized training at the customer’s request.  


a.) Personnel Availability:  The local Creative Bus Sales team has key personnel with over 100 years combined experience in the transit industry to provide training to transit agencies.  Our working relationships with the manufacturers and key vendors provide us with the knowledge of how best to respond to customer needs and who to contact in these situations.


b b.). Flexible training schedule:  The schedule for training is very flexible, in fact it is usually the State DOT or the customer who establishes the time and dates for the training.  We strive to be responsive to our customer needs and ask for a thirty day notice before the training date so that we can prepare or if necessary, coordinate a vendor to participate. In most cases, Creative Bus Sales can respond sooner if an urgent need arises. Startrans Bus has agreed to assist in training when applicable and given a 30 day notice.


 


c.) Technical Support and Assistance:  The Creative Bus Sales local team is backed up by our corporate team of fourteen (14) parts personnel, ten (10) service operations and warranty personnel.  If a call is received within operating hours, the desired goal is to get answers and solutions that day. This is not always possible because of working with manufacturers and vendors in different time zones.  We do guarantee a returned phone call and answers within 24 hours.


· Creative Bus Sales support team or manufacturer and key vendor representatives can travel to the customers’ desired location for training.  If the customer prefers to have training done at the manufacturer or key vendor location, then Creative Bus Sales personnel will meet the end user at that location.  If there is a problem with a vehicle that cannot be resolved over the telephone, Creative Bus Sales will send a technician to the end user’s location to resolve the problem.


Some other key factors offered by Creative Bus Sales and this manufacturer include:


· Training is provided as needed.  Typically training is offered annually by key vendors.


· Training is structured to meet the end user’s needs and vehicle purchased.  We remain flexible because transit agencies specifications vary greatly. 


· Training size varies, but a good rule is for 10 people per training session.  This allows for each individual to receive adequate time and attention.  Often there are two-four hour training sessions, this will allow for the training of 20 people in one day.


· Creative Bus Sales WA has modern meeting rooms with telephone, Wi-Fi, and computer capabilities.  Our heated service facility can also be utilized for training and demonstrations. The service department can utilize its own lap top computers, mobile four post lifts and all the proper tools etc., to provide professional and comprehensive training.


· Most training sessions will include classroom style and hands-on training sessions.  Classroom training will include power point presentations and hard copy material.  The hands-on training will be performed in the service area on a vehicle or relevant component. All instruction will be performed by trained and certified individuals from the manufacturer, key vendor, or Creative Bus Sales staff.


· Follow up training is available but “hands on” training is subject to vendor schedule. Any classroom presentation can also be done via teleconference or webinar.


· Not all segments of training offer certification.  Components such as wheelchair lifts, interlocks, restraint systems, air conditioning and certain other components will receive certifications.





4)  Product Design and Performance:


a.) Reliability:   Startrans Bus has been in production since 1987.  With more than 30,000 buses having been manufactured, the Startrans product has proven to be very reliable. With 30,000 buses and millions of miles accumulated on this body structure it has proven itself as a very reliable and sturdy bus body.  Startrans Altoona Tests for the 7 year/200,000 mile category on the Ford and Chevy cutaway chassis and did not experience any failures on the bus body. Startrans Bus Freightliner and International products have been tested for 10 year/350,000 mile category. This test supports the actual usage test and claims of the reliability of the product.


b.) Serviceability:  This has two components; body and chassis. The serviceability of moving parts, changeable parts or items in direct correlation to the bus body are very accessible.  Most items such as electric door motor, destination signs, electrical panel, A/C evaporator, rear heater, wheelchair controls and pump have access doors or panels for easy access.  A small percentage of chassis related items are not as easy to access.  Neither, Creative Bus Sales or Startrans Bus has any control of over the chassis manufacturer placement of components.  Service intervals will be stated in the owners manuals for each and every product sold.  Creative Bus can design a preventative maintenance schedule for a customer if need be.


 c.) Comfort:  Comfort can be associated with seating design, ride quality, noise levels and other various other components.  Industry standard seating options allow for a comfortable seat, upgrading of width, cloth, recliners, etc. which can add to the comfort.  Ride quality is dictated by chassis chosen, gross vehicle weight, suspension, engine option etc. Optional suspensions are available but still have limitations based on the chassis selected. It is Creative Bus Sales and Startrans Bus full intention to provide as comfortable of vehicle as possible using the existing products available.  Startans Bus is a completely welded steel cage structure that eliminates squeaking and rattling. Along with the laminated structure of the walls- this construction process has proven to be one of the quietest vehicles on the road.


d.) Features and Styling: The Startrans vehicles have an aluminized steel cage construction and aluminized subfloor completely welded together to form one complete body frame.  Body panels are laminated and pinch rolled with steel or FRP exterior panels (customer’s choice).  Startrans vehicles come at a lower cost, but is a quality built product. Many transit type options can be fitted to the base configuration. They have an industry high percentage of on-time delivery and they are a financially strong company that stands behind their product.


5.) Warranty:  See “Warranty” section for additional details on warranties offered by this manufacturer and key component vendors.


a.) Body:  Startrans Bus body structure warranty is 5 years/75,000 miles.  Startrans Bus non-structure body and component warranty is 12 month/12,000 miles. 


b.) Powertrain:  Ford E series and Chevrolet offer a 5 year/60,000 mile warranty on engines and transmissions with a 3 year/36,000 mile warranty on chassis.  


c) Subcomponents:  All systems are covered under the Startrans Bus component warranty for 12 months/12,000 mile bumper to bumper warranty.  Some key and individual vendor component warranties exceed this.  Example: Braun wheelchair lift warranty is a 5 year/15,000 cycle warranty when the lift is registered and service of lift is completed as stated in owner’s manual.  Air conditioning warranty is a 2.5 year/unlimited mile warranty. The seat frame carries a life time warranty.


Warranty repairs of major Startrans Bus body components can all be completed at the Creative Bus Sales facility in Mukilteo, WA. Creative Bus Sales can also arrange for local vendors to make repairs at off site/remote locations when necessary.  If a warranty problem arises on a Startrans Bus, the end user can elect to handle it in one of two ways: 


1). The customer contacts Creative Bus Sales and arranges for the vehicle to be driven or towed to the Mukilteo facility.  Upon arrival of the bus, the Creative Bus Sales Service and Warranty department notifies the bus manufacturer or component manufacturer of the problem and gives them the estimated time to repair the vehicle.  The manufacturer will give Creative Bus Sales an approval and authorization number to repair the vehicle.  Repairs will be completed. Then arrangements are made for the customer to pick the bus up or to be delivered back to the customer.  Please note tow bills will not be paid under warranty.  


2). If the customer is too far away from Mukilteo or has the ability to fix the problem themselves.  Creative Bus Sales warranty process allows for the repairs to be completed by another entity with the following guidelines:


· Call the local CBS service facility or corporate warranty department to inform them of the problem.


· Give all pertinent information to CBS, (VIN #, body #, mileage, proposed repair facility, etc.)


· CBS will then get authorization and approval number from the manufacturer.  (Please note, no repairs can be paid without an authorization).  CBS will then contact customer with the authorization number.


· After the customer repairs the vehicle, they will send the repair bill including the authorization number to CBS. 


· Payment will be made to the customer in 30-45 days after receipt of bill. 


· Please note all chassis warranty items must go to the chassis dealer to have warranty work completed during the warranty period.

1.7 Announcement and Special Information


The RFP, its appendices, attachments, amendments and any incorporated documents will comprise the entire RFP which will become part of the resulting contract between DES and the awarded contractor when it is countersigned by DES.



By responding to this RFP, a Proposer acknowledges having read and understood the entire RFP and accepts all information contained within the RFP without modification. 



NOTE: The Master Contract Terms and Conditions (aka Standard Terms and Conditions) and the Special Terms and Conditions, which are an appendix’s to this RFP, contains general provisions and terms and special provision for solicitations issued by DES. Should a term within the Master Contract Terms and Conditions or Special Terms or Conditions conflict with a term elsewhere in the RFP, see the section titled Order of Precedence.


1.8 Special Instructions- Electric, New Technology Vehicles 



Bidders are to offer new technology (electric) vehicles meeting contract specifications, terms and conditions. The State reserves the right to make separate awards for such vehicles.  If not specifically called for on a vehicle bid category add under "other recommended options" at end of price sheets for that category.  Identify fully, including fuel(s), modifications, payload, gas equivalent mileage, option restrictions and added delivery time. Factory warranted OEM equipment is preferred. Bidders will be required to identify if alternative fuel vehicles are “Conversion Ready” or “Factory Installed”, and a description of the warranties for each as applicable. 



NOTE: If National Energy Bill Federal Tax Credits are provided to the selling dealer for the sale of hybrid government fleet vehicles, dealers will pay the state vehicle customers at least 60% of the per vehicle credit received. Additionally, if the tax credit becomes available for diesel powered vehicles selling dealer will also pay the State at least 60% of the per vehicle credit received



1.9 Request for Clarification: Interpretation and/or Approved Equal


NOTE: The Proposer must use Appendix G, Request for Clarification – Interpretation and/or Equal, located in the Appendices section below.



If the Proposer is offering the Request for Clarification as a “complaint” as is explained in section 1.9 – Complaint and Questions, Comments, Suggestions, the Proposer must mark the “complaint” check box that is located on the Appendix F, Request for Clarification – Interpretation and/or Approved Equal form in the Appendix section below. The complaint period ends five business days before the bid due date. 


Send a scanned copy of the completed form to the three email addresses listed on the form’s header.  



The subject line of the email must include 04115 and should include a word that identifies your company and a word about the subject matter like complaint or suggestion.


For all other complaints and questions, comments, suggestions please refer to section 1.9 below.



1.10 Complaint and Questions, Comments, Suggestions


NOTE: Regarding interpretation on technical matters or approved equals see section 1.8 – Request for Clarifications: Interpretation and/or Approved Equal, immediately above.  



NOTE: See also Appendix N, Complaint, Debrief and Protest Procedures, located in the Appendices section below.



NOTE: The Proposer may also ask Questions during the Complaint period.  Please designate whether the inquiry is a complaint or a question, comment, suggestion.  Complaints have special rules.  Only inquiries marked as a “complaint” will be treated as a complaint. 



Complaint: This solicitation offers a complaint period for Proposers wishing to voice objections to this solicitation. The complaint period ends five business days before the bid due date. The complaint period is an opportunity for the Proposer to voice objections, raise concerns or suggest changes. Failure by the Proposer to raise a complaint at this stage may waive its right for later consideration. DES will consider all complaints but is not required to adopt a complaint, in part or full. If Proposer complaints result in changes to the RFP, written amendments will be issued and posted on WEBS.


Complaints must be emailed to the Procurement Coordinator located on the face page of this document.  In the email subject line, Proposers must use the solicitation number and the word “complaint”, otherwise the state may be unaware of the complaint.  Proposer understands and agrees that DES is not responsible for any Complaint that is not properly identified by the Proposer, whether known or unknown to DES, and the Proposer shall hold DES harmless for the same.


1.11 Debrief, Disclosure, and Protest


Debrief: Debrief meetings are an opportunity for the Proposer and the Procurement Coordinator to meet and discuss the Proposer’s bid. A debrief is a required prerequisite for a Proposer wishing to lodge a protest. Following the evaluation of the Proposals, DES will issue an announcement of the Apparent Successful Proposer (ASP). That announcement may be made by any means, but DES will likely use email to the Proposer’s email address provided in the Proposer’s bid. Proposers will have three business days to request a debrief meeting. Once a debrief meeting is requested, DES will offer the requesting Proposer one meeting opportunity and notify the Proposer of the debrief meeting place, date and time. Please note, because the debrief process must occur before making an award, DES will likely schedule the debrief meeting shortly following the announcement of the ASP and the Proposer’s request for a debrief meeting. DES will not allow the debrief process to delay the award or be used as a delaying tactic. Therefore, Proposers should plan for contingencies and alternate representatives and Proposers unwilling or unable to attend the debrief meeting will lose the opportunity to protest. 


Disclosure: Upon the notification of the Apparent Successful Proposer (ASP), any Proposer may request the disclosure of document involving the state’s solicitation opportunity.


Protest: Proposers wishing to protest must do so in conformity with Appendix N, Complaint, Debrief and Protest Procedures.



1.12 Washington’s Electronic Business Solution (WEBS)



Proposers are solely responsible for: 



· Properly registering with Washington’s Electronic Business Solution (WEBS) at https://fortress.wa.gov/ga/webs/, and maintaining an accurate vendor profile in WEBS. 



· Downloading the RFP packet consisting of the RFP, all appendices, and incorporated documents related to the RFP for which you are interested in bidding.



· Downloading all current and subsequent amendments to the RFP to ensure receipt of all RFP documents.



Notification of amendments to the RFP will only be provided to those vendors who have registered with WEBS and have downloaded the RFP from WEBS. Failure to do so may result in a Proposer having incomplete, inaccurate, or otherwise inadequate information and bid. 



1.13 Amendments



Prior to the bid due date and time, DES reserves the right to change portions of this RFP. Any change will be issued in writing by DES as an amendment and incorporated into the RFP. If there is any conflict between amendments, or between an amendment and the RFP, the document issued last in time will be controlling. Only Proposers who have properly registered and downloaded the original RFP directly via WEBS will receive notification of amendments and other correspondence pertinent to the procurement.


1.14 Proposer Communication Responsibilities



During the RFP process, all Proposer communications about this RFP must be directed to the Procurement Coordinator. Unauthorized contact regarding this RFP with other state employees involved with the RFP may result in disqualification. All oral and written communications will be considered unofficial and non-binding on DES. Proposers should rely only on written amendments issued by the Procurement Coordinator.



Proposers are encouraged to make any inquiry as early in the process as possible to allow DES to consider and respond; however, no response is required from the Procurement Coordinator. 



If a Proposer does not notify DES of an issue, exception, addition, or omission, DES may consider the matter waived by the Proposer for protest purposes.



If Proposer inquiries result in changes to the RFP, written amendments will be issued and posted on WEBS.


1.15 DES Management Fee



See Special Terms and Conditions located as an embedded Appendix B below.  



1.16 No Costs or Charges



Costs or charges incurred before a contract is fully executed will be the sole responsibility of the Proposer.



1.17 Price Adjustments


See Special Terms and Conditions located as an embedded Appendix B below.


PLEASE NOTE:   If the manufacturer discontinues the model design offered before the Contract term has ended, the State reserves the right to consider acceptance of the new model design providing the new model design includes significant changes and the base and optional equipment prices are acceptable to the State.  All significant changes in the new model design must be documented by the manufacturer.  Significant changes would be defined as, but not limited to, engine type and size, changes in the electrical system or overall physical characteristics of the bus, or changes in State or federal regulations.



The State may choose to accept the new model design or reject the offer and issue a new Solicitation, whichever is in the best interest of the State.  All decisions of the State will be final.



Prices on the new model design must be submitted to the State for approval.  Prices must include documentation from the manufacturer that substantiates that design and price changes are being issued on a national, not regional, basis.



If the manufacturer changes the “model year” during the term of the Contract, price adjustments will not be accepted.  Prices offered on the “model year” submitted with this Solicitation must remain firm for the term of the Contract.  The exception would be if the chassis manufacturers should have a “built out date” for the current “model year” prior to producing an adequate number of chassis to fulfill orders under this Contract.  Should this be the case, the State would consider a price adjustment for the chassis built for the following “model year.”  Documentation from the chassis manufacturer would be required showing actual costs.  Any price increase allowed would be the same for each Contract Vendor affected by the change in model year chassis.



Prices offered on the “model year” optional equipment submitted with this Solicitation must remain firm for the term of the Contract. If optional equipment that is currently listed in the Solicitation is not available when the Solicitation is submitted, but becomes available during the term of the Contract, the Contract Vendor may submit a request to have the equipment added to the Contract.  All requests must be reviewed and approved by the State before the option is added to the Contract.  All decisions of the State will be final.  


1.18 Economic and Environmental Goals


In support of the state’s economic and environmental goals, although not an award factor (unless otherwise specified herein), Proposers are encouraged to consider the following in responding to this RFP:



· Support for a diverse supplier pool, including small, veteran-owned, minority-owned and women-owned business enterprises. DES has established for this RFP voluntary numerical goals of:



· 3 percent women-owned businesses (WBE);


· 3 percent minority-owned businesses (MBE);


· 3 percent small businesses (SB);


· 3 percent veteran-owned businesses (VB). 


Achievement of these goals is encouraged whether directly or through subcontractors. Proposers may contact the Office of Minority and Women’s Business Enterprises for information on certified firms or to become certified. Also see Appendix P Procurement Reform Small Business Fact Sheet.



· Use of environmentally preferable goods and services to include post-consumer waste and recycled content.



· Products made in Washington.



2 PREPARATION OF PROPOSALS

2.2 Bid Submittals Checklist

SPECIAL NOTE: Some of the forms provided below in the Appendices section that will be used by the Proposer in the Proposer’s bid response are in the form of Microsoft Excel workbooks.  Sometimes the Excel cell will default to a particular size and the written information inside the cell will not be completely visible.  The state cannot know how the Proposer will have its MS Excel configured. The state’s version included a formula bar that can be resized so that when you click on a cell, even if the cell itself does not show all of the information, the formula bar will as long as it is resized large enough.  It is the Proposer’s responsibility to ensure they can see and read all information in any given cell. The state will not accept a Proposer’s argument that the information in a cell was not completely visible and that caused a problem for the Proposer in the Proposer’s bid offer to the state.    



2.3 Format



Proposers should provide one hard-copy sealed bid. Proposals must be legible and completed in ink or with an electronic printer or other similar office equipment, and properly signed by an authorized representative of the Proposer. All changes and/or erasures must be initialed in ink. Unsigned Proposals will be rejected on opening unless satisfactory evidence was submitted clearly establishing the Proposer’s desire and intent to be bound by the bid, such as a signed cover letter. Incomplete or illegible Proposals may be rejected.


2.4 Electronic Copies


Please include electronic copies of all hard copy submittals on USB flash drive. DES prefers the same file format(s) as the format(s) used to create the submittals (i.e. MS Word, Excel) unless written information is included as a part of the submittal, such as a signature. For submittals with written information or copies of other documents such as licenses, please submit as a .pdf.  Should a hard copy and an electronic copy conflict, the hard copy will prevail.



Further, once the bid is fully complete and signed, the Proposer may also want to scan an entire copy and provide it to the state as a .pdf.  If so, please include it in the bid response. 



2.5 Waiver Confidentiality, Proprietary Material and Trade Secrets

2.6 Due Date and Time


Bid packages must be received on or before the due date and time at the location specified on the cover page. Time of receipt will be determined by the official time stamp located at DES.



If a bid is late or received at a location other than that specified it will be rejected. In the event the official time clock is unavailable, the Bid Clerk will establish the official time and take reasonable steps to ensure the integrity of the bid receipt is preserved.



2.7 Bid Opening


After the bid due date and time, the Bid Clerk will open and process sealed Proposals protecting the confidentiality of the contents. The names of the Proposers will be recorded and made available upon request. Bid contents will not be available for public view until after the contract has been awarded (RCW 39.26.030).


2.8 Responsiveness and Responsibility

3 SUBMITTALS, EVALUATION, ANNOUNCEMENT, DEBRIEF & DISCLOSURE, AWARD, PROTEST, AND OTHER


3.1 Submittals Checklist


The following checklist identifies the hard-copy submittals which will comprise a bid. Any bid received without a hard copy item identified in this checklist and designated as REQUIRED may be rejected as being non-responsive. Please identify each page of the submittals and any supplemental materials with your company name or other identifiable company mark.



· Signature (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed and return a signed original of the Proposer’s Authorized Offer and Contract Signature Page. Failure to complete this submittal as instructed may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility.  See last two pages of this document.


· Category & Options Price Sheet (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed and return a copy of the Category Price Sheet (see Appendices E and F). Failure to complete this submittal as instructed may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility.



· Non-Costs Response (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed in Section 3.2.O and return. Failure to complete this submittal as instructed may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility.



· Federal Certification Forms (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed and return all Federal Certification forms.  Some may require a notary seal. Forms are provided below (see Appendix L).  Failure to complete this submittal as instructed may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility.



· Delivery Statement (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed and return the Delivery Statement with the bid response.  A form is provided below (see Appendix I).  Failure to complete this submittal as instructed may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility.



· Past and Current Contracts (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed and return the information regarding Past and Current Contracts with the bid response.  A form is provided below (see Appendix J).  Failure to complete this submittal as instructed may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility.


· Proposer Profile (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed and return a Proposer Profile A form is provided below (see Appendix M section).  Failure to complete this submittal as instructed may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility.



· RFP Amendments (if any) (AS INSTRUCTED): If instructed to do so in any amendment to this RFP, sign and return a copy. Failure to sign and return any required amendments to this RFP, may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility. When in doubt, sign and return a copy of all RFP amendments.


Contact Information Worksheet (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed and return the contact Information worksheet. The worksheet is provided below (see Appendix P ).  



3.2 Evaluation Process


A. General Information



1. Proposer responsiveness, responsibility and price factors will be evaluated based on the evaluation process described in this section.



2. Contract award will be based on the evaluation and award criteria established herein and will be subject to consideration of all factors identified in RCW 39.26 and other criteria identified in the RFP.



3. Proposers whose Proposals are determined to be non-responsive or non-responsible will be rejected and will be notified of the reasons for rejection.



4. After Proposals have been submitted, DES may require individual Proposers to appear at a time and place determined by DES to discuss contract requirements. Any such meeting should not be construed as negotiations or an indication of DES’s intention to award.



5. DES reserves the right to: (1) Waive any informality; (2) Reject any or all Proposals, or portions thereof;(3) Accept any portion of the items bid unless the Proposer stipulates all or nothing in their bid; (4) Cancel an RFP and re-solicit Proposals; (5) Negotiate with the lowest responsive and responsible Proposer to determine if that bid can be improved for the purchaser.



6. Preference and penalties required by law, rule, or the solicitation will be applied to the appropriate parts of the Proposer’s bid.  A preference is an advantage to the bid and a penalty is a disadvantage to the bid.  To illustrate one example, the state of Washington, like many states, observes a reciprocity rule.  Basically, if another state penalizes Proposals received from Washington, the state of Washington will apply the same penalty should Washington receive a bid from a firm that has sufficient ties from that other state.  The possible list of preferences and penalties are not listed in this document.  The DES Procurement Coordinator will not provide legal advice or analysis.  The Proposer should perform its own research on Washington procurement law, rule, and the solicitation in determining which preferences and penalties, if any, may apply. 


7. References: DES reserves the right to use references to confirm satisfactory customer service, performance, satisfaction with service/product, knowledge of products/service/industry and timeliness. Any negative or unsatisfactory reference information that the reference would not engage in future business with the Proposer may be reason for rejecting a Proposer as non-responsible or non-responsible. DES reserves the right to waive the reference check. 


8. Pursuant to Chapter 39.26 RCW, in determining Proposer responsibility, the following elements shall be given consideration:


1. The ability, capacity, and skill of the Proposer to perform the contract.



2. The character, integrity, reputation, judgment, experience, and efficiency of the Proposer.



3. Whether the Proposer can perform the contract within the time specified. 



4. The quality of performance of previous contracts or services.



5. The previous and existing compliance by the Proposer with laws relating to the contract or services.



6. Such other information as may be secured having a bearing on the decision to award the contract.


B. Determination of Responsiveness



Proposals will be reviewed initially by the Procurement Coordinator to determine compliance with legal and administrative requirements, such as, did the bid arrive in time and signed and does it contain all of the required submittals and are they substantively complete so that comparative analysis can be used to determine an Apparent Successful Proposer. 


The Procurement Coordinator will only continue to evaluate Proposals meeting these requirements.   In the event that no Proposals pass the Initial Determination of Responsiveness, the Purchasing Activity may cancel the Solicitation and reject all Proposals.



Proposers are to respond to each question/requirement contained in this RFP. Failure to comply with any applicable item may result in a bid being deemed non-responsive and disqualified.



DES reserves the right to determine the actual level of Proposers’ compliance with the requirements specified in this RFP and to waive informalities in a RFP. A informality is an immaterial variation from the exact requirements of the competitive RFP, having no effect or merely a minor or negligible effect on quality, quantity, or delivery of the supplies or performance of the services being procured, and the correction or waiver of which would not affect the relative standing of, or be otherwise prejudicial to Proposers.



Proposals will be reviewed initially on a pass/fail basis to determine compliance with administrative requirements as specified herein.



Responsive Proposals will be further evaluated based on the requirements in this RFP.



C. Determination of Responsibility


During evaluation, DES reserves the right to make reasonable inquiry to determine the responsibility of any Proposer. Requests may include financial statements, credit ratings, references, record of past performance, clarification of Proposer’s offer, on-site inspection of Proposer's or subcontractor's facilities, or other information as necessary. Failure to respond to these requests might result in a bid being rejected as non-responsive.


D. Evaluation Committee (if applicable)



Contracts, Procurement, and Risk Management CPRM and or Washington State Department of Transportation may assemble and preside over an evaluation committee.  The evaluation committee, if used, may be responsible for reviewing and scoring pass/fail and scored documents, equipment, presentations, etc.  



If deemed necessary by CPRM, committee members may be substituted and/or the evaluation committee may be disbanded and reconstituted.



The committee or committee member will evaluate the Submittal consistent with their values.  The committee member will primarily focus on the considerations stated in the Solicitation.     



CPRM will not likely evaluate any Submittal that is also evaluated by an evaluation committee.  However, in addition to presiding over the evaluation committee, CPRM may review the Submittals, provide input, assemble evaluation aids, or perform other functions helpful to the evaluation committee.  The committee may engage in a free flow of discussion with other committee members and CPRM prior to, during, and after the evaluation.



The evaluation of the submittal may be performed in isolation or together as a group, or a combination of both.  Each committee member will give a particular Submittal a pass or fail or a score.  All of the committee members’ decisions for that Submittal will be tabulated.  Committee members may further deliberate and following deliberation decide on a unified score, their individual tabulated score sheet notwithstanding.  Unless otherwise specified, whether a single CPRM representative or an evaluation committee, the Proposer must achieve a fifty percent pass rate or better on pass/fail criteria or be disqualified.  Regarding scored materials the Proposer must achieve the minimum score that is stated in the solicitation (if any).  



E. Technical Specifications(SUBMITTAL)


Proposers, your signature and your bid response indicates your acceptance and ability to comply with the technical specification.  


F. Proposer/Bidder’s Profile (SUBMITTAL)


Proposers must complete and return the Proposer/Bidder’s Profile located in the Appendices section below.



G. Federal Certification Forms (Pass / Fail) (SUBMITTAL)


Proposers must complete and return the Proposer Profile located in the Appendices section below.  Failure to complete and return the Federal Certification forms may result in the bid being disqualified and rejected.



H. Proposer’s Past and Current Contracts and Reference Check (Pass / Fail, if used)


Proposer’s response shall include a description of its current and past contracts since January 1, 2013.  This information must be complete in that the Proposer may not cherry pick good customer relationships over bad relationships.  


Proposer understands, accepts and agrees that if the state learns that an awarded Proposer failed to include relevant information that is a material breach and the state may terminate immediately.   



Information should include the name and contact information for the customer and customer’s business, the contract number, a brief description about the scope and purpose of the contract.



The Proposer understands, agrees, and accepts that the state may contact some or all of the customers as a reference check.  If the state learns of any negative information in which the customer would not hire the Proposer for future business that is an indicator of non-responsibility and may result in no further consideration for award.


The Proposer’s Past and Current Contracts Sheet is available in the Appendices section below.


I. Federal Certification Forms (Pass / Fail) (SUBMITTAL)


Proposers must print, complete, and return the Federal Certification forms provided in the Appendices section below.  Failure to complete and return may result in the bid or Proposer being disqualified.  Further, the some of the forms may require a notary seal.  


The Federal Certifications Forms are available in the Appendices section below.


J. Delivery (Pass/Fail) (SUBMITTAL)


Delivery must be made within twelve (12) months maximum and is a Pass/Fail condition.



Proposer must detail in a one-page document how the Proposer will meet the twelve (12) delivery requirement.  The Proposer should detail whether or not the Proposer performs faster than the twelve (12) month delivery and whether the Proposer will agree to make the faster time a condition of award.  


A Delivery response document is provided in the Appendices section below.



Proposer must also acknowledge that the Proposer understands the twelve (12) month delivery requirement from the point of customer order placement and agrees and accepts that failure to meet this standard is a material breach of the contract and that subjects the Proposer/awarded contractor to termination action that may be partial or in full.  Further the Proposer/ awarded Contractor understands, agrees, and accepts that it will hold the state of Washington, Department of Enterprise Services, and any/all customers harmless for any termination involving failure to meet the delivery condition.


K. Category Segmentation for Price Sheets



A Proposer may bid on both classes listed below; within each class there is a possibility of 10 weight classes identified as “GVWR” and “Wheelbase”.  A price sheet for both Light and Medium Duty Cutaways is provided in Appendix E and F below.  The “Options” worksheet allows the Proposer to record STANDARD and OPTIONS pricing and is explained in the following sections.

L. Price Sheet, General Information


The Category and Options Price sheets are located in Appendix E and F below.  They are in the form of Microsoft Excel workbooks and most workbooks contain multiple worksheets that act as the specific price sheet for each category.  



Every category has a corresponding MS Excel worksheet.  The worksheet serves two purposes.  It allows the Proposer to record a firm (not to exceed) price for a standard cutaway bus that meets the contract terms, technical specifications, and all items identified as standard on the corresponding price sheets (Excel worksheet).  The work sheet also allows the Proposer to record pricing for options that may be added to the standard bus/“GVWR” and “Wheelbase length” that is offered by the Proposer for that category.   



All pricing shall include the costs of Bid preparation, servicing of accounts, and complying with all contractual requirements.    



All elements of recurring and non-recurring costs must be identified and included in the Category and Options Price Sheet. This must include, but is not limited to, all DES Management Fee, administrative fees, account maintenance, manuals, documentation, shipping charges, labor, travel, training, consultation services, set-up, testing and initial instruction to customers.



Bid prices must include all cost components needed for the delivery of the goods and/or services as described in this RFP. Failure to identify all costs in a manner consistent with the instructions in this RFP is sufficient grounds for disqualification or termination.



The proposed pricing levels should reflect the market provided by the contract resulting from this RFP.



NOTE: Pricing provided on the Price Worksheet is to be rounded to the nearest whole cent. For evaluation purposes only, any pricing submitted in portions of whole cents will be rounded up to the next whole cent.  



M. Category Price Sheet (100 points available per line item)


A separate Pricing Sheet must be submitted for each proposed Manufacturer and or Model for both the Light Duty and Medium Duty Buses.


Appendix E and F each contain six (6) worksheets less the cover tab.  


Pricing Tab (scored): Each worksheet has cells where the Proposer will record the price for a standard bus size as indicated by “GVWR” and “Wheelbase” that meets the contract terms. The price for a standard bus should not include the costs for items identified as “option” items in the worksheet.


The standard bus price cells appear in or near rows 29 through 34.  


Detailed Specifications Tab (pass/fail): In column B Proposer is to indicate that the proposed Cutaway bus meets the listed specification.



Options Tab (scored): Proposer is to follow the instructions as listed Rows 10-13. Proposer is provide the options information when specified as found in Column D when indicated.  The Proposer must use the price sheet provided versus using a version of its own making.  


Technical Information Tab (pass/fail): Proposer is to provide the information as requested.



Warranties Tab (pass/fail): Proposer is to provide the information as requested.


The worksheet may provide additional detail that is not stated here.  



Failure to record a price may result in the bid/Proposer being disqualified as non-responsive or non-responsible. The Proposer shall complete the Price Sheets and return the same with the Proposer’s bid.  



For each category, the responsive and responsible Proposer with the lowest evaluation costs for a standard bus plus the twenty (20) DES identified OPTIONS and will be the low bid and receive 100 points per “GVWR” and “Wheelbase”.  All other Proposers will receive a proportional amount.


Example: Proposer Acme has the lowest Evaluated Total at $100,000, therefore receives all 100 points. Proposer Bravo has the second lowest Evaluated Total at $110,000.



$100,000/$110,000=0.83.333, 0.83333x100 (max points possible) = 83.3333 points for Proposer Bravo.


The Category Pricing Sheet is available in the Appendices section below.


N. Options Work Sheet


Appendix E and F below has two (2) Excel workbooks that workbook contains six (6) worksheets less the cover tab. Each worksheet has cells where the Proposer will record the price for optional items (options) that meets the contract terms and specifications.  The Proposer must use the price sheet provided versus using a version of its own making.  



The worksheet may provide additional detail that is not stated here.  



The options pricing for a given category will be scored and the score will be added to other scoring for the same category.



The Options Price Sheet will be evaluated under the following criteria:



1. DES has identified twenty (20) OPTIONS deemed as heavy usage and or most purchased options. The sum of the twenty (20) options will be added to the cost of the standard bus price per “GVWR” and “Wheelbase” class.


2.  The cost of both the standard bus and the 20 identified options will be combined to identify the total cost of each bus per “GVWR” and “Wheelbase” class to be used in the evaluation calculations. 


O. Non-Cost Response Evaluation (up to 200 points available)


The state is looking for best value and not just the best price, based on what the state deems important.  To help accomplish best value the state is using non-cost factors as part of the entire process.  The non-costs evaluation is worth 200 points that will be added to point totals from other sections to arrive at evaluation totals and determine awards (see award section for specific details).


Proposers should respond to the non-cost evaluation criteria identified below in the Non-cost Response Evaluation Criteria and return with their bid.  The responsive Proposer’s Non-cost Response may be evaluated by an evaluation team that will advise and make a recommendation to DES.  See specific details below and herein.



State evaluators may use the Non-cost Evaluation Criteria and Score Sheet in the Appendices section below to record the Proposer’s scores.


The Proposer’s Evaluation Score for Non-Cost Factors will be determined by adding together each Evaluator’s Awarded Points for the Bidder and dividing by the total number of Evaluator’s.



The formula used to arrive at this Evaluation Score is as follows:



Sum of all Evaluator’s Awarded Points / Total Number of Evaluators = Non-Cost Evaluation Score.

· If a warranty claim involves a subcontractor, the state wants to approach the contractor and have the contractor deal with the subcontractor.  Tell the state  that you “understand, accept, and agree”


· The company may include anything of its choosing


2. Page Totals and Page Format: 


The Non-cost Response submittal shall not be greater than ten (10) pages,8.5” x11” and 12 point type for the entire non-cost response covering the five parts/19 subparts.  Pages eleven (11) and beyond will not be considered as part of the evaluation; however for any successful Proposer, part or all of any additional materials (if any) may become part of the award but only if accepted by the state.  The Proposer should refrain from using a coversheet as that will cut into the ten (10) page limitation.  Only the first ten (10) pages will be evaluated.  


3. DES Values: 


To help orient the Proposer with his non-costs response, DES is including value statements within the Segmentation and Points section above.  While the Proposer is free to use the ten (10) pages as the Proposers choses, the evaluation team will place the greatest weight to the response to the question in alignment with the stated values. 



What’s the difference between the segments and the values?  The segments, such as, Manufacturer’s Capacity - Experience or Manufacturing Facilities - Parts inventory availability are two of the many questions that the state wants the Proposer to address (structure).  The values give the segment context (flavor).  



Values are what the state, at a minimum, is hoping to learn and what the state feels it needs to know so that we can compare the superiority of one Proposer against the next, based on what the state deems important.  In some cases a value is very clear in that the state prefers this versus that.  In other instances the value simply asks for information that is less clear but implies what will be considered and given weight at the time of the evaluation.  As an example: Assume the value asked “how many years building buses” and the state received three responses that said 50 years, 20 years, and 1 year.  Depending on the life experiences and personal values of the evaluation committee, they might feel that 1 year is very risky and score that low.  They might feel that there is very little difference between 50 years and 20 years and score that equally or they might feel there’s a reasonable difference between 50 years and 20 years and score that accordingly.  


4. Formula to be Used: Scored: Sum of all Evaluator’s Awarded Points / Total Number of Evaluators = Non-Cost Evaluation Score.  Pass/Fail: At least a 50 percent pass rate.


P. Contact Reporting Worksheet (Submittal) 


Proposer is to submit the contact information as requested in Appendix P. This contact information is for use in the DES database for reporting purposes only. 



Q. Solicitation Amendments (if any)


The state is at liberty to amend the solicitation.  As such, the Proposer is on notice to periodically check the state’s bid notification system known as Washington Electronic Business Solutions (WEBS).  



Proposers must comply with the instructions and requirements of the solicitation amendment and return the same with the Proposer’s bid.



The amendment, whatever it requires, will be evaluated in conformity with what is stated in the solicitation amendment.



Sometimes a solicitation amendment requires a signature.  When in doubt signed it rather than leaving it blank.


3.3 Point Totals



The point totals for the Category Price Sheets/Options Price Sheet (100 points possible per GVWR class/# of seats/#of wheelchair stations), and the Non-cost Evaluation (200 points possible) will be summed to arrive that the Proposer’s total points per GVWR class/# of seats/#of wheelchair stations 


The responsive and responsible Proposer that meets all of the RFP requirements and has the most points or is within the stated range for a given category will be subjected to the Independent Cost Evaluation (see below).


See greater specificity and the examples in the Award section below.



3.4 Independent Cost Evaluation (ICE), Pass/Fail


The State will conduct an independent cost evaluation (ICE) to ensure that the State is receiving reasonable pricing in addition to good value.  Should the State believe the bid pricing is higher than reasonable; the State will meet with the responsive and responsible Proposers that appear likely to be the Apparent Successful Proposers (ASP) and give the Proposers an opportunity to explain to the state’s satisfaction and/or improve their bid pricing or be rejected and eliminated from award.  If a Proposer is eliminated during ICE, the Proposer next in line may be advanced for the purpose of an ICE discussion and if successful may become an ASP.


3.5 Pre/post-ASP Meeting


To aid in the Bid evaluation process, after Bid due date and time, but prior to and/or after the Notification of Apparent Successful Proposer, the Purchasing Activity may require individual Proposers to appear at a date, time and place determined by the Purchasing Activity for the purpose of conducting discussions to determine whether both parties have a full and complete understanding of the nature and scope of contractual requirements.  In no manner shall such action be construed as negotiations or an indication of the Purchasing Activity’s intention to award.



3.6 Notification of Apparently Successful Proposers


All Proposers responding to this Solicitation will be notified when the Purchasing Activity has determined the Apparent Successful Proposers. The date of announcement of the successful Proposers will be the date of the notification from the Purchasing Activity. 



DES reserves the right to request additional information or perform tests and measurements as part of the evaluation process before award. Failure to provide requested information within 10 days may result in disqualification. 



Before award, DES may negotiate with an Apparent Successful Proposer to determine if a bid can be improved.



Designation as an Apparent Successful Proposer does not imply that DES will issue an award to your firm. It merely suggests that at this moment in time, DES believes your bid to be responsive and responsible. This designation allows DES to perform a deeper responsibility analysis and ask for additional documentation. DES may also re-examine the bid to determine whether the bid and Proposer is truly as responsive and responsible as initially believed. The Proposer must not construe this as an award, impending award, attempt to negotiate, etc. If a Proposer acts or fails to act as a result of this notification, it does so at its own risk and expense.


3.7 Debrief, Time Sensitive Request



Following the announcement of the Apparent Successful Proposer, Proposers may request a debrief conference. See also Section 1.9 – Debriefs, Disclosure and Protests and Appendix N – Complaint, Debrief and Protest Procedures. Failure to follow instructions could result in your claim being denied. 


3.8 Bid information Availability after Announcement of the ASP


After the Announcement of the Apparent Successful Proposer; Proposers may see some results of the RFP evaluation and award by accessing www.des.wa.gov and then accessing the #04115 contracts portal page or contacting the procurement coordinator. Proposers may also schedule an appointment to review the bidding process.



3.9 Award



Proposers will compete for these awards and not all those who submit a responsive bid will be awarded.



Contract awards shall be made to the lowest Responsive and Responsible Proposers based on the evaluation and award criteria established herein and subject to consideration of all factors identified in Chapter 39.26 RCW.



An award, in part or full, is made and a contract formed by signature of DES and awarded Proposer on the Authorized Offer and Contract Signature page but only when delivered to the Proposer. In some circumstances, DES may include an award letter which further defines the award and is incorporated by reference as part of the resulting contract and may accompany the signature page.



DES reserves the right to award on an all-or-nothing consolidated basis.



Following the award, all Proposers will receive a Notice of Award, usually through a WEBS notification.  However, the Notice of Award is not in and of itself and award and is not a substitute for the DES signature of the Authorized Offer and Contract Signature Page and the delivery requirement.


Due to the widely varied needs of public transportation programs, the state will award a range of providers in each of the categories. This will provide a sufficient range of equipment to meet these varied requirements. The result will be a pool of providers. Transportation entities will select the provider that offers the product that best meets the needs of their region. 


Multiple awards will be made by “GVWR” and “Wheelbase” class per category.  


If qualifying Proposals are received for a category, the proposal for that category with the highest points will receive an award as well as, all other qualifying Proposals, for a different manufacturer, that are within 20%, up to ten (10) awards.  The assumption is that for any given category the state will receive Proposals from twelve (12) or more different manufacturers.  Where there are less than four Proposals, from different manufacturers, per category, additional scrutiny will be used in the form of tighter percentages that reduce the within percentage by 5% for every bid less than four, to ensure that the state receives quality and price for the award made.  


3.10 Protest

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FEDERAL TRANSIT AUTHORITY CLAUSES



This document consists of Federal Transit Authority (FTA) clauses. Should a term within this document conflict with a term in another part of the entire document, reference the Order of Precedence term for direction.  



1 FTA Clauses



1.1 No Obligation By The Federal Government.



a. 
The Purchaser and Contractor acknowledge and agree that, notwithstanding any concurrence by the Federal Government in or approval of the solicitation or award of the underlying contract, absent the express written consent by the Federal Government, the Federal Government is not a party to this contract and shall not be subject to any obligations or liabilities to the Purchaser, Contractor, or any other party (whether or not a party to that contract) pertaining to any matter resulting from the underlying contract.




b.
The Contractor agrees to include the above clause in each subcontract financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA. It is further agreed that the clause shall not be modified, except to identify the subcontractor who will be subject to its provisions. 



1.2 Program Fraud and False or Fraudulent Statements or Related Acts. 




a.
The Contractor acknowledges that the provisions of the Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of 1986, as amended, 31 U.S.C. § 3801 et seq. and U.S. DOT regulations, "Program Fraud Civil Remedies," 49 C.F.R. Part 31, apply to its actions pertaining to this Project. Upon execution of the underlying contract, the Contractor certifies or affirms the truthfulness and accuracy of any statement it has made, it makes, it may make, or causes to be made, pertaining to the underlying contract or the FTA assisted project for which this contract work is being performed. In addition to other penalties that may be applicable, the Contractor further acknowledges that if it makes, or causes to be made, a false, fictitious, or fraudulent claim, statement, submission, or certification, the Federal Government reserves the right to impose the penalties of the Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of 1986 on the Contractor to the extent the Federal Government deems appropriate.




b.
The Contractor also acknowledges that if it makes, or causes to be made, a false, fictitious, or fraudulent claim, statement, submission, or certification to the Federal Government under a contract connected with a project that is financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance originally awarded by FTA under the authority of 49 U.S.C. § 5307, the Government reserves the right to impose the penalties of 18 U.S.C. § 1001 and 49 U.S.C. § 5307(n)(1) on the Contractor, to the extent the Federal Government deems appropriate.




c.
The Contractor agrees to include the above two clauses in each subcontract financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA. It is further agreed that the clauses shall not be modified, except to identify the subcontractor who will be subject to the provisions.




1.3 Access to Records




The following access to records requirements apply to this Contract:




The Contractor agrees to maintain all books, records, accounts and reports required under this Contract for a period of not less than three years after the date of termination or expiration of this Contract, except in the event of litigation or settlement of claims arising from the performance of this Contract, in which case Contractor agrees to maintain same until the Agency, the FTA Administrator, the Comptroller General or any of their duly authorized representatives have disposed of all such litigation, appeals, claims or exceptions related thereto. Reference 49 CFR 18.39(i)(11).




The following access to records requirements apply to this Contract:




Local Governments ― In accordance with 49 CFR 18.36(i), the Contractor agrees to provide the Agency, the FTA Administrator, the Comptroller General of the United States or any of their authorized representatives access to any books, documents, papers and records of the Contractor that are directly pertinent to this Contract for the purposes of making audits, examinations, excerpts and transcriptions. Contractor also agrees, pursuant to 49 CFR 633.17 to provide the FTA Administrator or his authorized representatives including any PMO Contractor access to Contractor’s records and construction sites pertaining to a major capital project, defined at 49 USC 5302(a)1, which is receiving federal financial assistance through the programs described at 49 USC 5307, 5309 or 5311.




State Governments ― In accordance with 49 CFR 633.17, the Contractor agrees to provide the Agency, the FTA Administrator or his authorized representatives, including any PMO Contractor, access to the Contractor’s records and construction sites pertaining to a major capital project, defined at 49 USC 5302(a)1, which is receiving federal financial assistance through the programs described at 49 USC 5307, 5309 or 5311. By definition, a major capital project excludes contracts of less than the simplified acquisition threshold currently set at $100,000. 




The Contractor agrees to permit any of the foregoing parties to reproduce by any means whatsoever or to copy excerpts and transcriptions as reasonably needed.




1.4 Federal Changes  




Contractor shall at all times comply with all applicable FTA regulations, policies, procedures and directives, including without limitation those listed directly or by reference in the Master Agreement between Purchaser and FTA, as they may be amended or promulgated from time to time during the term of this contract. Contractor's failure to so comply shall constitute a material breach of this contract.




1.5 Termination




a. Termination for Convenience ― The (Recipient) may terminate this contract, in whole or in part, at any time by written notice to the Contractor when it is in the Government's best interest. The Contractor shall be paid its costs, including contract close-out costs, and profit on work performed up to the time of termination. The Contractor shall promptly submit its termination claim to (Recipient) to be paid the Contractor. If the Contractor has any property in its possession belonging to the (Recipient), the Contractor will account for the same, and dispose of it in the manner the (Recipient) directs.




b. Termination for Default ― If the Contractor does not deliver supplies in accordance with the contract delivery schedule, or, if the contract is for services, the Contractor fails to perform in the manner called for in the contract, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any other provisions of the contract, the (Recipient) may terminate this contract for default. Termination shall be effected by serving a notice of termination on the contractor setting forth the manner in which the Contractor is in default. The contractor will only be paid the contract price for supplies delivered and accepted, or services performed in accordance with the manner of performance set forth in the contract.

If it is later determined by the (Recipient) that the Contractor had an excusable reason for not performing, such as a strike, fire, or flood, events which are not the fault of or are beyond the control of the Contractor, the (Recipient), after setting up a new delivery of performance schedule, may allow the Contractor to continue work, or treat the termination as a termination for convenience.




c. Opportunity to Cure ― The (Recipient) in its sole discretion may, in the case of a termination for breach or default, allow the Contractor (an appropriately short period of time) in which to cure the defect. In such case, the notice of termination will state the time period in which cure is permitted and other appropriate conditions If Contractor fails to remedy to (Recipient)'s satisfaction the breach or default of any of the terms, covenants, or conditions of this Contract within (ten (10) days) after receipt by Contractor of written notice from (Recipient) setting forth the nature of said breach or default, (Recipient) shall have the right to terminate the Contract without any further obligation to Contractor. Any such termination for default shall not in any way operate to preclude (Recipient) from also pursuing all available remedies against Contractor and its sureties for said breach or default.




d. Waiver of Remedies for any Breach ― In the event that (Recipient) elects to waive its remedies for any breach by Contractor of any covenant, term or condition of this Contract, such waiver by (Recipient) shall not limit (Recipient)'s remedies for any succeeding breach of that or of any other term, covenant, or condition of this Contract.




1.6 Civil Rights 




The following requirements apply to the underlying contract:




a. Nondiscrimination ― In accordance with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 2000d, section 303 of the Age Discrimination Act of 1975, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 6102, section 202 of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, 42 U.S.C. § 12132, and Federal transit law at 49 U.S.C. § 5332, the Contractor agrees that it will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, creed, national origin, sex, age, or disability. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with applicable Federal implementing regulations and other implementing requirements FTA may issue. 




b. Equal Employment Opportunity ― The following equal employment opportunity requirements apply to the underlying contract:




1.
Race, Color, Creed, National Origin, Sex ― In accordance with Title VII of the Civil Rights Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 2000e, and Federal transit laws at 49 U.S.C. § 5332, the Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable equal employment opportunity requirements of U.S. Department of Labor (U.S. DOL) regulations, "Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs, Equal Employment Opportunity, Department of Labor," 41 C.F.R. Parts 60 et seq., (which implement Executive Order No. 11246, "Equal Employment Opportunity," as amended by Executive Order No. 11375, "Amending Executive Order 11246 Relating to Equal Employment Opportunity," 42 U.S.C. § 2000e note), and with any applicable Federal statutes, executive orders, regulations, and Federal policies that may in the future affect construction activities undertaken in the course of the Project. The Contractor agrees to take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that employees are treated during employment, without regard to their race, color, creed, national origin, sex, or age. Such action shall include, but not be limited to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer, recruitment or recruitment advertising, layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with any implementing requirements FTA may issue.




2.
Age ― In accordance with section 4 of the Age Discrimination in Employment Act of 1967, as amended, 29 U.S.C. §§ 623 and Federal transit law at 49 U.S.C. § 5332, the Contractor agrees to refrain from discrimination against present and prospective employees for reason of age. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with any implementing requirements FTA may issue.




 3.
Disabilities ― In accordance with section 102 of the Americans with Disabilities Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 12112, the Contractor agrees that it will comply with the requirements of U.S. Equal Employment Opportunity Commission, "Regulations to Implement the Equal Employment Provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act," 29 C.F.R. Part 1630, pertaining to employment of persons with disabilities. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with any implementing requirements FTA may issue.




c.
The Contractor also agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA, modified only if necessary to identify the affected parties.




1.7 Disadvantaged Business Enterprises (DBE)




This Contract is subject to the requirements of Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 26, Participation by Disadvantaged Business Enterprises in Department of Transportation Financial Assistance Programs. 




The Contractor shall maintain compliance with “DBE Approval Certification” throughout the period of Contract performance. 




The Contractor shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin or sex in the performance of this Contract. The Contractor shall carry out applicable requirements of 49 CFR Part 26 in the award and administration of this DOT-assisted Contract. Failure by the Contractor to carry out these requirements is a material breach of this Contract, which may result in the termination of this Contract or such other remedy as the Washington State Department of Enterprise Services deems appropriate. Each subcontract the Contractor signs with a Subcontractor must include the assurance in this paragraph (see 49 CFR 26.13(b)).



1.8 Incorporation of Federal Transit Administration Terms



The preceding provisions include, in part, certain Standard Terms and Conditions required by DOT, whether or not expressly set forth in the preceding contract provisions. All contractual provisions required by DOT, as set forth in FTA Circular 4220.1E, are hereby incorporated by reference. Anything to the contrary herein notwithstanding, all FTA mandated terms shall be deemed to control in the event of a conflict with other provisions contained in this Agreement. The Contractor shall not perform any act, fail to perform any act, or refuse to comply with any (name of grantee) requests which would cause (name of grantee) to be in violation of the FTA terms and conditions.




1.9 Debarment and Suspension 




This contract is a covered transaction for purposes of 49 CFR Part 29. As such, the contractor is required to verify that none of the contractor, its principals, as defined at 49 CFR 29.995, or affiliates, as defined at 49 CFR 29.905, are excluded or disqualified as defined at 49 CFR 29.940 and 29.945. 




The contractor is required to comply with 49 CFR 29, Subpart C and must include the requirement to comply with 49 CFR 29, Subpart C in any lower tier covered transaction it enters into.




By signing and submitting its bid or proposal, the bidder or proposer certifies as follows:




The certification in this clause is a material representation of fact relied upon by DES. If it is later determined that the bidder or proposer knowingly rendered an erroneous certification, in addition to remedies available to DES, the Federal Government may pursue available remedies, including but not limited to suspension and/or debarment. The bidder or proposer agrees to comply with the requirements of 49 CFR 29, Subpart C while this offer is valid and throughout the period of any contract that may arise from this offer. The bidder or proposer further agrees to include a provision requiring such compliance in its lower tier covered transactions.




1.10 Energy Conservation




The contractor agrees to comply with mandatory standards and policies relating to energy efficiency which are contained in the state energy conservation plan issued in compliance with the Energy Policy and Conservation Act. 




1.11  Clean Water



a.
The Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable standards, orders or regulations issued pursuant to the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, as amended, 33 U.S.C. 1251 et seq. The Contractor agrees to report each violation to the Purchaser and understands and agrees that the Purchaser will, in turn, report each violation as required to assure notification to FTA and the appropriate EPA Regional Office.




b.
The Contractor also agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract exceeding $100,000 financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA.




1.12 Clean Air 




a.
The Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable standards, orders or regulations issued pursuant to the Clean Air Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. §§ 7401 et seq. The Contractor agrees to report each violation to the Purchaser and understands and agrees that the Purchaser will, in turn, report each violation as required to assure notification to FTA and the appropriate EPA Regional Office.




b. 
The Contractor also agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract exceeding $100,000 financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA.




1.13 Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards




a.
Overtime requirements ― No contractor or subcontractor contracting for any part of the contract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or permit any such laborer or mechanic in any workweek in which he or she is employed on such work to work in excess of forty hours in such workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a rate not less than one and one-half times the basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of forty hours in such workweek. 




b.
Violation; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages ― In the event of any violation of the clause set forth in paragraph (a) of this section the contractor and any subcontractor responsible therefor shall be liable for the unpaid wages. In addition, such contractor and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States for liquidated damages. Such liquidated damages shall be computed with respect to each individual laborer or mechanic, including watchmen and guards, employed in violation of the clause set forth in paragraph (a) of this section, in the sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such individual was required or permitted to work in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the overtime wages required by the clause set forth in paragraph (a) of this section.

Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages ― The (write in the name of the grantee) shall upon its own action or upon written request of an authorized representative of the Department of Labor withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the contractor or subcontractor under any such contract or any other Federal contract with the same prime contractor, or any other federally-assisted contract subject to the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act, which is held by the same prime contractor, such sums as may be determined to be necessary to satisfy any liabilities of such contractor or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the clause set forth in paragraph (b) of this section. 




d.

b. Transit Vehicle Manufacturerxe "Transit Vehicle Manufacturer" \t "See also, TVM"

xe "Transit Vehicle Manufacturer" Compliance with DBExe "DBE" Requirements. Before a transit vehicle manufacturerxe "Transit Vehicle Manufacturer" (TVMxe "TVM" \t "See also, Transit Vehicle Manufacturer"

xe "TVM") may submit a bidxe "Bid" or proposalxe "Proposal" to provide vehicles to be financed with FTAxe "FTA" assistance, 49 CFR Section 26.49 requires the TVMxe "TVM" to submit a certificationxe "Certification" that it has complied with FTAxe "FTA"’s DBExe "DBE" requirements. 




1.15 Buy America




The contractor agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C. 5323(j) and 49 C.F.R. Part 661, which provide that Federal funds may not be obligated unless steel, iron, and manufactured products used in FTA-funded projects are produced in the United States, unless a waiver has been granted by FTA or the product is subject to a general waiver. Separate requirements for rolling stock are set out at 49 U.S.C. 5323(j)(2)(C) and 49 C.F.R. 661.11. Rolling stock must be assembled in the United States and have a 60 percent domestic content.




A bidder or offeror must submit to the FTA recipient the appropriate Buy America certification (below) with all bids or offers on FTA-funded contracts, except those subject to a general waiver. Bids or offers that are not accompanied by a completed Buy America certification must be rejected as nonresponsive. This requirement does not apply to lower tier subcontractors.




CERTIFICATION REQUIREMENT FOR PROCUREMENT OF BUSES, OTHER ROLLING STOCK AND ASSOCIATED EQUIPMENT.




1.16 Fly America Requirements 




The Contractor agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C. 40118 (the “Fly America” Act) in accordance with the General Services Administration’s regulations at 41 CFR Part 301-10, which provide that recipients and subrecipients of Federal funds and their contractors are required to use U.S. Flag air carriers for U.S Government-financed international air travel and transportation of their personal effects or property, to the extent such service is available, unless travel by foreign air carrier is a matter of necessity, as defined by the Fly America Act. The Contractor shall submit, if a foreign air carrier was used, an appropriate certification or memorandum adequately explaining why service by a U.S. flag air carrier was not available or why it was necessary to use a foreign air carrier and shall, in any event, provide a certificate of compliance with the Fly America requirements. The Contractor agrees to include the requirements of this section in all subcontracts that may involve international air transportation.




1.17 Cargo Preference ― Use of United States-Flag Vessels




The contractor agrees to: 




a. 
use privately owned United States-Flag commercial vessels to ship at least 50 percent of the gross tonnage (computed separately for dry bulk carriers, dry cargo liners, and tankers) involved, whenever shipping any equipment, material, or commodities pursuant to the underlying contract to the extent such vessels are available at fair and reasonable rates for United States-Flag commercial vessels; 




b. 
furnish within 20 working days following the date of loading for shipments originating within the United States or within 30 working days following the date of leading for shipments originating outside the United States, a legible copy of a rated, "on-board" commercial ocean bill-of -lading in English for each shipment of cargo described in the preceding paragraph to the Division of National Cargo, Office of Market Development, Maritime Administration, Washington, DC 20590 and to the FTA recipient (through the contractor in the case of a subcontractor's bill-of-lading.) 




c. 
include these requirements in all subcontracts issued pursuant to this contract when the subcontract may involve the transport of equipment, material, or commodities by ocean vessel. 




1.18 Bus Testing




The Contractor (Manufacturer) agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C. A 5323(c) and FTA's implementing regulation at 49 CFR Part 665 and shall perform the following:




a. A manufacturer of a new bus model or a bus produced with a major change in components or configuration shall provide a copy of the final test report to the recipient at a point in the procurement process specified by the recipient which will be prior to the recipient's final acceptance of the first vehicle.




b. A manufacturer who releases a report under paragraph 1 above shall provide notice to the operator of the testing facility that the report is available to the public.




c. If the manufacturer represents that the vehicle was previously tested, the vehicle being sold should have the identical configuration and major components as the vehicle in the test report, which must be provided to the recipient prior to recipient's final acceptance of the first vehicle. If the configuration or components are not identical, the manufacturer shall provide a description of the change and the manufacturer's basis for concluding that it is not a major change requiring additional testing.




d. If the manufacturer represents that the vehicle is "grandfathered" (has been used in mass transit service in the United States before October 1, 1988, and is currently being produced without a major change in configuration or components), the manufacturer shall provide the name and address of the recipient of such a vehicle and the details of that vehicle's configuration and major components.




1.19 Pre-Award and Post-Delivery Audit Requirements 




The Contractor agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C. § 5323(l) and FTA's implementing regulation at 49 C.F.R. Part 663 and to submit the following certifications:




a. Buy America Requirements: The Contractor shall complete and submit a declaration certifying either compliance or noncompliance with Buy America. If the Bidder/Offeror certifies compliance with Buy America, it shall submit documentation which lists 1) component and subcomponent parts of the rolling stock to be purchased identified by manufacturer of the parts, their country of origin and costs; and 2) the location of the final assembly point for the rolling stock, including a description of the activities that will take place at the final assembly point and the cost of final assembly. 




b. Solicitation Specification Requirements: The Contractor shall submit evidence that it will be capable of meeting the bid specifications.




c. (b) has a gross revenue of less than three million dollars, but one million dollars or more annually as reported on its federal tax return or on its return filed with the department of revenue.



Washington veteran-owned business

(4) As a civil service crewmember with service aboard a U.S. army transport service or U.S. naval transportation service vessel in oceangoing service from December 7, 1941, through December 31, 1946; 

(5) As a member of the Philippine armed forces/scouts during the period of armed conflict from December 7, 1941, through August 15, 1945; or

(6) A United States documented merchant mariner with service aboard an oceangoing vessel operated by the department of defense, or its agents, from both June 25, 1950, through July 27, 1953, in Korean territorial waters and from August 5, 1964, through May 7, 1975, in Vietnam territorial waters, and who received a military commendation.

Special Terms and Conditions



This document consists of special provisions and terms for solicitations issued by the Washington State Department of Enterprise Services (DES). Should a term within this document conflict with another term, see Order of Precedence.



1. Licensing By Apparently Successful Bidders




In the interest of free and open competition, the state will allow any responsible and responsive party to submit a response for consideration. Bidders found successful will be given a reasonable amount of time to apply for a state dealer license, or alternately to designate an agent to act as their dealer who has the required license or who then obtains one. The required license is not limited to entities located in Washington State. 




Final award for the successful Bidders will not occur until licensing is obtained that satisfies the requirements of State of Washington Department of Licensing pursuant to Chapter 46.70 RCW. Apparently successful parties may not accept or process orders until award is finalized.



2. Delivery




Contractor guarantees delivery within twelve (12) months of the purchaser’s order.  In the event of a purchaser change order, the Contractor and the purchaser shall discuss changes to the timeline and record any modification in writing. 



Deliveries for All state of Alaska order will be FOB Port of Seattle.  



3. Secondary Exploration



Default: Contract authorized purchasers at all times may select any contractor of their choosing.  




However, to see if the pricing can be improved the purchaser may also contact all or some of the Contractors for estimates or quotes or hold secondary competitions from among the Contractors in the category that best meets their need.  




It is the purchaser that determines the level of formality and the associated rules.  Unless otherwise stated by the purchaser in writing the Contractor shall assume and honor that there is no obligation on the part of the purchaser to make a secondary transaction, form a secondary contract, or create a secondary contract with the lowest Contractor/most points Contractor. The default will remain in effect unless and until the purchases places a self-imposed limitation on the purchaser in writing as part of the secondary exploration.



4. Changes 




DES reserves the right to modify the resulting contract (including but not limited to adding or deleting products/services) by mutual agreement between DES and the contractor. Alterations to any of the terms, conditions or requirements of this contract will only be effective upon written issuance of a mutually-agreed contract amendment by DES.  Change to point-of-contact information may be updated without the issuance of a mutually accepted contract amendment.




5. Annual Pricing Calculation Formula



Firm and fixed period: Pricing will remain firm and fixed for twelve (12) months  from date of award of the contract. 



Price protection: The contract prices are the maximum prices the contractor may charge.



PPI Price Escalation/De-escalation



DES reserves the right conduct an annual price escalation or de-escalation calculation using the U.S. Department of Labor ― Bureau of Labor Statistics Producer Price Index (PPI) Commodity Data, 1413― Seasonally Adjusted for Truck and Bus Bodies , within thirty (30) day of contract award anniversary date. DES will issue the contract amendment to reflect the new adjustment pricing. However, in the event a PPI-based adjustment that results in a price increase of greater than five percent (5%) per year above the original price offered DES will conduct an industrywide analysis prior to approval or denial of any increase greater than five percent (5%).  The annual price escalation/de-escalation is applicable based on the date the purchaser execute the purchase order.




PPI Point Change Calculation Formula




Price escalation/de-escalation will be based on dividing the PPI value for month of contract award year, by the PPI value for the following annual contract anniversary date of contract award. The percent adjustment will be applied to base vehicle price and all contract options (including deducts). Below is an example of how price escalation/de-escalation would be implemented. If lower pricing for similar quantities becomes effective for the contractor, purchasers must be given immediate benefit of such lower pricing. The contractor may also offer volume and promotional discounts.



Contractor agrees all the prices, terms, warranties, and benefits provided in this contract are comparable to or better than the terms presently being offered by the contractor to any other governmental entity purchasing similar quantities under similar terms. If, during the term of this contract, the contractor enters into contracts with other governmental entities providing greater benefits or more favorable terms than those provided by this contract, the contractor is obligated to provide the same to purchasers for subsequent purchases. DES will be notified of changes in contract pricing.

Contract extensions and price adjustments: Contractors may not make contract extensions contingent on price adjustments.



6. Miscellaneous expenses




Expenses related to day-to-day contract performance (including but not limited to travel, lodging, meals, and incidentals) will not be reimbursed to the contractor. However, DES recognizes that there may be occasions when the purchaser requires the bidder to travel. In such cases the purchaser must provide written pre-approval of such expenses on a case-by-case basis. Any such reimbursement will be at rates not to exceed the guidelines for state employees published by the Washington State Office of Financial Management set forth in the Washington State Administrative & Accounting Manual, and not to exceed expenses actually incurred.



7. Confidentiality and Proprietary Waiver




The state of Washington has a very robust public records act that is codified in statute RCW 42.56.  Further, DES believes that Washington’s citizens are served best when public contract records are immediately available for public inspection and public dissemination.  And, DES does not see any meaningful need for disclosure protections and safeguards for a contract of this type.  Therefore, no document involved with state of Washington, Department of Enterprise Services (DES) contract #04115 – Light Duty and Medium duty Cutaways will be deemed confidential, proprietary, or other similar term.  




As a condition of this contract, the Bidder/Awarded Contractor understands and agrees that the documents that make up the #04115 contract, whether known, unknown, or developed in the future are neither confidential or proprietary and may be immediately publically inspected or publically disseminated with no notice to Bidder/Awarded Contractor.



The state of Washington/DES recognizes that many businesses routinely mark documents as confidential, proprietary or similar term.  Should DES have in its possession or receive a document marked in this manner, Bidder/Awarded Contractor understands and agrees that it is an error by Bidder/Awarded Contractor that may be ignored by state of Washington/DES and does not require any notification to Bidder/Awarded Contractor, and Bidder/Awarded Contractor grants to state of Washington/DES a waiver to any disclosure protections and notifications and shall hold the state of Washington/DES harmless.




8. Management fee




The management fee must be included in the Category and Options Price Sheet. 



DES may, at its sole discretion, increase, decrease, or eliminate the Management Fee upon thirty (30) days written notice to Contractor.  For purposes of the management fee, the parties agree that the initial management fee of 0.074% was included in the submitted pricing.  Therefore, any increase or decrease of the Management Fee, shall be reflected in contract pricing commensurate with the adjustment.  



Contractor will provide DES with a Usage report detailing all Net Collected Amounts for the preceding quarter according to the table listed below, in accordance with the Sales and Subcontractors Report section of the contract.  DES will send an invoice each quarter, based on such report within 30 days after receipt. Payment of the DES Management Fee is due one month following Contractor's receipt of the invoice from DES.  See Usage, Invoice, and Remittance Table below.



Taxability (if applicable): In 2013, the WA Department of Revenue announced that if the underlying transaction requires sales tax then the DES Management Fee portion of the transaction is also subject to a sales tax.  However, when the DES Management Fee that is held in trust by the Contractor is remitted to DES, it is not taxed a second time. 



The state reserves the right to audit, or have a designated third party audit, applicable records to ensure that the state has been properly invoiced and all DES Management Fees have been paid. Failure to accurately report Usage, to submit a timely Usage report, or remit timely payment of the DES Management Fee may be cause for contract termination, the charging of interest or penalties, or the exercise of other remedies provided by law.



DES Management Fee payment from the Contractor to DES must reference the Contract number, work request number (if applicable), the name of the contractor as known to DES, the year and quarter for which the DES Management Fee is being remitted, and the DES invoice number.

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COMPLAINT, DEBRIEF AND PROTEST PROCEDURES



The following guidelines reflect revisions in state law from recent procurement-reform legislation in Washington. New policies for procurement protests and appeals were adopted by the Department of Enterprise Services (DES) in January 2013, by authority of Revised Code of Washington (RCW) 39.26.170.



1 COMPLAINT – PRE-SUBMISSION 



Criteria for a complaint




A formal complaint may be based only on one or more of the following grounds: 




A. The solicitation unnecessarily restricts competition;



B. The solicitation evaluation or scoring process is unfair or flawed;



C. The solicitation requirements are inadequate or insufficient to prepare a response.



Initiating a complaint




A complaint must:




A.  Be submitted to and received by the procurement coordinator at least five business days before the deadline for bid submission; and



B. Be in writing (see Form and Substance, and Other below).



A complaint should: 




A. Clearly articulate the basis of the complaint;



B. Include a proposed remedy.



Response




When a complaint is received, the procurement coordinator or his or her designee will consider all the facts available and respond in writing before the deadline for bid submissions, unless more time is needed.




DES must promptly post on WEBS its response to a complaint.  



Response is final



The procurement coordinator’s response to the complaint is final and not subject to administrative appeal, although the procurement coordinator may issue further clarification if needed. Issues raised in a complaint may not be raised again during the protest period.



2 Debrief Conference (Pre-condition of Protest)



Following announcement of the Apparent Successful Bidder:



Purpose of a debrief conference




Any bidder who has submitted a timely bid response may request a debrief conference (see Form and Substance, and Other below).  A debrief conference provides an opportunity for the bidder to meet with DES to discuss its bid and evaluation.



Requesting a debrief conference




The request for a debrief conference must be made in writing via email to the procurement coordinator and received within three business days after the announcement of the Apparent Successful Bidder.




Debrief conferences may be conducted either in person at the DES facility in Olympia, Wash., or by telephone, as determined by DES, and may be limited by DES to a specified period of time.




The failure of a bidder to request a debrief within the specified time and attend a debrief conference constitutes a waiver of the right to submit a protest.



3 Protest 



Following a debrief conference:



Criteria for a protest




A protest may be based only on one or more of the following: 




A. Bias, discrimination or conflict of interest on the part of an evaluator;




B. Error in computing evaluation scores;




C. Non-compliance with any procedures described in the solicitation document.



Initiating a protest




Any bidder may protest an award to the Apparent Successful Bidder.  A protest must:




A. Be submitted to and received by the DES-assigned investigator (if known), or otherwise by the procurement coordinator, within five business days after the protesting bidder’s debriefing conference (see Form and Substance, and Other below);



B. Be in writing;



C. Include a specific and complete statement of facts forming the basis of the protest;



D. Include a description of the relief or corrective action requested.



Protest response




After reviewing the protest and available facts, the DES-assigned investigator will issue a written response within 10 business days from receipt of the protest, unless additional time is needed, and in such event DES will notify the protesting bidder an estimate of the additional time needed.




Decision is final



The protest decision is final and not subject to administrative appeal, although the DES-assigned investigator may issue further clarification if needed.  




If the protesting bidder does not accept the agency protest response, the bidder may seek relief through the Superior Court of Thurston County, Wash.



4 Communication during Complaints, Debriefs and Protests 




All communications about a solicitation that is subject to a complaint or debrief must be addressed to the procurement coordinator.  All communications about a solicitation that is being protested must be coordinated through the DES-assigned investigator, if known; otherwise, to the procurement coordinator.



5 Form and Substance, and Other



All complaints, requests for debrief, and protest must:




A. Be in writing; 



B. Be signed by the complaining or protesting bidder or an authorized agent, unless sent by email;



C. Be delivered within the time frame(s) outlined herein;



D. Be sent to the appropriate individual within DES (see contact information below);




E. Identify the solicitation by DES number;



F. Conspicuously state “Complaint,” “Debrief” or “Protest” in any subject line of any correspondence or email;



G. Be sent to the address identified in the table below;



In addition, all complaints and protests must:




H. State all facts and arguments on which the complaining or protesting bidder is relying as the basis for its action; and



I. Include any relevant documentation or other supporting evidence.

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MASTER CONTRACT TERMS and CONDITIONS



This document consists of general provisions and terms for solicitations issued by the Washington State Department of Enterprise Services (DES). Should a term within this document conflict with a term in the main solicitation document, the latter will prevail.




1 Instructions to Bidders




1.1 Minority and Women’s Business Enterprises (MWBE) 




In accordance with the legislative findings and policies set forth in RCW 39.19, the State of Washington encourages participation in all of its contracts by minority and woman-owned businesses firms certified by the Office of Minority and Women’s Business Enterprises (OMWBE). While the state does not give preferential treatment, it does seek equitable representation from the minority and women’s business community. In addition, the state welcomes participation by self-identified minority and woman owned firms and strongly encourages such firms to become certified by OMWBE.




Participation may be either on a direct basis in response to this solicitation or as a subcontractor to a contractor. However, unless required by federal statutes, regulations, grants, or contract terms referenced in the original solicitation, no preference will be included in the evaluation of bids, no minimum level of MWBE participation is required as condition for receiving an award, and bids will not be evaluated, rejected or considered non-responsive on that basis. 



Any affirmative action requirements set forth in federal regulations or statutes included or referenced in the original solicitation will apply. Bidders are encouraged to contact OMWBE for information on becoming a certified firm as set forth in Washington Administrative Code (WAC) Chapters 326-02 and 326-20; or for information on other certified firms for potential sub-contracting arrangements. Nothing in this section is intended to prevent or discourage bidders from inviting participation from non-MWBE firms as well as MWBE firms. Prior to performance, an awarded bidder that is a MWBE or intends to use MWBE subcontractors is encouraged to identify the participating firm(s) to DES.




1.2 Bidder’s authorized representative 



Bidders must designate an authorized representative in the Bidder Profile appendix who will be the principal point of contact for DES for the duration of this solicitation process. 




1.3 Include all cost components in pricing 




Bidders must identify and include all elements of recurring and non-recurring costs in their pricing. Unless otherwise specified, this must include, but is not limited to, all administrative fees, maintenance, manuals, documentation, shipping charges, labor, travel, training, consultation services, wiring and supplies needed for the installation (including cost of all uncrating, disposal of shipping materials), set-up, testing and initial instruction to agency personnel, warranty work and maintenance of the products/services, handling charges such as packing, wrapping, bags, containers, reels; or the processing fees associated with the use of credit cards. 




Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event that market conditions, laws, regulations, or other unforeseen factors dictate, at DES’s sole discretion, additional charges may be allowed during the contract term. 



1.4 Equal or alternate



Bidders may bid a product or service that is an equal to what is specified in the solicitation. An “equal” for purposes of this solicitation is “an offer of materials, supplies, services and/or equipment that meets or exceeds the quality, performance, and use of the specifications identified in a solicitation.” DES reserves the right to determine whether the proposed materials, supplies or services are equal.




Bidders may not bid a product or service that is an “alternate” to those specified in the solicitation except as set out in this section. An “alternate” for purposes of this solicitation is “a substitute offer of materials, supplies, services and/or equipment that is not at least a functional equal in features, performance and use and which materially deviates from one or more of the specifications in a competitive solicitation.” Bidders may suggest alternates by providing a detailed description, supporting documentation, and any associated exceptions to the specifications to DES in writing at least five business days before the bid-due date. If the proposed alternate is determined by DES to be acceptable, DES will issue a solicitation amendment to notify potential bidders. Otherwise, any bid that does not meet minimum mandatory specifications may be deemed non-responsive.



1.5 Public records and exempt information



All documents submitted by bidders to DES as part of this procurement will become public records as defined by the Public Records Act, Revised Code of Washington (RCW) 42.56. DES will not disclose any documents submitted in response to this solicitation until after announcement of Apparent Successful Bidder(s).




In most cases, DES will not ask bidders to submit confidential materials. However, if a bidder chooses to submit such materials, it should read and understand the following:




· DES will maintain the confidentiality of bidder documents only if a bidder clearly and prominently marks them as “CONFIDENTIAL” or “PROPRIETARY” or “TRADE SECRET.”




· DES requires that any confidential or proprietary documents be submitted in a separate envelope(s) marked “CONFIDENTIAL” or “PROPRIETARY” or “TRADE SECRET.”  




· DES’s responsibility is limited to:




1. Taking reasonable steps to protect clearly marked documents; and 




2. Notifying a bidder of any public records request(s) for the documents




When a public records request seeks confidential or proprietary documents or trade secrets submitted by bidders following the procedures above, DES will:




· Notify the bidder: DES will identify the requestor and the date that DES will disclose the requested documents unless the bidder gets a court order directing DES to withhold them.




· Disclose the requested documents after giving bidder an opportunity to seek a court order barring disclosure




DES will NOT:




· Evaluate or defend a bidder’s claim of confidentiality. The bidder must defend its claim and take appropriate legal action to do so.




· Withhold or redact any document without a court order.




Questions about confidentiality or exemption to disclosure should be directed to the Procurement Coordinator named on the cover of the IFB or the DES public records office at (360) 407-8768.



1.6 In-state preference/Reciprocity



Pursuant to RCW 39.26, DES has established a schedule of price adjustments applicable against any bidders submitting responses from states which grant a preference to their own in-state businesses as identified in the Preference Table. The reciprocity adjustment is applied as follows. 



· These adjustments will be applied in formal sealed bid solicitations only.




· The business address from which the response was submitted will determine if an adjustment is to be applied. 




· The appropriate percentage will be added to each response bearing the address from a state with in-state preferences rather than subtracting a like amount from Washington state bidders.




· This action will be used only for evaluation. In no instance shall the increase be paid to a supplier whose response is accepted.



1.7 Withdrawal or modification of response



Bidders are liable for all errors or omissions contained in their responses.




a. Prior to response due date and time




Modification:
Mistakes in bids or proposals detected prior to the due date and time may be corrected by the bidder by withdrawing the original bid or proposal and submitting a corrected bid or proposal to DES before the due date and time. If there is not sufficient time prior to the due date and time to withdraw the original bid or proposal and submit a corrected bid or proposal, the bidder, or an authorized representative, may correct the mistake on the face of the original bid or proposal provided that the corrected bid or proposal is time stamped by DES upon resubmission prior to the due date and time. 




Withdrawal:
An authorized bidder representative is permitted to withdraw its response before the due date and time by submitting the withdrawal request in writing. Withdrawn responses will be returned unopened to the bidder.




b. After response due date and time




No modification:
If bidder mistakes in a bid or proposal are detected after due date and time, they may not be corrected.



Withdrawal:
If the bidder submits evidence in writing satisfactory to DES that a mistake has been made by the bidder in the calculation of its bid or proposal, DES may allow the bid or proposal to be withdrawn provided that the claim of mistake and supporting documentation is provided within three business days after the due date and time. Compliance with this section within the specified time limit shall relieve the bidder of forfeiture of its bid guarantee. If DES subsequently reissues the solicitation, the bidder having made the mistake may not participate in that solicitation.




Clarification:
DES reserves the right to contact bidder for clarification of response contents.




1.8 Legal notices 




Any notice or demand or other communication required or permitted to be given under the contract or applicable law (except notice of malfunctioning Equipment) will be effective only if it is in writing and signed by the applicable party, properly addressed, and either delivered in person, or by a recognized courier service, or deposited with the United States Postal Service as first-class mail, postage prepaid, certified mail, return receipt requested, via facsimile or by electronic mail, to the parties at the addresses and fax numbers, e-mail addresses provided in the Authorized Offer and Contract Signature Page below. For purposes of complying with any provision in the contract or applicable law that requires a “writing,” such communication, when digitally signed with a Washington State Licensed Certificate, shall be considered to be “in writing” or “written” to an extent no less than if it were in paper form. Notices will be effective upon receipt or four business days after mailing, whichever is earlier. The notice address as provided herein may be changed by written notice given as provided above.




In the event that a subpoena or other legal process commenced by a third party in any way concerning the Equipment or Services provided pursuant to the contract is served upon contractor or DES, such party agrees to notify the other party in the most expeditious fashion possible following receipt of such subpoena or other legal process. The contractor and DES further agree to cooperate with the other party in any lawful effort by the other party to contest the legal validity of such subpoena or other legal process commenced by a third party.




1.9 Liens, claims and encumbrances



All materials, equipment, supplies and/or services shall be free of all liens, claims, or encumbrances of any kind, and if DES or the purchaser requests, a formal release of same shall be delivered to the respective requestor.

"Agency" does not include the legislature but does include colleges, community colleges and universities who choose to participate in state contract(s).







				All-or-nothing award



				A method of award resulting from a competitive solicitation by which the purchaser will award all items to a single bidder. Also, a designation the bidder may use in its bid or response to indicate its offer is contingent up on full award and it will not accept a partial award.







				Alternate 



				A substitute offer of goods and services which is not at least a functional equal in features, performance and use and which materially deviates from one or more of the specifications in a competitive solicitation.







				Amendment



				A change to a legal document.




Solicitation: For the purposes of a solicitation document, an amendment shall be a unilateral change issued by DES, at its sole discretion.




Contract: An agreement between the parties to change the contract after it is fully signed by both parties. 				Contract administrator



				The individual authorized by DES who is responsible for administration of a contract.







				Contractor



				Individual, company, corporation, firm, or combination thereof with whom DES develops a contract for the procurement of materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment. It shall also include any subcontractor retained by contractor as permitted under the terms of the contract.







				Department of Enterprise Services (DES)



				An agency serving state government and the citizens of Washington.







				Equal 



				Materials, supplies, services and/or equipment that meets or exceeds the quality, performance and use of the specifications identified in a solicitation.







				Estimated useful life 



				The estimated time from the date of acquisition to the date of replacement or disposal, determined in any reasonable manner.







				Inspection



				An examination of delivered material, supplies, services, and/or equipment prior to Acceptance aimed at forming a judgment as to whether such delivered items are what was ordered, were properly delivered and ready for Acceptance. Inspection may include a high level visual examination or a more thorough detailed examination as is customary to the type of purchase, as set forth in the solicitation document and/or as agreed between the parties. Inspection shall be acknowledged by an authorized signature of the purchaser.

				Order document

3 Standard Terms & Conditions



3.1 Contract modifications 




DES reserves the right to modify the resulting contract (including but not limited to adding or deleting products, services, or delivery locations) by mutual agreement between DES and the contractor, so long as such modification is substantially within the scope of the original contract. Such modifications will be memorialized in a signed written document describing the agreed upon change including any terms and conditions required to support such change.




3.2 Contract administration



· State contract administrator




DES will appoint a single point of contact that will be the Contract Administrator for this contract and will provide contract oversight. The Contract Administrator will be the principal contact for the contractor for business activities under this contract. DES will notify contractor, in writing, when there is a new Contract Administrator assigned to this contract.



· Administration of term contract



DES may maintain contract information and pricing and make it available on DES’s web site. The contract prices are the maximum price contractor can charge. The contractor may also offer volume discounts to purchasers.



3.3 Contractor supervision and coordination 



Contractor shall:




a. Competently and efficiently supervise and coordinate the implementation and completion of all contract requirements specified herein. 




b. Identify the contractor’s Authorized Representative, who will be the principal point of contact for DES concerning contractor’s performance under this contract. 




c. Immediately notify the Contract Administrator in writing of any change of the designated Authorized Representative assigned to this contract. 




d. Be bound by all written communications given to or received from the contractor’s Authorized Representative.



Violation of any provision of this section may be considered a material breach establishing grounds for contract termination.




3.4 Post-award conference



The contractor may be required to attend a post-award conference scheduled by the Procurement Coordinator and/or the contract administrator to discuss contract performance requirements. The time and place of this conference will be scheduled following contract award.




3.5 Term contract management 




Upon award of a term contract, the contractor shall:




a. Review the impact of the award and take the necessary steps needed to ensure that contractual obligations will be fulfilled.




b. Promote and market the use of this contract to all authorized contract purchasers.




c. Ensure that those who endeavor to utilize this contract are authorized purchasers under this contract.




d. At no additional charge, assist purchasers in making the most cost effective, value based purchases which may include, but is not limited to:




· Having representatives available to provide information regarding products and services, including visiting the purchaser site if needed, and providing purchaser with materials/supplies/equipment recommendations.




· Providing purchasers with a detailed list of contract items including current contract pricing and part numbers.




The contractor shall designate a customer service representative who will be responsible for addressing purchaser issues including, but not limited to:




· Logging requests for service, ensuring repairs are completed in a timely manner, dispatching service technicians and processing warranty claim documentation.




· Providing purchasers with regular and timely status updates in the event of a delay in repair or order fulfillment.



· Acting as the lead and liaison between the manufacturer and purchaser in resolving warranty claims for contract items purchased.




3.6 Changes 




Alterations to any of the terms, conditions, or requirements of this contract shall only be effective upon written issuance of a mutually agreed contract amendment by DES. However, changes to point of contact information may be updated without the issuance of a mutually agreed contract amendment.



3.7 Statewide Payee Desk




Contractors must register with the Statewide Payee Desk, maintained by DES, in order to be paid for contract sales. Washington state agencies cannot make payments to a contractor until it is registered. Registration materials are available here: Receiving Payment from the State.



3.8 Contract usage report




The management fee will be based on total contract usage (sales), which must be reported quarterly by the contractor in the Contract Sales Reporting System.  DES will provide a login password and a vendor number.



For each report, contractor must identify every purchaser who has made purchases during the reporting period. The “Miscellaneous” option may be used only with prior approval by DES, and use of this option without prior approval by DES may be cause for contract termination. Refer sales reporting questions to the Contract Administrator.



Due date: Reports must be submitted electronically within 30 days after the end of the calendar quarter: no later than April 30, July 31, October 31 and January 31.




Failure to provide reports in accordance with the schedule above may be cause for contract termination.



3.9 Other required term contract reports 



DES may require the contractor to provide a detailed annual contract sales history report. This report, if requested, will include at a minimum, but is not limited to: product description, part number or other product identifier, per unit quantities sold, and contract price. This report must be provided to DES in an electronic format that can be read by MS Excel. Unless the solicitation specifies otherwise, all other required reports will be designed and approved by the parties by mutual agreement.



3.10 Common vendor-registration and bid-notification system



Contractor shall be registered in Washington’s Electronic Business Solution (WEBS), the state’s common vendor registration and bid notification system (www.ga.wa.gov/webs). Contractors already registered need not re-register. It is the sole responsibility of contractor to properly register and maintain an accurate vendor profile.



3.11 Contractor qualifications and requirements



DES reserves the right to require receipt of proof of compliance with any of the requirements in this section within 10 calendar days from the date of request, and to terminate this contract as a material breach for noncompliance with any requirement of this paragraph. Contractor shall maintain compliance with these requirements throughout the life of this contract.



a. Qualified and established business 




Prior to performance, or prior to that time if required by DES, law or regulation, contractor must be an established business with all required licenses, fees, bonding, facilities, equipment, and trained personnel necessary to meet all requirements and perform the work as specified in the solicitation.




b. Authorized Service Provider and Product Reseller certifications 




Upon request, contractor must provide evidence of its status as an authorized service provider or product reseller. contractor shall maintain its authorized service provider or product reseller status for the initial term and any extensions of the resulting contract. If this status is discontinued, this contract may be terminated. 



c. Dealer authorization (when applicable)




The contractor shall maintain dealer authorization from the manufacturer consistent with the requirements outlined in the original solicitation.




d. Personnel substitutions (when applicable)




If at contract award or any time thereafter, any named individual specifically identified in the response to work on this engagement is not available, DES reserves the right to approve or reject any personnel substitutions. 




e. Use of subcontractors (when applicable)




Prior to performance, contractor shall identify all subcontractors who will perform services in fulfillment of contract requirements. Additionally contractor may be required to identify contact information as well as federal tax identification number (TIN), and anticipated dollar value of each subcontract. 




DES reserves the right to approve or reject any and all subcontractors that identified by the contractor. Any subcontractors not listed in the bidder’s response, who are engaged by the contractor, must be pre-approved, in writing, by DES. 




Contractor agrees to be responsible for all actions of any subcontractors in the performance of this contract. The contractor shall be responsible to ensure that all requirements of the contract shall flow down to any and all subcontractors. In no event shall the existence of a Subcontract operate to release or reduce the liability of contractor to the state for any breach in the performance of the contractor’s duties.




f. Assignment




Contractor shall not assign or otherwise transfer its obligations or any claim arising under this contract without the prior written consent of DES. Such consent will not be unreasonably withheld. contractor shall provide a minimum of 30 calendar days advance notification of intent to assign or otherwise transfer its obligations under this contract. Violation of this provision may be considered a material breach and be grounds for contract termination. Assignment or transfer of contract shall not relieve the contractor from its responsibilities and obligations under the contract.




g. Contractor authority and infringement




Under this contract, contractor is authorized to sell only those materials, supplies, services and/or equipment as stated herein and allowed for by the contract provisions. contractor shall not misrepresent to purchasers that they have the contract authority to sell any other materials, supplies, services and/or equipment. Further, contractor may not intentionally infringe on other established state contracts. 




h. Hours of labor



In compliance with RCW 49.28, contractor agrees that no worker, laborer, or mechanic in the employ of the contractor or subcontractor shall be permitted or required to work more than eight (8) hours in any one calendar day, or forty (40) hours in any one calendar week. However, in cases of extraordinary emergency such as danger to life or property, the hours of work may be extended but in such cases the rate of pay for time employed in excess of the above shall be at the prevailing overtime rate of pay. Except, contracts will not require the payment of overtime rates for the first two hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours per day when the employer has obtained the employee’s agreement (as defined in WAC 296-127-022) to work a four-day, ten-hour work week.




i. Materials and workmanship




The contractor is required to furnish all materials, supplies, equipment and/or services necessary to perform contractual requirements. Materials, supplies, equipment and/or services used in the performance of this contract shall conform to all applicable federal, state, and local codes, regulations and requirements for such equipment, specifications contained herein, and the normal uses for which intended. Materials, supplies, and equipment shall be manufactured in accordance with the best commercial practices and standards for this type of materials, supplies, and equipment.




j. Best pricing




For the term of the contract, pricing for all  products will be no greater than the prices quoted in the bidder’s response. If, however, during the contract period lower prices and rates become effective through reduction in Manufacturer’s or contractor’s list prices, promotional discounts, or other circumstances, purchasers must be given immediate benefit of such lower prices and rates.



k. Mercury content and preference (when applicable)




Contractor shall provide mercury-free products when available. Should mercury-free products not exist, contractors shall provide products with the lowest mercury content available in meeting performance requirements. 



Contractor shall disclose products that contain added mercury and provide an explanation that includes the amount or concentration of mercury, and justification as to why added mercury is necessary for the function or performance of the product. The contractor is to provide any existing technical data pertaining to the addition of mercury or a mercury compound intentionally added to the product.




Contractor shall maintain compliance with these requirements throughout the life of this contract. DES reserves the right to require receipt of proof of compliance with within 10 calendar days from the date of request, and to terminate this contract as a material breach for noncompliance.




3.12 Ordering requirements




Contractor must ensure that Authorized purchasers can place orders against this contract either in person, electronically, facsimile or by phone. Once an order is issued, the following shall apply:




· Upon receipt of a purchase order the contractor must send written confirmation to the purchaser. 




· If requested, the contractor must supply purchaser with manufacturer’s list pricing or other documentation needed to verify contract pricing compliance.




· Contractor must notify purchaser of any surcharges or other price adjustments if applicable and as contract allows.




3.13 Delivery requirements




a. Delivery:




Contractor must ensure that delivery of goods will be made as required in the contract terms, the Purchase Order, or as otherwise mutually agreed in writing between the purchaser and contractor. The following apply to all deliveries:




· The contractor must deliver the goods during purchaser’s normal work hours and within contract time frames or as otherwise mutually agreed in writing between the purchaser and contractor at the time of order placement. 



· The contractor must verify specific working hours of individual purchasers and instruct carrier(s) to deliver accordingly.




· The purchaser may refuse shipment when delivered after normal working hours.




· Failure to comply with agreed upon delivery times may subject contractor to liquidated damages and/or other damages. 




· The acceptance of late delivery does not constitute a waiver of the requirements for the timely performance of any obligation remaining to be performed by contractor.




· The contractor must make all deliveries to the applicable delivery location as indicated in the contract or Purchase Order. 




· The contractor is responsible for verifying delivery conditions/requirements with the purchaser prior to the delivery. 




· When applicable, the contractor must take all necessary actions to safeguard items during inclement weather. 



· All packing lists, packages, instruction manuals, correspondence, shipping notices, shipping containers, and other written materials associated with this contract shall be identified by the contract identifier and the applicable purchaser’s order number. Packing lists shall be enclosed with each shipment and clearly identify all contents and any backorders.




· The contractor must not initiate performance prior to receipt of written or verbal authorization from authorized purchasers. Expenses incurred otherwise will be borne solely by the contractor.




b. Receipt of goods:




Inspection and rejection: The purchaser's inspection of all materials, supplies and equipment upon delivery is for the purpose of forming a judgment as to whether such delivered items are what was ordered, were properly delivered, and are ready for Acceptance. If applicable, the state reserves the right to independently test, at contractor’s expense, any product of questionable freshness, quality, or origin delivered against this contract. Such inspection shall not be construed as final acceptance, or as acceptance of the materials, supplies or equipment, if the materials, supplies or equipment does not conform to contractual requirements. 



If there are any apparent defects in the materials, supplies, or equipment at the time of delivery, the purchaser will promptly notify the contractor. At the purchaser’s option and without limiting any other rights, the purchaser may require the contractor to: 




· Repair or replace, at contractor's expense, any or all of the damaged goods. 




· Refund the price of any or all of the damaged goods.




· Accept the return of any or all of the damaged goods.




Alternatively and at the purchaser’s option, any possible damage to the product may be noted on the receiving report and the cost deducted from final payment. 




Acceptance: Acceptance shall be as specified in the contract or Purchase Order. In the event that there is a formal Acceptance Testing period required in the solicitation document then acceptance is formalized in writing. If there is no Acceptance Testing period required, Acceptance occurs when the  products are delivered and inspected.




c. Shipping and risk of loss: 




Unless the contract specifies otherwise, contractor shall ship all Goods freight prepaid, FOB purchaser’s destination. The method of shipment shall be consistent with the nature of the Goods and hazards of transportation. Regardless of FOB point, contractor agrees to bear all risks of loss, damage, or destruction of the Goods ordered hereunder that occurs prior to Delivery Date or Acceptance, whichever is applicable, except loss or damage attributable to purchaser’s fault or negligence; and such loss, damage, or destruction shall not release contractor from any obligation hereunder. After Delivery Date or Acceptance, whichever is applicable, the risk of loss or damage shall be borne by purchaser, except loss or damage attributable to contractor’s fault or negligence.




d. Site security: 




While on purchaser’s premises, contractor, its agents, employees, or subcontractors shall conform in all respects with physical, fire, or other security regulations.




e. Installation:




When applicable, installation shall be performed in a professional manner in accordance with industry standard best practices. The premises shall be left in a neat, clean, and undamaged condition. The state reserves the right to require contractor to repair any damage caused during installation or provide full compensation as determined by the state. 



f. Title to product (if applicable):




Upon Delivery or Acceptance, whichever is applicable, contractor shall convey to purchaser good title to the Goods free and clear of all liens, pledges, mortgages, encumbrances, or other security interests.




g. Labeling: 




Individual shipping cartons shall be labeled with the name of the purchaser, order number, contract number, contractor, state stock numbers. Where applicable, date of manufacture, batch number, storage requirements, conditions, and recommended shelf life shall also be included. 



h. Hazardous materials: 




Consistent with WAC 296-839, all manufacturers and distributors of hazardous substances, including any of the items listed in this contract, must include a complete material safety data sheet (MSDS) for each hazardous material. Additionally, each container of hazardous materials must be appropriately labeled with:




· The identity of the hazardous material,




· Appropriate hazard warnings, and




· Name and address of the chemical manufacturer, importer, or other responsible party




The Department of Labor and Industries may levy appropriate fines for noncompliance and agencies may withhold payment-pending receipt of a legible copy of MSDS. It should be noted that OSHA Form 20 is not acceptable in lieu of this requirement unless it is modified to include appropriate information relative to “carcinogenic ingredients” and “routes of entry” of the product(s) in question.




3.14 Treatment of assets




Title to all property furnished by DES and/or purchaser shall remain with DES and/or purchaser, as applicable. Any property of DES and/or purchaser furnished to the contractor shall, unless otherwise provided herein or approved by DES and/or purchaser, be used only for the performance of this contract.




The contractor shall be responsible for damages as a result of any loss or damage to property of DES and/or purchaser which results from the negligence of the contractor or which results from the failure on the part of the contractor to maintain, administer and protect that property in a reasonable manner and to the extent practicable in all instances.




If any DES and/or purchaser property is lost, destroyed, or damaged, the contractor shall immediately notify DES and/or purchaser and shall take all reasonable steps to protect the property from further damage.




The contractor shall surrender to DES and/or purchaser all property of DES and/or purchaser prior to settlement upon completion, termination, or cancellation of this contract.




Title to all property furnished by the contractor, the cost for which the contractor is entitled to be reimbursed as a direct item of cost under this contract, shall pass to and vest in the purchaser upon delivery of such property by the contractor and Acceptance by the purchaser. Title to other property, the cost of which is reimbursable to the contractor under this contract, shall pass to and vest in the purchaser upon (i) issuance for use of such property in the performance of this contract, or (ii) commencement of use of such property in the performance of this contract, or (iii) reimbursement of the cost thereof by the purchaser in whole or in part, whichever first occurs.




All reference to the contractor under this clause shall also include contractor's employees, agents or subcontractors.




3.15 Standard of quality/Consistency over term of contract



If, in the sole judgment of DES or the purchaser, any product is determined not to be equal, the purchaser may take any or all of the following actions:




· The Product may be returned at contractor’s expense and the purchaser reimbursed for any payments.




· The contract may be terminated without any liability to the State of Washington or purchaser.




3.16 Payment




a. Advance payment prohibited:




No advance payment shall be made for the  products and Services furnished by contractor under this contract. 




Notwithstanding the above, maintenance payments, if any, may be made on a quarterly basis at the beginning of each quarter.




b. Payment:




Payment is the sole responsibility of, and will be made by, the purchaser. 




Under Chapter 39.76 RCW , if purchaser fails to make timely payment(s), contractor may invoice for 1 percent per month on the amount overdue or a minimum of $1. Payment will not be considered late if a check or warrant is mailed within the time specified. If no terms are specified otherwise in the solicitation, net 30 days will automatically apply. 



Payment(s) made in accordance with contract terms shall fully compensate the contractor for all risk, loss, damages or expense of whatever nature and acceptance of payment shall constitute a waiver of all claims submitted by contractor.




Payment for materials, supplies and/or equipment received and for services rendered shall be made by purchaser and be redeemable in U.S. dollars. Unless otherwise specified, the purchaser’s sole responsibility shall be to issue this payment. Any bank or transaction fees or similar costs associated with currency exchange procedures or the use of purchasing/credit cards shall be fully assumed by the contractor.




Note: when the state has been overcharged or otherwise reimbursed, the purchaser may elect to have either direct payments or written credit memos issued. If the contractor fails to make timely payment(s) or issuance of credit memos, the purchaser may impose a 1% per month on the amount overdue 30 days after notice to the contractor.




c. Invoicing and discounts




Contractor must provide a properly completed invoice to purchaser. All invoices are to be delivered to the address indicated in the purchase order. 




Each invoice must be identified by the associated contract number; the contractor’s statewide vendor registration number assigned by the Washington State Office of Financial Management (OFM), the applicable purchaser’s order number, and must be in U.S. dollars. Invoices must be prominently annotated by the contractor with all applicable prompt payment and/or volume discount(s) and shipping charges unless otherwise specified in the solicitation. 



Invoices for payment will accurately reflect all discounts due the purchaser. Invoices will not be processed for payment, nor will the period of prompt payment discount commence, until receipt of a properly completed invoice denominated in U.S. dollars and until all invoiced items are received and satisfactory performance of contractor has been accepted by the purchaser. If an adjustment in payment is necessary due to damage or dispute, any prompt payment discount period shall commence on the date final approval for payment is authorized.



3.17 Taxes, fees and licenses 



a. Taxes




Where required by statute or regulation, the contractor shall pay for and maintain in current status all taxes that are necessary for contract performance. Unless otherwise indicated, the purchaser agrees to pay State of Washington taxes on all applicable materials, supplies, services and/or equipment purchased. No charge by the contractor shall be made for federal excise taxes and the purchaser agrees to furnish contractor with an exemption certificate where appropriate.




b. Collection of retail sales and use taxes



In general, contractors engaged in retail sales activities within the State of Washington are required to collect and remit sales tax to Department of Revenue (DOR). In general, out-of-state contractors must collect and remit “use tax” to Department of Revenue if the activity carried on by the seller in the State of Washington is significantly associated with contractor’s ability to establish or maintain a market for its products in Washington. Examples of such activity include where the contractor either directly or by an agent or other representative:




· Maintains an in-state office, distribution house, sales house, warehouse, service enterprise, or any other in-state place of business;




· Maintains an in-state inventory or stock of goods for sale;




· Regularly solicits orders from purchasers located within the State of Washington via sales representatives entering the State of Washington;




· Sends other staff into the State of Washington (e.g. product safety engineers, etc.) to interact with purchasers in an attempt to establish or maintain market(s); or




· Other factors identified in WAC 458-20.




c. Department of Revenue registration for out-of-state contractors



Out-of-state contractors meeting any of the above criteria must register and establish an account with the Department of Revenue. Refer to WAC 458-20-193, and call the Department of Revenue at 800-647-7706 for additional information. When out-of-state contractors are not required to collect and remit “use tax,” purchasers located in the State of Washington are responsible for paying this tax, if applicable, directly to the Department of Revenue.




d. Fees/Licenses




After award of contract, and prior to commencing performance under the contract, the contractor shall pay for and maintain in a current status any licenses, fees, assessments, permit charges, etc., which are necessary for contract performance. It is the contractor's sole responsibility to maintain licenses and to monitor and determine any changes or the enactment of any subsequent regulations for said fees, assessments, or charges and to immediately comply with said changes or regulations during the entire term of this contract.




e. Customs/Brokerage Fees




Contractor shall take all necessary actions, including, but not limited to, paying all customs, duties, brokerage, and/or import fees, to ensure that materials, supplies, and/or equipment purchased under the contract are expedited through customs. Failure to do so may subject contractor to liquidated damages as identified herein and/or to other remedies available by law or contract. Neither DES nor the purchaser will incur additional costs related to contractor’s payment of such fees.




f. Taxes on invoice




Contractor shall calculate and enter the appropriate state and local sales tax on all invoices. Tax is to be computed on new items after deduction of any trade-in in accordance with WAC 458-20-247.




g. Ferry vessel exemption(if applicable)



Orders for tangible personal property which become a component part of ferry vessels of the State of Washington or local government units in the State of Washington are exempt from use tax under RCW 82.12.0279.




h. Minority and Women’s Business Enterprise (MWBE) participation



With each invoice for payment and within 30 days of purchaser's request, contractor shall provide purchaser an Affidavit of Amounts Paid. The Affidavit of Amounts Paid shall either state that contractor still maintains its MWBE certification, or state that its Subcontractor(s) still maintain(s) its/their MWBE certification(s) and specify the amounts paid to each certified MWBE subcontractor under this contract. contractor shall maintain records supporting the Affidavit of Amounts Paid in accordance with this contract’s Retention of Records section.



i. Overpayments to contractor



Contractor shall refund to purchaser the full amount of any erroneous payment or overpayment under this contract within 30 days’ written notice. If contractor fails to make timely refund, purchaser may charge contractor 1 percent per month on the amount due, until paid in full.




j. Contractor expenses (if applicable)



Purchaser shall reimburse contractor for travel and other expenses as identified in this contract, or as authorized in writing, in advance by purchaser in accordance with the then-current rules and regulations set forth in the Washington State Administrative and Accounting Manual (http://www.ofm.wa.gov/policy/default.asp). contractor shall provide a detailed itemization of expenses, including description, amounts and dates, and receipts for amounts of fifty dollars ($50) or more when requesting reimbursement.




The amount reimbursed to contractor is included in calculating the total amount spent under this contract.



k. Audits



The state reserves the right to audit, or have a designated third party audit, applicable records to ensure that the state has been properly invoiced. Any remedies and penalties allowed by law to recover monies determined owed will be enforced. Repetitive instances of incorrect invoicing may be considered complete cause for contract termination.




3.18 Quality assurance 




a. Right of inspection




Contractor shall provide right of access to its facilities to DES, or any of DES’s officers, or to any other authorized agent or official of the State of Washington or the federal government, at all reasonable times, in order to monitor and evaluate performance, compliance, and/or quality assurance under this contract.




b. Contractor commitments, warranties and representations



Any written commitment by contractor within the scope of this contract shall be binding upon contractor. Failure of contractor to fulfill such a commitment may constitute breach and shall render contractor liable for damages under the terms of this contract. For purposes of this section, a commitment by contractor includes: (i) Prices, discounts, and options committed to remain in force over a specified period of time; and (ii) any warranty or representation made by contractor in its bid or contained in any contractor or manufacturer publications, written materials, schedules, charts, diagrams, tables, descriptions, other written representations, and any other communication medium accompanying or referred to in its bid or used to effect the sale to purchaser.




c. Warranties




Contractor warrants that all materials, supplies, services and/or equipment provided under this contract shall be fit for the purpose(s) for which intended, for merchantability, and shall conform to the requirements and specifications herein. Acceptance of any materials, supplies, service and/or equipment, and inspection incidental thereto, by the purchaser shall not alter or affect the obligations of the contractor or the rights of the purchaser.




d. Date warranty




Contractor warrants that all  products provided under this contract: (i) do not have a life expectancy limited by date or time format; (ii) will correctly record, store, process, and present calendar dates; (iii) will lose no functionality, data integrity, or performance with respect to any date; and (iv) will be interoperable with other software used by purchaser that may deliver date records from the  products, or interact with date records of the  products (“Date Warranty”). In the event a Date Warranty problem is reported to contractor by purchaser and such problem remains unresolved after three calendar days, at purchaser’s discretion, contractor shall send, at contractor’s sole expense, at least one (1) qualified and knowledgeable representative to purchaser’s premises. This representative will continue to address and work to remedy the failure, malfunction, defect, or nonconformity on purchaser’s premises. This Date Warranty shall last perpetually. In the event of a breach of any of these representations and warranties, contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless purchaser from and against any and all harm, injury, damages, costs, and expenses incurred by purchaser arising out of said breach.



e. Cost of remedy




Cost of remedying defects: All defects, indirect and consequential costs of correcting, removing or replacing any or all of the defective materials or equipment will be charged against the contractor.




3.19 Information and communications



a. Advertising




Contractor shall not publish or use any information concerning this contract in any format or media for advertising or publicity without prior written consent from DES.




b. Retention of records




The contractor shall maintain all books, records, documents, data and other evidence relating to this contract and the provision of materials, supplies, services and/or equipment described herein, including, but not limited to, accounting procedures and practices which sufficiently and properly reflect all direct and indirect costs of any nature expended in the performance of this contract. contractor shall retain such records for a period of six (6) years following the date of final payment. At no additional cost, these records, including materials generated under the contract, shall be subject at all reasonable times to inspection, review, or audit by DES, personnel duly authorized by DES, the Washington State Auditor’s Office, and federal and state officials so authorized by law, regulation or agreement.




If any litigation, claim or audit is started before the expiration of the six (6) year period, the records shall be retained until final resolution of all litigation, claims, or audit findings involving the records.




c. Proprietary or confidential information



To the extent consistent with Chapter 42.56 RCW, the Public Disclosure Act, DES shall maintain the confidentiality of contractor’s information marked confidential or proprietary. If a request is made to view contractor’s proprietary information, DES will notify contractor of the request and of the date that the records will be released to the requester unless contractor obtains a court order enjoining that disclosure. If contractor fails to obtain the court order enjoining disclosure, DES will release the requested information on the date specified.




The state’s sole responsibility shall be limited to maintaining the above data in a secure area and to notify contractor of any request(s) for disclosure for so long as DES retains contractor’s information in DES records. Failure to so label such materials or failure to timely respond after notice of request for public disclosure has been given shall be deemed a waiver by contractor of any claim that such materials are exempt from disclosure.



d. Non-endorsement and publicity




Neither DES nor the purchasers are endorsing the contractor’s  products or Services, nor suggesting that they are the best or only solution to their needs. contractor agrees to make no reference to DES, any purchaser or the State of Washington in any literature, promotional material, brochures, sales presentation or the like, regardless of method of distribution, without the prior review and express written consent of DES.



e. Ownership/rights in data




Purchaser and contractor agree that all data and work products (collectively called “work product”) produced pursuant to this contract shall be considered work made for hire under the U.S. Copyright Act, 17 U.S.C. §101 et seq, and shall be owned by purchaser. Contractor is hereby commissioned to create the work product. Work product includes, but is not limited to, discoveries, formulas, ideas, improvements, inventions, methods, models, processes, techniques, findings, conclusions, recommendations, reports, designs, plans, diagrams, drawings, software, databases, documents, pamphlets, advertisements, books, magazines, surveys, studies, computer programs, films, tapes, and/or sound reproductions, to the extent provided by law. Ownership includes the right to copyright, patent, register and the ability to transfer these rights and all information used to formulate such work product.




If for any reason the work product would not be considered a work made for hire under applicable law, contractor assigns and transfers to purchaser the entire right, title and interest in and to all rights in the work product and any registrations and copyright applications relating thereto and any renewals and extensions thereof.




Contractor shall execute all documents and perform such other proper acts as purchaser may deem necessary to secure for purchaser the rights pursuant to this section.




Contractor shall not use or in any manner disseminate any work product to any third party, or represent in any way contractor ownership in any work product, without the prior written permission of purchaser. Contractor shall take all reasonable steps necessary to ensure that its agents, employees, or subcontractors shall not copy or disclose, transmit or perform any Work Product or any portion thereof, in any form, to any third party.




Material that is delivered under this contract, but that does not originate there from (“preexisting material”), shall be transferred to purchaser with a nonexclusive, royalty-free, irrevocable license to publish, translate, reproduce, deliver, perform, display, and dispose of such preexisting material, and to authorize others to do so except that such license shall be limited to the extent to which contractor has a right to grant such a license. contractor shall exert all reasonable effort to advise purchaser at the time of delivery of preexisting material furnished under this contract, of all known or potential infringements of publicity, privacy or of intellectual property contained therein and of any portion of such document which was not produced in the performance of this contract. contractor agrees to obtain, at its own expense, express written consent of the copyright holder for the inclusion of preexisting material. Purchaser shall receive prompt written notice of each notice or claim of copyright infringement or infringement of other intellectual property right worldwide received by contractor with respect to any preexisting material delivered under this contract. purchaser shall have the right to modify or remove any restrictive markings placed upon the preexisting material by contractor.



f. Protection of confidential and personal information



Contractor acknowledges that some of the material and information that may come into its possession or knowledge in connection with this contract or its performance may consist of information that is exempt from disclosure to the public or other unauthorized persons under either Chapter 42.56 RCW or other state or federal statutes (“confidential information”). Confidential information includes, but is not limited to, names, addresses, Social Security numbers, e-mail addresses, telephone numbers, financial profiles, credit card information, driver’s license numbers, medical data, law enforcement records, agency source code or object code, agency security data, etc or information identifiable to an individual that relates to any of these types of information. contractor agrees to hold confidential information in strictest confidence and not to make use of confidential information for any purpose other than the performance of this contract, to release it only to authorized employees or subcontractors requiring such information for the purposes of carrying out this contract, and not to release, divulge, publish, transfer, sell, disclose, or otherwise make the information known to any other party without purchaser’s express written consent or as provided by law. Contractor agrees to release such information or material only to employees or subcontractors who have signed a non-disclosure agreement, the terms of which have been previously approved by purchaser. contractor agrees to implement physical, electronic, and managerial safeguards to prevent unauthorized access to Confidential Information. 




“Personal information” including, but not limited to, “protected health information” (PHI) under the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA), individuals’ names, addresses, phone numbers, birth dates, and social security numbers collected, used, or acquired in connection with this contract shall be protected against unauthorized use, disclosure, modification or loss. 



HIPAA establishes national minimum standards for the use and disclosure of certain health information. The contractor must comply with all HIPAA requirements and rules when determined applicable by the purchaser. If purchaser determines that (1) purchaser is a “covered entity” under HIPAA, and that (2) contractor will perform “business associate” services and activities covered under HIPAA, then at purchaser’s request, contractor agrees to execute purchaser’s business associate contract in compliance with HIPAA.




Contractor shall ensure its directors, officers, employees, subcontractors or agents use personal information solely for the purposes of accomplishing the services set forth herein. Contractor and its subcontractors agree not to release, divulge, publish, transfer, sell or otherwise make known to unauthorized persons personal information without the express written consent of the agency or as otherwise required by law.




Any breach of this provision may result in termination of the contract and demand for return of all personal information. The contractor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the State of Washington and the purchaser for any damages related to both: (1) the contractor’s unauthorized use of personal information and (2) the unauthorized use of personal information by unauthorized persons as a result of contractor’s failure to sufficiently protect against unauthorized use, disclosure, modification, or loss.




Contractor shall maintain a log documenting the following: the confidential information received in the performance of this contract; the purpose(s) for which the confidential information was received; who received, maintained and used the confidential information; and the final disposition of the confidential information. Contractor’s records shall be subject to inspection, review or audit in accordance with records-retention law.




Purchaser reserves the right to monitor, audit, or investigate the use of confidential information collected, used, or acquired by contractor through this contract. The monitoring, auditing, or investigating may include, but is not limited to, salting databases.




Violation of this section by contractor or its subcontractors may result in termination of this contract and demand for return of all confidential information, monetary damages, or penalties.




Immediately upon expiration or termination of this contract, contractor shall, at purchaser’s option: (i) certify to purchaser that contractor has destroyed all confidential information; or (ii) return all confidential information to purchaser; or (iii) take whatever other steps purchaser requires of contractor to protect purchaser’s confidential information.



3.20 General Provisions



a. Governing law and venue




This contract shall be construed and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of Washington, and the venue of any action brought hereunder shall be in the Superior Court for Thurston County.




b. Severability




Severability: If any provision of this contract or any provision of any document incorporated by reference shall be held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the other provisions of this contract that can be given effect without the invalid provision, and to this end the provisions of this contract are declared to be severable.




c. Survivorship




All transactions executed for  products and Services provided pursuant to the authority of this contract shall be bound by all of the terms, conditions, Prices and Price discounts set forth herein, notwithstanding the expiration of the initial term of this contract or any extension thereof. Further, the terms, conditions and warranties contained in this contract that by their sense and context are intended to survive the completion of the performance, cancellation or termination of this contract shall so survive. In addition, the terms of the sections titled Overpayments to contractor; Ownership/Rights in Data; contractor’s Commitments, Warranties and Representations; Protection of purchaser’s Confidential Information; Section Headings, Publicity; Retention of Records; Patent and Copyright Indemnification; contractor’s Proprietary Information; Disputes; and Limitation of Liability shall survive the termination of this contract.




d. Independent status of contractor




In the performance of this contract, the parties will be acting in their individual, corporate or governmental capacities and not as agents, employees, partners, joint ventures, or associates of one another. The parties intend that an independent contractor relationship will be created by this contract. The employees or agents of one party shall not be deemed or construed to be the employees or agents of the other party for any purpose whatsoever. contractor shall not make any claim of right, privilege or benefit which would accrue to an employee under Chapter 41.06 RCW, or Title 51 RCW.



e. Gifts and gratuities




Contractor shall comply with all state laws regarding gifts and gratuities, including but not limited to: RCW 39.26 , RCW 42.52.150, RCW 42.52.160, and RCW 42.52.170 under which it is unlawful for any person to directly or indirectly offer, give or accept gifts, gratuities, loans, trips, favors, special discounts, services, or anything of economic value in conjunction with state business or contract activities. 



Under RCW 39.26 and the Ethics in Public Service Law, Chapter 42.52 RCW, state officers and employees are prohibited from receiving, accepting, taking or seeking gifts (except as permitted by RCW 42.52.150) if the officer or employee participates in contractual matters relating to the purchase of goods or services.



f. Immunity and hold harmless



To the fullest extent permitted by law, contractor shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless state, agencies of state and all officials, agents and employees of state (the “Indemnified Parties”), from and against all claims for bodily injury, death or damage to property. Contractor's obligation to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless includes any claim by contractor’s agents, employees, representatives, or any subcontractor or its employees.




Contractor expressly agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Indemnified Parties for any claim arising out of or incident to contractor's or any subcontractor's performance or failure to perform the contract. Contractor shall be required to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Indemnified Parties only to the extent claim is caused in whole or in part by negligent, reckless or willful acts or omissions of contractor, its agents, employees, representatives, or any subcontractor or its employees.




Contractor waives its immunity under Title 51 to the extent it is required to indemnify, defend and hold harmless state and its agencies, officials, agents or employees.




g. Personal liability




It is agreed by and between the parties hereto that in no event shall any official, officer, employee or agent of the State of Washington when executing their official duties in good faith, be in any way personally liable or responsible for any agreement herein contained whether expressed or implied, nor for any statement or representation made herein or in any connection with this agreement.




3.21 Insurance 




The following are general insurance provisions for the State of Washington. Additional requirements specific to a good/service may be detailed elsewhere in a solicitation or its appendices.




a. General requirements




Contractor shall, at its own expense, obtain and keep in force insurance as follows until completion of the contract. Upon request, contractor shall furnish evidence in the form of a certificate of insurance satisfactory to the State of Washington that insurance, in the following kinds and minimum amounts, has been secured. Failure to provide proof of insurance, as required, will result in contract cancellation.




Contractor shall include all subcontractors as insureds under all required insurance policies, or shall furnish separate Certificates of Insurance and endorsements for each subcontractor. Subcontractor(s) must comply fully with all insurance requirements stated herein. Failure of subcontractor(s) to comply with insurance requirements does not limit contractor’s liability or responsibility.




All insurance provided in compliance with this contract shall be primary as to any other insurance or self-insurance programs afforded to or maintained by the state.



b. Specific requirements




Employer’s Liability (Stop Gap): The contractor will at all times comply with all applicable workers’ compensation, occupational disease, and occupational health and safety laws, statutes, and regulations to the full extent applicable and will maintain Employers Liability insurance with a limit of no less than $1,000,000.00. The State of Washington will not be held responsible in any way for claims filed by the contractor or their employees for services performed under the terms of this contract.




Commercial General Liability Insurance: The contractor shall at all times during the term of this contract, carry and maintain commercial general liability insurance and if necessary, commercial umbrella insurance for bodily injury and property damage arising out of services provided under this contract. This insurance shall cover such claims as may be caused by any act, omission, or negligence of the contractor or its officers, agents, representatives, assigns, or servants.




The insurance shall also cover bodily injury, including disease, illness and death, and property damage arising out of the contractor’s premises/operations, independent contractors, products/completed operations, personal injury and advertising injury, and contractual liability (including the tort liability of another assumed in a business contract), and contain separation of insured’s (cross liability) conditions.




Contractor waives all rights against the State of Washington for the recovery of damages to the extent they are covered by general liability or umbrella insurance.




The limits of liability insurance shall not be less than as follows:

c. Business Auto Policy (BAP)



In the event that services delivered pursuant to this contract involve the use of vehicles, or the transportation of clients, automobile liability insurance shall be required. The coverage provided shall protect against claims for bodily injury, including illness, disease, and death; and property damage caused by an occurrence arising out of or in consequence of the performance of this service by the contractor, subcontractor, or anyone employed by either.




Contractor shall maintain business auto liability and, if necessary, commercial umbrella liability insurance with a combined single limit not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence. The business auto liability shall include Hired and Non-Owned coverage.




Contractor waives all rights against the State of Washington for the recovery of damages to the extent they are covered by business auto liability or commercial umbrella liability insurance.




d. Additional insurance provisions



All above insurance policies shall include, but not be limited to, the following provisions:




Additional insured:




The State of Washington and all authorized purchasers shall be named as an additional insured on all general liability, umbrella, excess, and property insurance policies. All policies shall be primary over any other valid and collectable insurance.




Notice of policy cancellation/Non-renewal:




For insurers subject to Chapter 48.18 RCW (admitted and regulated by the Washington State Insurance Commissioner) a written notice shall be given to the director of purchasing or designee 45 calendar days prior to cancellation or any material change to the policy as it relates to this contract. Written notice shall include the affected contract reference number.



e. Surplus lines




For insurers subject to Chapter 48.15 RCW (Surplus Lines) a written notice shall be given to the director of purchasing or designee 20 calendar days prior to cancellation or any material change to the policy(ies) as it relates to this contract. Written notice shall include the affected contract reference number.




Cancellation for non-payment of premium:




If cancellation on any policy is due to non-payment of premium, a written notice shall be given the director of purchasing or designee 10 calendar days prior to cancellation. Written notice shall include the affected contract reference number.




Identification:




Policies and certificates of insurance shall include the affected contract reference number.



f. Insurance carrier rating




The insurance required above shall be issued by an insurance company authorized to do business within the State of Washington. Insurance is to be placed with a carrier that has a rating of A- Class VII or better in the most recently published edition of Best’s Reports. Any exception must be reviewed and approved by the Risk Manager for the State of Washington, by submitting a copy of the contract and evidence of insurance before contract commencement. If an insurer is not admitted, all insurance policies and procedures for issuing the insurance policies must comply with Chapter 48.15 RCW and Chapter 284-15 WAC .




g. Excess coverage




The limits of all insurance required to be provided by the contractor shall be no less than the minimum amounts specified. However, coverage in the amounts of these minimum limits shall not be construed to relieve the contractor from liability in excess of such limits.



h. Limit adjustments




The state reserves the right to increase or decrease limits as appropriate.




3.22 Industrial Insurance Coverage 




The contractor shall comply with the provisions of Title 51 RCW Industrial Insurance. If the contractor fails to provide industrial insurance coverage or fails to pay premiums or penalties on behalf of its employees as may be required by law, DES may terminate this contract. This provision does not waive any of the Washington State Department of Labor and Industries (L&I) rights to collect from the contractor.




3.23 Nondiscrimination 




During the performance of this contract, the contractor shall comply with all applicable federal and state nondiscrimination laws, regulations and policies, including, but not limited to, Title VII of the Civil Rights Act, 42 U.S.C. section 12101 et. seq.; the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA); and, Chapter 49.60 RCW, Discrimination – Human Rights Commission.




3.24 OSHA and WISHA requirements 




Contractor agrees to comply with conditions of the federal Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) and, if manufactured or stored in the State of Washington, the Washington Industrial Safety and Health Act (WISHA) and the standards and regulations issued thereunder, and certifies that all items furnished and purchased will conform to and comply with said laws, standards and regulations. Contractor further agrees to indemnify and hold harmless DES and purchaser from all damages assessed against purchaser as a result of contractor’s failure to comply with those laws, standards and regulations, and for the failure of the items furnished under the contract to so comply.




3.25 Antitrust 




The state maintains that, in actual practice, overcharges resulting from antitrust violations are borne by the purchaser. Therefore, the contractor hereby assigns to the State of Washington any and all of the contractor’s claims for such price fixing or overcharges which arise under federal or state antitrust laws, relating to the materials, supplies, services and/or equipment purchased under this contract.




3.26 Waiver 




Failure or delay of DES or purchaser to insist upon the strict performance of any term or condition of the contract or to exercise any right or remedy provided in the contract or by law; or DES’s or purchaser’s acceptance of or payment for materials, supplies, services and/or equipment, shall not release the contractor from any responsibilities or obligations imposed by this contract or by law, and shall not be deemed a waiver of any right of DES or purchaser to insist upon the strict performance of the entire agreement by the contractor. In the event of any claim for breach of contract against the contractor, no provision of this contract shall be construed, expressly or by implication, as a waiver by DES or purchaser of any existing or future right and/or remedy available by law.



3.27 Disputes and remedies



a. Problem resolution and disputes



Problems arising out of the performance of this contract shall be resolved in a timely manner at the lowest possible level with authority to resolve such problem. If a problem persists and cannot be resolved, it may be escalated within each organization. 




In the event a bona fide dispute concerning a question of fact arises between DES or the purchaser and contractor and it cannot be resolved between the parties through the normal problem escalation processes, either party may initiate the dispute resolution procedure provided herein.. The dispute shall be handled by a Dispute Resolution Panel in the following manner. Each party to this contract shall appoint one member to the Panel. These two appointed members shall jointly appoint an additional member. The Dispute Resolution Panel shall review the facts, contract terms and applicable statutes and rules and make a determination of the dispute as quickly as reasonably possible. The determination of the Dispute Resolution Panel shall be final and binding on the parties hereto. DES and/or purchaser and contractor agree that, the existence of a dispute notwithstanding, they will continue without delay to carry out all their respective responsibilities under this contract that are not affected by the dispute.




In the event a bona fide dispute concerning a question of fact arises between DES or the purchaser and contractor and it cannot be resolved between the parties through the normal escalation processes, either party may initiate the dispute resolution procedure provided herein.




The initiating party shall reduce its description of the dispute to writing and deliver it to the responding party. The responding party shall respond in writing within three business days. The initiating party shall have three business days to review the bid. If after this review a resolution cannot be reached, both parties shall have three business days to negotiate in good faith to resolve the dispute.




If the dispute cannot be resolved after three business days, a Dispute Resolution Panel may be requested in writing by either party who shall also identify the first panel member. Within three business days of receiving the request, the other party will designate a panel member. Those two panel members will appoint a third individual to the Dispute Resolution Panel within the next three business days.




The Dispute Resolution Panel will review the written descriptions of the dispute, gather additional information as needed, and render a decision on the dispute in the shortest practical time.




Each party shall bear the cost for its panel member and share equally the cost of the third panel member.




Both parties agree to be bound by the determination of the Dispute Resolution Panel. 




Both parties agree to exercise good faith in dispute resolution and to settle disputes prior to using a Dispute Resolution Panel whenever possible.




DES, the purchaser and contractor agree that, the existence of a dispute notwithstanding, they will continue without delay to carry out all their respective responsibilities under this contract that are not affected by the dispute.




If the subject of the dispute is the amount due and payable by purchaser for materials, supplies, services and/or equipment being provided by contractor, contractor shall continue providing materials, supplies, services and/or equipment pending resolution of the dispute provided purchaser pays contractor the amount purchaser, in good faith, believes is due and payable, and places in escrow the difference between such amount and the amount contractor, in good faith, believes is due and payable.



b. Administrative suspension




When it in the best interest of the state, DES may at any time, and without cause, suspend the contract or any portion thereof for a period of not more than 30 calendar days per event by written notice from DES to the contractor’s Representative. contractor shall resume performance on the next business day following the 30th day of suspension unless an earlier resumption date is specified in the notice of suspension. If no resumption date was specified in the notice of suspension, the contractor can be demanded and required to resume performance within the  30-day suspension period by DES providing the contractor’s Representative with written notice of such demand.




c. Force majeure




The term “force majeure” means an occurrence that is beyond the control of the party affected and could not have been avoided by exercising reasonable diligence. Force majeure shall include acts of war, riots, strikes, fire, floods, windstorms, epidemics or other similar occurrences.




Exceptions: Except for payment of sums due, neither party shall be liable to the other or deemed in breach under this contract if, and to the extent that, such party's performance of this contract is prevented by reason of force majeure.




Notification: If either party is delayed by force majeure, said party shall provide written notification within 48 hours. The notification shall provide evidence of the force majeure to the satisfaction of the other party. Such delay shall cease as soon as practicable and written notification of same shall likewise be provided. So far as consistent with the Rights Reserved below, the time of completion shall be extended by contract amendment for a period of time equal to the time that the results or effects of such delay prevented the delayed party from performing in accordance with this contract.




Rights reserved: DES reserves the right to authorize an amendment to this contract, terminate the contract, and/or purchase materials, supplies, equipment and/or services from the best available source during the time of force majeure, and contractor shall have no recourse against the state.




d. Alternative dispute resolution fees and costs



In the event that the parties engage in arbitration, mediation or any other alternative dispute resolution forum to resolve a dispute in lieu of litigation, both parties shall share equally in the cost of the alternative dispute resolution method, including cost of mediator or arbitrator. In addition, each party shall be responsible for its own attorneys’ fees incurred as a result of the alternative dispute resolution method.



e. Non-exclusive remedies



The remedies provided for in this contract shall not be exclusive but are in addition to all other remedies available under law.



3.28 Liquidated damages 




a. Liquidated damages - General




DES and or the purchasers and the contractor agree that the liquidated damages provisions in the contract are a reasonable forecast of the actual damages that would be suffered by the purchaser in the event of contractor’s nonperformance, that such liquidated damages are not a penalty but represent the reasonable compensation due purchaser in the event of a breach, and that such liquidated damages will be assessed as set forth herein.




Any delay by contractor in meeting the Delivery Date, Installation Date, maintenance or repair date, or other applicable date set forth in this contract will interfere with the proper implementation of purchaser’s programs and will result in loss and damage to purchaser.




As it would be impracticable to fix the actual damage sustained in the event of any such failure(s) to perform, purchaser and contractor agree that in the event of any such failure(s) to perform, the amount of damage which will be sustained will be the amount set forth in the following subsections and the parties agree that contractor shall pay such amounts as liquidated damages and not as a penalty.




Liquidated damages provided under the terms of this contract are subject to the same limitations as provided in the section titled Limitation of Liability.




b. Limitation of liability




The parties agree that neither contractor, DES nor purchaser shall be liable to each other, regardless of the form of action, for consequential, incidental, indirect, or special damages except a claim related to bodily injury or death, or a claim or demand based on patent, copyright, or other intellectual property right infringement, in which case liability shall be as set forth elsewhere in this contract. This section does not modify any sections regarding liquidated damages or any other conditions as are elsewhere agreed to herein between the parties. The damages specified in the sections titled Termination for Default and Retention of Records are not consequential, incidental, indirect, or special damages as that term is used in this section.




The contractor, DES and purchaser are not liable for damages arising from causes beyond their reasonable control and without their fault or negligence. Such causes may include, but are not restricted to, acts of the public enemy, acts of a governmental body other than DES or the purchaser acting in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, war, explosions, fires, floods, earthquakes, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, freight embargoes, and unusually severe weather; but in every case the delays must be beyond the reasonable control and without fault or negligence of the contractor, DES or the purchaser, or their respective subcontractors.




If delays are caused by a subcontractor without its fault or negligence, contractor shall not be liable for damages for such delays, unless the services to be performed were obtainable on comparable terms from other sources in sufficient time to permit contractor to meet its required performance schedule.




Neither party shall be liable for personal injury to the other party or damage to the other party’s property except personal injury or damage to property proximately caused by such party’s respective fault or negligence.



c. Federal funding (if applicable)



In the event that a federally funded acquisition results from this procurement, the contractor may be required to provide additional information (free of charge) at the request of DES or purchaser. Further, the contractor may be subject to those federal requirements specific to the commodity.



d. Federal restrictions on lobbying (if applicable)



Contractor certifies that under the requirements of Lobbying Disclosure Act, 2 U.S.C., Section 1601 et seq., no federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid, by or on behalf of the contractor, to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a member of Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a member of Congress in connection with the awarding of any federal contract, the making of any federal grant, the making of any federal loan, the entering into of any cooperative agreement, and the extension, continuation, renewal, amendment, or modification of any federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement. 




e. Federal debarment and suspension (if applicable)



The contractor certifies, that neither it nor its “principals” (as defined in 49 CFR. 29.105 (p) is presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participation in this transaction by any federal department or agency.




3.29 Contract termination



a. Material breach




A contractor may be terminated for cause by DES, at the sole discretion of DES, for failing to perform a contractual requirement or for a material breach of any term or condition. Material breach of a term or condition of the contract may include but is not limited to:




· Contractor failure to perform services or deliver materials, supplies, or equipment by the date required or by an alternate date as mutually agreed in a written amendment to the contract; 




· Contractor failure to carry out any warranty or fails to perform or comply with any mandatory provision of the contract; 




· Contractor becomes insolvent or in an unsound financial condition so as to endanger performance hereunder; 




· Contractor becomes the subject of any proceeding under any law relating to bankruptcy, insolvency or reorganization, or relief from creditors and/or debtors that endangers the contractor’s proper performance hereunder; 




· Appointment of any receiver, trustee, or similar official for contractor or any of the contractor’s property and such appointment endangers the contractor’s proper performance hereunder; 




· A determination that the contractor is in violation of federal, state, or local laws or regulations and that such determination renders the contractor unable to perform any aspect of the contract.



b. Opportunity to cure




In the event that contractor fails to perform a contractual requirement or materially breaches any term or condition, DES may issue a written cure notice. The contractor may have a period of time in which to cure. DES is not required to allow the contractor to cure defects if the opportunity for cure is not feasible as determined solely within the discretion of DES. Time allowed for cure shall not diminish or eliminate contractor's liability for liquidated or other damages, or otherwise affect any other remedies available against contractor under the contract or by law.




If the breach remains after contractor has been provided the opportunity to cure, DES may do any one or more of the following:




· Exercise any remedy provided by law;




· Terminate this contract and any related contracts or portions thereof;




· Procure replacements and impose damages as set forth elsewhere in this contract;




· Impose actual or liquidated damages;




· Suspend or bar contractor from receiving future solicitations or other opportunities;




· Require contractor to reimburse the state for any loss or additional expense incurred as a result of default or failure to satisfactorily perform the terms of the contract.




c. Termination for cause




In the event DES, in its sole discretion, determines that the contractor has failed to comply with the conditions of this contract in a timely manner or is in material breach, DES has the right to suspend or terminate this contract, in part or in whole. DES shall notify the contractor in writing of the need to take corrective action. If corrective action is not taken within 30 calendar days or as otherwise specified by DES, or if such corrective action is deemed by DES to be insufficient, the contract may be terminated. DES reserves the right to suspend all or part of the contract, withhold further payments, or prohibit the contractor from incurring additional obligations of funds during investigation of the alleged breach and pending corrective action by the contractor or a decision by DES to terminate the contract. 




In the event of termination, DES shall have the right to procure for all purchasers any replacement materials, supplies, services and/or equipment that are the subject of this contract on the open market. In addition, the contractor shall be liable for damages as authorized by law including, but not limited to, any price difference between the original contract and the replacement or cover contract and all administrative costs directly related to the replacement contract, e.g., cost of the competitive bidding, mailing, advertising and staff time.




If it is determined that: (1) the contractor was not in material breach; or (2) failure to perform was outside of contractor's or its subcontractor’s control, fault or negligence, the termination shall be deemed to be a "termination for convenience." The rights and remedies of DES and/or the purchaser provided in this contract are not exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law. 




d. Termination for convenience




Except as otherwise provided in this contract, DES, at the sole discretion of DES, may terminate this contract, in whole or in part by giving 30 calendar days or other appropriate time period written notice beginning on the second day after mailing to the contractor. If this contract is so terminated, purchasers shall be liable only for payment required under this contract for properly authorized services rendered, or materials, supplies and/or equipment delivered to and accepted by the purchaser prior to the effective date of contract termination. Neither DES nor the purchaser shall have any other obligation whatsoever to the contractor for such termination. This Termination for Convenience clause may be invoked by DES when it is in the best interest of the State of Washington.



e. Termination for withdrawal of authority



In the event that DES and/or purchaser’s authority to perform any of its duties is withdrawn, reduced, or limited in any way after the commencement of this contract and prior to normal completion, DES may terminate this contract, in whole or in part, by seven calendar days written notice, or other appropriate time period, to contractor. 




f. Termination for non-allocation of funds



If funds are not allocated to purchaser(s) to continue this contract in any future period, DES may terminate this contract with seven calendar days written notice, or other appropriate time period, to contractor, or work with contractor to arrive at a mutually acceptable resolution of the situation. Purchaser will not be obligated to pay any further charges for materials, supplies, services and/or equipment including the net remainder of agreed-to consecutive periodic payments remaining unpaid beyond the end of the then-current period. DES and/or purchaser agree to notify contractor in writing of such non-allocation at the earliest possible time. 




No penalty shall accrue to the purchaser in the event this section shall be exercised. This section shall not be construed to permit DES to terminate this contract in order to acquire similar materials, supplies, services and/or equipment from a third party.




g. Termination for conflict of interest



DES may terminate this contract by written notice to contractor if it is determined, after due notice and examination, that any party to this contract has violated Chapter 42.52 RCW , Ethics in Public Service, or any other laws regarding ethics in public acquisitions and procurement and performance of contracts. In the event this contract is so terminated, DES and/or purchaser shall be entitled to pursue the same remedies against contractor as it could pursue in the event that the contractor breaches this contract.




h. Termination by mutual agreement



DES and the contractor may terminate this contract in whole or in part, at any time, by mutual agreement.




i. Termination procedure




In addition to the procedures set forth below, if DES terminates this contract, contractor shall follow any procedures DES specifies in the termination notice.




Upon termination of this contract and in addition to any other rights provided in this contract, DES may require the contractor to deliver to the purchaser any property specifically produced or acquired for the performance of such part of this contract as has been terminated. The provisions of the "Treatment of Assets" clause shall apply in such property transfer.




The purchaser shall pay to the contractor the agreed upon price, if separately stated, for completed work and service(s) Accepted by the purchaser, and the amount agreed upon by the contractor and the purchaser for (i) completed materials, supplies, services rendered and/or equipment for which no separate price is stated, (ii) partially completed materials, supplies, services rendered and/or equipment, (iii) other materials, supplies, services rendered and/or equipment which are Accepted by the purchaser, and (iv) the protection and preservation of property, unless the termination is for cause, in which case DES and the purchaser shall determine the extent of the liability of the purchaser. Failure to agree with such determination shall be a dispute within the meaning of the "Disputes" clause of this contract. The purchaser may withhold from any amounts due the contractor such sum as DES and purchaser determine to be necessary to protect the purchaser against potential loss or liability.




The rights and remedies of DES and/or the purchaser provided in this section shall not be exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or under this contract.




After receipt of a termination notice, and except as otherwise expressly directed in writing by DES, the contractor shall:




· Stop all work, order fulfillment, shipments, and deliveries under the contract on the date, and to the extent specified, in the notice;




· Place no further orders or subcontracts for materials, services, supplies, equipment and/or facilities in relation to the contract except as is necessary to complete or fulfill such portion of the contract that is not terminated; 




· Complete or fulfill such portion of the contract that is not terminated in compliance with all contractual requirements;




· Assign to the purchaser, in the manner, at the times, and to the extent directed by DES on behalf of the purchaser, all of the rights, title, and interest of the contractor under the orders and subcontracts so terminated, in which case the purchaser has the right, at its discretion, to settle or pay any or all claims arising out of the termination of such orders and subcontracts.




· Settle all outstanding liabilities and all claims arising out of such termination of orders and subcontracts, with the approval or ratification of DES and/or the purchaser to the extent DES and/or the purchaser may require, which approval or ratification shall be final for all the purposes of this clause;




· Transfer title to the purchaser and deliver in the manner, at the times, and to the extent directed by DES on behalf of the purchaser any property which, if the contract had been completed, would have been required to be furnished to the purchaser;




· Take such action as may be necessary, or as DES and/or the purchaser may direct, for the protection and preservation of the property related to this contract which is in the possession of the contractor and in which DES and/or the purchaser has or may acquire an interest.

1.1 Purpose of the RFP


Note: This document is a state of Washington solicitation that provides a means of communicating to the public and supplier community the state’s need and how the state will receive offers and evaluate and make awards.  


The Department of Enterprise Services (DES) intends to award to multiple vendor(s) in multiple category(s) or customize as appropriate to the commodity/service and solicitation.



The purpose of this RFP is to establish a statewide master contract for statewide Light to Medium Duty Transit Vehicles that may include and is not limited to services, accessories, equipment, parts, pieces, consulting, training, etc. 


It will establish a multi-vendor contract for the purchase of public transportation vehicles. The requirement has been divided into two (2) categories, Light and Medium Duty Cutaways.  The selected contractors in coordination with the Department of Enterprise Services (DES), Contracts, Procurement, and Risk Management (CPRM) program have developed an on-line ordering process to facilitate use. Only Proposers who have properly registered and downloaded the original RFP directly via WEBS will receive notification of amendments and other correspondence pertinent to the procurement.


1.14 Proposer Communication Responsibilities



During the RFP process, all Proposer communications about this RFP must be directed to the Procurement Coordinator. Unauthorized contact regarding this RFP with other state employees involved with the RFP may result in disqualification. All oral and written communications will be considered unofficial and non-binding on DES. Proposers should rely only on written amendments issued by the Procurement Coordinator.



Proposers are encouraged to make any inquiry as early in the process as possible to allow DES to consider and respond; however, no response is required from the Procurement Coordinator. 



If a Proposer does not notify DES of an issue, exception, addition, or omission, DES may consider the matter waived by the Proposer for protest purposes.



If Proposer inquiries result in changes to the RFP, written amendments will be issued and posted on WEBS.


1.15 DES Management Fee



See Special Terms and Conditions located as an embedded Appendix B below.  



1.16 No Costs or Charges



Costs or charges incurred before a contract is fully executed will be the sole responsibility of the Proposer.



1.17 Price Adjustments


See Special Terms and Conditions located as an embedded Appendix B below.


PLEASE NOTE:   If the manufacturer discontinues the model design offered before the Contract term has ended, the State reserves the right to consider acceptance of the new model design providing the new model design includes significant changes and the base and optional equipment prices are acceptable to the State.  All significant changes in the new model design must be documented by the manufacturer.  Significant changes would be defined as, but not limited to, engine type and size, changes in the electrical system or overall physical characteristics of the bus, or changes in State or federal regulations.



The State may choose to accept the new model design or reject the offer and issue a new Solicitation, whichever is in the best interest of the State.  All decisions of the State will be final.



Prices on the new model design must be submitted to the State for approval.  Prices must include documentation from the manufacturer that substantiates that design and price changes are being issued on a national, not regional, basis.



If the manufacturer changes the “model year” during the term of the Contract, price adjustments will not be accepted.  Prices offered on the “model year” submitted with this Solicitation must remain firm for the term of the Contract.  The exception would be if the chassis manufacturers should have a “built out date” for the current “model year” prior to producing an adequate number of chassis to fulfill orders under this Contract.  Should this be the case, the State would consider a price adjustment for the chassis built for the following “model year.”  Documentation from the chassis manufacturer would be required showing actual costs.  Any price increase allowed would be the same for each Contract Vendor affected by the change in model year chassis.



Prices offered on the “model year” optional equipment submitted with this Solicitation must remain firm for the term of the Contract. If optional equipment that is currently listed in the Solicitation is not available when the Solicitation is submitted, but becomes available during the term of the Contract, the Contract Vendor may submit a request to have the equipment added to the Contract.  All requests must be reviewed and approved by the State before the option is added to the Contract.  All decisions of the State will be final.  


1.18 Economic and Environmental Goals


In support of the state’s economic and environmental goals, although not an award factor (unless otherwise specified herein), Proposers are encouraged to consider the following in responding to this RFP:



· Support for a diverse supplier pool, including small, veteran-owned, minority-owned and women-owned business enterprises. DES has established for this RFP voluntary numerical goals of:



· 3 percent women-owned businesses (WBE);


· 3 percent minority-owned businesses (MBE);


· 3 percent small businesses (SB);


· 3 percent veteran-owned businesses (VB). 


Achievement of these goals is encouraged whether directly or through subcontractors. Proposers may contact the Office of Minority and Women’s Business Enterprises for information on certified firms or to become certified. Also see Appendix P Procurement Reform Small Business Fact Sheet.



· Use of environmentally preferable goods and services to include post-consumer waste and recycled content.



· Products made in Washington.

Proposers should make written inquiries during the complaint period which may also be used to ask a question, make a comment, or lodge a complaint. See section 1.8 – complaints, questions, comments, suggestions.   



2.2 Bid Submittals Checklist


See Section 3 Submittal, Evaluation, Announcement, Debrief & Disclosure, Award, Protest, and Other section below.


SPECIAL NOTE: Some of the forms provided below in the Appendices section that will be used by the Proposer in the Proposer’s bid response are in the form of Microsoft Excel workbooks.  Sometimes the Excel cell will default to a particular size and the written information inside the cell will not be completely visible.  The state cannot know how the Proposer will have its MS Excel configured. The state’s version included a formula bar that can be resized so that when you click on a cell, even if the cell itself does not show all of the information, the formula bar will as long as it is resized large enough.  It is the Proposer’s responsibility to ensure they can see and read all information in any given cell. The state will not accept a Proposer’s argument that the information in a cell was not completely visible and that caused a problem for the Proposer in the Proposer’s bid offer to the state.    



2.3 Format



Proposers should provide one hard-copy sealed bid. Proposals must be legible and completed in ink or with an electronic printer or other similar office equipment, and properly signed by an authorized representative of the Proposer. All changes and/or erasures must be initialed in ink. Unsigned Proposals will be rejected on opening unless satisfactory evidence was submitted clearly establishing the Proposer’s desire and intent to be bound by the bid, such as a signed cover letter. Incomplete or illegible Proposals may be rejected.


2.4 Electronic Copies


Please include electronic copies of all hard copy submittals on USB flash drive. DES prefers the same file format(s) as the format(s) used to create the submittals (i.e. MS Word, Excel) unless written information is included as a part of the submittal, such as a signature. For submittals with written information or copies of other documents such as licenses, please submit as a .pdf.  Should a hard copy and an electronic copy conflict, the hard copy will prevail.



Further, once the bid is fully complete and signed, the Proposer may also want to scan an entire copy and provide it to the state as a .pdf.  If so, please include it in the bid response. 



2.5 Waiver Confidentiality, Proprietary Material and Trade Secrets

2.6 Due Date and Time


Bid packages must be received on or before the due date and time at the location specified on the cover page. Time of receipt will be determined by the official time stamp located at DES.



If a bid is late or received at a location other than that specified it will be rejected. In the event the official time clock is unavailable, the Bid Clerk will establish the official time and take reasonable steps to ensure the integrity of the bid receipt is preserved.



2.7 Bid Opening


After the bid due date and time, the Bid Clerk will open and process sealed Proposals protecting the confidentiality of the contents. The names of the Proposers will be recorded and made available upon request. Bid contents will not be available for public view until after the contract has been awarded (RCW 39.26.030).


2.8 Responsiveness and Responsibility

3 SUBMITTALS, EVALUATION, ANNOUNCEMENT, DEBRIEF & DISCLOSURE, AWARD, PROTEST, AND OTHER


3.1 Submittals Checklist


The following checklist identifies the hard-copy submittals which will comprise a bid. Any bid received without a hard copy item identified in this checklist and designated as REQUIRED may be rejected as being non-responsive. Please identify each page of the submittals and any supplemental materials with your company name or other identifiable company mark.



· Signature (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed and return a signed original of the Proposer’s Authorized Offer and Contract Signature Page. Failure to complete this submittal as instructed may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility.  See last two pages of this document.


· Category & Options Price Sheet (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed and return a copy of the Category Price Sheet (see Appendices E and F). Failure to complete this submittal as instructed may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility.



· Non-Costs Response (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed (Section 3.2.O and Appendix H) and return. Failure to complete this submittal as instructed may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility.



· Federal Certification Forms (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed and return all Federal Certification forms.  Some may require a notary seal. Forms are provided below (see Appendix L).  Failure to complete this submittal as instructed may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility.



· Delivery Statement (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed and return the Delivery Statement with the bid response.  A form is provided below (see Appendix I).  Failure to complete this submittal as instructed may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility.



· Past and Current Contracts (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed and return the information regarding Past and Current Contracts with the bid response.  A form is provided below (see Appendix J).  Failure to complete this submittal as instructed may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility.


· Proposer Profile (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed and return a Proposer Profile A form is provided below (see Appendix M section).  Failure to complete this submittal as instructed may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility.



· RFP Amendments (if any) (AS INSTRUCTED): If instructed to do so in any amendment to this RFP, sign and return a copy. Failure to sign and return any required amendments to this RFP, may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility. When in doubt, sign and return a copy of all RFP amendments.


Contact Information Worksheet (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed and return the contact Information worksheet. The worksheet is provided below (see Appendix P ).  



3.2 Evaluation Process


A. General Information



1. Proposer responsiveness, responsibility and price factors will be evaluated based on the evaluation process described in this section.



2. Contract award will be based on the evaluation and award criteria established herein and will be subject to consideration of all factors identified in RCW 39.26 and other criteria identified in the RFP.



3. Proposers whose Proposals are determined to be non-responsive or non-responsible will be rejected and will be notified of the reasons for rejection.



4. After Proposals have been submitted, DES may require individual Proposers to appear at a time and place determined by DES to discuss contract requirements. Any such meeting should not be construed as negotiations or an indication of DES’s intention to award.



5. DES reserves the right to: (1) Waive any informality; (2) Reject any or all Proposals, or portions thereof;(3) Accept any portion of the items bid unless the Proposer stipulates all or nothing in their bid; (4) Cancel an RFP and re-solicit Proposals; (5) Negotiate with the lowest responsive and responsible Proposer to determine if that bid can be improved for the purchaser.



6. Preference and penalties required by law, rule, or the solicitation will be applied to the appropriate parts of the Proposer’s bid.  A preference is an advantage to the bid and a penalty is a disadvantage to the bid.  To illustrate one example, the state of Washington, like many states, observes a reciprocity rule.  Basically, if another state penalizes Proposals received from Washington, the state of Washington will apply the same penalty should Washington receive a bid from a firm that has sufficient ties from that other state.  The possible list of preferences and penalties are not listed in this document.  The DES Procurement Coordinator will not provide legal advice or analysis.  The Proposer should perform its own research on Washington procurement law, rule, and the solicitation in determining which preferences and penalties, if any, may apply. 


7. References: DES reserves the right to use references to confirm satisfactory customer service, performance, satisfaction with service/product, knowledge of products/service/industry and timeliness. Any negative or unsatisfactory reference information that the reference would not engage in future business with the Proposer may be reason for rejecting a Proposer as non-responsible or non-responsible. DES reserves the right to waive the reference check. 


8. Pursuant to Chapter 39.26 RCW, in determining Proposer responsibility, the following elements shall be given consideration:


1. The ability, capacity, and skill of the Proposer to perform the contract.



2. The character, integrity, reputation, judgment, experience, and efficiency of the Proposer.



3. Whether the Proposer can perform the contract within the time specified. 



4. The quality of performance of previous contracts or services.



5. The previous and existing compliance by the Proposer with laws relating to the contract or services.



6. Such other information as may be secured having a bearing on the decision to award the contract.


B. Determination of Responsiveness



Proposals will be reviewed initially by the Procurement Coordinator to determine compliance with legal and administrative requirements, such as, did the bid arrive in time and signed and does it contain all of the required submittals and are they substantively complete so that comparative analysis can be used to determine an Apparent Successful Proposer. 


The Procurement Coordinator will only continue to evaluate Proposals meeting these requirements.   In the event that no Proposals pass the Initial Determination of Responsiveness, the Purchasing Activity may cancel the Solicitation and reject all Proposals.



Proposers are to respond to each question/requirement contained in this RFP. Failure to comply with any applicable item may result in a bid being deemed non-responsive and disqualified.



DES reserves the right to determine the actual level of Proposers’ compliance with the requirements specified in this RFP and to waive informalities in a RFP. A informality is an immaterial variation from the exact requirements of the competitive RFP, having no effect or merely a minor or negligible effect on quality, quantity, or delivery of the supplies or performance of the services being procured, and the correction or waiver of which would not affect the relative standing of, or be otherwise prejudicial to Proposers.



Proposals will be reviewed initially on a pass/fail basis to determine compliance with administrative requirements as specified herein.



Responsive Proposals will be further evaluated based on the requirements in this RFP.



C. Determination of Responsibility


During evaluation, DES reserves the right to make reasonable inquiry to determine the responsibility of any Proposer. Requests may include financial statements, credit ratings, references, record of past performance, clarification of Proposer’s offer, on-site inspection of Proposer's or subcontractor's facilities, or other information as necessary. Failure to respond to these requests might result in a bid being rejected as non-responsive.


D. Evaluation Committee (if applicable)



Contracts, Procurement, and Risk Management CPRM and or Washington State Department of Transportation may assemble and preside over an evaluation committee.  The evaluation committee, if used, may be responsible for reviewing and scoring pass/fail and scored documents, equipment, presentations, etc.  



If deemed necessary by CPRM, committee members may be substituted and/or the evaluation committee may be disbanded and reconstituted.



The committee or committee member will evaluate the Submittal consistent with their values.  The committee member will primarily focus on the considerations stated in the Solicitation.     



CPRM will not likely evaluate any Submittal that is also evaluated by an evaluation committee.  However, in addition to presiding over the evaluation committee, CPRM may review the Submittals, provide input, assemble evaluation aids, or perform other functions helpful to the evaluation committee.  The committee may engage in a free flow of discussion with other committee members and CPRM prior to, during, and after the evaluation.



The evaluation of the submittal may be performed in isolation or together as a group, or a combination of both.  Each committee member will give a particular Submittal a pass or fail or a score.  All of the committee members’ decisions for that Submittal will be tabulated.  Committee members may further deliberate and following deliberation decide on a unified score, their individual tabulated score sheet notwithstanding.  Unless otherwise specified, whether a single CPRM representative or an evaluation committee, the Proposer must achieve a fifty percent pass rate or better on pass/fail criteria or be disqualified.  Regarding scored materials the Proposer must achieve the minimum score that is stated in the solicitation (if any).  



E. Technical Specifications(SUBMITTAL)


Proposers, your signature and your bid response indicates your acceptance and ability to comply with the technical specification.  


F. Proposer/Bidder’s Profile (SUBMITTAL)


Proposers must complete and return the Proposer/Bidder’s Profile located in the Appendices section below.



G. Federal Certification Forms (Pass / Fail) (SUBMITTAL)


Proposers must complete and return the Proposer Profile located in the Appendices section below.  Failure to complete and return the Federal Certification forms may result in the bid being disqualified and rejected.



H. Proposer’s Past and Current Contracts and Reference Check (Pass / Fail, if used)


Proposer’s response shall include a description of its current and past contracts since January 1, 2013.  This information must be complete in that the Proposer may not cherry pick good customer relationships over bad relationships.  


Proposer understands, accepts and agrees that if the state learns that an awarded Proposer failed to include relevant information that is a material breach and the state may terminate immediately.   



Information should include the name and contact information for the customer and customer’s business, the contract number, a brief description about the scope and purpose of the contract.



The Proposer understands, agrees, and accepts that the state may contact some or all of the customers as a reference check.  If the state learns of any negative information in which the customer would not hire the Proposer for future business that is an indicator of non-responsibility and may result in no further consideration for award.


The Proposer’s Past and Current Contracts Sheet is available in the Appendices section below.


I. Federal Certification Forms (Pass / Fail) (SUBMITTAL)


Proposers must print, complete, and return the Federal Certification forms provided in the Appendices section below.  Failure to complete and return may result in the bid or Proposer being disqualified.  Further, the some of the forms may require a notary seal.  


The Federal Certifications Forms are available in the Appendices section below.


J. Delivery (Pass/Fail) (SUBMITTAL)


Delivery must be made within twelve (12) months maximum and is a Pass/Fail condition.



Proposer must detail in a one-page document how the Proposer will meet the twelve (12) delivery requirement.  The Proposer should detail whether or not the Proposer performs faster than the twelve (12) month delivery and whether the Proposer will agree to make the faster time a condition of award.  


A Delivery response document is provided in the Appendices section below.



Proposer must also acknowledge that the Proposer understands the twelve (12) month delivery requirement from the point of customer order placement and agrees and accepts that failure to meet this standard is a material breach of the contract and that subjects the Proposer/awarded contractor to termination action that may be partial or in full.  Further the Proposer/ awarded Contractor understands, agrees, and accepts that it will hold the state of Washington, Department of Enterprise Services, and any/all customers harmless for any termination involving failure to meet the delivery condition.


K. Category Segmentation for Price Sheets



A Proposer may bid on both classes listed below; within each class there is a possibility of 10 weight classes identified as “GVWR” and “Wheelbase”.  A price sheet for both Light and Medium Duty Cutaways is provided in Appendix E and F below.  The “Options” worksheet allows the Proposer to record STANDARD and OPTIONS pricing and is explained in the following sections.

L. Price Sheet, General Information


The Category and Options Price sheets are located in Appendix E and F below.  They are in the form of Microsoft Excel workbooks and most workbooks contain multiple worksheets that act as the specific price sheet for each category.  



Every category has a corresponding MS Excel worksheet.  The worksheet serves two purposes.  It allows the Proposer to record a firm (not to exceed) price for a standard cutaway bus that meets the contract terms, technical specifications, and all items identified as standard on the corresponding price sheets (Excel worksheet).  The work sheet also allows the Proposer to record pricing for options that may be added to the standard bus/“GVWR” and “Wheelbase length” that is offered by the Proposer for that category.   



All pricing shall include the costs of Bid preparation, servicing of accounts, and complying with all contractual requirements.    



All elements of recurring and non-recurring costs must be identified and included in the Category and Options Price Sheet. This must include, but is not limited to, all DES Management Fee, administrative fees, account maintenance, manuals, documentation, shipping charges, labor, travel, training, consultation services, set-up, testing and initial instruction to customers.



Bid prices must include all cost components needed for the delivery of the goods and/or services as described in this RFP. Failure to identify all costs in a manner consistent with the instructions in this RFP is sufficient grounds for disqualification or termination.



The proposed pricing levels should reflect the market provided by the contract resulting from this RFP.



NOTE: Pricing provided on the Price Worksheet is to be rounded to the nearest whole cent. For evaluation purposes only, any pricing submitted in portions of whole cents will be rounded up to the next whole cent.  



M. Category Price Sheet (100 points available per line item)


A separate Pricing Sheet must be submitted for each proposed Manufacturer and or Model for both the Light Duty and Medium Duty Buses.


Appendix E and F each contain six (6) worksheets less the cover tab.  


Pricing Tab (scored): Each worksheet has cells where the Proposer will record the price for a standard bus size as indicated by “GVWR” and “Wheelbase” that meets the contract terms. The price for a standard bus should not include the costs for items identified as “option” items in the worksheet.


The standard bus price cells appear in or near rows 29 through 34.  


Detailed Specifications Tab (pass/fail): In column B Proposer is to indicate that the proposed Cutaway bus meets the listed specification.



Options Tab (scored): Proposer is to follow the instructions as listed Rows 10-13. Proposer is provide the options information when specified as found in Column D when indicated.  The Proposer must use the price sheet provided versus using a version of its own making.  


Technical Information Tab (pass/fail): Proposer is to provide the information as requested.



Warranties Tab (pass/fail): Proposer is to provide the information as requested.


The worksheet may provide additional detail that is not stated here.  



Failure to record a price may result in the bid/Proposer being disqualified as non-responsive or non-responsible. The Proposer shall complete the Price Sheets and return the same with the Proposer’s bid.  



For each category, the responsive and responsible Proposer with the lowest evaluation costs for a standard bus plus the twenty (20) DES identified OPTIONS and will be the low bid and receive 100 points per “GVWR” and “Wheelbase”.  All other Proposers will receive a proportional amount.


Example: Proposer Acme has the lowest Evaluated Total at $100,000, therefore receives all 100 points. Proposer Bravo has the second lowest Evaluated Total at $110,000.



$100,000/$110,000=0.83.333, 0.83333x100 (max points possible) = 83.3333 points for Proposer Bravo.


The Category Pricing Sheet is available in the Appendices section below.


N. Options Work Sheet


Appendix E and F below has two (2) Excel workbooks that workbook contains six (6) worksheets less the cover tab. Each worksheet has cells where the Proposer will record the price for optional items (options) that meets the contract terms and specifications.  The Proposer must use the price sheet provided versus using a version of its own making.  



The worksheet may provide additional detail that is not stated here.  



The options pricing for a given category will be scored and the score will be added to other scoring for the same category.



The Options Price Sheet will be evaluated under the following criteria:



1. DES has identified twenty (20) OPTIONS deemed as heavy usage and or most purchased options. The sum of the twenty (20) options will be added to the cost of the standard bus price per “GVWR” and “Wheelbase” class.


2.  The cost of both the standard bus and the 20 identified options will be combined to identify the total cost of each bus per “GVWR” and “Wheelbase” class to be used in the evaluation calculations. 


O. Non-Cost Response Evaluation (up to 200 points available)


The state is looking for best value and not just the best price, based on what the state deems important.  To help accomplish best value the state is using non-cost factors as part of the entire process.  The non-costs evaluation is worth 200 points that will be added to point totals from other sections to arrive at evaluation totals and determine awards (see award section for specific details).


Proposers should respond to the non-cost evaluation criteria identified below in the Non-cost Response Evaluation Criteria and return with their bid.  The responsive Proposer’s Non-cost Response may be evaluated by an evaluation team that will advise and make a recommendation to DES.  See specific details below and herein.



State evaluators may use the Non-cost Evaluation Criteria and Score Sheet in the Appendices section below to record the Proposer’s scores.


The Proposer’s Evaluation Score for Non-Cost Factors will be determined by adding together each Evaluator’s Awarded Points for the Bidder and dividing by the total number of Evaluator’s.



The formula used to arrive at this Evaluation Score is as follows:



Sum of all Evaluator’s Awarded Points / Total Number of Evaluators = Non-Cost Evaluation Score.


The criteria and instructions below provide details how the non-cost evaluation is segmented and associated points, the template to be used, the page limitation, the state’s value system so that the Proposer can respond intelligently to the segments, information regarding the evaluation committee, and the formula to be used.  


Note Segments versus Values: What’s the difference between the segments and the values listed below?  See DES Values below.


1. Segmentation and Points: The Non-costs factors evaluation is segmented in five parts (a, b, c, d, and e) and approximately 19 subparts in total. 


Proposers must use the Non-cost Response template which is available in the Appendices section below.



Please respond to the following criteria:



a. Manufacturer’s  and Proposer’s Capacity (25 points each up to 50 points total, 1-4 combined)


1) Experience


2) Qualifications



3) Past performance



4) Financial strength and financial responsibility.


Values: The values bulleted below are to help you in answering the four subsections above.



· Ability to produce vehicles



· How much will be subcontracted out (state prefers the awarded contractor to do the vast majority of the build versus sub-contracting it out.



· The resulting contract requires the awarded contractor to be ultimately responsible for all contracted work as if it had been performed by the contractor.  Tell the state  that you “understand, accept, and agree”



· Deliver vehicles on time



· Financial strength (not fragile)



· How many years building heavy buses 



· Experience with various fueling systems (power plants)



· Describe number of certified engineers and what that represents as a percentage against all staff.  Describe degrees achieved and certifications.

· Number of debarments, lawsuits, terminations, and citations in the last five years

2. Page Totals and Page Format: 


The Non-cost Response submittal shall not be greater than ten (10) pages,8.5” x11” and 12 point type for the entire non-cost response covering the five parts/19 subparts.  Pages eleven (11) and beyond will not be considered as part of the evaluation; however for any successful Proposer, part or all of any additional materials (if any) may become part of the award but only if accepted by the state.  The Proposer should refrain from using a coversheet as that will cut into the ten (10) page limitation.  Only the first ten (10) pages will be evaluated.  


3. DES Values: 


To help orient the Proposer with his non-costs response, DES is including value statements within the Segmentation and Points section above.  While the Proposer is free to use the ten (10) pages as the Proposers choses, the evaluation team will place the greatest weight to the response to the question in alignment with the stated values. 



What’s the difference between the segments and the values?  The segments, such as, Manufacturer’s Capacity - Experience or Manufacturing Facilities - Parts inventory availability are two of the many questions that the state wants the Proposer to address (structure).  The values give the segment context (flavor).  



Values are what the state, at a minimum, is hoping to learn and what the state feels it needs to know so that we can compare the superiority of one Proposer against the next, based on what the state deems important.  In some cases a value is very clear in that the state prefers this versus that.  In other instances the value simply asks for information that is less clear but implies what will be considered and given weight at the time of the evaluation.  As an example: Assume the value asked “how many years building buses” and the state received three responses that said 50 years, 20 years, and 1 year.  Depending on the life experiences and personal values of the evaluation committee, they might feel that 1 year is very risky and score that low.  They might feel that there is very little difference between 50 years and 20 years and score that equally or they might feel there’s a reasonable difference between 50 years and 20 years and score that accordingly.  


4. Formula to be Used: Scored: Sum of all Evaluator’s Awarded Points / Total Number of Evaluators = Non-Cost Evaluation Score.  Pass/Fail: At least a 50 percent pass rate.


P. Contact Reporting Worksheet (Submittal) 


Proposer is to submit the contact information as requested in Appendix P. This contact information is for use in the DES database for reporting purposes only. 



Q. Solicitation Amendments (if any)


The state is at liberty to amend the solicitation.  As such, the Proposer is on notice to periodically check the state’s bid notification system known as Washington Electronic Business Solutions (WEBS).  



Proposers must comply with the instructions and requirements of the solicitation amendment and return the same with the Proposer’s bid.



The amendment, whatever it requires, will be evaluated in conformity with what is stated in the solicitation amendment.



Sometimes a solicitation amendment requires a signature.  When in doubt signed it rather than leaving it blank.


3.3 Point Totals



The point totals for the Category Price Sheets/Options Price Sheet (100 points possible per GVWR class/# of seats/#of wheelchair stations), and the Non-cost Evaluation (200 points possible) will be summed to arrive that the Proposer’s total points per GVWR class/# of seats/#of wheelchair stations 


The responsive and responsible Proposer that meets all of the RFP requirements and has the most points or is within the stated range for a given category will be subjected to the Independent Cost Evaluation (see below).


See greater specificity and the examples in the Award section below.



3.4 Independent Cost Evaluation (ICE), Pass/Fail


The State will conduct an independent cost evaluation (ICE) to ensure that the State is receiving reasonable pricing in addition to good value.  Should the State believe the bid pricing is higher than reasonable; the State will meet with the responsive and responsible Proposers that appear likely to be the Apparent Successful Proposers (ASP) and give the Proposers an opportunity to explain to the state’s satisfaction and/or improve their bid pricing or be rejected and eliminated from award.  If a Proposer is eliminated during ICE, the Proposer next in line may be advanced for the purpose of an ICE discussion and if successful may become an ASP.


3.5 Pre/post-ASP Meeting


To aid in the Bid evaluation process, after Bid due date and time, but prior to and/or after the Notification of Apparent Successful Proposer, the Purchasing Activity may require individual Proposers to appear at a date, time and place determined by the Purchasing Activity for the purpose of conducting discussions to determine whether both parties have a full and complete understanding of the nature and scope of contractual requirements.  In no manner shall such action be construed as negotiations or an indication of the Purchasing Activity’s intention to award.



3.6 Notification of Apparently Successful Proposers


All Proposers responding to this Solicitation will be notified when the Purchasing Activity has determined the Apparent Successful Proposers. The date of announcement of the successful Proposers will be the date of the notification from the Purchasing Activity. 



DES reserves the right to request additional information or perform tests and measurements as part of the evaluation process before award. Failure to provide requested information within 10 days may result in disqualification. 



Before award, DES may negotiate with an Apparent Successful Proposer to determine if a bid can be improved.



Designation as an Apparent Successful Proposer does not imply that DES will issue an award to your firm. It merely suggests that at this moment in time, DES believes your bid to be responsive and responsible. This designation allows DES to perform a deeper responsibility analysis and ask for additional documentation. DES may also re-examine the bid to determine whether the bid and Proposer is truly as responsive and responsible as initially believed. The Proposer must not construe this as an award, impending award, attempt to negotiate, etc. If a Proposer acts or fails to act as a result of this notification, it does so at its own risk and expense.


3.7 Debrief, Time Sensitive Request



Following the announcement of the Apparent Successful Proposer, Proposers may request a debrief conference. See also Section 1.9 – Debriefs, Disclosure and Protests and Appendix N – Complaint, Debrief and Protest Procedures. Failure to follow instructions could result in your claim being denied. 


3.8 Bid information Availability after Announcement of the ASP


After the Announcement of the Apparent Successful Proposer; Proposers may see some results of the RFP evaluation and award by accessing www.des.wa.gov and then accessing the #04115 contracts portal page or contacting the procurement coordinator. Proposers may also schedule an appointment to review the bidding process.



3.9 Award



Proposers will compete for these awards and not all those who submit a responsive bid will be awarded.



Contract awards shall be made to the lowest Responsive and Responsible Proposers based on the evaluation and award criteria established herein and subject to consideration of all factors identified in Chapter 39.26 RCW.



An award, in part or full, is made and a contract formed by signature of DES and awarded Proposer on the Authorized Offer and Contract Signature page but only when delivered to the Proposer. In some circumstances, DES may include an award letter which further defines the award and is incorporated by reference as part of the resulting contract and may accompany the signature page.



DES reserves the right to award on an all-or-nothing consolidated basis.



Following the award, all Proposers will receive a Notice of Award, usually through a WEBS notification.  However, the Notice of Award is not in and of itself and award and is not a substitute for the DES signature of the Authorized Offer and Contract Signature Page and the delivery requirement.


Due to the widely varied needs of public transportation programs, the state will award a range of providers in each of the categories. This will provide a sufficient range of equipment to meet these varied requirements. The result will be a pool of providers. Transportation entities will select the provider that offers the product that best meets the needs of their region. 


Multiple awards will be made by “GVWR” and “Wheelbase” class per category.  


If qualifying Proposals are received for a category, the proposal for that category with the highest points will receive an award as well as, all other qualifying Proposals, for a different manufacturer, that are within 20%, up to ten (10) awards.  The assumption is that for any given category the state will receive Proposals from twelve (12) or more different manufacturers.  Where there are less than four Proposals, from different manufacturers, per category, additional scrutiny will be used in the form of tighter percentages that reduce the within percentage by 5% for every bid less than four, to ensure that the state receives quality and price for the award made.

Changes in state purchasing practices took effect January 1, 2013



RCW 39.26, Section 1, which states the intent of procurement reform legislation, concludes with the following sentence: 




“In addition, the legislature intends that the state develop procurement policies, procedures, and materials that encourage and facilitate state agency purchase of goods and services from Washington small businesses.” 



Washington small business



RCW 39.26.010:



(21) "Small business" means an in-state business, including a sole proprietorship, corporation, partnership, or other legal entity, that:
(a) Certifies, under penalty of perjury, that it is owned and operated independently from all other businesses and has either:
(i) Fifty or fewer employees; or
(ii) A gross revenue of less than seven million dollars annually as reported on its federal income tax return or its return filed with the department of revenue over the previous three consecutive years; or
(b) Is certified with the office of women and minority business enterprises under chapter 39.19 RCW.



Washington microbusiness




RCW 39.26.010:



(17) "Microbusiness" means any business entity, including a sole proprietorship, corporation, partnership, or other legal entity, that: 



(a) Is owned and operated independently from all other businesses; and 



(b) has a gross revenue of less than $1 million annually as reported on its federal tax return or on its return filed with the department of revenue.



Washington minibusiness



RCW 39.26.010



(18) "Minibusiness" means any business entity, including a sole proprietorship, corporation, partnership, or other legal entity, that: 



(a) Is owned and operated independently from all other businesses; and 



(b) has a gross revenue of less than three million dollars, but one million dollars or more annually as reported on its federal tax return or on its return filed with the department of revenue.



Washington veteran-owned business



Veterans (defined in RCW 41.04.007) and U.S. active duty, reserve or national guard service-members are eligible for the registry. The veteran or service-member must control and own at least 51 percent of the business and the business must be legally operating in the State of Washington. (Control means the authority or ability to direct, regulate or influence day-to-day operations.) If business is a 50/50 split, contact Jennifer at 360-725-2169.



RCW 41.04.007




"Veteran" includes every person, who at the time he or she seeks the benefits of RCW 46.18.212, 46.18.235, 72.36.030, 41.04.010, 73.04.090, 73.08.010, 73.08.070, 73.08.080, or 43.180.250, has received an honorable discharge or received a discharge for medical reasons with an honorable record, where applicable, and who has served in at least one of the following capacities:

(1) As a member in any branch of the armed forces of the United States, including the national guard and armed forces reserves, and has fulfilled his or her initial military service obligation;

(2) As a member of the women's air forces service pilots;

(3) As a member of the armed forces reserves, national guard, or coast guard, and has been called into federal service by a presidential select reserve call-up for at least 180 cumulative days;

(4) As a civil service crewmember with service aboard a U.S. army transport service or U.S. naval transportation service vessel in oceangoing service from December 7, 1941, through December 31, 1946; 

(5) As a member of the Philippine armed forces/scouts during the period of armed conflict from December 7, 1941, through August 15, 1945; or

(6) A United States documented merchant mariner with service aboard an oceangoing vessel operated by the department of defense, or its agents, from both June 25, 1950, through July 27, 1953, in Korean territorial waters and from August 5, 1964, through May 7, 1975, in Vietnam territorial waters, and who received a military commendation.

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COMPLAINT, DEBRIEF AND PROTEST PROCEDURES



The following guidelines reflect revisions in state law from recent procurement-reform legislation in Washington. New policies for procurement protests and appeals were adopted by the Department of Enterprise Services (DES) in January 2013, by authority of Revised Code of Washington (RCW) 39.26.170.



1 COMPLAINT – PRE-SUBMISSION 



Criteria for a complaint




A formal complaint may be based only on one or more of the following grounds: 




A. The solicitation unnecessarily restricts competition;



B. The solicitation evaluation or scoring process is unfair or flawed;



C. The solicitation requirements are inadequate or insufficient to prepare a response.



Initiating a complaint




A complaint must:




A.  Be submitted to and received by the procurement coordinator at least five business days before the deadline for bid submission; and



B. Be in writing (see Form and Substance, and Other below).



A complaint should: 




A. Clearly articulate the basis of the complaint;



B. Include a proposed remedy.



Response




When a complaint is received, the procurement coordinator or his or her designee will consider all the facts available and respond in writing before the deadline for bid submissions, unless more time is needed.




DES must promptly post on WEBS its response to a complaint.  



Response is final



The procurement coordinator’s response to the complaint is final and not subject to administrative appeal, although the procurement coordinator may issue further clarification if needed. Issues raised in a complaint may not be raised again during the protest period.



2 Debrief Conference (Pre-condition of Protest)



Following announcement of the Apparent Successful Bidder:



Purpose of a debrief conference




Any bidder who has submitted a timely bid response may request a debrief conference (see Form and Substance, and Other below).  A debrief conference provides an opportunity for the bidder to meet with DES to discuss its bid and evaluation.



Requesting a debrief conference




The request for a debrief conference must be made in writing via email to the procurement coordinator and received within three business days after the announcement of the Apparent Successful Bidder.




Debrief conferences may be conducted either in person at the DES facility in Olympia, Wash., or by telephone, as determined by DES, and may be limited by DES to a specified period of time.




The failure of a bidder to request a debrief within the specified time and attend a debrief conference constitutes a waiver of the right to submit a protest.



3 Protest 



Following a debrief conference:



Criteria for a protest




A protest may be based only on one or more of the following: 




A. Bias, discrimination or conflict of interest on the part of an evaluator;




B. Error in computing evaluation scores;




C. Non-compliance with any procedures described in the solicitation document.



Initiating a protest




Any bidder may protest an award to the Apparent Successful Bidder.  A protest must:




A. Be submitted to and received by the DES-assigned investigator (if known), or otherwise by the procurement coordinator, within five business days after the protesting bidder’s debriefing conference (see Form and Substance, and Other below);



B. Be in writing;



C. Include a specific and complete statement of facts forming the basis of the protest;



D. Include a description of the relief or corrective action requested.



Protest response




After reviewing the protest and available facts, the DES-assigned investigator will issue a written response within 10 business days from receipt of the protest, unless additional time is needed, and in such event DES will notify the protesting bidder an estimate of the additional time needed.




Decision is final



The protest decision is final and not subject to administrative appeal, although the DES-assigned investigator may issue further clarification if needed.  




If the protesting bidder does not accept the agency protest response, the bidder may seek relief through the Superior Court of Thurston County, Wash.



4 Communication during Complaints, Debriefs and Protests 




All communications about a solicitation that is subject to a complaint or debrief must be addressed to the procurement coordinator.  All communications about a solicitation that is being protested must be coordinated through the DES-assigned investigator, if known; otherwise, to the procurement coordinator.



5 Form and Substance, and Other



All complaints, requests for debrief, and protest must:




A. Be in writing; 



B. Be signed by the complaining or protesting bidder or an authorized agent, unless sent by email;



C. Be delivered within the time frame(s) outlined herein;



D. Be sent to the appropriate individual within DES (see contact information below);




E. Identify the solicitation by DES number;



F. Conspicuously state “Complaint,” “Debrief” or “Protest” in any subject line of any correspondence or email;



G. Be sent to the address identified in the table below;



In addition, all complaints and protests must:




H. State all facts and arguments on which the complaining or protesting bidder is relying as the basis for its action; and



I. Include any relevant documentation or other supporting evidence.

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FEDERAL TRANSIT AUTHORITY CLAUSES



This document consists of Federal Transit Authority (FTA) clauses. Should a term within this document conflict with a term in another part of the entire document, reference the Order of Precedence term for direction.  



1 FTA Clauses



1.1 No Obligation By The Federal Government.



a. 
The Purchaser and Contractor acknowledge and agree that, notwithstanding any concurrence by the Federal Government in or approval of the solicitation or award of the underlying contract, absent the express written consent by the Federal Government, the Federal Government is not a party to this contract and shall not be subject to any obligations or liabilities to the Purchaser, Contractor, or any other party (whether or not a party to that contract) pertaining to any matter resulting from the underlying contract.




b.
The Contractor agrees to include the above clause in each subcontract financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA. It is further agreed that the clause shall not be modified, except to identify the subcontractor who will be subject to its provisions. 



1.2 Program Fraud and False or Fraudulent Statements or Related Acts. 




a.
The Contractor acknowledges that the provisions of the Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of 1986, as amended, 31 U.S.C. § 3801 et seq. and U.S. DOT regulations, "Program Fraud Civil Remedies," 49 C.F.R. Part 31, apply to its actions pertaining to this Project. Upon execution of the underlying contract, the Contractor certifies or affirms the truthfulness and accuracy of any statement it has made, it makes, it may make, or causes to be made, pertaining to the underlying contract or the FTA assisted project for which this contract work is being performed. In addition to other penalties that may be applicable, the Contractor further acknowledges that if it makes, or causes to be made, a false, fictitious, or fraudulent claim, statement, submission, or certification, the Federal Government reserves the right to impose the penalties of the Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of 1986 on the Contractor to the extent the Federal Government deems appropriate.




b.
The Contractor also acknowledges that if it makes, or causes to be made, a false, fictitious, or fraudulent claim, statement, submission, or certification to the Federal Government under a contract connected with a project that is financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance originally awarded by FTA under the authority of 49 U.S.C. § 5307, the Government reserves the right to impose the penalties of 18 U.S.C. § 1001 and 49 U.S.C. § 5307(n)(1) on the Contractor, to the extent the Federal Government deems appropriate.




c.
The Contractor agrees to include the above two clauses in each subcontract financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA. It is further agreed that the clauses shall not be modified, except to identify the subcontractor who will be subject to the provisions.




1.3 Access to Records




The following access to records requirements apply to this Contract:




The Contractor agrees to maintain all books, records, accounts and reports required under this Contract for a period of not less than three years after the date of termination or expiration of this Contract, except in the event of litigation or settlement of claims arising from the performance of this Contract, in which case Contractor agrees to maintain same until the Agency, the FTA Administrator, the Comptroller General or any of their duly authorized representatives have disposed of all such litigation, appeals, claims or exceptions related thereto. Reference 49 CFR 18.39(i)(11).




The following access to records requirements apply to this Contract:




Local Governments ― In accordance with 49 CFR 18.36(i), the Contractor agrees to provide the Agency, the FTA Administrator, the Comptroller General of the United States or any of their authorized representatives access to any books, documents, papers and records of the Contractor that are directly pertinent to this Contract for the purposes of making audits, examinations, excerpts and transcriptions. Contractor also agrees, pursuant to 49 CFR 633.17 to provide the FTA Administrator or his authorized representatives including any PMO Contractor access to Contractor’s records and construction sites pertaining to a major capital project, defined at 49 USC 5302(a)1, which is receiving federal financial assistance through the programs described at 49 USC 5307, 5309 or 5311.




State Governments ― In accordance with 49 CFR 633.17, the Contractor agrees to provide the Agency, the FTA Administrator or his authorized representatives, including any PMO Contractor, access to the Contractor’s records and construction sites pertaining to a major capital project, defined at 49 USC 5302(a)1, which is receiving federal financial assistance through the programs described at 49 USC 5307, 5309 or 5311. By definition, a major capital project excludes contracts of less than the simplified acquisition threshold currently set at $100,000. 




The Contractor agrees to permit any of the foregoing parties to reproduce by any means whatsoever or to copy excerpts and transcriptions as reasonably needed.




1.4 Federal Changes  




Contractor shall at all times comply with all applicable FTA regulations, policies, procedures and directives, including without limitation those listed directly or by reference in the Master Agreement between Purchaser and FTA, as they may be amended or promulgated from time to time during the term of this contract. Contractor's failure to so comply shall constitute a material breach of this contract.




1.5 Termination




a. Termination for Convenience ― The (Recipient) may terminate this contract, in whole or in part, at any time by written notice to the Contractor when it is in the Government's best interest. The Contractor shall be paid its costs, including contract close-out costs, and profit on work performed up to the time of termination. The Contractor shall promptly submit its termination claim to (Recipient) to be paid the Contractor. If the Contractor has any property in its possession belonging to the (Recipient), the Contractor will account for the same, and dispose of it in the manner the (Recipient) directs.




b. Termination for Default ― If the Contractor does not deliver supplies in accordance with the contract delivery schedule, or, if the contract is for services, the Contractor fails to perform in the manner called for in the contract, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any other provisions of the contract, the (Recipient) may terminate this contract for default. Termination shall be effected by serving a notice of termination on the contractor setting forth the manner in which the Contractor is in default. The contractor will only be paid the contract price for supplies delivered and accepted, or services performed in accordance with the manner of performance set forth in the contract.

If it is later determined by the (Recipient) that the Contractor had an excusable reason for not performing, such as a strike, fire, or flood, events which are not the fault of or are beyond the control of the Contractor, the (Recipient), after setting up a new delivery of performance schedule, may allow the Contractor to continue work, or treat the termination as a termination for convenience.




c. Opportunity to Cure ― The (Recipient) in its sole discretion may, in the case of a termination for breach or default, allow the Contractor (an appropriately short period of time) in which to cure the defect. In such case, the notice of termination will state the time period in which cure is permitted and other appropriate conditions If Contractor fails to remedy to (Recipient)'s satisfaction the breach or default of any of the terms, covenants, or conditions of this Contract within (ten (10) days) after receipt by Contractor of written notice from (Recipient) setting forth the nature of said breach or default, (Recipient) shall have the right to terminate the Contract without any further obligation to Contractor. Any such termination for default shall not in any way operate to preclude (Recipient) from also pursuing all available remedies against Contractor and its sureties for said breach or default.




d. Waiver of Remedies for any Breach ― In the event that (Recipient) elects to waive its remedies for any breach by Contractor of any covenant, term or condition of this Contract, such waiver by (Recipient) shall not limit (Recipient)'s remedies for any succeeding breach of that or of any other term, covenant, or condition of this Contract.




1.6 Civil Rights 




The following requirements apply to the underlying contract:




a. Nondiscrimination ― In accordance with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 2000d, section 303 of the Age Discrimination Act of 1975, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 6102, section 202 of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, 42 U.S.C. § 12132, and Federal transit law at 49 U.S.C. § 5332, the Contractor agrees that it will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, creed, national origin, sex, age, or disability. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with applicable Federal implementing regulations and other implementing requirements FTA may issue. 




b. Equal Employment Opportunity ― The following equal employment opportunity requirements apply to the underlying contract:




1.
Race, Color, Creed, National Origin, Sex ― In accordance with Title VII of the Civil Rights Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 2000e, and Federal transit laws at 49 U.S.C. § 5332, the Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable equal employment opportunity requirements of U.S. Department of Labor (U.S. DOL) regulations, "Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs, Equal Employment Opportunity, Department of Labor," 41 C.F.R. Parts 60 et seq., (which implement Executive Order No. 11246, "Equal Employment Opportunity," as amended by Executive Order No. 11375, "Amending Executive Order 11246 Relating to Equal Employment Opportunity," 42 U.S.C. § 2000e note), and with any applicable Federal statutes, executive orders, regulations, and Federal policies that may in the future affect construction activities undertaken in the course of the Project. The Contractor agrees to take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that employees are treated during employment, without regard to their race, color, creed, national origin, sex, or age. Such action shall include, but not be limited to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer, recruitment or recruitment advertising, layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with any implementing requirements FTA may issue.




2.
Age ― In accordance with section 4 of the Age Discrimination in Employment Act of 1967, as amended, 29 U.S.C. §§ 623 and Federal transit law at 49 U.S.C. § 5332, the Contractor agrees to refrain from discrimination against present and prospective employees for reason of age. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with any implementing requirements FTA may issue.




 3.
Disabilities ― In accordance with section 102 of the Americans with Disabilities Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 12112, the Contractor agrees that it will comply with the requirements of U.S. Equal Employment Opportunity Commission, "Regulations to Implement the Equal Employment Provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act," 29 C.F.R. Part 1630, pertaining to employment of persons with disabilities. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with any implementing requirements FTA may issue.




c.
The Contractor also agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA, modified only if necessary to identify the affected parties.




1.7 Disadvantaged Business Enterprises (DBE)




This Contract is subject to the requirements of Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 26, Participation by Disadvantaged Business Enterprises in Department of Transportation Financial Assistance Programs. 




The Contractor shall maintain compliance with “DBE Approval Certification” throughout the period of Contract performance. 




The Contractor shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin or sex in the performance of this Contract. The Contractor shall carry out applicable requirements of 49 CFR Part 26 in the award and administration of this DOT-assisted Contract. Failure by the Contractor to carry out these requirements is a material breach of this Contract, which may result in the termination of this Contract or such other remedy as the Washington State Department of Enterprise Services deems appropriate. Each subcontract the Contractor signs with a Subcontractor must include the assurance in this paragraph (see 49 CFR 26.13(b)).



1.8 Incorporation of Federal Transit Administration Terms



The preceding provisions include, in part, certain Standard Terms and Conditions required by DOT, whether or not expressly set forth in the preceding contract provisions. All contractual provisions required by DOT, as set forth in FTA Circular 4220.1E, are hereby incorporated by reference. Anything to the contrary herein notwithstanding, all FTA mandated terms shall be deemed to control in the event of a conflict with other provisions contained in this Agreement. The Contractor shall not perform any act, fail to perform any act, or refuse to comply with any (name of grantee) requests which would cause (name of grantee) to be in violation of the FTA terms and conditions.




1.9 Debarment and Suspension 




This contract is a covered transaction for purposes of 49 CFR Part 29. As such, the contractor is required to verify that none of the contractor, its principals, as defined at 49 CFR 29.995, or affiliates, as defined at 49 CFR 29.905, are excluded or disqualified as defined at 49 CFR 29.940 and 29.945. 




The contractor is required to comply with 49 CFR 29, Subpart C and must include the requirement to comply with 49 CFR 29, Subpart C in any lower tier covered transaction it enters into.




By signing and submitting its bid or proposal, the bidder or proposer certifies as follows:




The certification in this clause is a material representation of fact relied upon by DES. If it is later determined that the bidder or proposer knowingly rendered an erroneous certification, in addition to remedies available to DES, the Federal Government may pursue available remedies, including but not limited to suspension and/or debarment. The bidder or proposer agrees to comply with the requirements of 49 CFR 29, Subpart C while this offer is valid and throughout the period of any contract that may arise from this offer. The bidder or proposer further agrees to include a provision requiring such compliance in its lower tier covered transactions.




1.10 Energy Conservation




The contractor agrees to comply with mandatory standards and policies relating to energy efficiency which are contained in the state energy conservation plan issued in compliance with the Energy Policy and Conservation Act. 




1.11  Clean Water



a.
The Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable standards, orders or regulations issued pursuant to the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, as amended, 33 U.S.C. 1251 et seq. The Contractor agrees to report each violation to the Purchaser and understands and agrees that the Purchaser will, in turn, report each violation as required to assure notification to FTA and the appropriate EPA Regional Office.




b.
The Contractor also agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract exceeding $100,000 financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA.




1.12 Clean Air 




a.
The Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable standards, orders or regulations issued pursuant to the Clean Air Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. §§ 7401 et seq. The Contractor agrees to report each violation to the Purchaser and understands and agrees that the Purchaser will, in turn, report each violation as required to assure notification to FTA and the appropriate EPA Regional Office.




b. 
The Contractor also agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract exceeding $100,000 financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA.




1.13 Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards




a.
Overtime requirements ― No contractor or subcontractor contracting for any part of the contract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or permit any such laborer or mechanic in any workweek in which he or she is employed on such work to work in excess of forty hours in such workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a rate not less than one and one-half times the basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of forty hours in such workweek. 




b.
Violation; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages ― In the event of any violation of the clause set forth in paragraph (a) of this section the contractor and any subcontractor responsible therefor shall be liable for the unpaid wages. In addition, such contractor and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States for liquidated damages. Such liquidated damages shall be computed with respect to each individual laborer or mechanic, including watchmen and guards, employed in violation of the clause set forth in paragraph (a) of this section, in the sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such individual was required or permitted to work in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the overtime wages required by the clause set forth in paragraph (a) of this section. 




c.

This document consists of special provisions and terms for solicitations issued by the Washington State Department of Enterprise Services (DES). Should a term within this document conflict with another term, see Order of Precedence.



1. Licensing By Apparently Successful Bidders




In the interest of free and open competition, the state will allow any responsible and responsive party to submit a response for consideration. Bidders found successful will be given a reasonable amount of time to apply for a state dealer license, or alternately to designate an agent to act as their dealer who has the required license or who then obtains one. The required license is not limited to entities located in Washington State. 




Final award for the successful Bidders will not occur until licensing is obtained that satisfies the requirements of State of Washington Department of Licensing pursuant to Chapter 46.70 RCW. Apparently successful parties may not accept or process orders until award is finalized.



2. Delivery




Contractor guarantees delivery within twelve (12) months of the purchaser’s order.  In the event of a purchaser change order, the Contractor and the purchaser shall discuss changes to the timeline and record any modification in writing. 



Deliveries for All state of Alaska order will be FOB Port of Seattle.  



3. Secondary Exploration



Default: Contract authorized purchasers at all times may select any contractor of their choosing.  




However, to see if the pricing can be improved the purchaser may also contact all or some of the Contractors for estimates or quotes or hold secondary competitions from among the Contractors in the category that best meets their need.  




It is the purchaser that determines the level of formality and the associated rules.  Unless otherwise stated by the purchaser in writing the Contractor shall assume and honor that there is no obligation on the part of the purchaser to make a secondary transaction, form a secondary contract, or create a secondary contract with the lowest Contractor/most points Contractor. The default will remain in effect unless and until the purchases places a self-imposed limitation on the purchaser in writing as part of the secondary exploration.



4. Changes 




DES reserves the right to modify the resulting contract (including but not limited to adding or deleting products/services) by mutual agreement between DES and the contractor. Alterations to any of the terms, conditions or requirements of this contract will only be effective upon written issuance of a mutually-agreed contract amendment by DES.  Change to point-of-contact information may be updated without the issuance of a mutually accepted contract amendment.




5. Annual Pricing Calculation Formula



Firm and fixed period: Pricing will remain firm and fixed for twelve (12) months  from date of award of the contract. 



Price protection: The contract prices are the maximum prices the contractor may charge.



PPI Price Escalation/De-escalation



DES reserves the right conduct an annual price escalation or de-escalation calculation using the U.S. Department of Labor ― Bureau of Labor Statistics Producer Price Index (PPI) Commodity Data, 1413― Seasonally Adjusted for Truck and Bus Bodies , within thirty (30) day of contract award anniversary date. DES will issue the contract amendment to reflect the new adjustment pricing. However, in no event will DES allow a PPI-based adjustment that result in a price increase of greater than five percent (5%) per year above the original price offered. The annual price escalation/de-escalation is applicable based on the date the purchaser execute the purchase order.




PPI Point Change Calculation Formula




Price escalation/de-escalation will be based on dividing the PPI value for month of contract award year, by the PPI value for the following annual contract anniversary date of contract award. The percent adjustment will be applied to base vehicle price and all contract options (including deducts). Below is an example of how price escalation/de-escalation would be implemented. If lower pricing for similar quantities becomes effective for the contractor, purchasers must be given immediate benefit of such lower pricing. The contractor may also offer volume and promotional discounts.



Contractor agrees all the prices, terms, warranties, and benefits provided in this contract are comparable to or better than the terms presently being offered by the contractor to any other governmental entity purchasing similar quantities under similar terms. If, during the term of this contract, the contractor enters into contracts with other governmental entities providing greater benefits or more favorable terms than those provided by this contract, the contractor is obligated to provide the same to purchasers for subsequent purchases. DES will be notified of changes in contract pricing.

Contract extensions and price adjustments: Contractors may not make contract extensions contingent on price adjustments.



6. Miscellaneous expenses




Expenses related to day-to-day contract performance (including but not limited to travel, lodging, meals, and incidentals) will not be reimbursed to the contractor. However, DES recognizes that there may be occasions when the purchaser requires the bidder to travel. In such cases the purchaser must provide written pre-approval of such expenses on a case-by-case basis. Any such reimbursement will be at rates not to exceed the guidelines for state employees published by the Washington State Office of Financial Management set forth in the Washington State Administrative & Accounting Manual, and not to exceed expenses actually incurred.



7. Confidentiality and Proprietary Waiver




The state of Washington has a very robust public records act that is codified in statute RCW 42.56.  Further, DES believes that Washington’s citizens are served best when public contract records are immediately available for public inspection and public dissemination.  And, DES does not see any meaningful need for disclosure protections and safeguards for a contract of this type.  Therefore, no document involved with state of Washington, Department of Enterprise Services (DES) contract #04115 – Light Duty and Medium duty Cutaways will be deemed confidential, proprietary, or other similar term.  




As a condition of this contract, the Bidder/Awarded Contractor understands and agrees that the documents that make up the #04115 contract, whether known, unknown, or developed in the future are neither confidential or proprietary and may be immediately publically inspected or publically disseminated with no notice to Bidder/Awarded Contractor.



The state of Washington/DES recognizes that many businesses routinely mark documents as confidential, proprietary or similar term.  Should DES have in its possession or receive a document marked in this manner, Bidder/Awarded Contractor understands and agrees that it is an error by Bidder/Awarded Contractor that may be ignored by state of Washington/DES and does not require any notification to Bidder/Awarded Contractor, and Bidder/Awarded Contractor grants to state of Washington/DES a waiver to any disclosure protections and notifications and shall hold the state of Washington/DES harmless.




8. Management fee




The management fee must be included in the Category and Options Price Sheet. 



DES may, at its sole discretion, increase, decrease, or eliminate the Management Fee upon thirty (30) days written notice to Contractor.  For purposes of the management fee, the parties agree that the initial management fee of 0.074% was included in the submitted pricing.  Therefore, any increase or decrease of the Management Fee, shall be reflected in contract pricing commensurate with the adjustment.  



Contractor will provide DES with a Usage report detailing all Net Collected Amounts for the preceding quarter according to the table listed below, in accordance with the Sales and Subcontractors Report section of the contract.  DES will send an invoice each quarter, based on such report within 30 days after receipt. Payment of the DES Management Fee is due one month following Contractor's receipt of the invoice from DES.  See Usage, Invoice, and Remittance Table below.



Taxability (if applicable): In 2013, the WA Department of Revenue announced that if the underlying transaction requires sales tax then the DES Management Fee portion of the transaction is also subject to a sales tax.  However, when the DES Management Fee that is held in trust by the Contractor is remitted to DES, it is not taxed a second time. 



The state reserves the right to audit, or have a designated third party audit, applicable records to ensure that the state has been properly invoiced and all DES Management Fees have been paid. Failure to accurately report Usage, to submit a timely Usage report, or remit timely payment of the DES Management Fee may be cause for contract termination, the charging of interest or penalties, or the exercise of other remedies provided by law.



DES Management Fee payment from the Contractor to DES must reference the Contract number, work request number (if applicable), the name of the contractor as known to DES, the year and quarter for which the DES Management Fee is being remitted, and the DES invoice number.

This document consists of general provisions and terms for solicitations issued by the Washington State Department of Enterprise Services (DES). Should a term within this document conflict with a term in the main solicitation document, the latter will prevail.




1 Instructions to Bidders




1.1 Minority and Women’s Business Enterprises (MWBE) 




In accordance with the legislative findings and policies set forth in RCW 39.19, the State of Washington encourages participation in all of its contracts by minority and woman-owned businesses firms certified by the Office of Minority and Women’s Business Enterprises (OMWBE). While the state does not give preferential treatment, it does seek equitable representation from the minority and women’s business community. In addition, the state welcomes participation by self-identified minority and woman owned firms and strongly encourages such firms to become certified by OMWBE.




Participation may be either on a direct basis in response to this solicitation or as a subcontractor to a contractor. However, unless required by federal statutes, regulations, grants, or contract terms referenced in the original solicitation, no preference will be included in the evaluation of bids, no minimum level of MWBE participation is required as condition for receiving an award, and bids will not be evaluated, rejected or considered non-responsive on that basis. 



Any affirmative action requirements set forth in federal regulations or statutes included or referenced in the original solicitation will apply. Bidders are encouraged to contact OMWBE for information on becoming a certified firm as set forth in Washington Administrative Code (WAC) Chapters 326-02 and 326-20; or for information on other certified firms for potential sub-contracting arrangements. Nothing in this section is intended to prevent or discourage bidders from inviting participation from non-MWBE firms as well as MWBE firms. Prior to performance, an awarded bidder that is a MWBE or intends to use MWBE subcontractors is encouraged to identify the participating firm(s) to DES.




1.2 Bidder’s authorized representative 



Bidders must designate an authorized representative in the Bidder Profile appendix who will be the principal point of contact for DES for the duration of this solicitation process. 




1.3 Include all cost components in pricing 




Bidders must identify and include all elements of recurring and non-recurring costs in their pricing. Unless otherwise specified, this must include, but is not limited to, all administrative fees, maintenance, manuals, documentation, shipping charges, labor, travel, training, consultation services, wiring and supplies needed for the installation (including cost of all uncrating, disposal of shipping materials), set-up, testing and initial instruction to agency personnel, warranty work and maintenance of the products/services, handling charges such as packing, wrapping, bags, containers, reels; or the processing fees associated with the use of credit cards. 




Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event that market conditions, laws, regulations, or other unforeseen factors dictate, at DES’s sole discretion, additional charges may be allowed during the contract term. 



1.4 Equal or alternate



Bidders may bid a product or service that is an equal to what is specified in the solicitation. An “equal” for purposes of this solicitation is “an offer of materials, supplies, services and/or equipment that meets or exceeds the quality, performance, and use of the specifications identified in a solicitation.” DES reserves the right to determine whether the proposed materials, supplies or services are equal.




Bidders may not bid a product or service that is an “alternate” to those specified in the solicitation except as set out in this section. An “alternate” for purposes of this solicitation is “a substitute offer of materials, supplies, services and/or equipment that is not at least a functional equal in features, performance and use and which materially deviates from one or more of the specifications in a competitive solicitation.” Bidders may suggest alternates by providing a detailed description, supporting documentation, and any associated exceptions to the specifications to DES in writing at least five business days before the bid-due date. If the proposed alternate is determined by DES to be acceptable, DES will issue a solicitation amendment to notify potential bidders. Otherwise, any bid that does not meet minimum mandatory specifications may be deemed non-responsive.



1.5 Public records and exempt information



All documents submitted by bidders to DES as part of this procurement will become public records as defined by the Public Records Act, Revised Code of Washington (RCW) 42.56. DES will not disclose any documents submitted in response to this solicitation until after announcement of Apparent Successful Bidder(s).




In most cases, DES will not ask bidders to submit confidential materials. However, if a bidder chooses to submit such materials, it should read and understand the following:




· DES will maintain the confidentiality of bidder documents only if a bidder clearly and prominently marks them as “CONFIDENTIAL” or “PROPRIETARY” or “TRADE SECRET.”




· DES requires that any confidential or proprietary documents be submitted in a separate envelope(s) marked “CONFIDENTIAL” or “PROPRIETARY” or “TRADE SECRET.”  




· DES’s responsibility is limited to:




1. Taking reasonable steps to protect clearly marked documents; and 




2. Notifying a bidder of any public records request(s) for the documents




When a public records request seeks confidential or proprietary documents or trade secrets submitted by bidders following the procedures above, DES will:




· Notify the bidder: DES will identify the requestor and the date that DES will disclose the requested documents unless the bidder gets a court order directing DES to withhold them.




· Disclose the requested documents after giving bidder an opportunity to seek a court order barring disclosure




DES will NOT:




· Evaluate or defend a bidder’s claim of confidentiality. The bidder must defend its claim and take appropriate legal action to do so.




· Withhold or redact any document without a court order.




Questions about confidentiality or exemption to disclosure should be directed to the Procurement Coordinator named on the cover of the IFB or the DES public records office at (360) 407-8768.



1.6 In-state preference/Reciprocity



Pursuant to RCW 39.26, DES has established a schedule of price adjustments applicable against any bidders submitting responses from states which grant a preference to their own in-state businesses as identified in the Preference Table. The reciprocity adjustment is applied as follows. 



· These adjustments will be applied in formal sealed bid solicitations only.




· The business address from which the response was submitted will determine if an adjustment is to be applied. 




· The appropriate percentage will be added to each response bearing the address from a state with in-state preferences rather than subtracting a like amount from Washington state bidders.




· This action will be used only for evaluation. In no instance shall the increase be paid to a supplier whose response is accepted.



1.7 Withdrawal or modification of response



Bidders are liable for all errors or omissions contained in their responses.




a. Prior to response due date and time




Modification:
Mistakes in bids or proposals detected prior to the due date and time may be corrected by the bidder by withdrawing the original bid or proposal and submitting a corrected bid or proposal to DES before the due date and time. If there is not sufficient time prior to the due date and time to withdraw the original bid or proposal and submit a corrected bid or proposal, the bidder, or an authorized representative, may correct the mistake on the face of the original bid or proposal provided that the corrected bid or proposal is time stamped by DES upon resubmission prior to the due date and time. 




Withdrawal:
An authorized bidder representative is permitted to withdraw its response before the due date and time by submitting the withdrawal request in writing. Withdrawn responses will be returned unopened to the bidder.




b. After response due date and time




No modification:
If bidder mistakes in a bid or proposal are detected after due date and time, they may not be corrected.



Withdrawal:
If the bidder submits evidence in writing satisfactory to DES that a mistake has been made by the bidder in the calculation of its bid or proposal, DES may allow the bid or proposal to be withdrawn provided that the claim of mistake and supporting documentation is provided within three business days after the due date and time. Compliance with this section within the specified time limit shall relieve the bidder of forfeiture of its bid guarantee. If DES subsequently reissues the solicitation, the bidder having made the mistake may not participate in that solicitation.




Clarification:
DES reserves the right to contact bidder for clarification of response contents.




1.8 Legal notices 




Any notice or demand or other communication required or permitted to be given under the contract or applicable law (except notice of malfunctioning Equipment) will be effective only if it is in writing and signed by the applicable party, properly addressed, and either delivered in person, or by a recognized courier service, or deposited with the United States Postal Service as first-class mail, postage prepaid, certified mail, return receipt requested, via facsimile or by electronic mail, to the parties at the addresses and fax numbers, e-mail addresses provided in the Authorized Offer and Contract Signature Page below. For purposes of complying with any provision in the contract or applicable law that requires a “writing,” such communication, when digitally signed with a Washington State Licensed Certificate, shall be considered to be “in writing” or “written” to an extent no less than if it were in paper form. Notices will be effective upon receipt or four business days after mailing, whichever is earlier. The notice address as provided herein may be changed by written notice given as provided above.




In the event that a subpoena or other legal process commenced by a third party in any way concerning the Equipment or Services provided pursuant to the contract is served upon contractor or DES, such party agrees to notify the other party in the most expeditious fashion possible following receipt of such subpoena or other legal process. The contractor and DES further agree to cooperate with the other party in any lawful effort by the other party to contest the legal validity of such subpoena or other legal process commenced by a third party.




1.9 Liens, claims and encumbrances



All materials, equipment, supplies and/or services shall be free of all liens, claims, or encumbrances of any kind, and if DES or the purchaser requests, a formal release of same shall be delivered to the respective requestor.




2 Standard Definitions




This section contains definitions of terms commonly used in solicitations conducted by the State of Washington, Department of Enterprise Services. Additional definitions may also be found in Chapter 39.26 RCW. All terms contained herein will be read consistently with those definitions.




				Acceptance



				The products passed appropriate inspection and acceptance testing period, if required.







				Acceptance testing



				The process for ascertaining that the products meet the standards set forth in the solicitation, prior to Acceptance by the purchaser.







				Agency



				State of Washington institutions, the offices of the elective state officers, the Supreme Court, the court of appeals, the administrative and other departments of state government, and the offices of all appointive officers of the state. "Agency" does not include the legislature but does include colleges, community colleges and universities who choose to participate in state contract(s).







				All-or-nothing award



				A method of award resulting from a competitive solicitation by which the purchaser will award all items to a single bidder. Also, a designation the bidder may use in its bid or response to indicate its offer is contingent up on full award and it will not accept a partial award.







				Alternate 



				A substitute offer of goods and services which is not at least a functional equal in features, performance and use and which materially deviates from one or more of the specifications in a competitive solicitation.







				Amendment



				A change to a legal document.




Solicitation: For the purposes of a solicitation document, an amendment shall be a unilateral change issued by DES, at its sole discretion.




Contract: An agreement between the parties to change the contract after it is fully signed by both parties. Such agreement shall be memorialized in a written document describing the agreed-upon change including any terms and conditions required to support such change. An Order Document shall not constitute an amendment to a contract.







				Apparent Successful Bidder(s)



				The bidder identified by DES, after evaluation of responses, who is recommended for award. 







				Authorized representative 



				An individual designated by the bidder or contractor to act on its behalf and with the authority to legally bind the bidder or contractor.







				Authorized signatory



				An individual with the authority to legally bind the bidder or contractor concerning the terms and conditions set forth in solicitation, response and contract documents.







				Award



				The official act of DES of accepting the offer to enter into a contract as contained in the bidder(s) response.







				Bid



				A sealed written offer to perform a contract to provide materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment in reply to an Invitation For bid (IFB).







				Bidder



				A Vendor who submits a response in reply to a solicitation.







				Brand



				A specification identifying a manufacturer of the goods described in a competitive solicitation to identify a standard of quality against which other products will be evaluated.







				Business days 



				Monday through Friday, 8 a.m. to 5 p.m., Pacific Time, except for holidays observed by the State of Washington.







				Calendar days 



				Consecutive days of the year including weekends and holidays, each of which commence at 12:00:01 a.m. and end at Midnight, Pacific Time. When “days” are not specified, Calendar Days shall prevail.







				Contract



				An agreement, or mutual assent, between two or more competent parties with the elements of the agreement being offer, acceptance, and consideration.







				Contract administrator



				The individual authorized by DES who is responsible for administration of a contract.







				Contractor



				Individual, company, corporation, firm, or combination thereof with whom DES develops a contract for the procurement of materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment. It shall also include any subcontractor retained by contractor as permitted under the terms of the contract.







				Department of Enterprise Services (DES)



				An agency serving state government and the citizens of Washington.







				Equal 



				Materials, supplies, services and/or equipment that meets or exceeds the quality, performance and use of the specifications identified in a solicitation.







				Estimated useful life 



				The estimated time from the date of acquisition to the date of replacement or disposal, determined in any reasonable manner.







				Inspection



				An examination of delivered material, supplies, services, and/or equipment prior to Acceptance aimed at forming a judgment as to whether such delivered items are what was ordered, were properly delivered and ready for Acceptance. Inspection may include a high level visual examination or a more thorough detailed examination as is customary to the type of purchase, as set forth in the solicitation document and/or as agreed between the parties. Inspection shall be acknowledged by an authorized signature of the purchaser.







				Intent to Award



				Notice of the recommendation for award for a specific solicitation.







				Invitation for Bid (IFB)



				The form utilized to solicit bids in the formal, sealed bid procedure and any amendments thereto issued in writing by DES. Specifications and qualifications are clearly defined.







				Late bids or proposals 



				A bid or proposal received at the place specified in the solicitation after the time designated for all bids or proposals to be received.







				Lead time/After Receipt Of Order (ARO) 



				The period of time between when the contractor receives the order and the purchaser receives the materials, supplies, equipment, or services order.







				Lifecycle cost



				The total cost of an item to the state over its Estimated Useful Life, including costs of selection, acquisition, operation, maintenance, and where applicable, disposal, as far as these costs can reasonably be determined, minus the salvage value at the end of its estimated useful life.







				Master Contracts and Consulting (MCC)



				A unit of the Contracts and Legal Services Division of DES authorized under Chapter 39.26 RCW to develop and administer contracts for goods and services on behalf of state agencies, colleges and universities, nonprofit organizations and local governments.







				Order document



				A written communication, submitted by a purchaser to the contractor, which details the specific requirements of the purchaser within the scope of the contract, such as delivery date, size, color, capacity, etc. An order document may include, but is not limited to field orders, purchase orders, work order or other writings as may be designated by the parties hereto. No additional or alternate terms and conditions on such written communication shall apply unless authorized by the contract and expressly agreed between the purchaser and the contractor.







				Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM)



				A supply management term for the purchase of parts and material directly from the manufacturer of the equipment or from an authorized reseller. For example, Ford automotive replacement parts would be purchased from an authorized Ford reseller.











				Procurement Coordinator



				The individual authorized by DES who is responsible for conducting a specific solicitation.







				Product



				Materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment provided under the terms and conditions of this contract.







				Prompt payment discount



				A discount offered by the bidder to encourage timely payment by purchaser within the stated term identified by bidder.







				Proposal



				A sealed written offer to perform a contract to supply materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment in reply to a Request For Proposal (RFP).







				Purchaser



				The authorized user of the contract, as identified in the solicitation, who may or actually does make purchases of material, supplies, services, and/or equipment under the resulting contract.







				Quotation



				An informal written or oral offer to perform a contract to supply materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment in reply to a Request For Quote (RFQ).







				Recycled material 



				Waste materials and by-products that have been recovered or diverted from solid waste and that can be utilized in place of a raw or virgin material in manufacturing a product and consists of materials derived from post-consumer waste, manufacturing waste, industrial scrap, agricultural wastes and other items, all of which can be used in the manufacture of new or recycled products.







				Recycled content product



				A product containing recycled material.







				Request For Proposal (RFP)



				The form utilized to solicit Proposals in the formal, sealed solicitation procedure and any amendments thereto issued in writing by DES. The specifications and qualification requirements are written in an outcome based form allowing for consideration of a broad range of different solutions to meet the procurement need.







				Request For Quotations (RFQ)



				A written or oral request by DES to solicit Quotations in the informal solicitation procedure. 







				Response



				A bid or proposal.







				Responsible



				The capability in all respects to perform in full the contract requirements; meets the elements of responsibility. (See RCW 39.26.)







				Responsive



				Conforms in all material respects to the terms and conditions, the specifications, and other requirements of a solicitation.











				Sealed bid



				A formal submission from a bidder submitted in response to a solicitation. It is submitted in a sealed manner to prevent its contents from being revealed before the time and date set for the bid opening.







				Solicitation



				The process of notifying prospective bidders that DES desires to receive competitive bids or proposals for furnishing specified materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment. Also includes reference to the actual documents used for that process, including: the Invitation For Bids (IFB) or Request For Proposals (RFP), along with all attachments and exhibits thereto.







				Specifications



				The explicit requirements furnished with a competitive solicitation upon which a purchase order or contract is to be based. Specifications set forth the characteristics of the goods and/or services to be purchased or sold so as to enable the bidder or supplier to determine and understand requirements of the purchaser. Specifications may be in the form of a description of the physical or performance characteristics, a reference brand or both. It may include a description of any requirement for inspecting, testing, or preparing a material, equipment, supplies, or service for delivery.







				State



				The State of Washington acting by and through DES.







				State contract



				The written document memorializing the agreement between the successful bidder and DES for materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment, administered by the Master Contracts and Consulting Unit on behalf of the State of Washington.




“State contract” does not include the following:




· Colleges and universities that choose to purchase under RCW 28B.10.029



· Purchases made in accordance with state purchasing policy;




· Purchases made pursuant to authority granted or delegated under RCW 39.26



· Purchases authorized as an emergency purchase under RCW 39.26; or




· Purchases made pursuant to other statutes granting the agency authority to independently conduct purchases of materials, supplies, services, or equipment.







				Subcontractor



				A person or business that is, or will be, providing or performing an essential aspect of the contract under the direction and responsibility of the contractor and with the agreement of DES.







				Term contract



				A state contract that extends beyond a single purchase and may be available to multiple purchasers. 







				Vendor



				A provider of materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment.







				Washington’s Electronic Business Solution (WEBS)



				The vendor registration and bidder notification system maintained by the Washington State Department of Enterprise Services located at: www.ga.wa.gov/webs. 











3 Standard Terms & Conditions



3.1 Contract modifications 




DES reserves the right to modify the resulting contract (including but not limited to adding or deleting products, services, or delivery locations) by mutual agreement between DES and the contractor, so long as such modification is substantially within the scope of the original contract. Such modifications will be memorialized in a signed written document describing the agreed upon change including any terms and conditions required to support such change.




3.2 Contract administration



· State contract administrator




DES will appoint a single point of contact that will be the Contract Administrator for this contract and will provide contract oversight. The Contract Administrator will be the principal contact for the contractor for business activities under this contract. DES will notify contractor, in writing, when there is a new Contract Administrator assigned to this contract.



· Administration of term contract



DES may maintain contract information and pricing and make it available on DES’s web site. The contract prices are the maximum price contractor can charge. The contractor may also offer volume discounts to purchasers.



3.3 Contractor supervision and coordination 



Contractor shall:




a. Competently and efficiently supervise and coordinate the implementation and completion of all contract requirements specified herein. 




b. Identify the contractor’s Authorized Representative, who will be the principal point of contact for DES concerning contractor’s performance under this contract. 




c. Immediately notify the Contract Administrator in writing of any change of the designated Authorized Representative assigned to this contract. 




d. Be bound by all written communications given to or received from the contractor’s Authorized Representative.



Violation of any provision of this section may be considered a material breach establishing grounds for contract termination.




3.4 Post-award conference



The contractor may be required to attend a post-award conference scheduled by the Procurement Coordinator and/or the contract administrator to discuss contract performance requirements. The time and place of this conference will be scheduled following contract award.




3.5 Term contract management 




Upon award of a term contract, the contractor shall:




a. Review the impact of the award and take the necessary steps needed to ensure that contractual obligations will be fulfilled.




b. Promote and market the use of this contract to all authorized contract purchasers.




c. Ensure that those who endeavor to utilize this contract are authorized purchasers under this contract.




d. At no additional charge, assist purchasers in making the most cost effective, value based purchases which may include, but is not limited to:




· Having representatives available to provide information regarding products and services, including visiting the purchaser site if needed, and providing purchaser with materials/supplies/equipment recommendations.




· Providing purchasers with a detailed list of contract items including current contract pricing and part numbers.




The contractor shall designate a customer service representative who will be responsible for addressing purchaser issues including, but not limited to:




· Logging requests for service, ensuring repairs are completed in a timely manner, dispatching service technicians and processing warranty claim documentation.




· Providing purchasers with regular and timely status updates in the event of a delay in repair or order fulfillment.



· Acting as the lead and liaison between the manufacturer and purchaser in resolving warranty claims for contract items purchased.




3.6 Changes 




Alterations to any of the terms, conditions, or requirements of this contract shall only be effective upon written issuance of a mutually agreed contract amendment by DES. However, changes to point of contact information may be updated without the issuance of a mutually agreed contract amendment.



3.7 Statewide Payee Desk




Contractors must register with the Statewide Payee Desk, maintained by DES, in order to be paid for contract sales. Washington state agencies cannot make payments to a contractor until it is registered. Registration materials are available here: Receiving Payment from the State.



3.8 Contract usage report




The management fee will be based on total contract usage (sales), which must be reported quarterly by the contractor in the Contract Sales Reporting System.  DES will provide a login password and a vendor number.



For each report, contractor must identify every purchaser who has made purchases during the reporting period. The “Miscellaneous” option may be used only with prior approval by DES, and use of this option without prior approval by DES may be cause for contract termination. Refer sales reporting questions to the Contract Administrator.



Due date: Reports must be submitted electronically within 30 days after the end of the calendar quarter: no later than April 30, July 31, October 31 and January 31.




Failure to provide reports in accordance with the schedule above may be cause for contract termination.



3.9 Other required term contract reports 



DES may require the contractor to provide a detailed annual contract sales history report. This report, if requested, will include at a minimum, but is not limited to: product description, part number or other product identifier, per unit quantities sold, and contract price. This report must be provided to DES in an electronic format that can be read by MS Excel. Unless the solicitation specifies otherwise, all other required reports will be designed and approved by the parties by mutual agreement.



3.10 Common vendor-registration and bid-notification system



Contractor shall be registered in Washington’s Electronic Business Solution (WEBS), the state’s common vendor registration and bid notification system (www.ga.wa.gov/webs). Contractors already registered need not re-register. It is the sole responsibility of contractor to properly register and maintain an accurate vendor profile.



3.11 Contractor qualifications and requirements



DES reserves the right to require receipt of proof of compliance with any of the requirements in this section within 10 calendar days from the date of request, and to terminate this contract as a material breach for noncompliance with any requirement of this paragraph. Contractor shall maintain compliance with these requirements throughout the life of this contract.



a. Qualified and established business 




Prior to performance, or prior to that time if required by DES, law or regulation, contractor must be an established business with all required licenses, fees, bonding, facilities, equipment, and trained personnel necessary to meet all requirements and perform the work as specified in the solicitation.




b. Authorized Service Provider and Product Reseller certifications 




Upon request, contractor must provide evidence of its status as an authorized service provider or product reseller. contractor shall maintain its authorized service provider or product reseller status for the initial term and any extensions of the resulting contract. If this status is discontinued, this contract may be terminated. 



c. Dealer authorization (when applicable)




The contractor shall maintain dealer authorization from the manufacturer consistent with the requirements outlined in the original solicitation.




d. Personnel substitutions (when applicable)




If at contract award or any time thereafter, any named individual specifically identified in the response to work on this engagement is not available, DES reserves the right to approve or reject any personnel substitutions. 




e. Use of subcontractors (when applicable)




Prior to performance, contractor shall identify all subcontractors who will perform services in fulfillment of contract requirements. Additionally contractor may be required to identify contact information as well as federal tax identification number (TIN), and anticipated dollar value of each subcontract. 




DES reserves the right to approve or reject any and all subcontractors that identified by the contractor. Any subcontractors not listed in the bidder’s response, who are engaged by the contractor, must be pre-approved, in writing, by DES. 




Contractor agrees to be responsible for all actions of any subcontractors in the performance of this contract. The contractor shall be responsible to ensure that all requirements of the contract shall flow down to any and all subcontractors. In no event shall the existence of a Subcontract operate to release or reduce the liability of contractor to the state for any breach in the performance of the contractor’s duties.




f. Assignment




Contractor shall not assign or otherwise transfer its obligations or any claim arising under this contract without the prior written consent of DES. Such consent will not be unreasonably withheld. contractor shall provide a minimum of 30 calendar days advance notification of intent to assign or otherwise transfer its obligations under this contract. Violation of this provision may be considered a material breach and be grounds for contract termination. Assignment or transfer of contract shall not relieve the contractor from its responsibilities and obligations under the contract.




g. Contractor authority and infringement




Under this contract, contractor is authorized to sell only those materials, supplies, services and/or equipment as stated herein and allowed for by the contract provisions. contractor shall not misrepresent to purchasers that they have the contract authority to sell any other materials, supplies, services and/or equipment. Further, contractor may not intentionally infringe on other established state contracts. 




h. Hours of labor



In compliance with RCW 49.28, contractor agrees that no worker, laborer, or mechanic in the employ of the contractor or subcontractor shall be permitted or required to work more than eight (8) hours in any one calendar day, or forty (40) hours in any one calendar week. However, in cases of extraordinary emergency such as danger to life or property, the hours of work may be extended but in such cases the rate of pay for time employed in excess of the above shall be at the prevailing overtime rate of pay. Except, contracts will not require the payment of overtime rates for the first two hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours per day when the employer has obtained the employee’s agreement (as defined in WAC 296-127-022) to work a four-day, ten-hour work week.




i. Materials and workmanship




The contractor is required to furnish all materials, supplies, equipment and/or services necessary to perform contractual requirements. Materials, supplies, equipment and/or services used in the performance of this contract shall conform to all applicable federal, state, and local codes, regulations and requirements for such equipment, specifications contained herein, and the normal uses for which intended. Materials, supplies, and equipment shall be manufactured in accordance with the best commercial practices and standards for this type of materials, supplies, and equipment.




j. Best pricing




For the term of the contract, pricing for all  products will be no greater than the prices quoted in the bidder’s response. If, however, during the contract period lower prices and rates become effective through reduction in Manufacturer’s or contractor’s list prices, promotional discounts, or other circumstances, purchasers must be given immediate benefit of such lower prices and rates.



k. Mercury content and preference (when applicable)




Contractor shall provide mercury-free products when available. Should mercury-free products not exist, contractors shall provide products with the lowest mercury content available in meeting performance requirements. 



Contractor shall disclose products that contain added mercury and provide an explanation that includes the amount or concentration of mercury, and justification as to why added mercury is necessary for the function or performance of the product. The contractor is to provide any existing technical data pertaining to the addition of mercury or a mercury compound intentionally added to the product.




Contractor shall maintain compliance with these requirements throughout the life of this contract. DES reserves the right to require receipt of proof of compliance with within 10 calendar days from the date of request, and to terminate this contract as a material breach for noncompliance.




3.12 Ordering requirements




Contractor must ensure that Authorized purchasers can place orders against this contract either in person, electronically, facsimile or by phone. Once an order is issued, the following shall apply:




· Upon receipt of a purchase order the contractor must send written confirmation to the purchaser. 




· If requested, the contractor must supply purchaser with manufacturer’s list pricing or other documentation needed to verify contract pricing compliance.




· Contractor must notify purchaser of any surcharges or other price adjustments if applicable and as contract allows.




3.13 Delivery requirements




a. Delivery:




Contractor must ensure that delivery of goods will be made as required in the contract terms, the Purchase Order, or as otherwise mutually agreed in writing between the purchaser and contractor. The following apply to all deliveries:




· The contractor must deliver the goods during purchaser’s normal work hours and within contract time frames or as otherwise mutually agreed in writing between the purchaser and contractor at the time of order placement. 



· The contractor must verify specific working hours of individual purchasers and instruct carrier(s) to deliver accordingly.




· The purchaser may refuse shipment when delivered after normal working hours.




· Failure to comply with agreed upon delivery times may subject contractor to liquidated damages and/or other damages. 




· The acceptance of late delivery does not constitute a waiver of the requirements for the timely performance of any obligation remaining to be performed by contractor.




· The contractor must make all deliveries to the applicable delivery location as indicated in the contract or Purchase Order. 




· The contractor is responsible for verifying delivery conditions/requirements with the purchaser prior to the delivery. 




· When applicable, the contractor must take all necessary actions to safeguard items during inclement weather. 



· All packing lists, packages, instruction manuals, correspondence, shipping notices, shipping containers, and other written materials associated with this contract shall be identified by the contract identifier and the applicable purchaser’s order number. Packing lists shall be enclosed with each shipment and clearly identify all contents and any backorders.




· The contractor must not initiate performance prior to receipt of written or verbal authorization from authorized purchasers. Expenses incurred otherwise will be borne solely by the contractor.




b. Receipt of goods:




Inspection and rejection: The purchaser's inspection of all materials, supplies and equipment upon delivery is for the purpose of forming a judgment as to whether such delivered items are what was ordered, were properly delivered, and are ready for Acceptance. If applicable, the state reserves the right to independently test, at contractor’s expense, any product of questionable freshness, quality, or origin delivered against this contract. Such inspection shall not be construed as final acceptance, or as acceptance of the materials, supplies or equipment, if the materials, supplies or equipment does not conform to contractual requirements. 



If there are any apparent defects in the materials, supplies, or equipment at the time of delivery, the purchaser will promptly notify the contractor. At the purchaser’s option and without limiting any other rights, the purchaser may require the contractor to: 




· Repair or replace, at contractor's expense, any or all of the damaged goods. 




· Refund the price of any or all of the damaged goods.




· Accept the return of any or all of the damaged goods.




Alternatively and at the purchaser’s option, any possible damage to the product may be noted on the receiving report and the cost deducted from final payment. 




Acceptance: Acceptance shall be as specified in the contract or Purchase Order. In the event that there is a formal Acceptance Testing period required in the solicitation document then acceptance is formalized in writing. If there is no Acceptance Testing period required, Acceptance occurs when the  products are delivered and inspected.




c. Shipping and risk of loss: 




Unless the contract specifies otherwise, contractor shall ship all Goods freight prepaid, FOB purchaser’s destination. The method of shipment shall be consistent with the nature of the Goods and hazards of transportation. Regardless of FOB point, contractor agrees to bear all risks of loss, damage, or destruction of the Goods ordered hereunder that occurs prior to Delivery Date or Acceptance, whichever is applicable, except loss or damage attributable to purchaser’s fault or negligence; and such loss, damage, or destruction shall not release contractor from any obligation hereunder. After Delivery Date or Acceptance, whichever is applicable, the risk of loss or damage shall be borne by purchaser, except loss or damage attributable to contractor’s fault or negligence.




d. Site security: 




While on purchaser’s premises, contractor, its agents, employees, or subcontractors shall conform in all respects with physical, fire, or other security regulations.




e. Installation:




When applicable, installation shall be performed in a professional manner in accordance with industry standard best practices. The premises shall be left in a neat, clean, and undamaged condition. The state reserves the right to require contractor to repair any damage caused during installation or provide full compensation as determined by the state. 



f. Title to product (if applicable):




Upon Delivery or Acceptance, whichever is applicable, contractor shall convey to purchaser good title to the Goods free and clear of all liens, pledges, mortgages, encumbrances, or other security interests.




g. Labeling: 




Individual shipping cartons shall be labeled with the name of the purchaser, order number, contract number, contractor, state stock numbers. Where applicable, date of manufacture, batch number, storage requirements, conditions, and recommended shelf life shall also be included. 



h. Hazardous materials: 




Consistent with WAC 296-839, all manufacturers and distributors of hazardous substances, including any of the items listed in this contract, must include a complete material safety data sheet (MSDS) for each hazardous material. Additionally, each container of hazardous materials must be appropriately labeled with:




· The identity of the hazardous material,




· Appropriate hazard warnings, and




· Name and address of the chemical manufacturer, importer, or other responsible party




The Department of Labor and Industries may levy appropriate fines for noncompliance and agencies may withhold payment-pending receipt of a legible copy of MSDS. It should be noted that OSHA Form 20 is not acceptable in lieu of this requirement unless it is modified to include appropriate information relative to “carcinogenic ingredients” and “routes of entry” of the product(s) in question.




3.14 Treatment of assets




Title to all property furnished by DES and/or purchaser shall remain with DES and/or purchaser, as applicable. Any property of DES and/or purchaser furnished to the contractor shall, unless otherwise provided herein or approved by DES and/or purchaser, be used only for the performance of this contract.




The contractor shall be responsible for damages as a result of any loss or damage to property of DES and/or purchaser which results from the negligence of the contractor or which results from the failure on the part of the contractor to maintain, administer and protect that property in a reasonable manner and to the extent practicable in all instances.




If any DES and/or purchaser property is lost, destroyed, or damaged, the contractor shall immediately notify DES and/or purchaser and shall take all reasonable steps to protect the property from further damage.




The contractor shall surrender to DES and/or purchaser all property of DES and/or purchaser prior to settlement upon completion, termination, or cancellation of this contract.




Title to all property furnished by the contractor, the cost for which the contractor is entitled to be reimbursed as a direct item of cost under this contract, shall pass to and vest in the purchaser upon delivery of such property by the contractor and Acceptance by the purchaser. Title to other property, the cost of which is reimbursable to the contractor under this contract, shall pass to and vest in the purchaser upon (i) issuance for use of such property in the performance of this contract, or (ii) commencement of use of such property in the performance of this contract, or (iii) reimbursement of the cost thereof by the purchaser in whole or in part, whichever first occurs.




All reference to the contractor under this clause shall also include contractor's employees, agents or subcontractors.




3.15 Standard of quality/Consistency over term of contract



If, in the sole judgment of DES or the purchaser, any product is determined not to be equal, the purchaser may take any or all of the following actions:




· The Product may be returned at contractor’s expense and the purchaser reimbursed for any payments.




· The contract may be terminated without any liability to the State of Washington or purchaser.




3.16 Payment




a. Advance payment prohibited:




No advance payment shall be made for the  products and Services furnished by contractor under this contract. 




Notwithstanding the above, maintenance payments, if any, may be made on a quarterly basis at the beginning of each quarter.




b. Payment:




Payment is the sole responsibility of, and will be made by, the purchaser. 




Under Chapter 39.76 RCW , if purchaser fails to make timely payment(s), contractor may invoice for 1 percent per month on the amount overdue or a minimum of $1. Payment will not be considered late if a check or warrant is mailed within the time specified. If no terms are specified otherwise in the solicitation, net 30 days will automatically apply. 



Payment(s) made in accordance with contract terms shall fully compensate the contractor for all risk, loss, damages or expense of whatever nature and acceptance of payment shall constitute a waiver of all claims submitted by contractor.




Payment for materials, supplies and/or equipment received and for services rendered shall be made by purchaser and be redeemable in U.S. dollars. Unless otherwise specified, the purchaser’s sole responsibility shall be to issue this payment. Any bank or transaction fees or similar costs associated with currency exchange procedures or the use of purchasing/credit cards shall be fully assumed by the contractor.




Note: when the state has been overcharged or otherwise reimbursed, the purchaser may elect to have either direct payments or written credit memos issued. If the contractor fails to make timely payment(s) or issuance of credit memos, the purchaser may impose a 1% per month on the amount overdue 30 days after notice to the contractor.




c. Invoicing and discounts




Contractor must provide a properly completed invoice to purchaser. All invoices are to be delivered to the address indicated in the purchase order. 




Each invoice must be identified by the associated contract number; the contractor’s statewide vendor registration number assigned by the Washington State Office of Financial Management (OFM), the applicable purchaser’s order number, and must be in U.S. dollars. Invoices must be prominently annotated by the contractor with all applicable prompt payment and/or volume discount(s) and shipping charges unless otherwise specified in the solicitation. 



Invoices for payment will accurately reflect all discounts due the purchaser. Invoices will not be processed for payment, nor will the period of prompt payment discount commence, until receipt of a properly completed invoice denominated in U.S. dollars and until all invoiced items are received and satisfactory performance of contractor has been accepted by the purchaser. If an adjustment in payment is necessary due to damage or dispute, any prompt payment discount period shall commence on the date final approval for payment is authorized.



3.17 Taxes, fees and licenses 



a. Taxes




Where required by statute or regulation, the contractor shall pay for and maintain in current status all taxes that are necessary for contract performance. Unless otherwise indicated, the purchaser agrees to pay State of Washington taxes on all applicable materials, supplies, services and/or equipment purchased. No charge by the contractor shall be made for federal excise taxes and the purchaser agrees to furnish contractor with an exemption certificate where appropriate.




b. Collection of retail sales and use taxes



In general, contractors engaged in retail sales activities within the State of Washington are required to collect and remit sales tax to Department of Revenue (DOR). In general, out-of-state contractors must collect and remit “use tax” to Department of Revenue if the activity carried on by the seller in the State of Washington is significantly associated with contractor’s ability to establish or maintain a market for its products in Washington. Examples of such activity include where the contractor either directly or by an agent or other representative:




· Maintains an in-state office, distribution house, sales house, warehouse, service enterprise, or any other in-state place of business;




· Maintains an in-state inventory or stock of goods for sale;




· Regularly solicits orders from purchasers located within the State of Washington via sales representatives entering the State of Washington;




· Sends other staff into the State of Washington (e.g. product safety engineers, etc.) to interact with purchasers in an attempt to establish or maintain market(s); or




· Other factors identified in WAC 458-20.




c. Department of Revenue registration for out-of-state contractors



Out-of-state contractors meeting any of the above criteria must register and establish an account with the Department of Revenue. Refer to WAC 458-20-193, and call the Department of Revenue at 800-647-7706 for additional information. When out-of-state contractors are not required to collect and remit “use tax,” purchasers located in the State of Washington are responsible for paying this tax, if applicable, directly to the Department of Revenue.




d. Fees/Licenses




After award of contract, and prior to commencing performance under the contract, the contractor shall pay for and maintain in a current status any licenses, fees, assessments, permit charges, etc., which are necessary for contract performance. It is the contractor's sole responsibility to maintain licenses and to monitor and determine any changes or the enactment of any subsequent regulations for said fees, assessments, or charges and to immediately comply with said changes or regulations during the entire term of this contract.




e. Customs/Brokerage Fees




Contractor shall take all necessary actions, including, but not limited to, paying all customs, duties, brokerage, and/or import fees, to ensure that materials, supplies, and/or equipment purchased under the contract are expedited through customs. Failure to do so may subject contractor to liquidated damages as identified herein and/or to other remedies available by law or contract. Neither DES nor the purchaser will incur additional costs related to contractor’s payment of such fees.




f. Taxes on invoice




Contractor shall calculate and enter the appropriate state and local sales tax on all invoices. Tax is to be computed on new items after deduction of any trade-in in accordance with WAC 458-20-247.




g. Ferry vessel exemption(if applicable)



Orders for tangible personal property which become a component part of ferry vessels of the State of Washington or local government units in the State of Washington are exempt from use tax under RCW 82.12.0279.




h. Minority and Women’s Business Enterprise (MWBE) participation



With each invoice for payment and within 30 days of purchaser's request, contractor shall provide purchaser an Affidavit of Amounts Paid. The Affidavit of Amounts Paid shall either state that contractor still maintains its MWBE certification, or state that its Subcontractor(s) still maintain(s) its/their MWBE certification(s) and specify the amounts paid to each certified MWBE subcontractor under this contract. contractor shall maintain records supporting the Affidavit of Amounts Paid in accordance with this contract’s Retention of Records section.



i. Overpayments to contractor



Contractor shall refund to purchaser the full amount of any erroneous payment or overpayment under this contract within 30 days’ written notice. If contractor fails to make timely refund, purchaser may charge contractor 1 percent per month on the amount due, until paid in full.




j. Contractor expenses (if applicable)



Purchaser shall reimburse contractor for travel and other expenses as identified in this contract, or as authorized in writing, in advance by purchaser in accordance with the then-current rules and regulations set forth in the Washington State Administrative and Accounting Manual (http://www.ofm.wa.gov/policy/default.asp). contractor shall provide a detailed itemization of expenses, including description, amounts and dates, and receipts for amounts of fifty dollars ($50) or more when requesting reimbursement.




The amount reimbursed to contractor is included in calculating the total amount spent under this contract.



k. Audits



The state reserves the right to audit, or have a designated third party audit, applicable records to ensure that the state has been properly invoiced. Any remedies and penalties allowed by law to recover monies determined owed will be enforced. Repetitive instances of incorrect invoicing may be considered complete cause for contract termination.




3.18 Quality assurance 




a. Right of inspection




Contractor shall provide right of access to its facilities to DES, or any of DES’s officers, or to any other authorized agent or official of the State of Washington or the federal government, at all reasonable times, in order to monitor and evaluate performance, compliance, and/or quality assurance under this contract.




b. Contractor commitments, warranties and representations



Any written commitment by contractor within the scope of this contract shall be binding upon contractor. Failure of contractor to fulfill such a commitment may constitute breach and shall render contractor liable for damages under the terms of this contract. For purposes of this section, a commitment by contractor includes: (i) Prices, discounts, and options committed to remain in force over a specified period of time; and (ii) any warranty or representation made by contractor in its bid or contained in any contractor or manufacturer publications, written materials, schedules, charts, diagrams, tables, descriptions, other written representations, and any other communication medium accompanying or referred to in its bid or used to effect the sale to purchaser.




c. Warranties




Contractor warrants that all materials, supplies, services and/or equipment provided under this contract shall be fit for the purpose(s) for which intended, for merchantability, and shall conform to the requirements and specifications herein. Acceptance of any materials, supplies, service and/or equipment, and inspection incidental thereto, by the purchaser shall not alter or affect the obligations of the contractor or the rights of the purchaser.




d. Date warranty




Contractor warrants that all  products provided under this contract: (i) do not have a life expectancy limited by date or time format; (ii) will correctly record, store, process, and present calendar dates; (iii) will lose no functionality, data integrity, or performance with respect to any date; and (iv) will be interoperable with other software used by purchaser that may deliver date records from the  products, or interact with date records of the  products (“Date Warranty”). In the event a Date Warranty problem is reported to contractor by purchaser and such problem remains unresolved after three calendar days, at purchaser’s discretion, contractor shall send, at contractor’s sole expense, at least one (1) qualified and knowledgeable representative to purchaser’s premises. This representative will continue to address and work to remedy the failure, malfunction, defect, or nonconformity on purchaser’s premises. This Date Warranty shall last perpetually. In the event of a breach of any of these representations and warranties, contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless purchaser from and against any and all harm, injury, damages, costs, and expenses incurred by purchaser arising out of said breach.



e. Cost of remedy




Cost of remedying defects: All defects, indirect and consequential costs of correcting, removing or replacing any or all of the defective materials or equipment will be charged against the contractor.




3.19 Information and communications



a. Advertising




Contractor shall not publish or use any information concerning this contract in any format or media for advertising or publicity without prior written consent from DES.




b. Retention of records




The contractor shall maintain all books, records, documents, data and other evidence relating to this contract and the provision of materials, supplies, services and/or equipment described herein, including, but not limited to, accounting procedures and practices which sufficiently and properly reflect all direct and indirect costs of any nature expended in the performance of this contract. contractor shall retain such records for a period of six (6) years following the date of final payment. At no additional cost, these records, including materials generated under the contract, shall be subject at all reasonable times to inspection, review, or audit by DES, personnel duly authorized by DES, the Washington State Auditor’s Office, and federal and state officials so authorized by law, regulation or agreement.




If any litigation, claim or audit is started before the expiration of the six (6) year period, the records shall be retained until final resolution of all litigation, claims, or audit findings involving the records.




c. Proprietary or confidential information



To the extent consistent with Chapter 42.56 RCW, the Public Disclosure Act, DES shall maintain the confidentiality of contractor’s information marked confidential or proprietary. If a request is made to view contractor’s proprietary information, DES will notify contractor of the request and of the date that the records will be released to the requester unless contractor obtains a court order enjoining that disclosure. If contractor fails to obtain the court order enjoining disclosure, DES will release the requested information on the date specified.




The state’s sole responsibility shall be limited to maintaining the above data in a secure area and to notify contractor of any request(s) for disclosure for so long as DES retains contractor’s information in DES records. Failure to so label such materials or failure to timely respond after notice of request for public disclosure has been given shall be deemed a waiver by contractor of any claim that such materials are exempt from disclosure.



d. Non-endorsement and publicity




Neither DES nor the purchasers are endorsing the contractor’s  products or Services, nor suggesting that they are the best or only solution to their needs. contractor agrees to make no reference to DES, any purchaser or the State of Washington in any literature, promotional material, brochures, sales presentation or the like, regardless of method of distribution, without the prior review and express written consent of DES.



e. Ownership/rights in data




Purchaser and contractor agree that all data and work products (collectively called “work product”) produced pursuant to this contract shall be considered work made for hire under the U.S. Copyright Act, 17 U.S.C. §101 et seq, and shall be owned by purchaser. Contractor is hereby commissioned to create the work product. Work product includes, but is not limited to, discoveries, formulas, ideas, improvements, inventions, methods, models, processes, techniques, findings, conclusions, recommendations, reports, designs, plans, diagrams, drawings, software, databases, documents, pamphlets, advertisements, books, magazines, surveys, studies, computer programs, films, tapes, and/or sound reproductions, to the extent provided by law. Ownership includes the right to copyright, patent, register and the ability to transfer these rights and all information used to formulate such work product.




If for any reason the work product would not be considered a work made for hire under applicable law, contractor assigns and transfers to purchaser the entire right, title and interest in and to all rights in the work product and any registrations and copyright applications relating thereto and any renewals and extensions thereof.




Contractor shall execute all documents and perform such other proper acts as purchaser may deem necessary to secure for purchaser the rights pursuant to this section.




Contractor shall not use or in any manner disseminate any work product to any third party, or represent in any way contractor ownership in any work product, without the prior written permission of purchaser. Contractor shall take all reasonable steps necessary to ensure that its agents, employees, or subcontractors shall not copy or disclose, transmit or perform any Work Product or any portion thereof, in any form, to any third party.




Material that is delivered under this contract, but that does not originate there from (“preexisting material”), shall be transferred to purchaser with a nonexclusive, royalty-free, irrevocable license to publish, translate, reproduce, deliver, perform, display, and dispose of such preexisting material, and to authorize others to do so except that such license shall be limited to the extent to which contractor has a right to grant such a license. contractor shall exert all reasonable effort to advise purchaser at the time of delivery of preexisting material furnished under this contract, of all known or potential infringements of publicity, privacy or of intellectual property contained therein and of any portion of such document which was not produced in the performance of this contract. contractor agrees to obtain, at its own expense, express written consent of the copyright holder for the inclusion of preexisting material. Purchaser shall receive prompt written notice of each notice or claim of copyright infringement or infringement of other intellectual property right worldwide received by contractor with respect to any preexisting material delivered under this contract. purchaser shall have the right to modify or remove any restrictive markings placed upon the preexisting material by contractor.



f. Protection of confidential and personal information



Contractor acknowledges that some of the material and information that may come into its possession or knowledge in connection with this contract or its performance may consist of information that is exempt from disclosure to the public or other unauthorized persons under either Chapter 42.56 RCW or other state or federal statutes (“confidential information”). Confidential information includes, but is not limited to, names, addresses, Social Security numbers, e-mail addresses, telephone numbers, financial profiles, credit card information, driver’s license numbers, medical data, law enforcement records, agency source code or object code, agency security data, etc or information identifiable to an individual that relates to any of these types of information. contractor agrees to hold confidential information in strictest confidence and not to make use of confidential information for any purpose other than the performance of this contract, to release it only to authorized employees or subcontractors requiring such information for the purposes of carrying out this contract, and not to release, divulge, publish, transfer, sell, disclose, or otherwise make the information known to any other party without purchaser’s express written consent or as provided by law. Contractor agrees to release such information or material only to employees or subcontractors who have signed a non-disclosure agreement, the terms of which have been previously approved by purchaser. contractor agrees to implement physical, electronic, and managerial safeguards to prevent unauthorized access to Confidential Information. 




“Personal information” including, but not limited to, “protected health information” (PHI) under the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA), individuals’ names, addresses, phone numbers, birth dates, and social security numbers collected, used, or acquired in connection with this contract shall be protected against unauthorized use, disclosure, modification or loss. 



HIPAA establishes national minimum standards for the use and disclosure of certain health information. The contractor must comply with all HIPAA requirements and rules when determined applicable by the purchaser. If purchaser determines that (1) purchaser is a “covered entity” under HIPAA, and that (2) contractor will perform “business associate” services and activities covered under HIPAA, then at purchaser’s request, contractor agrees to execute purchaser’s business associate contract in compliance with HIPAA.




Contractor shall ensure its directors, officers, employees, subcontractors or agents use personal information solely for the purposes of accomplishing the services set forth herein. Contractor and its subcontractors agree not to release, divulge, publish, transfer, sell or otherwise make known to unauthorized persons personal information without the express written consent of the agency or as otherwise required by law.




Any breach of this provision may result in termination of the contract and demand for return of all personal information. The contractor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the State of Washington and the purchaser for any damages related to both: (1) the contractor’s unauthorized use of personal information and (2) the unauthorized use of personal information by unauthorized persons as a result of contractor’s failure to sufficiently protect against unauthorized use, disclosure, modification, or loss.




Contractor shall maintain a log documenting the following: the confidential information received in the performance of this contract; the purpose(s) for which the confidential information was received; who received, maintained and used the confidential information; and the final disposition of the confidential information. Contractor’s records shall be subject to inspection, review or audit in accordance with records-retention law.




Purchaser reserves the right to monitor, audit, or investigate the use of confidential information collected, used, or acquired by contractor through this contract. The monitoring, auditing, or investigating may include, but is not limited to, salting databases.




Violation of this section by contractor or its subcontractors may result in termination of this contract and demand for return of all confidential information, monetary damages, or penalties.




Immediately upon expiration or termination of this contract, contractor shall, at purchaser’s option: (i) certify to purchaser that contractor has destroyed all confidential information; or (ii) return all confidential information to purchaser; or (iii) take whatever other steps purchaser requires of contractor to protect purchaser’s confidential information.



3.20 General Provisions



a. Governing law and venue




This contract shall be construed and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of Washington, and the venue of any action brought hereunder shall be in the Superior Court for Thurston County.




b. Severability




Severability: If any provision of this contract or any provision of any document incorporated by reference shall be held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the other provisions of this contract that can be given effect without the invalid provision, and to this end the provisions of this contract are declared to be severable.




c. Survivorship




All transactions executed for  products and Services provided pursuant to the authority of this contract shall be bound by all of the terms, conditions, Prices and Price discounts set forth herein, notwithstanding the expiration of the initial term of this contract or any extension thereof. Further, the terms, conditions and warranties contained in this contract that by their sense and context are intended to survive the completion of the performance, cancellation or termination of this contract shall so survive. In addition, the terms of the sections titled Overpayments to contractor; Ownership/Rights in Data; contractor’s Commitments, Warranties and Representations; Protection of purchaser’s Confidential Information; Section Headings, Publicity; Retention of Records; Patent and Copyright Indemnification; contractor’s Proprietary Information; Disputes; and Limitation of Liability shall survive the termination of this contract.




d. Independent status of contractor




In the performance of this contract, the parties will be acting in their individual, corporate or governmental capacities and not as agents, employees, partners, joint ventures, or associates of one another. The parties intend that an independent contractor relationship will be created by this contract. The employees or agents of one party shall not be deemed or construed to be the employees or agents of the other party for any purpose whatsoever. contractor shall not make any claim of right, privilege or benefit which would accrue to an employee under Chapter 41.06 RCW, or Title 51 RCW.



e. Gifts and gratuities




Contractor shall comply with all state laws regarding gifts and gratuities, including but not limited to: RCW 39.26 , RCW 42.52.150, RCW 42.52.160, and RCW 42.52.170 under which it is unlawful for any person to directly or indirectly offer, give or accept gifts, gratuities, loans, trips, favors, special discounts, services, or anything of economic value in conjunction with state business or contract activities. 



Under RCW 39.26 and the Ethics in Public Service Law, Chapter 42.52 RCW, state officers and employees are prohibited from receiving, accepting, taking or seeking gifts (except as permitted by RCW 42.52.150) if the officer or employee participates in contractual matters relating to the purchase of goods or services.



f. Immunity and hold harmless



To the fullest extent permitted by law, contractor shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless state, agencies of state and all officials, agents and employees of state (the “Indemnified Parties”), from and against all claims for bodily injury, death or damage to property. Contractor's obligation to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless includes any claim by contractor’s agents, employees, representatives, or any subcontractor or its employees.




Contractor expressly agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Indemnified Parties for any claim arising out of or incident to contractor's or any subcontractor's performance or failure to perform the contract. Contractor shall be required to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Indemnified Parties only to the extent claim is caused in whole or in part by negligent, reckless or willful acts or omissions of contractor, its agents, employees, representatives, or any subcontractor or its employees.




Contractor waives its immunity under Title 51 to the extent it is required to indemnify, defend and hold harmless state and its agencies, officials, agents or employees.




g. Personal liability




It is agreed by and between the parties hereto that in no event shall any official, officer, employee or agent of the State of Washington when executing their official duties in good faith, be in any way personally liable or responsible for any agreement herein contained whether expressed or implied, nor for any statement or representation made herein or in any connection with this agreement.




3.21 Insurance 




The following are general insurance provisions for the State of Washington. Additional requirements specific to a good/service may be detailed elsewhere in a solicitation or its appendices.




a. General requirements




Contractor shall, at its own expense, obtain and keep in force insurance as follows until completion of the contract. Upon request, contractor shall furnish evidence in the form of a certificate of insurance satisfactory to the State of Washington that insurance, in the following kinds and minimum amounts, has been secured. Failure to provide proof of insurance, as required, will result in contract cancellation.




Contractor shall include all subcontractors as insureds under all required insurance policies, or shall furnish separate Certificates of Insurance and endorsements for each subcontractor. Subcontractor(s) must comply fully with all insurance requirements stated herein. Failure of subcontractor(s) to comply with insurance requirements does not limit contractor’s liability or responsibility.




All insurance provided in compliance with this contract shall be primary as to any other insurance or self-insurance programs afforded to or maintained by the state.



b. Specific requirements




Employer’s Liability (Stop Gap): The contractor will at all times comply with all applicable workers’ compensation, occupational disease, and occupational health and safety laws, statutes, and regulations to the full extent applicable and will maintain Employers Liability insurance with a limit of no less than $1,000,000.00. The State of Washington will not be held responsible in any way for claims filed by the contractor or their employees for services performed under the terms of this contract.




Commercial General Liability Insurance: The contractor shall at all times during the term of this contract, carry and maintain commercial general liability insurance and if necessary, commercial umbrella insurance for bodily injury and property damage arising out of services provided under this contract. This insurance shall cover such claims as may be caused by any act, omission, or negligence of the contractor or its officers, agents, representatives, assigns, or servants.




The insurance shall also cover bodily injury, including disease, illness and death, and property damage arising out of the contractor’s premises/operations, independent contractors, products/completed operations, personal injury and advertising injury, and contractual liability (including the tort liability of another assumed in a business contract), and contain separation of insured’s (cross liability) conditions.




Contractor waives all rights against the State of Washington for the recovery of damages to the extent they are covered by general liability or umbrella insurance.




The limits of liability insurance shall not be less than as follows:

c. Business Auto Policy (BAP)



In the event that services delivered pursuant to this contract involve the use of vehicles, or the transportation of clients, automobile liability insurance shall be required. The coverage provided shall protect against claims for bodily injury, including illness, disease, and death; and property damage caused by an occurrence arising out of or in consequence of the performance of this service by the contractor, subcontractor, or anyone employed by either.




Contractor shall maintain business auto liability and, if necessary, commercial umbrella liability insurance with a combined single limit not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence. The business auto liability shall include Hired and Non-Owned coverage.




Contractor waives all rights against the State of Washington for the recovery of damages to the extent they are covered by business auto liability or commercial umbrella liability insurance.




d. Additional insurance provisions



All above insurance policies shall include, but not be limited to, the following provisions:




Additional insured:




The State of Washington and all authorized purchasers shall be named as an additional insured on all general liability, umbrella, excess, and property insurance policies. All policies shall be primary over any other valid and collectable insurance.




Notice of policy cancellation/Non-renewal:




For insurers subject to Chapter 48.18 RCW (admitted and regulated by the Washington State Insurance Commissioner) a written notice shall be given to the director of purchasing or designee 45 calendar days prior to cancellation or any material change to the policy as it relates to this contract. Written notice shall include the affected contract reference number.



e. Surplus lines




For insurers subject to Chapter 48.15 RCW (Surplus Lines) a written notice shall be given to the director of purchasing or designee 20 calendar days prior to cancellation or any material change to the policy(ies) as it relates to this contract. Written notice shall include the affected contract reference number.




Cancellation for non-payment of premium:




If cancellation on any policy is due to non-payment of premium, a written notice shall be given the director of purchasing or designee 10 calendar days prior to cancellation. Written notice shall include the affected contract reference number.




Identification:




Policies and certificates of insurance shall include the affected contract reference number.



f. Insurance carrier rating




The insurance required above shall be issued by an insurance company authorized to do business within the State of Washington. Insurance is to be placed with a carrier that has a rating of A- Class VII or better in the most recently published edition of Best’s Reports. Any exception must be reviewed and approved by the Risk Manager for the State of Washington, by submitting a copy of the contract and evidence of insurance before contract commencement. If an insurer is not admitted, all insurance policies and procedures for issuing the insurance policies must comply with Chapter 48.15 RCW and Chapter 284-15 WAC .




g. Excess coverage




The limits of all insurance required to be provided by the contractor shall be no less than the minimum amounts specified. However, coverage in the amounts of these minimum limits shall not be construed to relieve the contractor from liability in excess of such limits.



h. Limit adjustments




The state reserves the right to increase or decrease limits as appropriate.




3.22 Industrial Insurance Coverage 




The contractor shall comply with the provisions of Title 51 RCW Industrial Insurance. If the contractor fails to provide industrial insurance coverage or fails to pay premiums or penalties on behalf of its employees as may be required by law, DES may terminate this contract. This provision does not waive any of the Washington State Department of Labor and Industries (L&I) rights to collect from the contractor.




3.23 Nondiscrimination 




During the performance of this contract, the contractor shall comply with all applicable federal and state nondiscrimination laws, regulations and policies, including, but not limited to, Title VII of the Civil Rights Act, 42 U.S.C. section 12101 et. seq.; the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA); and, Chapter 49.60 RCW, Discrimination – Human Rights Commission.




3.24 OSHA and WISHA requirements 




Contractor agrees to comply with conditions of the federal Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) and, if manufactured or stored in the State of Washington, the Washington Industrial Safety and Health Act (WISHA) and the standards and regulations issued thereunder, and certifies that all items furnished and purchased will conform to and comply with said laws, standards and regulations. Contractor further agrees to indemnify and hold harmless DES and purchaser from all damages assessed against purchaser as a result of contractor’s failure to comply with those laws, standards and regulations, and for the failure of the items furnished under the contract to so comply.




3.25 Antitrust 




The state maintains that, in actual practice, overcharges resulting from antitrust violations are borne by the purchaser. Therefore, the contractor hereby assigns to the State of Washington any and all of the contractor’s claims for such price fixing or overcharges which arise under federal or state antitrust laws, relating to the materials, supplies, services and/or equipment purchased under this contract.




3.26 Waiver 




Failure or delay of DES or purchaser to insist upon the strict performance of any term or condition of the contract or to exercise any right or remedy provided in the contract or by law; or DES’s or purchaser’s acceptance of or payment for materials, supplies, services and/or equipment, shall not release the contractor from any responsibilities or obligations imposed by this contract or by law, and shall not be deemed a waiver of any right of DES or purchaser to insist upon the strict performance of the entire agreement by the contractor. In the event of any claim for breach of contract against the contractor, no provision of this contract shall be construed, expressly or by implication, as a waiver by DES or purchaser of any existing or future right and/or remedy available by law.



3.27 Disputes and remedies



a. Problem resolution and disputes



Problems arising out of the performance of this contract shall be resolved in a timely manner at the lowest possible level with authority to resolve such problem. If a problem persists and cannot be resolved, it may be escalated within each organization. 




In the event a bona fide dispute concerning a question of fact arises between DES or the purchaser and contractor and it cannot be resolved between the parties through the normal problem escalation processes, either party may initiate the dispute resolution procedure provided herein.. The dispute shall be handled by a Dispute Resolution Panel in the following manner. Each party to this contract shall appoint one member to the Panel. These two appointed members shall jointly appoint an additional member. The Dispute Resolution Panel shall review the facts, contract terms and applicable statutes and rules and make a determination of the dispute as quickly as reasonably possible. The determination of the Dispute Resolution Panel shall be final and binding on the parties hereto. DES and/or purchaser and contractor agree that, the existence of a dispute notwithstanding, they will continue without delay to carry out all their respective responsibilities under this contract that are not affected by the dispute.




In the event a bona fide dispute concerning a question of fact arises between DES or the purchaser and contractor and it cannot be resolved between the parties through the normal escalation processes, either party may initiate the dispute resolution procedure provided herein.




The initiating party shall reduce its description of the dispute to writing and deliver it to the responding party. The responding party shall respond in writing within three business days. The initiating party shall have three business days to review the bid. If after this review a resolution cannot be reached, both parties shall have three business days to negotiate in good faith to resolve the dispute.




If the dispute cannot be resolved after three business days, a Dispute Resolution Panel may be requested in writing by either party who shall also identify the first panel member. Within three business days of receiving the request, the other party will designate a panel member. Those two panel members will appoint a third individual to the Dispute Resolution Panel within the next three business days.




The Dispute Resolution Panel will review the written descriptions of the dispute, gather additional information as needed, and render a decision on the dispute in the shortest practical time.




Each party shall bear the cost for its panel member and share equally the cost of the third panel member.




Both parties agree to be bound by the determination of the Dispute Resolution Panel. 




Both parties agree to exercise good faith in dispute resolution and to settle disputes prior to using a Dispute Resolution Panel whenever possible.




DES, the purchaser and contractor agree that, the existence of a dispute notwithstanding, they will continue without delay to carry out all their respective responsibilities under this contract that are not affected by the dispute.




If the subject of the dispute is the amount due and payable by purchaser for materials, supplies, services and/or equipment being provided by contractor, contractor shall continue providing materials, supplies, services and/or equipment pending resolution of the dispute provided purchaser pays contractor the amount purchaser, in good faith, believes is due and payable, and places in escrow the difference between such amount and the amount contractor, in good faith, believes is due and payable.



b. Administrative suspension




When it in the best interest of the state, DES may at any time, and without cause, suspend the contract or any portion thereof for a period of not more than 30 calendar days per event by written notice from DES to the contractor’s Representative. contractor shall resume performance on the next business day following the 30th day of suspension unless an earlier resumption date is specified in the notice of suspension. If no resumption date was specified in the notice of suspension, the contractor can be demanded and required to resume performance within the  30-day suspension period by DES providing the contractor’s Representative with written notice of such demand.




c. Force majeure




The term “force majeure” means an occurrence that is beyond the control of the party affected and could not have been avoided by exercising reasonable diligence. Force majeure shall include acts of war, riots, strikes, fire, floods, windstorms, epidemics or other similar occurrences.




Exceptions: Except for payment of sums due, neither party shall be liable to the other or deemed in breach under this contract if, and to the extent that, such party's performance of this contract is prevented by reason of force majeure.




Notification: If either party is delayed by force majeure, said party shall provide written notification within 48 hours. The notification shall provide evidence of the force majeure to the satisfaction of the other party. Such delay shall cease as soon as practicable and written notification of same shall likewise be provided. So far as consistent with the Rights Reserved below, the time of completion shall be extended by contract amendment for a period of time equal to the time that the results or effects of such delay prevented the delayed party from performing in accordance with this contract.




Rights reserved: DES reserves the right to authorize an amendment to this contract, terminate the contract, and/or purchase materials, supplies, equipment and/or services from the best available source during the time of force majeure, and contractor shall have no recourse against the state.




d. Alternative dispute resolution fees and costs



In the event that the parties engage in arbitration, mediation or any other alternative dispute resolution forum to resolve a dispute in lieu of litigation, both parties shall share equally in the cost of the alternative dispute resolution method, including cost of mediator or arbitrator. In addition, each party shall be responsible for its own attorneys’ fees incurred as a result of the alternative dispute resolution method.



e. Non-exclusive remedies



The remedies provided for in this contract shall not be exclusive but are in addition to all other remedies available under law.



3.28 Liquidated damages 




a. Liquidated damages - General




DES and or the purchasers and the contractor agree that the liquidated damages provisions in the contract are a reasonable forecast of the actual damages that would be suffered by the purchaser in the event of contractor’s nonperformance, that such liquidated damages are not a penalty but represent the reasonable compensation due purchaser in the event of a breach, and that such liquidated damages will be assessed as set forth herein.




Any delay by contractor in meeting the Delivery Date, Installation Date, maintenance or repair date, or other applicable date set forth in this contract will interfere with the proper implementation of purchaser’s programs and will result in loss and damage to purchaser.




As it would be impracticable to fix the actual damage sustained in the event of any such failure(s) to perform, purchaser and contractor agree that in the event of any such failure(s) to perform, the amount of damage which will be sustained will be the amount set forth in the following subsections and the parties agree that contractor shall pay such amounts as liquidated damages and not as a penalty.




Liquidated damages provided under the terms of this contract are subject to the same limitations as provided in the section titled Limitation of Liability.




b. Limitation of liability




The parties agree that neither contractor, DES nor purchaser shall be liable to each other, regardless of the form of action, for consequential, incidental, indirect, or special damages except a claim related to bodily injury or death, or a claim or demand based on patent, copyright, or other intellectual property right infringement, in which case liability shall be as set forth elsewhere in this contract. This section does not modify any sections regarding liquidated damages or any other conditions as are elsewhere agreed to herein between the parties. The damages specified in the sections titled Termination for Default and Retention of Records are not consequential, incidental, indirect, or special damages as that term is used in this section.




The contractor, DES and purchaser are not liable for damages arising from causes beyond their reasonable control and without their fault or negligence. Such causes may include, but are not restricted to, acts of the public enemy, acts of a governmental body other than DES or the purchaser acting in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, war, explosions, fires, floods, earthquakes, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, freight embargoes, and unusually severe weather; but in every case the delays must be beyond the reasonable control and without fault or negligence of the contractor, DES or the purchaser, or their respective subcontractors.




If delays are caused by a subcontractor without its fault or negligence, contractor shall not be liable for damages for such delays, unless the services to be performed were obtainable on comparable terms from other sources in sufficient time to permit contractor to meet its required performance schedule.




Neither party shall be liable for personal injury to the other party or damage to the other party’s property except personal injury or damage to property proximately caused by such party’s respective fault or negligence.



c. Federal funding (if applicable)



In the event that a federally funded acquisition results from this procurement, the contractor may be required to provide additional information (free of charge) at the request of DES or purchaser. Further, the contractor may be subject to those federal requirements specific to the commodity.



d. Federal restrictions on lobbying (if applicable)



Contractor certifies that under the requirements of Lobbying Disclosure Act, 2 U.S.C., Section 1601 et seq., no federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid, by or on behalf of the contractor, to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a member of Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a member of Congress in connection with the awarding of any federal contract, the making of any federal grant, the making of any federal loan, the entering into of any cooperative agreement, and the extension, continuation, renewal, amendment, or modification of any federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement. 




e. Federal debarment and suspension (if applicable)



The contractor certifies, that neither it nor its “principals” (as defined in 49 CFR. 29.105 (p) is presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participation in this transaction by any federal department or agency.




3.29 Contract termination



a. Material breach




A contractor may be terminated for cause by DES, at the sole discretion of DES, for failing to perform a contractual requirement or for a material breach of any term or condition. Material breach of a term or condition of the contract may include but is not limited to:




· Contractor failure to perform services or deliver materials, supplies, or equipment by the date required or by an alternate date as mutually agreed in a written amendment to the contract; 




· Contractor failure to carry out any warranty or fails to perform or comply with any mandatory provision of the contract; 




· Contractor becomes insolvent or in an unsound financial condition so as to endanger performance hereunder; 




· Contractor becomes the subject of any proceeding under any law relating to bankruptcy, insolvency or reorganization, or relief from creditors and/or debtors that endangers the contractor’s proper performance hereunder; 




· Appointment of any receiver, trustee, or similar official for contractor or any of the contractor’s property and such appointment endangers the contractor’s proper performance hereunder; 




· A determination that the contractor is in violation of federal, state, or local laws or regulations and that such determination renders the contractor unable to perform any aspect of the contract.



b. Opportunity to cure




In the event that contractor fails to perform a contractual requirement or materially breaches any term or condition, DES may issue a written cure notice. The contractor may have a period of time in which to cure. DES is not required to allow the contractor to cure defects if the opportunity for cure is not feasible as determined solely within the discretion of DES. Time allowed for cure shall not diminish or eliminate contractor's liability for liquidated or other damages, or otherwise affect any other remedies available against contractor under the contract or by law.




If the breach remains after contractor has been provided the opportunity to cure, DES may do any one or more of the following:




· Exercise any remedy provided by law;




· Terminate this contract and any related contracts or portions thereof;




· Procure replacements and impose damages as set forth elsewhere in this contract;




· Impose actual or liquidated damages;




· Suspend or bar contractor from receiving future solicitations or other opportunities;




· Require contractor to reimburse the state for any loss or additional expense incurred as a result of default or failure to satisfactorily perform the terms of the contract.




c. Termination for cause




In the event DES, in its sole discretion, determines that the contractor has failed to comply with the conditions of this contract in a timely manner or is in material breach, DES has the right to suspend or terminate this contract, in part or in whole. DES shall notify the contractor in writing of the need to take corrective action. If corrective action is not taken within 30 calendar days or as otherwise specified by DES, or if such corrective action is deemed by DES to be insufficient, the contract may be terminated. DES reserves the right to suspend all or part of the contract, withhold further payments, or prohibit the contractor from incurring additional obligations of funds during investigation of the alleged breach and pending corrective action by the contractor or a decision by DES to terminate the contract. 




In the event of termination, DES shall have the right to procure for all purchasers any replacement materials, supplies, services and/or equipment that are the subject of this contract on the open market. In addition, the contractor shall be liable for damages as authorized by law including, but not limited to, any price difference between the original contract and the replacement or cover contract and all administrative costs directly related to the replacement contract, e.g., cost of the competitive bidding, mailing, advertising and staff time.




If it is determined that: (1) the contractor was not in material breach; or (2) failure to perform was outside of contractor's or its subcontractor’s control, fault or negligence, the termination shall be deemed to be a "termination for convenience." The rights and remedies of DES and/or the purchaser provided in this contract are not exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law. 




d. Termination for convenience




Except as otherwise provided in this contract, DES, at the sole discretion of DES, may terminate this contract, in whole or in part by giving 30 calendar days or other appropriate time period written notice beginning on the second day after mailing to the contractor. If this contract is so terminated, purchasers shall be liable only for payment required under this contract for properly authorized services rendered, or materials, supplies and/or equipment delivered to and accepted by the purchaser prior to the effective date of contract termination. Neither DES nor the purchaser shall have any other obligation whatsoever to the contractor for such termination. This Termination for Convenience clause may be invoked by DES when it is in the best interest of the State of Washington.



e. Termination for withdrawal of authority



In the event that DES and/or purchaser’s authority to perform any of its duties is withdrawn, reduced, or limited in any way after the commencement of this contract and prior to normal completion, DES may terminate this contract, in whole or in part, by seven calendar days written notice, or other appropriate time period, to contractor. 




f. Termination for non-allocation of funds



If funds are not allocated to purchaser(s) to continue this contract in any future period, DES may terminate this contract with seven calendar days written notice, or other appropriate time period, to contractor, or work with contractor to arrive at a mutually acceptable resolution of the situation. Purchaser will not be obligated to pay any further charges for materials, supplies, services and/or equipment including the net remainder of agreed-to consecutive periodic payments remaining unpaid beyond the end of the then-current period. DES and/or purchaser agree to notify contractor in writing of such non-allocation at the earliest possible time. 




No penalty shall accrue to the purchaser in the event this section shall be exercised. This section shall not be construed to permit DES to terminate this contract in order to acquire similar materials, supplies, services and/or equipment from a third party.




g. Termination for conflict of interest



DES may terminate this contract by written notice to contractor if it is determined, after due notice and examination, that any party to this contract has violated Chapter 42.52 RCW , Ethics in Public Service, or any other laws regarding ethics in public acquisitions and procurement and performance of contracts. In the event this contract is so terminated, DES and/or purchaser shall be entitled to pursue the same remedies against contractor as it could pursue in the event that the contractor breaches this contract.




h. Termination by mutual agreement



DES and the contractor may terminate this contract in whole or in part, at any time, by mutual agreement.




i. Termination procedure




In addition to the procedures set forth below, if DES terminates this contract, contractor shall follow any procedures DES specifies in the termination notice.




Upon termination of this contract and in addition to any other rights provided in this contract, DES may require the contractor to deliver to the purchaser any property specifically produced or acquired for the performance of such part of this contract as has been terminated. The provisions of the "Treatment of Assets" clause shall apply in such property transfer.




The purchaser shall pay to the contractor the agreed upon price, if separately stated, for completed work and service(s) Accepted by the purchaser, and the amount agreed upon by the contractor and the purchaser for (i) completed materials, supplies, services rendered and/or equipment for which no separate price is stated, (ii) partially completed materials, supplies, services rendered and/or equipment, (iii) other materials, supplies, services rendered and/or equipment which are Accepted by the purchaser, and (iv) the protection and preservation of property, unless the termination is for cause, in which case DES and the purchaser shall determine the extent of the liability of the purchaser. Failure to agree with such determination shall be a dispute within the meaning of the "Disputes" clause of this contract. 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1 SUMMARY OF OPPORTUNITY AND OVERVIEW


1.1 Purpose of the RFP


Note: This document is a state of Washington solicitation that provides a means of communicating to the public and supplier community the state’s need and how the state will receive offers and evaluate and make awards.  


The Department of Enterprise Services (DES) intends to award to multiple vendor(s) in multiple category(s) or customize as appropriate to the commodity/service and solicitation.



The purpose of this RFP is to establish a statewide master contract for statewide Light to Medium Duty Transit Vehicles that may include and is not limited to services, accessories, equipment, parts, pieces, consulting, training, etc. 


It will establish a multi-vendor contract for the purchase of public transportation vehicles. The requirement has been divided into two (2) categories, Light and Medium Duty Cutaways.  The selected contractors in coordination with the Department of Enterprise Services (DES), Contracts, Procurement, and Risk Management (CPRM) program have developed an on-line ordering process to facilitate use.  In addition, the contract seeks to match and qualify contract users with federal grant and/or stimulus funds. The intent is to reduce the cost and effort needed to order these vehicles in order to make the funds and equipment available to increase services available to transit organizations. 



This Contract is for new vehicles but other additions may be added by contract amendment. 



1.2 Purchasers



The Washington State Department of Transportation is the primary stakeholder of this contract with other agencies, counties, cities, mass-transit organizations from inside and possibly outside of Washington State being the primary purchasers.

A preference is an advantage to the bid and a penalty is a disadvantage to the bid.  To illustrate one example, the state of Washington, like many states, observes a reciprocity rule.  Basically, if another state penalizes Proposals received from Washington, the state of Washington will apply the same penalty should Washington receive a bid from a firm that has sufficient ties from that other state.  The possible list of preferences and penalties are not listed in this document.  The DES Procurement Coordinator will not provide legal advice or analysis.  The Proposer should perform its own research on Washington procurement law, rule, and the solicitation in determining which preferences and penalties, if any, may apply. 


7. References: DES reserves the right to use references to confirm satisfactory customer service, performance, satisfaction with service/product, knowledge of products/service/industry and timeliness. Any negative or unsatisfactory reference information that the reference would not engage in future business with the Proposer may be reason for rejecting a Proposer as non-responsible or non-responsible. DES reserves the right to waive the reference check. 


8. Pursuant to Chapter 39.26 RCW, in determining Proposer responsibility, the following elements shall be given consideration:


1. The ability, capacity, and skill of the Proposer to perform the contract.



2. The character, integrity, reputation, judgment, experience, and efficiency of the Proposer.



3. Whether the Proposer can perform the contract within the time specified. 



4. The quality of performance of previous contracts or services.



5. The previous and existing compliance by the Proposer with laws relating to the contract or services.



6. Such other information as may be secured having a bearing on the decision to award the contract.


B. Determination of Responsiveness



Proposals will be reviewed initially by the Procurement Coordinator to determine compliance with legal and administrative requirements, such as, did the bid arrive in time and signed and does it contain all of the required submittals and are they substantively complete so that comparative analysis can be used to determine an Apparent Successful Proposer. 


The Procurement Coordinator will only continue to evaluate Proposals meeting these requirements.   In the event that no Proposals pass the Initial Determination of Responsiveness, the Purchasing Activity may cancel the Solicitation and reject all Proposals.



Proposers are to respond to each question/requirement contained in this RFP. Failure to comply with any applicable item may result in a bid being deemed non-responsive and disqualified.



DES reserves the right to determine the actual level of Proposers’ compliance with the requirements specified in this RFP and to waive informalities in a RFP. A informality is an immaterial variation from the exact requirements of the competitive RFP, having no effect or merely a minor or negligible effect on quality, quantity, or delivery of the supplies or performance of the services being procured, and the correction or waiver of which would not affect the relative standing of, or be otherwise prejudicial to Proposers.



Proposals will be reviewed initially on a pass/fail basis to determine compliance with administrative requirements as specified herein.



Responsive Proposals will be further evaluated based on the requirements in this RFP.



C. Determination of Responsibility


During evaluation, DES reserves the right to make reasonable inquiry to determine the responsibility of any Proposer. Requests may include financial statements, credit ratings, references, record of past performance, clarification of Proposer’s offer, on-site inspection of Proposer's or subcontractor's facilities, or other information as necessary. Failure to respond to these requests might result in a bid being rejected as non-responsive.


D. Evaluation Committee (if applicable)



Contracts, Procurement, and Risk Management CPRM and or Washington State Department of Transportation may assemble and preside over an evaluation committee.  The evaluation committee, if used, may be responsible for reviewing and scoring pass/fail and scored documents, equipment, presentations, etc.  



If deemed necessary by CPRM, committee members may be substituted and/or the evaluation committee may be disbanded and reconstituted.



The committee or committee member will evaluate the Submittal consistent with their values.  The committee member will primarily focus on the considerations stated in the Solicitation.     



CPRM will not likely evaluate any Submittal that is also evaluated by an evaluation committee.  However, in addition to presiding over the evaluation committee, CPRM may review the Submittals, provide input, assemble evaluation aids, or perform other functions helpful to the evaluation committee.  The committee may engage in a free flow of discussion with other committee members and CPRM prior to, during, and after the evaluation.



The evaluation of the submittal may be performed in isolation or together as a group, or a combination of both.  Each committee member will give a particular Submittal a pass or fail or a score.  All of the committee members’ decisions for that Submittal will be tabulated.  Committee members may further deliberate and following deliberation decide on a unified score, their individual tabulated score sheet notwithstanding.  Unless otherwise specified, whether a single CPRM representative or an evaluation committee, the Proposer must achieve a fifty percent pass rate or better on pass/fail criteria or be disqualified.  Regarding scored materials the Proposer must achieve the minimum score that is stated in the solicitation (if any).  



E. Technical Specifications(SUBMITTAL)


Proposers, your signature and your bid response indicates your acceptance and ability to comply with the technical specification.  


F. Proposer/Bidder’s Profile (SUBMITTAL)


Proposers must complete and return the Proposer/Bidder’s Profile located in the Appendices section below.



G. Federal Certification Forms (Pass / Fail) (SUBMITTAL)


Proposers must complete and return the Proposer Profile located in the Appendices section below.  Failure to complete and return the Federal Certification forms may result in the bid being disqualified and rejected.



H. Proposer’s Past and Current Contracts and Reference Check (Pass / Fail, if used)


Proposer’s response shall include a description of its current and past contracts since January 1, 2013.  This information must be complete in that the Proposer may not cherry pick good customer relationships over bad relationships.  


Proposer understands, accepts and agrees that if the state learns that an awarded Proposer failed to include relevant information that is a material breach and the state may terminate immediately.   



Information should include the name and contact information for the customer and customer’s business, the contract number, a brief description about the scope and purpose of the contract.



The Proposer understands, agrees, and accepts that the state may contact some or all of the customers as a reference check.  If the state learns of any negative information in which the customer would not hire the Proposer for future business that is an indicator of non-responsibility and may result in no further consideration for award.


The Proposer’s Past and Current Contracts Sheet is available in the Appendices section below.


I. Federal Certification Forms (Pass / Fail) (SUBMITTAL)


Proposers must print, complete, and return the Federal Certification forms provided in the Appendices section below.  Failure to complete and return may result in the bid or Proposer being disqualified.  Further, the some of the forms may require a notary seal.  


The Federal Certifications Forms are available in the Appendices section below.


J. Delivery (Pass/Fail) (SUBMITTAL)


Delivery must be made within twelve (12) months maximum and is a Pass/Fail condition.



Proposer must detail in a one-page document how the Proposer will meet the twelve (12) delivery requirement.  The Proposer should detail whether or not the Proposer performs faster than the twelve (12) month delivery and whether the Proposer will agree to make the faster time a condition of award.  


A Delivery response document is provided in the Appendices section below.



Proposer must also acknowledge that the Proposer understands the twelve (12) month delivery requirement from the point of customer order placement and agrees and accepts that failure to meet this standard is a material breach of the contract and that subjects the Proposer/awarded contractor to termination action that may be partial or in full.  Further the Proposer/ awarded Contractor understands, agrees, and accepts that it will hold the state of Washington, Department of Enterprise Services, and any/all customers harmless for any termination involving failure to meet the delivery condition.


K. Category Segmentation for Price Sheets



A Proposer may bid on both classes listed below; within each class there is a possibility of 10 weight classes identified as “GVWR” and “Wheelbase”.  A price sheet for both Light and Medium Duty Cutaways is provided in Appendix E and F below.  The “Options” worksheet allows the Proposer to record STANDARD and OPTIONS pricing and is explained in the following sections.

L. Price Sheet, General Information


The Category and Options Price sheets are located in Appendix E and F below.  They are in the form of Microsoft Excel workbooks and most workbooks contain multiple worksheets that act as the specific price sheet for each category.  



Every category has a corresponding MS Excel worksheet.  The worksheet serves two purposes.  It allows the Proposer to record a firm (not to exceed) price for a standard cutaway bus that meets the contract terms, technical specifications, and all items identified as standard on the corresponding price sheets (Excel worksheet).  The work sheet also allows the Proposer to record pricing for options that may be added to the standard bus/“GVWR” and “Wheelbase length” that is offered by the Proposer for that category.   



All pricing shall include the costs of Bid preparation, servicing of accounts, and complying with all contractual requirements.    



All elements of recurring and non-recurring costs must be identified and included in the Category and Options Price Sheet. This must include, but is not limited to, all DES Management Fee, administrative fees, account maintenance, manuals, documentation, shipping charges, labor, travel, training, consultation services, set-up, testing and initial instruction to customers.



Bid prices must include all cost components needed for the delivery of the goods and/or services as described in this RFP. Failure to identify all costs in a manner consistent with the instructions in this RFP is sufficient grounds for disqualification or termination.



The proposed pricing levels should reflect the market provided by the contract resulting from this RFP.



NOTE: Pricing provided on the Price Worksheet is to be rounded to the nearest whole cent. For evaluation purposes only, any pricing submitted in portions of whole cents will be rounded up to the next whole cent.  



M. Category Price Sheet (100 points available per line item)


A separate Pricing Sheet must be submitted for each proposed Manufacturer and or Model for both the Light Duty and Medium Duty Buses.


Appendix E and F each contain six (6) worksheets less the cover tab.  


Pricing Tab (scored): Each worksheet has cells where the Proposer will record the price for a standard bus size as indicated by “GVWR” and “Wheelbase” that meets the contract terms. The price for a standard bus should not include the costs for items identified as “option” items in the worksheet.


The standard bus price cells appear in or near rows 29 through 34.  


Detailed Specifications Tab (pass/fail): In column B Proposer is to indicate that the proposed Cutaway bus meets the listed specification.



Options Tab (scored): Proposer is to follow the instructions as listed Rows 10-13. Proposer is provide the options information when specified as found in Column D when indicated.  The Proposer must use the price sheet provided versus using a version of its own making.  


Technical Information Tab (pass/fail): Proposer is to provide the information as requested.



Warranties Tab (pass/fail): Proposer is to provide the information as requested.


The worksheet may provide additional detail that is not stated here.  



Failure to record a price may result in the bid/Proposer being disqualified as non-responsive or non-responsible. The Proposer shall complete the Price Sheets and return the same with the Proposer’s bid.  



For each category, the responsive and responsible Proposer with the lowest evaluation costs for a standard bus plus the twenty (20) DES identified OPTIONS and will be the low bid and receive 100 points per “GVWR” and “Wheelbase”.  All other Proposers will receive a proportional amount.


Example: Proposer Acme has the lowest Evaluated Total at $100,000, therefore receives all 100 points. Proposer Bravo has the second lowest Evaluated Total at $110,000.



$100,000/$110,000=0.83.333, 0.83333x100 (max points possible) = 83.3333 points for Proposer Bravo.


The Category Pricing Sheet is available in the Appendices section below.


N. Options Work Sheet


Appendix E and F below has two (2) Excel workbooks that workbook contains six (6) worksheets less the cover tab. Each worksheet has cells where the Proposer will record the price for optional items (options) that meets the contract terms and specifications.  The Proposer must use the price sheet provided versus using a version of its own making.  



The worksheet may provide additional detail that is not stated here.  



The options pricing for a given category will be scored and the score will be added to other scoring for the same category.



The Options Price Sheet will be evaluated under the following criteria:



1. DES has identified twenty (20) OPTIONS deemed as heavy usage and or most purchased options. The sum of the twenty (20) options will be added to the cost of the standard bus price per “GVWR” and “Wheelbase” class.


2.  The cost of both the standard bus and the 20 identified options will be combined to identify the total cost of each bus per “GVWR” and “Wheelbase” class to be used in the evaluation calculations. 


O. Non-Cost Response Evaluation (up to 200 points available)


The state is looking for best value and not just the best price, based on what the state deems important.  To help accomplish best value the state is using non-cost factors as part of the entire process.  The non-costs evaluation is worth 200 points that will be added to point totals from other sections to arrive at evaluation totals and determine awards (see award section for specific details).


Proposers should respond to the non-cost evaluation criteria identified below in the Non-cost Response Evaluation Criteria and return with their bid.  The responsive Proposer’s Non-cost Response may be evaluated by an evaluation team that will advise and make a recommendation to DES.  See specific details below and herein.



State evaluators may use the Non-cost Evaluation Criteria and Score Sheet in the Appendices section below to record the Proposer’s scores.


The Proposer’s Evaluation Score for Non-Cost Factors will be determined by adding together each Evaluator’s Awarded Points for the Bidder and dividing by the total number of Evaluator’s.



The formula used to arrive at this Evaluation Score is as follows:



Sum of all Evaluator’s Awarded Points / Total Number of Evaluators = Non-Cost Evaluation Score.


The criteria and instructions below provide details how the non-cost evaluation is segmented and associated points, the template to be used, the page limitation, the state’s value system so that the Proposer can respond intelligently to the segments, information regarding the evaluation committee, and the formula to be used.  


Note Segments versus Values: What’s the difference between the segments and the values listed below?  See DES Values below.


1. Segmentation and Points: The Non-costs factors evaluation is segmented in five parts (a, b, c, d, and e) and approximately 19 subparts in total.

3) Past performance



4) Financial strength and financial responsibility.

· How much will be subcontracted out (state prefers the awarded contractor to do the vast majority of the build versus sub-contracting it out.



· The resulting contract requires the awarded contractor to be ultimately responsible for all contracted work as if it had been performed by the contractor.  Tell the state  that you “understand, accept, and agree”



· Deliver vehicles on time



· Financial strength (not fragile)



· How many years building light to medium duty transit buses 



· Experience with various fueling systems (power plants)



· Describe number of certified engineers and what that represents as a percentage against all staff.  Describe degrees achieved and certifications.

· How may heavy buses can you produce in one year (all orders combined)



· Describe telephone support and is it 24/7



· Are staff willing to fly in and under what circumstances


· Response timeliness


· Technical support staff qualifications and are they mechanics (preferred) or data intake



· Are key parts carried on hand (preferred) or just in time


· How quickly are they shipped?  Is it a 24/7 operations (preferred)


· Describe how smaller and larger items are shipped


· Are shipping costs a simple pass-through are is there handling and processing fee included


· What does your company do if the wrong part is shipped


· Describe returned items and credits applied (liberal return policy is preferred)


· Do you routinely partial ship and order (preferred) or must it be all or nothing

· Is the training hands-on or book and what mediums are used


· Is there follow-up training for those that don’t seem to get it


· Does the trainee receive a certification or certificate



· Is there someone there to substantively answer questions 



· The company may include anything of its choosing


d. Product Design and Performance (up to 50 points, 1-4 combined)



1) Reliability



2) Serviceability



3) Comfort



4) Features and styling


Values: The values bulleted below are to help you in answering the four subsections above.



· Has your company’s product offerings passed the Altoona Test.  Is your company in the process of Altoona testing for the products being offered and if so then where is it in the testing process?



· What assets and resources does your company have in Washington State that will support bus maintenance and repair



· Historical data of failure rate



· What is the service interval for the products offered


· Are routine items hard to service



· Are there access panels for all critical service panels



· How’s the rid, interior noise, shakes, rattles and rolls



· Describe the driver position and the driver’s visibility



· Bus is constructed with smooth surfaces making it easy to clean



· Is the bus easy to board and exit



· Are the seats firm but not hard



· What is the drag coefficient


· Is the bus designed in a way that has a modern look and looks sleeks and in fast motion



· Fit, form, and finish that looks good with no big gaps



· Are there places for wheelchairs strollers, bags, and other stowage



· Does the trainee receive a certification or certificate



· Is there someone there to substantively answer questions

e. Warranty (up to 25 points, 1-3 combined)



1) Body



2) Power Train



3) Subcomponents



Values: The values bulleted below are to help you in answering the three subsections above.



· Full warranty preferred over limited and the longer the better



· Does the warranty cover the all major subsystems


· How does your company handle warranty claims?  The state prefers, speed, quality, and local repair.


· If a warranty claim involves a subcontractor, the state wants to approach the contractor and have the contractor deal with the subcontractor.  Tell the state  that you “understand, accept, and agree”


· The company may include anything of its choosing


2. Page Totals and Page Format: 


The Non-cost Response submittal shall not be greater than ten (10) pages,8.5” x11” and 12 point type for the entire non-cost response covering the five parts/19 subparts.  Pages eleven (11) and beyond will not be considered as part of the evaluation; however for any successful Proposer, part or all of any additional materials (if any) may become part of the award but only if accepted by the state.  The Proposer should refrain from using a coversheet as that will cut into the ten (10) page limitation.  Only the first ten (10) pages will be evaluated.  


3. DES Values: 


To help orient the Proposer with his non-costs response, DES is including value statements within the Segmentation and Points section above.  While the Proposer is free to use the ten (10) pages as the Proposers choses, the evaluation team will place the greatest weight to the response to the question in alignment with the stated values. 



What’s the difference between the segments and the values?  The segments, such as, Manufacturer’s Capacity - Experience or Manufacturing Facilities - Parts inventory availability are two of the many questions that the state wants the Proposer to address (structure).  The values give the segment context (flavor).  



Values are what the state, at a minimum, is hoping to learn and what the state feels it needs to know so that we can compare the superiority of one Proposer against the next, based on what the state deems important.  In some cases a value is very clear in that the state prefers this versus that.  In other instances the value simply asks for information that is less clear but implies what will be considered and given weight at the time of the evaluation.  As an example: Assume the value asked “how many years building buses” and the state received three responses that said 50 years, 20 years, and 1 year.  Depending on the life experiences and personal values of the evaluation committee, they might feel that 1 year is very risky and score that low.  They might feel that there is very little difference between 50 years and 20 years and score that equally or they might feel there’s a reasonable difference between 50 years and 20 years and score that accordingly.  


4. Formula to be Used: Scored: Sum of all Evaluator’s Awarded Points / Total Number of Evaluators = Non-Cost Evaluation Score.  Pass/Fail: At least a 50 percent pass rate.


P. Contact Reporting Worksheet (Submittal) 


Proposer is to submit the contact information as requested in Appendix P. This contact information is for use in the DES database for reporting purposes only. 



Q. Solicitation Amendments (if any)


The state is at liberty to amend the solicitation.  As such, the Proposer is on notice to periodically check the state’s bid notification system known as Washington Electronic Business Solutions (WEBS).  



Proposers must comply with the instructions and requirements of the solicitation amendment and return the same with the Proposer’s bid.



The amendment, whatever it requires, will be evaluated in conformity with what is stated in the solicitation amendment.



Sometimes a solicitation amendment requires a signature.  When in doubt signed it rather than leaving it blank.


3.3 Point Totals



The point totals for the Category Price Sheets/Options Price Sheet (100 points possible per GVWR class/# of seats/#of wheelchair stations), and the Non-cost Evaluation (200 points possible) will be summed to arrive that the Proposer’s total points per GVWR class/# of seats/#of wheelchair stations 


The responsive and responsible Proposer that meets all of the RFP requirements and has the most points or is within the stated range for a given category will be subjected to the Independent Cost Evaluation (see below).


See greater specificity and the examples in the Award section below.



3.4 Independent Cost Evaluation (ICE), Pass/Fail


The State will conduct an independent cost evaluation (ICE) to ensure that the State is receiving reasonable pricing in addition to good value.  Should the State believe the bid pricing is higher than reasonable; the State will meet with the responsive and responsible Proposers that appear likely to be the Apparent Successful Proposers (ASP) and give the Proposers an opportunity to explain to the state’s satisfaction and/or improve their bid pricing or be rejected and eliminated from award.  If a Proposer is eliminated during ICE, the Proposer next in line may be advanced for the purpose of an ICE discussion and if successful may become an ASP.


3.5 Pre/post-ASP Meeting


To aid in the Bid evaluation process, after Bid due date and time, but prior to and/or after the Notification of Apparent Successful Proposer, the Purchasing Activity may require individual Proposers to appear at a date, time and place determined by the Purchasing Activity for the purpose of conducting discussions to determine whether both parties have a full and complete understanding of the nature and scope of contractual requirements.  In no manner shall such action be construed as negotiations or an indication of the Purchasing Activity’s intention to award.



3.6 Notification of Apparently Successful Proposers


All Proposers responding to this Solicitation will be notified when the Purchasing Activity has determined the Apparent Successful Proposers. The date of announcement of the successful Proposers will be the date of the notification from the Purchasing Activity. 



DES reserves the right to request additional information or perform tests and measurements as part of the evaluation process before award. Failure to provide requested information within 10 days may result in disqualification. 



Before award, DES may negotiate with an Apparent Successful Proposer to determine if a bid can be improved.



Designation as an Apparent Successful Proposer does not imply that DES will issue an award to your firm. It merely suggests that at this moment in time, DES believes your bid to be responsive and responsible. This designation allows DES to perform a deeper responsibility analysis and ask for additional documentation. DES may also re-examine the bid to determine whether the bid and Proposer is truly as responsive and responsible as initially believed. The Proposer must not construe this as an award, impending award, attempt to negotiate, etc. If a Proposer acts or fails to act as a result of this notification, it does so at its own risk and expense.


3.7 Debrief, Time Sensitive Request



Following the announcement of the Apparent Successful Proposer, Proposers may request a debrief conference. See also Section 1.9 – Debriefs, Disclosure and Protests and Appendix N – Complaint, Debrief and Protest Procedures. Failure to follow instructions could result in your claim being denied. 


3.8 Bid information Availability after Announcement of the ASP


After the Announcement of the Apparent Successful Proposer; Proposers may see some results of the RFP evaluation and award by accessing www.des.wa.gov and then accessing the #04115 contracts portal page or contacting the procurement coordinator. Proposers may also schedule an appointment to review the bidding process.



3.9 Award



Proposers will compete for these awards and not all those who submit a responsive bid will be awarded.



Contract awards shall be made to the lowest Responsive and Responsible Proposers based on the evaluation and award criteria established herein and subject to consideration of all factors identified in Chapter 39.26 RCW.



An award, in part or full, is made and a contract formed by signature of DES and awarded Proposer on the Authorized Offer and Contract Signature page but only when delivered to the Proposer. In some circumstances, DES may include an award letter which further defines the award and is incorporated by reference as part of the resulting contract and may accompany the signature page.



DES reserves the right to award on an all-or-nothing consolidated basis.



Following the award, all Proposers will receive a Notice of Award, usually through a WEBS notification.  However, the Notice of Award is not in and of itself and award and is not a substitute for the DES signature of the Authorized Offer and Contract Signature Page and the delivery requirement.


Due to the widely varied needs of public transportation programs, the state will award a range of providers in each of the categories. This will provide a sufficient range of equipment to meet these varied requirements. The result will be a pool of providers. Transportation entities will select the provider that offers the product that best meets the needs of their region. 


Multiple awards will be made by “GVWR” and “Wheelbase” class per category.  


If qualifying Proposals are received for a category, the proposal for that category with the highest points will receive an award as well as, all other qualifying Proposals, for a different manufacturer, that are within 20%, up to ten (10) awards.  The assumption is that for any given category the state will receive Proposals from twelve (12) or more different manufacturers.  Where there are less than four Proposals, from different manufacturers, per category, additional scrutiny will be used in the form of tighter percentages that reduce the within percentage by 5% for every bid less than four, to ensure that the state receives quality and price for the award made.  


3.10 Protest



See Complaint, debrief and protest (general information) Section 1.8, 1.9, and Appendix O for details. 


4 CONTRACT INFORMATION


4.1 Incorporated documents and order of precedence


A bid submitted to this RFP is an offer to contract with DES.



A bid becomes a contract only when awarded and accepted by signature of DES and Proposer on the Authorized Offer and Contract Signature page. The documents listed below are, by this reference, incorporated into a contract resulting from this RFP as though fully set forth herein. No other statements or representations, written or oral, are a part of the contract.

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COMPLAINT, DEBRIEF AND PROTEST PROCEDURES



The following guidelines reflect revisions in state law from recent procurement-reform legislation in Washington. New policies for procurement protests and appeals were adopted by the Department of Enterprise Services (DES) in January 2013, by authority of Revised Code of Washington (RCW) 39.26.170.



1 COMPLAINT – PRE-SUBMISSION 



Criteria for a complaint




A formal complaint may be based only on one or more of the following grounds: 




A. The solicitation unnecessarily restricts competition;



B. The solicitation evaluation or scoring process is unfair or flawed;



C. The solicitation requirements are inadequate or insufficient to prepare a response.



Initiating a complaint




A complaint must:




A.  Be submitted to and received by the procurement coordinator at least five business days before the deadline for bid submission; and



B. Be in writing (see Form and Substance, and Other below).



A complaint should: 




A. Clearly articulate the basis of the complaint;



B. Include a proposed remedy.



Response




When a complaint is received, the procurement coordinator or his or her designee will consider all the facts available and respond in writing before the deadline for bid submissions, unless more time is needed.




DES must promptly post on WEBS its response to a complaint.  



Response is final



The procurement coordinator’s response to the complaint is final and not subject to administrative appeal, although the procurement coordinator may issue further clarification if needed. Issues raised in a complaint may not be raised again during the protest period.



2 Debrief Conference (Pre-condition of Protest)



Following announcement of the Apparent Successful Bidder:



Purpose of a debrief conference




Any bidder who has submitted a timely bid response may request a debrief conference (see Form and Substance, and Other below).  A debrief conference provides an opportunity for the bidder to meet with DES to discuss its bid and evaluation.



Requesting a debrief conference




The request for a debrief conference must be made in writing via email to the procurement coordinator and received within three business days after the announcement of the Apparent Successful Bidder.




Debrief conferences may be conducted either in person at the DES facility in Olympia, Wash., or by telephone, as determined by DES, and may be limited by DES to a specified period of time.




The failure of a bidder to request a debrief within the specified time and attend a debrief conference constitutes a waiver of the right to submit a protest.



3 Protest 



Following a debrief conference:



Criteria for a protest




A protest may be based only on one or more of the following: 




A. Bias, discrimination or conflict of interest on the part of an evaluator;




B. Error in computing evaluation scores;




C. Non-compliance with any procedures described in the solicitation document.



Initiating a protest




Any bidder may protest an award to the Apparent Successful Bidder.  A protest must:




A. Be submitted to and received by the DES-assigned investigator (if known), or otherwise by the procurement coordinator, within five business days after the protesting bidder’s debriefing conference (see Form and Substance, and Other below);



B. Be in writing;



C. Include a specific and complete statement of facts forming the basis of the protest;



D. Include a description of the relief or corrective action requested.



Protest response




After reviewing the protest and available facts, the DES-assigned investigator will issue a written response within 10 business days from receipt of the protest, unless additional time is needed, and in such event DES will notify the protesting bidder an estimate of the additional time needed.




Decision is final



The protest decision is final and not subject to administrative appeal, although the DES-assigned investigator may issue further clarification if needed.  




If the protesting bidder does not accept the agency protest response, the bidder may seek relief through the Superior Court of Thurston County, Wash.



4 Communication during Complaints, Debriefs and Protests 




All communications about a solicitation that is subject to a complaint or debrief must be addressed to the procurement coordinator.  All communications about a solicitation that is being protested must be coordinated through the DES-assigned investigator, if known; otherwise, to the procurement coordinator.



5 Form and Substance, and Other



All complaints, requests for debrief, and protest must:




A. Be in writing; 



B. Be signed by the complaining or protesting bidder or an authorized agent, unless sent by email;



C. Be delivered within the time frame(s) outlined herein;



D. Be sent to the appropriate individual within DES (see contact information below);




E. Identify the solicitation by DES number;



F. Conspicuously state “Complaint,” “Debrief” or “Protest” in any subject line of any correspondence or email;



G. Be sent to the address identified in the table below;

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FEDERAL TRANSIT AUTHORITY CLAUSES



This document consists of Federal Transit Authority (FTA) clauses. Should a term within this document conflict with a term in another part of the entire document, reference the Order of Precedence term for direction.  



1 FTA Clauses



1.1 No Obligation By The Federal Government.



a. 
The Purchaser and Contractor acknowledge and agree that, notwithstanding any concurrence by the Federal Government in or approval of the solicitation or award of the underlying contract, absent the express written consent by the Federal Government, the Federal Government is not a party to this contract and shall not be subject to any obligations or liabilities to the Purchaser, Contractor, or any other party (whether or not a party to that contract) pertaining to any matter resulting from the underlying contract.




b.
The Contractor agrees to include the above clause in each subcontract financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA. It is further agreed that the clause shall not be modified, except to identify the subcontractor who will be subject to its provisions. 



1.2 Program Fraud and False or Fraudulent Statements or Related Acts. 




a.
The Contractor acknowledges that the provisions of the Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of 1986, as amended, 31 U.S.C. § 3801 et seq. and U.S. DOT regulations, "Program Fraud Civil Remedies," 49 C.F.R. Part 31, apply to its actions pertaining to this Project. Upon execution of the underlying contract, the Contractor certifies or affirms the truthfulness and accuracy of any statement it has made, it makes, it may make, or causes to be made, pertaining to the underlying contract or the FTA assisted project for which this contract work is being performed. In addition to other penalties that may be applicable, the Contractor further acknowledges that if it makes, or causes to be made, a false, fictitious, or fraudulent claim, statement, submission, or certification, the Federal Government reserves the right to impose the penalties of the Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of 1986 on the Contractor to the extent the Federal Government deems appropriate.




b.
The Contractor also acknowledges that if it makes, or causes to be made, a false, fictitious, or fraudulent claim, statement, submission, or certification to the Federal Government under a contract connected with a project that is financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance originally awarded by FTA under the authority of 49 U.S.C. § 5307, the Government reserves the right to impose the penalties of 18 U.S.C. § 1001 and 49 U.S.C. § 5307(n)(1) on the Contractor, to the extent the Federal Government deems appropriate.




c.
The Contractor agrees to include the above two clauses in each subcontract financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA. It is further agreed that the clauses shall not be modified, except to identify the subcontractor who will be subject to the provisions.




1.3 Access to Records




The following access to records requirements apply to this Contract:




The Contractor agrees to maintain all books, records, accounts and reports required under this Contract for a period of not less than three years after the date of termination or expiration of this Contract, except in the event of litigation or settlement of claims arising from the performance of this Contract, in which case Contractor agrees to maintain same until the Agency, the FTA Administrator, the Comptroller General or any of their duly authorized representatives have disposed of all such litigation, appeals, claims or exceptions related thereto. Reference 49 CFR 18.39(i)(11).




The following access to records requirements apply to this Contract:




Local Governments ― In accordance with 49 CFR 18.36(i), the Contractor agrees to provide the Agency, the FTA Administrator, the Comptroller General of the United States or any of their authorized representatives access to any books, documents, papers and records of the Contractor that are directly pertinent to this Contract for the purposes of making audits, examinations, excerpts and transcriptions. Contractor also agrees, pursuant to 49 CFR 633.17 to provide the FTA Administrator or his authorized representatives including any PMO Contractor access to Contractor’s records and construction sites pertaining to a major capital project, defined at 49 USC 5302(a)1, which is receiving federal financial assistance through the programs described at 49 USC 5307, 5309 or 5311.




State Governments ― In accordance with 49 CFR 633.17, the Contractor agrees to provide the Agency, the FTA Administrator or his authorized representatives, including any PMO Contractor, access to the Contractor’s records and construction sites pertaining to a major capital project, defined at 49 USC 5302(a)1, which is receiving federal financial assistance through the programs described at 49 USC 5307, 5309 or 5311. By definition, a major capital project excludes contracts of less than the simplified acquisition threshold currently set at $100,000. 




The Contractor agrees to permit any of the foregoing parties to reproduce by any means whatsoever or to copy excerpts and transcriptions as reasonably needed.




1.4 Federal Changes  




Contractor shall at all times comply with all applicable FTA regulations, policies, procedures and directives, including without limitation those listed directly or by reference in the Master Agreement between Purchaser and FTA, as they may be amended or promulgated from time to time during the term of this contract. Contractor's failure to so comply shall constitute a material breach of this contract.




1.5 Termination




a. Termination for Convenience ― The (Recipient) may terminate this contract, in whole or in part, at any time by written notice to the Contractor when it is in the Government's best interest. The Contractor shall be paid its costs, including contract close-out costs, and profit on work performed up to the time of termination. The Contractor shall promptly submit its termination claim to (Recipient) to be paid the Contractor. If the Contractor has any property in its possession belonging to the (Recipient), the Contractor will account for the same, and dispose of it in the manner the (Recipient) directs.




b. Termination for Default ― If the Contractor does not deliver supplies in accordance with the contract delivery schedule, or, if the contract is for services, the Contractor fails to perform in the manner called for in the contract, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any other provisions of the contract, the (Recipient) may terminate this contract for default. Termination shall be effected by serving a notice of termination on the contractor setting forth the manner in which the Contractor is in default. The contractor will only be paid the contract price for supplies delivered and accepted, or services performed in accordance with the manner of performance set forth in the contract.

If it is later determined by the (Recipient) that the Contractor had an excusable reason for not performing, such as a strike, fire, or flood, events which are not the fault of or are beyond the control of the Contractor, the (Recipient), after setting up a new delivery of performance schedule, may allow the Contractor to continue work, or treat the termination as a termination for convenience.




c. Opportunity to Cure ― The (Recipient) in its sole discretion may, in the case of a termination for breach or default, allow the Contractor (an appropriately short period of time) in which to cure the defect. In such case, the notice of termination will state the time period in which cure is permitted and other appropriate conditions If Contractor fails to remedy to (Recipient)'s satisfaction the breach or default of any of the terms, covenants, or conditions of this Contract within (ten (10) days) after receipt by Contractor of written notice from (Recipient) setting forth the nature of said breach or default, (Recipient) shall have the right to terminate the Contract without any further obligation to Contractor. Any such termination for default shall not in any way operate to preclude (Recipient) from also pursuing all available remedies against Contractor and its sureties for said breach or default.




d. Waiver of Remedies for any Breach ― In the event that (Recipient) elects to waive its remedies for any breach by Contractor of any covenant, term or condition of this Contract, such waiver by (Recipient) shall not limit (Recipient)'s remedies for any succeeding breach of that or of any other term, covenant, or condition of this Contract.




1.6 Civil Rights 




The following requirements apply to the underlying contract:




a. Nondiscrimination ― In accordance with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 2000d, section 303 of the Age Discrimination Act of 1975, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 6102, section 202 of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, 42 U.S.C. § 12132, and Federal transit law at 49 U.S.C. § 5332, the Contractor agrees that it will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, creed, national origin, sex, age, or disability. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with applicable Federal implementing regulations and other implementing requirements FTA may issue. 




b. Equal Employment Opportunity ― The following equal employment opportunity requirements apply to the underlying contract:




1.
Race, Color, Creed, National Origin, Sex ― In accordance with Title VII of the Civil Rights Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 2000e, and Federal transit laws at 49 U.S.C. § 5332, the Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable equal employment opportunity requirements of U.S. Department of Labor (U.S. DOL) regulations, "Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs, Equal Employment Opportunity, Department of Labor," 41 C.F.R. Parts 60 et seq., (which implement Executive Order No. 11246, "Equal Employment Opportunity," as amended by Executive Order No. 11375, "Amending Executive Order 11246 Relating to Equal Employment Opportunity," 42 U.S.C. § 2000e note), and with any applicable Federal statutes, executive orders, regulations, and Federal policies that may in the future affect construction activities undertaken in the course of the Project. The Contractor agrees to take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that employees are treated during employment, without regard to their race, color, creed, national origin, sex, or age. Such action shall include, but not be limited to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer, recruitment or recruitment advertising, layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with any implementing requirements FTA may issue.




2.
Age ― In accordance with section 4 of the Age Discrimination in Employment Act of 1967, as amended, 29 U.S.C. §§ 623 and Federal transit law at 49 U.S.C. § 5332, the Contractor agrees to refrain from discrimination against present and prospective employees for reason of age. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with any implementing requirements FTA may issue.




 3.
Disabilities ― In accordance with section 102 of the Americans with Disabilities Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 12112, the Contractor agrees that it will comply with the requirements of U.S. Equal Employment Opportunity Commission, "Regulations to Implement the Equal Employment Provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act," 29 C.F.R. Part 1630, pertaining to employment of persons with disabilities. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with any implementing requirements FTA may issue.




c.
The Contractor also agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA, modified only if necessary to identify the affected parties.




1.7 Disadvantaged Business Enterprises (DBE)




This Contract is subject to the requirements of Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 26, Participation by Disadvantaged Business Enterprises in Department of Transportation Financial Assistance Programs. 




The Contractor shall maintain compliance with “DBE Approval Certification” throughout the period of Contract performance. 




The Contractor shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin or sex in the performance of this Contract. The Contractor shall carry out applicable requirements of 49 CFR Part 26 in the award and administration of this DOT-assisted Contract. Failure by the Contractor to carry out these requirements is a material breach of this Contract, which may result in the termination of this Contract or such other remedy as the Washington State Department of Enterprise Services deems appropriate. Each subcontract the Contractor signs with a Subcontractor must include the assurance in this paragraph (see 49 CFR 26.13(b)).



1.8 Incorporation of Federal Transit Administration Terms



The preceding provisions include, in part, certain Standard Terms and Conditions required by DOT, whether or not expressly set forth in the preceding contract provisions. All contractual provisions required by DOT, as set forth in FTA Circular 4220.1E, are hereby incorporated by reference. Anything to the contrary herein notwithstanding, all FTA mandated terms shall be deemed to control in the event of a conflict with other provisions contained in this Agreement. The Contractor shall not perform any act, fail to perform any act, or refuse to comply with any (name of grantee) requests which would cause (name of grantee) to be in violation of the FTA terms and conditions.




1.9 Debarment and Suspension 




This contract is a covered transaction for purposes of 49 CFR Part 29. As such, the contractor is required to verify that none of the contractor, its principals, as defined at 49 CFR 29.995, or affiliates, as defined at 49 CFR 29.905, are excluded or disqualified as defined at 49 CFR 29.940 and 29.945. 




The contractor is required to comply with 49 CFR 29, Subpart C and must include the requirement to comply with 49 CFR 29, Subpart C in any lower tier covered transaction it enters into.




By signing and submitting its bid or proposal, the bidder or proposer certifies as follows:




The certification in this clause is a material representation of fact relied upon by DES. If it is later determined that the bidder or proposer knowingly rendered an erroneous certification, in addition to remedies available to DES, the Federal Government may pursue available remedies, including but not limited to suspension and/or debarment. The bidder or proposer agrees to comply with the requirements of 49 CFR 29, Subpart C while this offer is valid and throughout the period of any contract that may arise from this offer. The bidder or proposer further agrees to include a provision requiring such compliance in its lower tier covered transactions.




1.10 Energy Conservation




The contractor agrees to comply with mandatory standards and policies relating to energy efficiency which are contained in the state energy conservation plan issued in compliance with the Energy Policy and Conservation Act. 




1.11  Clean Water



a.
The Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable standards, orders or regulations issued pursuant to the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, as amended, 33 U.S.C. 1251 et seq. The Contractor agrees to report each violation to the Purchaser and understands and agrees that the Purchaser will, in turn, report each violation as required to assure notification to FTA and the appropriate EPA Regional Office.




b.
The Contractor also agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract exceeding $100,000 financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA.




1.12 Clean Air 




a.
The Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable standards, orders or regulations issued pursuant to the Clean Air Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. §§ 7401 et seq. The Contractor agrees to report each violation to the Purchaser and understands and agrees that the Purchaser will, in turn, report each violation as required to assure notification to FTA and the appropriate EPA Regional Office.




b. 
The Contractor also agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract exceeding $100,000 financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA.




1.13 Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards




a.
Overtime requirements ― No contractor or subcontractor contracting for any part of the contract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or permit any such laborer or mechanic in any workweek in which he or she is employed on such work to work in excess of forty hours in such workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a rate not less than one and one-half times the basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of forty hours in such workweek. 




b.
Violation; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages ― In the event of any violation of the clause set forth in paragraph (a) of this section the contractor and any subcontractor responsible therefor shall be liable for the unpaid wages. In addition, such contractor and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States for liquidated damages. Such liquidated damages shall be computed with respect to each individual laborer or mechanic, including watchmen and guards, employed in violation of the clause set forth in paragraph (a) of this section, in the sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such individual was required or permitted to work in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the overtime wages required by the clause set forth in paragraph (a) of this section. 




c.
Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages ― The (write in the name of the grantee) shall upon its own action or upon written request of an authorized representative of the Department of Labor withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the contractor or subcontractor under any such contract or any other Federal contract with the same prime contractor, or any other federally-assisted contract subject to the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act, which is held by the same prime contractor, such sums as may be determined to be necessary to satisfy any liabilities of such contractor or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the clause set forth in paragraph (b) of this section. 




d.
Subcontracts ― The contractor or subcontractor shall insert in any subcontracts the clauses set forth in paragraphs (a) through (d) of this section and also a clause requiring the subcontractors to include these clauses in any lower tier subcontracts. The prime contractor shall be responsible for compliance by any subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor with the clauses set forth in paragraphs (a) through (d) of this section. 




1.14 Rolling Stock Special Requirements




The following Federal laws and regulationsxe "Regulations" impose requirements that may affect rolling stockxe "Rolling Stock" procurements: 




a. Accessibility. Rolling stockxe "Rolling Stock" must comply with the accessibility requirements of DOTxe "DOT" regulationsxe "Regulations", “Transportation Servicesxe "Services" for Individuals with Disabilitiesxe "Disabilities" (ADA),” 49 CFR Part 37, and Joint ATBCB/DOTxe "DOT" regulationsxe "Regulations", “Americans with Disabilitiesxe "Disabilities" (ADA) Accessibility Specifications for Transportation Vehicles,” 36 CFR Part 1192 and 49 CFR Part 38. 




b. Transit Vehicle Manufacturerxe "Transit Vehicle Manufacturer" \t "See also, TVM"

xe "Transit Vehicle Manufacturer" Compliance with DBExe "DBE" Requirements. Before a transit vehicle manufacturerxe "Transit Vehicle Manufacturer" (TVMxe "TVM" \t "See also, Transit Vehicle Manufacturer"

xe "TVM") may submit a bidxe "Bid" or proposalxe "Proposal" to provide vehicles to be financed with FTAxe "FTA" assistance, 49 CFR Section 26.49 requires the TVMxe "TVM" to submit a certificationxe "Certification" that it has complied with FTAxe "FTA"’s DBExe "DBE" requirements. 




1.15 Buy America




The contractor agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C. 5323(j) and 49 C.F.R. Part 661, which provide that Federal funds may not be obligated unless steel, iron, and manufactured products used in FTA-funded projects are produced in the United States, unless a waiver has been granted by FTA or the product is subject to a general waiver. Separate requirements for rolling stock are set out at 49 U.S.C. 5323(j)(2)(C) and 49 C.F.R. 661.11. Rolling stock must be assembled in the United States and have a 60 percent domestic content.




A bidder or offeror must submit to the FTA recipient the appropriate Buy America certification (below) with all bids or offers on FTA-funded contracts, except those subject to a general waiver. Bids or offers that are not accompanied by a completed Buy America certification must be rejected as nonresponsive. This requirement does not apply to lower tier subcontractors.




CERTIFICATION REQUIREMENT FOR PROCUREMENT OF BUSES, OTHER ROLLING STOCK AND ASSOCIATED EQUIPMENT.




1.16 Fly America Requirements 




The Contractor agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C. 40118 (the “Fly America” Act) in accordance with the General Services Administration’s regulations at 41 CFR Part 301-10, which provide that recipients and subrecipients of Federal funds and their contractors are required to use U.S. Flag air carriers for U.S Government-financed international air travel and transportation of their personal effects or property, to the extent such service is available, unless travel by foreign air carrier is a matter of necessity, as defined by the Fly America Act. The Contractor shall submit, if a foreign air carrier was used, an appropriate certification or memorandum adequately explaining why service by a U.S. flag air carrier was not available or why it was necessary to use a foreign air carrier and shall, in any event, provide a certificate of compliance with the Fly America requirements. The Contractor agrees to include the requirements of this section in all subcontracts that may involve international air transportation.




1.17 Cargo Preference ― Use of United States-Flag Vessels




The contractor agrees to: 




a. 
use privately owned United States-Flag commercial vessels to ship at least 50 percent of the gross tonnage (computed separately for dry bulk carriers, dry cargo liners, and tankers) involved, whenever shipping any equipment, material, or commodities pursuant to the underlying contract to the extent such vessels are available at fair and reasonable rates for United States-Flag commercial vessels; 




b. 
furnish within 20 working days following the date of loading for shipments originating within the United States or within 30 working days following the date of leading for shipments originating outside the United States, a legible copy of a rated, "on-board" commercial ocean bill-of -lading in English for each shipment of cargo described in the preceding paragraph to the Division of National Cargo, Office of Market Development, Maritime Administration, Washington, DC 20590 and to the FTA recipient (through the contractor in the case of a subcontractor's bill-of-lading.) 




c. 
include these requirements in all subcontracts issued pursuant to this contract when the subcontract may involve the transport of equipment, material, or commodities by ocean vessel. 




1.18 Bus Testing




The Contractor (Manufacturer) agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C. A 5323(c) and FTA's implementing regulation at 49 CFR Part 665 and shall perform the following:




a. A manufacturer of a new bus model or a bus produced with a major change in components or configuration shall provide a copy of the final test report to the recipient at a point in the procurement process specified by the recipient which will be prior to the recipient's final acceptance of the first vehicle.




b. A manufacturer who releases a report under paragraph 1 above shall provide notice to the operator of the testing facility that the report is available to the public.




c. If the manufacturer represents that the vehicle was previously tested, the vehicle being sold should have the identical configuration and major components as the vehicle in the test report, which must be provided to the recipient prior to recipient's final acceptance of the first vehicle. If the configuration or components are not identical, the manufacturer shall provide a description of the change and the manufacturer's basis for concluding that it is not a major change requiring additional testing.




d. If the manufacturer represents that the vehicle is "grandfathered" (has been used in mass transit service in the United States before October 1, 1988, and is currently being produced without a major change in configuration or components), the manufacturer shall provide the name and address of the recipient of such a vehicle and the details of that vehicle's configuration and major components.




1.19 Pre-Award and Post-Delivery Audit Requirements 




The Contractor agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C. § 5323(l) and FTA's implementing regulation at 49 C.F.R. Part 663 and to submit the following certifications:




a. Buy America Requirements: The Contractor shall complete and submit a declaration certifying either compliance or noncompliance with Buy America. If the Bidder/Offeror certifies compliance with Buy America, it shall submit documentation which lists 1) component and subcomponent parts of the rolling stock to be purchased identified by manufacturer of the parts, their country of origin and costs; and 2) the location of the final assembly point for the rolling stock, including a description of the activities that will take place at the final assembly point and the cost of final assembly. 




b. Solicitation Specification Requirements: The Contractor shall submit evidence that it will be capable of meeting the bid specifications.




c. Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards (FMVSS): The Contractor shall submit 1) manufacturer's FMVSS self-certification sticker information that the vehicle complies with relevant FMVSS or 2) manufacturer's certified statement that the contracted buses will not be subject to FMVSS regulations.




BUY AMERICA CERTIFICATE OF COMPLIANCE WITH FTA REQUIREMENTS
FOR BUSES, OTHER ROLLING STOCK, OR ASSOCIATED EQUIPMENT.




1.20  Lobbying




Byrd Anti-Lobbying Amendment, 31 U.S.C. 1352, as amended by the Lobbying Disclosure Act of 1995, P.L. 104-65 (to be codified at 2 U.S.C. § 1601, et seq.) - Contractors who apply or bid for an award of $100,000 or more shall file the certification required by 49 CFR part 20, "New Restrictions on Lobbying." Each tier certifies to the tier above that it will not and has not used Federal appropriated funds to pay any person or organization for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a member of Congress, officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a member of Congress in connection with obtaining any Federal contract, grant or any other award covered by 31 U.S.C. 1352. Each tier shall also disclose the name of any registrant under the Lobbying Disclosure Act of 1995 who has made lobbying contacts on its behalf with non-Federal funds with respect to that Federal contract, grant or award covered by 31 U.S.C. 1352. Such disclosures are forwarded from tier to tier up to the recipient.




a.  Breaches and Dispute Resolution 




b. Disputes ― Disputes arising in the performance of this Contract which are not resolved by agreement of the parties shall be decided in writing by the authorized representative of (Recipient)'s (title of employee). This decision shall be final and conclusive unless within (ten (10)) days from the date of receipt of its copy, the Contractor mails or otherwise furnishes a written appeal to the (title of employee). In connection with any such appeal, the Contractor shall be afforded an opportunity to be heard and to offer evidence in support of its position. The decision of the (title of employee) shall be binding upon the Contractor and the Contractor shall abide be the decision.




c. Performance during Dispute ― Unless otherwise directed by (Recipient), Contractor shall continue performance under this Contract while matters in dispute are being resolved.




d. Claims for Damages ― Should either party to the Contract suffer injury or damage to person or property because of any act or omission of the party or of any of his employees, agents or others for whose acts he is legally liable, a claim for damages therefor shall be made in writing to such other party within a reasonable time after the first observance of such injury of damage.




e. Remedies ― Unless this contract provides otherwise, all claims, counterclaims, disputes and other matters in question between the (Recipient) and the Contractor arising out of or relating to this agreement or its breach will be decided by arbitration if the parties mutually agree, or in a court of competent jurisdiction within the State in which the (Recipient) is located.




f. Rights and Remedies ― The duties and obligations imposed by the Contract Documents and the rights and remedies available thereunder shall be in addition to and not a limitation of any duties, obligations, rights and remedies otherwise imposed or available by law. No action or failure to act by the (Recipient), (Architect) or Contractor shall constitute a waiver of any right or duty afforded any of them under the Contract, nor shall any such action or failure to act constitute an approval of or acquiescence in any breach thereunder, except as may be specifically agreed in writing.




1.21 Access Requirements for Persons with Disabilities



Contractor shall comply with 49 USC 5301(d), stating Federal policy that the elderly and persons with disabilities have the same rights as other persons to use mass transportation services and facilities and that special efforts shall be made in planning and designing those services and facilities to implement that policy. 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Special Terms and Conditions



This document consists of special provisions and terms for solicitations issued by the Washington State Department of Enterprise Services (DES). Should a term within this document conflict with another term, see Order of Precedence.



1. Licensing By Apparently Successful Bidders




In the interest of free and open competition, the state will allow any responsible and responsive party to submit a response for consideration. Bidders found successful will be given a reasonable amount of time to apply for a state dealer license, or alternately to designate an agent to act as their dealer who has the required license or who then obtains one. The required license is not limited to entities located in Washington State. 




Final award for the successful Bidders will not occur until licensing is obtained that satisfies the requirements of State of Washington Department of Licensing pursuant to Chapter 46.70 RCW. Apparently successful parties may not accept or process orders until award is finalized.



2. Delivery




Contractor guarantees delivery within twelve (12) months of the purchaser’s order.  In the event of a purchaser change order, the Contractor and the purchaser shall discuss changes to the timeline and record any modification in writing. 



Deliveries for All state of Alaska order will be FOB Port of Seattle.  



3. Secondary Exploration



Default: Contract authorized purchasers at all times may select any contractor of their choosing.  




However, to see if the pricing can be improved the purchaser may also contact all or some of the Contractors for estimates or quotes or hold secondary competitions from among the Contractors in the category that best meets their need.  




It is the purchaser that determines the level of formality and the associated rules.  Unless otherwise stated by the purchaser in writing the Contractor shall assume and honor that there is no obligation on the part of the purchaser to make a secondary transaction, form a secondary contract, or create a secondary contract with the lowest Contractor/most points Contractor. The default will remain in effect unless and until the purchases places a self-imposed limitation on the purchaser in writing as part of the secondary exploration.



4. Changes 




DES reserves the right to modify the resulting contract (including but not limited to adding or deleting products/services) by mutual agreement between DES and the contractor. Alterations to any of the terms, conditions or requirements of this contract will only be effective upon written issuance of a mutually-agreed contract amendment by DES.  Change to point-of-contact information may be updated without the issuance of a mutually accepted contract amendment.




5. Annual Pricing Calculation Formula



Firm and fixed period: Pricing will remain firm and fixed for twelve (12) months  from date of award of the contract. 



Price protection: The contract prices are the maximum prices the contractor may charge.



PPI Price Escalation/De-escalation



DES reserves the right conduct an annual price escalation or de-escalation calculation using the U.S. Department of Labor ― Bureau of Labor Statistics Producer Price Index (PPI) Commodity Data, 1413― Seasonally Adjusted for Truck and Bus Bodies , within thirty (30) day of contract award anniversary date. DES will issue the contract amendment to reflect the new adjustment pricing. However, in no event will DES allow a PPI-based adjustment that result in a price increase of greater than five percent (5%) per year above the original price offered. The annual price escalation/de-escalation is applicable based on the date the purchaser execute the purchase order.




PPI Point Change Calculation Formula




Price escalation/de-escalation will be based on dividing the PPI value for month of contract award year, by the PPI value for the following annual contract anniversary date of contract award. The percent adjustment will be applied to base vehicle price and all contract options (including deducts). Below is an example of how price escalation/de-escalation would be implemented. All the values in this example are hypothetical.

If lower pricing for similar quantities becomes effective for the contractor, purchasers must be given immediate benefit of such lower pricing. The contractor may also offer volume and promotional discounts.



Contractor agrees all the prices, terms, warranties, and benefits provided in this contract are comparable to or better than the terms presently being offered by the contractor to any other governmental entity purchasing similar quantities under similar terms. If, during the term of this contract, the contractor enters into contracts with other governmental entities providing greater benefits or more favorable terms than those provided by this contract, the contractor is obligated to provide the same to purchasers for subsequent purchases. DES will be notified of changes in contract pricing.

Contract extensions and price adjustments: Contractors may not make contract extensions contingent on price adjustments.



6. Miscellaneous expenses




Expenses related to day-to-day contract performance (including but not limited to travel, lodging, meals, and incidentals) will not be reimbursed to the contractor. However, DES recognizes that there may be occasions when the purchaser requires the bidder to travel. In such cases the purchaser must provide written pre-approval of such expenses on a case-by-case basis. Any such reimbursement will be at rates not to exceed the guidelines for state employees published by the Washington State Office of Financial Management set forth in the Washington State Administrative & Accounting Manual, and not to exceed expenses actually incurred.



7. Confidentiality and Proprietary Waiver




The state of Washington has a very robust public records act that is codified in statute RCW 42.56.  Further, DES believes that Washington’s citizens are served best when public contract records are immediately available for public inspection and public dissemination.  And, DES does not see any meaningful need for disclosure protections and safeguards for a contract of this type.  Therefore, no document involved with state of Washington, Department of Enterprise Services (DES) contract #04115 – Light Duty and Medium duty Cutaways will be deemed confidential, proprietary, or other similar term.  




As a condition of this contract, the Bidder/Awarded Contractor understands and agrees that the documents that make up the #04115 contract, whether known, unknown, or developed in the future are neither confidential or proprietary and may be immediately publically inspected or publically disseminated with no notice to Bidder/Awarded Contractor.



The state of Washington/DES recognizes that many businesses routinely mark documents as confidential, proprietary or similar term.  Should DES have in its possession or receive a document marked in this manner, Bidder/Awarded Contractor understands and agrees that it is an error by Bidder/Awarded Contractor that may be ignored by state of Washington/DES and does not require any notification to Bidder/Awarded Contractor, and Bidder/Awarded Contractor grants to state of Washington/DES a waiver to any disclosure protections and notifications and shall hold the state of Washington/DES harmless.




8. Management fee




The management fee must be included in the Category and Options Price Sheet. 



DES may, at its sole discretion, increase, decrease, or eliminate the Management Fee upon thirty (30) days written notice to Contractor.  For purposes of the management fee, the parties agree that the initial management fee of 0.074% was included in the submitted pricing.  Therefore, any increase or decrease of the Management Fee, shall be reflected in contract pricing commensurate with the adjustment.  



Contractor will provide DES with a Usage report detailing all Net Collected Amounts for the preceding quarter according to the table listed below, in accordance with the Sales and Subcontractors Report section of the contract.  DES will send an invoice each quarter, based on such report within 30 days after receipt. Payment of the DES Management Fee is due one month following Contractor's receipt of the invoice from DES.  See Usage, Invoice, and Remittance Table below.



Taxability (if applicable): In 2013, the WA Department of Revenue announced that if the underlying transaction requires sales tax then the DES Management Fee portion of the transaction is also subject to a sales tax.  However, when the DES Management Fee that is held in trust by the Contractor is remitted to DES, it is not taxed a second time. 



The state reserves the right to audit, or have a designated third party audit, applicable records to ensure that the state has been properly invoiced and all DES Management Fees have been paid. Failure to accurately report Usage, to submit a timely Usage report, or remit timely payment of the DES Management Fee may be cause for contract termination, the charging of interest or penalties, or the exercise of other remedies provided by law.



DES Management Fee payment from the Contractor to DES must reference the Contract number, work request number (if applicable), the name of the contractor as known to DES, the year and quarter for which the DES Management Fee is being remitted, and the DES invoice number.

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MASTER CONTRACT TERMS and CONDITIONS



This document consists of general provisions and terms for solicitations issued by the Washington State Department of Enterprise Services (DES). Should a term within this document conflict with a term in the main solicitation document, the latter will prevail.




1 Instructions to Bidders




1.1 Minority and Women’s Business Enterprises (MWBE) 




In accordance with the legislative findings and policies set forth in RCW 39.19, the State of Washington encourages participation in all of its contracts by minority and woman-owned businesses firms certified by the Office of Minority and Women’s Business Enterprises (OMWBE). While the state does not give preferential treatment, it does seek equitable representation from the minority and women’s business community. In addition, the state welcomes participation by self-identified minority and woman owned firms and strongly encourages such firms to become certified by OMWBE.




Participation may be either on a direct basis in response to this solicitation or as a subcontractor to a contractor. However, unless required by federal statutes, regulations, grants, or contract terms referenced in the original solicitation, no preference will be included in the evaluation of bids, no minimum level of MWBE participation is required as condition for receiving an award, and bids will not be evaluated, rejected or considered non-responsive on that basis. 



Any affirmative action requirements set forth in federal regulations or statutes included or referenced in the original solicitation will apply. Bidders are encouraged to contact OMWBE for information on becoming a certified firm as set forth in Washington Administrative Code (WAC) Chapters 326-02 and 326-20; or for information on other certified firms for potential sub-contracting arrangements. Nothing in this section is intended to prevent or discourage bidders from inviting participation from non-MWBE firms as well as MWBE firms. Prior to performance, an awarded bidder that is a MWBE or intends to use MWBE subcontractors is encouraged to identify the participating firm(s) to DES.




1.2 Bidder’s authorized representative 



Bidders must designate an authorized representative in the Bidder Profile appendix who will be the principal point of contact for DES for the duration of this solicitation process. 




1.3 Include all cost components in pricing 




Bidders must identify and include all elements of recurring and non-recurring costs in their pricing. Unless otherwise specified, this must include, but is not limited to, all administrative fees, maintenance, manuals, documentation, shipping charges, labor, travel, training, consultation services, wiring and supplies needed for the installation (including cost of all uncrating, disposal of shipping materials), set-up, testing and initial instruction to agency personnel, warranty work and maintenance of the products/services, handling charges such as packing, wrapping, bags, containers, reels; or the processing fees associated with the use of credit cards. 




Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event that market conditions, laws, regulations, or other unforeseen factors dictate, at DES’s sole discretion, additional charges may be allowed during the contract term. 



1.4 Equal or alternate



Bidders may bid a product or service that is an equal to what is specified in the solicitation. An “equal” for purposes of this solicitation is “an offer of materials, supplies, services and/or equipment that meets or exceeds the quality, performance, and use of the specifications identified in a solicitation.” DES reserves the right to determine whether the proposed materials, supplies or services are equal.




Bidders may not bid a product or service that is an “alternate” to those specified in the solicitation except as set out in this section. An “alternate” for purposes of this solicitation is “a substitute offer of materials, supplies, services and/or equipment that is not at least a functional equal in features, performance and use and which materially deviates from one or more of the specifications in a competitive solicitation.” Bidders may suggest alternates by providing a detailed description, supporting documentation, and any associated exceptions to the specifications to DES in writing at least five business days before the bid-due date. If the proposed alternate is determined by DES to be acceptable, DES will issue a solicitation amendment to notify potential bidders. Otherwise, any bid that does not meet minimum mandatory specifications may be deemed non-responsive.



1.5 Public records and exempt information



All documents submitted by bidders to DES as part of this procurement will become public records as defined by the Public Records Act, Revised Code of Washington (RCW) 42.56. DES will not disclose any documents submitted in response to this solicitation until after announcement of Apparent Successful Bidder(s).




In most cases, DES will not ask bidders to submit confidential materials. However, if a bidder chooses to submit such materials, it should read and understand the following:




· DES will maintain the confidentiality of bidder documents only if a bidder clearly and prominently marks them as “CONFIDENTIAL” or “PROPRIETARY” or “TRADE SECRET.”




· DES requires that any confidential or proprietary documents be submitted in a separate envelope(s) marked “CONFIDENTIAL” or “PROPRIETARY” or “TRADE SECRET.”  




· DES’s responsibility is limited to:




1. Taking reasonable steps to protect clearly marked documents; and 




2. Notifying a bidder of any public records request(s) for the documents




When a public records request seeks confidential or proprietary documents or trade secrets submitted by bidders following the procedures above, DES will:




· Notify the bidder: DES will identify the requestor and the date that DES will disclose the requested documents unless the bidder gets a court order directing DES to withhold them.




· Disclose the requested documents after giving bidder an opportunity to seek a court order barring disclosure




DES will NOT:




· Evaluate or defend a bidder’s claim of confidentiality. The bidder must defend its claim and take appropriate legal action to do so.




· Withhold or redact any document without a court order.




Questions about confidentiality or exemption to disclosure should be directed to the Procurement Coordinator named on the cover of the IFB or the DES public records office at (360) 407-8768.



1.6 In-state preference/Reciprocity



Pursuant to RCW 39.26, DES has established a schedule of price adjustments applicable against any bidders submitting responses from states which grant a preference to their own in-state businesses as identified in the Preference Table. The reciprocity adjustment is applied as follows. 



· These adjustments will be applied in formal sealed bid solicitations only.




· The business address from which the response was submitted will determine if an adjustment is to be applied. 




· The appropriate percentage will be added to each response bearing the address from a state with in-state preferences rather than subtracting a like amount from Washington state bidders.




· This action will be used only for evaluation. In no instance shall the increase be paid to a supplier whose response is accepted.



1.7 Withdrawal or modification of response



Bidders are liable for all errors or omissions contained in their responses.




a. Prior to response due date and time




Modification:
Mistakes in bids or proposals detected prior to the due date and time may be corrected by the bidder by withdrawing the original bid or proposal and submitting a corrected bid or proposal to DES before the due date and time. If there is not sufficient time prior to the due date and time to withdraw the original bid or proposal and submit a corrected bid or proposal, the bidder, or an authorized representative, may correct the mistake on the face of the original bid or proposal provided that the corrected bid or proposal is time stamped by DES upon resubmission prior to the due date and time. 




Withdrawal:
An authorized bidder representative is permitted to withdraw its response before the due date and time by submitting the withdrawal request in writing. Withdrawn responses will be returned unopened to the bidder.




b. After response due date and time




No modification:
If bidder mistakes in a bid or proposal are detected after due date and time, they may not be corrected.



Withdrawal:
If the bidder submits evidence in writing satisfactory to DES that a mistake has been made by the bidder in the calculation of its bid or proposal, DES may allow the bid or proposal to be withdrawn provided that the claim of mistake and supporting documentation is provided within three business days after the due date and time. Compliance with this section within the specified time limit shall relieve the bidder of forfeiture of its bid guarantee. If DES subsequently reissues the solicitation, the bidder having made the mistake may not participate in that solicitation.




Clarification:
DES reserves the right to contact bidder for clarification of response contents.




1.8 Legal notices 




Any notice or demand or other communication required or permitted to be given under the contract or applicable law (except notice of malfunctioning Equipment) will be effective only if it is in writing and signed by the applicable party, properly addressed, and either delivered in person, or by a recognized courier service, or deposited with the United States Postal Service as first-class mail, postage prepaid, certified mail, return receipt requested, via facsimile or by electronic mail, to the parties at the addresses and fax numbers, e-mail addresses provided in the Authorized Offer and Contract Signature Page below. For purposes of complying with any provision in the contract or applicable law that requires a “writing,” such communication, when digitally signed with a Washington State Licensed Certificate, shall be considered to be “in writing” or “written” to an extent no less than if it were in paper form. Notices will be effective upon receipt or four business days after mailing, whichever is earlier. The notice address as provided herein may be changed by written notice given as provided above.




In the event that a subpoena or other legal process commenced by a third party in any way concerning the Equipment or Services provided pursuant to the contract is served upon contractor or DES, such party agrees to notify the other party in the most expeditious fashion possible following receipt of such subpoena or other legal process. The contractor and DES further agree to cooperate with the other party in any lawful effort by the other party to contest the legal validity of such subpoena or other legal process commenced by a third party.




1.9 Liens, claims and encumbrances



All materials, equipment, supplies and/or services shall be free of all liens, claims, or encumbrances of any kind, and if DES or the purchaser requests, a formal release of same shall be delivered to the respective requestor.

				A method of award resulting from a competitive solicitation by which the purchaser will award all items to a single bidder. Also, a designation the bidder may use in its bid or response to indicate its offer is contingent up on full award and it will not accept a partial award.







				Alternate 



				A substitute offer of goods and services which is not at least a functional equal in features, performance and use and which materially deviates from one or more of the specifications in a competitive solicitation.

				The form utilized to solicit bids in the formal, sealed bid procedure and any amendments thereto issued in writing by DES. Specifications and qualifications are clearly defined.







				Late bids or proposals 



				A bid or proposal received at the place specified in the solicitation after the time designated for all bids or proposals to be received.







				Lead time/After Receipt Of Order (ARO) 



				The period of time between when the contractor receives the order and the purchaser receives the materials, supplies, equipment, or services order.







				Lifecycle cost



				The total cost of an item to the state over its Estimated Useful Life, including costs of selection, acquisition, operation, maintenance, and where applicable, disposal, as far as these costs can reasonably be determined, minus the salvage value at the end of its estimated useful life.







				Master Contracts and Consulting (MCC)



				A unit of the Contracts and Legal Services Division of DES authorized under Chapter 39.26 RCW to develop and administer contracts for goods and services on behalf of state agencies, colleges and universities, nonprofit organizations and local governments.







				Order document



				A written communication, submitted by a purchaser to the contractor, which details the specific requirements of the purchaser within the scope of the contract, such as delivery date, size, color, capacity, etc. An order document may include, but is not limited to field orders, purchase orders, work order or other writings as may be designated by the parties hereto. No additional or alternate terms and conditions on such written communication shall apply unless authorized by the contract and expressly agreed between the purchaser and the contractor.







				Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM)



				A supply management term for the purchase of parts and material directly from the manufacturer of the equipment or from an authorized reseller. For example, Ford automotive replacement parts would be purchased from an authorized Ford reseller.











				Procurement Coordinator



				The individual authorized by DES who is responsible for conducting a specific solicitation.







				Product



				Materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment provided under the terms and conditions of this contract.







				Prompt payment discount



				A discount offered by the bidder to encourage timely payment by purchaser within the stated term identified by bidder.







				Proposal



				A sealed written offer to perform a contract to supply materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment in reply to a Request For Proposal (RFP).







				Purchaser



				The authorized user of the contract, as identified in the solicitation, who may or actually does make purchases of material, supplies, services, and/or equipment under the resulting contract.







				Quotation



				An informal written or oral offer to perform a contract to supply materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment in reply to a Request For Quote (RFQ).







				Recycled material 



				Waste materials and by-products that have been recovered or diverted from solid waste and that can be utilized in place of a raw or virgin material in manufacturing a product and consists of materials derived from post-consumer waste, manufacturing waste, industrial scrap, agricultural wastes and other items, all of which can be used in the manufacture of new or recycled products.







				Recycled content product



				A product containing recycled material.







				Request For Proposal (RFP)



				The form utilized to solicit Proposals in the formal, sealed solicitation procedure and any amendments thereto issued in writing by DES. The specifications and qualification requirements are written in an outcome based form allowing for consideration of a broad range of different solutions to meet the procurement need.







				Request For Quotations (RFQ)



				A written or oral request by DES to solicit Quotations in the informal solicitation procedure. 







				Response



				A bid or proposal.







				Responsible



				The capability in all respects to perform in full the contract requirements; meets the elements of responsibility. (See RCW 39.26.)







				Responsive



				Conforms in all material respects to the terms and conditions, the specifications, and other requirements of a solicitation.











				Sealed bid



				A formal submission from a bidder submitted in response to a solicitation. It is submitted in a sealed manner to prevent its contents from being revealed before the time and date set for the bid opening.







				Solicitation



				The process of notifying prospective bidders that DES desires to receive competitive bids or proposals for furnishing specified materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment. Also includes reference to the actual documents used for that process, including: the Invitation For Bids (IFB) or Request For Proposals (RFP), along with all attachments and exhibits thereto.







				Specifications



				The explicit requirements furnished with a competitive solicitation upon which a purchase order or contract is to be based. Specifications set forth the characteristics of the goods and/or services to be purchased or sold so as to enable the bidder or supplier to determine and understand requirements of the purchaser. Specifications may be in the form of a description of the physical or performance characteristics, a reference brand or both. It may include a description of any requirement for inspecting, testing, or preparing a material, equipment, supplies, or service for delivery.







				State



				The State of Washington acting by and through DES.







				State contract



				The written document memorializing the agreement between the successful bidder and DES for materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment, administered by the Master Contracts and Consulting Unit on behalf of the State of Washington.




“State contract” does not include the following:




· Colleges and universities that choose to purchase under RCW 28B.10.029



· Purchases made in accordance with state purchasing policy;




· Purchases made pursuant to authority granted or delegated under RCW 39.26



· Purchases authorized as an emergency purchase under RCW 39.26; or




· Purchases made pursuant to other statutes granting the agency authority to independently conduct purchases of materials, supplies, services, or equipment.







				Subcontractor



				A person or business that is, or will be, providing or performing an essential aspect of the contract under the direction and responsibility of the contractor and with the agreement of DES.







				Term contract



				A state contract that extends beyond a single purchase and may be available to multiple purchasers. 







				Vendor



				A provider of materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment.







				Washington’s Electronic Business Solution (WEBS)



				The vendor registration and bidder notification system maintained by the Washington State Department of Enterprise Services located at: www.ga.wa.gov/webs. 











3 Standard Terms & Conditions



3.1 Contract modifications 




DES reserves the right to modify the resulting contract (including but not limited to adding or deleting products, services, or delivery locations) by mutual agreement between DES and the contractor, so long as such modification is substantially within the scope of the original contract. Such modifications will be memorialized in a signed written document describing the agreed upon change including any terms and conditions required to support such change.




3.2 Contract administration



· State contract administrator




DES will appoint a single point of contact that will be the Contract Administrator for this contract and will provide contract oversight. The Contract Administrator will be the principal contact for the contractor for business activities under this contract. DES will notify contractor, in writing, when there is a new Contract Administrator assigned to this contract.



· Administration of term contract



DES may maintain contract information and pricing and make it available on DES’s web site. The contract prices are the maximum price contractor can charge. The contractor may also offer volume discounts to purchasers.



3.3 Contractor supervision and coordination 



Contractor shall:




a. Competently and efficiently supervise and coordinate the implementation and completion of all contract requirements specified herein. 




b. Identify the contractor’s Authorized Representative, who will be the principal point of contact for DES concerning contractor’s performance under this contract. 




c. Immediately notify the Contract Administrator in writing of any change of the designated Authorized Representative assigned to this contract. 




d. Be bound by all written communications given to or received from the contractor’s Authorized Representative.



Violation of any provision of this section may be considered a material breach establishing grounds for contract termination.




3.4 Post-award conference



The contractor may be required to attend a post-award conference scheduled by the Procurement Coordinator and/or the contract administrator to discuss contract performance requirements. The time and place of this conference will be scheduled following contract award.




3.5 Term contract management 




Upon award of a term contract, the contractor shall:




a. Review the impact of the award and take the necessary steps needed to ensure that contractual obligations will be fulfilled.




b. Promote and market the use of this contract to all authorized contract purchasers.




c. Ensure that those who endeavor to utilize this contract are authorized purchasers under this contract.




d. At no additional charge, assist purchasers in making the most cost effective, value based purchases which may include, but is not limited to:




· Having representatives available to provide information regarding products and services, including visiting the purchaser site if needed, and providing purchaser with materials/supplies/equipment recommendations.




· Providing purchasers with a detailed list of contract items including current contract pricing and part numbers.




The contractor shall designate a customer service representative who will be responsible for addressing purchaser issues including, but not limited to:




· Logging requests for service, ensuring repairs are completed in a timely manner, dispatching service technicians and processing warranty claim documentation.




· Providing purchasers with regular and timely status updates in the event of a delay in repair or order fulfillment.



· Acting as the lead and liaison between the manufacturer and purchaser in resolving warranty claims for contract items purchased.




3.6 Changes 




Alterations to any of the terms, conditions, or requirements of this contract shall only be effective upon written issuance of a mutually agreed contract amendment by DES. However, changes to point of contact information may be updated without the issuance of a mutually agreed contract amendment.



3.7 Statewide Payee Desk




Contractors must register with the Statewide Payee Desk, maintained by DES, in order to be paid for contract sales. Washington state agencies cannot make payments to a contractor until it is registered. Registration materials are available here: Receiving Payment from the State.



3.8 Contract usage report




The management fee will be based on total contract usage (sales), which must be reported quarterly by the contractor in the Contract Sales Reporting System.  DES will provide a login password and a vendor number.



For each report, contractor must identify every purchaser who has made purchases during the reporting period. The “Miscellaneous” option may be used only with prior approval by DES, and use of this option without prior approval by DES may be cause for contract termination. Refer sales reporting questions to the Contract Administrator.



Due date: Reports must be submitted electronically within 30 days after the end of the calendar quarter: no later than April 30, July 31, October 31 and January 31.




Failure to provide reports in accordance with the schedule above may be cause for contract termination.



3.9 Other required term contract reports 



DES may require the contractor to provide a detailed annual contract sales history report. This report, if requested, will include at a minimum, but is not limited to: product description, part number or other product identifier, per unit quantities sold, and contract price. This report must be provided to DES in an electronic format that can be read by MS Excel. Unless the solicitation specifies otherwise, all other required reports will be designed and approved by the parties by mutual agreement.



3.10 Common vendor-registration and bid-notification system



Contractor shall be registered in Washington’s Electronic Business Solution (WEBS), the state’s common vendor registration and bid notification system (www.ga.wa.gov/webs). Contractors already registered need not re-register. It is the sole responsibility of contractor to properly register and maintain an accurate vendor profile.



3.11 Contractor qualifications and requirements



DES reserves the right to require receipt of proof of compliance with any of the requirements in this section within 10 calendar days from the date of request, and to terminate this contract as a material breach for noncompliance with any requirement of this paragraph. Contractor shall maintain compliance with these requirements throughout the life of this contract.



a. Qualified and established business 




Prior to performance, or prior to that time if required by DES, law or regulation, contractor must be an established business with all required licenses, fees, bonding, facilities, equipment, and trained personnel necessary to meet all requirements and perform the work as specified in the solicitation.




b. Authorized Service Provider and Product Reseller certifications 




Upon request, contractor must provide evidence of its status as an authorized service provider or product reseller. contractor shall maintain its authorized service provider or product reseller status for the initial term and any extensions of the resulting contract. If this status is discontinued, this contract may be terminated. 



c. Dealer authorization (when applicable)




The contractor shall maintain dealer authorization from the manufacturer consistent with the requirements outlined in the original solicitation.




d. Personnel substitutions (when applicable)




If at contract award or any time thereafter, any named individual specifically identified in the response to work on this engagement is not available, DES reserves the right to approve or reject any personnel substitutions. 




e. Use of subcontractors (when applicable)




Prior to performance, contractor shall identify all subcontractors who will perform services in fulfillment of contract requirements. Additionally contractor may be required to identify contact information as well as federal tax identification number (TIN), and anticipated dollar value of each subcontract. 




DES reserves the right to approve or reject any and all subcontractors that identified by the contractor. Any subcontractors not listed in the bidder’s response, who are engaged by the contractor, must be pre-approved, in writing, by DES. 




Contractor agrees to be responsible for all actions of any subcontractors in the performance of this contract. The contractor shall be responsible to ensure that all requirements of the contract shall flow down to any and all subcontractors. In no event shall the existence of a Subcontract operate to release or reduce the liability of contractor to the state for any breach in the performance of the contractor’s duties.




f. Assignment




Contractor shall not assign or otherwise transfer its obligations or any claim arising under this contract without the prior written consent of DES. Such consent will not be unreasonably withheld. contractor shall provide a minimum of 30 calendar days advance notification of intent to assign or otherwise transfer its obligations under this contract. Violation of this provision may be considered a material breach and be grounds for contract termination. Assignment or transfer of contract shall not relieve the contractor from its responsibilities and obligations under the contract.




g. Contractor authority and infringement




Under this contract, contractor is authorized to sell only those materials, supplies, services and/or equipment as stated herein and allowed for by the contract provisions. contractor shall not misrepresent to purchasers that they have the contract authority to sell any other materials, supplies, services and/or equipment. Further, contractor may not intentionally infringe on other established state contracts. 




h. Hours of labor



In compliance with RCW 49.28, contractor agrees that no worker, laborer, or mechanic in the employ of the contractor or subcontractor shall be permitted or required to work more than eight (8) hours in any one calendar day, or forty (40) hours in any one calendar week. However, in cases of extraordinary emergency such as danger to life or property, the hours of work may be extended but in such cases the rate of pay for time employed in excess of the above shall be at the prevailing overtime rate of pay. Except, contracts will not require the payment of overtime rates for the first two hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours per day when the employer has obtained the employee’s agreement (as defined in WAC 296-127-022) to work a four-day, ten-hour work week.




i. Materials and workmanship




The contractor is required to furnish all materials, supplies, equipment and/or services necessary to perform contractual requirements. Materials, supplies, equipment and/or services used in the performance of this contract shall conform to all applicable federal, state, and local codes, regulations and requirements for such equipment, specifications contained herein, and the normal uses for which intended. Materials, supplies, and equipment shall be manufactured in accordance with the best commercial practices and standards for this type of materials, supplies, and equipment.




j. Best pricing




For the term of the contract, pricing for all  products will be no greater than the prices quoted in the bidder’s response. If, however, during the contract period lower prices and rates become effective through reduction in Manufacturer’s or contractor’s list prices, promotional discounts, or other circumstances, purchasers must be given immediate benefit of such lower prices and rates.



k. Mercury content and preference (when applicable)




Contractor shall provide mercury-free products when available. Should mercury-free products not exist, contractors shall provide products with the lowest mercury content available in meeting performance requirements. 



Contractor shall disclose products that contain added mercury and provide an explanation that includes the amount or concentration of mercury, and justification as to why added mercury is necessary for the function or performance of the product. The contractor is to provide any existing technical data pertaining to the addition of mercury or a mercury compound intentionally added to the product.




Contractor shall maintain compliance with these requirements throughout the life of this contract. DES reserves the right to require receipt of proof of compliance with within 10 calendar days from the date of request, and to terminate this contract as a material breach for noncompliance.




3.12 Ordering requirements




Contractor must ensure that Authorized purchasers can place orders against this contract either in person, electronically, facsimile or by phone. Once an order is issued, the following shall apply:




· Upon receipt of a purchase order the contractor must send written confirmation to the purchaser. 




· If requested, the contractor must supply purchaser with manufacturer’s list pricing or other documentation needed to verify contract pricing compliance.




· Contractor must notify purchaser of any surcharges or other price adjustments if applicable and as contract allows.




3.13 Delivery requirements




a. Delivery:




Contractor must ensure that delivery of goods will be made as required in the contract terms, the Purchase Order, or as otherwise mutually agreed in writing between the purchaser and contractor. The following apply to all deliveries:




· The contractor must deliver the goods during purchaser’s normal work hours and within contract time frames or as otherwise mutually agreed in writing between the purchaser and contractor at the time of order placement. 



· The contractor must verify specific working hours of individual purchasers and instruct carrier(s) to deliver accordingly.




· The purchaser may refuse shipment when delivered after normal working hours.




· Failure to comply with agreed upon delivery times may subject contractor to liquidated damages and/or other damages. 




· The acceptance of late delivery does not constitute a waiver of the requirements for the timely performance of any obligation remaining to be performed by contractor.




· The contractor must make all deliveries to the applicable delivery location as indicated in the contract or Purchase Order. 




· The contractor is responsible for verifying delivery conditions/requirements with the purchaser prior to the delivery. 




· When applicable, the contractor must take all necessary actions to safeguard items during inclement weather. 



· All packing lists, packages, instruction manuals, correspondence, shipping notices, shipping containers, and other written materials associated with this contract shall be identified by the contract identifier and the applicable purchaser’s order number. Packing lists shall be enclosed with each shipment and clearly identify all contents and any backorders.




· The contractor must not initiate performance prior to receipt of written or verbal authorization from authorized purchasers. Expenses incurred otherwise will be borne solely by the contractor.




b. Receipt of goods:




Inspection and rejection: The purchaser's inspection of all materials, supplies and equipment upon delivery is for the purpose of forming a judgment as to whether such delivered items are what was ordered, were properly delivered, and are ready for Acceptance. If applicable, the state reserves the right to independently test, at contractor’s expense, any product of questionable freshness, quality, or origin delivered against this contract. Such inspection shall not be construed as final acceptance, or as acceptance of the materials, supplies or equipment, if the materials, supplies or equipment does not conform to contractual requirements. 



If there are any apparent defects in the materials, supplies, or equipment at the time of delivery, the purchaser will promptly notify the contractor. At the purchaser’s option and without limiting any other rights, the purchaser may require the contractor to: 




· Repair or replace, at contractor's expense, any or all of the damaged goods. 




· Refund the price of any or all of the damaged goods.




· Accept the return of any or all of the damaged goods.




Alternatively and at the purchaser’s option, any possible damage to the product may be noted on the receiving report and the cost deducted from final payment. 




Acceptance: Acceptance shall be as specified in the contract or Purchase Order. In the event that there is a formal Acceptance Testing period required in the solicitation document then acceptance is formalized in writing. If there is no Acceptance Testing period required, Acceptance occurs when the  products are delivered and inspected.




c. Shipping and risk of loss: 




Unless the contract specifies otherwise, contractor shall ship all Goods freight prepaid, FOB purchaser’s destination. The method of shipment shall be consistent with the nature of the Goods and hazards of transportation. Regardless of FOB point, contractor agrees to bear all risks of loss, damage, or destruction of the Goods ordered hereunder that occurs prior to Delivery Date or Acceptance, whichever is applicable, except loss or damage attributable to purchaser’s fault or negligence; and such loss, damage, or destruction shall not release contractor from any obligation hereunder. After Delivery Date or Acceptance, whichever is applicable, the risk of loss or damage shall be borne by purchaser, except loss or damage attributable to contractor’s fault or negligence.




d. Site security: 




While on purchaser’s premises, contractor, its agents, employees, or subcontractors shall conform in all respects with physical, fire, or other security regulations.




e. Installation:




When applicable, installation shall be performed in a professional manner in accordance with industry standard best practices. The premises shall be left in a neat, clean, and undamaged condition. The state reserves the right to require contractor to repair any damage caused during installation or provide full compensation as determined by the state. 



f. Title to product (if applicable):




Upon Delivery or Acceptance, whichever is applicable, contractor shall convey to purchaser good title to the Goods free and clear of all liens, pledges, mortgages, encumbrances, or other security interests.




g. Labeling: 




Individual shipping cartons shall be labeled with the name of the purchaser, order number, contract number, contractor, state stock numbers. Where applicable, date of manufacture, batch number, storage requirements, conditions, and recommended shelf life shall also be included. 



h. Hazardous materials: 




Consistent with WAC 296-839, all manufacturers and distributors of hazardous substances, including any of the items listed in this contract, must include a complete material safety data sheet (MSDS) for each hazardous material. Additionally, each container of hazardous materials must be appropriately labeled with:




· The identity of the hazardous material,




· Appropriate hazard warnings, and




· Name and address of the chemical manufacturer, importer, or other responsible party




The Department of Labor and Industries may levy appropriate fines for noncompliance and agencies may withhold payment-pending receipt of a legible copy of MSDS. It should be noted that OSHA Form 20 is not acceptable in lieu of this requirement unless it is modified to include appropriate information relative to “carcinogenic ingredients” and “routes of entry” of the product(s) in question.




3.14 Treatment of assets




Title to all property furnished by DES and/or purchaser shall remain with DES and/or purchaser, as applicable. Any property of DES and/or purchaser furnished to the contractor shall, unless otherwise provided herein or approved by DES and/or purchaser, be used only for the performance of this contract.




The contractor shall be responsible for damages as a result of any loss or damage to property of DES and/or purchaser which results from the negligence of the contractor or which results from the failure on the part of the contractor to maintain, administer and protect that property in a reasonable manner and to the extent practicable in all instances.




If any DES and/or purchaser property is lost, destroyed, or damaged, the contractor shall immediately notify DES and/or purchaser and shall take all reasonable steps to protect the property from further damage.




The contractor shall surrender to DES and/or purchaser all property of DES and/or purchaser prior to settlement upon completion, termination, or cancellation of this contract.




Title to all property furnished by the contractor, the cost for which the contractor is entitled to be reimbursed as a direct item of cost under this contract, shall pass to and vest in the purchaser upon delivery of such property by the contractor and Acceptance by the purchaser. Title to other property, the cost of which is reimbursable to the contractor under this contract, shall pass to and vest in the purchaser upon (i) issuance for use of such property in the performance of this contract, or (ii) commencement of use of such property in the performance of this contract, or (iii) reimbursement of the cost thereof by the purchaser in whole or in part, whichever first occurs.




All reference to the contractor under this clause shall also include contractor's employees, agents or subcontractors.




3.15 Standard of quality/Consistency over term of contract



If, in the sole judgment of DES or the purchaser, any product is determined not to be equal, the purchaser may take any or all of the following actions:




· The Product may be returned at contractor’s expense and the purchaser reimbursed for any payments.




· The contract may be terminated without any liability to the State of Washington or purchaser.




3.16 Payment




a. Advance payment prohibited:




No advance payment shall be made for the  products and Services furnished by contractor under this contract. 




Notwithstanding the above, maintenance payments, if any, may be made on a quarterly basis at the beginning of each quarter.




b. Payment:




Payment is the sole responsibility of, and will be made by, the purchaser. 




Under Chapter 39.76 RCW , if purchaser fails to make timely payment(s), contractor may invoice for 1 percent per month on the amount overdue or a minimum of $1. Payment will not be considered late if a check or warrant is mailed within the time specified. If no terms are specified otherwise in the solicitation, net 30 days will automatically apply. 



Payment(s) made in accordance with contract terms shall fully compensate the contractor for all risk, loss, damages or expense of whatever nature and acceptance of payment shall constitute a waiver of all claims submitted by contractor.




Payment for materials, supplies and/or equipment received and for services rendered shall be made by purchaser and be redeemable in U.S. dollars. Unless otherwise specified, the purchaser’s sole responsibility shall be to issue this payment. Any bank or transaction fees or similar costs associated with currency exchange procedures or the use of purchasing/credit cards shall be fully assumed by the contractor.




Note: when the state has been overcharged or otherwise reimbursed, the purchaser may elect to have either direct payments or written credit memos issued. If the contractor fails to make timely payment(s) or issuance of credit memos, the purchaser may impose a 1% per month on the amount overdue 30 days after notice to the contractor.




c. Invoicing and discounts




Contractor must provide a properly completed invoice to purchaser. All invoices are to be delivered to the address indicated in the purchase order. 




Each invoice must be identified by the associated contract number; the contractor’s statewide vendor registration number assigned by the Washington State Office of Financial Management (OFM), the applicable purchaser’s order number, and must be in U.S. dollars. Invoices must be prominently annotated by the contractor with all applicable prompt payment and/or volume discount(s) and shipping charges unless otherwise specified in the solicitation. 



Invoices for payment will accurately reflect all discounts due the purchaser. Invoices will not be processed for payment, nor will the period of prompt payment discount commence, until receipt of a properly completed invoice denominated in U.S. dollars and until all invoiced items are received and satisfactory performance of contractor has been accepted by the purchaser. If an adjustment in payment is necessary due to damage or dispute, any prompt payment discount period shall commence on the date final approval for payment is authorized.



3.17 Taxes, fees and licenses 



a. Taxes




Where required by statute or regulation, the contractor shall pay for and maintain in current status all taxes that are necessary for contract performance. Unless otherwise indicated, the purchaser agrees to pay State of Washington taxes on all applicable materials, supplies, services and/or equipment purchased. No charge by the contractor shall be made for federal excise taxes and the purchaser agrees to furnish contractor with an exemption certificate where appropriate.




b. Collection of retail sales and use taxes



In general, contractors engaged in retail sales activities within the State of Washington are required to collect and remit sales tax to Department of Revenue (DOR). In general, out-of-state contractors must collect and remit “use tax” to Department of Revenue if the activity carried on by the seller in the State of Washington is significantly associated with contractor’s ability to establish or maintain a market for its products in Washington. Examples of such activity include where the contractor either directly or by an agent or other representative:




· Maintains an in-state office, distribution house, sales house, warehouse, service enterprise, or any other in-state place of business;




· Maintains an in-state inventory or stock of goods for sale;




· Regularly solicits orders from purchasers located within the State of Washington via sales representatives entering the State of Washington;




· Sends other staff into the State of Washington (e.g. product safety engineers, etc.) to interact with purchasers in an attempt to establish or maintain market(s); or




· Other factors identified in WAC 458-20.




c. Department of Revenue registration for out-of-state contractors



Out-of-state contractors meeting any of the above criteria must register and establish an account with the Department of Revenue. Refer to WAC 458-20-193, and call the Department of Revenue at 800-647-7706 for additional information. When out-of-state contractors are not required to collect and remit “use tax,” purchasers located in the State of Washington are responsible for paying this tax, if applicable, directly to the Department of Revenue.




d. Fees/Licenses




After award of contract, and prior to commencing performance under the contract, the contractor shall pay for and maintain in a current status any licenses, fees, assessments, permit charges, etc., which are necessary for contract performance. It is the contractor's sole responsibility to maintain licenses and to monitor and determine any changes or the enactment of any subsequent regulations for said fees, assessments, or charges and to immediately comply with said changes or regulations during the entire term of this contract.




e. Customs/Brokerage Fees




Contractor shall take all necessary actions, including, but not limited to, paying all customs, duties, brokerage, and/or import fees, to ensure that materials, supplies, and/or equipment purchased under the contract are expedited through customs. Failure to do so may subject contractor to liquidated damages as identified herein and/or to other remedies available by law or contract. Neither DES nor the purchaser will incur additional costs related to contractor’s payment of such fees.




f. Taxes on invoice




Contractor shall calculate and enter the appropriate state and local sales tax on all invoices. Tax is to be computed on new items after deduction of any trade-in in accordance with WAC 458-20-247.




g. Ferry vessel exemption(if applicable)



Orders for tangible personal property which become a component part of ferry vessels of the State of Washington or local government units in the State of Washington are exempt from use tax under RCW 82.12.0279.




h. Minority and Women’s Business Enterprise (MWBE) participation



With each invoice for payment and within 30 days of purchaser's request, contractor shall provide purchaser an Affidavit of Amounts Paid. The Affidavit of Amounts Paid shall either state that contractor still maintains its MWBE certification, or state that its Subcontractor(s) still maintain(s) its/their MWBE certification(s) and specify the amounts paid to each certified MWBE subcontractor under this contract. contractor shall maintain records supporting the Affidavit of Amounts Paid in accordance with this contract’s Retention of Records section.



i. Overpayments to contractor



Contractor shall refund to purchaser the full amount of any erroneous payment or overpayment under this contract within 30 days’ written notice. If contractor fails to make timely refund, purchaser may charge contractor 1 percent per month on the amount due, until paid in full.




j. Contractor expenses (if applicable)



Purchaser shall reimburse contractor for travel and other expenses as identified in this contract, or as authorized in writing, in advance by purchaser in accordance with the then-current rules and regulations set forth in the Washington State Administrative and Accounting Manual (http://www.ofm.wa.gov/policy/default.asp). contractor shall provide a detailed itemization of expenses, including description, amounts and dates, and receipts for amounts of fifty dollars ($50) or more when requesting reimbursement.




The amount reimbursed to contractor is included in calculating the total amount spent under this contract.



k. Audits



The state reserves the right to audit, or have a designated third party audit, applicable records to ensure that the state has been properly invoiced. Any remedies and penalties allowed by law to recover monies determined owed will be enforced. Repetitive instances of incorrect invoicing may be considered complete cause for contract termination.




3.18 Quality assurance 




a. Right of inspection




Contractor shall provide right of access to its facilities to DES, or any of DES’s officers, or to any other authorized agent or official of the State of Washington or the federal government, at all reasonable times, in order to monitor and evaluate performance, compliance, and/or quality assurance under this contract.




b. Contractor commitments, warranties and representations



Any written commitment by contractor within the scope of this contract shall be binding upon contractor. Failure of contractor to fulfill such a commitment may constitute breach and shall render contractor liable for damages under the terms of this contract. For purposes of this section, a commitment by contractor includes: (i) Prices, discounts, and options committed to remain in force over a specified period of time; and (ii) any warranty or representation made by contractor in its bid or contained in any contractor or manufacturer publications, written materials, schedules, charts, diagrams, tables, descriptions, other written representations, and any other communication medium accompanying or referred to in its bid or used to effect the sale to purchaser.




c. Warranties




Contractor warrants that all materials, supplies, services and/or equipment provided under this contract shall be fit for the purpose(s) for which intended, for merchantability, and shall conform to the requirements and specifications herein. Acceptance of any materials, supplies, service and/or equipment, and inspection incidental thereto, by the purchaser shall not alter or affect the obligations of the contractor or the rights of the purchaser.




d. Date warranty




Contractor warrants that all  products provided under this contract: (i) do not have a life expectancy limited by date or time format; (ii) will correctly record, store, process, and present calendar dates; (iii) will lose no functionality, data integrity, or performance with respect to any date; and (iv) will be interoperable with other software used by purchaser that may deliver date records from the  products, or interact with date records of the  products (“Date Warranty”). In the event a Date Warranty problem is reported to contractor by purchaser and such problem remains unresolved after three calendar days, at purchaser’s discretion, contractor shall send, at contractor’s sole expense, at least one (1) qualified and knowledgeable representative to purchaser’s premises. This representative will continue to address and work to remedy the failure, malfunction, defect, or nonconformity on purchaser’s premises. This Date Warranty shall last perpetually. In the event of a breach of any of these representations and warranties, contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless purchaser from and against any and all harm, injury, damages, costs, and expenses incurred by purchaser arising out of said breach.



e. Cost of remedy




Cost of remedying defects: All defects, indirect and consequential costs of correcting, removing or replacing any or all of the defective materials or equipment will be charged against the contractor.




3.19 Information and communications



a. Advertising




Contractor shall not publish or use any information concerning this contract in any format or media for advertising or publicity without prior written consent from DES.




b. Retention of records




The contractor shall maintain all books, records, documents, data and other evidence relating to this contract and the provision of materials, supplies, services and/or equipment described herein, including, but not limited to, accounting procedures and practices which sufficiently and properly reflect all direct and indirect costs of any nature expended in the performance of this contract. contractor shall retain such records for a period of six (6) years following the date of final payment. At no additional cost, these records, including materials generated under the contract, shall be subject at all reasonable times to inspection, review, or audit by DES, personnel duly authorized by DES, the Washington State Auditor’s Office, and federal and state officials so authorized by law, regulation or agreement.




If any litigation, claim or audit is started before the expiration of the six (6) year period, the records shall be retained until final resolution of all litigation, claims, or audit findings involving the records.




c. Proprietary or confidential information



To the extent consistent with Chapter 42.56 RCW, the Public Disclosure Act, DES shall maintain the confidentiality of contractor’s information marked confidential or proprietary. If a request is made to view contractor’s proprietary information, DES will notify contractor of the request and of the date that the records will be released to the requester unless contractor obtains a court order enjoining that disclosure. If contractor fails to obtain the court order enjoining disclosure, DES will release the requested information on the date specified.




The state’s sole responsibility shall be limited to maintaining the above data in a secure area and to notify contractor of any request(s) for disclosure for so long as DES retains contractor’s information in DES records. Failure to so label such materials or failure to timely respond after notice of request for public disclosure has been given shall be deemed a waiver by contractor of any claim that such materials are exempt from disclosure.



d. Non-endorsement and publicity




Neither DES nor the purchasers are endorsing the contractor’s  products or Services, nor suggesting that they are the best or only solution to their needs. contractor agrees to make no reference to DES, any purchaser or the State of Washington in any literature, promotional material, brochures, sales presentation or the like, regardless of method of distribution, without the prior review and express written consent of DES.



e. Ownership/rights in data




Purchaser and contractor agree that all data and work products (collectively called “work product”) produced pursuant to this contract shall be considered work made for hire under the U.S. Copyright Act, 17 U.S.C. §101 et seq, and shall be owned by purchaser. Contractor is hereby commissioned to create the work product. Work product includes, but is not limited to, discoveries, formulas, ideas, improvements, inventions, methods, models, processes, techniques, findings, conclusions, recommendations, reports, designs, plans, diagrams, drawings, software, databases, documents, pamphlets, advertisements, books, magazines, surveys, studies, computer programs, films, tapes, and/or sound reproductions, to the extent provided by law. Ownership includes the right to copyright, patent, register and the ability to transfer these rights and all information used to formulate such work product.




If for any reason the work product would not be considered a work made for hire under applicable law, contractor assigns and transfers to purchaser the entire right, title and interest in and to all rights in the work product and any registrations and copyright applications relating thereto and any renewals and extensions thereof.




Contractor shall execute all documents and perform such other proper acts as purchaser may deem necessary to secure for purchaser the rights pursuant to this section.




Contractor shall not use or in any manner disseminate any work product to any third party, or represent in any way contractor ownership in any work product, without the prior written permission of purchaser. Contractor shall take all reasonable steps necessary to ensure that its agents, employees, or subcontractors shall not copy or disclose, transmit or perform any Work Product or any portion thereof, in any form, to any third party.




Material that is delivered under this contract, but that does not originate there from (“preexisting material”), shall be transferred to purchaser with a nonexclusive, royalty-free, irrevocable license to publish, translate, reproduce, deliver, perform, display, and dispose of such preexisting material, and to authorize others to do so except that such license shall be limited to the extent to which contractor has a right to grant such a license. contractor shall exert all reasonable effort to advise purchaser at the time of delivery of preexisting material furnished under this contract, of all known or potential infringements of publicity, privacy or of intellectual property contained therein and of any portion of such document which was not produced in the performance of this contract. contractor agrees to obtain, at its own expense, express written consent of the copyright holder for the inclusion of preexisting material. Purchaser shall receive prompt written notice of each notice or claim of copyright infringement or infringement of other intellectual property right worldwide received by contractor with respect to any preexisting material delivered under this contract. purchaser shall have the right to modify or remove any restrictive markings placed upon the preexisting material by contractor.



f. Protection of confidential and personal information



Contractor acknowledges that some of the material and information that may come into its possession or knowledge in connection with this contract or its performance may consist of information that is exempt from disclosure to the public or other unauthorized persons under either Chapter 42.56 RCW or other state or federal statutes (“confidential information”). Confidential information includes, but is not limited to, names, addresses, Social Security numbers, e-mail addresses, telephone numbers, financial profiles, credit card information, driver’s license numbers, medical data, law enforcement records, agency source code or object code, agency security data, etc or information identifiable to an individual that relates to any of these types of information. contractor agrees to hold confidential information in strictest confidence and not to make use of confidential information for any purpose other than the performance of this contract, to release it only to authorized employees or subcontractors requiring such information for the purposes of carrying out this contract, and not to release, divulge, publish, transfer, sell, disclose, or otherwise make the information known to any other party without purchaser’s express written consent or as provided by law. Contractor agrees to release such information or material only to employees or subcontractors who have signed a non-disclosure agreement, the terms of which have been previously approved by purchaser. contractor agrees to implement physical, electronic, and managerial safeguards to prevent unauthorized access to Confidential Information. 




“Personal information” including, but not limited to, “protected health information” (PHI) under the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA), individuals’ names, addresses, phone numbers, birth dates, and social security numbers collected, used, or acquired in connection with this contract shall be protected against unauthorized use, disclosure, modification or loss. 



HIPAA establishes national minimum standards for the use and disclosure of certain health information. The contractor must comply with all HIPAA requirements and rules when determined applicable by the purchaser. If purchaser determines that (1) purchaser is a “covered entity” under HIPAA, and that (2) contractor will perform “business associate” services and activities covered under HIPAA, then at purchaser’s request, contractor agrees to execute purchaser’s business associate contract in compliance with HIPAA.




Contractor shall ensure its directors, officers, employees, subcontractors or agents use personal information solely for the purposes of accomplishing the services set forth herein. Contractor and its subcontractors agree not to release, divulge, publish, transfer, sell or otherwise make known to unauthorized persons personal information without the express written consent of the agency or as otherwise required by law.




Any breach of this provision may result in termination of the contract and demand for return of all personal information. The contractor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the State of Washington and the purchaser for any damages related to both: (1) the contractor’s unauthorized use of personal information and (2) the unauthorized use of personal information by unauthorized persons as a result of contractor’s failure to sufficiently protect against unauthorized use, disclosure, modification, or loss.




Contractor shall maintain a log documenting the following: the confidential information received in the performance of this contract; the purpose(s) for which the confidential information was received; who received, maintained and used the confidential information; and the final disposition of the confidential information. Contractor’s records shall be subject to inspection, review or audit in accordance with records-retention law.




Purchaser reserves the right to monitor, audit, or investigate the use of confidential information collected, used, or acquired by contractor through this contract. The monitoring, auditing, or investigating may include, but is not limited to, salting databases.




Violation of this section by contractor or its subcontractors may result in termination of this contract and demand for return of all confidential information, monetary damages, or penalties.




Immediately upon expiration or termination of this contract, contractor shall, at purchaser’s option: (i) certify to purchaser that contractor has destroyed all confidential information; or (ii) return all confidential information to purchaser; or (iii) take whatever other steps purchaser requires of contractor to protect purchaser’s confidential information.



3.20 General Provisions



a. Governing law and venue




This contract shall be construed and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of Washington, and the venue of any action brought hereunder shall be in the Superior Court for Thurston County.




b. Severability




Severability: If any provision of this contract or any provision of any document incorporated by reference shall be held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the other provisions of this contract that can be given effect without the invalid provision, and to this end the provisions of this contract are declared to be severable.




c. Survivorship




All transactions executed for  products and Services provided pursuant to the authority of this contract shall be bound by all of the terms, conditions, Prices and Price discounts set forth herein, notwithstanding the expiration of the initial term of this contract or any extension thereof. Further, the terms, conditions and warranties contained in this contract that by their sense and context are intended to survive the completion of the performance, cancellation or termination of this contract shall so survive. In addition, the terms of the sections titled Overpayments to contractor; Ownership/Rights in Data; contractor’s Commitments, Warranties and Representations; Protection of purchaser’s Confidential Information; Section Headings, Publicity; Retention of Records; Patent and Copyright Indemnification; contractor’s Proprietary Information; Disputes; and Limitation of Liability shall survive the termination of this contract.




d. Independent status of contractor




In the performance of this contract, the parties will be acting in their individual, corporate or governmental capacities and not as agents, employees, partners, joint ventures, or associates of one another. The parties intend that an independent contractor relationship will be created by this contract. The employees or agents of one party shall not be deemed or construed to be the employees or agents of the other party for any purpose whatsoever. contractor shall not make any claim of right, privilege or benefit which would accrue to an employee under Chapter 41.06 RCW, or Title 51 RCW.



e. Gifts and gratuities




Contractor shall comply with all state laws regarding gifts and gratuities, including but not limited to: RCW 39.26 , RCW 42.52.150, RCW 42.52.160, and RCW 42.52.170 under which it is unlawful for any person to directly or indirectly offer, give or accept gifts, gratuities, loans, trips, favors, special discounts, services, or anything of economic value in conjunction with state business or contract activities. 



Under RCW 39.26 and the Ethics in Public Service Law, Chapter 42.52 RCW, state officers and employees are prohibited from receiving, accepting, taking or seeking gifts (except as permitted by RCW 42.52.150) if the officer or employee participates in contractual matters relating to the purchase of goods or services.



f. Immunity and hold harmless



To the fullest extent permitted by law, contractor shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless state, agencies of state and all officials, agents and employees of state (the “Indemnified Parties”), from and against all claims for bodily injury, death or damage to property. Contractor's obligation to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless includes any claim by contractor’s agents, employees, representatives, or any subcontractor or its employees.




Contractor expressly agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Indemnified Parties for any claim arising out of or incident to contractor's or any subcontractor's performance or failure to perform the contract. Contractor shall be required to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Indemnified Parties only to the extent claim is caused in whole or in part by negligent, reckless or willful acts or omissions of contractor, its agents, employees, representatives, or any subcontractor or its employees.




Contractor waives its immunity under Title 51 to the extent it is required to indemnify, defend and hold harmless state and its agencies, officials, agents or employees.




g. Personal liability




It is agreed by and between the parties hereto that in no event shall any official, officer, employee or agent of the State of Washington when executing their official duties in good faith, be in any way personally liable or responsible for any agreement herein contained whether expressed or implied, nor for any statement or representation made herein or in any connection with this agreement.




3.21 Insurance 




The following are general insurance provisions for the State of Washington. Additional requirements specific to a good/service may be detailed elsewhere in a solicitation or its appendices.




a. General requirements




Contractor shall, at its own expense, obtain and keep in force insurance as follows until completion of the contract. Upon request, contractor shall furnish evidence in the form of a certificate of insurance satisfactory to the State of Washington that insurance, in the following kinds and minimum amounts, has been secured. Failure to provide proof of insurance, as required, will result in contract cancellation.




Contractor shall include all subcontractors as insureds under all required insurance policies, or shall furnish separate Certificates of Insurance and endorsements for each subcontractor. Subcontractor(s) must comply fully with all insurance requirements stated herein. Failure of subcontractor(s) to comply with insurance requirements does not limit contractor’s liability or responsibility.




All insurance provided in compliance with this contract shall be primary as to any other insurance or self-insurance programs afforded to or maintained by the state.



b. Specific requirements




Employer’s Liability (Stop Gap): The contractor will at all times comply with all applicable workers’ compensation, occupational disease, and occupational health and safety laws, statutes, and regulations to the full extent applicable and will maintain Employers Liability insurance with a limit of no less than $1,000,000.00. The State of Washington will not be held responsible in any way for claims filed by the contractor or their employees for services performed under the terms of this contract.




Commercial General Liability Insurance: The contractor shall at all times during the term of this contract, carry and maintain commercial general liability insurance and if necessary, commercial umbrella insurance for bodily injury and property damage arising out of services provided under this contract. This insurance shall cover such claims as may be caused by any act, omission, or negligence of the contractor or its officers, agents, representatives, assigns, or servants.




The insurance shall also cover bodily injury, including disease, illness and death, and property damage arising out of the contractor’s premises/operations, independent contractors, products/completed operations, personal injury and advertising injury, and contractual liability (including the tort liability of another assumed in a business contract), and contain separation of insured’s (cross liability) conditions.




Contractor waives all rights against the State of Washington for the recovery of damages to the extent they are covered by general liability or umbrella insurance.




The limits of liability insurance shall not be less than as follows:

c. Business Auto Policy (BAP)



In the event that services delivered pursuant to this contract involve the use of vehicles, or the transportation of clients, automobile liability insurance shall be required. The coverage provided shall protect against claims for bodily injury, including illness, disease, and death; and property damage caused by an occurrence arising out of or in consequence of the performance of this service by the contractor, subcontractor, or anyone employed by either.




Contractor shall maintain business auto liability and, if necessary, commercial umbrella liability insurance with a combined single limit not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence. The business auto liability shall include Hired and Non-Owned coverage.




Contractor waives all rights against the State of Washington for the recovery of damages to the extent they are covered by business auto liability or commercial umbrella liability insurance.




d. Additional insurance provisions



All above insurance policies shall include, but not be limited to, the following provisions:




Additional insured:




The State of Washington and all authorized purchasers shall be named as an additional insured on all general liability, umbrella, excess, and property insurance policies. All policies shall be primary over any other valid and collectable insurance.




Notice of policy cancellation/Non-renewal:




For insurers subject to Chapter 48.18 RCW (admitted and regulated by the Washington State Insurance Commissioner) a written notice shall be given to the director of purchasing or designee 45 calendar days prior to cancellation or any material change to the policy as it relates to this contract. Written notice shall include the affected contract reference number.



e. Surplus lines




For insurers subject to Chapter 48.15 RCW (Surplus Lines) a written notice shall be given to the director of purchasing or designee 20 calendar days prior to cancellation or any material change to the policy(ies) as it relates to this contract. Written notice shall include the affected contract reference number.




Cancellation for non-payment of premium:




If cancellation on any policy is due to non-payment of premium, a written notice shall be given the director of purchasing or designee 10 calendar days prior to cancellation. Written notice shall include the affected contract reference number.




Identification:




Policies and certificates of insurance shall include the affected contract reference number.



f. Insurance carrier rating




The insurance required above shall be issued by an insurance company authorized to do business within the State of Washington. Insurance is to be placed with a carrier that has a rating of A- Class VII or better in the most recently published edition of Best’s Reports. Any exception must be reviewed and approved by the Risk Manager for the State of Washington, by submitting a copy of the contract and evidence of insurance before contract commencement. If an insurer is not admitted, all insurance policies and procedures for issuing the insurance policies must comply with Chapter 48.15 RCW and Chapter 284-15 WAC .




g. Excess coverage




The limits of all insurance required to be provided by the contractor shall be no less than the minimum amounts specified. However, coverage in the amounts of these minimum limits shall not be construed to relieve the contractor from liability in excess of such limits.



h. Limit adjustments




The state reserves the right to increase or decrease limits as appropriate.




3.22 Industrial Insurance Coverage 




The contractor shall comply with the provisions of Title 51 RCW Industrial Insurance. If the contractor fails to provide industrial insurance coverage or fails to pay premiums or penalties on behalf of its employees as may be required by law, DES may terminate this contract. This provision does not waive any of the Washington State Department of Labor and Industries (L&I) rights to collect from the contractor.




3.23 Nondiscrimination 




During the performance of this contract, the contractor shall comply with all applicable federal and state nondiscrimination laws, regulations and policies, including, but not limited to, Title VII of the Civil Rights Act, 42 U.S.C. section 12101 et. seq.; the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA); and, Chapter 49.60 RCW, Discrimination – Human Rights Commission.




3.24 OSHA and WISHA requirements 




Contractor agrees to comply with conditions of the federal Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) and, if manufactured or stored in the State of Washington, the Washington Industrial Safety and Health Act (WISHA) and the standards and regulations issued thereunder, and certifies that all items furnished and purchased will conform to and comply with said laws, standards and regulations. Contractor further agrees to indemnify and hold harmless DES and purchaser from all damages assessed against purchaser as a result of contractor’s failure to comply with those laws, standards and regulations, and for the failure of the items furnished under the contract to so comply.




3.25 Antitrust 




The state maintains that, in actual practice, overcharges resulting from antitrust violations are borne by the purchaser. Therefore, the contractor hereby assigns to the State of Washington any and all of the contractor’s claims for such price fixing or overcharges which arise under federal or state antitrust laws, relating to the materials, supplies, services and/or equipment purchased under this contract.




3.26 Waiver 




Failure or delay of DES or purchaser to insist upon the strict performance of any term or condition of the contract or to exercise any right or remedy provided in the contract or by law; or DES’s or purchaser’s acceptance of or payment for materials, supplies, services and/or equipment, shall not release the contractor from any responsibilities or obligations imposed by this contract or by law, and shall not be deemed a waiver of any right of DES or purchaser to insist upon the strict performance of the entire agreement by the contractor. In the event of any claim for breach of contract against the contractor, no provision of this contract shall be construed, expressly or by implication, as a waiver by DES or purchaser of any existing or future right and/or remedy available by law.



3.27 Disputes and remedies



a. Problem resolution and disputes



Problems arising out of the performance of this contract shall be resolved in a timely manner at the lowest possible level with authority to resolve such problem. If a problem persists and cannot be resolved, it may be escalated within each organization. 




In the event a bona fide dispute concerning a question of fact arises between DES or the purchaser and contractor and it cannot be resolved between the parties through the normal problem escalation processes, either party may initiate the dispute resolution procedure provided herein.. The dispute shall be handled by a Dispute Resolution Panel in the following manner. Each party to this contract shall appoint one member to the Panel. These two appointed members shall jointly appoint an additional member. The Dispute Resolution Panel shall review the facts, contract terms and applicable statutes and rules and make a determination of the dispute as quickly as reasonably possible. The determination of the Dispute Resolution Panel shall be final and binding on the parties hereto. DES and/or purchaser and contractor agree that, the existence of a dispute notwithstanding, they will continue without delay to carry out all their respective responsibilities under this contract that are not affected by the dispute.




In the event a bona fide dispute concerning a question of fact arises between DES or the purchaser and contractor and it cannot be resolved between the parties through the normal escalation processes, either party may initiate the dispute resolution procedure provided herein.




The initiating party shall reduce its description of the dispute to writing and deliver it to the responding party. The responding party shall respond in writing within three business days. The initiating party shall have three business days to review the bid. If after this review a resolution cannot be reached, both parties shall have three business days to negotiate in good faith to resolve the dispute.




If the dispute cannot be resolved after three business days, a Dispute Resolution Panel may be requested in writing by either party who shall also identify the first panel member. Within three business days of receiving the request, the other party will designate a panel member. Those two panel members will appoint a third individual to the Dispute Resolution Panel within the next three business days.




The Dispute Resolution Panel will review the written descriptions of the dispute, gather additional information as needed, and render a decision on the dispute in the shortest practical time.




Each party shall bear the cost for its panel member and share equally the cost of the third panel member.




Both parties agree to be bound by the determination of the Dispute Resolution Panel. 




Both parties agree to exercise good faith in dispute resolution and to settle disputes prior to using a Dispute Resolution Panel whenever possible.




DES, the purchaser and contractor agree that, the existence of a dispute notwithstanding, they will continue without delay to carry out all their respective responsibilities under this contract that are not affected by the dispute.




If the subject of the dispute is the amount due and payable by purchaser for materials, supplies, services and/or equipment being provided by contractor, contractor shall continue providing materials, supplies, services and/or equipment pending resolution of the dispute provided purchaser pays contractor the amount purchaser, in good faith, believes is due and payable, and places in escrow the difference between such amount and the amount contractor, in good faith, believes is due and payable.



b. Administrative suspension




When it in the best interest of the state, DES may at any time, and without cause, suspend the contract or any portion thereof for a period of not more than 30 calendar days per event by written notice from DES to the contractor’s Representative. contractor shall resume performance on the next business day following the 30th day of suspension unless an earlier resumption date is specified in the notice of suspension. If no resumption date was specified in the notice of suspension, the contractor can be demanded and required to resume performance within the  30-day suspension period by DES providing the contractor’s Representative with written notice of such demand.




c. Force majeure




The term “force majeure” means an occurrence that is beyond the control of the party affected and could not have been avoided by exercising reasonable diligence. Force majeure shall include acts of war, riots, strikes, fire, floods, windstorms, epidemics or other similar occurrences.




Exceptions: Except for payment of sums due, neither party shall be liable to the other or deemed in breach under this contract if, and to the extent that, such party's performance of this contract is prevented by reason of force majeure.




Notification: If either party is delayed by force majeure, said party shall provide written notification within 48 hours. The notification shall provide evidence of the force majeure to the satisfaction of the other party. Such delay shall cease as soon as practicable and written notification of same shall likewise be provided. So far as consistent with the Rights Reserved below, the time of completion shall be extended by contract amendment for a period of time equal to the time that the results or effects of such delay prevented the delayed party from performing in accordance with this contract.




Rights reserved: DES reserves the right to authorize an amendment to this contract, terminate the contract, and/or purchase materials, supplies, equipment and/or services from the best available source during the time of force majeure, and contractor shall have no recourse against the state.




d. Alternative dispute resolution fees and costs



In the event that the parties engage in arbitration, mediation or any other alternative dispute resolution forum to resolve a dispute in lieu of litigation, both parties shall share equally in the cost of the alternative dispute resolution method, including cost of mediator or arbitrator. In addition, each party shall be responsible for its own attorneys’ fees incurred as a result of the alternative dispute resolution method.



e. Non-exclusive remedies



The remedies provided for in this contract shall not be exclusive but are in addition to all other remedies available under law.



3.28 Liquidated damages 




a. Liquidated damages - General




DES and or the purchasers and the contractor agree that the liquidated damages provisions in the contract are a reasonable forecast of the actual damages that would be suffered by the purchaser in the event of contractor’s nonperformance, that such liquidated damages are not a penalty but represent the reasonable compensation due purchaser in the event of a breach, and that such liquidated damages will be assessed as set forth herein.




Any delay by contractor in meeting the Delivery Date, Installation Date, maintenance or repair date, or other applicable date set forth in this contract will interfere with the proper implementation of purchaser’s programs and will result in loss and damage to purchaser.




As it would be impracticable to fix the actual damage sustained in the event of any such failure(s) to perform, purchaser and contractor agree that in the event of any such failure(s) to perform, the amount of damage which will be sustained will be the amount set forth in the following subsections and the parties agree that contractor shall pay such amounts as liquidated damages and not as a penalty.




Liquidated damages provided under the terms of this contract are subject to the same limitations as provided in the section titled Limitation of Liability.




b. Limitation of liability




The parties agree that neither contractor, DES nor purchaser shall be liable to each other, regardless of the form of action, for consequential, incidental, indirect, or special damages except a claim related to bodily injury or death, or a claim or demand based on patent, copyright, or other intellectual property right infringement, in which case liability shall be as set forth elsewhere in this contract. This section does not modify any sections regarding liquidated damages or any other conditions as are elsewhere agreed to herein between the parties. The damages specified in the sections titled Termination for Default and Retention of Records are not consequential, incidental, indirect, or special damages as that term is used in this section.




The contractor, DES and purchaser are not liable for damages arising from causes beyond their reasonable control and without their fault or negligence. Such causes may include, but are not restricted to, acts of the public enemy, acts of a governmental body other than DES or the purchaser acting in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, war, explosions, fires, floods, earthquakes, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, freight embargoes, and unusually severe weather; but in every case the delays must be beyond the reasonable control and without fault or negligence of the contractor, DES or the purchaser, or their respective subcontractors.




If delays are caused by a subcontractor without its fault or negligence, contractor shall not be liable for damages for such delays, unless the services to be performed were obtainable on comparable terms from other sources in sufficient time to permit contractor to meet its required performance schedule.




Neither party shall be liable for personal injury to the other party or damage to the other party’s property except personal injury or damage to property proximately caused by such party’s respective fault or negligence.



c. Federal funding (if applicable)



In the event that a federally funded acquisition results from this procurement, the contractor may be required to provide additional information (free of charge) at the request of DES or purchaser. Further, the contractor may be subject to those federal requirements specific to the commodity.



d. Federal restrictions on lobbying (if applicable)



Contractor certifies that under the requirements of Lobbying Disclosure Act, 2 U.S.C., Section 1601 et seq., no federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid, by or on behalf of the contractor, to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a member of Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a member of Congress in connection with the awarding of any federal contract, the making of any federal grant, the making of any federal loan, the entering into of any cooperative agreement, and the extension, continuation, renewal, amendment, or modification of any federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement. 




e. Federal debarment and suspension (if applicable)



The contractor certifies, that neither it nor its “principals” (as defined in 49 CFR. 29.105 (p) is presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participation in this transaction by any federal department or agency.




3.29 Contract termination



a. Material breach




A contractor may be terminated for cause by DES, at the sole discretion of DES, for failing to perform a contractual requirement or for a material breach of any term or condition. Material breach of a term or condition of the contract may include but is not limited to:




· Contractor failure to perform services or deliver materials, supplies, or equipment by the date required or by an alternate date as mutually agreed in a written amendment to the contract; 




· Contractor failure to carry out any warranty or fails to perform or comply with any mandatory provision of the contract; 




· Contractor becomes insolvent or in an unsound financial condition so as to endanger performance hereunder; 




· Contractor becomes the subject of any proceeding under any law relating to bankruptcy, insolvency or reorganization, or relief from creditors and/or debtors that endangers the contractor’s proper performance hereunder; 




· Appointment of any receiver, trustee, or similar official for contractor or any of the contractor’s property and such appointment endangers the contractor’s proper performance hereunder; 




· A determination that the contractor is in violation of federal, state, or local laws or regulations and that such determination renders the contractor unable to perform any aspect of the contract.



b. Opportunity to cure




In the event that contractor fails to perform a contractual requirement or materially breaches any term or condition, DES may issue a written cure notice. The contractor may have a period of time in which to cure. DES is not required to allow the contractor to cure defects if the opportunity for cure is not feasible as determined solely within the discretion of DES. Time allowed for cure shall not diminish or eliminate contractor's liability for liquidated or other damages, or otherwise affect any other remedies available against contractor under the contract or by law.




If the breach remains after contractor has been provided the opportunity to cure, DES may do any one or more of the following:




· Exercise any remedy provided by law;




· Terminate this contract and any related contracts or portions thereof;




· Procure replacements and impose damages as set forth elsewhere in this contract;




· Impose actual or liquidated damages;




· Suspend or bar contractor from receiving future solicitations or other opportunities;




· Require contractor to reimburse the state for any loss or additional expense incurred as a result of default or failure to satisfactorily perform the terms of the contract.




c. Termination for cause




In the event DES, in its sole discretion, determines that the contractor has failed to comply with the conditions of this contract in a timely manner or is in material breach, DES has the right to suspend or terminate this contract, in part or in whole. DES shall notify the contractor in writing of the need to take corrective action. If corrective action is not taken within 30 calendar days or as otherwise specified by DES, or if such corrective action is deemed by DES to be insufficient, the contract may be terminated. DES reserves the right to suspend all or part of the contract, withhold further payments, or prohibit the contractor from incurring additional obligations of funds during investigation of the alleged breach and pending corrective action by the contractor or a decision by DES to terminate the contract. 




In the event of termination, DES shall have the right to procure for all purchasers any replacement materials, supplies, services and/or equipment that are the subject of this contract on the open market. In addition, the contractor shall be liable for damages as authorized by law including, but not limited to, any price difference between the original contract and the replacement or cover contract and all administrative costs directly related to the replacement contract, e.g., cost of the competitive bidding, mailing, advertising and staff time.




If it is determined that: (1) the contractor was not in material breach; or (2) failure to perform was outside of contractor's or its subcontractor’s control, fault or negligence, the termination shall be deemed to be a "termination for convenience." The rights and remedies of DES and/or the purchaser provided in this contract are not exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law. 




d. Termination for convenience




Except as otherwise provided in this contract, DES, at the sole discretion of DES, may terminate this contract, in whole or in part by giving 30 calendar days or other appropriate time period written notice beginning on the second day after mailing to the contractor. If this contract is so terminated, purchasers shall be liable only for payment required under this contract for properly authorized services rendered, or materials, supplies and/or equipment delivered to and accepted by the purchaser prior to the effective date of contract termination. Neither DES nor the purchaser shall have any other obligation whatsoever to the contractor for such termination. This Termination for Convenience clause may be invoked by DES when it is in the best interest of the State of Washington.



e. Termination for withdrawal of authority



In the event that DES and/or purchaser’s authority to perform any of its duties is withdrawn, reduced, or limited in any way after the commencement of this contract and prior to normal completion, DES may terminate this contract, in whole or in part, by seven calendar days written notice, or other appropriate time period, to contractor. 




f. Termination for non-allocation of funds



If funds are not allocated to purchaser(s) to continue this contract in any future period, DES may terminate this contract with seven calendar days written notice, or other appropriate time period, to contractor, or work with contractor to arrive at a mutually acceptable resolution of the situation. Purchaser will not be obligated to pay any further charges for materials, supplies, services and/or equipment including the net remainder of agreed-to consecutive periodic payments remaining unpaid beyond the end of the then-current period. DES and/or purchaser agree to notify contractor in writing of such non-allocation at the earliest possible time. 




No penalty shall accrue to the purchaser in the event this section shall be exercised. This section shall not be construed to permit DES to terminate this contract in order to acquire similar materials, supplies, services and/or equipment from a third party.




g. Termination for conflict of interest



DES may terminate this contract by written notice to contractor if it is determined, after due notice and examination, that any party to this contract has violated Chapter 42.52 RCW , Ethics in Public Service, or any other laws regarding ethics in public acquisitions and procurement and performance of contracts. In the event this contract is so terminated, DES and/or purchaser shall be entitled to pursue the same remedies against contractor as it could pursue in the event that the contractor breaches this contract.




h. Termination by mutual agreement



DES and the contractor may terminate this contract in whole or in part, at any time, by mutual agreement.




i. Termination procedure




In addition to the procedures set forth below, if DES terminates this contract, contractor shall follow any procedures DES specifies in the termination notice.




Upon termination of this contract and in addition to any other rights provided in this contract, DES may require the contractor to deliver to the purchaser any property specifically produced or acquired for the performance of such part of this contract as has been terminated. The provisions of the "Treatment of Assets" clause shall apply in such property transfer.




The purchaser shall pay to the contractor the agreed upon price, if separately stated, for completed work and service(s) Accepted by the purchaser, and the amount agreed upon by the contractor and the purchaser for (i) completed materials, supplies, services rendered and/or equipment for which no separate price is stated, (ii) partially completed materials, supplies, services rendered and/or equipment, (iii) other materials, supplies, services rendered and/or equipment which are Accepted by the purchaser, and (iv) the protection and preservation of property, unless the termination is for cause, in which case DES and the purchaser shall determine the extent of the liability of the purchaser. Failure to agree with such determination shall be a dispute within the meaning of the "Disputes" clause of this contract. The purchaser may withhold from any amounts due the contractor such sum as DES and purchaser determine to be necessary to protect the purchaser against potential loss or liability.




The rights and remedies of DES and/or the purchaser provided in this section shall not be exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or under this contract.




After receipt of a termination notice, and except as otherwise expressly directed in writing by DES, the contractor shall:




· Stop all work, order fulfillment, shipments, and deliveries under the contract on the date, and to the extent specified, in the notice;




· Place no further orders or subcontracts for materials, services, supplies, equipment and/or facilities in relation to the contract except as is necessary to complete or fulfill such portion of the contract that is not terminated; 




· Complete or fulfill such portion of the contract that is not terminated in compliance with all contractual requirements;




· Assign to the purchaser, in the manner, at the times, and to the extent directed by DES on behalf of the purchaser, all of the rights, title, and interest of the contractor under the orders and subcontracts so terminated, in which case the purchaser has the right, at its discretion, to settle or pay any or all claims arising out of the termination of such orders and subcontracts.




· Settle all outstanding liabilities and all claims arising out of such termination of orders and subcontracts, with the approval or ratification of DES and/or the purchaser to the extent DES and/or the purchaser may require, which approval or ratification shall be final for all the purposes of this clause;




· Transfer title to the purchaser and deliver in the manner, at the times, and to the extent directed by DES on behalf of the purchaser any property which, if the contract had been completed, would have been required to be furnished to the purchaser;




· Take such action as may be necessary, or as DES and/or the purchaser may direct, for the protection and preservation of the property related to this contract which is in the possession of the contractor and in which DES and/or the purchaser has or may acquire an interest.

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1 SUMMARY OF OPPORTUNITY AND OVERVIEW

1.1 Purpose of the RFP

Note: This document is a state of Washington solicitation that provides a means of communicating to the public and supplier community the state’s need and how the state will receive offers and evaluate and make awards.  

The Department of Enterprise Services (DES) intends to award to multiple vendor(s) in multiple category(s) or customize as appropriate to the commodity/service and solicitation.


The purpose of this RFP is to establish a statewide master contract for statewide Light to Medium Duty Transit Vehicles that may include and is not limited to services, accessories, equipment, parts, pieces, consulting, training, etc. 

It will establish a multi-vendor contract for the purchase of public transportation vehicles. The requirement has been divided into two (2) categories, Light and Medium Duty Cutaways.  The selected contractors in coordination with the Department of Enterprise Services (DES), Contracts, Procurement, and Risk Management (CPRM) program have developed an on-line ordering process to facilitate use.  In addition, the contract seeks to match and qualify contract users with federal grant and/or stimulus funds. Disclosure: Upon the notification of the Apparent Successful Proposer (ASP), any Proposer may request the disclosure of document involving the state’s solicitation opportunity.

Protest: Proposers wishing to protest must do so in conformity with Appendix N, Complaint, Debrief and Protest Procedures.


1.12 Washington’s Electronic Business Solution (WEBS)


Proposers are solely responsible for: 


· Properly registering with Washington’s Electronic Business Solution (WEBS) at https://fortress.wa.gov/ga/webs/, and maintaining an accurate vendor profile in WEBS. 


· Downloading the RFP packet consisting of the RFP, all appendices, and incorporated documents related to the RFP for which you are interested in bidding.


· Downloading all current and subsequent amendments to the RFP to ensure receipt of all RFP documents.


Notification of amendments to the RFP will only be provided to those vendors who have registered with WEBS and have downloaded the RFP from WEBS. Failure to do so may result in a Proposer having incomplete, inaccurate, or otherwise inadequate information and bid. 


1.13 Amendments


Prior to the bid due date and time, DES reserves the right to change portions of this RFP. Any change will be issued in writing by DES as an amendment and incorporated into the RFP. If there is any conflict between amendments, or between an amendment and the RFP, the document issued last in time will be controlling. Only Proposers who have properly registered and downloaded the original RFP directly via WEBS will receive notification of amendments and other correspondence pertinent to the procurement.

1.14 Proposer Communication Responsibilities


During the RFP process, all Proposer communications about this RFP must be directed to the Procurement Coordinator. Unauthorized contact regarding this RFP with other state employees involved with the RFP may result in disqualification. All oral and written communications will be considered unofficial and non-binding on DES. Proposers should rely only on written amendments issued by the Procurement Coordinator.


Proposers are encouraged to make any inquiry as early in the process as possible to allow DES to consider and respond; however, no response is required from the Procurement Coordinator. 


If a Proposer does not notify DES of an issue, exception, addition, or omission, DES may consider the matter waived by the Proposer for protest purposes.


If Proposer inquiries result in changes to the RFP, written amendments will be issued and posted on WEBS.

1.15 DES Management Fee


See Special Terms and Conditions located as an embedded Appendix B below.  


1.16 No Costs or Charges


Costs or charges incurred before a contract is fully executed will be the sole responsibility of the Proposer.


1.17 Price Adjustments

See Special Terms and Conditions located as an embedded Appendix B below.

PLEASE NOTE:   If the manufacturer discontinues the model design offered before the Contract term has ended, the State reserves the right to consider acceptance of the new model design providing the new model design includes significant changes and the base and optional equipment prices are acceptable to the State.  All significant changes in the new model design must be documented by the manufacturer.  Significant changes would be defined as, but not limited to, engine type and size, changes in the electrical system or overall physical characteristics of the bus, or changes in State or federal regulations.


The State may choose to accept the new model design or reject the offer and issue a new Solicitation, whichever is in the best interest of the State.  All decisions of the State will be final.


Prices on the new model design must be submitted to the State for approval.  Prices must include documentation from the manufacturer that substantiates that design and price changes are being issued on a national, not regional, basis.


If the manufacturer changes the “model year” during the term of the Contract, price adjustments will not be accepted.  Prices offered on the “model year” submitted with this Solicitation must remain firm for the term of the Contract.  The exception would be if the chassis manufacturers should have a “built out date” for the current “model year” prior to producing an adequate number of chassis to fulfill orders under this Contract.  Should this be the case, the State would consider a price adjustment for the chassis built for the following “model year.”  Documentation from the chassis manufacturer would be required showing actual costs.  Any price increase allowed would be the same for each Contract Vendor affected by the change in model year chassis.


Prices offered on the “model year” optional equipment submitted with this Solicitation must remain firm for the term of the Contract. If optional equipment that is currently listed in the Solicitation is not available when the Solicitation is submitted, but becomes available during the term of the Contract, the Contract Vendor may submit a request to have the equipment added to the Contract.  All requests must be reviewed and approved by the State before the option is added to the Contract.  All decisions of the State will be final.  

1.18 Economic and Environmental Goals

In support of the state’s economic and environmental goals, although not an award factor (unless otherwise specified herein), Proposers are encouraged to consider the following in responding to this RFP:


· Support for a diverse supplier pool, including small, veteran-owned, minority-owned and women-owned business enterprises. DES has established for this RFP voluntary numerical goals of:


· 3 percent women-owned businesses (WBE);

· 3 percent minority-owned businesses (MBE);

· 3 percent small businesses (SB);

· 3 percent veteran-owned businesses (VB). 

Achievement of these goals is encouraged whether directly or through subcontractors. Proposers may contact the Office of Minority and Women’s Business Enterprises for information on certified firms or to become certified. Also see Appendix P Procurement Reform Small Business Fact Sheet.


· Use of environmentally preferable goods and services to include post-consumer waste and recycled content.


· Products made in Washington.


2 PREPARATION OF PROPOSALS

Proposers should make written inquiries during the complaint period which may also be used to ask a question, make a comment, or lodge a complaint. See section 1.8 – complaints, questions, comments, suggestions.   


2.2 Bid Submittals Checklist

See Section 3 Submittal, Evaluation, Announcement, Debrief & Disclosure, Award, Protest, and Other section below.

SPECIAL NOTE: Some of the forms provided below in the Appendices section that will be used by the Proposer in the Proposer’s bid response are in the form of Microsoft Excel workbooks.  Sometimes the Excel cell will default to a particular size and the written information inside the cell will not be completely visible.  The state cannot know how the Proposer will have its MS Excel configured. The state’s version included a formula bar that can be resized so that when you click on a cell, even if the cell itself does not show all of the information, the formula bar will as long as it is resized large enough.  It is the Proposer’s responsibility to ensure they can see and read all information in any given cell. The state will not accept a Proposer’s argument that the information in a cell was not completely visible and that caused a problem for the Proposer in the Proposer’s bid offer to the state.    


2.3 Format


Proposers should provide one hard-copy sealed bid. Proposals must be legible and completed in ink or with an electronic printer or other similar office equipment, and properly signed by an authorized representative of the Proposer. All changes and/or erasures must be initialed in ink. Unsigned Proposals will be rejected on opening unless satisfactory evidence was submitted clearly establishing the Proposer’s desire and intent to be bound by the bid, such as a signed cover letter. Incomplete or illegible Proposals may be rejected.

2.4 Electronic Copies

Please include electronic copies of all hard copy submittals on USB flash drive. DES prefers the same file format(s) as the format(s) used to create the submittals (i.e. MS Word, Excel) unless written information is included as a part of the submittal, such as a signature. For submittals with written information or copies of other documents such as licenses, please submit as a .pdf.  Should a hard copy and an electronic copy conflict, the hard copy will prevail.


Further, once the bid is fully complete and signed, the Proposer may also want to scan an entire copy and provide it to the state as a .pdf.  If so, please include it in the bid response. 


2.5 Waiver Confidentiality, Proprietary Material and Trade Secrets

2.6 Due Date and Time

Bid packages must be received on or before the due date and time at the location specified on the cover page. Time of receipt will be determined by the official time stamp located at DES.


If a bid is late or received at a location other than that specified it will be rejected. In the event the official time clock is unavailable, the Bid Clerk will establish the official time and take reasonable steps to ensure the integrity of the bid receipt is preserved.


2.7 Bid Opening

After the bid due date and time, the Bid Clerk will open and process sealed Proposals protecting the confidentiality of the contents. The names of the Proposers will be recorded and made available upon request. Bid contents will not be available for public view until after the contract has been awarded (RCW 39.26.030).

2.8 Responsiveness and Responsibility

See Section 3 Submittal, Evaluation, Announcement, Debrief & Disclosure, Award, Protest, and Other section below.

3 SUBMITTALS, EVALUATION, ANNOUNCEMENT, DEBRIEF & DISCLOSURE, AWARD, PROTEST, AND OTHER

3.1 Submittals Checklist

The following checklist identifies the hard-copy submittals which will comprise a bid. Any bid received without a hard copy item identified in this checklist and designated as REQUIRED may be rejected as being non-responsive. Please identify each page of the submittals and any supplemental materials with your company name or other identifiable company mark.


· Signature (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed and return a signed original of the Proposer’s Authorized Offer and Contract Signature Page. Failure to complete this submittal as instructed may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility.  See last two pages of this document.

· Category & Options Price Sheet (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed and return a copy of the Category Price Sheet (see Appendices E and F). Failure to complete this submittal as instructed may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility.


· Non-Costs Response (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed in Section 3.2.O and return. Failure to complete this submittal as instructed may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility.


· Federal Certification Forms (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed and return all Federal Certification forms.  Some may require a notary seal. Forms are provided below (see Appendix L).  Failure to complete this submittal as instructed may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility.


· Delivery Statement (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed and return the Delivery Statement with the bid response.  A form is provided below (see Appendix I).  Failure to complete this submittal as instructed may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility.


· Past and Current Contracts (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed and return the information regarding Past and Current Contracts with the bid response.  A form is provided below (see Appendix J).  Failure to complete this submittal as instructed may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility.

· Proposer Profile (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed and return a Proposer Profile A form is provided below (see Appendix M section).  Failure to complete this submittal as instructed may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility.


· RFP Amendments (if any) (AS INSTRUCTED): If instructed to do so in any amendment to this RFP, sign and return a copy. Failure to sign and return any required amendments to this RFP, may result in a bid being rejected for lack of responsiveness or responsibility. When in doubt, sign and return a copy of all RFP amendments.

Contact Information Worksheet (REQUIRED): Complete as instructed and return the contact Information worksheet. The worksheet is provided below (see Appendix P ).  


3.2 Evaluation Process

A. General Information


1. Proposer responsiveness, responsibility and price factors will be evaluated based on the evaluation process described in this section.


2. Contract award will be based on the evaluation and award criteria established herein and will be subject to consideration of all factors identified in RCW 39.26 and other criteria identified in the RFP.


3. Proposers whose Proposals are determined to be non-responsive or non-responsible will be rejected and will be notified of the reasons for rejection.


4. After Proposals have been submitted, DES may require individual Proposers to appear at a time and place determined by DES to discuss contract requirements. Any such meeting should not be construed as negotiations or an indication of DES’s intention to award.


5. DES reserves the right to: (1) Waive any informality; (2) Reject any or all Proposals, or portions thereof;(3) Accept any portion of the items bid unless the Proposer stipulates all or nothing in their bid; (4) Cancel an RFP and re-solicit Proposals; (5) Negotiate with the lowest responsive and responsible Proposer to determine if that bid can be improved for the purchaser.


6. Preference and penalties required by law, rule, or the solicitation will be applied to the appropriate parts of the Proposer’s bid.  A preference is an advantage to the bid and a penalty is a disadvantage to the bid.  To illustrate one example, the state of Washington, like many states, observes a reciprocity rule.  Basically, if another state penalizes Proposals received from Washington, the state of Washington will apply the same penalty should Washington receive a bid from a firm that has sufficient ties from that other state.  The possible list of preferences and penalties are not listed in this document.  The DES Procurement Coordinator will not provide legal advice or analysis.  The Proposer should perform its own research on Washington procurement law, rule, and the solicitation in determining which preferences and penalties, if any, may apply. 

7. References: DES reserves the right to use references to confirm satisfactory customer service, performance, satisfaction with service/product, knowledge of products/service/industry and timeliness. Any negative or unsatisfactory reference information that the reference would not engage in future business with the Proposer may be reason for rejecting a Proposer as non-responsible or non-responsible. DES reserves the right to waive the reference check. 

8. Pursuant to Chapter 39.26 RCW, in determining Proposer responsibility, the following elements shall be given consideration:

1. The ability, capacity, and skill of the Proposer to perform the contract.


2. The character, integrity, reputation, judgment, experience, and efficiency of the Proposer.


3. Whether the Proposer can perform the contract within the time specified. 


4. The quality of performance of previous contracts or services.


5. The previous and existing compliance by the Proposer with laws relating to the contract or services.


6. Such other information as may be secured having a bearing on the decision to award the contract.

B. Determination of Responsiveness


Proposals will be reviewed initially by the Procurement Coordinator to determine compliance with legal and administrative requirements, such as, did the bid arrive in time and signed and does it contain all of the required submittals and are they substantively complete so that comparative analysis can be used to determine an Apparent Successful Proposer. 

The Procurement Coordinator will only continue to evaluate Proposals meeting these requirements.   In the event that no Proposals pass the Initial Determination of Responsiveness, the Purchasing Activity may cancel the Solicitation and reject all Proposals.


Proposers are to respond to each question/requirement contained in this RFP. Failure to comply with any applicable item may result in a bid being deemed non-responsive and disqualified.


DES reserves the right to determine the actual level of Proposers’ compliance with the requirements specified in this RFP and to waive informalities in a RFP. A informality is an immaterial variation from the exact requirements of the competitive RFP, having no effect or merely a minor or negligible effect on quality, quantity, or delivery of the supplies or performance of the services being procured, and the correction or waiver of which would not affect the relative standing of, or be otherwise prejudicial to Proposers.


Proposals will be reviewed initially on a pass/fail basis to determine compliance with administrative requirements as specified herein.


Responsive Proposals will be further evaluated based on the requirements in this RFP.


C. Determination of Responsibility

During evaluation, DES reserves the right to make reasonable inquiry to determine the responsibility of any Proposer. Requests may include financial statements, credit ratings, references, record of past performance, clarification of Proposer’s offer, on-site inspection of Proposer's or subcontractor's facilities, or other information as necessary. Failure to respond to these requests might result in a bid being rejected as non-responsive.

D. Evaluation Committee (if applicable)


Contracts, Procurement, and Risk Management CPRM and or Washington State Department of Transportation may assemble and preside over an evaluation committee.  The evaluation committee, if used, may be responsible for reviewing and scoring pass/fail and scored documents, equipment, presentations, etc.  


If deemed necessary by CPRM, committee members may be substituted and/or the evaluation committee may be disbanded and reconstituted.


The committee or committee member will evaluate the Submittal consistent with their values.  The committee member will primarily focus on the considerations stated in the Solicitation.     


CPRM will not likely evaluate any Submittal that is also evaluated by an evaluation committee.  However, in addition to presiding over the evaluation committee, CPRM may review the Submittals, provide input, assemble evaluation aids, or perform other functions helpful to the evaluation committee.  The committee may engage in a free flow of discussion with other committee members and CPRM prior to, during, and after the evaluation.


The evaluation of the submittal may be performed in isolation or together as a group, or a combination of both.  Each committee member will give a particular Submittal a pass or fail or a score.  All of the committee members’ decisions for that Submittal will be tabulated.  Committee members may further deliberate and following deliberation decide on a unified score, their individual tabulated score sheet notwithstanding.  Unless otherwise specified, whether a single CPRM representative or an evaluation committee, the Proposer must achieve a fifty percent pass rate or better on pass/fail criteria or be disqualified.  Regarding scored materials the Proposer must achieve the minimum score that is stated in the solicitation (if any).  


E. Technical Specifications(SUBMITTAL)

Proposers, your signature and your bid response indicates your acceptance and ability to comply with the technical specification.  

F. Proposer/Bidder’s Profile (SUBMITTAL)

Proposers must complete and return the Proposer/Bidder’s Profile located in the Appendices section below.


G. Federal Certification Forms (Pass / Fail) (SUBMITTAL)

Proposers must complete and return the Proposer Profile located in the Appendices section below.  Failure to complete and return the Federal Certification forms may result in the bid being disqualified and rejected.


H. Proposer’s Past and Current Contracts and Reference Check (Pass / Fail, if used)

Proposer’s response shall include a description of its current and past contracts since January 1, 2013.  This information must be complete in that the Proposer may not cherry pick good customer relationships over bad relationships.  

Proposer understands, accepts and agrees that if the state learns that an awarded Proposer failed to include relevant information that is a material breach and the state may terminate immediately.   


Information should include the name and contact information for the customer and customer’s business, the contract number, a brief description about the scope and purpose of the contract.


The Proposer understands, agrees, and accepts that the state may contact some or all of the customers as a reference check.  If the state learns of any negative information in which the customer would not hire the Proposer for future business that is an indicator of non-responsibility and may result in no further consideration for award.

The Proposer’s Past and Current Contracts Sheet is available in the Appendices section below.

I. Federal Certification Forms (Pass / Fail) (SUBMITTAL)

Proposers must print, complete, and return the Federal Certification forms provided in the Appendices section below.  Failure to complete and return may result in the bid or Proposer being disqualified.  Further, the some of the forms may require a notary seal.  

The Federal Certifications Forms are available in the Appendices section below.

J. Delivery (Pass/Fail) (SUBMITTAL)

Delivery must be made within twelve (12) months maximum and is a Pass/Fail condition.


Proposer must detail in a one-page document how the Proposer will meet the twelve (12) delivery requirement.  The Proposer should detail whether or not the Proposer performs faster than the twelve (12) month delivery and whether the Proposer will agree to make the faster time a condition of award.  

A Delivery response document is provided in the Appendices section below.


Proposer must also acknowledge that the Proposer understands the twelve (12) month delivery requirement from the point of customer order placement and agrees and accepts that failure to meet this standard is a material breach of the contract and that subjects the Proposer/awarded contractor to termination action that may be partial or in full.  Further the Proposer/ awarded Contractor understands, agrees, and accepts that it will hold the state of Washington, Department of Enterprise Services, and any/all customers harmless for any termination involving failure to meet the delivery condition.

K. Category Segmentation for Price Sheets


A Proposer may bid on both classes listed below; within each class there is a possibility of 10 weight classes identified as “GVWR” and “Wheelbase”.  A price sheet for both Light and Medium Duty Cutaways is provided in Appendix E and F below.  The “Options” worksheet allows the Proposer to record STANDARD and OPTIONS pricing and is explained in the following sections.

L. Price Sheet, General Information

The Category and Options Price sheets are located in Appendix E and F below.  They are in the form of Microsoft Excel workbooks and most workbooks contain multiple worksheets that act as the specific price sheet for each category.  


Every category has a corresponding MS Excel worksheet.  The worksheet serves two purposes.  It allows the Proposer to record a firm (not to exceed) price for a standard cutaway bus that meets the contract terms, technical specifications, and all items identified as standard on the corresponding price sheets (Excel worksheet).  The work sheet also allows the Proposer to record pricing for options that may be added to the standard bus/“GVWR” and “Wheelbase length” that is offered by the Proposer for that category.   


All pricing shall include the costs of Bid preparation, servicing of accounts, and complying with all contractual requirements.    


All elements of recurring and non-recurring costs must be identified and included in the Category and Options Price Sheet. This must include, but is not limited to, all DES Management Fee, administrative fees, account maintenance, manuals, documentation, shipping charges, labor, travel, training, consultation services, set-up, testing and initial instruction to customers.


Bid prices must include all cost components needed for the delivery of the goods and/or services as described in this RFP. Failure to identify all costs in a manner consistent with the instructions in this RFP is sufficient grounds for disqualification or termination.


The proposed pricing levels should reflect the market provided by the contract resulting from this RFP.


NOTE: Pricing provided on the Price Worksheet is to be rounded to the nearest whole cent. For evaluation purposes only, any pricing submitted in portions of whole cents will be rounded up to the next whole cent.  


M. Category Price Sheet (100 points available per line item)

A separate Pricing Sheet must be submitted for each proposed Manufacturer and or Model for both the Light Duty and Medium Duty Buses.

Appendix E and F each contain six (6) worksheets less the cover tab.  

Pricing Tab (scored): Each worksheet has cells where the Proposer will record the price for a standard bus size as indicated by “GVWR” and “Wheelbase” that meets the contract terms. The price for a standard bus should not include the costs for items identified as “option” items in the worksheet.

The standard bus price cells appear in or near rows 29 through 34.  

Detailed Specifications Tab (pass/fail): In column B Proposer is to indicate that the proposed Cutaway bus meets the listed specification.


Options Tab (scored): Proposer is to follow the instructions as listed Rows 10-13. Proposer is provide the options information when specified as found in Column D when indicated.  The Proposer must use the price sheet provided versus using a version of its own making.  

Technical Information Tab (pass/fail): Proposer is to provide the information as requested.


Warranties Tab (pass/fail): Proposer is to provide the information as requested.

The worksheet may provide additional detail that is not stated here.  


Failure to record a price may result in the bid/Proposer being disqualified as non-responsive or non-responsible. The Proposer shall complete the Price Sheets and return the same with the Proposer’s bid.  


For each category, the responsive and responsible Proposer with the lowest evaluation costs for a standard bus plus the twenty (20) DES identified OPTIONS and will be the low bid and receive 100 points per “GVWR” and “Wheelbase”.  All other Proposers will receive a proportional amount.

Example: Proposer Acme has the lowest Evaluated Total at $100,000, therefore receives all 100 points. Proposer Bravo has the second lowest Evaluated Total at $110,000.


$100,000/$110,000=0.83.333, 0.83333x100 (max points possible) = 83.3333 points for Proposer Bravo.

The Category Pricing Sheet is available in the Appendices section below.

N. Options Work Sheet

Appendix E and F below has two (2) Excel workbooks that workbook contains six (6) worksheets less the cover tab. Each worksheet has cells where the Proposer will record the price for optional items (options) that meets the contract terms and specifications.  The Proposer must use the price sheet provided versus using a version of its own making.  


The worksheet may provide additional detail that is not stated here.  


The options pricing for a given category will be scored and the score will be added to other scoring for the same category.


The Options Price Sheet will be evaluated under the following criteria:


1. DES has identified twenty (20) OPTIONS deemed as heavy usage and or most purchased options. The sum of the twenty (20) options will be added to the cost of the standard bus price per “GVWR” and “Wheelbase” class.

2.  The cost of both the standard bus and the 20 identified options will be combined to identify the total cost of each bus per “GVWR” and “Wheelbase” class to be used in the evaluation calculations. 

O. Non-Cost Response Evaluation (up to 200 points available)

The state is looking for best value and not just the best price, based on what the state deems important.  To help accomplish best value the state is using non-cost factors as part of the entire process.  The non-costs evaluation is worth 200 points that will be added to point totals from other sections to arrive at evaluation totals and determine awards (see award section for specific details).

Proposers should respond to the non-cost evaluation criteria identified below in the Non-cost Response Evaluation Criteria and return with their bid.  The responsive Proposer’s Non-cost Response may be evaluated by an evaluation team that will advise and make a recommendation to DES.  See specific details below and herein.


State evaluators may use the Non-cost Evaluation Criteria and Score Sheet in the Appendices section below to record the Proposer’s scores.

The Proposer’s Evaluation Score for Non-Cost Factors will be determined by adding together each Evaluator’s Awarded Points for the Bidder and dividing by the total number of Evaluator’s.


The formula used to arrive at this Evaluation Score is as follows:


Sum of all Evaluator’s Awarded Points / Total Number of Evaluators = Non-Cost Evaluation Score.

The criteria and instructions below provide details how the non-cost evaluation is segmented and associated points, the template to be used, the page limitation, the state’s value system so that the Proposer can respond intelligently to the segments, information regarding the evaluation committee, and the formula to be used.  

Note Segments versus Values: What’s the difference between the segments and the values listed below?  See DES Values below.

1. Segmentation and Points: The Non-costs factors evaluation is segmented in five parts (a, b, c, d, and e) and approximately 19 subparts in total. 

Please respond to the following criteria:

2. Page Totals and Page Format: 

The Non-cost Response submittal shall not be greater than ten (10) pages,8.5” x11” and 12 point type for the entire non-cost response covering the five parts/19 subparts.  Pages eleven (11) and beyond will not be considered as part of the evaluation; however for any successful Proposer, part or all of any additional materials (if any) may become part of the award but only if accepted by the state.  The Proposer should refrain from using a coversheet as that will cut into the ten (10) page limitation.  Only the first ten (10) pages will be evaluated.  

3. DES Values: 

To help orient the Proposer with his non-costs response, DES is including value statements within the Segmentation and Points section above.  While the Proposer is free to use the ten (10) pages as the Proposers choses, the evaluation team will place the greatest weight to the response to the question in alignment with the stated values. 


What’s the difference between the segments and the values?  The segments, such as, Manufacturer’s Capacity - Experience or Manufacturing Facilities - Parts inventory availability are two of the many questions that the state wants the Proposer to address (structure).  The values give the segment context (flavor).  


Values are what the state, at a minimum, is hoping to learn and what the state feels it needs to know so that we can compare the superiority of one Proposer against the next, based on what the state deems important.  In some cases a value is very clear in that the state prefers this versus that.  In other instances the value simply asks for information that is less clear but implies what will be considered and given weight at the time of the evaluation.  As an example: Assume the value asked “how many years building buses” and the state received three responses that said 50 years, 20 years, and 1 year.  Depending on the life experiences and personal values of the evaluation committee, they might feel that 1 year is very risky and score that low.  They might feel that there is very little difference between 50 years and 20 years and score that equally or they might feel there’s a reasonable difference between 50 years and 20 years and score that accordingly.  

4. Formula to be Used: Scored: Sum of all Evaluator’s Awarded Points / Total Number of Evaluators = Non-Cost Evaluation Score.  Pass/Fail: At least a 50 percent pass rate.

P. Contact Reporting Worksheet (Submittal) 

Proposer is to submit the contact information as requested in Appendix P. This contact information is for use in the DES database for reporting purposes only. 


Q. Solicitation Amendments (if any)

The state is at liberty to amend the solicitation.  As such, the Proposer is on notice to periodically check the state’s bid notification system known as Washington Electronic Business Solutions (WEBS).  


Proposers must comply with the instructions and requirements of the solicitation amendment and return the same with the Proposer’s bid.


The amendment, whatever it requires, will be evaluated in conformity with what is stated in the solicitation amendment.


Sometimes a solicitation amendment requires a signature.  When in doubt signed it rather than leaving it blank.

3.3 Point Totals


The point totals for the Category Price Sheets/Options Price Sheet (100 points possible per GVWR class/# of seats/#of wheelchair stations), and the Non-cost Evaluation (200 points possible) will be summed to arrive that the Proposer’s total points per GVWR class/# of seats/#of wheelchair stations 

The responsive and responsible Proposer that meets all of the RFP requirements and has the most points or is within the stated range for a given category will be subjected to the Independent Cost Evaluation (see below).

See greater specificity and the examples in the Award section below.


3.4 Independent Cost Evaluation (ICE), Pass/Fail

The State will conduct an independent cost evaluation (ICE) to ensure that the State is receiving reasonable pricing in addition to good value.  Should the State believe the bid pricing is higher than reasonable; the State will meet with the responsive and responsible Proposers that appear likely to be the Apparent Successful Proposers (ASP) and give the Proposers an opportunity to explain to the state’s satisfaction and/or improve their bid pricing or be rejected and eliminated from award.  If a Proposer is eliminated during ICE, the Proposer next in line may be advanced for the purpose of an ICE discussion and if successful may become an ASP.

3.5 Pre/post-ASP Meeting

To aid in the Bid evaluation process, after Bid due date and time, but prior to and/or after the Notification of Apparent Successful Proposer, the Purchasing Activity may require individual Proposers to appear at a date, time and place determined by the Purchasing Activity for the purpose of conducting discussions to determine whether both parties have a full and complete understanding of the nature and scope of contractual requirements.  In no manner shall such action be construed as negotiations or an indication of the Purchasing Activity’s intention to award.


3.6 Notification of Apparently Successful Proposers

All Proposers responding to this Solicitation will be notified when the Purchasing Activity has determined the Apparent Successful Proposers. The date of announcement of the successful Proposers will be the date of the notification from the Purchasing Activity. 


DES reserves the right to request additional information or perform tests and measurements as part of the evaluation process before award. Failure to provide requested information within 10 days may result in disqualification. 


Before award, DES may negotiate with an Apparent Successful Proposer to determine if a bid can be improved.


Designation as an Apparent Successful Proposer does not imply that DES will issue an award to your firm. It merely suggests that at this moment in time, DES believes your bid to be responsive and responsible. This designation allows DES to perform a deeper responsibility analysis and ask for additional documentation. DES may also re-examine the bid to determine whether the bid and Proposer is truly as responsive and responsible as initially believed. The Proposer must not construe this as an award, impending award, attempt to negotiate, etc. If a Proposer acts or fails to act as a result of this notification, it does so at its own risk and expense.

3.7 Debrief, Time Sensitive Request


Following the announcement of the Apparent Successful Proposer, Proposers may request a debrief conference. See also Section 1.9 – Debriefs, Disclosure and Protests and Appendix N – Complaint, Debrief and Protest Procedures. Failure to follow instructions could result in your claim being denied. 

3.8 Bid information Availability after Announcement of the ASP

After the Announcement of the Apparent Successful Proposer; Proposers may see some results of the RFP evaluation and award by accessing www.des.wa.gov and then accessing the #04115 contracts portal page or contacting the procurement coordinator. Proposers may also schedule an appointment to review the bidding process.


3.9 Award


Proposers will compete for these awards and not all those who submit a responsive bid will be awarded.


Contract awards shall be made to the lowest Responsive and Responsible Proposers based on the evaluation and award criteria established herein and subject to consideration of all factors identified in Chapter 39.26 RCW.


An award, in part or full, is made and a contract formed by signature of DES and awarded Proposer on the Authorized Offer and Contract Signature page but only when delivered to the Proposer. In some circumstances, DES may include an award letter which further defines the award and is incorporated by reference as part of the resulting contract and may accompany the signature page.


DES reserves the right to award on an all-or-nothing consolidated basis.


Following the award, all Proposers will receive a Notice of Award, usually through a WEBS notification.  However, the Notice of Award is not in and of itself and award and is not a substitute for the DES signature of the Authorized Offer and Contract Signature Page and the delivery requirement.

Due to the widely varied needs of public transportation programs, the state will award a range of providers in each of the categories. This will provide a sufficient range of equipment to meet these varied requirements. The result will be a pool of providers. Transportation entities will select the provider that offers the product that best meets the needs of their region. 

Multiple awards will be made by “GVWR” and “Wheelbase” class per category.  

If qualifying Proposals are received for a category, the proposal for that category with the highest points will receive an award as well as, all other qualifying Proposals, for a different manufacturer, that are within 20%, up to ten (10) awards.  The assumption is that for any given category the state will receive Proposals from twelve (12) or more different manufacturers.  Where there are less than four Proposals, from different manufacturers, per category, additional scrutiny will be used in the form of tighter percentages that reduce the within percentage by 5% for every bid less than four, to ensure that the state receives quality and price for the award made.  

3.10 Protest

The Contractor agrees to include the above clause in each subcontract financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA. It is further agreed that the clause shall not be modified, except to identify the subcontractor who will be subject to its provisions. 


1.2 Program Fraud and False or Fraudulent Statements or Related Acts.

The Contractor acknowledges that the provisions of the Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of 1986, as amended, 31 U.S.C. § 3801 et seq. and U.S. DOT regulations, "Program Fraud Civil Remedies," 49 C.F.R. Part 31, apply to its actions pertaining to this Project. Upon execution of the underlying contract, the Contractor certifies or affirms the truthfulness and accuracy of any statement it has made, it makes, it may make, or causes to be made, pertaining to the underlying contract or the FTA assisted project for which this contract work is being performed. In addition to other penalties that may be applicable, the Contractor further acknowledges that if it makes, or causes to be made, a false, fictitious, or fraudulent claim, statement, submission, or certification, the Federal Government reserves the right to impose the penalties of the Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of 1986 on the Contractor to the extent the Federal Government deems appropriate.

The Contractor also acknowledges that if it makes, or causes to be made, a false, fictitious, or fraudulent claim, statement, submission, or certification to the Federal Government under a contract connected with a project that is financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance originally awarded by FTA under the authority of 49 U.S.C. § 5307, the Government reserves the right to impose the penalties of 18 U.S.C. § 1001 and 49 U.S.C. § 5307(n)(1) on the Contractor, to the extent the Federal Government deems appropriate.

1.3 Access to Records

The Contractor agrees to maintain all books, records, accounts and reports required under this Contract for a period of not less than three years after the date of termination or expiration of this Contract, except in the event of litigation or settlement of claims arising from the performance of this Contract, in which case Contractor agrees to maintain same until the Agency, the FTA Administrator, the Comptroller General or any of their duly authorized representatives have disposed of all such litigation, appeals, claims or exceptions related thereto. Reference 49 CFR 18.39(i)(11).



The following access to records requirements apply to this Contract:



Local Governments ― In accordance with 49 CFR 18.36(i), the Contractor agrees to provide the Agency, the FTA Administrator, the Comptroller General of the United States or any of their authorized representatives access to any books, documents, papers and records of the Contractor that are directly pertinent to this Contract for the purposes of making audits, examinations, excerpts and transcriptions. Contractor also agrees, pursuant to 49 CFR 633.17 to provide the FTA Administrator or his authorized representatives including any PMO Contractor access to Contractor’s records and construction sites pertaining to a major capital project, defined at 49 USC 5302(a)1, which is receiving federal financial assistance through the programs described at 49 USC 5307, 5309 or 5311.



State Governments ― In accordance with 49 CFR 633.17, the Contractor agrees to provide the Agency, the FTA Administrator or his authorized representatives, including any PMO Contractor, access to the Contractor’s records and construction sites pertaining to a major capital project, defined at 49 USC 5302(a)1, which is receiving federal financial assistance through the programs described at 49 USC 5307, 5309 or 5311. By definition, a major capital project excludes contracts of less than the simplified acquisition threshold currently set at $100,000. 



The Contractor agrees to permit any of the foregoing parties to reproduce by any means whatsoever or to copy excerpts and transcriptions as reasonably needed.



1.4 Federal Changes  



Contractor shall at all times comply with all applicable FTA regulations, policies, procedures and directives, including without limitation those listed directly or by reference in the Master Agreement between Purchaser and FTA, as they may be amended or promulgated from time to time during the term of this contract. Contractor's failure to so comply shall constitute a material breach of this contract.



1.5 Termination



a. Termination for Convenience ― The (Recipient) may terminate this contract, in whole or in part, at any time by written notice to the Contractor when it is in the Government's best interest. The Contractor shall be paid its costs, including contract close-out costs, and profit on work performed up to the time of termination. The Contractor shall promptly submit its termination claim to (Recipient) to be paid the Contractor. If the Contractor has any property in its possession belonging to the (Recipient), the Contractor will account for the same, and dispose of it in the manner the (Recipient) directs.



b. Termination for Default ― If the Contractor does not deliver supplies in accordance with the contract delivery schedule, or, if the contract is for services, the Contractor fails to perform in the manner called for in the contract, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any other provisions of the contract, the (Recipient) may terminate this contract for default. Termination shall be effected by serving a notice of termination on the contractor setting forth the manner in which the Contractor is in default. The contractor will only be paid the contract price for supplies delivered and accepted, or services performed in accordance with the manner of performance set forth in the contract.

If it is later determined by the (Recipient) that the Contractor had an excusable reason for not performing, such as a strike, fire, or flood, events which are not the fault of or are beyond the control of the Contractor, the (Recipient), after setting up a new delivery of performance schedule, may allow the Contractor to continue work, or treat the termination as a termination for convenience.



c. Opportunity to Cure ― The (Recipient) in its sole discretion may, in the case of a termination for breach or default, allow the Contractor (an appropriately short period of time) in which to cure the defect. In such case, the notice of termination will state the time period in which cure is permitted and other appropriate conditions If Contractor fails to remedy to (Recipient)'s satisfaction the breach or default of any of the terms, covenants, or conditions of this Contract within (ten (10) days) after receipt by Contractor of written notice from (Recipient) setting forth the nature of said breach or default, (Recipient) shall have the right to terminate the Contract without any further obligation to Contractor. Any such termination for default shall not in any way operate to preclude (Recipient) from also pursuing all available remedies against Contractor and its sureties for said breach or default.



d. Waiver of Remedies for any Breach ― In the event that (Recipient) elects to waive its remedies for any breach by Contractor of any covenant, term or condition of this Contract, such waiver by (Recipient) shall not limit (Recipient)'s remedies for any succeeding breach of that or of any other term, covenant, or condition of this Contract.



1.6 Civil Rights 



The following requirements apply to the underlying contract:



a. Nondiscrimination ― In accordance with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 2000d, section 303 of the Age Discrimination Act of 1975, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 6102, section 202 of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, 42 U.S.C. § 12132, and Federal transit law at 49 U.S.C. § 5332, the Contractor agrees that it will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, creed, national origin, sex, age, or disability. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with applicable Federal implementing regulations and other implementing requirements FTA may issue. 



b. Equal Employment Opportunity ― The following equal employment opportunity requirements apply to the underlying contract:



1.
Race, Color, Creed, National Origin, Sex ― In accordance with Title VII of the Civil Rights Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 2000e, and Federal transit laws at 49 U.S.C. § 5332, the Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable equal employment opportunity requirements of U.S. Department of Labor (U.S. DOL) regulations, "Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs, Equal Employment Opportunity, Department of Labor," 41 C.F.R. Parts 60 et seq., (which implement Executive Order No. 11246, "Equal Employment Opportunity," as amended by Executive Order No. 11375, "Amending Executive Order 11246 Relating to Equal Employment Opportunity," 42 U.S.C. § 2000e note), and with any applicable Federal statutes, executive orders, regulations, and Federal policies that may in the future affect construction activities undertaken in the course of the Project. The Contractor agrees to take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that employees are treated during employment, without regard to their race, color, creed, national origin, sex, or age. Such action shall include, but not be limited to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer, recruitment or recruitment advertising, layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with any implementing requirements FTA may issue.



2.
Age ― In accordance with section 4 of the Age Discrimination in Employment Act of 1967, as amended, 29 U.S.C. §§ 623 and Federal transit law at 49 U.S.C. § 5332, the Contractor agrees to refrain from discrimination against present and prospective employees for reason of age. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with any implementing requirements FTA may issue.



 3.
Disabilities ― In accordance with section 102 of the Americans with Disabilities Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 12112, the Contractor agrees that it will comply with the requirements of U.S. Equal Employment Opportunity Commission, "Regulations to Implement the Equal Employment Provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act," 29 C.F.R. Part 1630, pertaining to employment of persons with disabilities. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with any implementing requirements FTA may issue.



c.
The Contractor also agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA, modified only if necessary to identify the affected parties.



1.7 Disadvantaged Business Enterprises (DBE)



This Contract is subject to the requirements of Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 26, Participation by Disadvantaged Business Enterprises in Department of Transportation Financial Assistance Programs. 



The Contractor shall maintain compliance with “DBE Approval Certification” throughout the period of Contract performance. 



The Contractor shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin or sex in the performance of this Contract. The Contractor shall carry out applicable requirements of 49 CFR Part 26 in the award and administration of this DOT-assisted Contract. Failure by the Contractor to carry out these requirements is a material breach of this Contract, which may result in the termination of this Contract or such other remedy as the Washington State Department of Enterprise Services deems appropriate. Each subcontract the Contractor signs with a Subcontractor must include the assurance in this paragraph (see 49 CFR 26.13(b)).


1.8 Incorporation of Federal Transit Administration Terms


The preceding provisions include, in part, certain Standard Terms and Conditions required by DOT, whether or not expressly set forth in the preceding contract provisions. All contractual provisions required by DOT, as set forth in FTA Circular 4220.1E, are hereby incorporated by reference. Anything to the contrary herein notwithstanding, all FTA mandated terms shall be deemed to control in the event of a conflict with other provisions contained in this Agreement. The Contractor shall not perform any act, fail to perform any act, or refuse to comply with any (name of grantee) requests which would cause (name of grantee) to be in violation of the FTA terms and conditions.



1.9 Debarment and Suspension 



This contract is a covered transaction for purposes of 49 CFR Part 29. As such, the contractor is required to verify that none of the contractor, its principals, as defined at 49 CFR 29.995, or affiliates, as defined at 49 CFR 29.905, are excluded or disqualified as defined at 49 CFR 29.940 and 29.945. 



The contractor is required to comply with 49 CFR 29, Subpart C and must include the requirement to comply with 49 CFR 29, Subpart C in any lower tier covered transaction it enters into.



By signing and submitting its bid or proposal, the bidder or proposer certifies as follows:



The certification in this clause is a material representation of fact relied upon by DES. If it is later determined that the bidder or proposer knowingly rendered an erroneous certification, in addition to remedies available to DES, the Federal Government may pursue available remedies, including but not limited to suspension and/or debarment. The bidder or proposer agrees to comply with the requirements of 49 CFR 29, Subpart C while this offer is valid and throughout the period of any contract that may arise from this offer. The bidder or proposer further agrees to include a provision requiring such compliance in its lower tier covered transactions.



1.10 Energy Conservation



The contractor agrees to comply with mandatory standards and policies relating to energy efficiency which are contained in the state energy conservation plan issued in compliance with the Energy Policy and Conservation Act. 



1.11  Clean Water


a.
The Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable standards, orders or regulations issued pursuant to the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, as amended, 33 U.S.C. 1251 et seq. The Contractor agrees to report each violation to the Purchaser and understands and agrees that the Purchaser will, in turn, report each violation as required to assure notification to FTA and the appropriate EPA Regional Office.



b.
The Contractor also agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract exceeding $100,000 financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA.



1.12 Clean Air 



a.
The Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable standards, orders or regulations issued pursuant to the Clean Air Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. §§ 7401 et seq. The Contractor agrees to report each violation to the Purchaser and understands and agrees that the Purchaser will, in turn, report each violation as required to assure notification to FTA and the appropriate EPA Regional Office.



b. 
The Contractor also agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract exceeding $100,000 financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA.



1.13 Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards



a.
Overtime requirements ― No contractor or subcontractor contracting for any part of the contract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or permit any such laborer or mechanic in any workweek in which he or she is employed on such work to work in excess of forty hours in such workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a rate not less than one and one-half times the basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of forty hours in such workweek. 



b.
Violation; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages ― In the event of any violation of the clause set forth in paragraph (a) of this section the contractor and any subcontractor responsible therefor shall be liable for the unpaid wages. In addition, such contractor and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States for liquidated damages. Such liquidated damages shall be computed with respect to each individual laborer or mechanic, including watchmen and guards, employed in violation of the clause set forth in paragraph (a) of this section, in the sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such individual was required or permitted to work in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the overtime wages required by the clause set forth in paragraph (a) of this section. 



c.
Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages ― The (write in the name of the grantee) shall upon its own action or upon written request of an authorized representative of the Department of Labor withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the contractor or subcontractor under any such contract or any other Federal contract with the same prime contractor, or any other federally-assisted contract subject to the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act, which is held by the same prime contractor, such sums as may be determined to be necessary to satisfy any liabilities of such contractor or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the clause set forth in paragraph (b) of this section. 



d.
Subcontracts ― The contractor or subcontractor shall insert in any subcontracts the clauses set forth in paragraphs (a) through (d) of this section and also a clause requiring the subcontractors to include these clauses in any lower tier subcontracts. The prime contractor shall be responsible for compliance by any subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor with the clauses set forth in paragraphs (a) through (d) of this section. 



1.14 Rolling Stock Special Requirements



The following Federal laws and regulationsxe "Regulations" impose requirements that may affect rolling stockxe "Rolling Stock" procurements: 



a. Accessibility. Rolling stockxe "Rolling Stock" must comply with the accessibility requirements of DOTxe "DOT" regulationsxe "Regulations", “Transportation Servicesxe "Services" for Individuals with Disabilitiesxe "Disabilities" (ADA),” 49 CFR Part 37, and Joint ATBCB/DOTxe "DOT" regulationsxe "Regulations", “Americans with Disabilitiesxe "Disabilities" (ADA) Accessibility Specifications for Transportation Vehicles,” 36 CFR Part 1192 and 49 CFR Part 38. 



b. Transit Vehicle Manufacturerxe "Transit Vehicle Manufacturer" \t "See also, TVM"

xe "Transit Vehicle Manufacturer" Compliance with DBExe "DBE" Requirements. Before a transit vehicle manufacturerxe "Transit Vehicle Manufacturer" (TVMxe "TVM" \t "See also, Transit Vehicle Manufacturer"

xe "TVM") may submit a bidxe "Bid" or proposalxe "Proposal" to provide vehicles to be financed with FTAxe "FTA" assistance, 49 CFR Section 26.49 requires the TVMxe "TVM" to submit a certificationxe "Certification" that it has complied with FTAxe "FTA"’s DBExe "DBE" requirements. 



1.15 Buy America



The contractor agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C. 5323(j) and 49 C.F.R. Part 661, which provide that Federal funds may not be obligated unless steel, iron, and manufactured products used in FTA-funded projects are produced in the United States, unless a waiver has been granted by FTA or the product is subject to a general waiver. Separate requirements for rolling stock are set out at 49 U.S.C. 5323(j)(2)(C) and 49 C.F.R. 661.11. Rolling stock must be assembled in the United States and have a 60 percent domestic content.



A bidder or offeror must submit to the FTA recipient the appropriate Buy America certification (below) with all bids or offers on FTA-funded contracts, except those subject to a general waiver. Bids or offers that are not accompanied by a completed Buy America certification must be rejected as nonresponsive. This requirement does not apply to lower tier subcontractors.

1.16 Fly America Requirements 



The Contractor agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C. 40118 (the “Fly America” Act) in accordance with the General Services Administration’s regulations at 41 CFR Part 301-10, which provide that recipients and subrecipients of Federal funds and their contractors are required to use U.S. Flag air carriers for U.S Government-financed international air travel and transportation of their personal effects or property, to the extent such service is available, unless travel by foreign air carrier is a matter of necessity, as defined by the Fly America Act. The Contractor shall submit, if a foreign air carrier was used, an appropriate certification or memorandum adequately explaining why service by a U.S. flag air carrier was not available or why it was necessary to use a foreign air carrier and shall, in any event, provide a certificate of compliance with the Fly America requirements. The Contractor agrees to include the requirements of this section in all subcontracts that may involve international air transportation.



1.17 Cargo Preference ― Use of United States-Flag Vessels



The contractor agrees to: 



a. 
use privately owned United States-Flag commercial vessels to ship at least 50 percent of the gross tonnage (computed separately for dry bulk carriers, dry cargo liners, and tankers) involved, whenever shipping any equipment, material, or commodities pursuant to the underlying contract to the extent such vessels are available at fair and reasonable rates for United States-Flag commercial vessels; 



b. 
furnish within 20 working days following the date of loading for shipments originating within the United States or within 30 working days following the date of leading for shipments originating outside the United States, a legible copy of a rated, "on-board" commercial ocean bill-of -lading in English for each shipment of cargo described in the preceding paragraph to the Division of National Cargo, Office of Market Development, Maritime Administration, Washington, DC 20590 and to the FTA recipient (through the contractor in the case of a subcontractor's bill-of-lading.) 



c. 
include these requirements in all subcontracts issued pursuant to this contract when the subcontract may involve the transport of equipment, material, or commodities by ocean vessel. 



1.18 Bus Testing



The Contractor (Manufacturer) agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C. A 5323(c) and FTA's implementing regulation at 49 CFR Part 665 and shall perform the following:



a. A manufacturer of a new bus model or a bus produced with a major change in components or configuration shall provide a copy of the final test report to the recipient at a point in the procurement process specified by the recipient which will be prior to the recipient's final acceptance of the first vehicle.



b. A manufacturer who releases a report under paragraph 1 above shall provide notice to the operator of the testing facility that the report is available to the public.



c. If the manufacturer represents that the vehicle was previously tested, the vehicle being sold should have the identical configuration and major components as the vehicle in the test report, which must be provided to the recipient prior to recipient's final acceptance of the first vehicle. If the configuration or components are not identical, the manufacturer shall provide a description of the change and the manufacturer's basis for concluding that it is not a major change requiring additional testing.



d. If the manufacturer represents that the vehicle is "grandfathered" (has been used in mass transit service in the United States before October 1, 1988, and is currently being produced without a major change in configuration or components), the manufacturer shall provide the name and address of the recipient of such a vehicle and the details of that vehicle's configuration and major components.



1.19 Pre-Award and Post-Delivery Audit Requirements 



The Contractor agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C. § 5323(l) and FTA's implementing regulation at 49 C.F.R. Part 663 and to submit the following certifications:



a. Buy America Requirements: The Contractor shall complete and submit a declaration certifying either compliance or noncompliance with Buy America. If the Bidder/Offeror certifies compliance with Buy America, it shall submit documentation which lists 1) component and subcomponent parts of the rolling stock to be purchased identified by manufacturer of the parts, their country of origin and costs; and 2) the location of the final assembly point for the rolling stock, including a description of the activities that will take place at the final assembly point and the cost of final assembly. 



b. Solicitation Specification Requirements: The Contractor shall submit evidence that it will be capable of meeting the bid specifications.



c. Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards (FMVSS): The Contractor shall submit 1) manufacturer's FMVSS self-certification sticker information that the vehicle complies with relevant FMVSS or 2) manufacturer's certified statement that the contracted buses will not be subject to FMVSS regulations.

1.20  Lobbying



Byrd Anti-Lobbying Amendment, 31 U.S.C. 1352, as amended by the Lobbying Disclosure Act of 1995, P.L. 104-65 (to be codified at 2 U.S.C. § 1601, et seq.) - Contractors who apply or bid for an award of $100,000 or more shall file the certification required by 49 CFR part 20, "New Restrictions on Lobbying." Each tier certifies to the tier above that it will not and has not used Federal appropriated funds to pay any person or organization for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a member of Congress, officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a member of Congress in connection with obtaining any Federal contract, grant or any other award covered by 31 U.S.C. 1352. Each tier shall also disclose the name of any registrant under the Lobbying Disclosure Act of 1995 who has made lobbying contacts on its behalf with non-Federal funds with respect to that Federal contract, grant or award covered by 31 U.S.C. 1352. Such disclosures are forwarded from tier to tier up to the recipient.



a.  Breaches and Dispute Resolution 



b. Disputes ― Disputes arising in the performance of this Contract which are not resolved by agreement of the parties shall be decided in writing by the authorized representative of (Recipient)'s (title of employee). This decision shall be final and conclusive unless within (ten (10)) days from the date of receipt of its copy, the Contractor mails or otherwise furnishes a written appeal to the (title of employee). In connection with any such appeal, the Contractor shall be afforded an opportunity to be heard and to offer evidence in support of its position. The decision of the (title of employee) shall be binding upon the Contractor and the Contractor shall abide be the decision.



c. Performance during Dispute ― Unless otherwise directed by (Recipient), Contractor shall continue performance under this Contract while matters in dispute are being resolved.



d. Claims for Damages ― Should either party to the Contract suffer injury or damage to person or property because of any act or omission of the party or of any of his employees, agents or others for whose acts he is legally liable, a claim for damages therefor shall be made in writing to such other party within a reasonable time after the first observance of such injury of damage.



e. Remedies ― Unless this contract provides otherwise, all claims, counterclaims, disputes and other matters in question between the (Recipient) and the Contractor arising out of or relating to this agreement or its breach will be decided by arbitration if the parties mutually agree, or in a court of competent jurisdiction within the State in which the (Recipient) is located.



f. Rights and Remedies ― The duties and obligations imposed by the Contract Documents and the rights and remedies available thereunder shall be in addition to and not a limitation of any duties, obligations, rights and remedies otherwise imposed or available by law. No action or failure to act by the (Recipient), (Architect) or Contractor shall constitute a waiver of any right or duty afforded any of them under the Contract, nor shall any such action or failure to act constitute an approval of or acquiescence in any breach thereunder, except as may be specifically agreed in writing.



1.21 Access Requirements for Persons with Disabilities


Contractor shall comply with 49 USC 5301(d), stating Federal policy that the elderly and persons with disabilities have the same rights as other persons to use mass transportation services and facilities and that special efforts shall be made in planning and designing those services and facilities to implement that policy. Contractor shall also comply with all applicable requirements of Sec. 504 of the Rehabilitation Act (1973), as amended, 29 USC 794, which prohibits discrimination on the basis of handicaps, and the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (ADA), as amended, 42 USC 12101 et seq., which requires that accessible facilities and services be made available to persons with disabilities, including any subsequent amendments thereto.



1.22 Notification of Federal Participation


To the extent required by law, in the announcement of any third party contract award for goods and services (including construction services) having an aggregate value of $500,000 or more, contractor shall specify the amount of Federal assistance to be used in financing that acquisition of goods and services and to express that amount of Federal assistance as a percentage of the total cost of the third party contract.

Changes in state purchasing practices took effect January 1, 2013


RCW 39.26, Section 1, which states the intent of procurement reform legislation, concludes with the following sentence: 



“In addition, the legislature intends that the state develop procurement policies, procedures, and materials that encourage and facilitate state agency purchase of goods and services from Washington small businesses.” 


Washington small business


RCW 39.26.010:


(21) "Small business" means an in-state business, including a sole proprietorship, corporation, partnership, or other legal entity, that:
(a) Certifies, under penalty of perjury, that it is owned and operated independently from all other businesses and has either:
(i) Fifty or fewer employees; or
(ii) A gross revenue of less than seven million dollars annually as reported on its federal income tax return or its return filed with the department of revenue over the previous three consecutive years; or
(b) Is certified with the office of women and minority business enterprises under chapter 39.19 RCW.


Washington microbusiness



RCW 39.26.010:


(17) "Microbusiness" means any business entity, including a sole proprietorship, corporation, partnership, or other legal entity, that: 


(a) Is owned and operated independently from all other businesses; and 


(b) has a gross revenue of less than $1 million annually as reported on its federal tax return or on its return filed with the department of revenue.


Washington minibusiness


RCW 39.26.010


(18) "Minibusiness" means any business entity, including a sole proprietorship, corporation, partnership, or other legal entity, that: 


(a) Is owned and operated independently from all other businesses; and 


(b) has a gross revenue of less than three million dollars, but one million dollars or more annually as reported on its federal tax return or on its return filed with the department of revenue.


Washington veteran-owned business


Veterans (defined in RCW 41.04.007) and U.S. active duty, reserve or national guard service-members are eligible for the registry. The veteran or service-member must control and own at least 51 percent of the business and the business must be legally operating in the State of Washington. (Control means the authority or ability to direct, regulate or influence day-to-day operations.) If business is a 50/50 split, contact Jennifer at 360-725-2169.


RCW 41.04.007



"Veteran" includes every person, who at the time he or she seeks the benefits of RCW 46.18.212, 46.18.235, 72.36.030, 41.04.010, 73.04.090, 73.08.010, 73.08.070, 73.08.080, or 43.180.250, has received an honorable discharge or received a discharge for medical reasons with an honorable record, where applicable, and who has served in at least one of the following capacities:

(1) As a member in any branch of the armed forces of the United States, including the national guard and armed forces reserves, and has fulfilled his or her initial military service obligation;

(2) As a member of the women's air forces service pilots;

(3) As a member of the armed forces reserves, national guard, or coast guard, and has been called into federal service by a presidential select reserve call-up for at least 180 cumulative days;

(4) As a civil service crewmember with service aboard a U.S. army transport service or U.S. naval transportation service vessel in oceangoing service from December 7, 1941, through December 31, 1946; 

(5) As a member of the Philippine armed forces/scouts during the period of armed conflict from December 7, 1941, through August 15, 1945; or

(6) A United States documented merchant mariner with service aboard an oceangoing vessel operated by the department of defense, or its agents, from both June 25, 1950, through July 27, 1953, in Korean territorial waters and from August 5, 1964, through May 7, 1975, in Vietnam territorial waters, and who received a military commendation.

Special Terms and Conditions


This document consists of special provisions and terms for solicitations issued by the Washington State Department of Enterprise Services (DES). Should a term within this document conflict with another term, see Order of Precedence.


1. Licensing By Apparently Successful Bidders



In the interest of free and open competition, the state will allow any responsible and responsive party to submit a response for consideration. Bidders found successful will be given a reasonable amount of time to apply for a state dealer license, or alternately to designate an agent to act as their dealer who has the required license or who then obtains one. The required license is not limited to entities located in Washington State. 



Final award for the successful Bidders will not occur until licensing is obtained that satisfies the requirements of State of Washington Department of Licensing pursuant to Chapter 46.70 RCW. Apparently successful parties may not accept or process orders until award is finalized.


2. Delivery



Contractor guarantees delivery within twelve (12) months of the purchaser’s order.  In the event of a purchaser change order, the Contractor and the purchaser shall discuss changes to the timeline and record any modification in writing. 


Deliveries for All state of Alaska order will be FOB Port of Seattle.  


3. Secondary Exploration


Default: Contract authorized purchasers at all times may select any contractor of their choosing.  



However, to see if the pricing can be improved the purchaser may also contact all or some of the Contractors for estimates or quotes or hold secondary competitions from among the Contractors in the category that best meets their need.  



It is the purchaser that determines the level of formality and the associated rules.  Unless otherwise stated by the purchaser in writing the Contractor shall assume and honor that there is no obligation on the part of the purchaser to make a secondary transaction, form a secondary contract, or create a secondary contract with the lowest Contractor/most points Contractor. The default will remain in effect unless and until the purchases places a self-imposed limitation on the purchaser in writing as part of the secondary exploration.


4. Changes 



DES reserves the right to modify the resulting contract (including but not limited to adding or deleting products/services) by mutual agreement between DES and the contractor. Alterations to any of the terms, conditions or requirements of this contract will only be effective upon written issuance of a mutually-agreed contract amendment by DES.  Change to point-of-contact information may be updated without the issuance of a mutually accepted contract amendment.



5. Annual Pricing Calculation Formula


Firm and fixed period: Pricing will remain firm and fixed for twelve (12) months  from date of award of the contract. 


Price protection: The contract prices are the maximum prices the contractor may charge.


PPI Price Escalation/De-escalation


DES reserves the right conduct an annual price escalation or de-escalation calculation using the U.S. Department of Labor ― Bureau of Labor Statistics Producer Price Index (PPI) Commodity Data, 1413― Seasonally Adjusted for Truck and Bus Bodies , within thirty (30) day of contract award anniversary date. DES will issue the contract amendment to reflect the new adjustment pricing. However, in the event a PPI-based adjustment that results in a price increase of greater than five percent (5%) per year above the original price offered DES will conduct an industrywide analysis prior to approval or denial of any increase greater than five percent (5%).  The annual price escalation/de-escalation is applicable based on the date the purchaser execute the purchase order.



PPI Point Change Calculation Formula



Price escalation/de-escalation will be based on dividing the PPI value for month of contract award year, by the PPI value for the following annual contract anniversary date of contract award. The percent adjustment will be applied to base vehicle price and all contract options (including deducts). Below is an example of how price escalation/de-escalation would be implemented. 6. Miscellaneous expenses

However, DES recognizes that there may be occasions when the purchaser requires the bidder to travel. In such cases the purchaser must provide written pre-approval of such expenses on a case-by-case basis. Any such reimbursement will be at rates not to exceed the guidelines for state employees published by the Washington State Office of Financial Management set forth in the Washington State Administrative & Accounting Manual, and not to exceed expenses actually incurred.


7. Confidentiality and Proprietary Waiver



The state of Washington has a very robust public records act that is codified in statute RCW 42.56.  Further, DES believes that Washington’s citizens are served best when public contract records are immediately available for public inspection and public dissemination.  And, DES does not see any meaningful need for disclosure protections and safeguards for a contract of this type.  Therefore, no document involved with state of Washington, Department of Enterprise Services (DES) contract #04115 – Light Duty and Medium duty Cutaways will be deemed confidential, proprietary, or other similar term.  



As a condition of this contract, the Bidder/Awarded Contractor understands and agrees that the documents that make up the #04115 contract, whether known, unknown, or developed in the future are neither confidential or proprietary and may be immediately publically inspected or publically disseminated with no notice to Bidder/Awarded Contractor.


The state of Washington/DES recognizes that many businesses routinely mark documents as confidential, proprietary or similar term.  Should DES have in its possession or receive a document marked in this manner, Bidder/Awarded Contractor understands and agrees that it is an error by Bidder/Awarded Contractor that may be ignored by state of Washington/DES and does not require any notification to Bidder/Awarded Contractor, and Bidder/Awarded Contractor grants to state of Washington/DES a waiver to any disclosure protections and notifications and shall hold the state of Washington/DES harmless.



8. Management fee



The management fee must be included in the Category and Options Price Sheet. 


DES may, at its sole discretion, increase, decrease, or eliminate the Management Fee upon thirty (30) days written notice to Contractor.  For purposes of the management fee, the parties agree that the initial management fee of 0.074% was included in the submitted pricing.  Therefore, any increase or decrease of the Management Fee, shall be reflected in contract pricing commensurate with the adjustment.  


Contractor will provide DES with a Usage report detailing all Net Collected Amounts for the preceding quarter according to the table listed below, in accordance with the Sales and Subcontractors Report section of the contract.  DES will send an invoice each quarter, based on such report within 30 days after receipt. Payment of the DES Management Fee is due one month following Contractor's receipt of the invoice from DES.  See Usage, Invoice, and Remittance Table below.


Taxability (if applicable): In 2013, the WA Department of Revenue announced that if the underlying transaction requires sales tax then the DES Management Fee portion of the transaction is also subject to a sales tax.  However, when the DES Management Fee that is held in trust by the Contractor is remitted to DES, it is not taxed a second time. 


The state reserves the right to audit, or have a designated third party audit, applicable records to ensure that the state has been properly invoiced and all DES Management Fees have been paid. Failure to accurately report Usage, to submit a timely Usage report, or remit timely payment of the DES Management Fee may be cause for contract termination, the charging of interest or penalties, or the exercise of other remedies provided by law.


DES Management Fee payment from the Contractor to DES must reference the Contract number, work request number (if applicable), the name of the contractor as known to DES, the year and quarter for which the DES Management Fee is being remitted, and the DES invoice number.

COMPLAINT, DEBRIEF AND PROTEST PROCEDURES


The following guidelines reflect revisions in state law from recent procurement-reform legislation in Washington. New policies for procurement protests and appeals were adopted by the Department of Enterprise Services (DES) in January 2013, by authority of Revised Code of Washington (RCW) 39.26.170.


1 COMPLAINT – PRE-SUBMISSION 


Criteria for a complaint



A formal complaint may be based only on one or more of the following grounds: 



A. The solicitation unnecessarily restricts competition;


B. The solicitation evaluation or scoring process is unfair or flawed;


C. The solicitation requirements are inadequate or insufficient to prepare a response.


Initiating a complaint



A complaint must:



A.  Be submitted to and received by the procurement coordinator at least five business days before the deadline for bid submission; and


B. Be in writing (see Form and Substance, and Other below).


A complaint should: 



A. Clearly articulate the basis of the complaint;


B. Include a proposed remedy.


Response



When a complaint is received, the procurement coordinator or his or her designee will consider all the facts available and respond in writing before the deadline for bid submissions, unless more time is needed.



DES must promptly post on WEBS its response to a complaint.  


Response is final


The procurement coordinator’s response to the complaint is final and not subject to administrative appeal, although the procurement coordinator may issue further clarification if needed. Issues raised in a complaint may not be raised again during the protest period.


2 Debrief Conference (Pre-condition of Protest)


Following announcement of the Apparent Successful Bidder:


Purpose of a debrief conference



Any bidder who has submitted a timely bid response may request a debrief conference (see Form and Substance, and Other below).  A debrief conference provides an opportunity for the bidder to meet with DES to discuss its bid and evaluation.


Requesting a debrief conference



The request for a debrief conference must be made in writing via email to the procurement coordinator and received within three business days after the announcement of the Apparent Successful Bidder.



Debrief conferences may be conducted either in person at the DES facility in Olympia, Wash., or by telephone, as determined by DES, and may be limited by DES to a specified period of time.



The failure of a bidder to request a debrief within the specified time and attend a debrief conference constitutes a waiver of the right to submit a protest.


3 Protest 


Following a debrief conference:


Criteria for a protest



A protest may be based only on one or more of the following: 



A. Bias, discrimination or conflict of interest on the part of an evaluator;



B. Error in computing evaluation scores;



C. Non-compliance with any procedures described in the solicitation document.


Initiating a protest



Any bidder may protest an award to the Apparent Successful Bidder.  A protest must:



A. Be submitted to and received by the DES-assigned investigator (if known), or otherwise by the procurement coordinator, within five business days after the protesting bidder’s debriefing conference (see Form and Substance, and Other below);


B. Be in writing;


C. Include a specific and complete statement of facts forming the basis of the protest;


D. Include a description of the relief or corrective action requested.


Protest response



After reviewing the protest and available facts, the DES-assigned investigator will issue a written response within 10 business days from receipt of the protest, unless additional time is needed, and in such event DES will notify the protesting bidder an estimate of the additional time needed.



Decision is final


The protest decision is final and not subject to administrative appeal, although the DES-assigned investigator may issue further clarification if needed.  



If the protesting bidder does not accept the agency protest response, the bidder may seek relief through the Superior Court of Thurston County, Wash.


4 Communication during Complaints, Debriefs and Protests

This document consists of general provisions and terms for solicitations issued by the Washington State Department of Enterprise Services (DES). Should a term within this document conflict with a term in the main solicitation document, the latter will prevail.



1 Instructions to Bidders



1.1 Minority and Women’s Business Enterprises (MWBE) 



In accordance with the legislative findings and policies set forth in RCW 39.19, the State of Washington encourages participation in all of its contracts by minority and woman-owned businesses firms certified by the Office of Minority and Women’s Business Enterprises (OMWBE). While the state does not give preferential treatment, it does seek equitable representation from the minority and women’s business community. In addition, the state welcomes participation by self-identified minority and woman owned firms and strongly encourages such firms to become certified by OMWBE.



Participation may be either on a direct basis in response to this solicitation or as a subcontractor to a contractor. However, unless required by federal statutes, regulations, grants, or contract terms referenced in the original solicitation, no preference will be included in the evaluation of bids, no minimum level of MWBE participation is required as condition for receiving an award, and bids will not be evaluated, rejected or considered non-responsive on that basis. 


Any affirmative action requirements set forth in federal regulations or statutes included or referenced in the original solicitation will apply. Bidders are encouraged to contact OMWBE for information on becoming a certified firm as set forth in Washington Administrative Code (WAC) Chapters 326-02 and 326-20; or for information on other certified firms for potential sub-contracting arrangements. Nothing in this section is intended to prevent or discourage bidders from inviting participation from non-MWBE firms as well as MWBE firms. Prior to performance, an awarded bidder that is a MWBE or intends to use MWBE subcontractors is encouraged to identify the participating firm(s) to DES.



1.2 Bidder’s authorized representative 


Bidders must designate an authorized representative in the Bidder Profile appendix who will be the principal point of contact for DES for the duration of this solicitation process. 



1.3 Include all cost components in pricing 



Bidders must identify and include all elements of recurring and non-recurring costs in their pricing. Unless otherwise specified, this must include, but is not limited to, all administrative fees, maintenance, manuals, documentation, shipping charges, labor, travel, training, consultation services, wiring and supplies needed for the installation (including cost of all uncrating, disposal of shipping materials), set-up, testing and initial instruction to agency personnel, warranty work and maintenance of the products/services, handling charges such as packing, wrapping, bags, containers, reels; or the processing fees associated with the use of credit cards. 



Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event that market conditions, laws, regulations, or other unforeseen factors dictate, at DES’s sole discretion, additional charges may be allowed during the contract term. 


1.4 Equal or alternate


Bidders may bid a product or service that is an equal to what is specified in the solicitation. An “equal” for purposes of this solicitation is “an offer of materials, supplies, services and/or equipment that meets or exceeds the quality, performance, and use of the specifications identified in a solicitation.” DES reserves the right to determine whether the proposed materials, supplies or services are equal.



Bidders may not bid a product or service that is an “alternate” to those specified in the solicitation except as set out in this section. An “alternate” for purposes of this solicitation is “a substitute offer of materials, supplies, services and/or equipment that is not at least a functional equal in features, performance and use and which materially deviates from one or more of the specifications in a competitive solicitation.” Bidders may suggest alternates by providing a detailed description, supporting documentation, and any associated exceptions to the specifications to DES in writing at least five business days before the bid-due date. If the proposed alternate is determined by DES to be acceptable, DES will issue a solicitation amendment to notify potential bidders. Otherwise, any bid that does not meet minimum mandatory specifications may be deemed non-responsive.


1.5 Public records and exempt information


All documents submitted by bidders to DES as part of this procurement will become public records as defined by the Public Records Act, Revised Code of Washington (RCW) 42.56. DES will not disclose any documents submitted in response to this solicitation until after announcement of Apparent Successful Bidder(s).



In most cases, DES will not ask bidders to submit confidential materials. However, if a bidder chooses to submit such materials, it should read and understand the following:



· DES will maintain the confidentiality of bidder documents only if a bidder clearly and prominently marks them as “CONFIDENTIAL” or “PROPRIETARY” or “TRADE SECRET.”



· DES requires that any confidential or proprietary documents be submitted in a separate envelope(s) marked “CONFIDENTIAL” or “PROPRIETARY” or “TRADE SECRET.”  



· DES’s responsibility is limited to:



1. Taking reasonable steps to protect clearly marked documents; and 



2. Notifying a bidder of any public records request(s) for the documents



When a public records request seeks confidential or proprietary documents or trade secrets submitted by bidders following the procedures above, DES will:



· Notify the bidder: DES will identify the requestor and the date that DES will disclose the requested documents unless the bidder gets a court order directing DES to withhold them.



· Disclose the requested documents after giving bidder an opportunity to seek a court order barring disclosure



DES will NOT:



· Evaluate or defend a bidder’s claim of confidentiality. The bidder must defend its claim and take appropriate legal action to do so.



· Withhold or redact any document without a court order.



Questions about confidentiality or exemption to disclosure should be directed to the Procurement Coordinator named on the cover of the IFB or the DES public records office at (360) 407-8768.


1.6 In-state preference/Reciprocity


Pursuant to RCW 39.26, DES has established a schedule of price adjustments applicable against any bidders submitting responses from states which grant a preference to their own in-state businesses as identified in the Preference Table. The reciprocity adjustment is applied as follows. 


· These adjustments will be applied in formal sealed bid solicitations only.



· The business address from which the response was submitted will determine if an adjustment is to be applied. 



· The appropriate percentage will be added to each response bearing the address from a state with in-state preferences rather than subtracting a like amount from Washington state bidders.



· This action will be used only for evaluation. In no instance shall the increase be paid to a supplier whose response is accepted.


1.7 Withdrawal or modification of response


Bidders are liable for all errors or omissions contained in their responses.



a. Prior to response due date and time



Modification:
Mistakes in bids or proposals detected prior to the due date and time may be corrected by the bidder by withdrawing the original bid or proposal and submitting a corrected bid or proposal to DES before the due date and time. If there is not sufficient time prior to the due date and time to withdraw the original bid or proposal and submit a corrected bid or proposal, the bidder, or an authorized representative, may correct the mistake on the face of the original bid or proposal provided that the corrected bid or proposal is time stamped by DES upon resubmission prior to the due date and time. 



Withdrawal:
An authorized bidder representative is permitted to withdraw its response before the due date and time by submitting the withdrawal request in writing. Withdrawn responses will be returned unopened to the bidder.



b. After response due date and time



No modification:
If bidder mistakes in a bid or proposal are detected after due date and time, they may not be corrected.


Withdrawal:
If the bidder submits evidence in writing satisfactory to DES that a mistake has been made by the bidder in the calculation of its bid or proposal, DES may allow the bid or proposal to be withdrawn provided that the claim of mistake and supporting documentation is provided within three business days after the due date and time. Compliance with this section within the specified time limit shall relieve the bidder of forfeiture of its bid guarantee. If DES subsequently reissues the solicitation, the bidder having made the mistake may not participate in that solicitation.



Clarification:
DES reserves the right to contact bidder for clarification of response contents.



1.8 Legal notices 



Any notice or demand or other communication required or permitted to be given under the contract or applicable law (except notice of malfunctioning Equipment) will be effective only if it is in writing and signed by the applicable party, properly addressed, and either delivered in person, or by a recognized courier service, or deposited with the United States Postal Service as first-class mail, postage prepaid, certified mail, return receipt requested, via facsimile or by electronic mail, to the parties at the addresses and fax numbers, e-mail addresses provided in the Authorized Offer and Contract Signature Page below. For purposes of complying with any provision in the contract or applicable law that requires a “writing,” such communication, when digitally signed with a Washington State Licensed Certificate, shall be considered to be “in writing” or “written” to an extent no less than if it were in paper form. Notices will be effective upon receipt or four business days after mailing, whichever is earlier. The notice address as provided herein may be changed by written notice given as provided above.



In the event that a subpoena or other legal process commenced by a third party in any way concerning the Equipment or Services provided pursuant to the contract is served upon contractor or DES, such party agrees to notify the other party in the most expeditious fashion possible following receipt of such subpoena or other legal process. The contractor and DES further agree to cooperate with the other party in any lawful effort by the other party to contest the legal validity of such subpoena or other legal process commenced by a third party.



1.9 Liens, claims and encumbrances


All materials, equipment, supplies and/or services shall be free of all liens, claims, or encumbrances of any kind, and if DES or the purchaser requests, a formal release of same shall be delivered to the respective requestor.



2 Standard Definitions



This section contains definitions of terms commonly used in solicitations conducted by the State of Washington, Department of Enterprise Services. Additional definitions may also be found in Chapter 39.26 RCW. All terms contained herein will be read consistently with those definitions.



			Acceptance


			The products passed appropriate inspection and acceptance testing period, if required.





			Acceptance testing


			The process for ascertaining that the products meet the standards set forth in the solicitation, prior to Acceptance by the purchaser.





			Agency


			State of Washington institutions, the offices of the elective state officers, the Supreme Court, the court of appeals, the administrative and other departments of state government, and the offices of all appointive officers of the state. "Agency" does not include the legislature but does include colleges, community colleges and universities who choose to participate in state contract(s).





			All-or-nothing award


			A method of award resulting from a competitive solicitation by which the purchaser will award all items to a single bidder. Also, a designation the bidder may use in its bid or response to indicate its offer is contingent up on full award and it will not accept a partial award.





			Alternate 


			A substitute offer of goods and services which is not at least a functional equal in features, performance and use and which materially deviates from one or more of the specifications in a competitive solicitation.





			Amendment


			A change to a legal document.



Solicitation: For the purposes of a solicitation document, an amendment shall be a unilateral change issued by DES, at its sole discretion.



Contract: An agreement between the parties to change the contract after it is fully signed by both parties. Such agreement shall be memorialized in a written document describing the agreed-upon change including any terms and conditions required to support such change. An Order Document shall not constitute an amendment to a contract.





			Apparent Successful Bidder(s)


			The bidder identified by DES, after evaluation of responses, who is recommended for award. 





			Authorized representative 


			An individual designated by the bidder or contractor to act on its behalf and with the authority to legally bind the bidder or contractor.





			Authorized signatory


			An individual with the authority to legally bind the bidder or contractor concerning the terms and conditions set forth in solicitation, response and contract documents.





			Award


			The official act of DES of accepting the offer to enter into a contract as contained in the bidder(s) response.





			Bid


			A sealed written offer to perform a contract to provide materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment in reply to an Invitation For bid (IFB).





			Bidder


			A Vendor who submits a response in reply to a solicitation.





			Brand


			A specification identifying a manufacturer of the goods described in a competitive solicitation to identify a standard of quality against which other products will be evaluated.





			Business days 


			Monday through Friday, 8 a.m. to 5 p.m., Pacific Time, except for holidays observed by the State of Washington.





			Calendar days 


			Consecutive days of the year including weekends and holidays, each of which commence at 12:00:01 a.m. and end at Midnight, Pacific Time. When “days” are not specified, Calendar Days shall prevail.





			Contract


			An agreement, or mutual assent, between two or more competent parties with the elements of the agreement being offer, acceptance, and consideration.





			Contract administrator


			The individual authorized by DES who is responsible for administration of a contract.





			Contractor


			Individual, company, corporation, firm, or combination thereof with whom DES develops a contract for the procurement of materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment. It shall also include any subcontractor retained by contractor as permitted under the terms of the contract.





			Department of Enterprise Services (DES)


			An agency serving state government and the citizens of Washington.





			Equal 


			Materials, supplies, services and/or equipment that meets or exceeds the quality, performance and use of the specifications identified in a solicitation.





			Estimated useful life 


			The estimated time from the date of acquisition to the date of replacement or disposal, determined in any reasonable manner.





			Inspection


			An examination of delivered material, supplies, services, and/or equipment prior to Acceptance aimed at forming a judgment as to whether such delivered items are what was ordered, were properly delivered and ready for Acceptance. Inspection may include a high level visual examination or a more thorough detailed examination as is customary to the type of purchase, as set forth in the solicitation document and/or as agreed between the parties. Inspection shall be acknowledged by an authorized signature of the purchaser.





			Intent to Award


			Notice of the recommendation for award for a specific solicitation.





			Invitation for Bid (IFB)


			The form utilized to solicit bids in the formal, sealed bid procedure and any amendments thereto issued in writing by DES. Specifications and qualifications are clearly defined.





			Late bids or proposals 


			A bid or proposal received at the place specified in the solicitation after the time designated for all bids or proposals to be received.





			Lead time/After Receipt Of Order (ARO) 


			The period of time between when the contractor receives the order and the purchaser receives the materials, supplies, equipment, or services order.





			Lifecycle cost


			The total cost of an item to the state over its Estimated Useful Life, including costs of selection, acquisition, operation, maintenance, and where applicable, disposal, as far as these costs can reasonably be determined, minus the salvage value at the end of its estimated useful life.





			Master Contracts and Consulting (MCC)


			A unit of the Contracts and Legal Services Division of DES authorized under Chapter 39.26 RCW to develop and administer contracts for goods and services on behalf of state agencies, colleges and universities, nonprofit organizations and local governments.





			Order document


			A written communication, submitted by a purchaser to the contractor, which details the specific requirements of the purchaser within the scope of the contract, such as delivery date, size, color, capacity, etc. An order document may include, but is not limited to field orders, purchase orders, work order or other writings as may be designated by the parties hereto. No additional or alternate terms and conditions on such written communication shall apply unless authorized by the contract and expressly agreed between the purchaser and the contractor.





			Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM)


			A supply management term for the purchase of parts and material directly from the manufacturer of the equipment or from an authorized reseller. For example, Ford automotive replacement parts would be purchased from an authorized Ford reseller.








			Procurement Coordinator


			The individual authorized by DES who is responsible for conducting a specific solicitation.





			Product


			Materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment provided under the terms and conditions of this contract.





			Prompt payment discount


			A discount offered by the bidder to encourage timely payment by purchaser within the stated term identified by bidder.





			Proposal


			A sealed written offer to perform a contract to supply materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment in reply to a Request For Proposal (RFP).





			Purchaser


			The authorized user of the contract, as identified in the solicitation, who may or actually does make purchases of material, supplies, services, and/or equipment under the resulting contract.





			Quotation


			An informal written or oral offer to perform a contract to supply materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment in reply to a Request For Quote (RFQ).





			Recycled material 


			Waste materials and by-products that have been recovered or diverted from solid waste and that can be utilized in place of a raw or virgin material in manufacturing a product and consists of materials derived from post-consumer waste, manufacturing waste, industrial scrap, agricultural wastes and other items, all of which can be used in the manufacture of new or recycled products.





			Recycled content product


			A product containing recycled material.





			Request For Proposal (RFP)


			The form utilized to solicit Proposals in the formal, sealed solicitation procedure and any amendments thereto issued in writing by DES. The specifications and qualification requirements are written in an outcome based form allowing for consideration of a broad range of different solutions to meet the procurement need.





			Request For Quotations (RFQ)


			A written or oral request by DES to solicit Quotations in the informal solicitation procedure. 





			Response


			A bid or proposal.





			Responsible


			The capability in all respects to perform in full the contract requirements; meets the elements of responsibility. (See RCW 39.26.)





			Responsive


			Conforms in all material respects to the terms and conditions, the specifications, and other requirements of a solicitation.








			Sealed bid


			A formal submission from a bidder submitted in response to a solicitation. It is submitted in a sealed manner to prevent its contents from being revealed before the time and date set for the bid opening.





			Solicitation


			The process of notifying prospective bidders that DES desires to receive competitive bids or proposals for furnishing specified materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment. Also includes reference to the actual documents used for that process, including: the Invitation For Bids (IFB) or Request For Proposals (RFP), along with all attachments and exhibits thereto.





			Specifications


			The explicit requirements furnished with a competitive solicitation upon which a purchase order or contract is to be based. Specifications set forth the characteristics of the goods and/or services to be purchased or sold so as to enable the bidder or supplier to determine and understand requirements of the purchaser. Specifications may be in the form of a description of the physical or performance characteristics, a reference brand or both. It may include a description of any requirement for inspecting, testing, or preparing a material, equipment, supplies, or service for delivery.





			State


			The State of Washington acting by and through DES.





			State contract


			The written document memorializing the agreement between the successful bidder and DES for materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment, administered by the Master Contracts and Consulting Unit on behalf of the State of Washington.



“State contract” does not include the following:



· Colleges and universities that choose to purchase under RCW 28B.10.029


· Purchases made in accordance with state purchasing policy;



· Purchases made pursuant to authority granted or delegated under RCW 39.26


· Purchases authorized as an emergency purchase under RCW 39.26; or



· Purchases made pursuant to other statutes granting the agency authority to independently conduct purchases of materials, supplies, services, or equipment.





			Subcontractor


			A person or business that is, or will be, providing or performing an essential aspect of the contract under the direction and responsibility of the contractor and with the agreement of DES.





			Term contract


			A state contract that extends beyond a single purchase and may be available to multiple purchasers. 





			Vendor


			A provider of materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment.





			Washington’s Electronic Business Solution (WEBS)


			The vendor registration and bidder notification system maintained by the Washington State Department of Enterprise Services located at: www.ga.wa.gov/webs. 








3 Standard Terms & Conditions


3.1 Contract modifications 



DES reserves the right to modify the resulting contract (including but not limited to adding or deleting products, services, or delivery locations) by mutual agreement between DES and the contractor, so long as such modification is substantially within the scope of the original contract. Such modifications will be memorialized in a signed written document describing the agreed upon change including any terms and conditions required to support such change.



3.2 Contract administration


· State contract administrator



DES will appoint a single point of contact that will be the Contract Administrator for this contract and will provide contract oversight. The Contract Administrator will be the principal contact for the contractor for business activities under this contract. DES will notify contractor, in writing, when there is a new Contract Administrator assigned to this contract.


· Administration of term contract


DES may maintain contract information and pricing and make it available on DES’s web site. The contract prices are the maximum price contractor can charge. The contractor may also offer volume discounts to purchasers.


3.3 Contractor supervision and coordination 


Contractor shall:



a. Competently and efficiently supervise and coordinate the implementation and completion of all contract requirements specified herein. 



b. Identify the contractor’s Authorized Representative, who will be the principal point of contact for DES concerning contractor’s performance under this contract. 



c. Immediately notify the Contract Administrator in writing of any change of the designated Authorized Representative assigned to this contract. 



d. Be bound by all written communications given to or received from the contractor’s Authorized Representative.


Violation of any provision of this section may be considered a material breach establishing grounds for contract termination.



3.4 Post-award conference


The contractor may be required to attend a post-award conference scheduled by the Procurement Coordinator and/or the contract administrator to discuss contract performance requirements. The time and place of this conference will be scheduled following contract award.



3.5 Term contract management 



Upon award of a term contract, the contractor shall:



a. Review the impact of the award and take the necessary steps needed to ensure that contractual obligations will be fulfilled.



b. Promote and market the use of this contract to all authorized contract purchasers.



c. Ensure that those who endeavor to utilize this contract are authorized purchasers under this contract.



d. At no additional charge, assist purchasers in making the most cost effective, value based purchases which may include, but is not limited to:



· Having representatives available to provide information regarding products and services, including visiting the purchaser site if needed, and providing purchaser with materials/supplies/equipment recommendations.



· Providing purchasers with a detailed list of contract items including current contract pricing and part numbers.



The contractor shall designate a customer service representative who will be responsible for addressing purchaser issues including, but not limited to:



· Logging requests for service, ensuring repairs are completed in a timely manner, dispatching service technicians and processing warranty claim documentation.



· Providing purchasers with regular and timely status updates in the event of a delay in repair or order fulfillment.


· Acting as the lead and liaison between the manufacturer and purchaser in resolving warranty claims for contract items purchased.



3.6 Changes 



Alterations to any of the terms, conditions, or requirements of this contract shall only be effective upon written issuance of a mutually agreed contract amendment by DES. However, changes to point of contact information may be updated without the issuance of a mutually agreed contract amendment.


3.7 Statewide Payee Desk



Contractors must register with the Statewide Payee Desk, maintained by DES, in order to be paid for contract sales. Washington state agencies cannot make payments to a contractor until it is registered. Registration materials are available here: Receiving Payment from the State.


3.8 Contract usage report



The management fee will be based on total contract usage (sales), which must be reported quarterly by the contractor in the Contract Sales Reporting System.  DES will provide a login password and a vendor number.


For each report, contractor must identify every purchaser who has made purchases during the reporting period. The “Miscellaneous” option may be used only with prior approval by DES, and use of this option without prior approval by DES may be cause for contract termination. Refer sales reporting questions to the Contract Administrator.


Due date: Reports must be submitted electronically within 30 days after the end of the calendar quarter: no later than April 30, July 31, October 31 and January 31.



Failure to provide reports in accordance with the schedule above may be cause for contract termination.


3.9 Other required term contract reports 


DES may require the contractor to provide a detailed annual contract sales history report. This report, if requested, will include at a minimum, but is not limited to: product description, part number or other product identifier, per unit quantities sold, and contract price. This report must be provided to DES in an electronic format that can be read by MS Excel. Unless the solicitation specifies otherwise, all other required reports will be designed and approved by the parties by mutual agreement.


3.10 Common vendor-registration and bid-notification system


Contractor shall be registered in Washington’s Electronic Business Solution (WEBS), the state’s common vendor registration and bid notification system (www.ga.wa.gov/webs). Contractors already registered need not re-register. It is the sole responsibility of contractor to properly register and maintain an accurate vendor profile.


3.11 Contractor qualifications and requirements


DES reserves the right to require receipt of proof of compliance with any of the requirements in this section within 10 calendar days from the date of request, and to terminate this contract as a material breach for noncompliance with any requirement of this paragraph. Contractor shall maintain compliance with these requirements throughout the life of this contract.


a. Qualified and established business 



Prior to performance, or prior to that time if required by DES, law or regulation, contractor must be an established business with all required licenses, fees, bonding, facilities, equipment, and trained personnel necessary to meet all requirements and perform the work as specified in the solicitation.



b. Authorized Service Provider and Product Reseller certifications 



Upon request, contractor must provide evidence of its status as an authorized service provider or product reseller. contractor shall maintain its authorized service provider or product reseller status for the initial term and any extensions of the resulting contract. If this status is discontinued, this contract may be terminated. 


c. Dealer authorization (when applicable)



The contractor shall maintain dealer authorization from the manufacturer consistent with the requirements outlined in the original solicitation.



d. Personnel substitutions (when applicable)



If at contract award or any time thereafter, any named individual specifically identified in the response to work on this engagement is not available, DES reserves the right to approve or reject any personnel substitutions. 



e. Use of subcontractors (when applicable)



Prior to performance, contractor shall identify all subcontractors who will perform services in fulfillment of contract requirements. Additionally contractor may be required to identify contact information as well as federal tax identification number (TIN), and anticipated dollar value of each subcontract. 



DES reserves the right to approve or reject any and all subcontractors that identified by the contractor. Any subcontractors not listed in the bidder’s response, who are engaged by the contractor, must be pre-approved, in writing, by DES. 



Contractor agrees to be responsible for all actions of any subcontractors in the performance of this contract. The contractor shall be responsible to ensure that all requirements of the contract shall flow down to any and all subcontractors. In no event shall the existence of a Subcontract operate to release or reduce the liability of contractor to the state for any breach in the performance of the contractor’s duties.



f. Assignment



Contractor shall not assign or otherwise transfer its obligations or any claim arising under this contract without the prior written consent of DES. Such consent will not be unreasonably withheld. contractor shall provide a minimum of 30 calendar days advance notification of intent to assign or otherwise transfer its obligations under this contract. Violation of this provision may be considered a material breach and be grounds for contract termination. Assignment or transfer of contract shall not relieve the contractor from its responsibilities and obligations under the contract.



g. Contractor authority and infringement



Under this contract, contractor is authorized to sell only those materials, supplies, services and/or equipment as stated herein and allowed for by the contract provisions. contractor shall not misrepresent to purchasers that they have the contract authority to sell any other materials, supplies, services and/or equipment. Further, contractor may not intentionally infringe on other established state contracts. 



h. Hours of labor


In compliance with RCW 49.28, contractor agrees that no worker, laborer, or mechanic in the employ of the contractor or subcontractor shall be permitted or required to work more than eight (8) hours in any one calendar day, or forty (40) hours in any one calendar week. However, in cases of extraordinary emergency such as danger to life or property, the hours of work may be extended but in such cases the rate of pay for time employed in excess of the above shall be at the prevailing overtime rate of pay. Except, contracts will not require the payment of overtime rates for the first two hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours per day when the employer has obtained the employee’s agreement (as defined in WAC 296-127-022) to work a four-day, ten-hour work week.



i. Materials and workmanship



The contractor is required to furnish all materials, supplies, equipment and/or services necessary to perform contractual requirements. Materials, supplies, equipment and/or services used in the performance of this contract shall conform to all applicable federal, state, and local codes, regulations and requirements for such equipment, specifications contained herein, and the normal uses for which intended. Materials, supplies, and equipment shall be manufactured in accordance with the best commercial practices and standards for this type of materials, supplies, and equipment.



j. Best pricing



For the term of the contract, pricing for all  products will be no greater than the prices quoted in the bidder’s response. If, however, during the contract period lower prices and rates become effective through reduction in Manufacturer’s or contractor’s list prices, promotional discounts, or other circumstances, purchasers must be given immediate benefit of such lower prices and rates.


k. Mercury content and preference (when applicable)



Contractor shall provide mercury-free products when available. Should mercury-free products not exist, contractors shall provide products with the lowest mercury content available in meeting performance requirements. 


Contractor shall disclose products that contain added mercury and provide an explanation that includes the amount or concentration of mercury, and justification as to why added mercury is necessary for the function or performance of the product. The contractor is to provide any existing technical data pertaining to the addition of mercury or a mercury compound intentionally added to the product.



Contractor shall maintain compliance with these requirements throughout the life of this contract. DES reserves the right to require receipt of proof of compliance with within 10 calendar days from the date of request, and to terminate this contract as a material breach for noncompliance.



3.12 Ordering requirements



Contractor must ensure that Authorized purchasers can place orders against this contract either in person, electronically, facsimile or by phone. Once an order is issued, the following shall apply:



· Upon receipt of a purchase order the contractor must send written confirmation to the purchaser. 



· If requested, the contractor must supply purchaser with manufacturer’s list pricing or other documentation needed to verify contract pricing compliance.



· Contractor must notify purchaser of any surcharges or other price adjustments if applicable and as contract allows.



3.13 Delivery requirements



a. Delivery:



Contractor must ensure that delivery of goods will be made as required in the contract terms, the Purchase Order, or as otherwise mutually agreed in writing between the purchaser and contractor. The following apply to all deliveries:



· The contractor must deliver the goods during purchaser’s normal work hours and within contract time frames or as otherwise mutually agreed in writing between the purchaser and contractor at the time of order placement. 


· The contractor must verify specific working hours of individual purchasers and instruct carrier(s) to deliver accordingly.



· The purchaser may refuse shipment when delivered after normal working hours.



· Failure to comply with agreed upon delivery times may subject contractor to liquidated damages and/or other damages. 



· The acceptance of late delivery does not constitute a waiver of the requirements for the timely performance of any obligation remaining to be performed by contractor.



· The contractor must make all deliveries to the applicable delivery location as indicated in the contract or Purchase Order. 



· The contractor is responsible for verifying delivery conditions/requirements with the purchaser prior to the delivery. 



· When applicable, the contractor must take all necessary actions to safeguard items during inclement weather. 


· All packing lists, packages, instruction manuals, correspondence, shipping notices, shipping containers, and other written materials associated with this contract shall be identified by the contract identifier and the applicable purchaser’s order number. Packing lists shall be enclosed with each shipment and clearly identify all contents and any backorders.



· The contractor must not initiate performance prior to receipt of written or verbal authorization from authorized purchasers. Expenses incurred otherwise will be borne solely by the contractor.



b. Receipt of goods:



Inspection and rejection: The purchaser's inspection of all materials, supplies and equipment upon delivery is for the purpose of forming a judgment as to whether such delivered items are what was ordered, were properly delivered, and are ready for Acceptance. If applicable, the state reserves the right to independently test, at contractor’s expense, any product of questionable freshness, quality, or origin delivered against this contract. Such inspection shall not be construed as final acceptance, or as acceptance of the materials, supplies or equipment, if the materials, supplies or equipment does not conform to contractual requirements. 


If there are any apparent defects in the materials, supplies, or equipment at the time of delivery, the purchaser will promptly notify the contractor. At the purchaser’s option and without limiting any other rights, the purchaser may require the contractor to: 



· Repair or replace, at contractor's expense, any or all of the damaged goods. 



· Refund the price of any or all of the damaged goods.



· Accept the return of any or all of the damaged goods.



Alternatively and at the purchaser’s option, any possible damage to the product may be noted on the receiving report and the cost deducted from final payment. 



Acceptance: Acceptance shall be as specified in the contract or Purchase Order. In the event that there is a formal Acceptance Testing period required in the solicitation document then acceptance is formalized in writing. If there is no Acceptance Testing period required, Acceptance occurs when the  products are delivered and inspected.



c. Shipping and risk of loss: 



Unless the contract specifies otherwise, contractor shall ship all Goods freight prepaid, FOB purchaser’s destination. The method of shipment shall be consistent with the nature of the Goods and hazards of transportation. Regardless of FOB point, contractor agrees to bear all risks of loss, damage, or destruction of the Goods ordered hereunder that occurs prior to Delivery Date or Acceptance, whichever is applicable, except loss or damage attributable to purchaser’s fault or negligence; and such loss, damage, or destruction shall not release contractor from any obligation hereunder. After Delivery Date or Acceptance, whichever is applicable, the risk of loss or damage shall be borne by purchaser, except loss or damage attributable to contractor’s fault or negligence.



d. Site security: 



While on purchaser’s premises, contractor, its agents, employees, or subcontractors shall conform in all respects with physical, fire, or other security regulations.



e. Installation:



When applicable, installation shall be performed in a professional manner in accordance with industry standard best practices. The premises shall be left in a neat, clean, and undamaged condition. The state reserves the right to require contractor to repair any damage caused during installation or provide full compensation as determined by the state. 


f. Title to product (if applicable):



Upon Delivery or Acceptance, whichever is applicable, contractor shall convey to purchaser good title to the Goods free and clear of all liens, pledges, mortgages, encumbrances, or other security interests.



g. Labeling: 



Individual shipping cartons shall be labeled with the name of the purchaser, order number, contract number, contractor, state stock numbers. Where applicable, date of manufacture, batch number, storage requirements, conditions, and recommended shelf life shall also be included. 


h. Hazardous materials: 



Consistent with WAC 296-839, all manufacturers and distributors of hazardous substances, including any of the items listed in this contract, must include a complete material safety data sheet (MSDS) for each hazardous material. Additionally, each container of hazardous materials must be appropriately labeled with:



· The identity of the hazardous material,



· Appropriate hazard warnings, and



· Name and address of the chemical manufacturer, importer, or other responsible party



The Department of Labor and Industries may levy appropriate fines for noncompliance and agencies may withhold payment-pending receipt of a legible copy of MSDS. It should be noted that OSHA Form 20 is not acceptable in lieu of this requirement unless it is modified to include appropriate information relative to “carcinogenic ingredients” and “routes of entry” of the product(s) in question.



3.14 Treatment of assets



Title to all property furnished by DES and/or purchaser shall remain with DES and/or purchaser, as applicable. Any property of DES and/or purchaser furnished to the contractor shall, unless otherwise provided herein or approved by DES and/or purchaser, be used only for the performance of this contract.



The contractor shall be responsible for damages as a result of any loss or damage to property of DES and/or purchaser which results from the negligence of the contractor or which results from the failure on the part of the contractor to maintain, administer and protect that property in a reasonable manner and to the extent practicable in all instances.



If any DES and/or purchaser property is lost, destroyed, or damaged, the contractor shall immediately notify DES and/or purchaser and shall take all reasonable steps to protect the property from further damage.



The contractor shall surrender to DES and/or purchaser all property of DES and/or purchaser prior to settlement upon completion, termination, or cancellation of this contract.



Title to all property furnished by the contractor, the cost for which the contractor is entitled to be reimbursed as a direct item of cost under this contract, shall pass to and vest in the purchaser upon delivery of such property by the contractor and Acceptance by the purchaser. Title to other property, the cost of which is reimbursable to the contractor under this contract, shall pass to and vest in the purchaser upon (i) issuance for use of such property in the performance of this contract, or (ii) commencement of use of such property in the performance of this contract, or (iii) reimbursement of the cost thereof by the purchaser in whole or in part, whichever first occurs.



All reference to the contractor under this clause shall also include contractor's employees, agents or subcontractors.



3.15 Standard of quality/Consistency over term of contract


If, in the sole judgment of DES or the purchaser, any product is determined not to be equal, the purchaser may take any or all of the following actions:



· The Product may be returned at contractor’s expense and the purchaser reimbursed for any payments.



· The contract may be terminated without any liability to the State of Washington or purchaser.



3.16 Payment



a. Advance payment prohibited:



No advance payment shall be made for the  products and Services furnished by contractor under this contract. 



Notwithstanding the above, maintenance payments, if any, may be made on a quarterly basis at the beginning of each quarter.



b. Payment:



Payment is the sole responsibility of, and will be made by, the purchaser. 



Under Chapter 39.76 RCW , if purchaser fails to make timely payment(s), contractor may invoice for 1 percent per month on the amount overdue or a minimum of $1. Payment will not be considered late if a check or warrant is mailed within the time specified. If no terms are specified otherwise in the solicitation, net 30 days will automatically apply. 


Payment(s) made in accordance with contract terms shall fully compensate the contractor for all risk, loss, damages or expense of whatever nature and acceptance of payment shall constitute a waiver of all claims submitted by contractor.



Payment for materials, supplies and/or equipment received and for services rendered shall be made by purchaser and be redeemable in U.S. dollars. Unless otherwise specified, the purchaser’s sole responsibility shall be to issue this payment. Any bank or transaction fees or similar costs associated with currency exchange procedures or the use of purchasing/credit cards shall be fully assumed by the contractor.



Note: when the state has been overcharged or otherwise reimbursed, the purchaser may elect to have either direct payments or written credit memos issued. If the contractor fails to make timely payment(s) or issuance of credit memos, the purchaser may impose a 1% per month on the amount overdue 30 days after notice to the contractor.



c. Invoicing and discounts



Contractor must provide a properly completed invoice to purchaser. All invoices are to be delivered to the address indicated in the purchase order. 



Each invoice must be identified by the associated contract number; the contractor’s statewide vendor registration number assigned by the Washington State Office of Financial Management (OFM), the applicable purchaser’s order number, and must be in U.S. dollars. Invoices must be prominently annotated by the contractor with all applicable prompt payment and/or volume discount(s) and shipping charges unless otherwise specified in the solicitation. 


Invoices for payment will accurately reflect all discounts due the purchaser. Invoices will not be processed for payment, nor will the period of prompt payment discount commence, until receipt of a properly completed invoice denominated in U.S. dollars and until all invoiced items are received and satisfactory performance of contractor has been accepted by the purchaser. If an adjustment in payment is necessary due to damage or dispute, any prompt payment discount period shall commence on the date final approval for payment is authorized.


3.17 Taxes, fees and licenses 


a. Taxes



Where required by statute or regulation, the contractor shall pay for and maintain in current status all taxes that are necessary for contract performance. Unless otherwise indicated, the purchaser agrees to pay State of Washington taxes on all applicable materials, supplies, services and/or equipment purchased. No charge by the contractor shall be made for federal excise taxes and the purchaser agrees to furnish contractor with an exemption certificate where appropriate.



b. Collection of retail sales and use taxes


In general, contractors engaged in retail sales activities within the State of Washington are required to collect and remit sales tax to Department of Revenue (DOR). In general, out-of-state contractors must collect and remit “use tax” to Department of Revenue if the activity carried on by the seller in the State of Washington is significantly associated with contractor’s ability to establish or maintain a market for its products in Washington. Examples of such activity include where the contractor either directly or by an agent or other representative:



· Maintains an in-state office, distribution house, sales house, warehouse, service enterprise, or any other in-state place of business;



· Maintains an in-state inventory or stock of goods for sale;



· Regularly solicits orders from purchasers located within the State of Washington via sales representatives entering the State of Washington;



· Sends other staff into the State of Washington (e.g. product safety engineers, etc.) to interact with purchasers in an attempt to establish or maintain market(s); or



· Other factors identified in WAC 458-20.



c. Department of Revenue registration for out-of-state contractors


Out-of-state contractors meeting any of the above criteria must register and establish an account with the Department of Revenue. Refer to WAC 458-20-193, and call the Department of Revenue at 800-647-7706 for additional information. When out-of-state contractors are not required to collect and remit “use tax,” purchasers located in the State of Washington are responsible for paying this tax, if applicable, directly to the Department of Revenue.



d. Fees/Licenses



After award of contract, and prior to commencing performance under the contract, the contractor shall pay for and maintain in a current status any licenses, fees, assessments, permit charges, etc., which are necessary for contract performance. It is the contractor's sole responsibility to maintain licenses and to monitor and determine any changes or the enactment of any subsequent regulations for said fees, assessments, or charges and to immediately comply with said changes or regulations during the entire term of this contract.



e. Customs/Brokerage Fees



Contractor shall take all necessary actions, including, but not limited to, paying all customs, duties, brokerage, and/or import fees, to ensure that materials, supplies, and/or equipment purchased under the contract are expedited through customs. Failure to do so may subject contractor to liquidated damages as identified herein and/or to other remedies available by law or contract. Neither DES nor the purchaser will incur additional costs related to contractor’s payment of such fees.



f. Taxes on invoice



Contractor shall calculate and enter the appropriate state and local sales tax on all invoices. Tax is to be computed on new items after deduction of any trade-in in accordance with WAC 458-20-247.



g. Ferry vessel exemption(if applicable)


Orders for tangible personal property which become a component part of ferry vessels of the State of Washington or local government units in the State of Washington are exempt from use tax under RCW 82.12.0279.



h. Minority and Women’s Business Enterprise (MWBE) participation


With each invoice for payment and within 30 days of purchaser's request, contractor shall provide purchaser an Affidavit of Amounts Paid. The Affidavit of Amounts Paid shall either state that contractor still maintains its MWBE certification, or state that its Subcontractor(s) still maintain(s) its/their MWBE certification(s) and specify the amounts paid to each certified MWBE subcontractor under this contract. contractor shall maintain records supporting the Affidavit of Amounts Paid in accordance with this contract’s Retention of Records section.


i. Overpayments to contractor


Contractor shall refund to purchaser the full amount of any erroneous payment or overpayment under this contract within 30 days’ written notice. If contractor fails to make timely refund, purchaser may charge contractor 1 percent per month on the amount due, until paid in full.



j. Contractor expenses (if applicable)


Purchaser shall reimburse contractor for travel and other expenses as identified in this contract, or as authorized in writing, in advance by purchaser in accordance with the then-current rules and regulations set forth in the Washington State Administrative and Accounting Manual (http://www.ofm.wa.gov/policy/default.asp). contractor shall provide a detailed itemization of expenses, including description, amounts and dates, and receipts for amounts of fifty dollars ($50) or more when requesting reimbursement.



The amount reimbursed to contractor is included in calculating the total amount spent under this contract.


k. Audits


The state reserves the right to audit, or have a designated third party audit, applicable records to ensure that the state has been properly invoiced. Any remedies and penalties allowed by law to recover monies determined owed will be enforced. Repetitive instances of incorrect invoicing may be considered complete cause for contract termination.



3.18 Quality assurance 



a. Right of inspection



Contractor shall provide right of access to its facilities to DES, or any of DES’s officers, or to any other authorized agent or official of the State of Washington or the federal government, at all reasonable times, in order to monitor and evaluate performance, compliance, and/or quality assurance under this contract.



b. Contractor commitments, warranties and representations


Any written commitment by contractor within the scope of this contract shall be binding upon contractor. Failure of contractor to fulfill such a commitment may constitute breach and shall render contractor liable for damages under the terms of this contract. For purposes of this section, a commitment by contractor includes: (i) Prices, discounts, and options committed to remain in force over a specified period of time; and (ii) any warranty or representation made by contractor in its bid or contained in any contractor or manufacturer publications, written materials, schedules, charts, diagrams, tables, descriptions, other written representations, and any other communication medium accompanying or referred to in its bid or used to effect the sale to purchaser.



c. Warranties



Contractor warrants that all materials, supplies, services and/or equipment provided under this contract shall be fit for the purpose(s) for which intended, for merchantability, and shall conform to the requirements and specifications herein. Acceptance of any materials, supplies, service and/or equipment, and inspection incidental thereto, by the purchaser shall not alter or affect the obligations of the contractor or the rights of the purchaser.



d. Date warranty



Contractor warrants that all  products provided under this contract: (i) do not have a life expectancy limited by date or time format; (ii) will correctly record, store, process, and present calendar dates; (iii) will lose no functionality, data integrity, or performance with respect to any date; and (iv) will be interoperable with other software used by purchaser that may deliver date records from the  products, or interact with date records of the  products (“Date Warranty”). In the event a Date Warranty problem is reported to contractor by purchaser and such problem remains unresolved after three calendar days, at purchaser’s discretion, contractor shall send, at contractor’s sole expense, at least one (1) qualified and knowledgeable representative to purchaser’s premises. This representative will continue to address and work to remedy the failure, malfunction, defect, or nonconformity on purchaser’s premises. This Date Warranty shall last perpetually. In the event of a breach of any of these representations and warranties, contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless purchaser from and against any and all harm, injury, damages, costs, and expenses incurred by purchaser arising out of said breach.


e. Cost of remedy



Cost of remedying defects: All defects, indirect and consequential costs of correcting, removing or replacing any or all of the defective materials or equipment will be charged against the contractor.



3.19 Information and communications


a. Advertising



Contractor shall not publish or use any information concerning this contract in any format or media for advertising or publicity without prior written consent from DES.



b. Retention of records



The contractor shall maintain all books, records, documents, data and other evidence relating to this contract and the provision of materials, supplies, services and/or equipment described herein, including, but not limited to, accounting procedures and practices which sufficiently and properly reflect all direct and indirect costs of any nature expended in the performance of this contract. contractor shall retain such records for a period of six (6) years following the date of final payment. At no additional cost, these records, including materials generated under the contract, shall be subject at all reasonable times to inspection, review, or audit by DES, personnel duly authorized by DES, the Washington State Auditor’s Office, and federal and state officials so authorized by law, regulation or agreement.



If any litigation, claim or audit is started before the expiration of the six (6) year period, the records shall be retained until final resolution of all litigation, claims, or audit findings involving the records.



c. Proprietary or confidential information


To the extent consistent with Chapter 42.56 RCW, the Public Disclosure Act, DES shall maintain the confidentiality of contractor’s information marked confidential or proprietary. If a request is made to view contractor’s proprietary information, DES will notify contractor of the request and of the date that the records will be released to the requester unless contractor obtains a court order enjoining that disclosure. If contractor fails to obtain the court order enjoining disclosure, DES will release the requested information on the date specified.



The state’s sole responsibility shall be limited to maintaining the above data in a secure area and to notify contractor of any request(s) for disclosure for so long as DES retains contractor’s information in DES records. Failure to so label such materials or failure to timely respond after notice of request for public disclosure has been given shall be deemed a waiver by contractor of any claim that such materials are exempt from disclosure.


d. Non-endorsement and publicity



Neither DES nor the purchasers are endorsing the contractor’s  products or Services, nor suggesting that they are the best or only solution to their needs. contractor agrees to make no reference to DES, any purchaser or the State of Washington in any literature, promotional material, brochures, sales presentation or the like, regardless of method of distribution, without the prior review and express written consent of DES.


e. Ownership/rights in data



Purchaser and contractor agree that all data and work products (collectively called “work product”) produced pursuant to this contract shall be considered work made for hire under the U.S. Copyright Act, 17 U.S.C. §101 et seq, and shall be owned by purchaser. Contractor is hereby commissioned to create the work product. Work product includes, but is not limited to, discoveries, formulas, ideas, improvements, inventions, methods, models, processes, techniques, findings, conclusions, recommendations, reports, designs, plans, diagrams, drawings, software, databases, documents, pamphlets, advertisements, books, magazines, surveys, studies, computer programs, films, tapes, and/or sound reproductions, to the extent provided by law. Ownership includes the right to copyright, patent, register and the ability to transfer these rights and all information used to formulate such work product.



If for any reason the work product would not be considered a work made for hire under applicable law, contractor assigns and transfers to purchaser the entire right, title and interest in and to all rights in the work product and any registrations and copyright applications relating thereto and any renewals and extensions thereof.



Contractor shall execute all documents and perform such other proper acts as purchaser may deem necessary to secure for purchaser the rights pursuant to this section.



Contractor shall not use or in any manner disseminate any work product to any third party, or represent in any way contractor ownership in any work product, without the prior written permission of purchaser. Contractor shall take all reasonable steps necessary to ensure that its agents, employees, or subcontractors shall not copy or disclose, transmit or perform any Work Product or any portion thereof, in any form, to any third party.



Material that is delivered under this contract, but that does not originate there from (“preexisting material”), shall be transferred to purchaser with a nonexclusive, royalty-free, irrevocable license to publish, translate, reproduce, deliver, perform, display, and dispose of such preexisting material, and to authorize others to do so except that such license shall be limited to the extent to which contractor has a right to grant such a license. contractor shall exert all reasonable effort to advise purchaser at the time of delivery of preexisting material furnished under this contract, of all known or potential infringements of publicity, privacy or of intellectual property contained therein and of any portion of such document which was not produced in the performance of this contract. contractor agrees to obtain, at its own expense, express written consent of the copyright holder for the inclusion of preexisting material. Purchaser shall receive prompt written notice of each notice or claim of copyright infringement or infringement of other intellectual property right worldwide received by contractor with respect to any preexisting material delivered under this contract. purchaser shall have the right to modify or remove any restrictive markings placed upon the preexisting material by contractor.


f. Protection of confidential and personal information


Contractor acknowledges that some of the material and information that may come into its possession or knowledge in connection with this contract or its performance may consist of information that is exempt from disclosure to the public or other unauthorized persons under either Chapter 42.56 RCW or other state or federal statutes (“confidential information”). Confidential information includes, but is not limited to, names, addresses, Social Security numbers, e-mail addresses, telephone numbers, financial profiles, credit card information, driver’s license numbers, medical data, law enforcement records, agency source code or object code, agency security data, etc or information identifiable to an individual that relates to any of these types of information. contractor agrees to hold confidential information in strictest confidence and not to make use of confidential information for any purpose other than the performance of this contract, to release it only to authorized employees or subcontractors requiring such information for the purposes of carrying out this contract, and not to release, divulge, publish, transfer, sell, disclose, or otherwise make the information known to any other party without purchaser’s express written consent or as provided by law. Contractor agrees to release such information or material only to employees or subcontractors who have signed a non-disclosure agreement, the terms of which have been previously approved by purchaser. contractor agrees to implement physical, electronic, and managerial safeguards to prevent unauthorized access to Confidential Information. 



“Personal information” including, but not limited to, “protected health information” (PHI) under the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA), individuals’ names, addresses, phone numbers, birth dates, and social security numbers collected, used, or acquired in connection with this contract shall be protected against unauthorized use, disclosure, modification or loss. 


HIPAA establishes national minimum standards for the use and disclosure of certain health information. The contractor must comply with all HIPAA requirements and rules when determined applicable by the purchaser. If purchaser determines that (1) purchaser is a “covered entity” under HIPAA, and that (2) contractor will perform “business associate” services and activities covered under HIPAA, then at purchaser’s request, contractor agrees to execute purchaser’s business associate contract in compliance with HIPAA.



Contractor shall ensure its directors, officers, employees, subcontractors or agents use personal information solely for the purposes of accomplishing the services set forth herein. Contractor and its subcontractors agree not to release, divulge, publish, transfer, sell or otherwise make known to unauthorized persons personal information without the express written consent of the agency or as otherwise required by law.



Any breach of this provision may result in termination of the contract and demand for return of all personal information. The contractor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the State of Washington and the purchaser for any damages related to both: (1) the contractor’s unauthorized use of personal information and (2) the unauthorized use of personal information by unauthorized persons as a result of contractor’s failure to sufficiently protect against unauthorized use, disclosure, modification, or loss.



Contractor shall maintain a log documenting the following: the confidential information received in the performance of this contract; the purpose(s) for which the confidential information was received; who received, maintained and used the confidential information; and the final disposition of the confidential information. Contractor’s records shall be subject to inspection, review or audit in accordance with records-retention law.



Purchaser reserves the right to monitor, audit, or investigate the use of confidential information collected, used, or acquired by contractor through this contract. The monitoring, auditing, or investigating may include, but is not limited to, salting databases.



Violation of this section by contractor or its subcontractors may result in termination of this contract and demand for return of all confidential information, monetary damages, or penalties.



Immediately upon expiration or termination of this contract, contractor shall, at purchaser’s option: (i) certify to purchaser that contractor has destroyed all confidential information; or (ii) return all confidential information to purchaser; or (iii) take whatever other steps purchaser requires of contractor to protect purchaser’s confidential information.


3.20 General Provisions


a. Governing law and venue



This contract shall be construed and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of Washington, and the venue of any action brought hereunder shall be in the Superior Court for Thurston County.



b. Severability



Severability: If any provision of this contract or any provision of any document incorporated by reference shall be held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the other provisions of this contract that can be given effect without the invalid provision, and to this end the provisions of this contract are declared to be severable.



c. Survivorship



All transactions executed for  products and Services provided pursuant to the authority of this contract shall be bound by all of the terms, conditions, Prices and Price discounts set forth herein, notwithstanding the expiration of the initial term of this contract or any extension thereof. Further, the terms, conditions and warranties contained in this contract that by their sense and context are intended to survive the completion of the performance, cancellation or termination of this contract shall so survive. In addition, the terms of the sections titled Overpayments to contractor; Ownership/Rights in Data; contractor’s Commitments, Warranties and Representations; Protection of purchaser’s Confidential Information; Section Headings, Publicity; Retention of Records; Patent and Copyright Indemnification; contractor’s Proprietary Information; Disputes; and Limitation of Liability shall survive the termination of this contract.



d. Independent status of contractor



In the performance of this contract, the parties will be acting in their individual, corporate or governmental capacities and not as agents, employees, partners, joint ventures, or associates of one another. The parties intend that an independent contractor relationship will be created by this contract. The employees or agents of one party shall not be deemed or construed to be the employees or agents of the other party for any purpose whatsoever. contractor shall not make any claim of right, privilege or benefit which would accrue to an employee under Chapter 41.06 RCW, or Title 51 RCW.


e. Gifts and gratuities



Contractor shall comply with all state laws regarding gifts and gratuities, including but not limited to: RCW 39.26 , RCW 42.52.150, RCW 42.52.160, and RCW 42.52.170 under which it is unlawful for any person to directly or indirectly offer, give or accept gifts, gratuities, loans, trips, favors, special discounts, services, or anything of economic value in conjunction with state business or contract activities. 


Under RCW 39.26 and the Ethics in Public Service Law, Chapter 42.52 RCW, state officers and employees are prohibited from receiving, accepting, taking or seeking gifts (except as permitted by RCW 42.52.150) if the officer or employee participates in contractual matters relating to the purchase of goods or services.


f. Immunity and hold harmless


To the fullest extent permitted by law, contractor shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless state, agencies of state and all officials, agents and employees of state (the “Indemnified Parties”), from and against all claims for bodily injury, death or damage to property. Contractor's obligation to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless includes any claim by contractor’s agents, employees, representatives, or any subcontractor or its employees.



Contractor expressly agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Indemnified Parties for any claim arising out of or incident to contractor's or any subcontractor's performance or failure to perform the contract. Contractor shall be required to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Indemnified Parties only to the extent claim is caused in whole or in part by negligent, reckless or willful acts or omissions of contractor, its agents, employees, representatives, or any subcontractor or its employees.



Contractor waives its immunity under Title 51 to the extent it is required to indemnify, defend and hold harmless state and its agencies, officials, agents or employees.



g. Personal liability



It is agreed by and between the parties hereto that in no event shall any official, officer, employee or agent of the State of Washington when executing their official duties in good faith, be in any way personally liable or responsible for any agreement herein contained whether expressed or implied, nor for any statement or representation made herein or in any connection with this agreement.



3.21 Insurance 



The following are general insurance provisions for the State of Washington. Additional requirements specific to a good/service may be detailed elsewhere in a solicitation or its appendices.



a. General requirements



Contractor shall, at its own expense, obtain and keep in force insurance as follows until completion of the contract. Upon request, contractor shall furnish evidence in the form of a certificate of insurance satisfactory to the State of Washington that insurance, in the following kinds and minimum amounts, has been secured. Failure to provide proof of insurance, as required, will result in contract cancellation.



Contractor shall include all subcontractors as insureds under all required insurance policies, or shall furnish separate Certificates of Insurance and endorsements for each subcontractor. Subcontractor(s) must comply fully with all insurance requirements stated herein. Failure of subcontractor(s) to comply with insurance requirements does not limit contractor’s liability or responsibility.



All insurance provided in compliance with this contract shall be primary as to any other insurance or self-insurance programs afforded to or maintained by the state.


b. Specific requirements



Employer’s Liability (Stop Gap): The contractor will at all times comply with all applicable workers’ compensation, occupational disease, and occupational health and safety laws, statutes, and regulations to the full extent applicable and will maintain Employers Liability insurance with a limit of no less than $1,000,000.00. The State of Washington will not be held responsible in any way for claims filed by the contractor or their employees for services performed under the terms of this contract.



Commercial General Liability Insurance: The contractor shall at all times during the term of this contract, carry and maintain commercial general liability insurance and if necessary, commercial umbrella insurance for bodily injury and property damage arising out of services provided under this contract. This insurance shall cover such claims as may be caused by any act, omission, or negligence of the contractor or its officers, agents, representatives, assigns, or servants.



The insurance shall also cover bodily injury, including disease, illness and death, and property damage arising out of the contractor’s premises/operations, independent contractors, products/completed operations, personal injury and advertising injury, and contractual liability (including the tort liability of another assumed in a business contract), and contain separation of insured’s (cross liability) conditions.



Contractor waives all rights against the State of Washington for the recovery of damages to the extent they are covered by general liability or umbrella insurance.



The limits of liability insurance shall not be less than as follows:

c. Business Auto Policy (BAP)


In the event that services delivered pursuant to this contract involve the use of vehicles, or the transportation of clients, automobile liability insurance shall be required. The coverage provided shall protect against claims for bodily injury, including illness, disease, and death; and property damage caused by an occurrence arising out of or in consequence of the performance of this service by the contractor, subcontractor, or anyone employed by either.



Contractor shall maintain business auto liability and, if necessary, commercial umbrella liability insurance with a combined single limit not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence. The business auto liability shall include Hired and Non-Owned coverage.



Contractor waives all rights against the State of Washington for the recovery of damages to the extent they are covered by business auto liability or commercial umbrella liability insurance.



d. Additional insurance provisions


All above insurance policies shall include, but not be limited to, the following provisions:



Additional insured:



The State of Washington and all authorized purchasers shall be named as an additional insured on all general liability, umbrella, excess, and property insurance policies. All policies shall be primary over any other valid and collectable insurance.



Notice of policy cancellation/Non-renewal:



For insurers subject to Chapter 48.18 RCW (admitted and regulated by the Washington State Insurance Commissioner) a written notice shall be given to the director of purchasing or designee 45 calendar days prior to cancellation or any material change to the policy as it relates to this contract. Written notice shall include the affected contract reference number.


e. Surplus lines



For insurers subject to Chapter 48.15 RCW (Surplus Lines) a written notice shall be given to the director of purchasing or designee 20 calendar days prior to cancellation or any material change to the policy(ies) as it relates to this contract. Written notice shall include the affected contract reference number.



Cancellation for non-payment of premium:



If cancellation on any policy is due to non-payment of premium, a written notice shall be given the director of purchasing or designee 10 calendar days prior to cancellation. Written notice shall include the affected contract reference number.



Identification:



Policies and certificates of insurance shall include the affected contract reference number.


f. Insurance carrier rating



The insurance required above shall be issued by an insurance company authorized to do business within the State of Washington. Insurance is to be placed with a carrier that has a rating of A- Class VII or better in the most recently published edition of Best’s Reports. Any exception must be reviewed and approved by the Risk Manager for the State of Washington, by submitting a copy of the contract and evidence of insurance before contract commencement. If an insurer is not admitted, all insurance policies and procedures for issuing the insurance policies must comply with Chapter 48.15 RCW and Chapter 284-15 WAC .



g. Excess coverage



The limits of all insurance required to be provided by the contractor shall be no less than the minimum amounts specified. However, coverage in the amounts of these minimum limits shall not be construed to relieve the contractor from liability in excess of such limits.


h. Limit adjustments



The state reserves the right to increase or decrease limits as appropriate.



3.22 Industrial Insurance Coverage 



The contractor shall comply with the provisions of Title 51 RCW Industrial Insurance. If the contractor fails to provide industrial insurance coverage or fails to pay premiums or penalties on behalf of its employees as may be required by law, DES may terminate this contract. This provision does not waive any of the Washington State Department of Labor and Industries (L&I) rights to collect from the contractor.



3.23 Nondiscrimination 



During the performance of this contract, the contractor shall comply with all applicable federal and state nondiscrimination laws, regulations and policies, including, but not limited to, Title VII of the Civil Rights Act, 42 U.S.C. section 12101 et. seq.; the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA); and, Chapter 49.60 RCW, Discrimination – Human Rights Commission.



3.24 OSHA and WISHA requirements 



Contractor agrees to comply with conditions of the federal Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) and, if manufactured or stored in the State of Washington, the Washington Industrial Safety and Health Act (WISHA) and the standards and regulations issued thereunder, and certifies that all items furnished and purchased will conform to and comply with said laws, standards and regulations. Contractor further agrees to indemnify and hold harmless DES and purchaser from all damages assessed against purchaser as a result of contractor’s failure to comply with those laws, standards and regulations, and for the failure of the items furnished under the contract to so comply.



3.25 Antitrust 



The state maintains that, in actual practice, overcharges resulting from antitrust violations are borne by the purchaser. Therefore, the contractor hereby assigns to the State of Washington any and all of the contractor’s claims for such price fixing or overcharges which arise under federal or state antitrust laws, relating to the materials, supplies, services and/or equipment purchased under this contract.



3.26 Waiver 



Failure or delay of DES or purchaser to insist upon the strict performance of any term or condition of the contract or to exercise any right or remedy provided in the contract or by law; or DES’s or purchaser’s acceptance of or payment for materials, supplies, services and/or equipment, shall not release the contractor from any responsibilities or obligations imposed by this contract or by law, and shall not be deemed a waiver of any right of DES or purchaser to insist upon the strict performance of the entire agreement by the contractor. In the event of any claim for breach of contract against the contractor, no provision of this contract shall be construed, expressly or by implication, as a waiver by DES or purchaser of any existing or future right and/or remedy available by law.


3.27 Disputes and remedies


a. Problem resolution and disputes


Problems arising out of the performance of this contract shall be resolved in a timely manner at the lowest possible level with authority to resolve such problem. If a problem persists and cannot be resolved, it may be escalated within each organization. 



In the event a bona fide dispute concerning a question of fact arises between DES or the purchaser and contractor and it cannot be resolved between the parties through the normal problem escalation processes, either party may initiate the dispute resolution procedure provided herein.. The dispute shall be handled by a Dispute Resolution Panel in the following manner. Each party to this contract shall appoint one member to the Panel. These two appointed members shall jointly appoint an additional member. The Dispute Resolution Panel shall review the facts, contract terms and applicable statutes and rules and make a determination of the dispute as quickly as reasonably possible. The determination of the Dispute Resolution Panel shall be final and binding on the parties hereto. DES and/or purchaser and contractor agree that, the existence of a dispute notwithstanding, they will continue without delay to carry out all their respective responsibilities under this contract that are not affected by the dispute.



In the event a bona fide dispute concerning a question of fact arises between DES or the purchaser and contractor and it cannot be resolved between the parties through the normal escalation processes, either party may initiate the dispute resolution procedure provided herein.



The initiating party shall reduce its description of the dispute to writing and deliver it to the responding party. The responding party shall respond in writing within three business days. The initiating party shall have three business days to review the bid. If after this review a resolution cannot be reached, both parties shall have three business days to negotiate in good faith to resolve the dispute.



If the dispute cannot be resolved after three business days, a Dispute Resolution Panel may be requested in writing by either party who shall also identify the first panel member. Within three business days of receiving the request, the other party will designate a panel member. Those two panel members will appoint a third individual to the Dispute Resolution Panel within the next three business days.



The Dispute Resolution Panel will review the written descriptions of the dispute, gather additional information as needed, and render a decision on the dispute in the shortest practical time.



Each party shall bear the cost for its panel member and share equally the cost of the third panel member.



Both parties agree to be bound by the determination of the Dispute Resolution Panel. 



Both parties agree to exercise good faith in dispute resolution and to settle disputes prior to using a Dispute Resolution Panel whenever possible.



DES, the purchaser and contractor agree that, the existence of a dispute notwithstanding, they will continue without delay to carry out all their respective responsibilities under this contract that are not affected by the dispute.



If the subject of the dispute is the amount due and payable by purchaser for materials, supplies, services and/or equipment being provided by contractor, contractor shall continue providing materials, supplies, services and/or equipment pending resolution of the dispute provided purchaser pays contractor the amount purchaser, in good faith, believes is due and payable, and places in escrow the difference between such amount and the amount contractor, in good faith, believes is due and payable.


b. Administrative suspension



When it in the best interest of the state, DES may at any time, and without cause, suspend the contract or any portion thereof for a period of not more than 30 calendar days per event by written notice from DES to the contractor’s Representative. contractor shall resume performance on the next business day following the 30th day of suspension unless an earlier resumption date is specified in the notice of suspension. If no resumption date was specified in the notice of suspension, the contractor can be demanded and required to resume performance within the  30-day suspension period by DES providing the contractor’s Representative with written notice of such demand.



c. Force majeure



The term “force majeure” means an occurrence that is beyond the control of the party affected and could not have been avoided by exercising reasonable diligence. Force majeure shall include acts of war, riots, strikes, fire, floods, windstorms, epidemics or other similar occurrences.



Exceptions: Except for payment of sums due, neither party shall be liable to the other or deemed in breach under this contract if, and to the extent that, such party's performance of this contract is prevented by reason of force majeure.



Notification: If either party is delayed by force majeure, said party shall provide written notification within 48 hours. The notification shall provide evidence of the force majeure to the satisfaction of the other party. Such delay shall cease as soon as practicable and written notification of same shall likewise be provided. So far as consistent with the Rights Reserved below, the time of completion shall be extended by contract amendment for a period of time equal to the time that the results or effects of such delay prevented the delayed party from performing in accordance with this contract.



Rights reserved: DES reserves the right to authorize an amendment to this contract, terminate the contract, and/or purchase materials, supplies, equipment and/or services from the best available source during the time of force majeure, and contractor shall have no recourse against the state.



d. Alternative dispute resolution fees and costs


In the event that the parties engage in arbitration, mediation or any other alternative dispute resolution forum to resolve a dispute in lieu of litigation, both parties shall share equally in the cost of the alternative dispute resolution method, including cost of mediator or arbitrator. In addition, each party shall be responsible for its own attorneys’ fees incurred as a result of the alternative dispute resolution method.


e. Non-exclusive remedies


The remedies provided for in this contract shall not be exclusive but are in addition to all other remedies available under law.


3.28 Liquidated damages 



a. Liquidated damages - General



DES and or the purchasers and the contractor agree that the liquidated damages provisions in the contract are a reasonable forecast of the actual damages that would be suffered by the purchaser in the event of contractor’s nonperformance, that such liquidated damages are not a penalty but represent the reasonable compensation due purchaser in the event of a breach, and that such liquidated damages will be assessed as set forth herein.



Any delay by contractor in meeting the Delivery Date, Installation Date, maintenance or repair date, or other applicable date set forth in this contract will interfere with the proper implementation of purchaser’s programs and will result in loss and damage to purchaser.



As it would be impracticable to fix the actual damage sustained in the event of any such failure(s) to perform, purchaser and contractor agree that in the event of any such failure(s) to perform, the amount of damage which will be sustained will be the amount set forth in the following subsections and the parties agree that contractor shall pay such amounts as liquidated damages and not as a penalty.



Liquidated damages provided under the terms of this contract are subject to the same limitations as provided in the section titled Limitation of Liability.



b. Limitation of liability



The parties agree that neither contractor, DES nor purchaser shall be liable to each other, regardless of the form of action, for consequential, incidental, indirect, or special damages except a claim related to bodily injury or death, or a claim or demand based on patent, copyright, or other intellectual property right infringement, in which case liability shall be as set forth elsewhere in this contract. This section does not modify any sections regarding liquidated damages or any other conditions as are elsewhere agreed to herein between the parties. The damages specified in the sections titled Termination for Default and Retention of Records are not consequential, incidental, indirect, or special damages as that term is used in this section.



The contractor, DES and purchaser are not liable for damages arising from causes beyond their reasonable control and without their fault or negligence. Such causes may include, but are not restricted to, acts of the public enemy, acts of a governmental body other than DES or the purchaser acting in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, war, explosions, fires, floods, earthquakes, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, freight embargoes, and unusually severe weather; but in every case the delays must be beyond the reasonable control and without fault or negligence of the contractor, DES or the purchaser, or their respective subcontractors.



If delays are caused by a subcontractor without its fault or negligence, contractor shall not be liable for damages for such delays, unless the services to be performed were obtainable on comparable terms from other sources in sufficient time to permit contractor to meet its required performance schedule.



Neither party shall be liable for personal injury to the other party or damage to the other party’s property except personal injury or damage to property proximately caused by such party’s respective fault or negligence.


c. Federal funding (if applicable)


In the event that a federally funded acquisition results from this procurement, the contractor may be required to provide additional information (free of charge) at the request of DES or purchaser. Further, the contractor may be subject to those federal requirements specific to the commodity.


d. Federal restrictions on lobbying (if applicable)


Contractor certifies that under the requirements of Lobbying Disclosure Act, 2 U.S.C., Section 1601 et seq., no federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid, by or on behalf of the contractor, to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a member of Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a member of Congress in connection with the awarding of any federal contract, the making of any federal grant, the making of any federal loan, the entering into of any cooperative agreement, and the extension, continuation, renewal, amendment, or modification of any federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement. 



e. Federal debarment and suspension (if applicable)


The contractor certifies, that neither it nor its “principals” (as defined in 49 CFR. 29.105 (p) is presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participation in this transaction by any federal department or agency.



3.29 Contract termination


a. Material breach



A contractor may be terminated for cause by DES, at the sole discretion of DES, for failing to perform a contractual requirement or for a material breach of any term or condition. Material breach of a term or condition of the contract may include but is not limited to:



· Contractor failure to perform services or deliver materials, supplies, or equipment by the date required or by an alternate date as mutually agreed in a written amendment to the contract; 



· Contractor failure to carry out any warranty or fails to perform or comply with any mandatory provision of the contract; 



· Contractor becomes insolvent or in an unsound financial condition so as to endanger performance hereunder; 



· Contractor becomes the subject of any proceeding under any law relating to bankruptcy, insolvency or reorganization, or relief from creditors and/or debtors that endangers the contractor’s proper performance hereunder; 



· Appointment of any receiver, trustee, or similar official for contractor or any of the contractor’s property and such appointment endangers the contractor’s proper performance hereunder; 



· A determination that the contractor is in violation of federal, state, or local laws or regulations and that such determination renders the contractor unable to perform any aspect of the contract.


b. Opportunity to cure



In the event that contractor fails to perform a contractual requirement or materially breaches any term or condition, DES may issue a written cure notice. The contractor may have a period of time in which to cure. DES is not required to allow the contractor to cure defects if the opportunity for cure is not feasible as determined solely within the discretion of DES. Time allowed for cure shall not diminish or eliminate contractor's liability for liquidated or other damages, or otherwise affect any other remedies available against contractor under the contract or by law.



If the breach remains after contractor has been provided the opportunity to cure, DES may do any one or more of the following:



· Exercise any remedy provided by law;



· Terminate this contract and any related contracts or portions thereof;



· Procure replacements and impose damages as set forth elsewhere in this contract;



· Impose actual or liquidated damages;



· Suspend or bar contractor from receiving future solicitations or other opportunities;



· Require contractor to reimburse the state for any loss or additional expense incurred as a result of default or failure to satisfactorily perform the terms of the contract.



c. Termination for cause



In the event DES, in its sole discretion, determines that the contractor has failed to comply with the conditions of this contract in a timely manner or is in material breach, DES has the right to suspend or terminate this contract, in part or in whole. DES shall notify the contractor in writing of the need to take corrective action. If corrective action is not taken within 30 calendar days or as otherwise specified by DES, or if such corrective action is deemed by DES to be insufficient, the contract may be terminated. DES reserves the right to suspend all or part of the contract, withhold further payments, or prohibit the contractor from incurring additional obligations of funds during investigation of the alleged breach and pending corrective action by the contractor or a decision by DES to terminate the contract. 



In the event of termination, DES shall have the right to procure for all purchasers any replacement materials, supplies, services and/or equipment that are the subject of this contract on the open market. In addition, the contractor shall be liable for damages as authorized by law including, but not limited to, any price difference between the original contract and the replacement or cover contract and all administrative costs directly related to the replacement contract, e.g., cost of the competitive bidding, mailing, advertising and staff time.



If it is determined that: (1) the contractor was not in material breach; or (2) failure to perform was outside of contractor's or its subcontractor’s control, fault or negligence, the termination shall be deemed to be a "termination for convenience." The rights and remedies of DES and/or the purchaser provided in this contract are not exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law. 



d. Termination for convenience



Except as otherwise provided in this contract, DES, at the sole discretion of DES, may terminate this contract, in whole or in part by giving 30 calendar days or other appropriate time period written notice beginning on the second day after mailing to the contractor. If this contract is so terminated, purchasers shall be liable only for payment required under this contract for properly authorized services rendered, or materials, supplies and/or equipment delivered to and accepted by the purchaser prior to the effective date of contract termination. Neither DES nor the purchaser shall have any other obligation whatsoever to the contractor for such termination. This Termination for Convenience clause may be invoked by DES when it is in the best interest of the State of Washington.


e. Termination for withdrawal of authority


In the event that DES and/or purchaser’s authority to perform any of its duties is withdrawn, reduced, or limited in any way after the commencement of this contract and prior to normal completion, DES may terminate this contract, in whole or in part, by seven calendar days written notice, or other appropriate time period, to contractor. 



f. Termination for non-allocation of funds


If funds are not allocated to purchaser(s) to continue this contract in any future period, DES may terminate this contract with seven calendar days written notice, or other appropriate time period, to contractor, or work with contractor to arrive at a mutually acceptable resolution of the situation. Purchaser will not be obligated to pay any further charges for materials, supplies, services and/or equipment including the net remainder of agreed-to consecutive periodic payments remaining unpaid beyond the end of the then-current period. DES and/or purchaser agree to notify contractor in writing of such non-allocation at the earliest possible time. 



No penalty shall accrue to the purchaser in the event this section shall be exercised. This section shall not be construed to permit DES to terminate this contract in order to acquire similar materials, supplies, services and/or equipment from a third party.



g. Termination for conflict of interest


DES may terminate this contract by written notice to contractor if it is determined, after due notice and examination, that any party to this contract has violated Chapter 42.52 RCW , Ethics in Public Service, or any other laws regarding ethics in public acquisitions and procurement and performance of contracts. In the event this contract is so terminated, DES and/or purchaser shall be entitled to pursue the same remedies against contractor as it could pursue in the event that the contractor breaches this contract.



h. Termination by mutual agreement


DES and the contractor may terminate this contract in whole or in part, at any time, by mutual agreement.



i. Termination procedure



In addition to the procedures set forth below, if DES terminates this contract, contractor shall follow any procedures DES specifies in the termination notice.



Upon termination of this contract and in addition to any other rights provided in this contract, DES may require the contractor to deliver to the purchaser any property specifically produced or acquired for the performance of such part of this contract as has been terminated. The provisions of the "Treatment of Assets" clause shall apply in such property transfer.



The purchaser shall pay to the contractor the agreed upon price, if separately stated, for completed work and service(s) Accepted by the purchaser, and the amount agreed upon by the contractor and the purchaser for (i) completed materials, supplies, services rendered and/or equipment for which no separate price is stated, (ii) partially completed materials, supplies, services rendered and/or equipment, (iii) other materials, supplies, services rendered and/or equipment which are Accepted by the purchaser, and (iv) the protection and preservation of property, unless the termination is for cause, in which case DES and the purchaser shall determine the extent of the liability of the purchaser. Failure to agree with such determination shall be a dispute within the meaning of the "Disputes" clause of this contract.
