4.5 Term

The initial term will be for two years with the option to renew for additional years or terms up to a total of six years. Renewals or extensions will be exercised at the sole discretion of DES. A renewal or extension is effective upon DES’s written notification to the Contractor. DES may renew or extend with some or all Contractors.

In other words, the “final term” is the maximum date that this contract can be extended to. DES is opting not to extend the current contract, but instead re-bid it.

RFQQ Section 1.2 defines rapid selection as a "[p]rocess where Customer reviews options and selects first ranked (lowest price) service provider(s) that meet(s) the need.  Rankings are based on pricing.  Should first ranked provider not be available or be able to meet Customer’s needs, Customer documents for their file why the need can’t be met and selects the second ranked (second lowest price) provider, repeating process if necessary." Will state purchasers be authorized to pick from among any pre-qualified contractors to directly negotiate a contract, or must they select the lowest-priced provider that meets the need?

	Per section 2.1 of the RFQQ if the customer believes the cost for the specific work is $10,000 or less the Customer may select from a pre-qualified pool. Rapid selection is part of the second tier process but there is no secondary competition. Under the Rapid Selection the Customer is authorized to pick from any pre-qualified contractor established in the first tier and directly negotiate a contract.

1. To clarify the “Not to Exceed” (NTE) Hourly Rate requirement as follows:

As noted in several areas within the solicitation document, and as emphasized in subsequent Amendments, the NTE is to be all inclusive of all costs associated with providing mediation services. This would include any preparation time, overhead, insurance, staffing, administrative functions, reports, travel, etc.

Note:  Please understand that this original solicitation is only the first of a two tiered (step) process. Its primary goal is to qualify companies to provide mediation services. In order to meet the requirements of a “competitive solicitation” for a Master Contract, financial information must also be provided (ie: the NTE rate).

 For subsequent (second tier) solicitations (please refer to Section One, Clause 2.5.4 “Second Tier Contracts”), you will be able to bid lower than your original NTE rate based upon the deliverables specified by the purchaser. (If permitted by the purchaser, you may also be allowed reimbursement for travel related expenses.) The second tier solicitation document posted to WEBS by the purchaser will be very explicit, therefore more reasonable for you to offer a revised NTE rate and/or total project cost.
