5. Revise section 1.4 Estimated Usage of the Model Contract as follows:

Based on projected usage, it is estimated that purchases over the initial term of the Contract may approximate $600,000. This estimate is provided solely for the purpose of assisting Bidders in preparing their Response.  Services will be requested on an as needed basis.
