Segment B – Planned Procurements (Cat 1=Low Risk & Cat 2=High Risk)

Segment B was awarded utilizing a Two-Tier Contracting Process. Tier I established two (2) Prequalified Bidder Pools. Each bidder received a Qualification score (points from technical/management questions and references). Whenever a Customer submits a Work Request form to DES, Tier II of the bid process is initiated at which time DES will solicit quotes/bids for the work request under the Prequalified Bidder Pools. The Bidder’s original Qualification score will be combined with the Bidder’s Quotation/Bid score to determine the Award of each Work Request and subsequent Work Contract. Segment B – Tier II Process
1. OVERVIEW OF THE TIER II PROCESS

DES will be utilizing a Two-Tier Contracting Process.  The Tier I process will establish two (2) Tier I Prequalified Bidder Pools in the original Solicitation whereby the Bidder agreed to conform to the terms and conditions of the Primary Contract and DES determined that the Bidder has the qualifications and capacity to fulfill Contract obligations.  When a Customer notifies DES of its intention to Contract for vessel removal, the Tier II bid process is initiated at which time the DES will solicit pricing.  Afterwards, the Bidder’s price score will be combined with the Bidder’s Tier I Non-Cost score to determine an Apparent Successful Bidder and a Contract will be formed. 
2. THE ROLE OF DES

Besides the role of qualifying Tier I Bidders, DES will also manage Tier II bid process thru Award.  Afterwards, the Work Contract will be turned over to the Customer for on-going management.  A Work Request form was specifically designed to streamline the process of forming a Work Contract. A copy of the Work Request Form and Work Contract can be found in Appendix H and is subject to change as the Contract is awarded.

3. BIDDER NOTIFICATION

All Tier II bid opportunities will be advertised on WEBS.  The DES Contract Specialist or designee will:

· Survey Work Request Form for completeness and if so:

· Convert the Work Request Form into the RFQ

· Select the Tier II Bidder Pool who will be notified of the contracting opportunity. 

· Notify selected Bidder Pool by posting on WEBS. 

Once Bids are received, the DES Contracts Specialist or designee will evaluate the Bidders Pricing.  The highest scoring Bidder will then have their Work Plan reviewed by the Customer on a pass/fail basis (although the name of the Bidder is not revealed until after the evaluation is complete).  The Contracts Specialist or designee will also ensure the Successful Bidder complies with any or all of the following:

· Validate that the Apparent Successful Bidder and Subcontractors are registered as a licensed business with the appropriate Washington State Agencies.

· Require the Apparent Successful Bidder to provide a copy of the “Statement of Intent to Pay Prevailing Wages” form approved by Department of Labor and Industries within (5) business days.

· Require the Apparent Successful Bidder to provide proof of Insurance consistent with Insurance requirements listed in this Solicitation (See Appendix B) within (5) business days.

Afterwards, DES will forward the Work Contract to the Customer for signature at which time the Work Contract will be activated.  Failure to comply with any one of these requirements may result in the disqualification of the Apparent Successful Bidder and disqualification from the Tier I Bidder Pools.  In such instances, DES at its sole discretion may then rescore RFQ responses in identifying the next highest ranking Bidder as the Apparent Successful Bidder or rebid the RFQ or rebid the Work Request.

4. REFRESH OPPORTUNITIES – SEGMENT B
To perpetuate vibrant Tier I Bidder Pools, the State reserves the right to Refresh the Prequalified Bidder Pools. A date and time of the Refresh will be at the sole discretion of the State. Notifications will be posted in the Washington Electronic Business Solutions (WEBS) system. New Bidders or those Bidders that were not awarded a Primary Contract may participate in the Refresh. The Refresh may also include additional requirements to support new needs.

Contractors who are already in the Prequalified Vendor Pool for Master Contract 05511 need not participate in the Refresh Solicitation but are encouraged to read this Solicitation document to familiarize themselves with changes to Tier II processes and requirements

Monday-Friday:  Rate 1 applies (first shift) typically from 0700 to 1500, including chargeable half-hour meal break, Rate 2 applies to all other weekday hours. 6. Rates for premium areas and remote sites to be determined.  Personnel must be HAZWOPER trained for hazardous material response per state and federal regulations.  Technician is the least expensive HAZWOPER certified labor category.


7. All charges based on most current published rate sheet.  Surcharge may apply in non-local areas.  Surcharges may also apply to cover unanticipated cost increases for items, including but not limited to fuel and insurance, resulting from circumstances beyond the control of NRCES.  Emergency response will not be billed under this rate sheet.

Time charges terminate at the conclusion of the operation, which includes transportation of equipment back to operations centers and completion of any necessary demobilization activities, including equipment cleaning, repair, replacement and/or delivery to NRCES of restored equipment.


3. Day rate equipment operated for over 12 hours will be billed at 2 x the day rate.

4. Minimum call out for hourly equipment is four hours per day for local projects and eight hours per day for projects over 50 miles from mobilization site.  Minimum charge for daily rate equipment is daily charge per day.  Customers will be charged for unused requested equipment until released and returned to service per Note 3.


5. Mileage charges are $.40 per mile for cars, $.60 per mile for trucks/vans and $.80 per mile for commercial trucks. 


6. Equipment not on price list will be charged per quote.  Unless otherwise quoted, services not listed on price list, including equipment and freight, will be charged at cost plus 20%.


7. In addition to payment of rental charges, Customer agrees to pay NRCES, in accordance with rates contained in this Price List, for any cleaning or repairs necessary to return all equipment to the same condition as at the commencement of services (with the exception of normal wear and tear).  Customer is also responsible for the payment of all transportation and disposal charges for any waste generated during cleaning.  Only NRCES or its subcontractors shall perform any cleaning and decontamination operations on all equipment owned, rented or subcontracted by NRCES.  In the event NRCES determines that equipment cannot be returned to the condition it was in at the commencement of the services, Customer shall pay for all costs, freight and other expenses incurred by NRCES to replace this equipment.   All boom, whether new or used, that is damaged beyond repair shall be replaced by NRCES with new boom at Customer's expense at cost plus 20%, including freight and other expenses.
