	Units are designed for ease of disassembly so to allow Purchaser to move units to another site.

	Wall materials are made from a three-layer, vinyl laminate, with UV and mildew resistance, and washable surface materials. Main seams are thermally welded or equal. Material allows for easy on-site repair that can be welded with glue. Approximate weight: 17.5-oz psy. And tensile strength: 270 lb. x 270 lb. Wall material brand name is Snyder PRV 1810K Faille Emboss 18 oz. fabric.  Exterior wall color:  Forest Green or similar, interior wall color: light tan or similar.

	5b (Rev)
	Optional (no additional cost): Outer wall fabric a cotton/polyester blend with an acrylic top coat.  The fabric is UV resistant, water and mildew resistant, soil resistant and flame retardant.  The fabric weighs 15 oz. per square yard.  Tensile strength is 283 lbs. x 214 lbs.  Color is Forest Green (pigmented finish to resist fading). This fabric can be field repaired by hand sewing with a needle and thread.  It does not lend itself to repair by adhesives.

	Insulated liner for both the roof and wall areas that is made to fit around door, skylight and windows placements included with each Unit.  Minimum Resistant Factor of R5.

	Roof cover fabric is a heavy duty vinyl coated polyester.  Fabric weight is 28 oz. per square yard.  Fabric is treated to be Ultraviolet Resistant (UV Resistant) and is inherently waterproof.  There is a fifteen (15) year warranty against leaks and material defects.  The fabric base is a woven polyester with a vinyl coating.  In addition, the fabric is top-coated with a layer of lacquer acrylic to enhance UV resistance, reduce plasticizer migration, reduce fading, and to help resist soiling.  Color: Sand (light tan).

	Primary roof seams are Radio Frequency (RF) sealed or hot air sealed to be completely waterproof.  The perimeter stitched seam is sealed at the factory to be waterproof.

	Wall and roof materials to meet or exceed National Fire Association 701 Flame test and California Fire Marshal standards. Wall materials shall meet or exceed flame resistance CPAI 84.  All materials to be free of polybrominated diphenyl ether (PBDE’s).

	10
	Unit has a skylight: centered in roof, dome design, ¼ inch thick, clear, and designed for ventilation. Skylight opener shall be design to operate from the floor. Skylight diameter is approximately a 4-5 feet.

	11
	Unit has a roof rain diverter above the doorway, diverter to be integrated into the roof material and spread beyond the doorway by a minimum of six (6) inches on each side of doorway.

	Unit has three (3) wall windows with insect screens, clear vinyl windows that are removable, and closing storm flaps.  The window flaps and the storm flaps have Heavy Duty (#10 YKK) zippers on the right and left sides with Velcro on the bottom side.  The top window and the top of the storm flap are covered by the roof’s drip edge.  The zippers zip from the bottom up and allow complete removal if desired.  Wall windows are approximately 20 square feet.  The storm flap and the window flap can roll up and be tied up.  The window screens are sewn in place.

	The tension cable at the top of the lattice wall supports the rafters.  This cable is Stainless Steel aircraft grade wire rope (1/4” 7x19) with a dry finish.  All connections and or fittings are stainless or non-corrosive.  The working load is approximately 7,000 lbs.

	13b
	The cables that are used to attach the top of the wall and cinch (purse) the bottom of the wall around the deck are 1/8” Stainless Steel aircraft cable.  All connections from the wall to this cable are stainless, nylon or other non-corrosive material.

	14
	Door hardware standard of quality is Schlage model ND91PD with Rhodes style ADA lever handle with 626 satin chrome finish with standard solid brass 6 pin lever cylinder, 23-065. Key each unit to Purchaser’s program by bonded locksmith.

	15
	All wood components will be kiln dried to a minimum of 19%, select grade or better, sanded for smooth surface, and sealed with long lasting penetrating oil, and natural color finish. No Hemlock Fir accepted.

	16 (Rev)


	Unit has one (1) fiberglass door with a half-light thermal window.  Door is 36” x 80” I.D. (standard size, commercially built and pre-hung.). Door has weather seals on all four sides.  Color is dark Forest Green with a gloss finish.

	17
	Lattice Frame Wall, solid wood, expandable (accordion) lattice frame design with non-corrosive fasteners and wood knot-free.

