Any decrease to, or elimination of, the Management Fee, shall be reflected in
contract pricing commensurate with the adjustment. DES reserves the right to negotiate contract pricing with
the Contractor in the case of an upward adjustment of the Management Fee.

Contractor will provide DES with a sales report detailing Total Net Sales for the preceding quarter (“Sales
Report”), in accordance with the Sales & Subcontractors Report section of the contract using the schedule set
forth below. DES will send an invoice within 30 days after each quarter, based on the Sales Report. Payment of
the Management Fee is due within thirty (30) days of the date of the DES invoice.

The state reserves the right to audit, or have a designated third party audit, applicable records to ensure that the
state has been properly invoiced and all Management Fees have been paid. Failure to accurately report Total Net
Sales, to submit a timely Sales Report, or remit timely payment of the Management Fee, may be cause for
contract termination, the charging of interest or penalties, or the exercise of other remedies provided by law.

Management Fee payment must reference the Contract number, Work Request Number (if applicable), the year
and quarter for which the Management Fee is being remitted, and the Contractor’'s Name as it is known to DES, if
not already included on the face of the check.
