Section 3.6 is revised to read as follows:

3.6 PREPARATION OF BIDS OR PROPOSALS

Due date and time: 

Original, signed (in ink), sealed Bids and Proposals must be received as set forth in the SCHEDULE at the specified location on or before the specified date and time.  Time of receipt will be determined by the official time stamp located at the Purchasing Activity.  If a Bid or Proposal is late or received at a location other than that specified, it shall be rejected and returned unopened.  In the event the official time clock is unavailable, the bid clerk may establish the official time and take reasonable steps to ensure the integrity of the Bid receipt is preserved.

Format: 

Bidder shall submit one (1) hard copy of their complete bid. Bidder shall submit one (1) electronic copy of their price sheet. The preferred media for the electronic submittal is Compact Disk (CD), the preferred format is Excel.

In the event that a hard copy and an electronic copy are submitted and they do not agree, the hard copy will prevail. Hard copy Bids and Proposals must be legible and completed in ink or with electronic printer or other similar office equipment, and properly signed by an authorized representative of the Bidder. All changes and/or erasures shall be initialed in ink.  Unsigned Bids and Proposals will be rejected on opening unless satisfactory evidence was submitted clearly establishing the Bidder’s desire and intent to be bound by the Bid or Proposal, such as a signed cover letter.  Incomplete or illegible Bids and Proposals may be rejected.
Note: In a joint effort to save costs, reduce waste and produce energy savings, bidders are encouraged to use double-sided printing and recyclable materials.  Bidders are highly encouraged to refrain from submitting Bids in 3-ring binders, spiral bindings, and/or other non-recyclable presentation folders.

Identification and Delivery:  

To facilitate proper delivery and processing, Proposals must be delivered in sealed envelopes, boxes or other method of containment.  Sealed Bids should be clearly identified on the outside of the package with the following information to the Purchasing Activity at the address below:

Section 6.2- Is revised to read as follows:

6.2 (m) PRICE SHEET 

Prices:  
Bidders shall use the Price sheet located in Attachment D to submit their pricing. 

Prices bid shall be in U.S dollars. 
Offered Pricing Shall be based on a Not to Exceed (NTE) per stop charge for a given county.
Bidders shall be evaluated on the pricing that they submit for Open and Restricted Window timeframes. 

Bidders must submit pricing for Holiday service. Although the pricing offered for Holiday Service will not be evaluated, it may be incorporated into the ensuing contract. 

Bidders must submit pricing for a per minute charge for stops over ten (10) minutes. Although the pricing offered for per minute charge will not be evaluated, it may be incorporated into the ensuing contract. 

As described in Appendix B section 8.3, it is the contractor’s responsibility to maintain “All-Risk” Insurance at no less than $50,000 per occurrence. Bidders shall submit pricing for excess liability coverage in excess of the outlined minimums. In the Price Sheet, the bidder shall identify their pricing for excess coverage for every $1,000 over the stated $50,000 per occurrence minimum (e.g. $0.15 per $1,000).Although the pricing offered for excess coverage will not be evaluated, it may be incorporated into the ensuing contract. 
If Bidder fails to offer pricing for all counties within a specific region, the Bidder’s pricing for that region will not be evaluated. If a Bidder does not intend to bid on a specific region, the bidder must clearly identify in the price sheet that they offer “NO BID” for that region. 

All or None
If the vendor intends to offer two pricing structures (i.e. one price if awarded by region and one price if awarded as an All or None) then the additional price submittal must be clearly marked: ADDITIONAL PRICE SUBMITTAL FOR ALL OR NONE AWARD. If the additional submittal is not clearly marked or if only one submittal is provided, the assumption will be made that the submittal is for a regional award. 
Bidders shall extend unit pricing as required.  In the event of an error in the extension of prices, the unit price shall prevail.  Prices shall include all associated costs (e.g. customs duties and brokerage or import fees, etc.).
Revise Section 7.2 to read as follows:

7.2 EVALUATION PROCESS

Initial Determination of Responsiveness

Responses will be reviewed initially by the Procurement Coordinator to determine on a pass/fail basis compliance with Administrative Requirements as specified in Section 3. The Purchasing Activity will only evaluate Responses meeting this requirement.

