Style:
The one piece Jumpsuit shall be Made-To-Measure and customized for each officer per.  

Fabric Options:

Lightweight-
The fabric shall be a woven 4-way stretch high performance fabric with DWR finish.  The fabric is manufactured with 4-way permanent stretch (not mechanical stretch) for maintaining its shape and allowing for ease of movement, is highly abrasion resistant, has superior breathability and excellent color retention, and is easy care.  The fabric has a moderately crisp drape which provides for a sharper looking uniform when worn versus other lightweight stretch woven fabrics.  The fiber content shall be 91% Type 6-6 Nylon and 9% Spandex.

Heavyweight- The fabric shall be a woven 4-way stretch high performance fabric with 3XDRY and ColdBlack technology finishes, manufactured in Switzerland exclusively by Schoeller Textiles-no substitutions.  The outer fabric shall be 4-way permanent stretch (not mechanical stretch) for maintaining its shape and allowing for ease of movement.  The fabric shall be highly abrasion resistant, have excellent color retention and easy care.  The inner fabric shall be a polyester micro fleece.  Both the outer and inner fabrics shall be bonded together with a water resistant, breathable polyurethane substrate.  The fiber content shall be 39% Polyamid, 10% Elastin, 39% Polyester and 12% Polyurethane.



The 3XDRY finish, which is a Schoeller technology, provides the following benefits: On the outside of the garment the 3XDRY finish repels moisture, is highly breathable and makes the garment less susceptible to soiling.  On the inside of the garment the 3XDRY transports body moisture quickly from the inside to the outside where it can evaporate.



The ColdBlack finish, also a Schoeller technology, is a sun reflector-UV protector textile treatment.  The treatment reduces the absorption of solar radiation so that dark textiles above all become very much less hot when exposed to sunlight; preventing excessive heat buildup.  This technology also gives reliable protection against damaging ultraviolet rays.  Irrespective of the color, all textiles treated with ColdBlack reach an ultraviolet protection factor of at least 30. It reduces the heat build-up commonly associated with dark colored fabrics exposed to direct sunlight resulting in a significantly cooler fabric surface.  Fit:Jumpsuits shall be custom made to each officer’s personal measurements (commonly referred to as “Made-To-Measure.”)  A total of 17 measurements shall be used to design the pattern for each jumpsuit.  These measurements are:

To ensure accurate fit, the jumpsuits are built to each officer’s actual measurements by the entering of the measurement data into OptiTex Modulate Made-To-Measure pattern software for precise pattern creation and exceptional garment fit.  In turn, OptiTex Mark CAD/CAM software will be utilized to drive an Eastman M9000 computerized automatic fabric cutting machine and table. The results will be precise and accurate cutting of the fabrics to match the exacting pattern created for each officer.  Vendor shall electronically file each individual’s unique Made-To-Measure pattern for future reorder reference.  Use of manual cutting methods and paper or cardboard pattern’s are unacceptable.


Key Design Features:

· Adjustable Velcro cuffs

· Bi-swing back and elasticized waist

· Adjustable armpit zippers

· Microphone tabs on shoulders

· Zip-off sleeves

· Gusseted crotch

· Ankle zippers & Velcro adjustable legs for cinching

· 4 belt keepers

· 2 zippered chest pockets + 2 napoleon style pockets under chest
