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1 ANNOUNCEMENT AND SPECIAL INFORMATION

Bidders are required to read and understand all information contained within this entire bid package.  The Competitive Procurement Standards, which are referred to in this bid package are not automatically printed or sent out with this IFB.  By responding to this IFB the bidder agrees to read and understand these documents.  These documents are available on our website at http://www.ga.wa.gov/pca/cps.htm. 
In support of the State’s economic and environmental goals, we encourage you to consider the following elements in responding to our bids.  These are not a factor of award (unless otherwise specified in this document):
· Using environmentally preferable products and products that exceed EPA guidelines

· Supporting a diverse supplier pool, including small, minority, and women-owned firms

· Featuring products made or grown in Washington

1.1 PUBLIC DISCLOSURE
Bid information, including price sheets, will not be available for public disclosure until after award of the contract.  At the time of bid opening, only the name of the bidder and time of bid receipt will be read aloud.

1.2 SCOPE
This IFB is to establish a convenience processing contract utilizing USDA commodity mozzarella cheese (Code # B077) in bake-to-rise pizzas for Central Kitsap, North Kitsap, Port Townsend, Chimacum, and Bainbridge Island School Districts. 
1.2.1 The final product will be supplied through the current vendor for Washington State Dry and Canned Goods contract holder, Food Services of America. At the close of every month FSA will supply to the awarded vendor a sales report for each customer utilizing this contract. Customers will be directly rebated by the awarded vendor within thirty days for the cost difference of the donated products. All products will be shipped to FSA warehouses located in Kent and Everett Washington as directed by (?)

1.2.2 Estimated usage for the initial year will be one (1) truckload of donated cheese worth approximately $300,000.00 in pizza product; this initial value could increase or decrease over the following terms of the contract. 
1.2.3 The awarded vendor will be required to continue to supply the specified products through the current vendor for Washington State Dry and Canned Goods contract holder, Food Services of America after all of the donated commodity cheese has been processed and used. Pricing of products without donated cheese shall continue to be provided at the “Finished Unit Price” (refer to section 3.1, Price Sheets)
1.2.4 Initial contract term will be one year from the date of award with the option to extend for additional terms or portions.  Extensions will be subject to mutual agreement. Future extensions may include additional school districts who wish to utilize this contract. The total contract term may not exceed five (5) years. 
2 SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS:
2.1 PRICING AND ADJUSTMENTS

Unless otherwise stipulated all bids must include unit prices and extensions where applicable and be otherwise in the format requested.

All bid pricing is to be FOB Destination, freight prepaid and included to either of the FSA warehouses identified herein in “Scope”.
All pricing shall include the costs of bid preparation, servicing of accounts, and all contractual requirements.  During contract period pricing shall remain firm and fixed for the initial twelve (12) month term of the contract.

Adjustments in pricing will be considered after firm fixed price period on a pass through basis only.  A minimum of 45-60 calendar days advance written notice of price increase is required which is to be accompanied by sufficient documentation to justify the requested increase.  Acceptance will be at the discretion of the Contracts Specialist and shall not produce a higher profit margin than that established on the original contract pricing.  Approved price adjustments shall remain unchanged for at least 365 calendar days thereafter.

During the term of this contract, should the contractor enter into pricing agreements with other customers providing greater benefits or lower pricing, contractor shall immediately amend the state contract to provide similar pricing to the state if the contract with other customers offers similar usage quantities, and similar conditions impacting pricing.  Contractor shall immediately notify the state of any such contracts entered into by contractor.
2.2 Certification Regarding Debarment, Suspension, and Ineligibility

Federal funds are the basis for this contract, therefore the Contractor hereby certifies that neither it nor its principals are debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, or voluntarily excluded from participation in transactions by any federal department or agency.   The Contractor further certifies that they will ensure that potential subcontractors or subrecipients or any of their principals are not debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, or voluntarily excluded from participation in “covered transactions” by any federal department or agency.   “Covered transactions” include procurement contracts for goods or services awarded under a nonprocurment transaction (e.g. grant or cooperative agreement) that are expected to equal or exceed $25,000, and subawards to subrecipients for any amount. Contractor may do so by obtaining a certification statement from the potential subcontractor or subrecipient or by checking the “List of Parties Excluded from Federal Procurement and Non-Procurement Programs” provided on-line by the General Services Administration.

