Purpose: Amend the original solicitation and any earlier follow-on solicitation amendments.  

Subject matter areas/issues include: 

1. Bid Opening Due Date (Deadline).  


2. Revised Price Sheet and Price Sheet Submittal in the Solicitation, section 6.2.10.

3. A Change to the Solicitation’s Preparation of Bids (S 4.3) 

4. A change to the Model Contract’s Identification section (6.2) 

5. Several changes to the Solicitation’s Technical Specifications.  Specifically: Paint Sample Ship-To Location (TS 2.2), Paint Sample Documentation (TS 2.3), Bulk Container Identification (TS 3.2), Container Deposit (TS 8.2), Minimum Order Quantities and Freight Charges and Drop Fees (TS 9), Measurement (TS 14), Glass Beads (TS 19).

Attachments: This document DOES contain attachments or embedded electronic file attachments.  All amendments are written in text in the following pages of this document.

All parts of the original Solicitation or earlier Amendments that are not amended by this amendment remain unchanged and in full force and effect.  The above referenced solicitation is amended as follows:


1. NEW BID OPENING DATE – 11/24/09 BY 2:00 PM: The bid opening due date is extended (deadline to submit a bid to the Office of State Procurement (OSP)).  The new deadline is Tuesday, 11/24/09 at 2:00 pm and changes the original or earlier due date of 11/17/09.

2. SOLICITATION EMBEDDED PRICE SHEET: The original or earlier price sheet is revised to reflect changes in the estimated quantities by region or line item or both.  The revised Price Sheet also corrects a misuse of the less-than-equal symbol, therefore, where the original or earlier Price Sheet reflected a less-than-equal symbol “≤” this symbol is replaced with a less-than symbol “<”.  

OSP requests that all Bidders use the revised Price Sheet embedded below in place of the original embedded attachment located in section 6.2.10 of the Solicitation.  Use of the earlier Price Sheet as your Bid submittal will not disqualify the bid; however, the Bidder is bound by the revised language of the revised Price Sheet as if the revised price sheet had been used and submitted by the Bidder.

Refer to section 3 – PRICE SHEET SUBMITTAL SECTION REVISED immediately below.  It contains the new embedded Price Sheet.

3. SOLICITATION PRICE SHEET SUBMITTAL SECTION: The Price Sheet Submittal section of the Solicitation is revised to correct errors, in calculations, symbol designations, provides a new Price Sheet with revised estimates for season 2010, corrects a symbol and provides an Evaluation Methodology in greater detail. 

Specifically: 


· A new Evaluation Methodology subsection is added to the Price Sheet Submittal section S 6.2.10.  The new Evaluation Methodology subsection details the weighing of the individual paint items listed in the Price Sheet.

· The Scoring subsection – Sample Calculation part contained an error in that Bidder B equaled $340,000 but the math was based on a bid of $345,000.


· A revised Price Sheet replaces the original Price Sheet.  The new Price Sheet has revised estimates and corrects the symbol used in the less-than-truckload (LTL) paint lines.  The symbol used was “≤” but should have been “<”.


The Solicitation, section 6.2.10 is replaced in its entirety as follows:  

6.2.10
PRICE SHEET SUBMITTAL


Also refer to Section 5 Pricing (Cost Factors) above for some issues that can affect pricing.


Bidders must print, complete, and return the completed embedded Price Sheet.  


For all twelve (12) paint lines reflected in the Price Sheet, there are 72 price cells (36 unit price cells and 36 corresponding extended price cells) in the embedded Price Sheet below.  The Bidder must complete all 36 Unit Price cells and should complete any corresponding extended price cell that has an estimate of use greater than zero.  Unit Price cells left blank are assumed to be offered at no charge for the life of the contract (see S 5.8 – Pricing Not Specified).


Bidders shall only offer one paint formulation for Yellow or White Standard, Cold-Weather, and High-Build paint (one formulation per line).  The Manufacturer and the Formulation number shall be identified on the Price Sheet.  The Contractor shall have a passing white and yellow formulation for each type of paint to qualify for award. The Bidder should also complete any Prompt Payment/Credit Card information on the last page of the Price Sheet.


The corresponding Price Sheet Submittal form is provided as an embedded file below.  The Washington Department of Transportation is also providing their Waterborne Traffic Marking Paint – 2010 Estimated Delivery Schedule.  The Estimated Delivery Schedule is offered for informational and general location purposes only.
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Evaluation Methodology: The embedded Price Sheet above contains the WSDOT’s 2010 season estimate in gallons.  These estimates are essentially a weighted factor.  


