4. (09/22/05) Converted contract rate terms for the remainder of the two year term of contract (10/31/2008).  Previous pricing was based on a fluctuating rate as determined by first of month inside FERC rate plus an adder of $0.445.  Converted pricing effective October 1, 2006 will be based on FIXED rate of $7.631 per MMBtu at the applicable delivery point. Term value changed per reported sales usage estimated $4,830,840.00 (2005 & 2nd quarter of 2006 $3,632,130.00/6 x 8 = $4,830,840.00)

5. (10/26/05) Contract extended for a 3-year term.  Revision into contract includes a change from firm fixed pricing to fluctuating rates as determined by first of month inside FERC rate plus an adder of $0.445.  At end of term a new OSP contract number will be assigned for in-house tracking purposes.

6. (10/26/05) Term value of $1,019,993.00 has been changed.  New term value is estimated at $3,100,000.00 based on contract modifications.

7. Department of Corrections, Washington State Penitentiary is responsible for the daily administration of this agreement which includes the scheduling of natural gas delivery.

8. Cascade Natural Gas is subject to providing the State Procurement quarterly usage reports.  This usage report will be for the contracted service location only and will include total number of dollars collected for service to that location.

9. As a single source gas utility contract, this contract is exempt from provisions of RCW 43.19.1905 authorizing state agencies to purchase from non-contract suppliers.
