This Contract is between the State of Minnesota, acting through its Commissioner of Administration, on
behalf of Minnesota Multistate Contracting Alliance for Pharmacy (“MMCAP”) and Dental Health
Products, Inc., 2614 North Sugar Bush Road, New Franken, Wisconsin 54229-0176 (*Vendor”).

Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes Sections 16C.03, the Commissioner of Administration may enter into this
contract on behalf of MMCAP for the benefit of its members.

MMCAP is a group purchasing organization as defined in 42 U.S.C. § 1320a-7b(b)(3)(c) and maintains
that it is structured to comply with the requirements of the Safe Harbor regulations regarding payments to
group purchasing organizations set forth in 42 C.F.R. § 1001.952(j). MMCAP consists of government-
run health care facilities and contracts for pharmaceuticals and certain health care products and services
for its members’ use. Participation in MMCAP is limited to facilities within member states that are
specifically permitted by the member state’s statutes to purchase goods from the member state’s
contracts.  Participation is generally available to facilities run by state agencies, counties, cities,
townships, and school districts.

The Vendor wishes to contract with MMCAP to supply dental Products and provide Services to MMCAP
Member Facilities.

1. Term of Contract

1.1. Effective date: October 1, 2014, or the date MMCAP obtains all required signatures under
Minnesota Statutes Section16C.03, subdivision 2, whichever is later.

1.2. Expiration date: September 30, 2016, or as cancelled pursuant to Section 42.

1.3. Survival of Terms, The following clauses survive the expiration or cancellation of this Contract: 28.
Indemnification; 29. State Audits; 30. Government Data Practices and Intellectual Property; Publicity and
Endorsement; 34. Governing Law, Jurisdiction, and Venue; 35, and Data Disclosure; 40.

2, Products and Services. Vendor's complete Product and Services catalog will be available to MMCAP
Members upon request. For a complete listing of Products and Services pricing see Attachment A: Core
Products Pricing, which includes all tabs is attached and incorporated. A detailed description of the
Services and pricing is set forth on Attachment B: Services — Statement of Work,

3. Account Set-Up
Vendor requires the following information:
e Facility Name
e Facility MMCAP ID
o Billing and shipping addresses (both are required only if the billing and shipping addresses
are different)
e Names, phone and fax numbers, and email addresses for ordering contact, shipping contact,
and accounts payable (billing) contact.
e National Provider [dentifier (NPD number (if known)
e State Registration number (required for Rx purchases)
o Tax exempt number and copy of tax exempt form

Vendor will accept all purchase orders. After account set up is completed the MMCAP Member will
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receive an email from Vendor with the link to the online site as well as a unique username and temporary
password. The online site allows the MMCAP Member to place orders, access Product information and
training. All Products and Services being offered on the MMCAP Contract will be offered on the online

site.

4. Ordering Instructions

Any MMCAP Member interested in setting up an account and placing orders should contact Vendor's
customer service, 800-626-2163 where the facility will be assigned to the sales representative to the area
of the ordering MMCAP Member. Vendor has set up an online ordering portal at www.dhpionline.com
for each MMCAP Member to place orders for Products and Services, view product information. The
online ordering portal address, password and 1D will be issued to the MMCAP Member upon account set
up. The portal allows placing orders and training accessible 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. Call center
hours are Monday to Friday, 8:00 am to 5:00 pm, central time (closed for National Holidays).

4.1 Ordering Online. Go to www.dhpionline.com and go to ‘Supplies’ section to order. Login by using
the unique portal username and password emailed upon account set up, the MMCAP Member, will be
directed on how to place orders by the Vendor’s trainer or representative.

4.2 Ordering by Phone. Call Vendor’s Customer Service at 800-626-2163.

4.3 Ordering by Email. Vendor will issue the email of the representative managing the MMCAP
Member's account. When emailing an order it should be issued on the MMCAP Member facilities
Purchase Order (PO) form. Include the PO with the email as an attachment. Include Facility Name,
Billing and Shipping addresses, item number, brief description, quantity and products and services being
ordered.  When an order is received, the Vendor will issue a functional sales order acknowledgement
(OA) back to the MMCAP Member via email confirming receipt. The OA will be emailed to the issuer
and the ship to contact email.

