I. Best Buy: The following provision applies to mandatory use contracts only.  This contract is subject to RCW 43.19.190(2) & RCW 43.19.1905(7): which authorizes state agencies to purchase materials, supplies, services, and equipment of equal quantity and quality to those on state contract from non-contract suppliers.  Provided that an agency subsequently notifies the Office of State Procurement (OSP) State Procurement Officer (SPO) that the pricing is less costly for such goods or services than the price from the state contractor.

If the non-contract supplier's pricing is less, the state contractor shall be given the opportunity by the state agency to at least meet the non-contractor's price.  If the state contractor cannot meet the price, then the state agency may purchase the item(s) from the non-contract supplier, document the transactions on the appropriate form developed by OSP and forwarded to the SPO administering the state contract. (Reference General Authorities document)

If a lower price can be identified on a repeated basis, the state reserves the right to renegotiate the pricing structure of this agreement.  In the event such negotiations fail, the state reserves the right to delete such item(s) from the contract.

III. Contract Terms: This Document includes by reference all terms and conditions published in the original IFB, including Standard Terms and Conditions, and Definitions, included in the Competitive Procurement Standards published by Contracts and Legal Services (as Amended).
Special Conditions: 

1. SERVICE:  All ferry furniture requiring reupholstering/repair will be picked up and returned by the Contractor at the Washington State Ferries Repair Facility, Eagle Harbor, Bainbridge Island, Washington within a seven (7) day period.  In emergency situations shorter time lines may be required according to the emergent need of the vessel being repaired.  However, on emergency basis, the successful contractor is responsible for pickup and delivery to other ferry locations, throughout the state.  If pickup/delivery within Whatcom, Snohomish, Pierce or King counties, prevailing wage requirements apply

2. REQUIRED WORK HOURS:  Required hours for pick-up or delivery of repaired seats at the Bainbridge Facility are between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 3:30 p.m.  If the Contractor cannot deliver at these normal working hours, arrangements will need to be made with the Facility Manager Jerry Tucson at (206) 780-3170.

3. INSURANCE:  Contractor shall, at their expense, obtain and keep in force insurance as follows until completion of the contract.  Within fifteen (15) calendar days of receipt of notice of award, the Contractor shall furnish evidence in the form of a Certificate of Insurance satisfactory to the state that insurance, in the following kinds and minimum amounts has been secured.  Failure to provide proof of insurance, as required, will result in contract cancellation. 

4. WARRANTY:  All materials and workmanship supplied and performed under the terms of this contact are guaranteed for a period of (1) year from the date of delivery.
