The E-Z Rider II successfully completed the 12-year/500,000 mile durability test and the
following areas were identified and needed attention due to results from this test.

The left rear spring was broken and it was analyzed and determined by the manufacturers’,
Standen’s Limited, that the test conditions were exceeding the design criteria by more than

* 10%. The production parts were resized and the spring profile was modified to conform

with the new requirements (see letter dated October, 2001, from Standen’s Limited).

The sheet metal mounted to the upper engine compartment showed fatigue due to moving
fore and aft under stopping loads. By installing brackets for additional support to the sheet
metal area this problem was easily eliminated.

The airbag, located at the rear suspension, was ruptured early in the test. It was found that
the airbag was rubbing the head of a suspension bolt. The bolt was relocated and replaced
using a round head type bolt.

The front suspension bolts were changed to fine thread to increase the clamping force.

In summary, the Altoona test identified a number of additioﬁal minor unscheduled
maintenance items that were addressed for final production. Overall, we feel the bus
performed very well in its class.

In July we were asked by Eldorado National to take a look at the problems they were having with the rear
suspension and rear spring, pait # 13006701. We sent our Service Manager Brad Shuer to the Altoona, PA
Test Track to investigate the cause. The center bolts were shearing, the spring was moving on the axle and
finally one of the spring failed. Indications were the test conditions were exceeding the original design
criteria by approximately 10%.

Listed below are some of the actions that were taken to resolve the issues.
e To stop the spring movement, the saddle was welded to the axle.
e We changed the center bolt from a grade 2 up to a grade 5 to eliminate the breakage

e The u-boit size was increased from 0.875” to 1.0" in diameter to provide higher torque capability
O to keep the components steadfast.

e We modified our shot peening process based on research and positive results were obtained.

e We modified the spring profile to conform to the new criteria.

We believe these modifications have resolved the problems that occurred at the beginning of the testing.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

EiDorado National submitted a model E-Z Rider Il CNG-fueled, 28 seat, 30-foot
bus, for a 12-Year/500,000 mile, STURAA test. The odometer reading at the time of
delivery was 662.0 miles. Testing started on April 15, 2001 and was completed on
September 21, 2001.- The Check-In section of the report provides a description of the bus
and specifies its major components.

The prirhary part of the test program is the Structural Durability Test, which also
provides the information for the Maintainability and Reliability sections of the report. The
Structural Durability Test was started on April 3, 2001 and was completed on August 29,
2001.

The interior of the bus is configured with seating for 28 passengers including the
driver. Free floor space will accommodate 15 standing passengers, resulting in a potential
load of 43 persons. At 150 Ibs per person, the gross vehicle load is 6,450 Ibs. The first
segment of the Structural Durability Test was performed with the bus loaded to a GVW of
27.400 Ibs. The middle segment was performed ata seated load weight of 25,130 lbs and
the final segment was performed at a curb weight of 21,190 Ibs. Durability driving resulted
in unscheduled maintenance and failures that involved a variety of subsystems. A
description of failures, and a complete and detailed listing of scheduled and unscheduled
maintenance is provided in the Maintainability section of this report.

Accessibility, in general, was adequate, components covered in Section 1.3 (Repair
and/or Replacement of Selected Subsystems) along with all other components
encountered during testing, were found to be readily accessible and no restrictions were
noted.

The Reliability section compiles failures that occurred during Structural Durability
Testing. Breakdowns are classified according to subsystems. The data in this section are
arranged so that those subsystems with more frequent problems are apparent. The failure
data is also classified by severity as defined in Section 2. The test bus encountered no
Class 1 or Class 2 failures. Of the 34 failures, 21 were Class 3 and 13 were Class 4.

The Safety Test, (a double-lane change, obstacle avoidance test) was safely
performed in both right-hand and left-hand directions up to a maximum test speed of 45
mph. The performance of the bus is illustrated by a speed vs. time plot. Acceleration and
gradeability test data are provided in Section 4, Performance. The average time to obtain
50 mph was 46.64 seconds.

The Shakedown Test produced a maximum final loaded deflection of 0.048 inches
under a distributed static load of 16,125 lbs. There was essentially no permanent
deflection after the load was removed. The Distortion Test was completed with all
subsystems, doors and escape mechanisms operating properly. No water leakage
observed throughout the test. All subsystems operated properly.





