I. Best Buy: The following provision applies to mandatory use contracts only. This contract is subject to RCW 43.19.190(2) & RCW 43.19.1905(7): which authorizes state agencies to purchase materials, supplies, services, and equipment of equal quantity and quality to those on state contract from non-contract suppliers. Provided that an agency subsequently notifies the Office of State Procurement (OSP) State Procurement Officer (SPO) that the pricing is less costly for such goods or services than the price from the state contractor. If the non-contract supplier's pricing is less, the state contractor shall be given the opportunity by the state agency to at least meet the non-contractor's price. If the state contractor cannot meet the price, then the state agency may purchase the item(s) from the non-contract supplier, document the transactions on the appropriate form developed by OSP and forwarded to the SPO administering the state contract. (Reference General Authorities document). If a lower price can be identified on a repeated basis, the state reserves the right to renegotiate the pricing structure of this agreement. In the event such negotiations fail, the state reserves the right to delete such item(s) from the contract.

It is the contractor’s responsibility to verify membership of these organizations prior to processing orders received under this contract. Contract Terms: This Document includes by reference all terms and conditions published in the original IFB, including Standard Terms and Conditions, and Definitions, included in the Competitive Procurement Standards published by OSP (as Amended).

1/27/09 – Effective 2/1/09 – Contract will be extended until June 30, 2009. The purpose of the extension is to better coordinate the warehousing and delivery of USDA commodities contract with the school year.
Previous Notes:

11/1/07 Administrative change: The OSP Contract Administrator has changed from Deborah Chakos to Keith Farley.

(08/10/2007) Extension: Contract is extended for a 17-month term from July 1, 2007 thru November 30, 2008 with Empire Cold Storage, IEDS, and United Warehouse. Negotiations are still pending for Chill/Freeze warehousing in Western Washington. This represents a maximum term since the award of IFB #03703. There will be no further extensions under this contract number. The term value has been modified to represent the changes.

(07/09/2007) Rate increase: IEDS requested and has been authorized an averaged 2% rate increase. Rate increase effective 07/01/2007. Their rate changes are reflected on the price sheet. The Producer Price Index substantiates the percentage increase.

(07/09/2007) Rate increase. United Warehouse requested and has been authorized an average 3.5% rate increase. Rate increase effective 07/01/2007. Their rate changes are reflected on the price sheet. The Producer Price Index substantiates the percentage increase.

Special Conditions:

1. Contractors are subject to the warehousing rules as defined in USDA FNS Instruction 709-5
2. Invoicing procedures:
a) Goods received between the 1st – 15th shipped out prior to the 16th accrue ½ month storage costs.
b) Goods received between the 16th – 31st shipped out on or before the 31st of same month accrue ½ month storage.
c) Goods received between the 1st – 15th shipped out between the 16th – 31st of same month accrue 1 month storage.
d) Goods received between the 16th – 31st shipped out prior to the 15 of the following month accrue 1 month storage.
e) Goods processed shall be charged according to 100 weight (CWT) not per case.
