I. Best Buy: The following provision applies to mandatory use contracts only.  This contract is subject to RCW 43.19.190(2) & RCW 43.19.1905(7): which authorizes state agencies to purchase materials, supplies, services, and equipment of equal quantity and quality to those on state contract from non-contract suppliers.  Provided that an agency subsequently notifies the Office of State Procurement (OSP) State Procurement Officer (SPO) that the pricing is less costly for such goods or services than the price from the state contractor.

If the non-contract supplier's pricing is less, the state contractor shall be given the opportunity by the state agency to at least meet the non-contractor's price.  If the state contractor cannot meet the price, then the state agency may purchase the item(s) from the non-contract supplier, document the transactions on the appropriate form developed by OSP and forwarded to the SPO administering the state contract. (Reference General Authorities document)

If a lower price can be identified on a repeated basis, the state reserves the right to renegotiate the pricing structure of this agreement.  In the event such negotiations fail, the state reserves the right to delete such item(s) from the contract.

Contractor 3 Cities Inc. (KXXO) MAV driver will notify WSDOT Traffic Management Center (TMC) the day before the reduced or lack of segment coverage planned for the following day.
In case of an unanticipated problem, 3 Cities Inc. will be in contact with WSDOT Traffic Management Center (TMC) in order to provide updated information on segment coverage.
3 Cities Inc. (KXXO) will notify John Bruun and the designated WSDOT contact when copy for the 30-second messages promoting WSDOT’s Incident Response Team becomes outdated and needs to be updated.
2. Equipment required

The Contractor shall furnish their own laptop computer for purposes of producing automated data input into the “WSDOT Incident Tracking System” (WITS – soon to be known as “Incident Response Data System” – IRDS, a new database application which will replace WITS during the life of this contract), which is a database application that records daily, individual, incident contacts.  This computer equipment shall be provided and maintained by the Contractor at no cost to WSDOT.  WSDOT will maintain software and be responsible for it.  The laptop must be “Windows based” and be capable of running File Maker-Pro 5.5 Software.

The radio communications equipment shall meet WAC 204-93-060 requirements.  For the purpose of communications between the MAV and WSDOT, a cellular telephone with adequate coverage for the particular highway segment shall be required.
3. WAC 204-93

All portions of WAC 204-93 must be fully complied with.  All terms and conditions within this contract will be met by February 1, 2005 so the MAV is capable and available for full deployment as directed by WSDOT. (http://www.leg.wa.gov/WAC)

4. REFLECTIVE VEST

Whenever the MAV driver is outside the vehicle, the driver shall wear a reflective vest approved by the WSDOT.  The cost of the vests will be at the contractor’s expense.
5. TRAINING

MAV drivers shall be required to attend WSDOT’s three-day IR Program training (including, but not limited to WSDOT Standard Operating Guidelines, WSDOT Incident Tracking System, TMC visits, WSDOT IR ride-alongs) within the first six (6) months, or at WSDOT’s first offering, whichever comes first.  All MAV drivers shall be paid their hourly rate for their attendance time only.  Any transportation costs to and from, and any meal costs are the responsibility of the MAV drivers.  There will be no charge to MAV drivers for the three day IR Program training.

6. WSDOT LOGO (To be supplied by WSDOT)

The MAV must prominently display the WSDOT logo on both sides of the MAV in a size equal to or greater than other sponsor logos.

7. INFORMATION HANDOUT

All MAV drivers/operators will distribute a comment card and brochure (supplied by WSDOT) to all service contacts.

8. DAILY RECORD REQUIREMENT 

The records of daily contacts made during service hours shall be input into WITS and delivered to the WSDOT's Region Incident Response Program Manager (or designee) at the end of each daily shift, in a manner approved by the WSDOT Region Incident Response Program Manager (or designee).

9. General Location for MAV Highway Segment:

I-5 MP 88 to MP 127, including SR 101 interchange; SR512, I-5 to SR 167/ 410 interchange vicinity.

10. This contract opportunity, for both the Department of Transportation and the MAV contractor, is an effective approach to WSDOT’s stated Incident Response Program goal of “Clearing Roads and Helping Drivers”.  The “Service Hours per Peak Traffic Period” shown in the Bid Price Sheet are estimated hours for each “General Location for MAV Highway Segment”.  The 30 minute segments of time, between 7:30 to 8:00 AM and 4:30 to 5:00 PM, fall within 30 minutes of the center of the “AM/PM Minimum hours” listed.  The “Service Hours” may need to be adjusted, but will be at the specifically bid, calculated, hourly rate. 

The same concern holds true for the “General Location” listings.  Once WSDOT experiments with the MAV units, in coordination with the rest of the Incident Response Program units, WSDOT will likely adjust the termini of each segment.  To ensure capturing the level of interest in this IFB, a blank “Highway Segment” space is provided, and a blank set of “Service Hours” spaces, to be filled in by any bidder wishing to indicate their preferred precise location and hours of interest.  Information provided in the blank spaces may or may not be used to award a contract for the segment/hours identified by a bidder’s preferred information – see Section 1.4. and Section 4.1.

11. All other terms, conditions, specifications and pricing remain unchanged.
