3.12 Contractor qualifications and requirements

j. Best pricing

For the term of the contract, pricing for all products will be no greater than the prices quoted in the bidder’s response. If, however, during the contract period lower prices and rates become effective through reduction in Manufacturer’s or contractor’s list prices, promotional discounts, or other circumstances, purchasers must be given immediate benefit of such lower prices and rates.  This section is applicable to rental firms and authorized MCUA users located within Washington and Oregon.

3.14 Delivery requirements

f. Title to product (if applicable): 
Upon Delivery or Acceptance, whichever is applicable, contractor shall convey to purchaser good title to the Goods free and clear of all liens, pledges, mortgages, encumbrances, or other security interests.  This section does not apply.  The title to rental equipment remains with the contractor.

Appendix B, SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. Delivery/Pick-up requirements

General provisions:

· Schedule and acknowledgement: All prices are FOB Origin meaning that the price is for equipment at the contractor’s location.  Deliveries are to be negotiated on a case basis.
11. Price adjustments

Firm and fixed period: Pricing will remain firm and fixed for 2-years from the date of award of the contract.

Price protection: The contract prices are the maximum prices the contractor may charge.

If lower pricing for similar quantities becomes effective for the contractor, purchasers must be given immediate benefit of such lower pricing.  The contractor may also offer volume and promotional discounts.
The Contractor must agree that all the prices, terms, warranties, and benefits provided in this contract are comparable to or better than the terms presently being offered by the contractor to any other governmental entity purchasing similar quantities under similar terms.  If, during the term of this contract, the contractor enters into contracts with other governmental entities providing greater benefits or more favorable terms than those provided by this contract, the contractor is obligated to provide the same to purchasers for subsequent purchases.  DES will be notified of changes in contract pricing.  This section is applicable to rental firms and authorized MCUA users located within Washington and Oregon.
All other terms and conditions remain unchanged.

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4.5. Rental Periods


For the purposes of this contract the rental time periods are defined as follows:


		Day =

		24 hours (rental rate is based on eight hours)



		Week =

		5 consecutive days (may include Saturday and Sunday) rental rate based on 40 hours)



		Month =

		20 working days (rental rate based on 160 hours)





Contractors must offer authorized users of this contract a prorating program.  If an established program is not currently offered it is expected that the contractor will use the following model to extend prorated pricing to the state.

Once the weekly rate is achieved, all further billing will be billed at 1/5th of the weekly rate up to the monthly rate.


$1,200 divided by 5 is the prorated daily rate of $240 up to the monthly rate.


Once the monthly rate is achieved, all further billing will be billed at 1/20th of the monthly rate until the equipment is returned or called in for pick-up.


$3,600 divided by 20 is the prorated daily rate of $180.
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1. Maintenance


· The contractor, prior to rental of equipment, shall be responsible for furnishing all maintenance and services, such as lubrication, servicing, licenses and registration fees, and other operational expenses, parts and supplies, and in so doing, shall not require the state to defray any of these expenses.  The state rents the equipment at the rates specified herein; entered by the bidder in the column for the rental rates for the area and type of equipment.  The rates set forth herein are exclusive of the cost of fuel (Turn-in “Topped Off”).


· Minor lubrication servicing and repairs to long term rentals will be the responsibility of the renter.  The renter may negotiate a service agreement with the contractor.


· All major repairs due to breakdown while equipment is in a rental status will be the responsibility of the contractor unless the breakdown is the direct result of renter’s negligence.


· The contractor will provide at their expense, a Full Fuel Tank at the time the equipment is accepted by the renter.  Upon return of the equipment, the fuel tank will be refilled at renter’s expense.  The renter reserves the right to utilize gas/diesel pumps other than those owned by the contractor.  If the renter does not return the equipment with a full fuel tank, the cost of fuel (top-off) as applicable; the contractor may top off the fuel tank and invoice the renter as a separate line item on contractor's invoice and rental agreement.

The cost of fuel at the contractor’s site should not exceed the prevailing rate plus a minimal handling fee by the contractor.


· Renters using a red dyed fuel in on-road equipment while on an extended rental are required to remove the red dye fuel and return the equipment with the appropriate fuel for on-road use.  This measure is to protect future non-state renters of the equipment from fines from residual red dyed fuel.

If the renter returns the equipment with a red dyed fuel, the cost of fuel removal, cleaning tank (if required) and refilling the tank(s) with on-road fuel may be invoiced to the renter as a separate line item on contractor's invoice and rental agreement.  The renter should be notified of the problem prior to fuel replacement and given any options available to them for the disposal or the return of red dyed fuel.


· Renters using Diesel Exhaust Fluid (DEF) in Tier-4 equipment must use the manufacturer’s recommended grade of DEF.

· Routine fluid level checks will be made by the renter if the equipment is rented for any length of time.  Checks will be made according to manufacturer's recommendation.  Required fluids are to include fuel which will be added at the renter's expense.


· Exterior washing of the equipment, prior to return, will be the responsibility of the renter.  The equipment should be returned in the same condition as when the equipment was picked up.
