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Adds Data Model

The AFRS Data Distribution System (ADDS) reformats selected AFRS tables and files for use in a relational database environment. This document describes the data in a ‘Physical Data Model’ format consisting of:

· Descriptions of the ADDS tables.

· Descriptions of the relationships between the tables.

· Entity/Relationship Diagrams.

· Data Element Descriptions.

The Physical Data Model is a detailed description of the ADDS relational database architecture.  Such databases consist of related tables.  Tables are collections of appropriate data elements existing in a two-dimensional format of rows (entries in the table) and columns (data elements).  The tables defined in this document are the actual data structures OFM produces and distributes each time ADDS runs.  Naming conventions used in this document follow internal OFM requirements.

These descriptions are intended as a guide for using data produced by the ADDS system.  They do not provide in-depth explanations of every element or every possible combination of elements.  For this reason the user is assumed to have an understanding of how the AFRS system works in general and how the user’s agency specifically applies AFRS.  An understanding of Relational Database concepts and Entity/Relationship diagrams is also required.

The Data Element Descriptions are included in Appendix I –Data Element Definitions.  Appendix I is a complete list of all the data elements used by ADDS consisting of Logical Name, a suggested Physical Name,  SQL Data Type/Length and a short Description.  The Logical and Physical Names used in this document conform to the standards used for OFM systems and may differ from the names used for the same data elements in AFRS.  For example the AFRS Major Group and Major Source are referred to in ADDS as Major Source and Source.  Choosing a different naming standard than the Physical Names used in this document, will restrict your ability to share queries and other applications.

ADDS Documentation

This document is one of a set of three, each of which fills a different need:

· ADDS User Documentation -- gives a general overview of ADDS and guidance in the implementation of ADDS.

· ADDS Data Definitions -- (this document) defines the tables, relationships and data elements used in ADDS.

· ADDS Technical Documentation -- covers technical information to assist the Information Systems personnel in settting up databases and downloading the ADDS data.

Entity/Relationship Diagrams

An Entity/Relationship (ER) diagram provides a 'map' of the Data Model by showing physical tables as 'Entities' and the associations between them as 'Relationships'.  In the entity relationship diagram, entities are shown as rectangles containing the ‘logical names’ of the data elements included in that Entity.  Relationships are shown as lines connecting the Entities.  In cases where multiple tables come from the same AFRS file source, the Entities are shown together, along with the relationships (links or joins) between them.

ADDS Tables & Relationships

ADDS is related tables of financial and coding information extracted from AFRS.  These tables fall into three basic groups segregated by purpose.  The Financial tables provide information about AFRS Transactions in detail and summary form.  The individual rows on a Financial table represent money allocated, spent or earned and the data elements for this accounting event.  The Supporting tables provide the expanded account coding for ‘indexes’ on the Financial tables.  For example, individual rows on a Supporting table provide the full coding structure for a Program Index found on the Financial table.  The Titles tables provide text descriptions of data elements found on both the Financial and Supporting tables.

Considered separately, the Financial tables are each potentially related to every one of the separate Supporting tables (depending upon your agency’s account coding structure).  These relationships model existing AFRS relationships where a transaction may be entered with account codes referring to the Supporting tables.

Likewise, the Financial tables are each potentially related (directly, or indirectly through a Supporting table) to every one of the separate Title tables (depending upon your agency’s account coding structure).

The Supporting tables are also related to appropriate Title tables and may represent the only connection between a Financial table and a Title (for example you would link from the Financial table to the Program Index table, and then from the Program Index table to the Activity Title table for the title of an activity).

Financial Tables

The Financial tables are grouped into three sets of tables.  The grouping occurs by the AFRS files that ADDS uses for a data source, as follows:

· AFRS Transaction History File -- source for the Transaction Control and the Transaction General Ledger tables.  The Transaction Control table has a parent/child relationship to the Transaction General Ledger table.  The Transaction General Ledger table contains one record for each General Ledger Account in (posted by) the related Transaction Control record.

· AFRS Operating File -- source for the Operating Summary, the Summary Months, the Summary Quarters and the Summary Years tables. The Operating Summary table has a parent/child relationship to the Summary Months, Summary Quarters and Summary Years tables.  The child tables provide a time based breakout of the coding elements contained in the parent table.