	18
	Rafters, Structural grade Douglas Fir or equal. Rafters are designed to accommodated lattice and cables.  Cables are secured in the rafter end, so that the cables can not become disconnect from the rafter.

	Compression Ring shall be an engineered compression ring.  Douglas fir #1 select grade or equal.  Compression ring shall secure rafters in place and rafter shall be fastened to ring to prevent dislodging.

	Unit shall have a structure design and analysis that is stamped, signed and dated by a current Washington State Certified Structural Engineer or Civil Engineer qualified to practice structural engineering in WA state.  Purchaser may require multiple copies and “WET” stamped copies per order.

	Specification Requirements for Wall Tents
All tents meet the following specifications:

	1. Nominal tent size shall be 14’ wide x 24’ long with 6’ side walls and 10’-4” at the peak. One window-only end wall and one door end wall. Tent top may be multiple panels with welded seams. Tent top will also extend over end walls to capture framing and provide a weather seal.

	2. All seams must be Radio Frequency (RF) welded.

	3. Frames shall be aluminum tube frames, with the tubes having a diameter of 1.75”, a wall thickness of .065”, and the combined weight of all poles not to exceed 96 lbs.

	4. All fittings shall be milled aluminum and one (1) tote bag with a handle shall be provided to accommodate each set of fittings.

	5. Each tent shall have five windows measuring 30” tall by 40” wide. Two in each side wall, and one in the end wall.

	6. The door wall shall be 54” x 72”, have a 36” x 48” window with screen in the door, YKK heavy duty #10 tooth zipper, and a storm flap that does not require a door rod. Zipper shall run from lower right to upper left corner of door, with a 12” radius corner in the upper right. Storm flap will roll and fasten at top of door.

	7. Each end wall shall have a 6” x 18”screened vent with weather flap at the top in the center.

	8. Storm flap on door wall shall be fixed at top of door with two buckles on each side to fasten closed and two buckles at top to fasten when rolled open. Flap shall completely cover door when closed and terminate at ground level.

	9. All windows shall have black, heavy-duty, vinyl-coated polyester and fire-resistant mesh screens with a shade factor of approximately 70%, and vinyl privacy/weather covers inside and out. Covers must buckle down with three buckles and up with two buckles.

	10. All tent fabric shall be of U.S. or Canadian manufacture, tan in color, 14 oz. polyester, denier 1000 x 1000, count 9 x 9, coating Polyvinyl Chloride 50/50 and meet ASTM D1117 (tear), ASTM D751 (tensile), ASTM D751 (adhesion), ASTM D2136 (cold crack), and NFPA 701 (fire resistance).

	11. All “D” ring tie downs, four (4) on each side at top of wall, shall be zinc-plated, 1¼” x ¼” (1.25 x .25) welded wire.

	12. All buckles shall be 1” Duraflex side release or equal.

	13. Tent side walls shall have a 12” x 12” reinforcing patch on the bottom of the wall so that the foot of the tent pole sits squarely in the center when the wall is tucked under the tent, and a 12” sod-cloth weather-seal on entire perimeter of tent.

	14. All workmanship warranted for one year.  All fabric warranted for three years.

The following contract provisions were excerpted and abridged from the contract IFB and Amendment:

SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. CONTRACTOR PERFORMANCE

b) General Requirements: The state, in conjunction with purchasers, monitors and maintains records of Contractor performance.  Said performance shall be a factor in evaluation and award of this and all future contracts.  Purchasers will be provided with product/service performance report forms to forward reports of superior or poor performance to the State Procurement Officer.

c) Damages: The state has an immediate requirement for the materials, equipment or services specified herein.  Bidders are urged to give careful consideration to the state’s requirements and to the manufacturer’s production capabilities when establishing a delivery date(s).  Damages will be assessed in the amount of actual damages incurred by the Purchaser as a result of Contractor’s failure to perform herein.

d) Cost of Remedying Defects: All defects, indirect and consequential costs of correcting, removing or replacing any or all of the defective materials or equipment will be charged against the Contractor.

e) Repair and Warranty Work: All work will be preformed at the physical location of the unit, unless the work can not be reasonably preformed on-site, then the Contractor will be responsible for all shipping costs.