Responses meeting the Initial Determination of Responsiveness will then be reviewed on a pass/fail basis to determine if the Response meets the Mandatory requirements (see Sections 4 and 6). Only Responses meeting all Mandatory requirements will be further evaluated.

The State reserves the right to determine at its sole discretion whether Bidder’s Response to a Mandatory requirement is sufficient to pass. If, however, all responding Bidders fail to meet any single Mandatory item, the Purchasing Activity will cancel the solicitation and reject all bids.

Responsiveness Evaluation

Only Responses that pass the Initial Determination of Responsiveness review will be evaluated based on the requirements in this Solicitation.

Non-Cost Review 

Pursuant to RCW 43.19,1911 (9),  In determining Bidder responsibility, the following elements shall be given consideration:

(a) The ability, capacity, and skill of the Bidder to perform the contract or provide the service required;

(b) The character, integrity, reputation, judgment, experience, and efficiency of the Bidder;

(c) Whether the Bidder can perform the contract within the time specified;

(d) The quality of performance of previous contracts or services;

(e) The previous and existing compliance by the Bidder with laws relating to the contract or services;

(f) Such other information as may be secured having a bearing on the decision to award the contract:

Bidder must complete and submit the Bidder Organizational Capabilities section of Attachment D. Failure to answer any of the questions provided in the checklist, may result in the Bidder’s Response being rejected.
Failure to answer “yes” to any of the questions provided in the checklist may result in the Bidder’s Response being rejected. 

Failure to provide explanations for the questions on the checklist may result in the Bidder’s Response being rejected. Explanations provided as part of the response to the checklist should be limited to 200 words. The State reserves the right to seek clarification on any responses provided in the above mentioned section. The responses provided will be incorporated into the ensuing contract. 

During Response evaluation, the Purchasing Activity reserves the right to make reasonable inquiry to determine the responsibility of any Bidder.  Requests may include, but are not limited to, financial statements, credit ratings, references, record of past performance, clarification of Bidder’s offer, and on-site inspection of Bidder's or Bidder's subcontractor's facilities.  Failure to respond to said request(s) may result in Response being rejected as non-responsive.

Scoring Criteria
Non-Cost Scoring:  

All non-cost scoring shall be evaluated on a pass/fail basis. 

Reference Scoring:  
If the Purchasing Activity determines that it is in the best interest of the State to collect References, the bidder shall submit three (3) references for services performed similar to those outlined in this IFB.  References with which contact is established will be asked to rate Bidder’s past performance on the following scale:

Performance Level 3: Performance exceeds expectations.

Performance Level 2: Performance meets minimum expectations and is adequate.

Performance Level 1: Performance is often or always incomplete.  Deficiencies exist in critical areas.

Performance Level 0: Contacted reference fails or refuses to respond when asked to rate Bidder.

For Response to be considered for award, both of the following criteria must be met:  (1) OSP must have been able to establish contact with at least 2 of the references you provided above; and, (2) Bidder must achieve an average performance level of 2 or greater from all references contacted.  Performance will be scored from 0 (lowest) to 3 (highest) using the above scale.  Responses not meeting both criteria will result in the Bidder being determined not responsible and will be rejected.

Cost Proposal Evaluation

The prices for Open Window and Restricted Window Service for each county within a given region will be summed to calculate a total cost for that region for each service. 
Open Window Service shall be weighted at 40% of the total cost for that region. Restricted Window Service shall be weighted at 60% of the total cost for that region The weighted total for each service will then summed together to establish a single weighted cost for that region.  The total weighted cost will be used for evaluation purposes only.

The total weighted cost will then be compared against other Bidder’s offers and the lowest responsive responsible vendor may be awarded that region
If a different pricing structure is offered for the entire state (All or None) then the pricing submittal will be evaluated separately and the above weights shall apply.