2.3 SAMPLES

A. Requests and Disposition:  The state reserves the right to request samples, at bidder’s expense. One (1) case of samples of each line item shall be supplied for taste test evaluation. Samples of items bid shall be received within 5 calendar days after bid opening. Samples are to be sent to:

B. Labeling and warranty:  All samples provided to the state shall be identical to products quoted by bidder and shall be labeled with bidder’s name and applicable Contract Bid number.  All samples are an express warranty, which shall also apply to all future supplies provided under this contract.  Bidders failing to comply with this requirement will have their bid rejected or contract terminated.
2.4 CONTRACTOR PERFORMANCE

A. General Requirements: The state monitors and maintains records of Contractor performance.  Said performance shall be a factor in evaluation and award of this and all future contracts.  
B. Liquidated Damages: the state has an immediate requirement for the materials, equipment or services specified herein.  Bidders are urged to give careful consideration to the state’s requirements and to the manufacturer’s production capabilities when establishing a delivery date(s). Liquidated damages will be assessed in the amount of actual damages incurred by the state as a result of Contractor’s failure to perform herein.

C. Cost of Remedying Defects: All defects, indirect and consequential costs of correcting, removing or replacing any or all of the defective materials or equipment will be charged against the Contractor.

2.5 PROPRIETARY DATA

Any document(s) or information which the bidder believes is exempt from public disclosure under The Public Disclosure Act (RCW 42.17.310), or under The Uniform Trade Secrets Act (RCW 19.108.010) shall be clearly identified by bidder and placed in a separate envelope marked with bid number, bidder’s name, and the words “Proprietary Data” along with a statement of the basis for such claim of exemption.  The state’s sole responsibility shall be limited to maintaining the above data in a secure area and to notify bidder of any request(s) for disclosure within a period of five (5) years from date of award.  Failure to so label such materials or failure to provide a timely response after notice of request for public disclosure has been given shall be deemed a waiver by the bidder of any claim that such materials are, in fact, so exempt.

2.6 RETENTION OF RECORDS

The contractor shall maintain, for at least three years after completion of this contract, all relevant records pertaining to this contract.  This shall include, but not be limited to, all records pertaining to actual contract performance from the date of contract award.  It shall also include information necessary to document the level of utilization of MWBE’s and other businesses as subcontractors and suppliers in this contract as well as any efforts the contractor makes to increase the participation of MWBE’s.  The contractor shall also maintain, for at least three years after completion of this contract, a record of all quotes, bids, estimates, or proposals submitted to the Contractor by all businesses seeking to participate as subcontractors or suppliers in this contract.  The State shall have the right to inspect and copy such records.  If this contract involves federal funds, Contractor shall comply with all record keeping requirements set forth in any federal rules, regulations, or statutes included or referenced in the contract documents.

2.7 REFERENCES

Bidder shall furnish a minimum of three (3) references for which bidder has delivered goods or services on a contract similar in scope to that described in this IFB.
2.8 CONTRACTOR’S REPRESENTATIVE

A. Designation:  Bidder shall provide name, address, and phone number of contractor(s) representative as required in bid documents.

B. Responsibility:  Contractor’s representative shall function as the primary point of contact, shall ensure supervision and coordination and shall take corrective action as necessary to meet contractual requirements.

C. Availability:  Contractor’s representative, or designee, shall be available at all times during normal working hours throughout the term of the contract.

The accepted bidder must also successfully pass the taste test. The taste test will be “pass or fail” based upon the following criteria:


1. taste

            2. smell

            3. appearance

Total acquisition cost includes, but is not limited to:  rebate, cost per serving, delivery service, contract administration and terms of payment.

Cost will be determined as follows:

A) Estimated Usage           B) Finished Unit Price       C) Rebate Per Unit      D) Total

B – C x A = D

4.2  EVALUATION CONFERENCE

For cost evaluation purposes, the  B) “finished product cost” will be decreased by  C) amount of the rebate indicated by the bidder, with that amount then multiplied by the  A)“estimated quantity” to determine a line item total. EVALUATION CONFERENCE
To aid in the evaluation process, after bid opening, the state may require individual bidders to appear at a date, time and place determined by the state for the purpose of conducting discussions to determine whether both parties have a full and complete understanding of the nature and scope of contractual requirements.  In no manner shall such action be construed as negotiations or an indication of the state’s intention to award.