A. Items Reflecting an Estimated Quantity of Zero: Some items and some lines in the Price Sheet reflect an estimate use of zero (0).  Nonetheless the OSP requires the Bidder to offer a price by recording a price per gallon in the unit price cell.  Because the corresponding extended price cells would mathematically equate to zero, these Price Sheet cells should already reflect an ”N/A” in the extended price cell.  


The pricing specified by the Apparent Successful Bidder for items with an estimate of zero are not evaluated for the purposes of making an award decision.  However, once the Apparent Successful Bidder is identified then the pricing for the items with an estimated use of zero will be evaluated for price reasonableness.  If in the opinion of the OSP the pricing appears unreasonable, the Apparent Successful Bidder will be given an opportunity to explain the pricing.  The OSP reserves the right to not award these items if after due consideration it believes the pricing is higher than reasonable.  Should these item not be awarded through this opportunity then these items may be procured off-contract using other procurement methods.


B. Items Reflecting an Estimated Quantity Greater than Zero: Six of the thirty six product items reflect an estimate greater than zero.  These items represent what the WSDOT expects to purchase, but does not guarantee to purchase, during the 2010 season and will be evaluated per the scoring Formula described in the Scoring subsection below.  But see also Weighted Factor immediately below.

C. Weighted Factor: The items with an estimated quantity greater than zero are self-weighing.  


By example: The first line item (Standard / White / Truckload) represents 216,750 of the estimated 411,500 gallons or 52.673 percent (weighted factor of 52.673 %).  


The Bidder will populate the corresponding Price Sheet cell with a per gallon price (d11 in this example).  The Bidder will then multiply the per gallon price against the estimated quantity of 216,750 to arrive at an extended total for the corresponding cell (e11 in this example).  


OSP will verify the extended price is accurate; if there is an error OSP will recalculate using the unit price stated by the Bidder.  Remember, in the event of an error in the extension of prices, the unit price shall prevail (see S 5.3 above).  


The extended prices will be calculated against a weighted factor.  All weighted extended prices will be summed into a weighted price total.  The weighted price total will then be subjected to preference and penalties as described in the solicitation (see S 6.3 below).  Preference and penalty factors will be applied to the weighted price total to arrive at a total evaluation price that will be scored in conformity with the Scoring subsection below. 


D. SAMPLE WEIGHING: The embedded MS Excel spreadsheet demonstrates how the prices offered are weighed.  Remember weighing of prices and follow-on preference and penalties affecting prices are for evaluation purposes.  They do not reflect the product price offered by the Bidder, should the Bidder become the Contractor (Apparent Successful Bidder).
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Scoring: To determine the score the administrator will use the Price Sheet to determine the lowest total evaluated pricing.  Bidder with the lowest total evaluation price will receive 85 points.  Those Bids with a higher evaluation total price will receive a proportionately fewer number of evaluation points based upon the lowest Bid, using the following formula:


· Lowest total Bid evaluation price divided by a higher total Bid evaluation price (Bid that is being evaluated) multiplied by number of available points equals the cost factor evaluation points.  Points will be rounded to three places to the right of the decimal point using standard rounding method.


· Sample Calculation using Bidder A = $300,000 and Bidder B = $340,000


· $300,000 / $340,000 = .88235 x 85 (max points available) = 74.999 (rounded to three places to the right of the decimal point using standard rounding).


· Bidder A is the lowest total Bid evaluation cost, so it would be assigned the 85 points.  Bidder B would be assigned 73.913 points based on the formula above.

4. SOLICITATION PREPARATION OF BIDS: The Solicitation, section 4.3 – Preparation of Bids, further details the Format, in that the OSP requires one complete hard copy and one complete electronic scanned copy of the hard copy Bid.  OSP neglected to explain that it needs the scanned electronic PDF copy to be identical to the hard copy and that it be submitted on compact disk (CD) (preferred) but DVD-R or USB Flash Drives are acceptable.  Reminder, one of the reasons the OSP requires an identical hard copy is if the PDF scan files on the computer electronic media fails or is corrupted for any reason.