5. Custom/Kit Orders. Vendor may customize orders for MMCAP Members by combining any of the
Products and Services listed on Attachment A, The turnaround time for custom Product configurations is
typically 30 days from date of order, but could be longer. A minimum unit order may be required
depending on the item(s) selected. A purchase order must be received by Vendor the MMCAP Member
prior to commencement of manufacture or assembly of custom Product.

6. Product Delivery and Service Fulfillment.

6.1 Products.

Orders received to Vendor by 2:00 pm Central Time for Products that are stocking items will ship same
day, or within 24 hours if received after 2:00 pm Central Time. Vendor will notify the MMCAP Member
i there are items backordered by Vendor’s manufactures. All Product deliveries are FOB Destination.
Vendor uses common carriers (“CARRIER™) such as UPS, FEDEX, or others for all shipments. If a
Facility requires expedited shipping or orders bulk items, or hazardous items, then additional shipping
charges will apply. If MMCAP Member is ordering a non-Core Product item (a product that is not
included on Attachment A), or is placing a high volume order for non-Core Product, shipping times may
vary. There may be a unit order minimum for non-Core products depending on the item ordered. Vendor
will advise the MMCAP member of any minimum order requirements and estimated ship date.

6.2 Shipment, Risk of Loss, and Delay. Vendor will use all commercially reasonable efforts to deliver
Product to MMCAP Member on the schedule requested by MMCAP Member. However, due to Acts of
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God or other issues of Force Majeure. With the prior approval of the MMCAP Member, Product may be
delivered in installments.

Each order placed by MMCAP Member will constitute a separate and independent transaction, and will
be invoiced separately. All invoices rendered by Vendor covering Product not in dispute will be paid by
MMCAP Member. Products temporarily out of stock will be backordered and delivered to MMCAP
Member upon availability, unless the order is cancetled prior thereto by MMCAP Member.

6.3 Security Interest. Vendor retains and MMCAP Member hereby grants to Vendor a security interest
in shipped Product until the full purchase price has been paid. MMCAP Member's failure to pay any
amount when due shall give Vendor the right to possession and removal of the Product at any time upon
giving 10 days prior notice. Vendor's taking of possession shall be without prejudice to any other
remedies Vendor may have, Upon request, MMCAP Member agrees to execute financing stalements or
other documents reasonably required by Vendor to protect and perfect Vendor's security interest in the
shipped Product.

6,4 Other Services. Requests for Services set forth in Attachinent 13 received to Vendor by 8:0¢ am
Central Time will be fulfilled within 72 hours. MMCAP Members requiring expedited Services should
call Vendor for eslimates.

7. Product Backorders and Service Delays

In the event Products are on backorder or an ordered Service will be delayed, the Vendor will alert the
MMCAP Member of the Product backorder status and Service fulfillment delay and provide an estimated
Product ship date and Service order fulfillment date. In the event Product is backordered, Vendor will
suggest optional Product to the MMCATP Member.

8. Invoicing
Vendor will issue an invoice [or any Product that has been shipped or upon conclusion of the Service to
the MMCAP Moember, When the ordered Product has shipped and Service is fulfilled, Vendor will e-mail
the billing email address provided on account set up. The email must contain:

8.1 Inspection and Acceptance. MMCAP Member must inspect all shipments of product upon arrival
and notify Vendor in writing of any over shipments, shortages, defectiveness of Product, or other failures
1o conform to the order which are reasonably discoverable within 10 business days of Product delivery
date. All notifications shall be accompanied by packing slips. inspection reports, and other documents
necessary to support MMCAP Member's claims. All shortages or other fatlures to conform not timely
repotrted to Vendor as required be deemed lorever waived by the MMCAP Member.

8.2 [nvoice Disputes,

8.2.1 Invoice disputes will be addressed by Vendor's customer service manager. Vendor will address the
issue, create resolution, and report back to the MMCAP Member within 72 hours.