The Static Towing Test was to be performed using a target load (towing force) of
25,428 Ibs. Testing was terminated during the 20° downward pull at approximately 20,000
ibs of force due to failure of a welded gusset at the tow-hook attachment. A rear test was
not performed at the manufacturer’s request. The Dynamic Towing Test was performed
by means of a rear-lift tow. The towing interface was accomplished using a hydraulic-ift
wrecker. The bus was towed without incident and no damage resulted from the test. The
Jacking and Hoisting Tests were also performed without incident. The bus was found to
be stable on the jack stands, and the minimum jacking clearance observed with a tire
deflated was 6.2 inches.

A Fuel Economy Test was run on simulated central business district, arterial, and
commuter courses. The results were 0.54 M/ib, 0.77 M/Ib, and 1.25 M/Ib respectively; with
an overall average of 0.72 M/lb.

A series of Interior and Exterior Noise Tests was performed. These data are listed
in Section 7.1 and 7.2 respectively.

This is in response to your letter dated March 8, 2004, in which you requested assistance from the
Federal Transit Administration (FTA) concerning the applicability of the Bus Testing Regulation
(49 CFR Part 665) to a 35-foot version of the ElDorado Axess bus model. Your letter states that:

e ElDorado has tested a 40-foot CNG-powered version of its rear-engine Axess low-floor bus
model at Altoona in the 12-year, 500,000-mile service life category (Report No. PTI-BT-
R0312). ;

¢ ElDorado is proposing to offer a 35-foot version of the Axess CNG-powered, rear-engine,
low-floor bus. The only significant change contemplated compared to the tested bus is the
60-inch reduction in both wheelbase and overall length.

e As a result of the reduction in length, the curb-weight of the proposed Axess 35’ will be
reduced by 1,090 Ibs. and the seated load weight.will be reduced by 2,250 lbs, both relative to
the tested 40-foot Axess. The front and rear axle load weights remain under the gross vehicle
(sic.) rating by more than 2,506 and 2,329 lbs., respectively.

You have asked FTA to concur that additional testing will not be required for the 35-foot Axess
bus model. _

FTA has reviewed your request and accompanying documentation and has determined that

no additional testing will be required for the 35-foot Axess bus model. This determination is
based on the following conclusions drawn from information submitted by ElDorado or contained
in our files:

¢ ElDorado previously tested the 275-inch wheelbase CNG-powered Axess bus model at
Altoona (Report No. PTI-BT-R0312).

e The shorter 215-inch wheelbase CNG model is manufactured by deleting a 5-foot modular
section from the 40-foot design. We would anticipate that the 35-foot, 215-inch wheelbase

configuration would impose less stress on the structure, suspension, and powertrain than the
40-foot long, 275-inch wheelbase model.

e Although the CNG tank arrangement on the 35-foot Axess model is not identical to that of the
40-foot Axess model tested at Altoona, the tanks are mounted in similar locations and in a
similar manner. We do not consider this change to be major, and would not expect it to
produce significantly different data from that previously collected at PTL

o The curb weight of the Axess 35-foot model is 1,090 Ibs less than the 40-foot Axess model
tested at PTL

e The seated load weight of the Axess 35-foot model is 2,250 lbs. less than the 40 foot Axess
model tested at PTL

e The reduced weight of the 35-foot Axess bus model results in a front axle weight 2,506 Ibs.
below the front axle rating, and a rear axle weight 2,329 1bs. below the rear axle weight
rating.

This determination is based on the changes detailed in your letter or mentioned above. Should
you make any other changes to the vehicle, additional testing may be required. If you require any

SUBJECT:  Altoona Test on ElDorado National Axess — 12 years/500,000 miles

During the 12-year/500,000 mile durability test the following suspension areas were identified
as needing attention:

The sway bar bushings and shackle brackets at the front axle end failed. This was a
parallel rubber bushing sandwiched into clamp plate design. ElDorado National
redesigned these parts and changed to a ball joint linkage. The sway bar bushing and
saddle mount at the body were also changed to a softer “D” shaped bushing. This was
determined to be the best solution to absorb the shock and vibration from the sway
bar. As aresult, the links have been redesigned to attach directly to the end of sway
bar. The mounting hardware and fasteners were also upgraded.