· AFRS Document File -- source for the Document Summary table. The Document Summary table does not break down into separate components.

The Financial table group used for a query depends on the kind of information needed.  The Transaction Control and the Transaction General Ledger tables contain every transaction posted for the biennium.  This is important when detail is needed, but will lead to long response times when a doing a summarization query.

The Operating Summary group contains data already summarized by the account coding classifications your agency uses.  Further summarization by a subset of the coding is both easier and faster than using the Transaction group.  Also the Summary Months, Quarters and Years tables allow easy crosstab reporting by fiscal period.

The Document Summary table contains the current status of open documents at the time the table was created by ADDS. A closed document, after a certain time period, is purged from the AFRS Document file and will not be in the ADDS download.  This allows current open document reporting without the complexity required when using the Transaction group.  The Document Summary contains data already summarized, and will not display the transactions to a document number.

IMPORTANT:

Whenever one of the tables described contains the data element ‘Fiscal Month’, they also contain another data element, called ‘Adjusting Month’.  Without the Adjusting Month, sorting of records by Fiscal Month would result in Fiscal Month ‘99’ (fiscal year one adjustments) sorting after any fiscal year two records (such as Fiscal Month ‘13’ or ‘25’). 

ADDS uses the following rules when converting AFRS Fiscal Months to ADDS Fiscal Month/Adjusting Month combinations:

· Biennium beginning balances become ADDS Fiscal Month ‘00’, with the ADDS Adjusting Month set to a value indicating the type of beginning balance (currently ‘40’ for Transaction GL beginning balances).

· AFRS Fiscal Months ‘01’ through ‘12’ (fiscal year one) become ADDS Fiscal Month ‘01’ to ‘12’ and Adjusting Month  ‘00’.

· AFRS Fiscal Month ‘99’ (fiscal year one adjustment) becomes ADDS Fiscal Month ‘12’ and Adjusting Month ‘99’.

· AFRS Fiscal Months ‘13’ through ‘24’ (fiscal year two) become ADDS Fiscal Month ‘13’ to ‘24’ and Adjusting Month ‘00’.

· AFRS Fiscal Month ‘25’ (fiscal year two adjustment) becomes ADDS Fiscal Month ‘24’ and Adjusting Month ‘25’.

Besides allowing sorting in the same order as the Fiscal Months are actually posted, the Adjusting Month allows simplified selection of data for specific periods.  For example, to select fiscal year one with GL beginning balances:

· (including the adjustment): “fiscal month < ‘13’”

· (without the adjustment):   “fiscal month < ‘13’”  and  “(adjusting month = ‘00’ or adjusting month = ‘40’).
The Transaction Control and Transaction General Ledger tables in ADDS are up-dated incrementally each time you request an update.  For all other tables, ADDS creates a completely new table each time you request an update.  These new records must completely replace the existing table.   A table that is incrementally or completely re-loaded will only contain the current values of the source AFRS file as of the time it was created by ADDS.

Transaction Control and Transaction GL

The Transaction Control and Transaction General Ledger tables are unique within ADDS in that they are built incrementally. When the Transaction Control and  the Transaction General Ledger tables are requested for the first time these tables will be loaded with beginning balance records and all AFRS Transaction History records, biennium-to-date.  Afterwards, each time your agency requests an update the ADDS records will consist only of new AFRS transactions (transactions posted since the last load for your agency).  These new records are then added to the existing tables and are not a replacement of existing records.

The Transaction Control table is created from the AFRS Transaction History file.  It contains all data elements used for any AFRS History Transaction, with the exception of:

· General/Subsidiary Ledger Accounts posted.

· Amount of the Transaction.

· Account coding for which the Supporting tables provide expansion (for example the Program Index table contains Function, Program and Sub-Program, which are not included here).

A single Transaction Control record is uniquely defined by either the Batch Header data of the original AFRS History Transaction or by the Transaction Key element in conjunction with the Agency, Biennium and Fiscal Month.  The Transaction Key is generated by OFM at the time the transaction is processed into an ADDS Transaction Control record and is unique

AFRS also allows the creation of expenditure transactions for a vendor where there is no matching AFRS Vendor Edit record.  Because of this the Vendor Name is included in the Transaction Control table to avoid a loss of data integrity.  This results in an unavoidable repetition of data.