2. SAMPLES, DEMONSTRATIONS, PRODUCT LITERATURE

The awarded contractor shall furnish, upon request, copies of manufacturer’s catalogs and price lists to customers at no additional cost. 

3. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS
Contractor agrees to comply with federal, state and local laws and regulations, including Fire and Building codes, as may be amended, and any standards and regulations, which may be promulgated during the contract.  Contractor further agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the State from all damages assessed against the State as a result of the Contractor’s failure to comply with these laws, standards and regulations.

4. MATERIALS AND WORKMANSHIP

Contractor shall be required to furnish all materials, equipment and/or services necessary to perform contractual requirements.  Materials and workmanship in the construction of equipment for this contract shall conform to all codes, regulations and requirements for such equipment, specifications contained herein, and the normal uses for which intended.  Materials shall be manufactured in accordance with the best commercial practices and standards for this type of equipment.

5. WARRANTIES

Bidder shall submit a copy of warranty as an attachment to bid and items delivered under this contract will also be accompanied by a copy of the warranty.  Unless otherwise specified, full parts and labor warranty period shall be for a minimum period of one (1) year after receipt of materials or equipment by the Purchaser.  All materials or equipment provided shall be new, unused, of the latest model or design and of recent manufacture.  In the event of conflict between contract terms and conditions and warranty submitted, to afford the state maximum benefits, the contract terms and conditions shall prevail.

6. SHIPPING AND UNLOADING
Contractor is responsible for unloading.  Some Customer may have resources and personnel to assist in the unloading.  Contractor is to coordinate delivery details when Customer places order.  Contractor shall provide a two (2) working days delivery notification.  Customer sites shall have readily access and easy turn around area for shipping truck.  Contractor will not be responsible for setting the buildings in place.

7. STANDARD PRODUCTION MODEL

Unit shall be new (unused) current standard production model, meet specifications identified herein, and shall be completely prepared for customer delivery.  Each unit shall include all inspection coupons, certicards, or warranty identification cards furnished to the trade in general in accordance with standard warranty policy.  All accessories as listed herein shall be identical to those regularly supplied to the dealer by the original equipment manufacturer, and shall be of the identical quality and design as those normally installed on units for sale through normal commercial channels.  Units supplied shall have all the latest changes and features offered as standard whether called for in these specifications or not.

8. INSURANCE

Contractor shall provide the insurance as required in Competitive Procurement Standards, Standard Terms and Conditions section, paragraph 44.  These documents are available at http://www.ga.wa.gov/PCA/SL/ExternalForms/index.html#Contracting. 
9. PURCHASES BY NONPROFIT CORPORATIONS

Enacted legislation allows nonprofit corporations to participate in state contracts for purchases administered by OSP.  By mutual agreement with OSP, the Contractor may sell goods or services at contract pricing awarded under this contract to self certified nonprofit corporations.  Such organizations purchasing under this contract shall do so only to the extent they retain eligibility and comply with other contract and statutory provisions.  The Contractor may make reasonable inquiry of credit worthiness prior to accepting orders or delivering goods or services on contract.  The state accepts no responsibility for payments by nonprofit corporations.  Contractor may not change contracted payment terms for nonprofit orders.

10. PURCHASING CARD ACCEPTANCE 
State is encouraging agencies to use the state contracted purchasing card to facilitate small dollar purchases.  While at the present time, it is not mandatory that contractors accept credit card purchases, we encourage all state contractors to consider this alternate payment process.  The current card available for state agency use is a VISA product.

11. PAYMENT
No “up front” or “down payments” will be provided to the Contractor per State law RCW 43.88.160. 

12. CONTRACTOR REPRESENTATIVE

Bidder shall furnish contact information and service areas for representative(s) as required in bid response.

a) Responsibility:  Representative(s) shall function as the primary point of contact; shall ensure supervision and coordination, shall take corrective action as necessary to meet contractual requirements and shall be responsible for all coordination with local, state and federal agencies.

b) Availability:  Representative(s), or designee(s), shall be available during normal working hours (Monday through Friday, 8am to 5pm Pacific Standard Time) and return customer’s calls by the next business day.