The Solicitation, Section 4.3, subsection Format is replaced as follows:


Format: OSP requires one complete hard copy and one complete electronic scanned copy of the hard copy Bid.  The hard copy and electronic copy should be identical; therefore, all changes or erasures to any Submittals must be initialed in ink (blue ink preferred) prior to the scanning of the electronic copy.  The hard copy of the Bid must be legible and completed in ink or with electronic printer or other similar office equipment, with signatures in ink (blue preferred).  The electronic scanned copy of the Bid must be in Adobe Portable Document Format (PDF) and submitted on compact disk (CD) (preferred) but DVD-R or USB Flash Drives are acceptable. The State needs an electronic PDF copy that is identical to all hard copy documents that are submitted by the Bidder; however, the electronic copy need not include Bidder catalogs and other Bidder pre-printed materials unless they are essential to defining the product or service offered. In the event of a conflict, see Solicitation, section 4.3 – Preparation, subsection Conflict.

5. MODEL CONTRACT IDENTIFICATION SECTION: A Model Contract is embedded in section 6.2.3 of the Solicitation.  Within the Model Contract, section 6.2 there is a cut-and-paste error.  The second paragraph is from another Solicitation and needs to be deleted.


The Model Contract, Section 6.2, is replaced as follows:


6.2
IDENTIFICATION 

All invoices, packing lists, packages, instruction manuals, correspondence, shipping notices, shipping containers, and other written materials associated with this Contract shall be identified by the Contract number and the applicable Purchaser’s order number and Purchaser code identification number as designated by OSP.  Packing lists shall be enclosed with each shipment and clearly identify all contents and any backorders.

6. TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION PAINT SAMPLE SHIP-TO LOCATION: A Technical Specification is embedded in section 6.2.9 of the Solicitation.  Within the Technical Specification submittal an error with a ship-to location exists.  The physical address of 5730 is inaccurate and should reflect 5720 and the following change is necessary.


Technical Specification, Section 2.2 is replaced as follows:


2.2
PAINT SAMPLE SHIP-TO LOCATION


Bidders make sure your method of shipment includes some form of signature receipt or other similar tracking method that proves WSDOT took possession of the samples sent to the location below.  Bidders must ensure that the package containing the samples clearly displays the information below. 7.  TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION PAINT SAMPLE DOCUMENTATION: A Technical Specification is embedded in section 6.2.9 of the Solicitation.  Feedback indicates that part of the Paint Sample Documentation section is ambiguous or confusing and subsection f., is deleted (struck).  


Technical Specification, Section 2.3 is replaced as follows:


2.3
 PAINT SAMPLE DOCUMENTATION 


All interested Contractors shall submit the following items and information as part of their bid to OSP (do not send Paint Sample Documentation to the Paint Samples Ship-to Location – send to the address on the Solicitation’s face page).


a. Certified laboratory test results as listed for each formulation for Standard paint (TS section 3), Cold-Weather paint (TS section 4), and High-build paint (TS section 5). 

b. Certification on material content.


c. Certification and test results for TCLP toxic metal analysis.


d. Certification that the paint is 100% acrylic emulsion.


e. A FTIR scan printout for both white and yellow paint (Standard, Cold Weather, High-Build) shall be submitted with identification of the acrylic peaks, clearly labeled for compliance of the 100% acrylic emulsion.


f. Solvent information, if applicable.


g. Certification that the paint is VOC compliant.

8. TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION BULK CONTAINER IDENTIFICATION: A Technical Specification is embedded in section 6.2.9 of the Solicitation.  The OSP intends a more robust Bulk Container Identification and is adding “Batch” as part of lines e and f and is adding lines g through k.  


Technical Specification, Section 3.2 is replaced as follows:


3.2
Bulk Container Identification


Each container shall have a durable identification pouch attached to the outside face of the container.  The pouch shall have a transparent face so a product identification sheet can be visible.  The pouch shall contain a color code white or yellow identification sheet representing the color of the paint contained in the container.  The identification sheet shall contain the following minimum information regarding the paint boldly printed on the sheet.


a. Manufacturer


b. Paint Formula Number


c. Paint Color


d. Batch Number


e. Batch Weight per Gallon


f. Batch Viscosity of the Paint


g. Date of manufacture, month and year


h. Tare weight of the empty container


i. Gross weight of the filled container


j. Net weight of the paint


k. Number of gallons of paint in the container

9. TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION CONTAINER DEPOSIT: A Technical Specification is embedded in section 6.2.9 of the Solicitation.  Feedback indicates ambiguity and confusion with the Container Deposit section.  The OSP resolves the matter by removing the option of having a drum and pail deposit, and any drum or pail delivered under this contract will be the responsibility of the customer to dispose of when empty.  