8.2.2 Larger issues will be immediately escalated to senior management as required for discussion,
mediation and resolution,

§.2.3 MMCAP Moembers must maintain supply chain integrity and pedigree tracking though out the
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ordering process including order receiving, receipting, and stocking.

8.2.4 MMCAP Members claiming damaged Product due to delivery must file claim with the Vendor
within 10 business day of delivery received date.

8.2.5 In the event the dispute is not resolved through Vendor's invoice dispute process the MMCAP
Member may also utilize the dispute resolution procedures set forth in this Contract.

8.3 Limited Product Warranties. Vendor warrants that Product is composed of the materials described
on the label and free from defects. Vendor makes no warranty if the Product is covered by a
manufacturer's warranty. The Vendor must indemnify, save, and hold MMCAP, its agents, and employees
harmless from any claims or causes of action brought by third parties, including attorneys” fees incurred
by MMCAP, arising out of the negligence or willful misconduct of Vendor in performance of this
Contract. This clause will not be construed to bar any legal remedies the Vendor may have for
MMCAP's failure to fulfill its obligations under this contract. In no event will Vendor be liable to
MMCAP under, in connection with, or related to this Contract for any indirect, incidental, special, or
consequential damages whether or not Vendor is advised of the possibilities of those damages whether
based on breach of contract, warranty, tort, product liability, or otherwise (including lost profits) from any
cause.

VENDOR MAKES NO REPRESENTATION OR WARRANTY OF ANY KIND, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, WITH
RESPECT TO ANY PRODUCTS OR SERVICES PROVIDED BY VENDOR INCLUDING THE WARRANTY
OF MERCHANTABILITY OR THE FITNESS FOR ANY PARTICULAR USE OR PURPOSE. MMCAP SHALL
LOOK TO THE MANUFACTURER OF PRODUCTS AND THE PROVIDER OF SERVICE FOR ANY
WARRANTY THEREON. NO AGENT, EMPLOYEE, OR REPRESENTATIVE OF VENDOR HAS ANY
AUTHORITY TO MAKE ANY AFFIRMATION, REPRESENTATION, OR WARRANTY CONCERNING
PRODUCTS OR SERVICES NOT SET FORTH IN THE MMCAP CONTRACT.

Vendor makes no other warranties, express or implied, arising by law or otherwise (INCLUDING BUT
NOT LIMITED TO ANY WARRANTY WITH RESPECT TO IMPLIED WARRANTY OF
FITNESS, ANY IMPLIED WARRANTY ARISING FROM COURSE OF PERFORMANCE,
COURSE OF DEALING OR USAGE OF TRADE OR OTHERWISE, OR FOR INCIDENTAL OR
CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES). The warranty states the entire obligation of Vendor in connection
with this transaction. The warranty shall not be extended, altered or varied except by a written instrument
signed by Vendor and by the respective duly authorized representatives of the parties.

9. Order Cancellations. MMCAP Members may cancel non-custom orders within 2 hours after order
placement and before it ships by calling Vendor’s Customer Service at: 800-626-2163. There will be no
charge for cancelled non-custom orders.

10. Product Returns and Service Non-fulfillment

Except for Products described in (a) below, Product may be returned with the prior notice to Vendor.
Returns of Product must be received by Vendor within 30 days of the Product shipment date in order to
avoid a restocking charge. Product may be returned only if unmarked, unopened, in the original sealed
packages and in all respects, resalable.

a.Special, customized, personalized or government regulated products are not returnable under any
circumstances. In addition, the following items are not returnable:
o Opened handpieces, small equipment, their accessories and customer ordered equipment.
e Special ordered products Vendor does not ordinarily stock.
e Personalized and imprinted items.
o Opened computer hardware and soltware.
s Hazardous items.
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» Expired Product,

» Discontinued merchandise.

¢ Products thal cannot be returned by Vendor to its manufacturer, such as alloy, anesthetics, dated
and sterile items.

s X-ray fitlm, if defective, must be returned directly to the manulacturer.