The sway bar broke. After analysis by the component manufacturer, Hellwig Products
Inc., it was determined that the failure was caused by a quench fracture fault that had
occurred during the manufacturing process of the bars. The production parts will be
manufactured with improved tooling and surface treatments including shot peening,
grinding and polishing. The offset ‘joggle’ shape of the bar in the mid section, which
was the area of the failure cracks, has been simplified to be a plain, straight design. By
removing any local bending required to form the offset, the structural aspect of
manufacture is improved.

The front airbag ruptured due to abrasion. It was found that the airbag in jounce
position was rubbing against the edge of the upper plate. The upper plate was
increased in diameter to avoid rubbing and reinforced around the upper shock
mounting plate.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

ElDorado National California Inc., submitted a model AXESS, CNG-powered 44
seat (including the driver) 40-foot bus, for a 12 yr/500,000 mile STURAA test. The
odometer reading at the time of delivery was 513 miles. Testing started on April 8, 2003
and was completed on November 18, 2003. The Check-In section of the report
provides a description of the bus and specifies its major components.

The primary part of the test program is the Structural Durability Test, which also
provides the information for the Maintainability and Reliability results. The Structural
Durability Test was started on April 20, 2003 and was completed on October 31, 2003.

The interior of the bus is configured with seating for 44 passengers including the
driver. Free floor space will accommodate 36 standing passengers resuilting in a
potential load of 80 persons. At 150 lbs per person, this load results in a measured
gross vehicle weight of 31,090 Ibs. In order to avoid exceeding the GAWR (15,000 Ibs)
of the front axle, ballast from six standing passengers was eliminated. This reduction
from full capacity resulted in an adjusted measured gross vehicle weight of 41,840 Ibs
and was used for all dynamic testing. The middle segment was performed at a SLW of
37,500 Ibs and the final segment was performed at a CW of 31,090 Ibs. Durability
driving resulted in unscheduled maintenance and failures that involved a variety of
subsystems. A description of failures, and a complete and detailed listing of scheduled
and unscheduled maintenance is provided in the Maintainability section of this report.

Accessibility, in general, was adequate. Components covered in Section 1.3
(repair and/or replacement of selected subsystems), were found to be readily accessible
and no restrictions were noted. The only restriction noted during testing was accessing
the upper bolts of the left front air bag.

The Reliability section compiles failures that occurred during Structural Durability
Testing. Breakdowns are classified according to subsystems. The data in this section
are arranged so that those subsystems with more frequent problems are apparent. The
problems are also listed by class as defined in Section 2. The test bus encountered no
Class 1 or Class 2 failures. Of the 44 reported failures, 31 were Class 3 and 13 were
Class 4.

The Safety Test, (a double-lane change, obstacle avoidance test) was safely
performed in both right-hand and left-hand directions up to a maximum test speed of 45
mph. The performance of the bus is illustrated by a speed vs. time plot. Acceleration
and gradeability test data are provided in Section 4, Performance. The average time to
obtain 50 mph was 37.00 seconds.

The Shakedown Test produced a maximum final loaded deflection of 0.041
inches with a permanent set ranging between —0.005 to 0.004 inches under a
distributed static load of 30,000 lbs. The Distortion Test was completed with all
subsystems, doors and escape mechanisms operating properly. No water leakage was
observed throughout the test. All subsystems operated properly.

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The Static Towing Test was performed using a target load (towing force) of
37,308 Ibs. All four front pulls were completed to the full test load with no damage or
deformation observed. The Dynamic Towing Test was performed by means of a front-
lift tow. The towing interface was accomplished using a hydraulic under-lift wrecker.
The bus was towed without incident and no damage resulted from the test. The
manufacturer does not recommend towing the bus from the rear, therefore, a rear test
was not performed. The Jacking and Hoisting Tests were also performed without
incident. The bus was found to be stable on the jack stands, and the minimum jacking
clearance observed with a tire deflated was 4.8 inches.

A Fuel Economy Test was run on simulated central business district, arterial, and
commuter courses. The results were 0.63 M/ib, 0.76 M/Ib, and 1.38 M/Ib respectively;
with an overall average of 0.79 M/Ib.

A series of Interior and Exterior Noise Tests was performed. These data are
listed in Section 7.1 and 7.2 respectively.