The Transaction General Ledger table is also created from the AFRS Transaction History file.  It contains a record for each General Ledger / Subsidiary Ledger Account(s) debited and credited for a particular Transaction Control record.  The amount of the transaction is signed (at the time ADDS generates the record from an AFRS History Transaction) as follows:

· If it is a 'credit' GL account, the sign is reversed.

· If the transaction is a 'reversing' entry, the sign is reversed on each GL account.

· If both above conditions occur, the sign is reversed twice.

· If it is an estimated GL account which is normally a 'credit', the sign is reversed yet again.

· If the General Ledger Account is a liquidation of an encumbrance, the amount may not be the actual transaction amount.  It is the amount liquidated by this transaction (which may be different from the amount paid).

These rules ensure that all amounts, added up for a single transaction or totaled, will total to the correct balance by GL account, and that estimates will display correctly on reports.  If the AFRS Transaction Code posted on the original AFRS History Transaction record includes a Subsidiary Account for this General Ledger Account, that Subsidiary Account is in this record.  A single ADDS Transaction General Ledger table record is uniquely defined by a combination of all non-amount data elements.  For each Transaction Control entry there are two or more Transaction General Ledger entries (in groups of two; a debit and a credit).  One exception to this rule is the beginning balance amounts which are created from the AFRS general ledger file and for which there is only one ADDS Transaction General Ledger table entry for each ADDS Transaction Control entry.

Operating Summary  & Summary Time

The Operating Summary table is created from the AFRS Operating file.  It contains all data elements from the AFRS Operating File with the exception of:

· The time period.

· The time period amounts.

· Account coding for which the Supporting tables provide expansion. 

The ADDS Operating Summary table contains a subset of the GL Accounts, summarized.  The transactions are summarized by stripping out the unique coding element fields, for example, current document number, vendor number, etc.  The transactions are then combined and the individual transactions in this table lose their identity.  The number of rows in this table is dependent upon the level of the account coding structure used by your agency.

Summarized monetary amounts calculated and included in this table are (the amounts are as of the time the record was created by ADDS):

· Current fiscal month amount -- total postings for the open fiscal month.  For these monetary amounts, the fiscal month starts on the day following the normal cut-off date and runs through the normal cut-off date.  Therefore, the amounts are based on the AFRS normal cut-off date rather than the calendar months.

· Prior fiscal month amount -- total postings for the fiscal month previous to the open fiscal month (or zeros if the current fiscal month is '01').

· Prior biennium to date amount -- total postings for the current biennium through the prior prior fiscal month. 

· Year to date amount -- total postings for the current fiscal year through the prior fiscal month.

· Biennium to date amount -- total postings for the current biennium through the prior fiscal month.

Additionally some records have a value in the project beginning balance amount which, when added to current biennium values, allows a calculated total representing activity across biennia.

A single Operating Summary record is uniquely defined by a combination of all non-amount data elements.  A Summary Key is generated by ADDS at the time the AFRS Operating File record is processed into an ADDS Operating Summary record and is unique within the Biennium and Agency.  The Summary Key is used to link the Operating Summary table to the Summary Month, Summary Quarter and Summary Year tables.
The summary time period tables are created from the AFRS Operating file.  Individual monetary amounts for each fiscal month, fiscal quarter and fiscal year are stored in the Summary Months, Summary Quarters and Summary Years tables.  Summary Months contain Fiscal Month total amounts (24 fiscal months for a biennium, plus the 2 adjusting months per biennium or 26 total) for an ADDS Operating Summary record.  Summary Quarters contain Quarterly total amounts (4 quarters per fiscal year, 2 fiscal years per biennium or 8 total) for an ADDS Operating Summary record.  Summary Years contain Yearly total amounts (1 per fiscal year, 2 fiscal years per biennium or 2 total) for an ADDS Operating Summary record.

A single time period record is uniquely defined by a combination of Biennium, Agency, Fiscal Month or Quarter or Year and Summary Key.