Technical Specification, Section 8.2 is replaced as follows:


8.2
Container Deposit:


There shall be no deposit on the totes, drums, or pails.  Disposal of empty drums and pails delivered under this contract is the responsibility of the customer.

10. TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION MINIMUM ORDER QUANTITIES AND FREIGHT CHARGES AND DROP FEES: A Technical Specification is embedded in section 6.2.9 of the Solicitation and a Price Sheet is embedded in section 6.2.10 of the solicitation.  The Truckload and/or Less-Than-Truckload volumes do not agree (are not in alignment).  Also, an associated issue regarding the volume that is filled in the container needs to be resolved.  In past solicitations the state had language suggesting a tote container of 250 gallons could only be filled to 245 gallons.  The state is unaware of any problem or difficulty filling a 250 gallon container with 250 gallons of paint and calculations based on 245 gallons are changed to assume 250 gallons (see yellow highlights below).   


Technical Specification, Section 9 is replaced as follows:


9
MINIMUM ORDER QUANTITIES AND FREIGHT CHARGES AND DROP FEES


Although there is no minimum order quantity, orders less than 1,000 gallons or its equivalent in 50 gallon drums or 5 gallon pails (any combination of colors, packages, or paint types) may be shipped freight charges prepaid and added to the invoice as a separate line item.  


Orders of 1,000 gallons or its equivalent in 50 gallon drums or 5 gallon pails or more (any combination of colors, packages, or paint type) shall be shipped freight prepaid and included in the unit price of the paint indicated in the price sheets.


Delivery Quantities: Truckload delivery quantities shall be defined as a minimum of 2,690 gallons or its equivalent if 50-gallon and/or 5-gallon pails are shipped in lieu of one or more totes (any combination of color, packages, or paint types).  Less-than-truckload delivery quantities shall be less than 2,690 gallons or their equivalent if 50-gallon and/or 5-gallon pails are shipped in lieu of one or more totes (any combination of colors, packages, or paint types). 


Drop Fee: A drop fee of $50 may be added to the invoice as a separate line item on second and subsequent drops per individual Purchaser’s purchase order.


Combining Shipment: The State expects the awarded Contractor to be the State’s partner and help the State maximize savings.  To the extent possible, the Contractor will combine Less-than-truckload Purchase Order quantities of 1,000 gallons or greater to allow Purchasers to maximize the Truckload delivery price versus the Less-than-truckload price.  Example (assume the following): A 250 gallon tote is routinely filled to 250 gallons of paint.  Contractor receives two purchase orders prior to delivering on either.  Purchaser “A” orders five totes (1,250 gallons), Purchaser “B” orders six totes (1,500 gallons).  Both purchase orders are 1,000 gallons or greater and collectively, the amount is 2,750 gallons and meets the Truckload delivery price.  If the Contractor can reasonably combine the deliveries the Contractor is instructed to and agrees to combine deliveries and charge both Purchasers the lower Truckload Price.  However, the Contractor may charge the $50 drop fee pro rata among the two Purchasers.

11. TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION MEASUREMENT: A Technical Specification is embedded in section 6.2.9 of the Solicitation.  Feedback indicates operational difficulties with the Measurement and Payment section.  The OSP resolves the matter by removing the complicated weighing and measuring language and simply offering OSP’s expectation.


Technical Specification, Section 14 is replaced as follows:

MEASUREMENT

  


No matter the tote container size, i.e., 250 gallon stainless steel or 275 rigid polyethylene containers, or any other container that meets the tote specification, the tote shall be filled with 250 gallons of paint meeting the specification.  However, upon mutual agreement of the OSP and the Contractor, the fill volume may be adjusted higher or lower.  The OSP expects that the quantity ordered is in fact delivered and that the paint and tote conform to the contracting language of the Solicitation and all embedded attachments and random weighing of the totes filled and empty may be conducted by WSDOT at anytime.

12. TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION MEASUREMENT: A Technical Specification is embedded in section 6.2.9 of the Solicitation.  Feedback indicates performance difficulties with the Glass Beads section.  Specifically, the glass beads used by WSDOT on the current glass bead contract may have performances issues when combined with the High-Build paint.  The OSP resolves the matter by making this section applicable to the Standard Waterborne Traffic Line Paint and the Cold-Weather Waterborne Traffic Line Paint.


Technical Specification, Section 19 is replaced as follows:

GLASS BEADS


For Standard and Cold-Weather Waterborne Traffic Line Paint supplied by the Contractor, the paint must perform in a superior fashion and have no performance issues, including but not limited to binding, adhesion, reflectivity, with glass beads.  The Washington Department of Transportation currently uses the following glass beads:

Specifically: Paint Sample Ship-To Location (TS 2.2), Paint Sample Documentation (TS 2.3), Bulk Container Identification (TS 3.2), Container Deposit (TS 8.2), Minimum Order Quantities and Freight Charges and Drop Fees (TS 9), Measurement (TS 14), Glass Beads (TS 19).

On November 11, 2009 (Veterans Day) the Office of State Procurement attempted to issue Amendment 01 on Solicitation 07609 – Waterborne Traffic Marking Paint.  Our belief was that the system uploaded the Amendment and that the system communicated the existence of the Amendment to all Bidders that downloaded the original 07609 Solicitation.  


It now appears the Amendment 01 (file name 07609a01) either did not upload and broadcast out to the interested Bidders or did not remain in the system.  Either way, Amendment 01 is suspect and is being replaced with Amendment 02 (07609a02).  Amendment 02 is different from Amendment 01.  Therefore, if you are in possession of Amendment 01 then ignore it in favor of Amendment 02.

All parts of the original Solicitation or earlier Amendments that are not amended by this amendment remain unchanged and in full force and effect.  The above referenced solicitation is amended as follows:


1. NEW BID OPENING DATE – 12/3/09 BY 2:00 PM: The bid opening due date is extended (deadline to submit a bid to the Office of State Procurement (OSP)).  The new deadline is Thursday, 12/3/09 at 2:00 pm and changes the original or earlier due date of 11/17/09.

2. SOLICITATION EMBEDDED PRICE SHEET: The original or earlier price sheet is revised to reflect changes in the estimated quantities by region or line item or both.  The revised Price Sheet also corrects a misuse of the less-than-equal symbol, therefore, where the original or earlier Price Sheet reflected a less-than-equal symbol “≤” this symbol is replaced with a less-than symbol “<”.  

OSP requests that all Bidders use the revised Price Sheet embedded below in place of the original embedded attachment located in section 6.2.10 of the Solicitation.  Use of the earlier Price Sheet as your Bid submittal will not disqualify the bid; however, the Bidder is bound by the revised language and estimates of the revised Price Sheet as if the revised price sheet had been used and submitted by the Bidder.  Under no circumstances will the Bidder be allowed to change pricing after the Bid due date.

Refer to section 3 – PRICE SHEET SUBMITTAL SECTION REVISED immediately below.  It contains the new embedded Price Sheet.

3. SOLICITATION PRICE SHEET SUBMITTAL SECTION: The Price Sheet Submittal section of the Solicitation is revised to correct errors, in calculations, symbol designations, provides a new Price Sheet with revised estimates for season 2010, corrects a symbol and provides an Evaluation Methodology in greater detail. 

Specifically: 


· A new Evaluation Methodology subsection is added to the Price Sheet Submittal section S 6.2.10.  The new Evaluation Methodology subsection details the calculation of the individual paint items listed in the Price Sheet.

· The Scoring subsection – Sample Calculation part contained an error in that Bidder B equaled $340,000 but the math was based on a bid of $345,000.


· A revised Price Sheet replaces the original Price Sheet.  The new Price Sheet has revised estimates and corrects the symbol used in the less-than-truckload (LTL) paint lines.  The symbol used was “≤” but should have been “<”.


The Solicitation, section 6.2.10 is replaced in its entirety as follows:  

6.2.10
PRICE SHEET SUBMITTAL


Also refer to Section 5 Pricing (Cost Factors) above for some issues that can affect pricing.


Bidders must print, complete, and return the completed embedded Price Sheet.  


For all twelve (12) paint lines reflected in the Price Sheet, there are 72 price cells (36 unit price cells and 36 corresponding extended price cells) in the embedded Price Sheet below.  The Bidder must complete all 36 Unit Price cells and should complete any corresponding extended price cell that has an estimate of use greater than zero.  Unit Price cells left blank are assumed to be offered at no charge for the life of the contract (see S 5.8 – Pricing Not Specified).


Bidders shall only offer one paint formulation for Yellow or White Standard, Cold-Weather, and High-Build paint (one formulation per line).  The Manufacturer and the Formulation number shall be identified on the Price Sheet.  The Contractor shall have a passing white and yellow formulation for each type of paint to qualify for award. The Bidder should also complete any Prompt Payment/Credit Card information on the last page of the Price Sheet.


The corresponding Price Sheet Submittal form is provided as an embedded file below.  The Washington Department of Transportation is also providing their Waterborne Traffic Marking Paint – 2010 Estimated Delivery Schedule.  The Estimated Delivery Schedule is offered for informational and general location purposes only.

Evaluation Methodology: The embedded Price Sheet above contains the WSDOT’s 2010 season estimate in gallons.  These estimates are essentially a weighted factor.  


A. Items Reflecting an Estimated Quantity of Zero: Some items and some lines in the Price Sheet reflect an estimate use of zero (0).  Nonetheless the OSP requires the Bidder to offer a price by recording a price per gallon in the unit price cell.  Because the corresponding extended price cells would mathematically equate to zero, these Price Sheet cells should already reflect an ”N/A” in the extended price cell.  


The pricing specified by the Apparent Successful Bidder for items with an estimate of zero are not evaluated for the purposes of making an award decision.  However, once the Apparent Successful Bidder is identified then the pricing for the items with an estimated use of zero will be evaluated for price reasonableness.  If in the opinion of the OSP the pricing appears unreasonable, the Apparent Successful Bidder will be given an opportunity to explain the pricing.  The OSP reserves the right to not award these items if after due consideration it believes the pricing is higher than reasonable.  Should these item not be awarded through this opportunity then these items may be procured off-contract using other procurement methods.


B. Items Reflecting an Estimated Quantity Greater than Zero: Six of the thirty six product items reflect an estimate greater than zero.  These items represent what the WSDOT expects to purchase, but does not guarantee to purchase, during the 2010 season and will be evaluated per the scoring formula described in the Scoring subsection below.  But see also Price Sheet Calculation immediately below.

C. Price Sheet Calculation: 

By example: The first line item (Standard / White / Truckload) represents 216,750 of the estimated 411,500 gallons or 52.673 percent.  


The Bidder will populate the corresponding Price Sheet cell with a per gallon price (d11 in this example).  The Bidder will then multiply the per gallon price against the estimated quantity of 216,750 to arrive at an extended total for the corresponding cell (e11 in this example).  


OSP will verify the extended price is accurate; if there is an error OSP will recalculate using the unit price stated by the Bidder.  Remember, in the event of an error in the extension of prices, the unit price shall prevail (see S 5.3 above).  


The extended prices will be added together to form a total extended price.  The total extended price will then be subjected to preference and penalties as described in the solicitation (see S 6.3 below).  Preference and penalty factors will be applied to the total extended price to arrive at a total evaluation price that will be scored in conformity with the Scoring subsection below. 


D. SAMPLE CALCULATION: The embedded MS Excel spreadsheet demonstrates how the prices offered are evaluated.  Remember the total extended price and follow-on preference and penalties affecting prices are for evaluation purposes.  They do not reflect the product price offered by the Bidder, should the Bidder become the Contractor (Apparent Successful Bidder).

Scoring: To determine the score the administrator will use the Price Sheet to determine the lowest total evaluated pricing.  Bidder with the lowest total evaluation price will receive 85 points.  Those Bids with a higher evaluation total price will receive a proportionately fewer number of evaluation points based upon the lowest Bid, using the following formula:


· Lowest total Bid evaluation price divided by a higher total Bid evaluation price (Bid that is being evaluated) multiplied by number of available points equals the cost factor evaluation points.  Points will be rounded to three places to the right of the decimal point using standard rounding method.


· Sample Calculation using Bidder A = $300,000 and Bidder B = $340,000


· $300,000 / $340,000 = .88235 x 85 (max points available) = 74.999 (rounded to three places to the right of the decimal point using standard rounding).


· Bidder A is the lowest total Bid evaluation cost, so it would be assigned the 85 points.  Bidder B would be assigned 73.913 points based on the formula above.

4. SOLICITATION PREPARATION OF BIDS: The Solicitation, section 4.3 – Preparation of Bids, further details the Format, in that the OSP requires one complete hard copy and one complete electronic scanned copy of the hard copy Bid.  OSP neglected to explain that it needs the scanned electronic PDF copy to be identical to the hard copy and that it be submitted on compact disk (CD) (preferred) but DVD-R or USB Flash Drives are acceptable.  Reminder, one of the reasons the OSP requires an identical hard copy is if the PDF scan files on the computer electronic media fails or is corrupted for any reason.


The Solicitation, Section 4.3, subsection Format is replaced as follows:


Format: OSP requires one complete hard copy and one complete electronic scanned copy of the hard copy Bid.  The hard copy and electronic copy should be identical; therefore, all changes or erasures to any Submittals must be initialed in ink (blue ink preferred) prior to the scanning of the electronic copy.  The hard copy of the Bid must be legible and completed in ink or with electronic printer or other similar office equipment, with signatures in ink (blue preferred).  The electronic scanned copy of the Bid must be in Adobe Portable Document Format (PDF) and submitted on compact disk (CD) (preferred) but DVD-R or USB Flash Drives are acceptable. The State needs an electronic PDF copy that is identical to all hard copy documents that are submitted by the Bidder; however, the electronic copy need not include Bidder catalogs and other Bidder pre-printed materials unless they are essential to defining the product or service offered. In the event of a conflict, see Solicitation, section 4.3 – Preparation, subsection Conflict.

5. MODEL CONTRACT IDENTIFICATION SECTION: A Model Contract is embedded in section 6.2.3 of the Solicitation.  Within the Model Contract, section 6.2 there is a cut-and-paste error.  The second paragraph is from another Solicitation and needs to be deleted.


The Model Contract, Section 6.2, is replaced as follows:


6.2
IDENTIFICATION 

All invoices, packing lists, packages, instruction manuals, correspondence, shipping notices, shipping containers, and other written materials associated with this Contract shall be identified by the Contract number and the applicable Purchaser’s order number and Purchaser code identification number as designated by OSP.  Packing lists shall be enclosed with each shipment and clearly identify all contents and any backorders.

6. TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION PAINT SAMPLE SHIP-TO LOCATION: A Technical Specification is embedded in section 6.2.9 of the Solicitation.  Within the Technical Specification submittal an error with a ship-to location exists.  The physical address of 5730 is inaccurate and should reflect 5720 and the following change is necessary.


Technical Specification, Section 2.2 is replaced as follows:


2.2
PAINT SAMPLE SHIP-TO LOCATION


Bidders make sure your method of shipment includes some form of signature receipt or other similar tracking method that proves WSDOT took possession of the samples sent to the location below. 7.  TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION PAINT SAMPLE DOCUMENTATION: A Technical Specification is embedded in section 6.2.9 of the Solicitation.  Feedback indicates that part of the Paint Sample Documentation section is ambiguous or confusing and subsection f., is deleted (struck).  


Technical Specification, Section 2.3 is replaced as follows:


2.3
 PAINT SAMPLE DOCUMENTATION 


All interested Contractors shall submit the following items and information as part of their bid to OSP (do not send Paint Sample Documentation to the Paint Samples Ship-to Location – send to the address on the Solicitation’s face page).


a. Certified laboratory test results as listed for each formulation for Standard paint (TS section 3), Cold-Weather paint (TS section 4), and High-build paint (TS section 5). 

b. Certification on material content.


c. Certification and test results for TCLP toxic metal analysis.


d. Certification that the paint is 100% acrylic emulsion.


e. A FTIR scan printout for both white and yellow paint (Standard, Cold Weather, High-Build) shall be submitted with identification of the acrylic peaks, clearly labeled for compliance of the 100% acrylic emulsion.


f. Solvent information, if applicable.


g. Certification that the paint is VOC compliant.

8. TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION BULK CONTAINER IDENTIFICATION: A Technical Specification is embedded in section 6.2.9 of the Solicitation.  The OSP intends a more robust Bulk Container Identification and is adding “Batch” as part of lines e and f and is adding lines g through k.  


Technical Specification, Section 3.2 is replaced as follows:

Bulk Container Identification


Each container shall have a durable identification pouch attached to the outside face of the container.  The pouch shall have a transparent face so a product identification sheet can be visible.  The pouch shall contain a color code white or yellow identification sheet representing the color of the paint contained in the container.  The identification sheet shall contain the following minimum information regarding the paint boldly printed on the sheet.


a. Manufacturer


b. Paint Formula Number


c. Paint Color


d. Batch Number


e. Batch Weight per Gallon


f. Batch Viscosity of the Paint


g. Date of manufacture, month and year


h. Tare weight of the empty container


i. Gross weight of the filled container


j. Net weight of the paint


k. Number of gallons of paint in the container


*****************************************


9. TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION CONTAINER DEPOSIT: A Technical Specification is embedded in section 6.2.9 of the Solicitation.  Feedback indicates ambiguity and confusion with the Container Deposit section.  The OSP resolves the matter by removing the option of having a drum and pail deposit, and any drum or pail delivered under this contract will be the responsibility of the customer to dispose of when empty.  


Technical Specification, Section 8.2 is replaced as follows:


8.2
Container Deposit:


There shall be no deposit on the totes, drums, or pails.  Disposal of empty drums and pails delivered under this contract is the responsibility of the customer.

10. TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION MINIMUM ORDER QUANTITIES AND FREIGHT CHARGES AND DROP FEES: A Technical Specification is embedded in section 6.2.9 of the Solicitation and a Price Sheet is embedded in section 6.2.10 of the solicitation.  The Truckload and/or Less-Than-Truckload volumes do not agree (are not in alignment).  Also, an associated issue regarding the volume that is filled in the container needs to be resolved.  In past solicitations the state had language suggesting a tote container of 250 gallons could only be filled to 245 gallons.  The state is unaware of any problem or difficulty filling a 250 gallon container with 250 gallons of paint and calculations based on 245 gallons are changed to assume 250 gallons (see yellow highlights below).   


Technical Specification, Section 9 is replaced as follows:


9
MINIMUM ORDER QUANTITIES AND FREIGHT CHARGES AND DROP FEES


Although there is no minimum order quantity, orders less than 1,000 gallons or its equivalent in 50 gallon drums or 5 gallon pails (any combination of colors, packages, or paint types) may be shipped freight charges prepaid and added to the invoice as a separate line item.  


Orders of 1,000 gallons or its equivalent in 50 gallon drums or 5 gallon pails or more (any combination of colors, packages, or paint type) shall be shipped freight prepaid and included in the unit price of the paint indicated in the price sheets.


Delivery Quantities: Truckload delivery quantities shall be defined as a minimum of 2,690 gallons or its equivalent if 50-gallon and/or 5-gallon pails are shipped in lieu of one or more totes (any combination of color, packages, or paint types).  Less-than-truckload delivery quantities shall be less than 2,690 gallons or their equivalent if 50-gallon and/or 5-gallon pails are shipped in lieu of one or more totes (any combination of colors, packages, or paint types). 


Drop Fee: A drop fee of $50 may be added to the invoice as a separate line item on second and subsequent drops per individual Purchaser’s purchase order.


Combining Shipment: The State expects the awarded Contractor to be the State’s partner and help the State maximize savings.  To the extent possible, the Contractor will combine Less-than-truckload Purchase Order quantities of 1,000 gallons or greater to allow Purchasers to maximize the Truckload delivery price versus the Less-than-truckload price.  Example (assume the following): A 250 gallon tote is routinely filled to 250 gallons of paint.  Contractor receives two purchase orders prior to delivering on either.  Purchaser “A” orders five totes (1,250 gallons), Purchaser “B” orders six totes (1,500 gallons).  Both purchase orders are 1,000 gallons or greater and collectively, the amount is 2,750 gallons and meets the Truckload delivery price.  If the Contractor can reasonably combine the deliveries the Contractor is instructed to and agrees to combine deliveries and charge both Purchasers the lower Truckload Price.  However, the Contractor may charge the $50 drop fee pro rata among the two Purchasers.

11. TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION MEASUREMENT: A Technical Specification is embedded in section 6.2.9 of the Solicitation.  Feedback indicates operational difficulties with the Measurement and Payment section.  The OSP resolves the matter by removing the complicated weighing and measuring language and simply offering OSP’s expectation.


Technical Specification, Section 14 is replaced as follows:

No matter the tote container size, i.e., 250 gallon stainless steel or 275 rigid polyethylene containers, or any other container that meets the tote specification, the tote shall be filled with 250 gallons of paint meeting the specification.  However, upon mutual agreement of the OSP and the Contractor, the fill volume may be adjusted higher or lower.  The OSP expects that the quantity ordered is in fact delivered and that the paint and tote conform to the contracting language of the Solicitation and all embedded attachments and random weighing of the totes filled and empty may be conducted by WSDOT at anytime.

12. TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION MEASUREMENT: A Technical Specification is embedded in section 6.2.9 of the Solicitation.  Feedback indicates performance difficulties with the Glass Beads section.  Specifically, the glass beads used by WSDOT on the current glass bead contract may have performances issues when combined with the High-Build paint.  The OSP resolves the matter by making this section applicable to the Standard Waterborne Traffic Line Paint and the Cold-Weather Waterborne Traffic Line Paint.