.Returned Product will be credited to the MMCAP Members account, less a minimum fen percent
restocking fee, if applicable. Original shipping costs are not creditable or refundable. Generally, no
cash refunds will be given on returned Product; however, exceptions may be made for delective
Product or errors on the part of Vendor.

=

c. Prior to returning Product, the MMCAP Member must catl Vendor's Customer Service Department 1o
obtain a return authorization (*RA”) number. All returned Product MUST receive a RA number from
Vendor prior to return shipment. Vendor will provide a return label and instructions via email
(preferred), fax or regular mail. No returns will be accepted past 30 days from invoice date. MMCAP
Members are responsible for return freight and will be responsible for any freight loss or damage
during return.

d.Credit will be issued to MMCATP Member's account only afier inspection for conformity to this retum
policy Product returned to Vendor that does not conform with the Vendor’s return policy will be
addressed as follows:

I. Not merchantable, but has value. For Product that Vendor determines is not merchantable, but has
value to the Member {e.g., handsets, doctor's instruments), Vendor will notify Member and return
the Product to the MMCAP Member. The MMCAP Member will be responsible for return
shipping costs and any required insurance.

2. Not merchantable, with no value. For Product that Vendor determines is not merchantable and has
little or no value (e.g., opened sterile produets), Vendor will notify the Member that the return is not
credilable and will dispose of the Product,

3. Merchamtable, but outside return period. For Product that is determined by Vendor fo be
merchantable, but is returned outside the Vendor's return period will be credited 50% of the
Product’s purchase price,

e, Claims for shortages or errars in shipments must be reported within 5 business days of invoice date ta
issuc credil (if applicable). No credit for shortages or errors will be given by Vendor if notice of (he
shortage is not made within 10 business days of the invoice date.

f. Product being returned by an MMCAP Member for Product performance issues must be authorized
by Vendor’s Sales Representative and/or Customer Service, A Return Material Authorization (RMA)
Form will be emailed to Facility along with the Call Tags to return product to the warehouse. All
returns must be accompanied by the RMA Form 10 ensure swift processing upon return,

g. Credit or replacements will be issued upon return.

h. Restocking fee will not be applied to Product performance returns.

10.1. Service Non-Fulfillment. For issues with Service Non-lFulfillment see section 8.2.1 and contact
Vendor’s Customer Service.

11. Price Discvepancies and Corrections

In the event a price discrepancy is c¢laimed by an MMCAP Member, the affected Facility must contact
Vendor's customer service 1o resolve price discrepancy. The price audits and corrections are resolved
within 30 days of invoiced date. Onee processed, there will be an open eredit on the account that may be
applied to future orders.
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12. Product Recalls
Vendor’s Product recall policy is a proprietary document and may be requested by the MMCAP Member.

In the event of a recall, Vendor will notify MMCAP within 72 hours prior to issuing recall notice to the
affected MMCAP Members.

13. Inventory Management
Vendor will assist in the management of MMCAP Members’ Product inventory as follows:

13.1 Product Inventory. Vendor will work with each MMCAP Member to ensure appropriate inventory.

13.2 New & Discontinued Product. 1f new Products are amended into this Contract, Vendor will notify
MMCAP Members as they become available. If Products are removed from this Contract then Vendor
will notify MMCAP Members of any discontinued Products.

13.3 Product Fulfillment Service Level Requirements. Vendor agrees to maintain an aggregate
monthly dollar fulfillment level of 98% for initial shipment of Products, as set forth on Attachment A:
Core Products Pricing. Incorrect or non-conforming Products shipped to MMCAP Members due to
Vendor’s fault shall count against the Service Level.

14 Business Reviews. Vendor will perform a bi-annual business review with MMCAP staft per Contract
year. The review will be at a time and place that is mutually agreeable to Vendor and MMCAP and at a
minimum address: a review of sales to members, pricing and Contract terms, administrative fees, supply
issues, customer issues, and any other necessary information,

15. Purchase Orders and Payment

15.1 Purchase Orders. As a condition for purchasing under this Contract, purchasers must be MMCAP
Members in good standing with MMCAP. Then, MMCAP Members may purchase goods and services
by submitting Purchase Orders. MMCAP Members may use their own forms for Purchase Orders. To the
extent that the terms of any form differ from the terms of this Contract, the terms of this Contract
supersede such conflicting or contrary terms. Vendor reserves the right to not ship any Product that it
deems is in violation of its own Agreements with its manufacturers.

15.2 Payment of Purchase Order. Each MMCAP Members Facility will be responsible for payment of
goods and services provided by Vendor. The MMCAP Office will have no liability for an unpaid invoice
of any MMCAP Member. Vendor agrees to invoice the MMCAP Member for all Products shipped
Services ordered. Vendor reserves the right to not ship any Product to any MMCAP Member that is not
in good standing.

15.3 Verification of Authorized Purchasers. Upon request of MMCAP, Vendor must verify that it
provides goods and services under this Contract only to MMCAP Members. Upon request of Vendor,
MMCAP must verify that its Member Facilities are eligible for service under this Contract and provide
timely update of any changes to its Members’ names, locations, and contact information.

15.4 Funds available and authorized/non-appropriation. By submitting a Purchase Order the
MMCAP Member represents it has sufficient funds currently available and authorized for expenditure to

finance the costs of the Purchase Order. Once a Purchase Order is issued to Vendor it is irrevocable.

15.5 Termination of Individual Purchase Orders. MMCAP Member may terminate individual
Purchase Order in writing il it is deemed the Vendor commits any material breach of this Contract or a
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Purchase Order. If a standing Purchase Order is terminated, the MMCAP Member must pay Vendor in
accordance with the terms of this Contract and its state law for goods delivered and accepted by the
MMCAP Member.

15.6 Jurisdiction and Venue. Upon completion of the Dispute Resolution process in this Contract, and
solely with the prior written consent of MMCAP and the State of Minnesota Attorney General's Office,
the MMCAP Member may bring a claim, action, suit or proceeding against Vendor regarding a MMCAP
Member’s PO. The MMCAP Member's request to MMCAP to bring the claim, action, suit, or
proceeding must state the initiating party’s desired jurisdiction, venue and governing law. Upon
completion of the Dispute Resolution process of this Contract, the Vendor may bring a claim, action, suit
or proceeding against MMCAP Member, in Vendor's sole discretion.

16 Business Development. Vendor will support business development opportunities, utilizing joint
engagement strategies with MMCAP Office Field Services, to increase the use of the MMCAP Contracts.

17 Primary Account Representative. Vendor will assign a Primary Account Representative o
MMCAP for this Contract and must provide a minimum of 72 hours advanced notice to MMCAP if that
person is reassigned. The Primary Account Representative will be responsible for:

e Proper maintenance and management of the MMCAP Contract, including timely execution of all
amendments

o Timely response to all MMCAP inquiries

o Performance of the business review as described in section 14,

In the event that the Primary Account Representative is unresponsive and does not meet MMCAP's
needs, the Vendor will assign another Primary Account Representative upon MMCAP’s request.

18. Sales and Customer Service
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18.1 Hours of Operation: Monday — Friday; 8:00am to 5:00pm
18.2 Dedicated Messaging: Service available 365 days a year.

18.3 Vendor Call Center: Center can respond to all MMCAP Members including Alaska and Hawaii,
during normal business hours. All after hour and weekend inquiries will be answered first thing the next
business day. Vendor’s dedicated messaging center is monitored regularly. All MMCAP Members will
also have the option of contacting their individual Sales Representative directly.

18.4 Customer Service contact: Any Customer Service Representative at 800-626-2163.

18.5 Sales contact: All MMCAP Members will also have an individual Vendor representative assigned to
them, based on their location or can place sales orders online anytime.

19 Member Facilities.

19.1 Membership Additions, Deletions, and Changes in Membership Status. The Vendor must allow
new Member Facilities joining MMCAP to be added to the MMCAP Membership List (password
protected and published online at www.mmcap.org) and to access contract prices throughout the term of
this Contract.  As new Member Facilities are added to MMCAP, the Vendor will be given 7 business
days from date of notification to implement Contract pricing. MMCAP will provide Vendor with
monthly e-mail notices announcing that a new MMCAP Membership List has been posted online.

19.2 Reporting of changes: MMCAP must provide to Vendor a list of all newly added and deleted
members, every month.

19.2.1 All new members must include all contact information including name, phone, and email.

19.2.2 As new Member Facilities are added to MMCAP, the Vendor will be given 7 days from date of
notification to implement Contract pricing.

19.2.3 MMCAP will provide Vendor with monthly e-mail notices announcing that a new MMCAP
Membership List has been posted online.

19.2.4 MMCAP reserves the right to add and delete Member Participating Facilities during the term of
this Contract.

19.2.5. Membership Limitations to Contract Access. Vendor reserves the right to limit individual
contract access if it deems an individual MMCAP Member is participating on multiple contracts or is
diverting product for personal, non-intended. or off-label use.

20. Direct Marketing, Advertising, and Offers with Member Facilities. Any direct Vendor
advertising, marketing, or direct offers with Member Facilities for on- or off- contract Products and
services must be approved by MMCAP. Vendor Violation of this Article may be cause for immediate
cancellation of this Contract.

21. Payment. All payment terms on accounts are Net 30 from date of invoice, unless otherwise agreed
upon between MMCAP Member and Vendor. Special restrictions apply to credit card payments.
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21.1 Acceptance. Once MMCAP Member's order is accepted by Vendor, a binding contract is created to
purchase and sell the Product identified on MMCAP Member's order on these Terms and Conditions.
Acceptance of any purchase order may be contingent upon approval of the MMCAP Member's credit.

21.2 Prices and Charges. All prices contained within the Vendor printed or digital Product catalogs are
exclusive of applicable sales, use, and other taxes relating to the sale, purchase, or delivery of the Product
and all such taxes shall be paid by MMCAP Member, unless the Member proves tax-exempt status. Such
taxes will be applied until MMCAP Member provides documentation of tax exempt status. All purchase
orders issued and invoices for Product sent prior to the presentation and verification of the documentation
is subject to applicable taxes. Product prices published by Vendor are subject to change without notice
unless governed by this Contract. Typographical and other errors in stated prices are subject to correction.

21.3 Terms of Payment. All payment terms are Net 30 days of invoice date, unless otherwise agreed
upon between MMCAP Member and Vendor. However, subject to approved credit and to established
credit limits, Vendor may extend credit, which may be withdrawn at any time in the sole discretion of
Vendor. MMCAP Members may pay by check, ACH, or credit card (Vendor accepts AMEX, VISA,
MASTERCARD, and DISCOVER only), Vendor reserves right to change or limit acceptance of credit
cards at any time. MMCAP Members further agree that all charges paid on credit card will be charged at
point of sale (POS) only. Vendor will not accept credit card payment for any invoice it MMCAP
Member is extended and utilizes net terms. Unless agreed to by Vendor, all payments must be made by
check or ACH payment, Absent terms agreed upon in writing by Vendor, the general terms of any credit
transaction are:

21.3.1 Finance charges will be imposed on all past due invoices at the lesser of (i) a periodic rate of 1-
1/2% per month (an annual percentage rate 18%), or (ii) a rate per month equal to 1-12th of the maximum
annual percentage allowed under applicable state laws. If MMCAP Member fails to make payments when
due, Vendor may recover all incidental and consequential damages caused by MMCAP Member's breach,
including all fees paid to collection agencies and attorneys' fees and costs without prior notice.

21.3.2 Non-sufficient funds checks received by Vendor from MMCAP Member are subject to a minimum
$40.00 service charge. Future orders from any MMCAP Member from whom a non-sufficient funds
check is received must be paid in full in advance by acceptable credit card, money order, or certified
check.

21.3.3 No payment by MMCAP Member shall contain a restrictive endorsement of any kind. Any
payment containing a restrictive endorsement may be accepted by Vendor and such acceptance shall not
be deemed to be an accord and satisfaction with respect to any obligation of the MMCAP Member.

22. Administrative Fee. In consideration for the reports and services provided by MMCAP, the Vendor
will pay an administrative fee on all Products and Services, as set forth on Attachment A and B less any
charges for taxes. fees, freight, and other miscellaneous charges as invoiced to MMCAP Members.

MMCAP Member Facilities will be
advised at the time custom orders are placed that cancellation charges may apply.
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10. Product Returns. All Product returns must be authorized through Vendor’s Customer Service

No other understanding regarding this Contract, whether written or oral, may be used to bind
either party.

29, Indemnifieation. The Vendor must indemnify, save, and hold MMCAP, MMCAP Member
Facilities, including their agents, and employees harmless from any claims or causes of action, including
attorneys’ fees incurred by MMCAP, arising out of the performance of this Contract by the Vendor or the
Vendor's agents or employees; or injury or death to person(s) or property, alleged to have been caused by
some defect in Products under this Contract, when the Product has been supplied by and dispensed strictly
in accordance with federal, state, and local regulations and the applicable provisions of the package insert.
This clause will not be construed to bar any legal remedies the Vendor may have for MMCAP’s failure to
fulfill its obligations under this Contract. Pursuant to the Minnesota Constitution Article XI Section |,
MMCAP is not permitted to indemnify the Vendor.

30. State Audits. Minnesota Statutes Section 16C.03, subdivision 5, requires that “the books, records,
documents, and accounting procedures and practices of the vendor or other party, that are relevant to the
contract or transaction, are subject to examination by the contracting agency and either the legislative
auditor or the state auditor, as appropriate, for a minimum of six years” from the end of this Contract.

If such a claim of infringement has occurred, or in the Vendor’s opinion is likely to occur, the Vendor
must either procure for MMCAP the right to continue using the material or product or replace or modify
materials or products. If an option satisfactory to MMCAP is not reasonably available, MMCAP will
return the materials or products to the Vendor, upon written request of the Vendor, and at the Vendor’s
expense.

35. Governing Law, Jurisdiction, and Venue, Minnesota law, without regard to its choice-of-law
provisions, governs this Contract. Venue for all legal proceedings out of this Contract, or its breach, must
be in the appropriate state or federal court with competent jurisdiction in Ramsey County, Minnesota.
Except to the extent that the provisions of this Contract are clearly inconsistent therewith, this Contract
will be governed by the Uniform Commercial Code (UCC) as adopted by the State of Minnesota. To the
extent this Contract entails delivery or performance of services, such services will be deemed “goods”
within the meaning of the UCC except when to do so is unreasonable.

36. Antitrust. The Vendor hereby assigns to the State of Minnesota any and all claims for overcharges as
to goods and/or services provided in connection with this Contract resulting from antitrust violations that
arise under the antitrust laws of the United States and the antitrust laws of the State of Minnesota.

37. Force Majeure. Neither party to this Contract will be held responsible for delay or default caused by
fire, riot, acts of God and/or war, or raw malerial shortages that are beyond that party’s reasonable
control,

38. Severability. If any provision of the resulting Contract, including items incorporated by reference, is
found to be illegal, unenforceable or void, then both MMCAP and the Vendor will be relieved of all
obligations arising under such provisions; if the remainder of the resulting Contract is capable of
performance it will not be affected by such declaration or finding and must be fully performed.
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39. Default and Remedies. Either of the following constitutes cause 1o declare the Contract or any order
under this Contract in default:

(a) Nonperformance of contractual requirements, or

Vendor may be required to prepare an
MMCAP “Member-requested Participation Agreement” (MPA) to amend this Contract to provide for
laws specific to a state or local jurisdiction. If these circumstances exist, the Vendor must work with
MMCAP and the MMCAP Member Facility to prepare the MPA. An MPA must clearly apply only to the
requesting location and will not affect the rights of the other MMCAP Member Facilities, nor will it
modify, derogate, or otherwise diminish the rights and obligations set forth herein, except in regard to the
applicable named MMCAP Member Facility. No verbal or written instructions from MMCAP Member
Facilities, or any of their staff or officials may be used to change any provision of this Contract. Vendor
will immediately report any such requests to the MMCAP Manager who will issue approval or denial in