Document Summary
The document summary table is created from the AFRS Document file.  It contains all data elements from the AFRS Document file with the exception of:

· Account coding for which the Supporting tables provide expansion.
· Non ‘current fiscal month’ amounts.
The ADDS Document Summary table is derived from the AFRS Document file.  It contains the status of open documents in the AFRS document file which existed at the time ADDS created it.  This table allows queries against the current status of open documents.

A single Document Summary record is uniquely defined by a combination of all non-amount data elements.

Supporting Tables

The Supporting tables provide expanded account coding for ‘indexes’ on the Financial tables.  Specifically this refers to the Appropriation Index, the Vendor, the Master Index, the Organizational Index, the Program Index and the Project/Sub-Project/Project Phase combination.

These indexes are used in AFRS to allow ‘shorthand’ entry of fairly complex combinations of accounting classifications.  These classifications may even include other indexes.  For example the Master Index can refer to any of the other Supporting tables.

ADDS generates these tables from AFRS files of the same name.  For example the ADDS Appropriation Index table is created from the AFRS Appropriation Index file.  ADDS generates all records for a completely new Supporting table each time you request that particular table.  These new records must completely replace the existing table.  A table that is completely re-loaded will only contain the current values of the source AFRS file as of the time it was created by ADDS.

The Supporting tables you request and use will vary, depending upon your particular agency’s account coding requirements.  The supporting tables are as follows:

The master index detail table contains the ‘detail’ information from the AFRS Master Index table including the full coding breakdown and percentage of the total.  A single Master Index Detail record is uniquely identified by Biennium, Agency, Master Index and Sequence Counter.

For each Master Index table record there will be one to ninety-nine Master Index Detail records.  The Sequence Counter will be numbered appropriately.

A Financial table record which refers to a Master Index will contain the full account coding structure defined in the Master Index Detail record it was generated from.  In cases where a Master Index contains multiple Master Index Detail entries, multiple AFRS Transactions are built at the time the original AFRS Transaction is entered -- one for each detail entry, with the amount distributed by the percent (see ‘AFRS Master Index documentation’).

NOTE:

AFRS allows expenditure transactions without Vendor Numbers as well as transactions containing a Vendor Number where certain Vendor-related data elements are changed for that transaction only.  Also a transaction may be entered for a Vendor Number and then the AFRS Vendor Edit record changed afterwards.

To tighten this ‘looseness’ in the way vendor data is used in AFRS, the ADDS data model requires some extra work when the ADDS Transaction and Vendor tables are created.  In particular, every effort is made to use a valid Vendor Number.

For example, if a particular transaction requires or has vendor information but does not have a Vendor Number, special processing (similar to that used in the AFRS Disbursement Reporting System) occurs at the time the AFRS History Transaction record is processed into a Transaction Control record.

This special processing guarantees every transaction requiring a vendor will have a matching Vendor table entry (with the exception of Vendor Numbers where the first two characters consist of a ‘V’ followed by a zero, which are ignored).  To do this, ADDS attempts to locate a matching Vendor Number by the Vendor Name or TIN.  If that fails, a new Vendor record is created and a Vendor Number is assigned.  However the vendor information on a given ADDS Transaction Control record may be different from the vendor information in a matching Vendor Edit record, and misuse of Vendor Numbers or over-use of ‘V0’ type Vendor Numbers will result in vendor data being ‘lost’!  

To avoid these potential problems, care must be taken at the agency level to always use a Vendor Number when the vendor data not found on the ADDS Transaction Control table must be kept.

Title Tables

ADDS Title tables consist of selected sub-tables from the AFRS on-line Descriptor File (such as the 'Sub Object table (D11)' and the 'Counties table (D37)'.  They are identified here both by the title they provide (by name) and by an AFRS designated code; 'D01', 'D11', 'D37' and so on.  Aside from the coding elements, Title tables are uniquely identified by Biennium (for state-wide tables) or Biennium and Agency (for agency specific tables).

Each time you request the ADDS Titles, ADDS creates a completely new set of Title tables.  These new records will completely replace the existing table(s) and will contain the current values of the source AFRS file as of the time it was created by ADDS.  The Title tables are not defined separately because they all work in much the same manner.  The Title tables created by ADDS when the Title tables are requested are:
